WASHINGTON (A P ) — FBI Director William 
Sessions responded to questions about Attorney 
(leneral Edwin Meese 111 by saying public of­
ficials have an obligation to maintain the highest 
legal and ethical standards.

■An independent counsel investigating Meese 
since last May 11 is expected to issue a report rais­
ing sharp questions about the attbrney general’s

ethical behavior, ac­
cording to sources 
fam iliar with the 
probe.

“ Ethical conduct in 
c o n n ec tio n  w ith  
lawyers particularly 
is a very sensitive 
m atter,”  Sessions 
said Thursday when 
asked by reporters 
about the embattled 
attorney general.

and 1 think that Mr. Meese would strongly agree 
with that, ' added the FBI director.

Celebrate! 
Capitol’s a 
century old

AUSTIN — Dozens of rainbow- 
hued hot air balloons floated into 
the skies over Austin shortly after 
sunrise today to launch the 100th 
anniversary celebration for the 
Texas Capitol.

The balloons, which took off from 
the National Guard’s Camp Mabry 
northwest of downtown, drifted 
away from the Capitol building as 
winds blew from the south.

In addition, the original Goddess 
of Liberty statuê , removed from 
atop the dome two years ago, was 
being returned to the Capitol 
grounds for display over the 
weekend. ,

The statue, which was replaced 
last year with a duplicate, had 
deteriorated from 98 years’ ex­
posure to the weather and was 
deemed unsafe to remain atop the 
300-foot dome. It has since been 
stored in a hangar at the state Air­
craft Pooling Board.

Giant electric “ candles”  were in 
place around the outside of the 
Capitol dome, giving the building 
the appearance of a huge birthday 
cake. An enormous chandelier was 
hanging under the dome in the 
rotunda, where a $150-per-person, 
black tie ball is planned for 
tonight

Ann Ramsey, one of those coor­
dinating the event, said Thursday 
that preparations were going well. 
She said the weekend’s success 
could depend on the weather.

'T v e  heard of a possibility of 
showers, but that we were more 
likely to have showers on Sunday 
than Saturday 1 like that one bet­
ter. ” she said

About 30,000 people are expected 
to participate in all parts of the 
celebration, she said

Ms. Ramsey said that almost 600 
people were expected for the ball. 
That was fewer than originally ex­
pected, and Ms. Ramsey said 
ticket sales may have been slow 
because it is a one-time event

“A lot of people know about 
events that happen every year 
This is a one-time event. People 
are not very familiaf^with it,”  she 
said.

Beef producers to vote Tuesday on checkoff

Beef producers will v’ote Tuesday on

$l-per-head beef checkoff. The pro­
cedure amassed more than $70 million 
last year for marketing, research and 
development of beef — and the looming 
election has Texas Beef Industry Coun 
cil representatives lobbying producers 
to vote for the program.

Lou Anne Smoot, special assistant to 
the director of the Texas Beef Industry 
Council, was in Big Spring Tuesday to 
address the monthly meeting of the 
Texas CattleWomen’s Association in an 
effort to encourage producers to con 
tinue the program.

Smoot spent about ninety minutes ex 
plaining the checkoff program Wednes­
day in the lounge of the Days Inn

The Beef Industry Council ad­
ministers the funds in Texas, she said. 
"That way we can make sure the 
checkoff dollars go to the purposes the 
producers wanted: promotion and 
re.search.”

Producers sought the checkoff pro 
gram because of information indicating 
that a large percentage of American 
consumers avoid eating beef, she said, 
and becau.se of compari.sons of the 
share of beef to that of poultry and pork 
in the average American's diet.

“Those statistics led producers to re- 
<|uest the checkoff,”  she said “ It was 
just horrible that we had, in 1983, a 
third of the pt'ople in the country who 
avoided our product. By 198.S, it had

grown to 50 percent.
“ By 1987, price-driven consumers 

(who felt beef was too expensive) were 
oriry^z ‘pei tfent o f the iDiai,’'!>neTl6ti^" 
“It’s just not a price issue anymore.” 

“ We chose a target audience of adults 
age 25 to 54,”  Smoot explained, “ who 
have an active lifestyle. Most are 
college-educated and have a higher 
than average income. These are not 
people who don’t eat beef because they 
feel it’s too expensive.

“ We picked them because of their 
tremendous (marketing) potential, and 
pul the ads in magazines aimed at that 
target audience and on television shows 
that audience favored 

“ Producers would say, ‘ I don’t like 
that show,' or ‘ I don't read that 
magazine I'm not seeing those ads,' 
and we would say that means someone 
is doing their job right, because we're 
not trying to sell (to) the producers.”

Sources familiar with the probe say 
McKay is expected to issue a report raising 
several ethical questions about the attorney 
general’s ties to longtime friend E. Robert 
Wallach, who is under indictment in the Wedtech
case.

Robert C. “ Bob”  Smith — I believe this 
would be a viable possibility.

Fire breaks out in House Speaker’s office
WASHINGTON (A P ) -  Fire 

broke out late Thursday in the 
Capitol Hill office of House Speaker 
Jim Wright, D-Texas, and the blaze 
raged unimpeded for 10 minutes 
due to a lack of fire hoses and 
alarms, says a congressman who 
was one of the first at the scene.

Two U.S. Capitol Police officers 
were treated for Smoke inhalation 
at the scene, but they did not re­
quire further, medical attention, 
said officer ban Nichols.

The fire in Wright’s second-floor 
corner office of the Longworth 
Building, across the street from the 
Capitol, was caused by an elec­
trical problem, said District of Col­
umbia Deputy Fire Chief Jamelia 
Jackson. He estim ated  the 
damages at $120,000 and said the 
o f fic e s  w ill need extensive 
restoration.

