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Homeless get hope in area program

BIG SPRING — Homeless peo­
ple in Big Spring are not entirely 
without hope this Christmas.

A federally funded program for 
the homeless in Howard County 
celebrated its first birthday in 
September, and it is assured of fun­
ding through February 1990. The 
aid comes from the Stewart B. 
McKinney Homeless Assistance 
Act, passed by Congress in 1988.

“ The purpose of this program is 
to help the client become a produc­
tive member of society,”  said Pat 
Lawlis, director for Howard Coun­
ty West Texas Opportunities, a

nonprofit social service agency.
For the period March 1, 1989, to 

Feb. 28, 1990, West Texas Oppor­
tunities will receive a total of 
$13,662 in federal homeless aid for 
the 17 counties the agency serves. 
A total of $1,200 in homeless aid has 
been spent in Howard County since

Oct. 1, Lawlis said. The federal aid 
is distributed through the Texas 
Department of Community Affairs.

Since Oct. 1 of this year, Lawlis’s 
agency has served about 80 
homeless people — about 45 of 
them children — in about 27 
families. A total of about 200 people

have been helped by the Howard 
Ĉ ounty program since September 
1988.

About 60 percent of the homeless 
in Howard County have been 
recently released from a mental in­
stitution, prison, or hospital, and 
many of them are not able to work.

Fate of asbestos filled boxing club uncertain

BIG SPRING -  The use the 
former Lakeview School by a local 
boxing club remains undetermined 
after Howard County Commis­
sioners today decided to delay a 
decision on the fate of the building.

'The school district is still respon­
sible for the liability on the grounds 
and building while the county — 
which has a lease on the building — 
would be responsible for any per­
sonal liability, said Ron Logback, 
assistant business manager for the 
Big Spring Independent School

District.
'The question of liability has 

arisen recently after studies con­
firm ed the building contains 
asbestos.

Commissioner O.L. “ Louis”  
Brown first remarked he believes 
the building should be closed down 
to avoid any possible danger people 
could be poisoned by the asbestos. 
The asbratos was found by an 
abatement contractor in various 
levels in the floor tile and gym 
showers.

Brown a d vo ca ted  fin d in g  
another building the boxing club

could use, but asked if it would be 
possible for the county to continue 
leasing the grounds around the 
building.

“ I ’m for keeping it open if 
somebody else takes responsibility 
for the asbestos,”  Brown said after 
the meeting. “ The asbestos has 
been in that building for years.”

The building, which has been 
closed in the past, is currently be­
ing used, he said.

Logback said he was not appear­
ing before the commisioners to ad­
vocate either the closing or the 
opening of the building, but said it

is the school district that is respon­
sible for any liability, associated 
with the asb^tos in the building.

“ 'The asbestos is our liability, it 
would come to use, not to you,”  
logback said. He added, “ It’s not 
your responsibility for removing it, 
we could not let you remove it ’ 

Commissioner Bill Crooker rais­
ed the possibility the county might 
still be sued jointly with the school 
district if someone were to get sick 
because of the asbestos.

I.Agback said an official with the 
Environmental Protection Agency 
who toured the building is satisfied

that the building meets health stan­
dard^ as currently being maintain­
ed. 'The asbestos should not have to 
be removed, he said.

“ I don’t know what to do now. I 
had to close it once before,”  Brown 
said “ 1 don’t want to be responsi­
ble for anyone getting sick.”  

Crooker said he believes any 
decision about the building should 
be left to Brown because the 
building is in his precinct.

Logback said aftor the meeting 
the school district will close the 
building if the county dioes not lease

Saunders looking forward to being back on the job

LUBBO('K Martin County 
Sheriff Dan Saunders, who under­
went open-heart surgery last week, 
is expected to be released from St. 
Mary of the Plains Hospital on 
Wednesday.

“ I ’ve just done ■Iteal good, 
miraculously well,”  said Saunders, 
64.

Saunders said there were no 
complications from the surgery, a 
quadruple bypass operation.

“ It gives you a more valuable 
life.”  he said. “ I can’t slow down. 
I’ve either got to go full-speed

ahead or not at all. I ’ve got too 
many people depending on me.”

