Report:Cop hits rail

to avoid hitting car

BIG SPRING — The actions
of a Big Spring Police officer
may have turned a potential
serious accident into a fender
bender.

According to the accident
report, Officer Mike Chestnut
drove his car into a guardrail
on the Benton Street viaduct
Sunday morning to avoid a
head-on collision with another
vehicle.

Chestnut steered into the
guardrail, hit it, then spun
around. His car struck
Rodriguez’s on the left front
side.

Edwards said when
Rodriguez pulled around the
wrecked car, ‘‘the police of-
ficer had no where else to go.”

He said accidents often oc-
curred on the old bridge during
winter storm conditions.

BIG SPRING — Howard County
Commissioners today considered
forming a county flood district in
an effort to prevent future flood
damage in the northwest section of
the county.

‘““We're being destroyed out
there. And we're not the only ones.
There’s not just six of us, there's
several of us...and there's
several hundred acres of land be-
ing destroyed,”” farmer Elbert
Long told commissioners in his ap-
peal to have the county sponsor a
flood district. Several hundred
farms and millions of dollars in
agriculture are affected by floods,
he said.

Long said he and other farmers
in the northwest section of the
county have banded together in an
effort to draw attention to their
plight and seek assistance with
flood control. The group has met
with State Rep. Troy Fraser and
Texas Water Commission officials
and has hired the engineering firm
of Parkhill, Smith and Cooper of
Lubbock to see what can be done
about the problem, he said.

Long and six other farmers today
appealed for commissioners aid in
forming the flood district, saying
the county government's
assistance is needed to get officials
with the water commission and
other regulatory agencies to pro-
vide the technical help to prevent
future flooding.

“Ya'll have to start it or it will
never get off the ground,”’ Long
said. He added, ‘‘The water com-
mission isn't going to listen to me,
they’ll listen to ya’'ll.”

Long said TWC officials had en-
couraged the group to form a flood
control district with the county’s

Williams apologizes
for insensitive remark

DALLAS (AP) — R‘&)ubhcan
gubernatorial nominee Clayton
Williams said Sunday his off-the
cuff remark suggesting victims of
rape should ‘‘relax and enjoy it"
was insensitive, after initially
downplaying it as just a joke

Women's groups and the
millionaire rancher’s political foes

~reacted with outrage. State
Treasurer Ann Richards, who is in
the April 10 runoff for the
Democratic nomination, said Sun-
day that Williams seemed not to
realize that rape is a crime of
violence.

While preparing for a cattle
round-up at his West Texas ranch
Saturday, Williams compared the
cold, foggy weather spoiling the
event to a rape

“If it's inevitable, just relax and
enjoy it,”" Williams said to ranch

hands, campaign workers and
reporters sitting around a
campfire

On Sunday, his campaign issued
a statement in which he said: “']
feel just terrible about this. 1 had
no intention in my heart to hurt
anyone especially those women
who have traumatized by rape.

‘Looking back, I realize it was
insensitive and had no place at the
campfire or in any setting,”' the
statement said

Williams, who is making his first
run for public office, initially
downplayed the remark. On Satur-
day he said it was a joke and he
apologized “‘if anyone’s offended.”

Pressed further for an explana-
tion for the remark, Williams said:
“That’s not a Republican women's
club that we were having this mor-
ning. It's a working cow camp, a
tough world where you can get
kicked in the testicles if you're not
careful.”

Asked if some people might be of
fended, Williams said: *‘I'm not go-
ing to give you a serious answer. It
wasn't a serious deal. It wasn't a
serious statement.”

Marilyn Rickman, head of the
Texas Women's Political Caucus,
which has endorsed Ms. Richards
for governor, said Saturday that
Williams' remark was

“Rape is never a joke with
(women) under any cir-
cumstance,”’ she said. ‘I don't

think I know any woman who would
ay. ‘Hey, sit back and enjoy it.""
““He needs a brain transplant,”
reacted Joyce Gersh, chairman of
the Houston-area National
Organization for Women, which
also has endorsed Ms. Richards.
“*‘Anyone who is not sexist would

not have come up with that
remark,"’ she said
Williams' wife, Modesta, and

several Republicans defended him.

“If the word rape was in a joke, if
sex was in a joke, it was just a
joke,”" she said. ‘‘He's about as
much of a gentleman, a caring per-
son, as there is."

“It's an old joke which we've
heard a million times,’’ said State
Republican Executive Committee
member Virginia Steenson. ‘‘He
certainly couldn’t have meant that
seriously.”

