Mayra Ahily Arguelles 
was born in Chihuahua, 
Mexico October 12, 1986. 
She immigrated to the U.S. 
with her parents when she 
was 9-years-old.

They moved to Dodge 
City, Kansas, where her 
dad worked in the beef 
packing industry and 
Mayra enrolled in school. 
She did not speak English 
but says the ESL classes 
helped her learn the lan­
guage. “When you are 
young and in school it 
w asn’t too hard to learn,” 
she says.

The family moved to 
Friona in 2003. “ I remem­
ber it was during spring 
break o f  my junior year,” 
she says. She finished out

the year at Friona High 
then graduated with the 
Class o f  2004. Her family 
had maintained legal im­
migrant status and Mayra 
had her green card. She 
had a social security card 
and driver license. The one 
thing she didn’t have was 
her U.S. citizenship.

In 2005 she married lsa- 
ias Olmos o f Hereford. 
They have two boys, Isaias 
Jr., 6, and Isaac, 4. Both 
children and her husband 
were U.S. citizens.

For a b rief period after 
high school she worked 
for the Friona ISD help­
ing with special educa­
tion children. In 2007 she 
began her employment at 
First National Bank-Friona

Banking Center, where she 
is a teller.

By all accounts the pro­
cess o f gaining U.S. c iti­
zenship is a long journey. 
M ayra’s experience refutes 
that notion.

“ 1 filled out the paper­
work and submitted it in 
April o f this year,” she 
said. She received a no­
tice instructing her to go to 
Lubbock for fingerprints. 
“They took my prints and 
gave me a book and a CD 
to study,” she said. The 
material was historical and 
political information about 
the United States.

Mayra studied hard. She 
laughed. “My husband got 
really tired o f the CD all 
the tim e” . The next step

in Irving, Texas, in June. 
She said, “ It lasted about 
15 minutes. They asked 
several questions about 
material I had studied. You 
were allowed to miss about 
4 questions out o f  the 10 or 
12 they asked.”

After her successful in­
terview in Irving, Mayra 
received an oath ceremony 
notice. “ I was in Amarillo 
at the courthouse Novem­
ber 29 with 51 others to 
take the citizenship oath,” 
she said. After the oath 
was administered, the new 
U.S. citizens were issued a

certificate o f citizenship. 
Her bank co-workers had a 
cake and a party to honor 
her efforts and welcome 
her as a U.S. citizen.

She said potential c iti­
zens who get to the in­
terview stage must speak 
English and answer the 
questions in English. The 
exception is, she thinks, 
people over 65 can take 
the interview test in their 
native language if they do 
not speak English.

Mayra believes that chil­
dren like her who had no 
choice about coming to 
the United States should

have some means o f  be­
coming productive U.S. 
citizens. The latest version 
addressing that issue, the 
DREAM Act, was defeated 
in the U.S. Senate this past 
weekend. “ It's sad,” she 
said. "There were many 
students and families very 
upset on television when 
the DREAM Act did not 
pass. I feel that each per­
son should be judged on 
their own individual mer­
it and accomplishments 
w hen seeking citizenship.” 

Well said and well done 
Mayra. Congratulations 
and Merry Christmas.

Braiding a coffee cake

Need a nice sweet coffee cake recipe for the holidays? 
Try some cardamom braids. I had never heard of cardamom 
so I looked it up. It is ground seed of a tropical fruit in the 
ginger family. It is raised in India.

Harriet Meola o f Mauldin, South Carolina, sent in the 
recipe to the Church Supper Cookbook magazine. She says, 
“The recipe came from my father’s aunt and I can remember 
my mother crushing cardamom seeds to make it.”

Should be good for a Christmas morning breakfast treat. If 
you try it let me know. You have to braid the ropes o f dough 
into a sweet cake loaf so get your creative talents working.

Swedish cardamom braids
Yield 2 loaves (12 slices each)

1 pkg (1/4 oz) active dry yeast 
1 /4 cup warm water (110-115 degrees)
1 1/4 cups warm 2% milk (110-115 degrees)
1/2 cup butter softened
1/3 cup sugar 
3 egg yolks
2 1/2 tsp ground cardamom 
1/8 tsp salt
5-5 1/2 cups all-purpose flour

TOPPING:

2 tbsp butter melted 
1/4 cup chopped pecans 
2 tbsp sugar 
2 tsp ground cinnamon

In a large bowl dissolve the yeast in warm water. Add the 
milk, butter, sugar, egg yolks, cardamom, salt, and 3 cups 
flour. Beat until smooth. Stir in enough remaining flour to 
form a soft dough.

Turn onto a floured surface. Knead until smooth and 
elastic, about 6-8 minutes. Place dough in a greased bowl, 
turning once to grease top. Cover and let rise in a warm place 
until doubled, about one hour.

Punch dough down. Divide in half. Divide each half into 
3 portions. On a lightly floured surface, shape each portion 
into a 16-inch long rope. Place 3 ropes on a greased baking 
sheet and braid; pinch ends to seal and tuck under. Repeat 
with the remaining dough. Cover and let rise until doubled, 
about 45 minutes.

Bake at 375 for 20-25 minutes or until golden brown. 
Remove from pans to wire racks. Brush warm loaves w ith 
butter. Combine the pecans, sugar, and cinnamon; sprinkle 
over loaves.

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Scandia plans massive wind project
Norwegian developer Havgul and its 

partners in Scandia Wind Southwest have 
signed leases with about 500 landown­
ers thus far in the Texas Panhandle to de- •

velop a massive wind farm called Mariah 
that could reach an eventual I0GW. Plans 
call for completion o f the first 200MW in 
2013, with 500MW each in the following 
two years. This will partly hinge on Texas 
regulators approving Scandia’s request for 
1.2GW of capacity on high-voltage trans­
mission lines under construction that will 
bring wind power to major load centers in 
the state.

