Bush consults 
party leaders 
about options

WASHINGTON — President 
Bush says he still hopes the Per­
sian Gulf crisis will end peacefully 
but is consulting on options with 
congressional leaders and foreign 
policy aides as the standoff with 
Iraq nears the three-month mark.

Bush met with Democratic and 
Republican leaders at the White 
House today, a day after he 
declared that he “ would have no 
hesitancy”  to using force if provok­
ed by Iraq's President ^ddam 
Hussein.

At a picture-taking session at the 
beginning of the meeting. Bush 
brushed off a reporter's question 
on reports that administration of 
ficials plan to discuss a timetable 
with U.S. allies for a possible 
military offensive.

Saddam
expects
attack

Saddam Hussein told his senior 
military advisers today to prepare 
for an attack by the United States 
and its allies in the next few days, 
an official Iraqi report said.

The Ira q i president said 
“ preparations for urban warfare 
and necessary measures to be 
taken in the event of combat in 
(Kuwait)," the Iraqi News Agency 
reported.

Saddam's talk came one day 
after the U N. Security Council's 
five permanent members held a 
high-level military meeting to 
discuss how to further pressure 
him to remove his troops from 
Kuwait.

It also followed a Security Coun­
cil vote to hold Iraq liable for 
d a m a g e s  fro m  th e I r a q i  
occupation.

The Iraqi News Agency said Sad­
dam told military leaders to finish 
preparations fur a fight with 
members of the U.S.-led multina 
tional force.

“ We must be prepared with all 
that God has given us of potential 
to thwart perfidious intentions by 
the United States and its allies to 
launch an attack in the coming few 
days,”  the report quoted Saddam 
as saying.

Landfill rules may be 
eased for small towns

STANTON — New stricter 
federal landfill regulations may be 
passed by January, county and city 
officials here learned at a joint­
meeting Monday to discuss closing 
their landfill and opening another 
one.

There are indications that the 
regulations may provide cost­
cutting exemptions for landfills 
serving less than 5,000 people, 
handling less than 10 tons daily and 
in areas with less than 25-inches of 
rainfall annually, said officials 
with Sparsely Populated Entities 
Coalition.

Martin County and Stanton are 
among 112 government entities in 
the West Texas-based coalition 
pushing for exemptions. SPEC has 
the backing of both state senators, 
six area congressman, including 
Charles Stenholm, D-Stamford, 
three area council of governments 
associations and the Texas 
Association of Counties,

SPEC organizer Peggy Gamer, 
Upton County Judge, said she 
received confirmation from an of­
ficial with the Office of Manage-

I

ment and Budget in Washington 
that the exemptions will be includ 
ed in the new rules. Affected could 
be groundwater monitoring and 
water-resistant underground 
liners.

“ She also stated that that figure 
was just arbitrarily put in there by 
EPA (Environmental Protection 
Agency) and that they would try to 
increase the population cutoff,”

Record number of 
slayings in Dallas

DALLAS (A P ) — With more 
than two months still to go in 
1990, police here reported a 
record number of slayings in 
the city.

One man died and another 
was hospitalized in critical con­
dition at a local hospital after a 
shooting early Mon^y, Sgt. 
B.R. Little said.

He said the shooting occur­
red shortly after 4 a.m. near a 
restaurant. That brings to 365 
the number of murders this 
year in Dallas, authorities said. 
The previous high was 364, 
reported in 1968.

“ It’s frightening," said 
University of South Carolina 
criminologist Geoffrey Alpert, 
who was commissioned to 
report on the Dallas Police 
Department’s use of deadly 
force in 1967.

“ Dallas is a very violent city, 
and getting more violent,”  he 
said.

The body of this year's 364th 
victim was pulled from 
underneath a car after its 
driver reportedly ran him 
down Friday night, police said.

mother of a suspended Garland 
high school student has been 
arrested for allegedly shooting 
a school assistant principal, 
police said.

William s outspending Richards nearly 2 to 1
Campaign most expensive in state history

AUSTIN (A P ) — Democrat Ann 
R ic h a rd s ’ ca m p a ign  says 
Republican Clayton Williams is 
trying to buy the governorship. 
Williams’ camp says Richard 
wants special interests to buy it for 
her.

The exchange came as campaign 
finance reports filed Monday show­
ed Williams still is outspending 
Richards nearly 2-1 in the most ex­
pensive governor’s race in Texas 
history.

Williams has spent about $20,4 
million on the race, and has in­
vested about $8 million of his own 
money. Richards has spent about 
$11.7 million.

With totals from other can­
didates in the March primary, the 
1990 race outstrips the $33 million 
record set in 1986, when Democrat 
Mark White was ousted by 
R epu b lican  B ill C lem ents. 
Clements had been defeated by 
White in 1982.

According to the 30-day report, 
Williams loaned his campaign 
another $1.4 million of his own 
funds to bring his personal stake in 
the race to about $8 million.

“ That has to be some kind of 
world record for trying to buy a 
governor’s race,”  said Richards 
spokesman Bill Cryer. “ I would be 
ashamed if 1 were his campaign. It 
shows he doesn’ t have any 
support.”

Williams spokesman Gordon 
Hensley said Richards “ has an un­
precedented landslide of liberal, 
special-interest cash dumped in 
from greedy tria l law yers.

“ We’re not going to let Richards 
have special interest groups buy 
the election for her,”  he said. 
Williams, on the campaign trail, 
said he hasn’t had trouble raising 
money.

Richards’ campaign manager, 
Mary Beth Rogers, said most of the 
Democrat’s contributors gave $50 
or less.

“ We’re not the big money cam­
paign, but clearly we are the cam­
paign of middle class and working 
people of Texas,”  she said.

In Monday’s campaign finance 
report filed with the secretary of 
state, Williams reported raising 
about $3.75 million, including the 
$1.4 from his ranching and oil for­

tune and $225,000 in loans from 
financial institutions.

Williams spent almost $4.42 
million from Sept. 28 to Oct. 27, the 
period covered by the report.

Dog owners 
warned to 
respect 
territory

DALLAS (AP) — A dog’s instinct 
to survive could mean danger for 
unsuspecting humans who believe 
their pets are completely domestic, 
experts say.

People who own aggressive 
breeds often don’t realize that the 
animals, even having never shown 
signs of violence, can react without 
apparent provocation to seriously 
injure or kill humans, officials say.

Last week, a rural Collin County 
toddler was mauled to death by her 
family’s pit bull terrier.

A dog’s desire to protect its ter­
ritory can be intensified if it’s 
restricted to a small area by a 
chain, said Dr. Katherine Houpt, 
an animal behaviorist at New York 
State College of Veterinary 
Medicine.

“ If a child is running, that can 
trigger behavior,”  Houpt said. “ If 
a child reaches out to pet a dog, 
that could trigger dominance 
behavior. A third thing that can 
trigger an attack is a child going in­
to the dog’s territory.”

Jessica Cole, l8-months-old, is 
the second fatal attack in Texas 
this year, the Dallas Times Herald 
reported Monday. A 72-year-old 
woman was killed inside her Bryan 
home on Sept. 6 by a 5-year-old 
chow.

Seventeen others have been kill­
ed in dog attacks nationally, accor­
ding to figures from the Humane 
Society of the United States.

Although pit bulls receive much 
of the publicity for vicious attacks, 
a study shows chows have been 
responsible for more serious at­
tacks in Texas than any other 
breed, said Victor Whadford, 
public health technician .

point buck charged and maul^ a 
61-year-old man to death in a 
thicket alongside a rural road near 
Caldwell.

Charlie Jackson Coleman of 
Caldwell was hunting for antique 
bottles along the side of the road 
when the buck attacked. The buck 
stood over the body for at least 
seven hours, authorities said 

The animal was shot and killed

by sheriff’s deputies who arrived at 
the scene at about 3 p.m. Monday 
and were charged by the 160-pound 
buck.

An autopsy determined that Col­
eman died from a crushed skull, 
but he suffered more than 100 hoof 
and puncture wounds over his 
b a ck , s tom a ch  and fa c e ,  
authorities said.

“ It was the most unbelievable 
thing I ’ve ever seen,”  Burleson

County Chief Deputy Tom Randall 
told The Bryan-College Station 
Eagle. “ It was more of a massacre 
than an attack.”

It was the second buck attack in 
four days. Mid-October to mid- 
November is rutting, or mating, 
season, a period in which usually 
d o c i l e  d e e r  can  b e c o m e  
aggressive.

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Chrysler workers stay on the job
HIGHLAND PARK , Mich. 

(AP ) — The United Auto Workers 
told its 63,000 Chrysler Corp. 
em p loy^  in eight states to stay 
on the job today while contract 
talks continued.

Officials at some union locals 
said workers at the No. 3 
automaker were impatient and 
might strike if negotiations last 
too long.

The union announced that a 
contract extension its members 
had been working under since 
mid-September would expire at 
m i^ gh t Monday. After that, the 
union said, members should 
report to work until notified 
otherwise.

Union members appeared to be 
heeding the request and reporting 
to work.

Talks were continuing this 
morning.

The UAW is negotiating a con­
tract similar to those it has signed 
w ith the other B ig Three 
automakers. General Motors 
Corp and Ford Motor Co.

Chrysler has indicated it may 
not be able to afford the so-called 
GM-Ford pattern agreement ; the 
union has said it will settle for 
nothing less. Major issues re­
mained unresolved Monday, in­
cluding job security, health care 
and pensions.

Detroit tries to keep firebugs home
DETROIT (A P ) — The city im­

posed a curfew and organized 
patrols by residents toting fire ex­
tinguishers, while free cable TV 
was offered to keep firebugs 
home tonight during Devil’s 
Night, Detroit’s pre-Halloween 
arson spree.

