Comptroller announces
business tax amnesty

Texas Comptroller Susan Combs has an-
nounced the opportunity for businesses to
clear up their tax records without any penalty.
The state’s Fresh Start tax amnesty period 1s
set for June 12 through August 17, 2012.

“The amnesty 1s a chance for businesses to
set their tax records straight and save money
by not having to pay penalty and interest on
tax reports they had failed to file,” Combs said.
“During the two-month amnesty businesses
can file those missing reports and pay the over-
due taxes, or amend and pay previous reports
in which they had incorrectly stated a lower
amount than was due.”

The tax amnesty covers taxes and fees that

were originally due before April 1, 2012. The
amnesty does not apply to underpaid tax re-
turns (tax that was reported but not paid) or
filing periods that businesses have 1n audit.

The Fresh Start amnesty applies to sales tax,
franchise tax and other state or local taxes or
fees administered by the Comptroller’s office,
except Public Utility Commission gross re-
celpts assessments.

A similar tax amnesty was held in summer
2007 and brought in approximately $100 mil-
lion in unpaid taxes.

Here is news from Uncle John White in
a January 1938 Friona Star.

[ just took off time enough Saturday
night to attend the closing games of the
basketball tournament held here at the
High School Gymnasium and witness
the four games played that night. The sta-
dium, both the upper and lower sections,
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By Uncle John White ¢ 1868 - 1965

was crowded with spectators, all of whom
seemed to thoroughly enjoy the games.

The Friona teams, the Chiefs and the
Squaws, were engaged in but two of the
four games played that night, in which
the Chiefs won over Farwell Steers, and
the Squaws lost to the Dimmitt girls, but
it was a mighty close game all the way
through until the last few minutes when
the visiting girls scored with two or three
goals in rapid succession. They all played
well and hard.

But in addition to the great amount of
amusement I received from these games,
one of the things that impressed me most
favorably was the really sportsman spirit
that was manifested by all the players.
For, whether winning or losing there
seemed not to be the slightest desire on
the part of any member of any team to
bully, bulldoze, or cheat their opponents,
and everything went off peacefully and
in the best of humor.

Now that is what I call real sportsman-
ship and that kind of sportsmanship is a
mighty good foundation for good citi-
zenship and if the coaches and teachers
in our local and neighboring schools are

teaching and cultivating that kind of a
spirit in their school sports, they are truly
deserving of the backing and commenda-
tions of the patrons of these same schools,
and my hat is off to them one and all.

Last Saturday night a car belonging to
Chester Vaughn, living west of Friona,
was being driven down main Street by a
son of Mr. Vaughn who was accompanied
by another young man, when the car
collided with the rear of a truck that was
parked on the side of the street in front
of the J.W. Parr residence.

The collision apparently broke the gas
line, according to reports and the spilling
of the gas seemed to break into a flame at
once, and the occupants barely escaped
from the flames. The car was completely
destroyed by the fire.

The young man riding with Mr. Vaughn
i1s reported {0 have received some severe
cuts about his face from the force of the
collision, but no serious injuries were
sustained by either of the young men.

Don’t get hit with a penalty!
“Render” your taxable
property by April 15th.

A “rendition” is a report to the appraisal district that lists all
the taxable property you owned or controlled on January 1st of
this year.

Who must file a rendition?

You must file a rendition if you own tangible personal proper-
ty that is used to produce income - such as the inventory and
equipment used by a business. If you render late, don't render
or file an incomplete or false rendition, a 10% to 50% penalty
may be imposed.

Are there any advantages to you?

The advantages of filing a rendition are:

* You give your opinion of your property’s value. The
appraisal district must notify you in writing of any value
to the appraisal review board.

* You record your correct mailing address so your tax
bills will go to the right address. If your bill is mailed to
the wrong address, the law still holds you responsible for
paying your taxes on time or paying extra charges for late
payments.

* You can also file a “report of decreased value” to notify
the appralsal district of significant depreciation of the
value of your property in 2009. The district will look at
your property before assigning a value in 2010.

What's the deadline?

The last day for filing 2011 renditions is April. 15. You can
get an automatic extension to May 15 if you ask for it
in writing on or before the April 15 deadline. The chief
appraiser may grant an additional 15 days after May 15
for an owner who shows good cause in writing.