Rep. Curt Weldon, R-Pa., whoseise
‘ Offices are next door to W right’^  
said the fire was able to spread for

at least 10 minutes after it broke 
out shortly after 6 p.m. because 
fire hoses which are supposed to be 
in emergency cabinets throughout 
the building were missing.

“ I ’m totally frustrated by a con­
gressional building that has no fire 
alarms and absolutely no fire hoses 
in the standpipe cabinets,”  said 
Weldon, who is a former fire chief.

“ We’d have had the fire out. We 
knew where it was, we were in 
there, and we just couldn’t get to

it,”  he told reporters on the 
sidewalk outside, his shirt smudg­
ed with soot. “ I guarantee you I ’ll 
raise Cain about it the next time 
we’re in session, which I guess is 
Monday.”

The House had adjourned for the 
weekend a short time before the 
fire erupted.

SAND SPRINGS — The com 
munity center here will be the poll­
ing place for Saturday’s election in 
the Howard County Water Control 
and Improvement District No. 1 
board race.

Three incumbents, hoard presi- 
d e n t  J i m m y  E a r n e s t ,  
secretary/treasurer Richard H. 
Pbinney and vice president C. Roy 
Wright, all of Sand Springs, are 
seeking re-election to the board.

Challenging them is Ernest Gar­
rett of Coahoma. Two members ol 
the board not up for election are 
Gary Roberts and Ted Fowler, 
both of Coahoma, who are in the 
middle of their four-year board 
terms, Roberts said todbiy. "

Though not sent to residents ol 
Coahoma as it was to residents oi 
Midway and Sand Springs com­
munities, all of whom are served 
by the district’s water supplies, a 
letter implying that services are in 
jeopardy has been circulated 
among voters in the election.

Roberts said today that he was 
aware of several people who had 
circulated the letter in Coahoma.'

Of the letter’s contention that 
proposals to close down the water 
district office,and turn its op^a- 
tions to-the-eity-of'Coahoma,
Roberts said, “ There isn’t a serSp 
of truth in it.”

If Garrett is elected to the board, 
Coahoma residents will make up a 
majority of the board, Roberts 
said. Sand Springs residents are 
currently in the majority, but all 
three are up for election.

Roberts said the district was 
created in 193S in order to lay a six- 
inch water line from Big Spring to 
Coahoma. Because of the increases 
in population in the Sand Spring 
and Midway communities, he said, 
the district laid a 12-irtch water line 
in 1962 to provide service to Sand 
Springs and Coahoma.

l l ie  original line was financed by 
revenue bonds, the larger line by 
tax bonds, Roberts said. The 
district paid off the last of those 
bonds in January and has no debts 
or obligations at this time, he said.

The board meets the second 
Tuesday of each month.

Voters registered in boxes 205, 
206 or 207 for the school board elec­
tions may vote in the water district 
races, according to a Howard 
County Water Control and Im­
provement District spokeswoman.

The election place will be the 
Lions Community Center on Scout 
Road, marked by a sign on the 
North Service Road of Interstate 
Highway 20, she said, and polls will
be open Saturday from 7 a.m. to 7 
p.m.

Democratic presidential front­
runner Michael Dukakis, in a slap 
at likely Republican opponent 
George Bush, says he won’t accept 
a vice president too timid to speak 
out on tough issues.

Bush, meanwhile, was asked 
about the release of three French 
hostages and said he would never 
agree to payments to secure the 
release of Americans in captivity.

J esse  Jackson , D u k a k is ’ 
Democratic rival, was clufing at 
what he called the premature 
“ coronation”  of Dukakis. Jackson 
stepped up his criticism of party 
delegate-selection rules on Thurs­
day, but Dukakis virtually ignored 
him, training his fire instead on 
Bush.

Jackson was campaigning today 
in California, whose primary on 
June 7 will be the bluest — and 
last — of the season. Dukakis was 
home in Boston, with no campaign 
events scheduled for the next few 
days.*

Bush was hustling through a 
series of stops today in Idaho, Mon­
tana and Nebraska. All three states 
have primaries in theunaxt-month, 
but as Bush already has a 
numerical lock on the Republican 
nomination, aides say he is aiming 
to build Western backing for the 
general election.

The vice president’s comments 
about hostages came amid reports 
that France had arranged Thurs­
day’s release of three French 
hostages by agreeing to pay the 
outstanding balance on a loan 
originally totaling $1 billion made 
by the late Shah Mohammad Reza 
Pahlavi of Iran.

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It’s decision time
Decision time has arrived.
Saturday is the day for Big Spring to determine three posi­

tions on its City Council — all three at large and all three for 
three-year terms.

This is no insignificant vote, folks — in fact, it may be th|e 
most important election in a long time.

Voters Saturday will replace 42 percent of the positions on 
the council — three spots occupied by men with several years’ 
experience in running this government. Any time you replace 
three of seven, it promises a time of change and threatens a 

- lime of confusion.
What do we see among the nine candidates Who have 

volunteered to sit on the council? A smorgasbord of talents, 
backgrounds and reasons for running.

We’ll not insult your intelligence by telling you who to vote 
for — that’s entirely your decision. However, in light of the 
material on the candidates published this week and April 17 in 
the Herald and broadcast on local radio, here are some obser­
vations about the candidates;

•  The budget crunch faced by the city of Big Spring dictates 
that we need more than the “ let’s cut spending’ ’ mentality. We 
need people who are familiar with budgets, finance, numbers 
and common sense — and we’re fortunate to have candidates

-wrttr“s\icti~ qualities. ^Budget mahagemenF combTried wiflT' 
foresight and good sense is a formidable combination.