Saunders said he has received 
several phone calls and visits from 
Martin County residents, and “ I ’m 
most appreciative of it.”

Howa^ County Sheriff Aubrey 
N. Standard, who called the Martin 
County sheriff’s office to find out 
the condition of Saunders, said, 
“ We hope it will not be long before 
he’s fully recovered and we’ll be 
seeing him back behind the badge 
again.”

Saunders has more seniority 
than any sheriff in the state, having 
begun in that position in January

1963.
“ We consider him an outstanding 

person,”  Standard said. “ He’s the 
dean of our sheriffs, he’s our exam­
ple, and he’s certainly a very 
dedicated person, a very accom­
modating person.

“ He’s one of those rare indiviuals 
that has an empathy for the people 
that he deals with.”

Saunders said he is not yet sure 
when he will return to the job. “ I ’ ll 
be running that office from a 
telephone and radio five minutes 
after I walk in the house,”  he said, 
adding that “ I ’ll be back in the sad­
dle before you know it.”

• Continued from page 1-A
it. The county has leased the 
building and land for the last seven 
years for $1 a year.

Commissioners will consider 
whether to close the building dur­
ing their next scheduled meeting 
Monday.

Anderson said the city council 
has already approved funds for 
half of the purchase price. He ask­
ed that commissioners approve the 
other half of the expense in ex­
change for the promise that the ci­
ty will respond with the emergency 
unit to calls in the county. The fire 
department already makes several 
calls in the county, he said.

Brown asked if the funding deci­
sion could be delayed until Wednes­
day when he meets with members 
of the planning committee to deter­
mine if that agency could provide 
any funds fo r  the rescu e  
equipment.

•  Approved the purchase of 
magnetic decals for the vehicle of 
County Constable Zeek Valles. 
Valles said it will cost $31.90 for 
each of the two decals he wants for 
his car.

housing for the homeless; it refers 
them to the Salvation Army’s 
Meadows Emergency Shelter. 308 
Aylford St Salvation Army allows 
local residents to stay as many 
nights as they need without paying, 
and transients to stay one night 
free, said Lt Bill Owens, com­
mander of the Salvation Army in 
Big Spring

The Salvation Army shelter’s 
dorms accommodate 21 men and 
eight women or children Residents 
are given dinners and breakfasts 
as well as lodging.

In addition to the Salvation Army 
shelter. West Texas Opportunities 
places its homeless clients in 
federally subsidized apartments in 
town.

Lawlis emphasized that aiding 
the homeless requires a variety of 
responses, including referrals for 
Social Security, Aid to Families 
with Dependent Children, day 
care, food stamps, job training pro­
grams and counseling. West Texas 
Opportunities also offers van 
transportation.

“ Finding them shelter is only 
part of the solution,”  Lawlis said. 
“ The large majority are homeless 
because of what they’ve done in the 
past, of choices they’ve made in the 
past.”

Big Spring needs a 24-hour-a-day 
shelter, staffed by full-time profes­
sional social service employees, 
Lawlis said. She noted that the 
Salvation Army releases its shelter 
residents at 7 a m. each day and

registers them at 5:30 p.m.
“ These people, they’re like 

babies,”  she said of the homeless. 
‘ "They’re very dependent once you 
help them, because they don’t 
know how to do all the stuff”  need­
ed to obtain housing and other 
assistance.

“ We do need a shelter,”  said 
Brown. “ We have a lot of people 
that are not able to pay rent. So 
they need to be sheltered until they 
have some kind of resources.”

H om eless peop le  seek ing 
assistance from Howard County 
West Texas Opportunities should 
call 267-9536 for an appointment. 
The facility is located at the Ven­
tura Building, 1000 11th Place. Of­
fice hours are 8 a.m. to noon and 1 
p.m. to 5 p.m.

Robert Wey of Lubbock, removed 
two veins from Saunders’ l e a  and 
two from his chest, then used them 
to reroute the blood flow to the part 
of the heart that was not getting ox­
ygen, Saunders said.

AUSTIN (A P ) — The restoration 
of the Battleship Texas is taking 
longer to complete and its cost is 
grow ing, according to state 
documents.

The Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department, amid charges of shod­
dy workmanship and overpricing 
from their own inspectors, has ap­
proved some $2 million in additions 
to the $4.3 million contract to Todd 
Shipyard, which is restoring the 
ship in Galveston.

In approving the additional ex­
penditures, the parks department 
has relied on advice of a naval ar­
chitect who has counted Todd 
Shipyard as one of his major 
clients for 20 years, the Austin 
American Statesman reported 
Sunday.

The total cost of the project has

grow to about $14 million, including 
work to the ship’s home slip at San 
Jacinto Battleground State Park, 
the newspaper said.

'The shipyard work is seven mon­
ths behind. The ship is expected to 
be towed to another berth in the 
next 10 days for additional work.

Parks and Wildlife Department 
officials say much of the delay and 
added cost resulted from the ship’s 
hull being far more deteriorated 
and containing more oil and sea 
water than anticipated.

“ I ’ve been involved in this pro­
ject since 1984, and it’s given me a 
few gray hairs,”  said Wilson E. 
“ Bill”  Dolman, director of the 
agency’s division that has overseen 
the work. “ There have b^n  many 
tense moments, but I think we ve

accomplished something pretty 
amazing”

The parks department restora­
tion project began in 1984 with the 
hiring of Ed Phillips, a Dickinson 
naval architect who examined the 
ship and drew up the restoration 
plan. Parks and Wildlife Com­
mission, armed with a $5 million 
grant from the U.S. Navy and 
$200,000 ra is e d  by T e x a s  
schoolchildren, began the project 
with a budget of $5.1 million for the 
shipyard work, plus a $1 million 
contingency fund.

Phillips, who has worked for 
Todd previously, played a key role 
in analyzing Todd’s proposed costs 
for changes in the project.

“ there’s no question the naval ar­
chitect does carry a lot of weight. 
He’s re co gn i^  as the pricing ex­
pert,”  said Bill Von Rosenberg, the 
current project manager and the 
state’s chief of the inspection 
branch.

“ It doesn’t bother me to walk 
around the (negotiating) table, and 
the yard respects this,”  Phillips 
said. “ Yes, some people could read 
a conflict into this.”

Phillips told the American-

ploy of shipyards is to bid at cost or 
under and try to make their profit, 
if any, on the extras.”

Infant
undergoes
second
surgery

CHICAGO (A P ) -  The infant 
who received the nation’s first 
living-donor liver transplant 
underwent an operation to stop 
bleeding on the surface of the liver, 
a condition doctors called common 
and controllable.

Alyssa Smith was in critical but 
stable condition today at the 
University of Chicago Medical 
Center, after the second operation 
in two days to stop bleeding on the 
siirfaco of her ncv; arp.-xn, which 
she received two weeks ago.

“ The surgeon said the liver look­
ed fine,”  said John Easton, a 
spokesman for the medical center.

Alyssa, 22 months, was in 
surgery for about four hours 
Sunday.

The bleeding was controlled, said 
Dr. Christoph Broelsch, who led 
the transplant and the later 
operations

Doctors first detected the 
bleeding Saturday afternoon when 
they noticed the child’s abdomen 
had sw e lled , sa id  hospita l 
spokeswoman Mary Fetsch.

She called the problem a minor 
setback.

“ It’s a common problem ” that 
happens in 30 percent of all liver- 
transplant patients, Ms. Fetsch 
said. "Y W  jUSf iS)*vei' khbW Wtt̂ n 
it's going to happen, but it’s 

' something that’s controllable and 
something you can manage.”

The problem is the same one that 
prompted doctors to operate on 
Alyssa within 12 hours after she 
received part of her mother’s liver 
on Nov. 27.

The girl is the daughter of .lohn 
L. and Teresa Smith of Schertz, 
Texas, near San Antonio.

The 29 year old mother was 
released from the hospital Thurs­
day, and has been back to visit 
several times, Ms Fetsch said

Meanwhile, doctors were op­
timistic that l5-moiith-old Sarina 
Jones, the nation's .second living 
donor liver transplant recipient, 
would recover from her 7'2-hour 
surgery performed Friday.