Williams won the March 13 GOP
primary over three major
challengers, spending more than $6
million of his oil, ranching and
business fortune on the campaign.
He has said he owns no shoes, only
cowboy boots, and his campaign
TV commercials often featured
him wearing a cowboy hat

Williams will face either Ms.
Richards or Attorney General Jim
Mattox in the November general
election. The two Democrats meet
in a runoff April 10, because unlike
Williams, neither one gained a sim-

ple majority in their party’s
primary.
Ms. Richards said the remark

‘‘questions his ability to unders-
tand the kinds of problems faced by
the people of Texas. Rape is a
crime of violence.”

Jon Ryan, superintendent of

“Big Spring High School is
one of the oldest schools to
maintain Southern Association
accreditation in Texas,” said
McQueary. The high school was
accredited in 1921 and Runnels
gained accreditation in 1954.

For the past year Runnels and
the high school have been in-
volved in a self-study involving
teachers, administrators,
students and governing boards

Disagreements
are normal

To the editor:

There have been some questions
develop in my mind as I've read
different statements about the
mayoral recall. I finally decided
to sacrifice pairt of my afternoon
to do some research (it took less
than five minutes). It turns out
the city charter is a pretty simple
document. Here's what I found
out:

Question #1 — What is the role
of the mayor?

According to the city charter
the governing body of Big Spring
consists of 6 councilmen/women
and a mayor and is known as the
““City Council of Big Spring.”" (Ar-
ticle IV, Section 1a and the Or-
dinance of Jan. 10, 1984). So, the
mayor is a member of the city
council, but he also has a few
more powers/responsibilities than
a regular council member. Some
of these are presiding over the ci-
ty council, calling the council
together for special meetings, ap-
proving or disapproving (veto) or-
dinances or resolutions, and ap-
pointing an alternate judge for the
municipal court when needed.
(Article IV, Sections 3, 4 & 7, and
Article X, Section 4). Sounds like

the mayor is more than just a
public relations man or a
figurehead to me.

Question #2 — What is the
‘““chain of command’’ as put for-
ward by the city charter?

From the top down — the city
council (of which the mayor is a
member), the city manager, the
appointed city officers, and the
various departments (Article IV,
Sections 1a, 13, 14 and Article VI,
Sections 1, 2 & 12). The city
manager takes care of the day to
day administration of the city, but
this is subject to the approval of
the city council. In financial mat-
ters the city manager makes
“‘recommendations to the city
council on all matters concerning
the administration of the city."
(Article IV, Sections 14 & 15).

Question #3 — Does the charter
provide a way to file complaints
about city departments?

No.

One thing I've noticed while
driving around Big Spring is that
we are all different. All of us, with
our different opinions and ideas
for the city, go to the polls and
choose seven people to govern our
city. If we all chose seven people
who agreed on every matter, I'd
be worried. It's not wrong to
disagree. Maybe we just need to
learn how to handle our
disagreements. We can agree to
disagree and still work together
for a better Big Spring.

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Big cats
have some
rights too

The National Park Service
recently released a bulletin that
says two young mountain lions
are on the prowl in Big Bend Na-
tional Park.

The park’s acting superinten-
dent said that hikers have been
alarmed by a series of ‘‘close en-
counters’’ with young mountain
lions in the Basin area of the
Chisos Mountains and park
managers have temporarily clos-
ed the Basin Loop Trail.

He went on to say that visitors
and park staff have observed two
juvenile lions on three separate
occasions during a two-week
period, and the lions appear to be
unafraid of humans. On March 19,
one of the lions came within five
feet of a mother and her 3-year-
old boy, leaving only after another
hiker approached.

Besides closing the trail, park
rangers are informing visitors of
the risks of hiking and camping in
lion country and how to react to
lion encounters/sightings.

‘“We've taken these precau-
tionary steps,’”’ the park
supenntendent sald ‘in an effort

either the lions or park visitors to
get hurt.”

You can bet the house and the
farm that some stupid fool will.
Against all advice and basic com-
mon sense, he’ll approach one of
those young lions and either get
himself maimed or killed.

The park service has said that
only as a last resort will it cap-
ture the lions and move them to a
more remote location.

That’s a heck of a lot better = '
than waiting for a physical en-
counter between a human and a
lion. The park service reports that
since 1984, two encounters have
resulted in lion attacks. In both
cases, the aggressive lions were
killed by park staff.

But the lions shouldn’t have to
be moved. And if visitors would
use their noggins for something
besides a place to keep their hair,
park rangers wouldn’t have to
worry about killing an ‘“‘ag-
gressive’’ lion.