Texas is the leading US wind slate with 
9.7GW o f installed capacity. It has ap­
proved a $4.9bn plan to add transmission 
capacity through 2014 that will enable an 
additional 18.5GW o f wind power to be 
delivered from the Panhandle and West 
Texas.

Havgul Project Director Harald Dirdal 
says that Scandia is aiming for the much 
larger US power market. The plan is to 
tie Mariah into the proposed Tres Amigas

SuperStation, a power switching hub that 
would be privately owned and operated 
in nearby Clovis, New Mexico. Tres Ami- 
gas would for the first time join the three 
primary US electric transmission grids: 
Eastern and Western Interconnections, and 
Electric Reliability Council o f Texas (ER- 
COT).

Tres Amigas would incorporate a net­
work o f underground high voltage direct 
current superconductor cables and AC/ 
DC converters capable o f transmitting en­
ergy and balancing power loads between 
the three grids. It would be located on a 
22-square-mile (56.9sq km) site with ini­
tial capacity to transmit up to 5GW of 
power. The possibility o f linking a wind 
farm to those grid systems makes the Texas 
Panhandle a unique location for large scale 
wind development, says Dirdal.

The Federal Energy Regulatory Com­
mission (FERC), which oversees inter­
state transmission o f electricity, has not 
given Tres Amigas investors approval to 
proceed. Agency spokeswoman Barbara

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Connors says the group sought two rulings 
which it asserts is critical for the project’s 
success. FERC went along with the first: 
their ability to negotiate and charge trans­
mission rates for access to the hub, where 
industry players could buy cheap power in 
one grid and sell it at higher prices in an­
other.

The other petition was for FERC to dis- 
claim any jurisdiction over future Texas 
transmission line owners that tie into Tres 
Amigas. At present, the Electric Reliabil­
ity Council or Texas, or ERCOT, admin­
isters most o f the state’s grid, which is 
independent o f FERC oversight. Before 
ruling on this request, FERC sought more 
information from Tres Amigas, but has not 
yet obtained it. “There is nothing pending 
for a new hearing,” Connors says.

Nevertheless, the project remains in 
good standing with FERC, raising hopes 
for eventual approval. Chairman Jon 
W ellinghoff has praised Tres Amigas for 
its “creativity and pioneering thinking” 
that the US needs to expand grid ability 
to accommodate all electricity generation 
sources.

Jim Bob Swafford, ch ief executive o f 
Premium Wind Coalition, a jo in t venture 
partner with Havgul and Alpha Wind En­
ergy o f Denmark in Scandia, says Tres 
Amigas would be a “great asset for wind 
energy and the country.” The Scandia 
partners -believe that Mariah could pro­
duce power at prices competitive with 
those from coal and natural gas. While gas 
is cheap now due to oversupply in a weak 
national economy, prices have fluctuated 
wildly in the past decade. Coal genera­
tion costs are certain to rise in response to 
new federal emission regulations, and will 
likely force utilities to retire older plants.

Swafford says the project turbine loca­
tions have some o f the best US onshore 
wind resource at a height o f 450 feet 
(137.1 meters). Plans call for using 3MW 
turbines although Scandia has not ruled 
out larger ones. Meanwhile, Scandia is 
progressing on all fronts at the local level, 
according to Swafford, who has been ag­
gressively signing leases with landown­
ers in rural Dallam, Parmer and Sherman 
counties. In Parmer, where Premium Wind 
is based and across the border from Clo­
vis, 255,000 acres (l,032sq  km) are under 
project lease. In Dallam and Sherman, atop

the Panhandle bordering Oklahoma but 
not adjacent to Parmer, another 210,000 
acres (849.8sq km) is in the books.

“Landowners need this project to hap­
pen for their future,” says Swafford, not­
ing that diminishing water tables and 
other factors have made farming more dif­
ficult in the past 15 years. “They really 
have bought into the project.” Swafford 
believes Mariah will succeed where other 
proposed large wind projects have not got­
ten o ff the ground in the Panhandle. For 
starters, he lives in the region and puts a 
local face to the project. “This is a key in­
gredient, and makes a huge difference for 
landowners and local officials,” he says.

Second, he says Scandia is using a “bot­
tom-up approach” that gets all local stake­
holders on board, and does homework and 
takes action on environmental and regula­
tory issues, before it fully pursues project 
financing. For example, Swafford has ap­
proached environm entalists at Texas Tech 
University in Lubbock with an offer to 
have them study how the project could im­
pact the native prairie chicken. “We want 
them involved because it makes good 
business sense to do the study,” he says. 
Scandia’s effort to be seen as good stew­
ards o f the region’s natural resources is 
winning it support from country officials 
and Swafford says, in the state capital of 
Austin. “ We’re very transparent on what 
we are trying to do,” he says.

Scandia has not made a cost estimate 
for the project’s initial stages, according 
to Swafford, but he does not see financing 
“as a huge obstacle” once all preparatory 
issues are resolved. Havgul’s business 
model is to develop projects to a stage 
where construction can start, and then sell 
them to a utility or another company with 
the financial muscle needed to construct 
a large-scale project. Havgul has devel­
oped and sold the Havsul offshore project 
in Norway, which was the first offshore 
project there to win regulatory approvals. 
Havgul recently got a capital injection o f 
Nkr 50mn (S8.15m), o f which half was 
provided by Investinor, a Norwegian gov­
ernment funded investor firm. Havgul has 
wind projects under development in Nor­
way and Sweden besides the US.