The measures are part of an ef­
fort by Detroit to remake its 
lawless image and end the annual 
outbreak of fires that has become 
a national embarrassment.

Devil’s Night is actually three 
nights of vandalism, beginning 
two nights before Halloween and 
peaking one night before.

Mayor Coleman A. Young last 
week unveiled a “ My Heart is 
with Detroit”  campaign, urging

residents to take pride in their ci­
ty and step up anti-arson patrols.

More than 35,000 residents and 
city workers have volunteered to 
keep an eye out for arsonists. 
Young said. Rewards of up to 
$1,500 have been offered for infor­
mation leading to the conviction 
of arsonists.

Volunteers wearing red-and- 
white “ My Heart is with Detroit”  
T-shirts and caps began walking 
the streets Monday night, some 
carrying fire extinguishers to put 
out small blazes.

Until the 1970s, Devil’s Night 
featured typical Halloween tricks 
such as tossing, covering 
homes and yards with toilet paper 
and burning piles of leaves.

Report says prisoners 

m ay still be in Vietnam
WASHINGTON (A P ) -  A con- 

gessional staff report conducteti 
for Sen. Jesse Helms questions the 
government’s long-held contention 
^ a t no Americans who fought in 
the Vietnam war are still being 
held captive in Southeast Asia.

The interim report, released 
Monday, contends that the Pen­
tagon adopted its position about 
missing Americans and then 
d iscred ited evidence to the 
contrary.

Information “ uncovered during 
this inquiry provides enough cor­
roboration to cast doubt upon the 
veracity of the U.S. government’s 
conclusion,”  said the report by the 
Republican staff of the Senate 
Foreign Relations Committee.

The government has contended 
there is no evidence that American 
prisoners are still a live  in 
Southeast Asia — or that any were 
left behind a live  a fter U.S. 
prisoners returned in 1973.

But the staff said. “ Classified, 
declassified and unclassified infor­
mation all confirm one startling 
fact: That the Defense Department 
in April 1974 concluded beyond a 
doubt that several hundred living 
American POWs remained in cap­
tivity in Southeast Asia.”

The information also does not 
rule out the likelihood that 
Americans are still being held, the 
report said.

A Pentagon spokesman, Lt. 
Cmdr. Ken Satterfield, said the 
department had not received the 
new report and had no comment.

The report said defense .in­
telligence discredited — often in er­
ror — live-sighting reports about 
U.S. personnel from hundreds of 
thousands of refugees fleeing Viet­
nam, Cambodia and Laos during 
the 1970s and 1980s.

It also contended that some 
witnesses may have been in­
timidated and that information 
was dismissed on technicalities.

Since the fall of Saigon in 1975, 
the Defense Intelligence Agency 
has received nearly 12,000 reports 
on missing Americans, most of 
them from Indochinese refugees. 
None has panned out thus far, the 
Pentagon has said.

The report disagrees with the fin­
dings of a House select committee, 
which concluded a year after the 
war ended that there were no 
POWs being held. However, that 
panel said a small number of 
deserters or civilians might have 
voluntarily stayed behind.

Sen. Jesse Helms, R-N.C., rank­
ing GOP member on the Foreign 
Relations Committee and a critic 
of the improving relations between 
the United States and Vietnam, 
asked the panel’s minority staff to 
conduct the study.

Europeans agree to curb warming
LUXEMBOURG (AP) -  In a 

commitment to curb global war­
ming, the 12-nation European 
Community has pledged to limit 
its output of carbon dioxide emis­
sions in the year 2000 to the 1990 
level.

The move Monday by EC 
ministers was seen as an attempt 
to pressure the United States into 
a adopting a similar pledge at a 
major international conference 
on the issue.

Next week, negotiations open in 
Geneva on a convention aimed at 
curbing the release of carbon 
dioxide and other man-made 
gases that are causing a gradual 
increase in global temperature —

with potentially catastrophic en­
vironmental implications.

Plans call for the drafting of a 
convention that would to be ready 
for signing in 1992.

The United States has yet to 
issue a proposal on how it plans 
curb its carbon dioxide emissions 
— produced largely through the 
burning of fossil fuels.

“ A divided European Com­
munity would have been an ex­
cuse for the Americans not to pro­
ceed any further,”  said a Euro­
pean Community source, who 
spoke on condition of anonymity.

Mandela seeks funds from Japan
TOKYO (AP) — South African 

black leader Nelson Mandela to­
day called Japan's financial con­
tribution to the anti-apartheid 
movement “ absolutely insignifi­
cant”  compared to money given 
by other nations.

He said that of four countries he 
has visited on an Asia-Pacific 
tour, only Japan has failed to 
pledge money to his African Na­
tional Congress.

Mandela, 72, told a news con­
ference that he had asked the 
Japanese government to con­
tribute $25 million to the ANC to 
help it achieve stability and 
negotiate with the South African 
government for an end to 
apartheid.

“ The Japanese government has 
disclosed that they have already 
spent $1.8 m illion  toward 
assisting in improving the condi­
tions of our people in South 
Africa,”  he said.

Compared to aid from other na­
tions, “ the contribution of the 
Japanese government is ab­
solutely insignificant,”  Mandela 
said.

On Monday, Prime Minister 
Toshiki Kaifu told Mandela that 
Japan could not provide aid to the 
A.NC because of its policy of not 
giving assistance to political par­
ties in other nations. Kaifu said 
his government would provide aid 
to grass-roots South African 
groups, however.

Indian holy site is center of unrest

AYODHYA, India (A P ) -  
Troops opened fire today on Hin­
du fundamentalists who broke 
through police lines and surged 
toward a holy site claimed by 
both Hindus and Moslems. Four 
people were killed and at least 20 
wounded.

Eleven more people died in 
Hindu-Moslem clash^ in several 
cities hundreds of miles away, 
police said. At least 122 people 
have been killed in riots across 
India this past week, most in 
clashes between Hindus and 
Moslems.

About 200 Hindus eventually 
reached the site, where a 16th- 
century Moslem mosque stands.

Dan Quayle is on a 
long campaign trail

BOSTON (A P ) — Cruising 
toward town on a highway cleared 
for his motorcade, Vice Pl^ident 
Dan Quayle broadcast a rush hour 
traffic report: “ My lane’s clear.”  
It was, of course, but there are 
potholes along his political route 
to rival the traffic jams that piled 
up at all the turnpike entrances.

Quayle is trying to steer around 
them as he campaigns for 
Republicans in the off-year elec­
tions a week away. He did his 
tongue-in-cheek traffic item on a 
radio call-in program, using his 
limousine telephone to keep cam­
paigning between stops.

When he goes home to Indiana 
to vote — and to take in an 
election-eve pro football game in 
Indianapolis — Quayle will have 
covered at least 44 of the 50 
states. He will have appeared at

And he'll still be laboring to 
dispel the negative image and 
adverse poll ratings that have 
plagued him since President Bush 
put him on the 1988 ticket and the 
national stage.
, “ The only thing I can tell 

you . . .  is that we're doing the 
job,”  the vice president said when 
the image issue was raised.
“ Been (loing the job now for, well, 
18, 19 months. I ’ve been cam­
paigning now in this election cycle 
in 44 different states, and I feel 
that I ’ve been very well received, 
been very well treated.

“ I love the job,”  Quayle said.
Bush already has said that 

Quayle will be his running mate 
again in 1992. But there will in­
evitably be pressure for a ticket 
change, especially if Bush and his 
ticket look vulnerable heading in­
to the next presidential campaign.

That’s a Republican habit, in 
varied circumstances. There was 
mid-administration pressure 
against Bush’s own vice presiden­
tial renomination, Spiro 'T. 
Agnew’s in 1972, Richard M. 
Nixon’s in 1956. Gerald R. Ford 
switched running mates, from 
Nelson A. Rockefeller to Sen. 
Robert Dole, in his losing 1976 bid 
to win the White House he held by 
appointment.

So when Quayle wheeled into a 
vegetable stand in Lexington. 
Mass., last week to appear amid 
the pumpkins with the Republican 
candidate for governor, he was 
asked whether he was campaign­
ing to hold his own place on the 
ticket, two years hence.

“ I ’m campaigning for Bill 
Weld,”  he retorted.

Nevertheless, the long, intensive 
campaign he has waged fits the 
personal political agenda too, 
cementing his party ties with 
Republicans seeking everything 
from Senate seats to low-profile 
state offices. It puts him on cam­
paign display without the gaffes

that made him the butt of late- 
night television comedy. There 
have been slips, but not many, 
and not major.

His campaign delivery is 
smoother, more relaxed, than two 
years ago. It is the predictable set 
speech of a vice president, hailing 
the chief, denouncing the 
Democrats for tax increases even 
though Bush endorsed them. The 
crowds react just as predictably, 
applauding at appropriate points.

But the volume goes up when 
Quayle tackles Congress.

"Thcilouse of Representatives 
b^n  j^ontrolled by the

Democrats since I was seven 
years old,”  says Quayle, 43.
Pause for effect. Murmurs, then 
laughter, rippled through the 
crowd at the courthouse in subur­
ban Philadelphia.

“ I tell you. there’s an idea that 
is sweeping this country . . . and 
that is the idea that if is time to 
limit the terms,”  he says, voice 
rising over the cheers. It plays as 
well at every stop.

And it certainly plays better 
than his repeated tefense of White 
House acquiescence to tax in­
creases. Quayle is said to have 
urged privately that budget 
negotiations be scrapped earlier 
this month in favor of a head-on 
challenge to Congress. He won’t 
discuss his advice to Bush. He 
says the decision was a close call 
politically, but without a budget 
deal there could have been chaos.