•  There is obvious commitment among some candidates, 
which we see as crucial. Candidates who have taken the in­
itiative in the past few years to voluntarily, regularly attend 
council meetings and serve on city boards translates into a 
dedication that must be admired. They are aware of the issues 
facing the community and should not have to begin at ground 
level. y,,is easy to talk of commitment — another entirely to 
display it.

•  Tough times mean tough decisions. And that means we 
need council members who take the time to maturely consider 
the matters before them and then make their decision. They 
must be tough enough to stand behind the decision — and wise 
enough to admit the need to change when that is the best 
course of action.

•  People-to-people qualities have been displayed among the 
candidates. They will be important as both the city manager 
and fire chief positions must be filled in the near future. Per­
sonnel management expertise in those efforts will prove 
invaluable.

•  Law enforcement has been raised as an issue among the 
candidates and recent violence here makes it all the more a 
current topic. Talk and law enforcement background alone, 
however, do not translate into a commitment. We have seen 
examples of at least two council candidates who prefer to hold 
themselves above the law when it runs contrary to their way 
of thinking. This is inconsistent with logic and loud shouting of 
moral leadership, and has no place on the council.

•  Singlie-issue, ax-grinding candidates must be ayt
Thfeir effectiveness ax is ground am
issue has been addressed — hi^orically has been distij;̂ aljaj}cl 
this is no time for any more m that.

•  The value of the suggestion to return to a mayor-run city 
is questionable. Do we have volunteers running the state 
hospital, the VA medical center or Fina refinery? Of course 
not. To expect a volunteer to step forward and effectively, effi­
ciently manage a six-million dollar operation as mayor seems 
entirely impractical. If there are such volunteers out there, 
we’ve not seen them. This size o£, operation requires profes­
sional operation. Besides, the challenges this city faces will 
require a professional who answers to a group selected by the 
voters, not one person answering to the w hims of all voters.

•  Finally, it’s worth noting again that the city council is not 
an industrial recruitment agency. Council members, by the 
nature of the job, must run a city efficiently, wisely and clean­
ly. If that is done, the atmosphere will have been created to at­
tract business to the community. Beware of those who seek 
your vote on the premise of bringing business to town — that’s 
not their job.

I have noticed an attitude in Big Spring that 
disturbs me.

There is a prejudice toward the Big Spring 
State Hbsital and its residents.

Prejudice of any type bothers me, and I
suppose we are most pre­
judiced toward those to 
whom we live closest. It 
seems that we should 
know the most about those 
people, and be able to ac- 

-ibain; iaBtead, we 
close our eyes more.

The hospital recently 
had trouble finding a 
place in town where the 
residents could have 
recreation off-campus.

It’s true that perhaps 
they can’t give back as much to the communi­
ty as other area institutions — like SWCID or 
the federal prison camp.

But they are people with needs.
I know because I have befriended a few of 

the “ Career Village”  residents. They are 
allowed to leave the campus when they wish, 
but have strict curfews — not unlike life at 
the dorm of the conservative private college I 
attended.

Their homes are modern dormitories, but 
with a well-furnished living room and kitchen, 
and large bedrooms with private baths.

While I realize I am describing the housing 
for the most advanced resident of the 
hospital, the fact is that none of the facilities 
are frightening or even necessarily

intimidating.
Nor are the residents or staff.
A stigma has lingered from days when the 

services were lacking. But reforms during the 
49-year history of the institution have changed 
it dramatically.

Some myths I have heard alluded to 
include;

•  The hospital gates are closed or locked. 
You can drive on campus without being stop­
ped by a guard or anyone.

•  Residents are locked in dark cells or 
“ snake pits.”  There are none in existence.

•  If you seek help there, you will be locked 
up and the key thffwa away. Appointments 
can be made with Btadical staff without being 
admitted.

•  Patients are drugged out of their minds. 
The usage of drugs has decreased and are 
constantly reviewed.

We are not in the Dark Ages anymore. 
Reforms have drastically im prov^ the at­
mosphere and treatment that occurs at state 
hospitals.

The city should be proud of the fact that it 
is well-run and offers training in many fields 
for those who wish to serve the mentally ill.

And the community should take advantage 
of the services available through the hospital.

What family in these days remains untouch­
ed by some form of mental illness ^Including 
depression, suicide, problems with children, 
marital troubles, alcohol and drugs?

Qualified professionals are available to this 
city and area that others must often travel far 
to acquire In fact, people travel from Lub­
bock, Abilene, San Angelo and as far north as 
Plainview for consultations.

And there are opportunities for us to be 
involved.

Kathy Higgins of volunteer services says 
the residents need, more than anything, peo­
ple who are concerned.

“ The personal touch is as important as , 
medication,”  she said. •

The Public Responsibility Committee is 
composed of citizens who give residents the 
opportunity to talk with someone regularly 
from outside the hospital.

The campus library needs volunteers, too. 
The needs are limited rhostly by creativity. 
>•< I ’m not saying it will be easy. My relation­
ship with friends there has not always been 
smooth, I have, at times, had my patience 
tried and lost.

But the challenge to get involved is there. 
Stop thinking of the hospital as the institution 
“ out north of town”  or “ the funny farm.”

We can’t afford to be snobbish toward this 
vital area of medical attention. These days of 
stress and pressure may mean one will bie 
needing to take advantage of the services of 
the state hospital.

Orientation is available for anyone willing 
to volunteer. Tours are arranged for civic 
groups and others by Ms. Higgins.