“ She’s doing better than ex­
pected,” Ms. Fetsch said “ Her 
liver functions look good so far and 
she's very alert.”

Sarina was expected to remain in 
critical but stable condition for the 
next few days as doctors watch for 
signs of rejection of the new organ 
or the bacterial infection that 
delayed the surgery, doctors said. 
Her condition was unchanged this 
morning

Robert Jones, 20, from the Mem­
phis, Tenn., area, donated the left 
lobe of his liver to his daughter. He 
was moved out of the intensive 
care unit Sunday morning and was 
listed in serious but stable condi­
tion, Ms. Fetsch said.

HOUSTON (A P ) — A study says 
10,000 people, including 1,500 
children, were homeless on a 
typical night this summer in Harris 
County — a figure much larger 
than any previous count here has 
shown.

Sponsors of the study say they 
don’t know if the problem of 
homelessness is getting worse in 
Houston or if the apparent huge in­
crease is just due to better 
counting.

The study made public Friday 
was directed by the international 
consulting firm of McKinsey & Co. 
for the Houston Campaign for the 
Homeless. Much of the field work 
was done by local graduate 
students supervised by The 
Resource Group, another private 
consulting firm.

McKinsey managing director 
James Crownover said elements of 
the study should be repeated an­
nually. Without the standardized 
data this would provide, he said, no 
one can tell for sure if the numbers 
are growing.

Such follow-ups should cost only 
a small fraction of the original 
study, said Crownover, whose firm 
donated about $45,000 in services to 
the effort. For the homeless cam­
paign, Houston and Harris County 
each put up 21,000, of which about

$53,000 was spent.
A report on the study was 

presented to about 100 local 
religious leaders on the campaign 
steering committee. The cam­
paign, a partnership of local con­
gregations, governments and 
business, is preparing for its third 
annual fund drive in January.

The study showed that 
about half o f all Houston 
homeless people are the 
so-called “new  
homeless” — mothers 
with children, battered 
women and the mentally 
ill. Serious substance 
abusers and chronically 
homeless people were  
other major categories.

Besides the 10,000 residents 
classified as “ literally homeless,”  
the study also found a much larger 
group, estimated conservatively at 
120,000 adults and 30,000 children, 
living doubled-up with friends or

Interesting defense

Attorneys for Joseph J. Hazelwood, skipper of the ill- 
fated Exxon Valdez, have come up with a criminal 
defense that is, well, interesting.

As a result of the tanker running aground March 24 in 
Alaska’s Prince William Sound, spilling nearly 11 million 
gallons of oil, the captain faces ttvee felony and tfe(ree 
misdemeanor charges in Anchorage.

Here’s his attorneys’ pitch: Because Hazelwood radioed 
in to the Coast Guard that his tanker was leaking oil, he 
had incriminated himself, presumably without aid of 
counsel or having been advised of his “ Miranda”  rights.

Don’t like that one? Try this one:
Because of state and federal laws that grant immunity 

to people who report oil spills, the fact that Hazelwood 
radioed the Coast Guard that the tanker had run aground 
and was “ leaking some oil”  made him an oil-spill 
reporter, and therefore subject to immunity.

Hazelwood a whistle-blower? On whom, himself?
Come on!

Threat from the mob
Do Americans want to depend on racketeers to take 

care of their garbage?
That’s another element of the j>r Ji>}tiK solid waste 

disposal that must be considered as landfills are being ex­
hausted and the volume of refuse mounts.

Public hearings last month in Philadelphia revealed the 
East Coast crime families that have long dominated the 
waste-disposal industry in New York and New Jersey 
through intimidation and murder already have branched 
out into Pennsylvania. They are expected to look next at 
the Midwest — and possibly the South.

The threat is more alarming because it comes at a time 
when the nation is approaching a crisis on solid waste 
disposal. The risk to public safety is becoming increasing­
ly clear, particularly as mob muscle can be applied to 
achieve monopoly control of the industry.

Profits in the industry can be enormous. Waste disposal 
is not a field in which many businessmen are interested.