Sure visitors have a right to en-
joy the park — after all, they are
paying for its upkeep. But to my
way of thinking, the visitors don’t
have a right to infringe on the
home of an animal that doesn’t
have too many places it can go if
the neighborhood gets too
crowded.

Beyond the fact that the lions
shouldn’t have to move just on
general principle, they also are
important to the park’s
ecosystem.

With limited resources at their
disposal — the park’s boundaries
— park personnel must manage
the area carefully. According to a
park service brochure on lions,
‘‘as one of Big Bend’s top
predators, (mountain lions) are
considered to be vital in maintain-
ing the park’s biological diversity.
Within the delicate habitats of the
Chihuahuan Desert, mountain
lions function in supporting a
balance between herbivores
(animals that eat plants) and
vegetation.

So in other words, leave the cats
alone and find something else to
play with. The park service is ac-
tively encouraging park visitors to
not seek an encounter.

The best way to avoid a moun-
tain lion — and the cats live
throughout the park — is to
““make your presence known,”’ the
park service advises. Don’t sneak
silently up the trails and don’t let
children run ahead — they may
look like delicate morsels to the
uneducated cat.

If an encounter does occur, here
are tips from the park service:

® Don't run.

® Do not crouch down — the
lion saw you long before you saw
it.

® Hold your ground, wave your
hands and shout.

® If the lion behaves ag-
gressively, throw stones.

® Convince the lion you are not
prey and you may be dangerous
yourselves. (Stones are good here.
Guns are not.)

e If you have little children,
pick them up — do all you can to
appear larger

® Report the sighting in detail.

And don’t go back for just a few
more pictures.

Inmates get second chance at education |Shed those

BEAUMONT — Kurt Domingue
never had any interest in school.

He said his mother never made
him go and he went all the way
through the 10th grade when he
really should never have passed
the eighth. But recently, Dom-
ingue, 20, was one of nine Jefferson
County Jail inmates to pass the
General Education Development
exam and receive a high school
equivalency diploma.

Watching the 16 or so inmates
who are participating in the pro-
gram, it’s not hard to see they are
taking the class seriously.

When Sue Miller, the GED in-
structor, walks in to the classroom
on Mondays and Tuesdays for the
one-hour class, she’s greeted by a
group of enthusiastic students who
say they are eager to learn.

“We’ve gone through two or
three teachers before finding Ms.
Miller,"’ said correction officer Bill
Ryman, coordinator of the pro-
gram. ‘‘She can handle them.”

Ms. Miller, a teacher at Vidor
Junior High School, said she is able
to relate to the men. ‘And I'm not
intimidated by them,” she said
with a laugh. ‘“Thev all want to he

Ms. Miller has been the instruc-
tor for about 10 years. She received
the job through the Beaumont In-
dependent School District.

Domingue was convicted on a
drug charge and served five mon-
ths in jail before being paroled last
Friday. He said he never wanted to
go to school when he was young.

‘“Me nor my baby sister had an
education. 1 always wanted to
graduate, but I knew I wouldn't,”
the Nederland native said.

Domingue said that when he at-
tended Nederland High School, he
did nothing all week. “‘I'd water the
plants and listen to my Walkman

" But when Friday came, I'd ace the

tests,’’ he said. “‘So I dropped out.

“I knew I needed an education
that's what got me started in this,"
Domingue said. ‘““When I get out of
here, I know I'll have something
worthwhile to do, because ,you
can’t do anything without
education.

““The thing about it, when you're
young, you have to go to school,”
he said. ‘‘But when you’re in here,
you go because you want to go.
That makes the difference.”

After receiving his GED cer
tificate, Domingue did not stop at
tending classes. ‘‘No, I kept going,
and I met up with this guy,”” Dom-
ingue said. “Now, I'm teaching
him how to read."”

Domingue said he signed up

said. Joiner, an Alabama native,
said he neyer had anyone put forth
a strong effort to help him learn to
read.

Stephen Williams, 18, said he on
ly has two parts of the test left to
pass. ‘‘I've been studying, and 1|
know I'll ace it the next time," he
said. "'l told my mom about it, and
everybody at home is happy for me
and pulling for me."”

Harold Matthews, of Beau-
mont said he g9t 1o, &hc 12th. grade
and wag only one half credit away
from graduating.

‘I haven't
taken the test yet, but I'm
guaranteed to pass everything.”