Now he tells the campaign 
crowds that the Democrats are 
responsible for tax increases, 
assures the voters that the rich 
will foot most of the bill, insists 
that millionaires will be taxed 
more efficiently and surely than 
would have been the case with a 
simple surtax.

“ We have seen people say that 
it’s going to be disastrous for the 
Republican Party, but I don’t 
believe that,”  Quayle said on the 
Boston radio talk show. He said 
the voters should take out their 
frustration on incumbents, mean­
ing Democrats, giving them “ the 
hook and the heave-ho from the 
Congress and elsewhere,”  he said. 
“ It’s time for a change, the 
American people want a change.”

But when Quayle made a final 
campaign swing to the Northeast, 
the candidate competition to stay 
at his side was less than intense. 
That led to a suggestion that ap­
pearing with him might not be 
helpful just now, given a public 
perception that Republicans are 
protecting the rich.

“ If that’s the perception, it’s an 
erroneous perception,”  he said.

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Building the House a court

WASHINGTON -  During the 
grueling budget debate, members 
of Congress had a lot on their 
minds — like whether to cut 
medical care for the elderly or 
day care for infants, and, by the 
way, where to put their new ten­
nis court.

, The Senate already has a tennis 
court in the Dirksen Senate Office 
Building. But the poor members 
of the House don’t have any place 
to practice their ground strokes 
on the taxpayer’s dime.

Apparently a few members of 
Ckm^'ess decided it was time to 
remedy the situation. They have 
ordered the architect of the 
Capitol to draw up plans for a 
House tennis court, either in the 
courtyard of one building in the 
Clapitol complex or on the roof of 
another.

Congressional sources told us 
that Rep. Stephen Solarz, D-N.Y., 
led the pack. A spokesman for 
Solarz confirmed that the con­
gressman had been involved in 
matings qbout the tennis court. 
“ All tnroii^ this there has been a 
general assumption that if they 
went ahead with this, no public 
funds would be used,”  the 
spokesman said. But Solarz’s of­
fice offered no explanation of 
whose pockets Congress would dip 
into for this little gift, if not the 
taxpayers’ .

Maybe they expected a donation 
from a generous corporate consti­
tuent — no strings attached, of 
course. Then they could hang a 
plaque with the donor’s name 
right next to the requisite buzzer 
system that would summon the 
players from the court to the 
House floor for a vote.

Solarz may not have planned to 
stick the taxpayers with the bill, 
but public money has already 
been spent on the project — 
design time in the office of the 
Capitol architect George White.

White acknowledged that his

staff has done some “ informal 
sketches”  at the request of some 
members of the House. The tennis 
court, which would have to be ap­
proved by the House leadership, 
could go in the courtyard of the 
Cannon House Office Building, or 
on the roof of the Madison 
Building of the Library of 
Congress.

The Cannon building is close to 
the Capitol and conveniently ac­
cessible to all the House offices by 
a network of underground tunnels, 
|but the sound of balls being lobb­
ied back and forth could be 
distracting to office workers. The 
Madison roof would be more 
spacious, but then the architect 
would have to deal with the pro­
blem of balls flying off the roof.

Sources on Capitol Hill told our 
associate Tim Warner that 
meetings with White about the 
tennis courts occurred during the 
tortured budget negotiations.

White, whose full-time job for . 
the last 20 years has been keeping 
up with renovation and new con­
struction in the Capitol complex, 
told us the tennis court isn’t the 
first controversial order he has 
received. He is obligated to res­
pond with designs when members 
of Congress make suggestions. 
Then it is up to Congress whether 
to fund the notion.

White characterized the tennis 
court as “ the pipe dream of a few 
tennis players.”

Solarz has a history of mixing 
business and tennis. In 1983 we ob­
tained State Department cables 
explaining to U.S. Embassies how 
Solarz expected to be treated on a 
trip to Latin America. “ Tennis

courts are an important 
plus . . . Solarz would like to play 
tennis every day if possi­
ble. . . . assistance in arranging 
court and securing high-quality 
tennis opponents will be ap­
preciated,”  one cable said.

White hasn’t generated cost 
figures yet on Solarz latest re­
quest, so we asked a tennis court 
builder for a guesstimate. A basic 
asphalt court would cost about 
$28,000. If the members want a 
soft touch to their step, they could 
add padding for another $4,000. 
And for those late-night sessions, 
it would cost another $8,000 to 
light the court. Putting the court 
on the roof of a building adds 
unknown costs depending on how 
much work the roof would need to 
support the court.

And then there is the federal 
factor. That’s the line item on the 
bill where the contractor doubles 
the price because this is govern­
ment work.

YOU CAN’T GO HOME AGAIN 
— With the ugly mood in the coun­
try turning against congressional 
incumbents, many members of 
Congress are not eager to get 
home to campaign in the last 
week before the election. Some in­
cumbents are tied to the savings 
and loan scandal. All of them are 
tainted by the circus atmosphere 
around the budget negotiations. 
None of them has a good cure for 
the current economic slump. Fac­
ing the voters this election year 
means answering some hard ques­
tions. It’s easier to stay in 
Washington and tape TV commer­
cials, or fly to Saudi Arabia to be 
photographed with the troops.

Consumer 
holds key 
to future

I was driving into work the 
other morning when I heard this 
on the radio, “ There will be a 
recession if the consumer doesn’t 
shape up. Economists say that on­
ly the shopper can decide whether 
the counti^ will go into a tailspin 
or not.”

I thought to myself, “ If I could 
just get my hands around the con­
sumer’s throat I would force him 
to buy twice as much as he 
needs.’

I turned to Sister Mary Louise, 
a nun who is in my car pool, and 
said, “ Wouldn’t you think that 
after all we’ve done for the con­
sumer, the least he or she could 
do is keep us out of a recession?”

Sister Mary Louise told me, 
“ The problem for the consumer is 
that we gave him mixed signals. 
On the one hand we said that he 
was getting into too much debt 
and he should put his money into 
a savings and loan — and, on the 
other, we urged him to go out and 
buy a new car. The consumer 
isn’t to blame because the govern­
ment economists don’t know 
which end of the year is up and 
which is down.”

“ Nevertheless, I don’t want my 
future in the hands of people who 
are not sure whether this is a 
good time to spend any money.”

Sister Mary Louise added, “ We 
must not be unkind to consumers. 
For the most part they are just 
like you and me. The only dif­
ference is that they have money 
to spend, and if they’re going to 
sit on it I ’m afraid that we will all 
be selling imitation Rolexes on 
Fifth Avenue. The problem as I 
see it is that the consumer is jit­
tery and thinks that if he uses up 
his money, there won’t be any left 
when the hard times roll by. He 
doesn’t realize that by not spen­
ding it, he is actually causing the 
depression he lives in fear of.”

“ Someone should tell the con­
sumer that if he doesn’t bring 
about prosperity, nobody will,”  I 
said.

“ I personally know a lot of 
buyers,”  Sister Mary Louise in­
formed me, “ and they’re nice peo­
ple. It’s just that there are times 
when they can be stubborn. If you 
want my opinion, their sin is that 
they blow hot when they should 
blow cold, and cold when they 
should blow hot.”

I asked her, “ Do you think that 
the reason they blow cold is 
because they have enough of 
everything?”

“ Not necessarily. Most people 
buy to prevent others from having 
more than they do. For example, 
kids will purchase T-shirts to look 
better than other kids, and girls 
will purchase flashy jeans to at­
tract the boys. They may look 
young, but they are consumers 
too. If the kids stop acquiring 
clothes, then there’ll be a 
recession.”

“ Perhaps we should do more to 
honor the shopper who spends 
money. For example, the Federal 
Reserve could have the 
Consumer-of-the-Month to lunch 
and give him a shopping cart for 
life,”  I suggested.

Sister Mary Louise had another 
idea. “ The only solution is to 
create more consumers by issuing 
more credit cards — 10 to a fami­
ly — and keep a supply of them at 
perfume counters in case 
somebody doesn’t have one. The 
two things that go together are 
debt and plastic.”

I said, “ Many consumers are 
lazy and don’t like to shop.”

'The sister said, “ I know what 
you mean. This country is not go­
ing to make it when consumers 
buy just food. If we’re to beat the 
doldrums — and I ’m not saying 
we will — we have to make 
everybody who goes to Safeway 
stop off on their way home at Vic­
toria’s Secret.”

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History is alive at pioneer village

GonzalesG O N ZALES, Texas —  Jay Wilson gives a tour at the 

Pioneer Village in Gonzales, Texas. Wilson and his family live as 
pioneers and re-enact Texas history for visitors to the village.

GONZALES, Texas (A P ) — A 
man donning 19th century garb 
strolls from a tog cabin to a 
blacksmith shop. Animal skins 
hang drying from a tree. The 
aroma‘of co^ed meat seeps from 
an old-time smokehouse.

It’s straight out of a Texas 
history book. Except it’s alive.

At the Gonzales Pioneer Village, 
history walks and talks. And it’s 
personified by Jay Wilson — 
sometime pioneer German im­
migrant, sometime Indian and 
sometime mountain man.

“ You can’t read books and be a 
historian. To be a historian you 
have to experience it,”  said Wil^n, 
curator of the Pioneer Village on 
the outskirts of this historic town.

The village attempts to preserve 
the 1800s for tourists, school

children or anyone wanting a 
glimpse of Texas past.

Wilson, his wife Molly and their 
children live as pioneers, wearing 
19th century clothing and coerfung, 
eating and cleaning like settlers. 
Wilson dresses in a variety of out­
fits, depending on the character 
he’s portraying.