We have no excuse for being ignorant of one 
of our oldest institutions, and one that is a 
landmark of the city all over the state.

Grow up. Big Spring!
The state hospital is as much a part of this 

community as the Veterans Administration 
hospital or the federal prison camp, and 
shouldn't be treated like the unwanted step­
child of the family.

A challenge different from the council race faces school 
district voters. Three school board members will be selected 
from among five candidates — two opposed races and one 
unopposed.

It appears that the voters have a less clear-cut decision to 
make among the candidates for the board race. The at-large 
race between A1 Valdes and John Webb offers two candidates 
with obvious huge dedication. In District 4 incumbent Donnie 
Baker faces Doug Morris. Ford Farris faces no opposition in 
District 2.

In our estimation, voters can do well with any of the can­
didates on the ballot.

Second only to the “ war” on 
drugs, the cry among Democrats is 
for federal child-care programs. In 
this (as in the 100-year war on 
drugs) the Democrats are not 
alone.

Although the principal measure 
before Congress — the Act for Bet­
ter Child Care (ABC) — has the 
support of many Republicans, 
others are floating about, most pro­
minently one sponsored by Sen Or- 
rin Hatch. ABC calls for a grant of 
$2 5 billion in federal aid to day­
care centers.

The problem is certainly acute. 
The h ighest p e rcen ta ge  of 
American women ever work, and 
those who have little children at 
home endure problems that are a 
matter of concern. Whose concern?

Well, ABC would distribute 
money to the states, and the states 
would endow child-care centers. 
Parents whose income is 115 per­
cent or less of their state’s median 
would be entitled to use of the 
laCTflfes” fF ^ ” ot only passing in-

terest that, for instance in the state 
of New Jersey, a family earning 
$46,920 would qualify for what is in 
effect federal child care.

Now, the ABC bill — never mind 
that its sponsors boast of its design 
to promote independence of opera­
tion — begins with the most ex­
clusive denial of them all. Parents 
receiving such aid could not, for in­
stance, elect to send their 5-year- 
old to a church-organized day-care 
center — to do so would violate the 
provision ordaining the separation 
of church and state, the sponsors 
concede.

So that what is being proposed 
i ^ ’t a (prm of voucher^, i^a j^ le  tq 
a publicly run ^ i f i< a r e  center, or

to your church — or to a grand­
mother, in exchange for her ser­
vices for a part of the day. It is a 
Washington-to-child arrangement 
that could only attenuate the 
authority of the parent over the 
child.

Indeed, most of the criticism 
leveled against ABC by such as 
conservative sociologist George 
Gilder focuses on the danger of 
removing the child from the in­
fluence of such persons as the 
mother, or such person as, given 
her choice, she would elect to place 
that child under during the critical 
formative years.

But surely the m ^or criticism 
s h o u l d  be  b a s e d  on t he  
preposterous notion that the 
federal government has any role 
whatever in sponsoring and financ­
ing a social program so organically 
the responsibility of a lower 
echelon of government. It is 
dismaying that after seven years of 
the most conservative administra-

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child care is needed, the federal 
government needs to provide it.

Almost no thought is given to the 
most obvious objection, which is 
that the money collect^ in, say. 
New Jersey, flows out of New 
Jersey in the first instance. So that, 
as far as the New Jersey communi­
ty is concerned, it might as well be 
a local tax, with perhaps this dif­
ference: that New Jersey will, in 
fact, be sending more money to 
Washington under the proposed 
federal arrangement than it would 
be sending to its own citizens if it 
were establishing day-care centers 
under local supervisions.

Plant blast
One stayed to call fire officials

HENDERSON, Nev. — A polio-stricken executive at 
a burning rocket fuel plant chose to stay behind and 
call the fire department rather than flee with fellow 
workers, and that cost him his life, plant officials say.

Shortly after Leroy Westerfield made his telephone 
call, an earthquake-force explosion obliterated the 
Pacific Engineering Production Co. building and 11 
others in the industrial complex, killing another man 
and injuring more than 255 people.

Bruce Bernard Halker, 56, a friend of Westerfield, 
apparently died while he tried to coax the crippled 
man from the inferno, co-workers say. Westerfield, 62, 
had been partially paralyzed by polio since he was 19.

“ If he was there, he’ll stay around until everyone 
gets out,”  said Halker's wife, Roma, as she awaited 
word of his fate. “ That plant was his v^hole life.”

The body of Halker, vice president for operations, 
"was found several hours after the initial blast and 
several that followed Authorities spent Thursday 
scouring the charred rubble of the plant hoping to find 
a trace of the popular Westerfield, the company’s con­

troller for 28 years.
“We lost two of our very closest friends,”  said Fred 

Gibson, the plant chairman.
Production of a key fuel component for the space 

shuttle and U.S. military rockets was halted until 
manufacturers ascertain the equipment malfunction 
that caused the fire and explosions, which left 
widespread property damage throughout the Las 
Vegas Valley.

Plant employees, many of them wearing bandages, 
gathered in the community center in this town of 55,000 
on Thursday to discuss the disaster and observe a mo­
ment of silence for Westerfield and Halker.

Tears welling in his eyes, Westerfield’s son, Gary, 
said he was not surprised his father risked death to 
save his co-workers. “ That was his style, " the son 
said. .

“ His polio got so bad he could barely get around,” 
said plant foreman Robert Thayer, a friend of nearly 
three decades. “ It didn’t affect his mind one bit”

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U.S. attorney said to be choice for criminal division
WASHINGTON (A P ) -  A U.S. attorney 

who formerly ran the Justice D e^rt- 
ment’s narcotics division has been chosen 
to head the department’s criminal division, 
an administration source says.