States are fighting back through laws requiring 
background investigations of waste haulers and landfill 
operations in an effort to block mob control. However, a 
cooperative, inter-regional response may be needed, as 
will some f^ era l assistance.

The gangster threat only further underlines the fact 
that an effective, overall response to the solid waste pro­
blem must be implemented — and soon. Public health is 
at stake, and if a crunch comes, the public must avoid the 
additional threat of being at the mercy of the mob.

Why all the fuss about television networks using 

dramatic re-creations of news events?
In July, ABC news touched off a furor by broadcasting 

a dramatization, with actors, of American diplomat Felix 
Bloch’s supposed exchange of documents with a Soviet 
citizen.

Bush veto plays up to Beijing

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Court upholds Iowa seatbelt law
WASHINGTON (A P ) -  An 

Iowa woman battling her state’s 
mandatory seatbelt law lost a 
Supreme Court appeal today.

The justices, without comment, 
refused to hear Linda Diane 
Clark’s arguments that the law, 
similar to those in most states, 
violates her constitutional rights.

Mrs. Clark, a Marshalltown 
housewife, was ticketed April 26, 
1988 for not wearing a seatbelt 
while teaching her daughter how 
to drive the family car.

The violation carries a $10 fine. 
With court costs, Mrs. Clark fac­
ed paying $21.50.

Challenging her jury-trial con­

viction through the Iowa courts 
and to the Supreme Court has cost 
her “ about $1,000 so far,’ ’ Mrs. 
Clark said in a recent telephone 
interview. “ Lots of people said, 
‘Why don’t you just pay the 
$21.50,’ but it’s the principle of the 
thing.’ ’

TIk  last bill Mrs. Clark receiv­
ed — she has yet to pay the fine or 
any court costs — was for $66.50.

Mrs. Clark acted as her own 
lawyer throughout the unsuc­
cessful court fight.

The Iowa Supreme Court ruled 
in another case that the state law 
is constitutional, and spent just 
two paragraphs in upholding Mrs. 
Clark’s conviction last Sept. 18.

Storm topples Raleigh TV towers
RALEIGH, N.C. (A P ) -  A 

fierce ice storm left eight people 
dead and two multimillion-dollar 
television towers in pieces on the 
ground, and forecasters said 
more bad weather was on the 
way.

The National Weather Service 
said a second storm system would 
hit the state beginning in the 
mountains tonight and gradually 
spreading east on Tuesday and 
Wednesday.

The blast of wintry weather 
that moved into the state over the 
weekend spread thick layers of 
ice on roadways and cut off elec­
trical service to thousands. Police 
reported hundreds of traffic ac­
cidents, and at least eight people 
died.

Towers for WPTF-TV and 
WRAL-TV, both Raleigh stations, 
collapsed Sunday within a half 
h o ai

spokesmen at the stations said. 
The towers stand side-by-side in 
Auburn, a community south of 
Raleigh.

Witnesses said it appeared 
melting ice destabilized the 
2,000-foot structures. The stations 
estimated damage to the two 
towers at $12 million and said it 
could be weeks before they would 
be broadcasting at full power.

“ I heard something. It sounded 
like ice,’ ’ said Sue Williams, a 
resident who lives near the 
towers. “ 1 saw it folding up just 
like an accordion or folding 
ladder.”

Adjacent to the towers, a third 
tower was left leaning to one side 
under the weight of the ice.

The storm blew in Friday, dum­
ping several inches of snow in the 
state’s northern mountains, and 
began crawling at^ross the state, 
spitting sleet agd gazing roads

Dalai Lam a voices hope 

for an independent Tibet

PR A G U E , Czechoslovakia 
(A P ) — Sirens wailed, horns 
honked and bells pealed at noon 
today in Prague and other cities 
to mark a dramatic opposition 
victory that ended the Com­
munists’ 41-year domination of 
the government.

Also today, army units began 
pulling down the Iron Curtain 
border with neutral Austria and 
Prague radio reported that 
Pacem Im Terris, the state- 
controlled organization of R^man 
Catholic clergy, will shut down.

The organization was viewed 
by indepedendent priests and

bishops as a tool of the Com­
munists, and Pope John Paul II 
declared it illegal several years 
ago. Several ranking figures in 
Pacem im Terris were d^missed 
last week after being accused of 
cooperating with the secret 
police.