George Reed, 36, said he signed
up for the program after looking at
his situation being in jail. ‘“‘After
losing my freedom and having
nowhere to turn, I decided to try
and get my GED,"" Reed said. ‘‘Be-
ing on drugs deadens your mind
and being in the classes kind of

“It involves a great deal of self-
abuse, bodies being flung around

the room, excrement, assumed
voices — it's pretty vile stuff,’’ he
said.

must say, events in the movie are
very faithful to stories I've read”
about real exorcisms

Exorcisms are confidential; no
figures are kept on the number per
formed in the United States, said
Bill Ryan, spokesman for the U.S
Catholic Conference in
Washington

But Nicola estimated investiga
tions result in only one exorcism
every two years in this country. In
Europe, some dioceses might have
five or 10 a year. In parts of Asia,
Africa, South America and Mexico,
“it might be an everyday thing "

Pope John Paul II recently in
creased the number of exorcists in
Rome and in Turin, where there
are a reported 40,000 devil wor
shipers, the San Francisco Chroni
cle reported in December

The Rev. Simon Harak, a
Catholic priest and theology pro
fessor at Fairfield University in

Connecticut, said the church’s book
of rituals recognizes exorcisms for
people “who are no longer in
charge of their own will."”

Exorcism existed before the time
of Christ, and Harak said it may
gain prevalence in times or places
of satanic worship

“In the gospels, there's quite a
bit of reference to Jesus not only
healing people of diseases but free-
ing them from diabolical posses-
sion,’" said Burtchaell. “‘Ever since
then, there have been outbreaks of
similar behavior."”

Besides the most radical form of
exorcism, there are ceremonies
dealing with evil spirits, including
a baptismal prayer, more common
in the Roman Catholic Church.

“It’s not like, ‘Oh, my goodness,
William Peter Blatty's ‘“The Exor-
cist. """ It's a recognition that there
are good spirits, angels, and bad
spirits, devils,”" Harak said

The fire fighters completed the
8-hour simulation as part of an
emergency care course. Participa-
tion in the course qualifies the 26
volunteers to offer quick-response
care to victims.

Saturday’s workshop included
the use of basic tools for extrica-
tion, or removal of victims trapped
in tight places. A wrecked car or
bus, or an accident in the home can
present these situations, said C.
Roy Wright, Volunteer Fire
Department Chief.

The volunteers will be able to of-
fer support to victims before the
arrival of ambulance personnel,
Wright said. *‘They will be able to
serve as first-responders or quick-
responders in emergency
situations.”

Saturday’s volunteers took turns
acting as victims and care pro-
viders. They practiced first aid
skills, symptom evaluation and the
use of extrication tools. Fire
fighters ‘‘learned to use their own
ingenuity more than anything,”
Wright said.

Volunteers completing the
course are certified by the Texas
Department of Health as Emergen-
cy Care Attendants.

The TWDB does offer a matching
grant program, but there are no
additional funds for such projects
inh fiscal 1990, Coffee said TWDB of-
ficials had told him.

. Coffee promised to contact
TWDB officials this afternoon to
gee if anything more can be done.

Cooking is done on a grill over
an open fire, in tinware amd cast
iron pots.

“I brought dried jerky, dried
corn and hardtack bread so I
wouldn’t have to cook, ' said Joe
Bateman of Andrews. ‘‘Of course,
it's not as good as Tim’'s,” he
said, referring to a companion'’s
steak sizzling on a grill.

“We slept cold,” said Tim
Rowe of Snyder, motioning to
their simple lean-to. ‘“We just
carried our stuff in while the
others brought theirs in by pickup
or camper. “Bill Alexander and
his wife Alfleta needed a pickup
and trailer to hold his tepee.”’ The
two men slept on the ground bet-
ween wool blankets.

Although the weather was
damp, cold and dreary, the en
thusiasm of the campers was not
“The cold weather is nice,”

declared Mike McKenzie of Big
Spring, although his wife Brenda
disagreed. ‘‘I'm about to freeze,”
she said.

The
spark was caught on a piece of
shredded cedar bark or charred
cotton cloth.

A third method of starting a fire _

was with an Indian fire bow. The
fire bow, used in the hands of an
experienced person, twirls a spin-
dle into a fire stick, resulting in a
spark.

Some of the campers brought
trade goods with them. The
McKenzies displayed a necklace
of Indian beads from the late

1700s, another one made of black
buffalo horn interpersed with red
beads, and a third strand of carv-
ed bone pieces with a pendant of
deer antler. They also had a
pigskin dress with fringe and
bells on the bottom made by
Brenda McKenzie.

The Explorer Scouts brought
chili powder to sell as a money-
making project to help pay for
their scout work.