Other members of the Texas 
Brigade of Skinners — a living 
history group Wilson belongs to — 
join the family at the village to re­
enact historic events.

The popular “ Come and Take It 
Celebration”  held the last weekend 
of September commemorates a 
famous 1835 skirmish in Gonzales 
between Texans and Mexican 
soldiers.

Wilson also tours Texas speaking 
to students and civic groups about

Technology allows pregnancy after menopause
BOSTON (A P ) ^  Women can 

now turn back their biological 
clocks and get pregnant after 
menopause by way of test-tube fer­
tilization, doctors reported today.
T h e  procedure, reported in the 

New England Journal of Medicine, ' 
can extend women’s baby-making 
years well into their 40s, 50s and 
perhaps even 60s, providing a se­
cond chance for those who waited 
too long to start families.

However, some doctors said they 
had doubts about the wisdom of 
childbearing for those who are well 
past nature’s cutoff.

“ Because we can do something 
technically does not mean we 
should do it indiscriminately,”  said 
Dr. Zev Rosenwaks. ’ "rhe ability to 
become pregnant is a physical sign 
of what nature itself expects of a 
woman. You cannot push nature 
past the point where you interfere 
with safety.”

Rosenwaks is head of the fertility

clinic at New York Hospital- 
Comell Medical Center, one of 
several U.S. hospitals using the 
new technology.

However, this is not 
possible if the ovaries have stopped 
working, the change of life known

older woman’s husband and, after 
giving the older woman hormone 
treatments to prepare her womb 
for pregnancy, implant the 
embryos.

Because the mother does not pro­
vide the egg, she is not the genetic 
parent of her baby, but she still 
undergoes a normal pregnancy and 
delivery.

Test tube hair growth m ay  
lead to cure for baldness

LONDON (A P ) — A hair-raising 
experiment at Cambridge Univer­
sity has raised hopes for bald men, 
but experts said Friday it could be 
years before scientists can apply 
their test tube hair growth to shiny 
heads.

“ This is the real thing,”  said Dr. 
Terence Kealey, leader of the 
research team which grew hair in a 
synthetic blood product at the 
D e p a r t m e n t  o f  C l in i c a l  
Biochemistry.

“ 'We have for the first time suc­
ceeded in getting hair to grow in 
vitro,”  he said.

'The balding scientist stressed in 
a BBC radio interview that grow­
ing hair in a test tube “ is not in 
itself a cure for baldness.”  But, he 
added, it provides the perfect 
medium for experiments and could 
lead to effective treatment within 
10 years.

■The results of the research are to 
be published in the Journal of Cell 
Science next month.

Experts welcomed the achieve­
ment, saying it could lead to 
preventing hair loss in men 
genetically disposed to baldness.

“ Any knowledge of how hair 
grows and metabolizes could have 
various offshoots in preventing 
baldness from happening,”  said 
Dr. Ken Maxted, a dermatologist 
with the Glasgow Health Board 
who went bald at 18.

“ Whether it is a cure for people 
who are bald. I ’m not quite sure. I 
think it’s rather nice having a 
waterproof head,”  he said in an 
interview.

Squirrels 
keep humans 
out of park

WHEATON, Md. (A P ) -  Ag­
gressive squirrels have driven 
humans from a playground.

In the past two weeks, two squir­
rels have bitten children at Mon­
tgom ery  County ’ s Wheaton 
I^ io n a l Park. On Thursday, a 
man bludgeoned a squirrel with a 
stick because it was annoying him, 
said park maintenance worker 
Kathy Lowe.

Park police have closed the 
playground until further notice. 
Visitors to the playground were 
greeted Saturday with the yellow 
tape used at crime scenes, and a 
sign that read: “ Playground closed 
due to over aggressive ^uirrels.”

“ 'The squirrels are just acting 
squirrelly now,”  said Lowe. ‘ "They 
are so busy burying acorns they 
are aggravated at the people.”

The children were not seriously 
hurt, but park recommended they 
see a doctor to determine whether 
they should undergo treatment for 
rabies.

London, said the research was an 
important first step to understan­
ding what affects hair growth and 
loss.

“ Until now, it has been very dif­
ficult to know what happens”  ex­
cept that the process of balding is 
hereditary. Dr. Firmage said. 
“ Hence the many lotions and po­
tions which are produced.”

Dr. John Romano at St. Vincent’s 
Hospital and Medical Center in 
New York said scientists would be 
able to test new chemicals on test- 
tube hair without worrying about 
injuring someone’s scalp..

“ Researchers can use many 
more different chemicals because 
they don’t have to worry about tox­
icity,”  he said in a telephone 
interview.

Kealey said the next step is to 
find out why many middle-aged 
men suffer a disruption in the nor­
mal mechanism that triggers the 
growth of new, replacement hair.

“ I hope that within 10 years we 
could come up with a cure for 
baldness,”  he said.

The successful growth of test 
tube hair came after a team 
member. Dr Michael Philpott, 
devised a method for extracting 
hair follicles from the skin without 
damaging the roots, Kealey said.

This is done by carefully slicing 
away the top two layers of skin to 
remove hair follicles with fine 
tweezers. The follicles then are 
grown in a synthetic blood 
substitute maintained at body 
temperature, he said.

Watching hair growing in a test 
tube is “ an amazing sight,”  Kealey 
said.

the Texas history he has gleaned 
from reading his collection of huge 
books.

The Pioneer Village historians 
also travel to stock shows and 
festivals giving the public a taste of 
pioneer life . And Wilson — 
nicknamed “ 3 Bites”  because he 
has been bitten three times while 
handling rattlesnakes — writes a 
popular column for the Gonzales 
newspaper. The Daily Inquirer.

When the Wilson family settled 
here about two years ago they lived 
in canvas tents and cooked out­
doors. Then they moved into a 
house built in 1856 from whole elm 
and oak logs by gunsmith Samuel 
Hardin Gates.

It was in the Gates house that the 
Wilsons rode out treacherous Hur­
ricane Gilbert that pounded South

Texas in 1968. Friends urged the 
family to seek safer shelter, but 
Wilson — showing his true love of 
history — wasn’t worried.

“ I said, ‘I ’m in the Samuel Har­
din Gates house, and it’s been here 
a lot of years, and I think it can 
withstand one more hurricane,’ ”  
he recalled.

Now Wilson, his wife and their 
youngest dau^ter, who still lives 
at home, are restoring a larger 
house built in isi92. Part of the 
home will serve as museum and 
gift shop for Pioneer Village.

It might seem as though the 
family is sheltered from 20Ui cen­
tury life, but that’s not entirely 
true.

Wilson admits sometimes the 
family indulges in modem conve­
niences.

Until recently, menopause was 
the end of the reproductive line for 
women. While test-tube fertiliza­
tion had become common among 
younger women, doctors were 
reluctant to use the procedure on 
older women for fear the uterus 
was not as capable of sustaining 
pregnancy.

In the journal. Dr. Mark V. Sauer 
of the University of Southern 
California, reported the use of the 
technique on seven women over 40 
whose “ ovaries didn’t last as long 
as their desire to have babies.”

Six pregnancies were establish­
ed. One ended in miscarriage and 
another child was stillborn. Five 
normal babies were born, in­
cluding a set of twins.

Menopause usually occurs 
around age 50, but in about 10 per­
cent of women the ovaries stop 
working by age 40. Sometimes 
these women have delayed having 
children.

WASHINGTON (AP ) -  Tax sub 

sidies for tummy tucks and 
facelifts would end And the tax on 
a muscle car could be raised to 
nearly $8,000.

The giant deficit-reduction bill 
aw a it in g  P r e s ident Bush’ s 
signature also hastens the day 
when every newborn child will 
have to have a Social Security 
number be fore leaving the 
hospital.

Like many of the bills that 
cleared Congress late in the session 
that ended early Sunday morning, 
the deficit-reduction bill is laced 
with provisions that received little 
or no public attention.

Saddam believed an attack was 
imminent.

Diplomats in the Middle East, 
speaking on condition of anonymi­
ty, said Saddam was reacting to 
statements Monday by Secretary 
of State James Baker III.

Baker told a gathering in Los 
Angeles: “ Let no one doubt: We 
will not rule out a possible use of 
force if Iraq continues to occupy 
Kuwait”

The Iraqi News Agency report 
was the latest indication that Sad­
dam believes the United States is 
preparing to attack his forces.

A London newspaper, the Finan­
cial Times, today quoted Arab 
diplomats in Baghdad as saying 
Saddam was considering freeing 
all foreign hostages if the Soviets 
and France commit themselves 
publicly to resolving the gulf crisis 
peacefully.

In the Persian Gulf region, 
meanwhile, two separate accidents 
cla im ed the lives of seven 
American servicemen.

Six American sailors died and 
four were severely injured when a 
pipe ruptured and released searing 
heat in the boiler room of the USS 
Iwo Jima as it sailed in the Persian 
Gulf, the U S. Navy said. In Saudi 
Arabia, one Marine .was reported 
killied and three injured in an acci­
dent while driving in the desert.

The accident aboard the Iwo 
Jima came as it was sailing out of 
Bahrain after a routine port visit. 
Since Sept. 16, the Iwo Jima has 
been part of the Amphibious Task 
Force supporting Operation Desert 
Shield, the U S. military operation 
launched in the gulf after Iraq seiz­
ed Kuwait.

■ ('mdr. Mark Neuhart of the U S. 
Naval Forces Central Command 
said the cause of the leak aboard 
the amphibious assault ship was 
under investigation.

The four injured sailors were in 
critical condition, Neuhart said. 
They were taken to the hospital 
ship USS Comfort.