The source said Edward S.G. Dennis Jr., 
the U.S. attorney for Philadelphia, ap­
parently is the only name Attorney General 
Edwin Meese III has submitted to the 
White House for the position. The source 
spoke on condition of anonymity.

Dennis would fill a vacancy created by 
the resignation of Assistant Attorney 
General William Weld, chief of the 
criminal division.

Weld and Deputy Attorney General Ar­
nold Burns resigned March 29 out at eon-  ̂
cem that Meese’s continued tenure at 
Justice, in the face of a nearly yearlong 
criminal investigation, was hurting the 
department’s operation. Several top level 
Justice Department posts have been left 
vacant.

Weld said Wednesday that Dennis “ is an

outstanding’ ’ U.S. attorney. He added that 
Dennis “ would be on my short list for any 
top job at the Justice Department.’ ’

“ My understanding is that the attorney 
general has met and talked’ ’ to Dennis 
“ and the attorney general thinks very 
highly of him,”  said Justice Department 
spokesman Terry Eastland.

Any announcement on who will fill the 
criminal division post “ is a matter for the 
White House”  to decide, said Elastland.

Dennis did not return a phone call to his 
home Wednesday night.

Weld said Dennis did an excellent job 
running the narcotics section in the 
criminal division before taking the post in 
Philadelphia in early 1983. Dennis also has 
moved ag^essively against organized 
crime, be said. “ I cannot say eiaaigh good 
things about him.”

Dennis, who is black, grew up in a 
segregated neighborhood in Dover, Del., 
the son of a doctor.

When leg is la tion  was passed to

desegregate Delaware’s public high 
schools, Dennis was one of the students 
named in a lawsuit to desegregate the 
elementary and junior high schools as well.

“ You were 14, but suddenly you had to be 
responsible,”  he has said of those days. 
“ 'The people in your community looked to 
you In a very concrete way to do the things 
that they wanted to do but were unable to 
do.”

Dennis served as an engineering officer 
in the Merchant Marine for a few years 
before going to law school, and it gave him 
a chance to travel to South America, the 
Far East and Africa.

He recalled obeying the strict segrega­
tion rules of apartheid in Sonth Africa, and 
sharing copies of Ebony magazine with 
South African blacks who were fascinated 
with the progress of the U.S. civil rights 
movement in the 1960s.

‘ "rhey were looking at you with the sense 
of what they were seeking for their

children,”  he said.

Dennis attended the University of Penn­
sylvania Law School. He later clerked for 
A. L«on Higginbotham Jr., one of his 
teachers who was then a judge in the U.S. 
District Court for the Eastern District of 
Pennsylvania.

He later worked as an assistant U.S. at­
torney in Pennsylvania’s Eastern District 
office.

From 1975 to 1960, he prosecuted cases of 
drug dealing, unlawful possession of 
weapons, postal offenses, bank robbery, 
mail and bank fraud, interstate theft, 
receipt of kickbacks for state contracts, 
racketeering and even record album 
counterfeiting, losing only one case.

In 1980, he became chief of the Justice 
Department’s Narcotics and Dangerous 
Drugs Division and was appointed the U.S. 
attorney in Philadelphia in early 1983. ED W A R D  S.G. D E N N IS  JR.

ing a reversal of Justice Depart­
ment policy opposing expansion 
into new areas of business by the 
regional firms.

•  Meese’s relationship to a
Washington real estate family 
that leases space to the Justice 
Department and arranged to 
patf,(a $40,000 yearly salary to 
M w e ’s wife, Ursula, at-1 local 
chfflty. !

A In a matter unrelated to 
McKay’s inquiry, the Office of 
Government Ethics is launching 
an investigation into why Meese 
solicited 30,000 lawyers and 
businessmen to pay more than 
$3,000 apiece to a profit-making 
oi^anization to attend a con­
ference in Japan.

Justice dismisses forum question
WASHINGTON (A P ) — Justice 

Department officials say there’s 
nothing amiss in Attorney General 
Edwin Meese’s solicitation of 

—Jawycts and to  pay
$3,240 to attend a conference put on 
by the group that paid his wife’s ex­
penses to a similar forum in China 
last year.

Justice’s chief spokesman Terry 
Eastland dismissed a series of 
questions which have arisen since 
Meese’s solicitation letter on 
behalf of the group’s conference in 
Japan was disclosed in news ac­
counts ’Tuesday.

The private conference on 
U.S.-Japanese legal and economic 
issues is set for Aug. 29-Sept. 1 and 
Meese is to head a U.S. delegation 
as part of an official visit he is 
making to Japan at the same time.

The solicitation by Meese is 
under investigation by the Office of 
Government Ethics, which 4s in­
dependent of the Justice Depart­
ment and polices .a presidential 
order barring conflicts of interest 
or actions which create an ap­
pearance of a conflict or of 
favoritism.

Eastland said at a news con­
ference Wednesday that Assistant 
Attorney General Charles J. 
Cooper, head of the department’s 
office of legal counsel, had review­
ed the news accounts earlier in the 
day and determined that Meese’s 
action “ does meet applicable legal 
and ethical standards.”

E a s t l a n d ,  n e v e r t h e l e s s ,  
acknowledged that department of­
ficials did not know when they ap­
proved the Meese letter that a 
profit-making organization, the 
Citizen Ambassador Program of„ 
Spokane, Wash., was recruiting 
conference participants and pay­
ing $100 per traveler to its non­
profit affiliate. People to People In­
ternational of Kansas City.