On Sunday, in his last act as 
president, Gustav Husak swore in 
a Cabinet whose members in­
clude people he had jailed or 
stripped of all but ^  most 
menial jobs. The new Cabinet 
gave the country its first govem- 
m ent d om in a ted  by non- 
Communists since 1948.

Berlin’s future topic of conference

OSLO, Norway (A P ) — The 
Dalai Lama, winner of the Nobel 
Peace Prize, today welcomed 
Eastern Europe’s non-violent 
revolution and hoped for the day 
when his homeland of Tibet would 
celebrate its own triumph over 
Chinese occupation.

China today lodged a protest with 
Norway over Sunday’s presenta­
tion of the award to the Tibetan 
spiritual leader and said the of­
ficial Norwegian participation 
would “ greatly impair”  relations.

In a separate ceremony in 
Stockholm, Sweden, on Sunday, 

“’T O f^ ^ ’arl XVI Custal awarded 
gold Nobel medallions to nine 
laureates who won the prizes for 
literature, chemistry, physics, 
medicine and economic sciences 
Six were Americans.

In keeping with tradition, the 
peace prize winner gives a lecture 
at the University of Olso.

The Dalai Lama said in a text 
prepared for today’s lecture that 
“ the awarding of the Nobel Prize to 
me, a simple monk from far-away 
Tibet, here in Norway, also fills us 
Tibetans with hope.”

The exiled leader then said he 
wanted to speak about human 
understanding, compassion and 
love “ instead of reading my 
speech.”

His one-hour impromptu talk 
concentrated on moral and ethical 
questions illustrated with homilies 
that often provoked laughter from 
the audience of 600,

The Dalai Lama said he will use 
the $469,000 peace prize to help 
starving people, lepers in India, 
various peace programs and to 
establish the Tibetan Foundation 
for Universal Responsibility.

At Sunday’s ceremony attended 
by Norwegian King Olav V and 
other government officials, he said 
China’s rejection of his 1987 peace 
plan was forcing him to rethink his 
appioacli and that he iiii{’ht 
withdraw his proposal.

But, he added: “ Our struggle 
must remain non-violent and free 
of hatred.”

“ I accept the prize with profound 
gratitude on behalf of the oppress­
ed everywhere and for all those 
who struggle for freedom and work 
for world peace,”  he said.

The Dalai I.,ama, 54, was chosen 
at age 5 as the reincarnation of 
Tibet’s god-king, making him 
religious and political head of the 
isolated mountain nation. He fled 
into exile in India after a failed 
uprising in 1959. China has ruled 
Tibet for 40 years.

WEST BERLIN (A P ) -  The 
Allied occupiers of a divided 
Berlin today convened their first 
conference in 18 years in a 
climate of breathtaking change 
that points to a diminished role 
for the Americans, Britons. 
French and Soviets.

The meeting is the first Four 
Power conference since the 1971 
meeting that drew up an agree­
ment on the Allies’ rights in the 
city they took control of after 
defeating the Nazis.

Its stated purpose was discus­
sion o f fo rm er P res id en t 
Reagan’s proposal to open up the 
city as a center for international 
exchanges. But with Eastern 
F^urope in tumult and Germans 
talking seriously ut reunification 
the agenda was certain to be 
broad.

The meeting was attended by 
Vernon Walters, Christopher 
Maliaby and Serge Boidevaix —

the U.S., British and French am­
bassadors to West Germany — 
and Vyacheslav Kochemasov, the 
Soviet anrbassador to East 
Germany.

Maliaby, in a morning radio in­
terview with the British Broad­
casting Corp., said if the Soviets 
ra ise other issues beyond 
Reagan’s proposal, “ of course we 
have to listen. But that’s all.”

“ We want in this new period of 
improvement in East-West rela­
tions that Berlin should benefit, 
too,”  he told the BBC.

Asked what the ambassadors 
would discuss, Walters told 
reporters: “ We’ll see.”