Alexander showed a replica of
an 1836 Hawken rifle manufac-
tured in St. Louis, Mo. The gun
takes black powder in the barrei,
followed by a '2-inch lead ball.
Gunpowder is carried in a powder
horn.

“The expression ‘flash in the
pan’ originated from the old
flintlock gun,” said Alexander.
““The flintlock has gunpowder put
in a tiny pan or hole on the side.
When the fling on the hammer
causes a spark, it ignites the
powder in the barrel.”

The weekend activities includ-
ed a target shoot along a trail lin-
ed with metal targets of bears,
rabbits, squirrels and other
animals. Other scheduled events
included a pistol shoot, a
tomahawk throw and a council
fire.

This is Haynes first year to teach
high school theater. He has also
been Howard College’s theater
manager. He said he likes working
with the high school students, but
declined to compare them with
college-age actors.

““There are a lot of mature high
school students and a lot of im
mature college students. The im-
portant thing is that they unders
tand the emotions of the
characters,’’ he said.

He believes that people who can
mime believeably can act. “It
must be done sequentially. You
can't skip steps. You have to think,
how does a character brush his
teeth? How does he put toothpaste
on his toothbrush? It calls on the
selectivity of the actors."”

Haynes, a Roscoe native, receiv-
ed his master of fine arts degree
from Trinity University. He work-
ed with the Dallas Theater Center
for seven years in conjuction with
the Texas Commission for the Arts,
which produces shows throughout
the state.

Haynes calls “Rimers’’ a social
drama and a great teaching tool.

‘It has a date rape scene and the
conditions that caused it; it looks at

homelessness, the instability of
marriage, the way people hide in
church,”” Haynes said. ““It’s not a
play you can sit down and easily
understand.”

He cut the play down from its
original length to comply with UIL
rules that limit each production to
40 minutes. He kept plot lines that
centered on the homeless man
Skelly (Ken Noble), teenagers Eva
and Robert (Angela Reed and Russ
Rotem), the town gossips Wilma
and Martha (Tonya Painter and
Bree McDaniel), Nelly and her
crazy mother Mary (Sunny Fraser
and Vanna Walker) and Cora the
cafe owner and her hired hand
Walter (Marci Weaver and Lee
Baker).

Haynes arranged the set using
the units allowed by UIL — grey
columns, steps and platforms.

sultants. Here again, these are my
thoughts.”

Green cited broadening the city's
tax base and using a sales tax in-
crease to decrease property taxes
as ways to improve the city's finan-
cial situation.

‘“Maybe the only way we can im-
prove our streets is to have a bond
issue,”’ he said. ““This would place
the decision on the taxpayer. Be
assured that if we do issue more

bonds, it will be necessary for the
City Council to increase taxes. This
should be a decision of the tax
payer by way of voting."

He also said Big Spring could be
an entertainment center, as well as
a distribution center for West
Texas.

‘“The race track — we could have
a (car) race track in,”’ Green ex-
plained. ‘““We now have the
facilities for some pretty large

shows coming in here.”” He said
bands and individual centers could
be booked for the Dorothy Garrett
Coliseum which would draw out-of-
town visitors.

Green also referred to a regional
waste disposal center planned by
former city council candidate Ken
Dunwoody. Green said the project,
which involves the recycling waste
materials, is ‘“‘not a dream.

LAKE JACKSON (AP) — Aman-
da Young, 14, held the thin
magnesium strip and struck a
match, igniting the fire of learning
and sparking an interest in
chemistry in Carolyn Beaman'’s
eighth-grade physical science class
at Lake Jackson Intermediate
School.

The stunt was part of ‘‘Chemical
Shenanigans,”” a chemical magic
show Ms. Beaman's SEARCH
science students staged at the close
of their semester of chemistry
studies

The show last week was a prac-
tical application of what students
had learned so far, but also was
created to impress the school's
seventh-grade students, who will
take physical science next year

The magicians, sporting goggles
and black lab aprons that tickled
the tongues of their high-top Nikes,
designed their own experiments
with little help from the teacher,

Nation’s S&Ls post record losses in 89

WASHINGTON The nation’'s
savings and loans lost $19.2 billion
in 1989, the worst performance
ever and the third consecutive
record, the government said today
With a $6.5 billion loss in the final
three months of the year, red ink
for all of 1989 easily topped the
previous record of $13.4 billion in
1988 That had topped what was
then a record of $7.8 billion in 1987