After the accident, the Iwo Jima 
returned to Bahrain for repairs, 
Neuhart said.

The Iwo Jima, which has its 
homeport at Norfolk. Va.. has a 
crew of 685 Navy officers and 
crewmen and about 1,100 Marines. 
The victim s were all crew 
members, Neuhart said.

In a separate accident, one 
Marine was killed and three others 
were injured today when the vehi­
cle they were traveling in overturn­
ed in the Saudi desert, the U S. 
military Joint Information Bureau 
said in Dhahran, Saudi Arabia.

In addition to the deaths today, 32 
U.S. servicemen have been killed 
since Operation Desert Shield 
began Aug. 7, five days after Iraq 
invadtxl Kuwait.

The worst previous incident oc­
curred Aug. 29 when a C-5A 
transport aircraft loaded with sup­
plies for U.S. forces in the gulf 
crashed and burned shortly after 
takeoff in Germany, killing 13 crew 
members.

The United States has sent more 
than 200,000 troops to the gulf 
region. It leads an international 
force arrayed against Iraq that 
totals more than 300,000 soldiers; 
Iraq has massed 460,000 troops in 
Kuwait and southern Iraq.

Hundreds of Westerners remain 
in Iraq and Kuwait, some detained 
at strategic sites as part of Sad­
dam’s “ human shield” against a 
feared attack.

18-month grace period which goes 
into effect when the rules are ap­
proved by ('ongress. “ We haven’t 
ne^rd anything to confirm or deny 
it,”  he said.

Meanwhile, city and county of­
ficials are proceeding to close their 
landfill and are waiting for a per­
mit for a new one.

City Manager Paul Lively has 
estimated that the landfill has a 
couple more months of use left, 4-5 
months if the Texas Department of 
Health allows use of a buffer zone 
It could take up to seven months to 
get a permit for a new landfill 
issued, TDH officials have said.

Roger Burch of M&M Meter Ser­
vice, Stanton, the company picking 
up trash for city residents, 
estimates that it would cost more

than $7,(X)0 a month to haul trash to 
either Big Spring or Midland. That 
cost does not include residents out­
side of the city.

County Judge Bob Deavenport 
estimated that it would probably 
cost more than $12,500 monthly or .

Armstrong said those who 
decide to try trick-or-treating 
should go only to houses of people 
they know — family friends, co­
workers, relatives. “ 1 would not 
just walk up and down the street, 
(knocking on doors) at random,” 
Armstrong said. “ That could be 
asking for trouble.”

He added that the time-honored 
tradition of turning on the porch 
light to invite trick-or-treaters 
should be observed. Kids should 
avoid those houses without porch 
lights, he said.

“ Basically, if it’s not lit, don’t 
go,” he said. “ And everybody 
should carry a flashlight.”

Armstrong recommended that 
costumes be “ loosely”  con­
structed, not restrictive of move­
ment and made of light-colored or 
reflective material.

“ Wear face paints instead of 
those big masks that can be hard 
to see through,”  he said. It is also 
recommended that parents take 
children out as early in the even­
ing as possible.

“ There may be fewer kids out 
on the streets because it’s a

school night,”  he said. “ But the 
hazards will be there. Kids that 
do (go out) should be careful.”

The candy that kids collect can 
be dangerous, too, as many 
parents know. He said parents 
should inspect each piece to in­
sure that it has not been previous­
ly unwrapped, and they should 
tell children not to eat anything 
until returning home

The National PTA recommends 
that parents take advantage of 
the holiday to remind children not 
to talk to strangers. Tell them to 
politely refuse invitations to enter 
someone’s home, a recent PTA 
release advised.

F'ire can also be a danger at this 
lime of year.

F'ire Marshall Burr Lea Settles 
said parents should be sure to 
look at the label of children’s 
store-bought costumes; Only 
those made with flame-resistant 
materials should be worn.

China’s census exceeds expectations
BEIJING (A P ) -  China today 

released preliminary figures from 
its largest-ever census showing a 
(vipulation of I.i:i3 billion — 20 
million more people than the 
government had planned.

The census, conducted in July, 
marked the first time the govern­
ment had conducted door-to-door 
surveys. It is considered the most 
accurate figure ever for China’s 
population. c 

The census found 1,133,682,501 
people residing permanently in

mainland China, the nationally 
televised evening news and the of­
ficial Xinhua .t('ws Agency 
reported.

The last reported population 
figure, in late 1989, showed 1.112 
billion Chinese, but that figure was 
based on previous population 
figures that Chinese officials have 
conceded were unreliable.

An editorial to be published 
Weefnesday on the front page of the 
party newspaper, the People's Dai­
ly, called for greater attention to

population control.
"For China to reach its goal of a 

population of 1.25 billion by the 
year 2000 . . .  is still very difficult. 
We must have a full understanding 
of this,”  it said. The editorial was 
excerpted by Xinhua and read on 
the newscast.

The government had hoped to 
keep the population down to 1.113 
by the end of 1990, but the census 
showed that by mid-1990 the 
population had exceeded the goal 
by 20 million.

So will the tax ex­
emption for bonds used to finance 
the purchase of a first home by low- 
income families.

•  POOR EMPLOYEES: The 
targeted jobs tax credit, under 
which the government effectively 
pays up to $2,400 of the first-year 
wages for poor or disabled

employees, is being renewed for a 
year.

•  GIFTS OF ART: The off- 
again, on-again deduction for high- 
income people who donate art to a 
museum is on again — but only for 
1991. People whose incomes and 
deductions are high enough that 
they are subject to the alternative 
minimum tax will be permitted to 
d^uct the fully appreciated value 
of such a gift — not just the pur­
chase price as under present law.

•  ENERGY; Tax incentives will 
be expanded at a five-year cost of 
^ .5 billion to encourage explora­
tion and production of domestic 
energy. These include a $3-a-barrel 
tax credit for non-conventional 
fuels, such as from shale, and a 
new 15 percent credit for the cost of 
enhanced production, which would 
be available only when the price of 
oil falls below $28 a barrel.

•  FAMILY BUSINESSES: Ar­
cane rules governing a tax-saving 
device known as the "estate 
freeze”  will be mexlified to make it 
easier to pass a family farm or 
business to another generation.

Lab results reveal 
no evidence of arson

Recent lab results did not turn up 
any evidence to show that an Aug. 
31 house fire on Angela Street was 
caused by arson, but the city fire 
marshall said he still thinks the fire 
may have been intentionally set. So 
far there are no suspects, a 
sheriff’s deputy said this morning.

Random samples from different 
areas of the completely destroyed 
$130,000 brick home, owned by 
Wayne DeVore in the Tubbs Addi­
tion south of Big Spring, were sent 
Oct. 17 to a Department of Public 
Safety laboratory in Midland to 
test for flammable liquids, said Big 
Spring Fire Marshall Burr Lea 
Settles.

"It showed that the samples that 
we submitted did not have any 
traces of hydrocarbons,”  said Set­
tles, who reviewed the results 
Friday.

He added, "We still think that 
this is a suspicious fire. But without 
anything such as the lab report to 
show us that it was a suspicious 
fire, then we’re back to square 
one.”

He said pictures taken and other 
evidence collected point to it being 
arson.

“ A ll those things te ll us 
something isn’t quite right,”  he 
said. "There’s always a slim 
possibility that it was accidental 
but from what I saw it wasn’t.”

He said at this point in time he 
would rather not say what the 
reasons for the suspicions are. " I ’d 
just rather it remain as such until 
we can prove it up,”  he said.

Meanwhile, the case remains 
open but is inactive until further in­

formation can be obtained. Settles 
said.

"Unless somebody gives us some 
information then that’s as far as we 
can go with the investigation,”  he 
said. “ I think someb^y knows 
what might have happened.”

Several people have already 
been interview^ by Howard (boun­
ty Sheriff Deputy (Jeorge (^intero, 
who is also investigating the fire.

“ We don’t have no suspects,”  he 
said. “ The only ones we’ve talked 
to is some of the neighbors, the peo­
ple that reported it, some of the 
family.”

The fire, according to reports, 
was started around 1 a.m. and 
caused an estimated $200,(XX) in 
damage to the house and contents.
It took 34 firemen from eight coun­
ty and city fire stations about an 
hour to extinguish the fire. The 
home was completely engulfed in 
flames when the first fire unit 
arrived.

The home was claimed as the 
homestead of DeVore on the county 
tax rolls. DeVore is also the owner 
of DeVore’s Exxon Service Station i 
on Interstate 20 and Gregg Street; f  
which has been closed down for 
more than a year.

He also owned a $22,500 one-acre 
lot with a mobile home at Timothy 
Lane and Opal Lane which was 
destroyed in a July 1988 fire. The 
cause of the fire was listed as 
undetermined in a city fire report 
but it was not considered  
suspicious and no investigation 
was conducted by Settles. The pro­
perty, along with an adjacent va­
cant acre of land, has since been 
sold.

Bush told reporters Monday, “ I 
know the authorities that a presi­
dent has. I ’m working to try to get 
this matter resolved peacefully. 
We have a lot of force there and 
they’re well-trained, they’re highly 
motivated, and that alone is sen­
ding an enormously strong signal 
to Saddam Hussein.”

He noted he was consulting with

congressional leaders today, ad­
ding: “ But history is replete with 
examples where the president has 
had to take action. And I ’ve done 
this in the past and certainly — 
somebody mentioned provocation 
— would have no hesitancy at all.”

Bush and Baker both took a 
harder line toward Iraq on Monday 
while still saying they want to see a 
diplomatic solution if possible.