He added that although Meese

wrote his letter on plain stationery, 
a department official, Joseph Mor­
ris, authorized People to People to 
reproduce the attorney general’s 
official -letterhead and ’Justice 
Department seal and assemble 
them atop the 30,000 copies of the 
Meese letter sent April 26 to 
lawyers and businessmen.

Unauthorized use of the depart­
ment seal is a federal crime.

Eastland said that, at the invita­
tion of People to People, Meese had 
attended a similar international 
legal conference in China last year 
and had sent a similar but smaller 
batch of solicitation letters then.

He said the group had paid Mrs. 
Meese’s expenses on that trip and 
produced a letter showing that it 
also paid Mrs. Morris’ expenses. 
Eastland said department regula­
tions allow private reimbursement 
of spousal trip expenses under cer­
tain circumstances which were 
met in this case.

In a July 16,1987 letter to Morris, 
Tom Stillitano, Jr., of People to 
People confirmed the group would 
pay the China expenses of Mrs. 
Meese and Mrs. Morris, because 
“ their participation would help em­
phasize the human side of this type 
of program, showing that, while we 
are a nation of law, the essence of 
mutual understanding is truly 
relating to each other on a people to 
people level.”

Eastland said, “ Because con­
ferences of this kind clearly serve 
the interests of the dei&rtment and 
the U.S. government, and because 
they benefit the American people, 
the attorney general’s role in this 
matter is entirely appropriate.”

Cooper ruled that “ it’s a question 
of whether it’s in the department’s 
interest,”  not whether a profit­
m ak ing group is in vo lved , 
Eastland said.

Firm claims 
pushed into 
bankruptcy

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Govern­
ment lawyers are review ing 
allegations of impropriety by At­
torney General Edwin Meese III 
and possible perjury by other of­
ficials in the case of a company 
that says it was pushed into 
bankruptcy by the Justice 
Department.

One of the issues is whether 
Meese interceded with INSLAW 
Inc.’s law firm, and whether that 
had anything to do with the subse­
quent dismissal of the lawyer 
representing INSLAW, a computer 
software company.

'The Justice Department’s public 
integrity section also is reviewing 
conflicts in the sworn testimony of 
two former federal bankruptcy 
trustees and two Justice Depart­
ment officials during bankruptcy 
court proceedings involving IN- 
SLAWj^ttcording to sources who 
spoke oMcbndition of anonymity.

The testimony dealt with IN- 
SLAW’s allegations that Justice 
Department officials sought to put 
the company out of business by try­
ing, unsuccessfully, to convert its 
bankruptcy reorganization to an 
outright liquidation.

DFvAR ABBY: I am a 59-year- 
old, college-educated, retired pro­
fessional woman. My husband — a 
professional man — died of AIDS 
th r *  years ago. He was not in a 
high-risk group. Because he was a 
family than' and because AIDS 
was unknown in our area, the doc­
tors never thought to test him for 
the virus until about a week before 
he died. The results were positive, 
but these did not come back until 
after his funeral, and more impor­
tant for me, after the death cer­
tificate was signed. So the cer­
tificate bore no stigma, and there 
was no publicity.

Because not much was known at 
the time (at least around here) 
about how AIDS is transmitted, our 
adult children were tested for the 
virus at the same time I was. Now, 
of course, we know that testing the 
kids was unnecessary because they 
neither had sex nor shared needles 
with my husband, and had no con-

tact with his blood. Naturally, their 
tests were negative. I, on the other 
hand, tested positive, and was 
tested again to make certain there 
was no mistake. Positive again.

I want to make it absolutely clear 
that there was no anal intercourse 
— only normal penile-vaginal (mis­
sionary) intercourse in my case. I 
was told that the odds of a straight, 
monogamous, drug-free person 
getting this disease is about 5 
million-to-1, but that doesn’t help if 
you’re the one in 5 million!

So far, I am still healthy but I 
have the virus — the virus I got

from “ normal”  intercourse.
Abby, I implore you to alert your 

'fad in g  audience to my message. 
If this happened to me, it can hap­
pen to any straight, monogamous 
woman.

There may be many, perhaps 
thousands, of women like me. 
There are no records on us because 
as I understand it, only full-blown 
AIDS, and perhaps AIDS-related- 
complex cases, are reported to the 

“ CDC. Carriers are not reported. 
And if these women are like me; 
they are telling NO ONE.

Of course, I am not sexually ac­
tive. But those who are must in­
form their partners, and insist on 
the use of a condom, which may 
still carry some risks, but is con­
siderably safer. To do otherwise is 
tantamount to murder.

Vowell described school financ­
ing as a “ social difficulty (that) 
doesn’t have one and only one 
direct, correct answer — it may 
have a number of solutions.”

He said Texans have three op­
tions if higher courts affirm a rul­
ing by State District Judge Harley 
Clark of Austin that the current 
s c ho o l  f i n a n c e  s y s t e m  is 
unconstitutional.

They can amend the Texas Con­
stitution to keep the present financ­
ing system, which Vowell said is in­
equitable; or they can allow the 
state to finance public education 
totally, which would require very 
high state taxes.

“This is a problem that 
has cried out for solution 
for more than a decade 
in this state, but which 
we have tried to evade 
and to avoid and to live 
with.” Rep. Jack Vowell

A third option would be trying to 
find an equitable system that 
might discard some cherished con­
cepts but would preserve the most 
central element — equal treatment 
under the law for students, school 
districts and taxpayers, Vowell 
said. ■**

The legislator's plan would 
direct the education board each 
biennium to estimate how much 
revenue would be needed to finance 
an adequate Foundation School 
Program, and would authorize the 
board to establish a state property 
tax rate to finance at least 25 per­
cent of that program. The remain­
ing 75 percent would come from 
legislative revenue sources, he 
said

[..ocal school districts would col­
lect the state tax money and keep 
whatever they needed to meet the 
established per-student allotment.