Kochemasov was the first to ar­
rive at Allied headquarters in 
West Berlin, 100 miles inside East 
German territory. He did not 
comment to reporters. He was 
followed about five minutes later 
by  th e  t h r e e  W e s t e r n  
ambassadors.

- An opposition campaign rally 
turned into a riot in which one 
person was reported killed and 
more than 20 people injured. 
Foreign observers blamed the 
v i o l e n c e  on S a n d in is ta  
provocateurs.

Republican and Democratic can­
didates are moving away from 
anti-abortion positions as they 
prepare for 19W campaigns that 
promise to spotlight the divisive 
issue.

“ They’re changing so fast it’s 
hard to keep up with them all,”  
says Kate Michelman, executive 
director of the National Abortion 
Rights Action League.

Her abortion-rights lobby has 
been swamped with news of con­
verts in the weeks since anti­
abortion candidates were defeated 
in Virginia and New Jersey gover­
nors races, and as an impression 
grows that electoral majorities 
favor maintaining legal abortions.

The most startling reversal 
came last week by Ohio Attorney 
General Anthony Celebrezze, the 
lea d in g  con ten der fo r  the 
D em ocratic  nom ination for 
governor.

After more than a decade as an 
outspoken opponent of abortion, 
Celebrezze declared that if elected 
he would veto any legislation bann­
ing abortion and would support 
public funding of the procedure for 
poor women.

His move was regarded as an at 
tempt to head off the potential 
Democratic candidacy of an 
abortion-rights supporter, Joel 
Hyatt.

Celebrezze stunned and in 
furiated national anti-abortion 
leaders, who distributed copies of a 
statement he signed three years 
ago pledging supiHii I foi legi.slalioii 
to prohibit abortion except to pre­
vent the death of the mother, and to 
oppose the use of tax money for 
abortions.

“ A total flip-flop for what he 
perceives as personal political 
gain,”  said an outraged David 
O’Steen, executive director of the 
National Right to Life Committee.

Celebrezze, however, is only the 
latest and most clear-cut example 
of 1990 candidates trying to stake 
out the most advantageous position 
for their respective races.

Democratic gubernatorial can 
didates Rep. Bill Nelson in Florida, 
Neil Hartigan in Illinois, Tom 
Miller in Iowa and Frank Belotti in 
Massachusetts have all taken steps 
or made comments that have been 
seen as moderating past opposition

was. It tells you who a person is, 
and what he or she believes.”

In Senate races, the re-election 
battle of Democrat Tom Harkin of 
Iowa, an abortion-rights supporter, 
against Republican Rep. Tom 
Tauke, an abortion opponent, is 
already one of the most closely 
watch^ 1990 contests.

He failed to win passage of his pro­
posals, and he now faces a 
Republican primary against a 
state senator, Marlene Woodson- 
Howard, who supports abortion 
rights. Bracing for a tough battle 
and on NARAL’s national hit list, 
Martinez has amassed a $4 million 
campaign war chest.

In the Democratic race to oppose 
Martinez, Nelson and George 
Stuart, a state senator, are both 
running as supporters of abortion 
rights. ^

Nelson in the past has opposed 
abortion, however, and the na­
tional abortion-rights lobby re­
mains skeptical of him. He was 
among some two-dozen House 
members who switched positions 
last October — from a similar vote 
a year earlier — to support 
liberalized federal funding of abor 
tions for poor women.

“ He says he’s been pro-choice, 
when he has not been,”  Michelman 
said.

Until Celebrezze’s switch, II 
linois’ attorney general Hartigan 
had been the primary object of 
anti-abortion leaders’ wrath.

Postal workers and private 
parcel delivery companies are 
gearing up for the annual holi­
day crush, the time of year 
when millions of parcels are be­
ing shipped, and not all of them 
will survive the trip.

Lcttei cai 1 iers, sorting clerks 
and deliverymen do their best 
for the most part, but their jobs 
are made more complicated by 
the sudden increase in business 
before Christmas, and by the 
fact that many packages are not 
carefully w rap i^ .

The U.S. Postal Service points 
out that there are four things to 
consider in getting a package 
ready: choosing the proper con­
tainer, cushioning the contents, 
wrapping and sealing and cor­
rect addressing.