But James Freund, acting chief
ccaonomist of the Office of Thrift
Supervision, offered a glimmer of
hope for this year, pointing out that
the bulk of the losses occurred at
institutions either taken over by
the government or targeted for
takeover

“T would presume by this time
next year ... the industry would be
smaller dnd the losses would be
smaller,” he said

In the fourth

quarter. for n

stance, the 485 institutions either
under government control or
targeted for government control

compiled all of the industry's
losses while the rest of the in
dustry, 2,393 S&Ls, actually posted

a slight profit of $28 million

The government's numbers also
revealed the cost of the govern-
ment's slow start in shutting down
farled institutions. LLosses on opera-
tions for the 485 totaled $2 6 billion
in the October-December period

an average loss of $29 million a
day

Once these institutions are shut
down or sold, the industry would no
longer have to absorb that continu-
ing expense. Since August, the
government has disposed of 52
S&Ls and announced plans recent-
ly to close or sell another 140 by the
end of June.

Thrift industry deposits totaled
$946 billion at the end of 1989, down
$26 billion from a year earlier.

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Effort aimed at Hispanics

NEW YORK (AP) An am-
bitious multimedia effort aimed at
Hispanics will enable advertisers
to reach the nation’s fast growing

magazine, television and
telephone
Creators of the service, which

gets underway today, said 90 per
cent of the $10 million in annual ad
time and space has been sold
Media analysts and competitors
said the service could draw renew
ed attention to the Spamsh
language market

Some media and advertising ex
ecutives have argued that US
advertisers are missing a pro
fitable opportunity by failing to
spend more on reaching the 20

million plus Hispanics in the
United States in their native
language.

“We frankly welcome this com-
petition because we want to make
Spanish print media better known
and accepted,’’ said Alberto Abdo,
a marketing executive with Miami-
based America Publishing Group,
a leading Spanish-language
publisher with 16 magazines sold in
the United States.

The new multimedia service will
reach an estimated 500,000
Hispanic magazine readers and
nearly 90 percent of Hispanic
homes with television, says its
developer, Whittle Communica-
tions of Knoxville, Tenn.

Starting later this spring, adver-
tisers also will be mentioned when
operators answer calls to a toll-free
telephone service for Hispanics
seeking information on topics rang-
ing from recipes to immigration.
The operator will answer calls by
saying the hotline service is
“braought to you by ..."’

Among the sponsors who are
paying $500,000 a year under two-
year contracts for a basic package
that includes television and
talenhane time and. space in. the
MABAZINC a1 € MAnive siuin doei s
Procter & Gamble, American
Telephone & Telegraph and Kinney
Shoes.

The conerstone of the service is
the magazine La Familia de Hoy,
published every other month. It is
distributed free to 10,500 medical
waiting rooms and beauty parlors
in Hispanic neigborhoods in 45
markets.

Whittle executives said the
magazine will offer information
that can help Hispanics live better
in the United States.

That is a big break from other
Spanish-language magazines cir-
culated here that often rely mainly
on ‘‘gossip, entertainment and
fashion,”” said editor Patricia
Duarte.

The March-April issue has
stories on recognizing when your
children may be abusing drugs and
what to do about it, handling
finances, cooking tips, relating to
your spouse and staying healthy. It
also has a profile of President
Bush’s daughter-in-law, Colomba
Bush, who is from Mexico.

Whittle is also producing two-
minute informational programs
that will run 31 times a week on the
Spanish-language television net-
work Univision, which reaches 6.4
million Spanish-speaking
households in the United States.

Each program will identify the
sponsor at the start and finish and
include a commercial of 30 to 45
seconds. Many of the programs
will be drawn from subjects
covered in the magazine.

A typical program starts with an

introduction by former Univision
Network News anchor Teresa
Rodriguez. After the commercial,
an expert may discuss a topic,
often leaving a number or address

In one program, a physician oi-
fers health tips for pregnant
women; in another, Ms. Rodriguez
toured a museum designed for
children.

F. Ashley Shomaker, who is
overseesing the project for Whittle,
said advertisers are also being
mentioned at other times of the day
on the Univision network to draw
attention to upcoming shows.
Advertisers will also be rotated
regularly on the telephone
announcement.

Richard Hamilton, an advertis-
ing executive with D'Arcy Masius,
Benton & Bowles in New York, said
marketers are starting to pay more
attention to the Hispanic market
because it is growing rapidly in
size, per capita income and will-
ingness to buy recognized brands.

He said they are turning to
Spanish-language media because
research indicates ‘‘many
Hispanics prefer communications
in Spanish’ to English.