“ Let no one doubt: We will not 
rule out a possible use of force if 
Iraq continues to occupy Kuwait,” 
Baker said in a speech in Lm 
Angeles.

N F L  ordered to 

increase benefits
BALTIMORE (A P ) -  The 

NFL was ordered by a federal 
judge to increase player 
benefits by $29.4 million 
because the league failed to 
make contributions that were 
required in 1985 and 1986.

U.S. District Judge Joseph C. 
Howard ordered management 
trustees to increase benefits by 
$17,848,160 for missed 
payments, $163,713 for back in­
terest from 1964, plus interest 
on both at 12 percent per year. 
The total as of Oct. 31 would be 
$29,408,706.19, the judge said.

The dispute centers on the 
management council’s claim 
that it doesn’t have to pay the 
money because it would not 
have been tax deductible in the 
year it was paid. The lawyer 
for the NFL Managemeat 
Council said the decision would 
be appealed.

Howard ordered that the 
damages be used to increase 
player pensions, disability 
payments and survivor 
benefits. He said he would ap­
point a special master to deter­
mine the increases.

LUBBOCK — One look around 
town tells you the Longhorns are 
cornin’ .

T-shirts reading “ We Mess With 
Texas”  can already be spotted 
around the Texas Tech campus 
poking fun at the 14th-ranked 
Longhorns.

A banner draped across a busy 
intersection says, “ Corral the 
Longhorns.”

L^a ls  have “ Beat Texas”  par­
ties and pep rallies scheduled 
throughout the week.

There isn’t a game that means 
more to the Texas Tech faithful 
than the yearly showdown with 
Texas. A victory can salvage a los­
ing season. Like this season.

“ This is a traditional rivalry for 
us,”  said Texas Tech coach Spike 
Dykes. “ It’s a big game and has 
bwn for a long time. A win over 
Texas would go a long way in 
soothing some of this season’s 
pain.”

Tech (2-6 overall, 1-4 in the 
Southwest Conference) has beaten 
Texas (5-l,3-0) three of the last four 
times they met, including the last 
two.

Last year, Texas Tech turned a 
third-and-26 late in the fourth 
quarter into a 65-yard touchdown 
pass from Jamie Gill to Anthony 
Manyweather to give Tech a 24-17 
victory in Austin.

The Longhorns, who were 4-2 
heading into last year’s game, 
snapp^ after the defeat, losing 
four of their last five games.

This year, the Longhorns have an 
inside track to the Cotton Bowl.

“ The road to the Cotton bowl 
goes through Lubbock and they 
have to win here if they want to get 
there,”  Dykes said. “ It’s a very im­
portant game for them.”

Texas will be the fifth Top 25 
team to tangle with the Red 
Raide.'s this year.

“ Our team believes they can win 
this game,”  Dykes said. “ They are 
not going around beating their 
chest, but there is a sense of oppor­
tunity there. I don’t think we are in 
the tank, just destitute and calling 
it quits.”

Dykes said Tech will have to play 
a perfect game to beat the 
Longhorns, who have beaten 
Arkansas, Rice and Southern 
Methodist in conference play.

“ When you lose a couple of 
games in a row, if you’re not 
careful you lose a little sparkle in 
your eyes and that’s the thing we 
can’t afford,”  Dykes said. “ If we 
don’t play well, we won’t have 9 
chance. It will be just like last week 
because Texas has great players.”

Dykes said Tech’s defense will 
have to slow down an array of run­
ning backs, including Phil Brown 
and freshman Butch Hadnot, who 
verbally committed to play for 
Tech last year, but then enrolled at 
Texas.

The Longhorns’ defense, which 
ranks first in the SWC, giving up an 
average of 290 yards, is a grave 
concern. Dykes said.

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Permian

to appeal

AUSTIN — The coach of Odessa 
Permian High School’s football 
team says an appeal is planned 
after a judge rejected a bid by four 
coaches to keep the team eligible 
for the Gass 5A playoffs.

State District Judge Peter Lowry 
on Monday denied the coaches’ bid 
for a temporary injunction that 
would have overruled a University 
Interscholastic League decision to 
declare the Panthers ineligible.

“ They are not goir^ to get into 
the playoffs,’ ’ said Matthew 
Trevena, UIL lawyer.

The dispute was over a decision 
last month by the UIL that Per­
mian, the defending Gass 5A 
champion, was ineligible for the 
playoHs because coaches held il­
legal practices before Aug. 20.

Perm ian coach Tam Holl- 
ingshead said he and the other 
coaches would appeal Lowry’s rul­
ing to the 3rd C ^ t  of Appeals in 
Austin.

“ We’re not ever going to give up 
on these players or this team, and 
we’re not going to give up on this 
fight,” Hollingshead said in a 
telephone interview.

“ We think our due process was 
violated. We do believe that we 
have some rights as citizens, and 
those rights need to be protected,”  
the coach said.

Houston lawyer T. Gerald 
Treece, who represented Holl­
ingshead and the three assistant 
coaches, said he would try to file 
the appeal today and seek quick 
consi^ration.

In a court hearing last week, the 
coaches argued that the U IL’s 
rules were vague and that the sanc­
tioning body did not allow the 
coaches to defend themselves in an 
earlier hearing.

UIL director Bailey Marshall 
said the court ruling was what the 
league had hoped for.

“ Everybody, including the ad­
ministration and the (school) 
board from Odessa agreed that 
what they were doing was a viola­
tion. And from the testimony of the 
coaches, there had been other 
violations previously that had not 
been reported. 'Therefore, we felt 
like we would win the case,”  Mar­
shall said.

“ We knew that the coaches had 
every opportunity at the (U IL) 
State Executive Gimmittee to say 
whatever they wanted to. We asked 
on at least two occasions if they 
had anything else they wanted to 
add,”  he said.

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WVWC imports 
soccer dynasty
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BUCKHANNON, W.Vat (A P ) -  
The hometowns of its p lie r s  helps 
explain the soccer success of West 
Virginia Wesleyan College, a 
Methodist college institution of 
about 1,400 students.

Th rou gh  w ord -o f-m ou th , 
Wesleyan has brought in recruits 
from England, Norway, Nigeria, 
Belize and Trinidad, plus Florida 
and Georgia. The team has 13 
foreign players.

That’s made all the difference 
for the defending NAIA champion 
and ranked No. 1 going into this 
season’s tournament.

“ Why in the world in the middle 
of West Virginia?”  asked former 
Wesleyan athletic director Kent 
Carpenter. “ It’s an evolutionary 
miracle.”

According to (George Klebez, 
athletic director and former soccer 
coach, the “ miracle”  started with 
Wesleyan’s soccer program in 
1959, but didn’t really blossom until 
the late 1970s and early 1980s.

Under former coach Tom Mar­
tin, Wesleyan won consecutive 
championships in 1984 and 1985. 
Martin recruited heavily abroad, 
including Derrick Leeson, the cur­
rent ^oach and an all-American 
player on the 1984 and 1985 teams.

Leeson said there’s no mystique 
to playing in tiny Buckhannon, a 
farm community about 140 miles 
south of Pittsburgh.

He- and most of the other 
foreigners chose the school 
because it had a good soccer pro­
gram and because universities 
abroad seldom offer scholarships 
for athletes.

“ In England, they just have the 
club teams,”  Leeson said. “ They 
don’t give scholarships for playing 
soccer.”

Wesleyan offers six to seven 
scholarships, but splits up the aid 
among several foreign players, 
Leeson said.

Bruce Arena, soccer coach at 
NCAA Division I-A Virginia, said 
he isn’t surprised that Wesleyan 
has been able to compete favorably 
with much larger schools. Last 
season, Wesleyan tied NCAA soc­
cer power Indiana 1-1.

“ We’ve played against West 
Virginia Wesleyan in scrimmages 
in the past and they’re com­
petitive,”  Arena said.

Their success can be attributed 
to several factors, according to 
Arena.

“ One, they give scholarships,” 
he said. ‘ "Two, they have a number 
of international players. And, 
three, the academic standards are

higher for soccer. The academic 
standards aren’t as high for foot­
ball, whereas in soccer and other 
non-revenue sports they are.”

Michael Thompson of Berwick, 
England, a junior is a key player 
and the team’s captain. Thompson 
came to Wesleyan without seeing 
the campus. He had worked in an 
office in England for six years.

“ I was tired of what I was doing 
back home when this opportunity 
came up,”  he said. “ I come from a 
larger town and I came here and 
it’s a small place. Back home there 
are pubs on most of the streets, and 
there isn’t that much to do in 
Buckhannon . . .

“ But the university’s pretty 
much my life here, and it’s been 
fine,”  he said.

Leeson has 16 Americans on his 
team, with two or three sometimes 
starting.

“ At the moment, the only dif­
ference I see is that the foreign 
players are more tactically aware 
of what’s going on,”  Leeson said. 
“ Skill-wise, the Americans are go­
ing to camps (and getting better).. 
. but they lack a little bit on the 
technical side.”

Nick Johnson of Charleston has 
played in 11 games for Wesleyan 
and said he’s learned a lot.

“ It’s much more physical here,”  
he said. “ But I ’ve grown up a lot in 
the sport. . . .  I get plenty of help 
with the guys on the field telling me 
what I ’m doing wrong.”

Carpenter insists Uie lifeblood of 
the program, though, comes from 
abroad.

“ The very best U.S. kids go to In­
diana, go to North Carolina . . .  the 
second-best U.S. kid is a big 
dropoff from the best,”  he said.

“ The best non-U.S. players play 
on their World Cup leagues, while 
the second-best international 
player is almost as good or as good 
as the best in the U.S.,”  he said.