Surplus collections would be 
turned over to the state com­
ptroller for redistribution to 
property-poor school districts that 
could not raise enough from the 
uniform tax rate to meet the stu­
dent allotment

“ Some districts would lose 
money from the state, (but) most 
which are having problems would 
be at least as well off,”  Vowell 
said. “ Admittedly, this would raise 
problems for tax-rich school 
districts.”

He also said if districts felt the 
student allotment was not enough, 
they could levy additional taxes if 
l o c a l  v o t e r s  a p p r o v e d  a 
referendum.

Vowell said his plan does not ad­
dress funding for school facilities.

He also said his plan, which 
would require a constitutional 
amendment, is not a new idea, and 
he predicted there would be 
“ variations upon variations” of 
school finance proposals before the 
1989 Legislature convenes in 
January.

He said he first proposed his plan 
in June 1984, and it has been before 
the Legislature three times, but 
was ignored until Clark's decision 
a year ago.

T w o  y e a r s  a g o  as a 
sophomore Newman finished 
fifth in the Class AA 100 meters 
at the state track meet. Last 
year she finished third, missing 
out on a trip back to the capital 
city.

Last week at the Region I-AA 
meet in Big Spring, the Stanton 
senior earned a final trip to 
Austin by finishing second in the 
100 meters. She and her coach 
Wilma Stirl agree that a weight 
loss of 14 pounds was the main 
factor in her success

“ We knew she was a little 
heavier last spring, but we 
didn’t think it would affect her,” 
said Stirl. “ After she didn’t get 
to state, Kody realized that she 
was too heavy. She knew she 
had to lose it.

“ She lost most of the weight 
during the summer. I could tell 
by her playing basketball, that 
she was quicker. Plus last year 
we thought it would be easier 
since she went to state as a 
sophomore. This year she’s a lot 
more intense,”  said Stirl.

Newman said the weight loss 
helped her 200 meter time more 
than anything. “ I haven’ t 
beaten my best time in the 100 
last year (12.35),”  she said of 
her season-best 12.38 clocking.

“ My 200 meter time came 
down from a 26.2 to a 25.9. But I

like the 100 better because I've 
had so much success in it.”

When one looks at the facts, 
Newman has had success 
throughout her prep track 
career.

Not only has she qualified for 
state two years, she’s also cofii- 
peted in the regional meet all 
four years, in either the 100, 200 
or on the 1600 meter relay team.

Th i s  y e a r  she been a 
dominating force in the West 
Texas area. In six track meets, 
or 14 races, she’s finished first 
11 times, second three times, 
and third once. In 26 career high 
school meets, only three times 
has she not won a medal.

Because of a bad start in the 
region 100 finals, Newman 
almost didn’t make a return trip 
to state. Newman thought the 
runner next to her had jumped, 
so she relaxed. When she realiz­

ed starter hadn't ruled it a false 
start, she was trailing everyone.

But the Stanton f l ash 
methodically ran the field down, 
getting nipped at the tape by 
Jennifer Evans of Morton, who 
was clocked in 12.60. Newman 
was clocked in 12.63.

“ In the first 20 meters of the 
race, I thought ‘Oh, no, it’s all 
over’ ”  Newman said of her slow 
start. “ I didn’t think I was going 
to catch them, but I did. Usually 
when I fall behind I tighten up. 
But I didn’t tighten up this time. 
I g u e s s  it c a m e  f r o m  
experience.” "

Stirl said the starter should 
have made the runners come up 
from their blocks. “ There was a 
Jim Ned girl rocking in her 
blocks and the starter never 
said ‘set’ . He just fired the gun 
and Kody thought he would

refire it since the girl from Jim 
Ned had rolled out of her blocks. 
It was Kody’s worst 50 meter 
time all year.”

Stirl said she caught Newman 
in 6.84 for the first 50 meters 
Usually Newman runs a 6.6.

What would be the ideal finish 
for her productive tr^ k  stint.

“ My goal is to get a medal but 
I ’d like to win. 'The ideal finish 
would be for me to run a 12.0 or 
12.1 and win. That would be a 
good way to finish my career.”

Black Catholic priests hope to be example

CHICAGO (A P ) — Identical 
twins Cluules. an(^ Chester Smith 
say they want their journey to the 
priesthood from a Chicago hous­
ing project to be an example of 
hope for young blacks.

“ People lo ^  toward us as a 
sign of hope,”  the Rev. Charles 
Smith in a telephone interview 
Wednesday night. “ People see us 
and see men who didn’t have the 
best things growing up, make 
some good of their lives and they 
say, ‘Maybe I can do that.’ ’ ’

The 29-year-old Smiths, believ­
ed the first black twins to become. 
Homan Catholic priests in the 
United States, were ordained 
together April 16.

They grew up in the Chicago 
Housing Authority’s Altgeld 
'Gard€!ns'tin~the Tdty*s~Par“3outh” 
S ide, but C hester doesn’ t 
remember the housing project as 
a bad experience.

“ Everyone" knew each other 
and cari^ for each other. Oh, 
sure, there were teen pregnancies 
and drug problems. But generally 
it was a good atmosphere,’ ’ he 
said.

The family — which also includ­
ed a younger sister, Marcheta, 
now 26, and a younger brother, 
Kermit, now<̂ 25 — attended Our 
Lady of the Gardens, run by the 
Society of the Divine Word 
religious order.