Fiberboard boxes are ade­
quate for most packages, the 
Postal Service says.

Most such containers have a 
strength rating printed on them 

That includ^ the gross weight 
limit, which tells you the max-

dttisity. High densitiyiteins siMt- 
as hardware or auto parts may 
need a stronger box.

Scovil came to the Eagles in 1986, 
as an assistant to new head coach 
Buddy Ryan. Cunningham was a 
second year player, a raw talent 
out of Nevada Las Vegas.

“ My first year I threw eight in­
terceptions and one touchdown,” 
Cunningham said, recalling 1985. ,

“ In came Scovil who changed my 
whole release. He changed my 
whole physical ability.”

Cunningham is quick to admit 
that Scovil played a major role in 
making him a quarterback capable 
of going to the Pro Bowl and being 
yoted the game’s MVP last season.

On Sunday Cunningham ran for 
47 yards and completed 17 of 31 
passes for 170 yards and one 
touchdown.

The ‘other’ McEnroe makes some noise
LONDON (A P ) -  With a world 

singles ranking of 359, Patrick 
McEnroe has gotten used to being 
described as “ the other McEnroe.” 

But for the past week, he has pro­
ven that, in doubles at least, he has 
the skills to match anybody in 
men’s tennis — including brother 
John.
. “ I enjoy being recognized for 
something I do myself,”  McEnroe 
said Sunday after teaming with 
Jim Grabb to win the Masters 
doubles championship and a share 
of $72,000. “ It ’s tough being 
recognized when you lose in the 
first round of qualifying.”

In helping Grabb b ^ t  Anders 
Jarryd and John Fitzgerald 7-5,7-6, 
5-7,6-3, McEnroe — ranked 19th in

doubles — added his name to the 
list of winners of a tournament that 
next year will become part of a 
new-look men’s circuit run by the 
players and will shed the name 
“ Masters.”

He and Grabb put their names on 
the trophy just in time.

“ It’s nice to do something John 
has done,”  said McEnroe, referr­
ing to the seven times that John 
McEnroe and Peter Fleming won 
this event.

McEnroe and Grabb hadn’t won 
a title since their surprise French 
Open triumph in June. But in the 
elegant Victorian surroundings of 
the Royal Albert Hall, they hit peak 
form in all their fiye matches, con 
ceding only two sets against the

cream of world doubles.
“ Here we proved to ourselves 

that we could beat the top teams in 
the world,”  McEnroe said. “ We 
had to do everything well to beat 
those guys.”

Wimbledon champions Jarryd 
and Fitzgerald went into the final 
with a performance record almost 
as impressive as their opponents.

The first three sets could have 
gone either way and hinged on a 
few key points, such as the set point 
Grabb saved with a service winner 
at 4-5 in the second set.

“ We didn’t make the shots on the 
big points like we had earlier in the 
week,”  Fitzgerald said.

That pattern continued in the 
fourth set when, after breaking

McEnroe for a 2-1 lead, Fitzgerald 
immediately dropped his own 
serve.

Suddenly, the Wimbledon cham­
pions appeared to lose confidence 
and when they conceded 11 straight 
points to trail 2-5, the match was ef­
fectively over.

Asked to compare the McEnroe 
brothers, Fitzgerald said they were 
“ like chalk and cheese”

“ One is all feel and touch, while 
Patrick pounds the ball at the back 
and is very solid. He had some 
weaknesses a couple of years ago 
which he seems to have ironed out. 
He gets a h i^  percentage of first 
serves in which is important for 
doubles.”

Jarryd, who shared the runner- 
up prize of $36,000 with Fitzgerald, 
also picked up an additional 
$120,000 for finishing second in the 
doubles bonus pool.

It would have been 165,000 if he 
had won the match. Instead, that 
sum went to Rick Leach of the 
United States, who held on to first 
place with 6,^2 points despite be­
ing eliminated with partner Jim 
Pugh in round-robin play.

“ I ’m not complaining,”  said Jar­
ryd, who now moves on to Stut­
tgart, West (Germany, to play for 
Sweden in the Davis (Tup hnal. 
“ It’s been a week and great 
preparation for the Davis Cup.”