But America Publishing’s Abdo
said that while Hispanics make up
nearly 10 percent of the U.S.
population, advertisers spend less
than 1 percent of their ad budgets
in Spanish-language media.

“They spend mostly on TV. The
amounts dedicated to print are
very low,”" he said.

Nonetheless, he said ad pages at
his company’s magazines are up 36
percent this year from a year ago.
He credited more aggressive
marketing and greater awareness
among advertisers of the market’s
potential.

It said Americans spent $33
billion on weight loss in 1989, one-
third of it for diet clinics alone. It
cited a warning by the American
Medical Association that some diet
formulas could lead to complica-
tions and fatalities among dieters

“The worrisome trend is away
from exercise and toward liquid

protein diets, virtually all of them
sponsored by physicians and
hospitals, and so-called fast diets,
which ignore nutritional safety, ™
the report said

Much of the growth in the in
dustry has been due to heavy
advertising, which the FTC has
largely ignored, the report said

The Food and Drug Administra-
tion has authority to regulate the
diet products

“But in reality, few if any of
these diet gadgets, drugs or food
have been tested for safety and ef-
fectiveness before patients and
consumers become unsuspecting
guinea pigs,’’ the staff report said

It contended that many so-called
diet experts, including physicians,
have little knowledge about how to
treat obesity. The products are
often sold by people whose prin

cipal training is in sales, not nutri
tion or medicine, it said

The report cited industry
research estimating the nation has
65 million dieters, including half of
all women. It said 60 percent of all
women are usvally dieting in some
form, and 18 percent of all adults
are constantly dieting. 25 percent
of American adults are obese and
13 percent are severely
overweight

with a built-in magnifying glass,
useful only when the sun is shining,
he also had a flint striker of
tempered iron and a piece of flint in
his “‘possible bag.’" The spark was
caugﬁtm on a piece of shredded
cedar bark or charred cotton cloth

A third method of starting a fire
was with an Indian fire bow. The
fire bow, used in the hands of an ex
perienced person, twirls a spindle
into a fire stick, resulting in a
spark

Some of the campers brought
trade goods with them. The McKin-
zies displayed a necklace of Indian
beads from the late 1700s, another
one made of black buffalo horn in-
terpersed with red beads, and a
third strand of carved bone pieces
with a pendant of deer antler. They

also had a pigskin dress with fringe
and bells on the bottom made by
Brenda McKenzie.

The Explorer Scouts brought
chili powder to sell as a money
making project to help pay for
their scout work.

Alexander showed a replica of an
1836 Hawken rifle manufactured in
St. Louis, Mo. The gun takes black
powder in the barrel, followed by a
2-inch lead ball. Gunpowder is
carried in a powder horn.

“The expression ‘flash in the

pan’ originated from the old
flintlock gun,” said Alexander
“The flintlock has gunpowder put
in a tiny pan or hole on the side
When the fling on the hammer
causes a spark, it ignites the
powder in the barrel

The weekend activities included
a target shoot along a trail lined
with metal targets of bears, rab
bits, squirrels and other animals
Other scheduled events included a

Rocking Horse has opened. The
number of registered homes for
day care has increased 600 percent

In 1987, a survey of 3-5 graders
was conducted to see how many
children were caring for
themselves after school. Stanton is
a small community and most
parents feel their children are
relatively safe when left alone for
short periods of time.

The survey showed that 46 per-
cent of our youths were engaged in
self care on a regular, daily basis
or often

With this thought in mind, the
Home Economics Committee set
out to provide some training for
these children. Parents surveyed
felt that training at school would be

the best way to reach a large cross
section of children

Elementary teachers were in-
troduced to a program titled ‘‘Kids
in Charge'’ during an in-service
training. The program covered
managing time when home alone
(chores and homework), sibling
conflict, weather safety, emergen
cy plans, telephone and door
answering and nutritious snacks.

Mrs. Redder and Mrs. Snell's
fourth-grade classes participated
in the seven-week program.
Classroom and at-home activities
were done. KElaine Riddle's first
grade class has used Bell
Telephone's version of this pro-
gram to make first-graders aware
of the responsibilities of being at
home alone.

At present, after-school care is
available at Ronda's Rocking
Horse for children up to age 10.
However, this has not ended our
need for training of children stay-
ing home alone.

The “Kids in Charge’’ program
is still available.

That covers some of the high
points over the last four years.
What is on tap for the future? What
direction whould we move in.?

mandated academic skills test
passed it.