Thompson and other Wesleyan 
players like Stig Sevaldsen of Lan- 
daas, Norway, and Atle Nesheim of 
H au gesu n d , N o rw a y , sa id  
foreigners are better in the sport 
right now because they grew up 
playing soccer.

Molly Straight, a businesswoman 
in Buckhannon, figures teams like 
Wesleyan can only help improve 
soccer in places like her town.

“ It’s kind of an inspiration for 
the kids,”  she said. “ TTiey go over 
and watch the games and go to the 
receptions.”

Still, Wesleyan soccer turns 
more heads in the soccer communi­
ty than it does in the residential 
community.

Seals *low-keys* it against Grogan
ORCHARD PARK, N Y. (A P ) -  

Buffalo Bills defensive end Leon 
Seals may have taken it easy on 
battered New England Patriots 
quarterback Steve Grogan Sunday, 
but his teammates said they didn’t.

“ My experience has bwn any 
time that you go less than 100 per­
cent, you’re going to get hurt,”  said 
Bills linebacker Ray Bentley. “ You 
can’t hold up.”

But, after Buffalo’s 27-10 victory 
over the Patriots Sunday, Seals 
said he “ low-keyed it a lot”  after 
finding out Grogan was forced by 
the Patriots to sign a document 
a c k n d*w l e d g i n g  t h a t  a 
neurosurgeon advised him not to 
play football because of a spinal 
condition.

“ I ’m just going to be honest 
about it,”  Seals said. “ I wasn’t go­
ing in there for the kill.”

Seals, 6-foot-5 and 267 pounds, did 
sack Grogan, 6-4 and 210, in the se­
cond quarter,, tackling the Patriots 
quarterback just as Grogan saw 
him break through the offensive 
line. The Bills also had two other 
sacks.

“ I went back there and got him, 
but I wasn’t saying, ‘ I'm going to 
kill you’ and that' kind of stuff,”

“With any kind of hit, the guy could go down for 
good. And for you to deliver that hit, it’s going to 
be something you’re going to live with the rest of 
your life.’’ — Buffalo defensive end Leon Seals.

Seals said. “ It’s a touchy situation, 
because as a defensive lineman 
you’re taught to go in there and rip 
a person’s head off.

“ But in a situation like that, you 
have to kind of low-key it. You have 
to have respect for a guy like that.”  

Grogan said he sign^ the docu­
ment, designed to protect the 
Patriots legally should the 16-year 
veteran suffer a serious injury, and 
agreed to play because four other 
doctors told him he faced no 
greater risk than any other player.

“ This is a business,”  Grogan 
said. “ We compromised on the 
language so that everybody was 
comfortable with it.”

S ea ls  sa id  s e v e ra l B ills  
defenders talked about Grogan's 
frail state before the game.

“ Everybody said, ‘ I just hope 
I ’m not the one to go in and hit him 
and have him stay down. If I ever

get a sack, I hope he gets back up.’

Seals said every player lives with 
the possibility that he could cause 
permanent injury to another 
player.

“ With any kind of hit, the guy 
could go down.for good,”  he said. 
“ And for you to deliver that hit, it’s 
going to be something you’re going 
to live with the rest of your life.”

Bills coach Marv Levy said the 
game film showed that Seals 
“ played very hard.”  In fact, the 
team awarded Seals a game ball 
for his efforts.

But Levy said Seals “ was aware 
that there was some type of 
medical concern and he certainly 
would have felt badly if he’d been 
responsible for injuring”  Grogan.

The Bills “ have respect for 
Grogan,”  Levy said. “ He’s ac­
complished a great deal. They

have respect for his courage and [1 
think they were reflecting that iji 
their words.”  j

Bills linebacker Darryl Talley, 
who faced a similar situation ih 
high school when one doctor toUl 
him not to play because of a neck 
injury but several others gave hiiji 
clearance, said he didn’t tre^t 
Grogan any differently. ;

Grogan, he said, “ is a very com­
petitive, feisty guy If you give him 
an inch , h e ’ ll take threle
yards. !

“ I ’ve seen the guy come out add 
play when they said he wouldrf t 
play at all. And he comes out and 
plays and even runs the ball
There’s a lot to be said tor a man 
like that.”

The Iraqi News Agency said Sad­
dam told military leaders to finish 
preparations for a fight with 
members of the U.S.-led multina­
tional force.

After completing eight grueling 
weeks of basic training, former 
Martin County resident Mike 
Trinaystich spent his furlough 
making stockings for “ Operation 
Merry Texas Christmas”

“ Operation M erry Texas 
Christmas”  was the brainstorm 
of Stantonite R. H. “ Tex”  
Houston, to send U.S. troops 
ca m ou fla ge  stock ings for 
Christmas. Grandmother Anna of 
Tarzan, his mom Jean Stanfield, 
formerly of Stanton, and Mike 
spent countless hours preparing, 
cutting and filling stockings for 
the troops in the Mideast

“ We have some church orgain- 
aations that have taking an in­
terest and doing this as a churc î 
project. We have at least 100 or 
more stocking that will be filled 
or going to be filled by sometime 
this week. Mike and I and mom 
spent most of our time cutting out 

~ material to have these stockings 
ready to be filled with things our 
troops need out there,”  Jean said. 
She added, “ mom still has the 
material back at the farm and we 
will continue preparing this small 
thing that we can do for our

fighting men and women over 
there.”

Mike returned to Great Lakes, 
Illinois for advanced training. 
“ His grades made him eligible to 
receive more schooling in ad­
vanced Electrical Fire Control 
with guns and missiles in ships.” 
proud mom said. “ Only the top 
five percent of the class are able 
to receive additional training. We 
are sent to “ C“ school as they call 
it. It has more independent train­
ing. in trying to stop fires. For in­
stance, there was a fire involving 
jets that crashed coming in for a 
landing. We get the necessary 
training to control fires of that 
magnitude, as quickly and as effi­
cient as possible.”

“ The naval station that I was 
stationed in during by basic train­
ing is north of Chicago. It is one of 
the largest and the oldest naval 
training facilities in the United 
States. They average at least 1000 
men graduating every week,” 
Mike said. “ But, still the hardest 
thing that one faces when your 
out there is missing home. It gets 
lonely just in basic training. I 
cannot imagine what it would be 
like in the mideast. That’s why 
I ’m spending my time doing this.”

Stanton students receive  
course credit via satellite

The Stanton Independent School 
District offers advanced education 
programs through the Ti-In Net­
work, which broadcasts via 
satellite from San Antonio, Texas.

Morris Williamson, director of 
curriculum for the Stanton ISD, 
said there are currently three high 
school students taking Latin 
through the Ti-In Network, a 
private educational firm. Last year 
several students took French, and 
one student was able to receive se­
cond year credit in the course.

“ This program works well for 
small schools. It would be impossi­
ble for us to hire teachers to teach 
one course in Latin as cheaply as 
we can do it here,”  said William­
son, indicating the video terminal 
and modem located in the high 
school library.

The class listings offered by Ti-In 
are presented to the students, in­

cluding times when the courses are 
avaiable for viewing. Once enroll­
ed, the student sits at the terminal 
in the library and watches teachers 
on television presenting course 
material for the subject. The 
students are directly linked to the 
television station, where the broad­
cast originates, by telephone. The 
teacher is available to answer 
questions, direct lessons or ad­
minister tests through the modem.

Students receive regular high 
school credit for the course work, 
and may receive advanced college 
credit for some classes. William­
son said.

He said the cost of the course is 
$600 per class per student, which he 
favorably compared to the cost of 
an additional full-time teacher's 
salary and benefits.

Additonal courses o ffered  
through Ti-In include chemistry, 
biology, computer literacy, as well 
as the standard language arts and 
algebra classes. Special courses in­

clude Coach’s Cornert educational 
material to.prevent athletic in­
juries. and a section on drug abuse 
prevention.

Williamson said the system has 
been used in Stanton for a variety 
of programs since it’s installation 
three years ago.

“ We offer several community 
type programs. Anyone in the com­
munity is welcome to come up and 
view those programs,”  he said. 
Williamson said a local govern­
ment course was offered, but 
received little attendance.

A computer literacy course, of­
fered in conjunction with Caprock 
Electric, was offered to the public, 
and he said there were 20 people at­
tending each six week program

Other adult programs include a 
literacy program, a GED program 
and English courses.

Landfill rules may be eased for sm all towns

STANTON — New stricter 
. federal landfill regulations may be 
passed by January, county and city 
officials here learned at a joint­
meeting Monday to discuss closing 
their landfill and opening another 
one.

There are indications that the 
regulations may provide cost­
cutting exemptions for landfills 
serving less than 5,000 people, 
handling less than 10 tons daily and 
in areas with less than 25-inches of 
rainfall annually, said officials 
with Sparsely Populated Entities 
Coalition.

Martin County and Stanton are 
among 112 government entities in 
the West Teicas-based coalition

pushing for exemptions. SPEC has 
the backing of both state senators, 
six area congressman, including 
Charles Stenholm, D-Stamford, 
three area council of governments 
associations and the Texas 
Association of Counties.

SPEC organizer Peggy Garner, 
Upton County Judge, said she 
received confirmation from an of­
ficial with the Office of Manage­
ment and Budget in Washington 
that the exemptions will be includ­
ed in the new rules. Affected could 
be groundwater monitoring and 
water-resistant underground 
liners.

Cooper Inc., of Midland, said it was 
his understanding that 0MB had 60 
days from the beginning of this 
month the look over the rules and 
have asked for a 30-day extension.

“ I don’ t think there’ ll be 
anything before the first of the 
year,”  he told city councilmen and 
commissioners.