Encouraged by their mother 
May and their parish priest, the 
late Rev. Edward Delaney, the 
twins attended the order’s high 
school in East Troy, Wis., and its 
college near Dubuque, Iowa.

“ The father (Delaney), a white 
man, spoke to us about the need 
for black men to become leaders 
in the community," Chester said. 
“ He told us, you should be black 
priests because your people need 
you.”

Religion roundup
WASHINGTON (A P ) — Protests 

still are flooding the Federal Com­
munications Commission, falsely 
charging an attempt by atheist 
Madalyn Murray O’Hair to ban 
religious broadcasting.

TTie commission repeatedly has 
explained there was no such effort, 
but for 11 years, the protest letters 
have cc»ne in at a rate of more than 
a million a year, along with phone 
calls, says FCC information 
specialist Sharon Jenkins.

She says the FCC lately has 
begun tracking the origin of phone 
calls, hop i^  to find the source of 
the campaign and put an end to it, 
but so far the monitoring has been 
inconclusive.

“ We don’t know who”  started the 
drive, “ qr how or why,”  she says, 
but estimates participants have 
spent about $1.5 million on it so far 
in postage and phone calls.

Presbyerian Church (USA).

Detour from Judaism revises ancient religion without God
WATERTOWN, Mass. (A P ) -  One 

Sunday a month, about 50 Jews gather 
here for what they consider a religious 
service. But they neither pray nor wor­
ship God. Without chants or ritual, they 
sit in a big circle of folding chairs and talk 
about what it means to be Jewish.

TTiey call themselves Humanistic Jews. 
Agnostics and atheists largely in their 30s 
and 40s, they’re devoted to discovering 
their Jewish moral roots and adapting a 
5,000-year-old religion to the late 20th 
century.

Their approach echoes the anti­
establishment themes of the 1960’s. Ser­
vices at Kahal B’raira — meaning “ com­
munity of choice”  — even resemble the 
old rap sessions.

“ We just grab a cup of coffee and start 
talking,”  said John Lisman, 43, a biology 
p ro fesso r  and p res id en t o f the 
Humanistic congregation in Watertown.

T*he subject m i^ t  be how to talk to 
children about God, intermarriage or the 
Jewish sanctuary m ovement and 
Nicaragua.

Lisman joined the congregation 
because he wanted to educate his son and 
daughter in their heritage but not in the 
old-fashioned way.

“ We aren’t strongly religious but we

still felt our Jewishness is a very strong 
part of us,” Lisman said.

While most of Am erica ’s 10,000 
Humanistic Jews are products of the 
alienated generation of the ‘60s, members 
also include older Jews who don’t believe 
in (ikxl yet want to hold on to the ancient 
religion on their own terms.

Like other Jewish scholars, Borowitz 
regards Humanistic Judaism as inconse­
quential. “ It doesn’t seem to be getting 
very far,”  he said in a telephone 
interview.

Humanistic Judaism was founded in 
1963 in Michigan by a disgruntled Reform 
rabbi named Sherwin Wine. When na­
tional news magazines learned about 
what they labeled an atheistic rabbi, 
some traditional Jews were alarmed.

“ In the 1960s, there were some people 
who were very angered by it because of a 
sense that it was too blatant a b ^ a y a l of 
Judaism,”  Borowitz said. “ But to the

Small as its following is, Humanistic 
Judaism aims to be an alternative to the 
traditions of Orthodox, Conserv^ative, 
Reform and Reconstructionist Judaism.

But the divergence never caught on in a 
big way and in the intervening 25 years 
this detour from conventional Judaism 
remains little known.

To observers and even some par­
ticipants, Humanistic Judaism seems an 
eccentric holdout from the alienated era 
in which it was born.

It’s the Jewish answer to the God-is- 
dead movement that followed World War 
II, said Professor Eugene Borowitz, a 
theolgian at Hebrew Union College 
seminary in New York. “ The Greeks call­
ed it a failure of nerve.”

Wine. “ We’re people-oriented. We believe 
in the power of people to solve human 
problems.”

Humanistic tenets hold that Judaism is 
not a religion but a historical culture, that 
reason — not faith — is the route to truth 
and that the only reality is the natural 
world.

“ Our philosophy of life is not prayer or 
worship but ethics and morality,”  Wine 
said.

At a recent morning service of Kahal 
B’raira, the subject was the Jewish way 
of death. Rabbi Beverly Lerner, a 
believer who was hired to advise the 
group, gave a lecture on Jewish customs 
of burial and grieving through the ages. 
She also answered a chorus of questions.

One man asked about cremation. It

Holocaust and the Nazi crematoria.
A woman asked about whether miscar­

ried babies can get a funeral and learned 
that in Judaism babies aren’t considered 
fully human until they are 30 days old.

At the end of the 90-minute service and 
a buzz of similar questions, a committee 
was assigned to devise a Humanistic 
funeral service.

“ People who don’t believe in a tradi­
tional God, have the same need to be 
meaningful,”  Ms. Lerner reminded them.

Humanistic Jews are obeying an im­
pulse common to many.

Surveys ^how that while the 5.8 million 
American Jews increasingly forgo the 
weekly rituals practiced by their parents, 
about 85 percent still observe the main 
holidays on the Jewish calendar.

Sylvia Barack Fishman, a Brandeis 
University researcher in Jewish studies, 
said, “ There’s a very strong desire not to 
break ties with the past.

“ American Jews today are more com­
fortable with their Jewishness than they 
were 30 years ago. But they want to (ex­
press their Judaism) creatively. And 
that’s why you get these strange hybrid 
rituals of the Humanists. I wotod call it 
creative revision of the Jewish past.”