Some had predicted dismal
failure rates — as high as 46 per-
cent in last year’s Texas
Academic Skills Program testing,
which assesses reading, writing
and math levels, the Fort Worth
Star-Telegram reported Monday.

The TASP test was given five
times in 1989 to a total of 56,781
students, and 76 percent passed all
three sections, the newspaper said.

The passing rate statewide for
reading was 92 percent; for math,
85: and for writing, 85 percent.

“On the tryout, it was much
more ominous,”’ said Joan Mat-
thews, who coordinates the skills
test for the Texas Higher Educa-
tion Coordinating Board. ‘‘The
passing rates are higher than
originally anticipated, but you
have to qualify that because it still
is not a representative group.”’

The test became a requirement
last year for first-time -college
students in state institutions and
students planning to become
teachers.

One reason for the higher-than-
expected scores is that teacher
education students made up a
greater than normal percentage of
the pool, Ms. Matthews said. The
education students did well on the
test because they already have had
at least two years of college, she
said

This year, college students with
nine hours of courses will be re-
quired to take the test. Many were
exempted under a grandfather
clause that excluded students with
at least three hours of college
credit. Others also took a pre-test
that excluded them from the man-
datory exam until they had 15
hours of college credit.

“I think it will be sometime next
yvear before we have a represen-
tative group of people,” taking the
test, Matthews said.

JUST ‘DESSERTS

On warm days, making dessert may
mean assembling an assortment of per-
fectly ripened fruit, or dishing up a
scpop-of iee cream or sherbet. These
options require no Eainslaklng prep-
aration in a hot kitchen, and they are
refreshing ways to end a summertime
meal. With the onset of cooler autumn
weather, however, it is again possible
to enjoy the process—and the results
—of baking at home.

The dessert you bake need not be

elaborate in order for it to be fun to

make and delicious to eat. A simple
cake or batch of cookies can bring as
much enjoyment as an intricately as-
sembled French pastry.

Why not mix up some easy-to-
prcEarc bar cookies?

®November is National Diabetes
Month, focusing attention on a serious
discase that icts approximately 12
million Americans. But, public aware-
ness of diabetes is a year-round con-
cern, and there are things you should
know about this disease to ensure early
detection, proper treatment and a
lomees-bf -

wAG you KINOwW (hat diabetes 1s the
third leading cause of death by disease
in the United States? Black Americans
have a 30 to 40 percent higher rate of
diabetes than white Americans, and
women get this discase almost twice as
often as men. The occurrence of the
disease is increasing at a rate of about
six percent a year, yet almost one-half
of Americans with diabetes don't even
know they have it.

If you have not been diagnosed with
diabetes, you should be aware of warn-
ing signs that might warrant a visit to
your doctor. If you have diabetes, you
should stick to a strict treatment regi-
men to control the disease.

There are two types of diabetes.
Type I, or insulin-dependent diabetes,
afflicts about 10 percent of American
diabetics. This type usually develops
during childhood and requires fre-
quent insulin injections for survival.
Common symptoms you should watch
for include frequent urination, unusual
thirst, rapid weight loss, extreme
fatigue and nausca.

Type Il diabetes is far more com-
mon, affecting 90 percent of diabetes
sufferers in the US.. This non-
insulin-dependent  diabetes  affects
adults and the onset is very gradual.
Symptéms include any of those associ-
ated with Type I, as well as blurred vi-
sion, drowsiness, itching, slow wound

healing, excessive weight gain and
numbness in the feet. Therapy for this
type of diabetes involves changes in
diet, regular exercise and weight loss.
If you are diabetic, there are a number
of precautions you should take, partic-

ularly with the approaching holiday .

® When traveling, always take

enough of your supplies (insulin, sy-
ringes, glucose testing equipment) for
your trip, plus an extra week’s supply.

® In cold-weather climates, avoid
exposing your feet to extreme temper-
ature changes and frostbite, which is
more likely to lead to gangrene in dia-
betics than in non-diabetics.

e With all of the tempting holiday
feasts around, be extra careful not to
overeat or binge. Strict dietary control
is absolutely crucial in controlling
diabetes.

® With the onset of winter colus
and flu, be sure to ask your rharmacisl
about sugar-free, alcohol-free and
aspirin-free cough and cold prepara-
tions available over the counter. Sugar,
alcohol and aspirin found in many
medications can aggravate a diabetic
condition.

With early detection and proper
trcatment, diabetics can lead long,
satisfying lives. Your local pharmacist
can answer any questions you have
about diabetes control and therapeutic
supplies for diabetics. Most important,
remember to always see your doctor at
the first sign of any medical problem.