He also said he has not heard <rf 
any changes in a proposed

18-month grace period which goes 
into effect when the rules are ap­
proved by Congress. “ We haven’t 
heard anything to confirm or deny 
it,”  he 8aid.

Meanwhile, city and county of­
ficials are procee^ng to close their 
landfill and are waiting for a per­
mit for a new one.

City Manager Paul Lively has 
estimated that the landfill has a 
couple more months of use left, 4-5 
months if the Texas Department of 
Health allows use of a buffer zone. 
It could take up to seven months to 
get a permit for a new landfill 
issued, TDH officials have said.

Roger Burch of M&M Meter Ser­
vice, Stanton, the company picking 
up trash for city residents, 
estimates that it woiild cost more 
than 17,000 a month to haul trash to

either Big Spring or Midland. That 
cost does not include residents out­
side of the city.

County Judge Bob Deavenport 
estimated that it would probably 
cost more than $12,500 monthly or 
$150,000 annually to operate a new 
landfill under the new regulations, 
even with exemptions granted. “ I 
don’t see how you co^d operate 
one for under $150,000,”  he said 
Monday night.

Closing and opening the landfill 
will cost a total of $750,000, accor­
ding to an estimated by Parkhill, 
Smith & Cooper. The city and coun­
ty has so far paid $223,000 for dirt- 
work and fencing at the old landfill 
and $117,000 for preliminary on-site 
work and engineering fees for the 
n ^  landfill.

The giant deficit reduction bill 
awa i t ing  Pres ident  Bush’ s 
signature also hastens the day 
when every newborn child will 
have to have a Social Security 
number before leaving the 
hospital.

Like many of - the bills that 
cleared Congress late in the session 
that ended early Sunday morning, 
the deficit-reduction bill is laced 
with provisions that received little 
or no public attention.

On the other, it offers lax 
breaks for businesses that hire the 
very poor, for low-income, first­
time homebiiyers and for w orkers 
whose bosses help them further 
their education.

Some of the provisions clearly 
bear the stamp of an influential 
lawmaker and would help some 
segments of an industry and not 
others. But congressional aides 
said there was far less of that in 
this measure than in past tax bills.

D Fla., won 
some relief from the increased 
tobacco taxes for makers of large 
cigars .Sen Bob Dole. K Kan., 
made sure the new 10 percent lux­
ury tax had a high enough 
threshold that it didn't touch most 
of the small planes built in his 
slate, .Sens, Boh Packwood, R Ore., 
and Steven Symms.

China’s census exceeds expectations
BEIJING (AP) — China today 

released preliminary figures from 
its largest-ever census showing a 
population of 1.133 billion — 20 
million more people than the 
government had planned.

The census, conducted in July, 
marked Ihe first time the govern­
ment had conducted door-to-door 
surveys. It is considered the most 
accurate figure ever for China’s 
population

The census found 1.133.682,501 
people residing permanently in

mainland China, the nationally 
televised evening news and the of­
f ic ia l  Xinhua News Agency  
reported

The last reported population 
figure, in late 1989, showed 1.112 
billion Chinese, but that figure was 
based on previous population 
figures that Chinese officials have 
conceded were unreliable.

An editorial to be published 
Wednesday on the front page of the 
party newspaper, the People's Dai­
ly, called for greater attention to

population control. ,
"For China to reach its goal of a 

population of 1.25 billion by the 
year 2000 . . .  is still very difficult. 
We must have a full understanding 
of this,”  it said. The editorial was 
excerpted by Xinhua and read on 
the newscast

The government had hoped to 
keep the population down to 1.113 
by the end of 1990, but the census, 
showed that by mid-1990 the 
population had exceeded the goal 
by 20. million.

•  DISABLED; Small businesses 
will be allowed a tax credit — sub­
tracted directly from taxes owed — 
for half of the first $10,250 spent in a 
year to make accommodations ac­
cessible to the disabled. The pre­
sent $35,000 tax deduction for the 
cost of removing barriers to the 
disabled will be cut to $15,000.

•  LOW-INCOME HOUSING: A 
credit for those who build or 
rehabilitate rental housing for low- 
income people will be renewed 
another year. So will the tax ex­
emption for bonds used to finance 
the purchase of a first home by low- 
income families.

•  POOR EMPLOYEES: The 
targeted jobs tax credit, under 
which the government effectively 
pays up to $2,400 of the first-year 
wages for poor or disabled 
employees, is being renewed for a 
year.

•  GIFTS OF ART: The off- 
again, on-again deduction for high- 
income people who donate art to a 
museum is on again — but only for 
1991. People whose incomes and 
deductions are high enough that 
they are subject to the alternative 
minimum tax will be permitted to 
deduct the fully appreciated value 
of such a gift — not just the pur­
chase price as under present law.

•  ENERGY: Tax incentives will 
be expanded at a five-year cost of 
$2.5 billion to encourage explora­
tion and production of domestic 
energy. These include a $3-a-barrel 
tax credit for non-conventional 
fuels, such as from shale, and a 
new 15 percent credit for the cost of 
enhanced production, which would 
be available only when the price of 
oil falls below $28 a barrel.

•  FAM ILY BUSINESSES: Ar­
cane rules governing a tax-saving 
device known as the “ estate 
Irecze " will )ie modified to make it 
easier to pass a lamily farm or 
business to another generation.

•  TAX FORMS: The Internal 
Revenue Service will be required 
to print pie charts on individual 
tax-form instructions to show 
where the money comes from and 
where it goes.

Not only is this a 
requirement, but shoidd also be 
done out of consideration for your 
neighbors. We are authorize to 
withhold annual payments if pro­
per weed control measures are 
not being carried out.

Before you make another use of 

disaster affected cotton acres, an 
ASCS 574 (Application For 
Disaster Credit) must be filed.

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• Continued from page 1-A
to thwart perfidious intentions by 
the United States and its allies to 
launch an attack in the coming few 
days,”  the report quoted Saddam 
as saying.

The agency did not explain why 
Saddam believed an attack was 
imminent.

Diplomats in the Middle East, 
speaking on condition of anonymi­
ty, said Saddam was reacting to 
statements Monday by Secretary 
of State James Baker III.

Baker told a gathering in Los 
Angeles: “ Let no one doubt: We 
will not rule out a possible use of 
force if Iraq continues to occupy 
Kuwait.”

The Iraqi News Agency report 
was the latest indication that Sad­
dam believes the United States is 
preparing to attack his forces.

A London newspaper, the Finan­
cial Times, today quoted Arab 
diplomats in Baghdad as saying 
Saddam was considering freeing 
all foreign hostages if the Soviets 
and France commit themselves 
publicly to resolving the gulf crisis 
peacefully.

In the Persian Gulf r^ion, 
meanwhile, two separate accidents 
c la imed the l ives of seven 
American servicemen.

Six American sailors died and 
four were severely injured when a 
pipe ruptured and released searing 
heat in the boiler room of the USS 
Iwo Jima as it sailed in the Persian 
Gulf, the U.S. Navy said. In Saudi 
Arabia, one Marine was reported 
killed and three injured in an acci­
dent while driving in the desert.

The accident aboard the Iwo 
Jima came as it was sailing out of 
Bahrain after a routine port visit. 
Since Sept. 16, the Iwo Jima has 
been part of the Amphibious Task 
Force supporting Operation Desert 
Shield, the U.S. military operation 
launched in the gulf after Iraq seiz­
ed Kuwait.

Cmdr. Mark Neuhart of the U.S. 
Naval Forces Ontral Command 
said the cause of the leak aboard 
the amphibious assault ship was 
under investigation.

The four injured sailors were in 
critical condition, Neuhart said. 
They were taken to the hospital 
ship USS Comfort.

After the accident, the Iwo Jima 
returned to Bahrain for repairs, 
Neuhart said.

The Iwo Jima, which has its 
homeport at Norfolk, Va., has a 
crew of 685 Navy officers and 
crewmen and about 1,100 Marines. 
The v ictims were all crew  
members, Neuhart said.

In a separate accident, one 
Marine was killed and three others 
were injured today when the vehi­
cle they were traveling in overturn­
ed in the Saudi desert, the U.S. 
military Joint Information Bureau 
said in Dhahran, Saudi Arabia.

In addition to the deaths today, 32' 
U.S. servicemen have been killed 
since Operation Desert Shield 
began Aug. 7, five days after Iraq 
invaded Kuwait.

The worst previous incident oc­
curred Aug. 29 when a C-5A 
transport aircraft loaded with sup­
plies for U.S. forces in the gulf 
crashed and burned shortly after 
takeoff in Germany, killing 13 crew 
members.

The United States has sent more 
than 200,000 troops to the gulf 
region. It leads an international 
force arrayed against Iraq that 
totals more than 300,000 soldiers; 
Iraq has massed 460,000 troops in 
Kuwait and southern Iraq.

Hundreds of Westerners remain 
in Iraq and Kuwait, some detained 
at strategic sites as part of Sad­
dam’s “ human shield”  against a 
feared attack by the multinational 
force.

Saddam has freed select groups 
of hostages, and on Monday %2 
French citizens and 19 other 
foreigners flew into Paris where 
they were greeted by cheering 
throngs.

One man held in Kuwait who 
identified himself as Father San­
chez said conditions were especial­
ly difficult for Western captives 
held at the strategic sites. “ They 
are never free, never able to walk 
around,”  he told reporters in Paris. 
“ They are ready to crack.”

France says it engaged in no 
negot iat ions to secure the 
hostages' freedom and has called 
for release of all foreigners held in 
Iraq or Kuwait.

France today summoned Iraq’s 
ambassador to protest the actions 
of Iraqi occupation troops who 
forced France to evacuate its em­
bassy in Kuwait.
