Gamco Industries founder and for­
mer Big Spring Area Chamber of 
Commerce president Georm Allen 
McAlister Jr., 71, died Thursday 
morning at his residence.

McAMer was bom Nov. 28, 1922 
in Hunt County and graduated from 
Commerce H i^  Schod in Commerce 
in 1939. He married Lavonia Marie 
Shipp on Jan. 17,1944 in Dallas.

He received a bachelor’s degree in 
mathematics in 1947 and a master’s 
degree in mathematics in 1948 from 
East Texas State University. He was 
induced as an Outstanding Alumnus 
at East Texas State University in 
October 1992.

McAlister enlisted in the United 
“ States Marine-Corps on ̂ c .  2,4942- 
and served during World War II in 
the Pacific Theater with the Marine 
Corps Fighter Squadron VFM(N) 
533. -

He was the highest-ranking staff 
sergeant and received a meritorious 
NCO appointment to officer training 
school in 1945, after which he was 
commissioDed a second lieutenant.

McAlister was released from active 
duty in 1946 and returned to college, 
then was recalled to active duty for 
the Korean War. He returned to 
inactive duty in June 1952 and 
resumed his teaching career. He 
retired in 1966 with the rank of 
m^'or.

In 1947 be was granted a teaching 
fellowship to complete hk master’s 
degree at East Texas State Universi­
ty in the math department. He then 
joined the staff and taught in the 
summer of 1948. From 1948 to 1959 
he was chair of the mathematics 
department at Howard Coflege and 
alw  served as dean oTmen.

In 1960, McAlister founded and 
was president of Gamco Industries 
Inc., a national manufacturer of 
teaching aids, and produced the first 
classroom computer in 1966. In 
1% 8 he went public with Gamco 
stock by merging with Siboney, a 
company listed in the American 
Stock Ex^ange.

He founded McAlister Oil Company 
in 1970 to engage in venture drilling. 
In 1979, he and hk son Kyle found^ 
Questor Petroleum Corporation and 
Partkmon Corporatian^af which ha. 
served as president. Beth conq>anies 
engaged hi petroleum trading.

McAlister founded and became 
president of Herd Management Sys­
tems Inc., which designed and pro­
duced computer software for cattle 
management, in 1984. In 1986 he 
founded and was prosidsot of Texas 
Cavalcade Corporation, formed to 
produce an Imax (70 millimeter) 
movie about the battle of the Alamo 
based on his 1988 book “Alamo— 
The Price of Freedom.*

In 1987, Texas Cavalcade Corpo-

ration became managing partner of 
a limited partnership to build the . 
Imax Theater located in Rivercenter 
Mall in San Antonio and also to pro­
duce “Alamo— The Price of Free­
dom.* McAlister served as executive 
producer and co-wrote the screen­
play with director Keith Merrill.

The movie opened on March 6, 
1988 and has run continuously, 
attracting over 500,000 patrons 
annually. In 1991 he resigned as 
president of Texas Cavalcade Corpo­
ration and retired to run Herd Man­
agement Systems Inc.

He served as president o f the 
American Business Club in 1967, 
president of Big Spring Country Gub 
from 1970-71, president o f Big 
Spring United Fund in 1972, director 
of Big Spring YMCA from 1970-74, 
director of the Big Spring Chamber 
o f Commerce from 1971-74 and 
president of the Chamber in 1974.

He was a menoSier of First Baptist 
Church, a member and past director 
of American Red Brangus Associa­
tion and an inactive member of Oak 
Hilk Country Gub and a member of 
Blue Coats (an organization to pro­
mote the Air Force and National 
Defense) of San Antonio.

McAlister was also a member of 
the Coundl for National Policy and 
director of the Alumni Association of 
East Texas State University. In 1990 
he was appointed honorary member 
for life by the Daughters o f the 
Republic ot_Teias for .m a lt in g  ltu»- 
movie “Alamo—The Price of Free 
dom.*

In addition to the above^ title, he 
had pubikhed two books: “Domi­
noes—Texas Style,* in 1977 and “A

SULPHUR SPRINGS — Shocked 
and admittedly overwhelmed that 
their story was finally being 
believed, Deroie Tucker Loveless 
and John H ^ e y  Miller walked out 
of prison/dnd began preparing for 
their ii fs t  free Christmas in four 
years.

"This is the best (Christmas pre­
sent) I've ever had," said Miller “ I'm 
a little confused r i^ t  now."

Ms. Loveless said she was still in a 
state of shock.

"They woke me up at 7 o'clock 
this morning. Told me to get up to 
pack my stuff. I've been in shock 
since them."

Until Friday, the couple from Som­
erset, Ky., has been in jail or prison 
since Jan. 17,1989, when they were 
arrested in the Jan. 4,1989, death of 
Ms. Loveless's 4-year-olcLdau^ter, 
April. They said they found the girl 
outside their rural Rains County 
home and she told them they had 
been attacked by dogs.

Prosecutors convinced jurors the 
child was the victim of child abuse, 
however, and the couple were sen­
tenced to life in prison.

But with the help o f attorney 
Robert Ardis, the Texas Court of 
Criminal Appeals last week threw
mif tKoir /•onvirtinnc cnvin/v
apparently ineffective counsel pre­
vented evidence that supported the 
dog theory from being presented 
during the trial.

The court then worked quickly to 
issue an order allowing their attor­
ney, Robert Ardis, to have them 
freed before Qiristmas.

Railroad-crossing accidents increasing

AUSTIN — Despite increased safe­
ty efforts, the number of railroad­
crossing accidents has risen this 
year in Texas, which leacfs the 
nation in accidents and fatalities.

Fifty-one people were killed in 390 
railroad-crossing accidents in the 
first 10 months r f 1993. That's five 
more than tHfe same period in 1992. 
If the statistics hold up, it ssuid.be 
the first time in four years that the 
acddent rate rises. —  ^

"I would Just urge all Texas dri­
vers to be aware o f one thing: a 
motorist always loses in a tie with a 
train at a highway-railroad cross­
ing," Railroad Commissioner Mary 
Scott Nabers said Thursday.

December and January are usually 
the most dangerous months, she 
said.

“ Winter months bring the holi­
days, familv get-togethers, frosty 
weather an(i tragically, an increase 
in the number of accidents at high­
way-railroad intersections," she 
said

Railroad-crossing accidents are 
more common during the winter 
months for a variety of reasons, Ms. 
Nabors says. Winter days are short­
er, meaning motorists must drive in 
darkooKS for longer periods.

Other contributing facton include 
fogged windows, and noise in cars 
due to heatOrs and stereos. Many 
drivers involved in crossing acci­
dents can't hear trains’ w h ile s  or 
see flashing li^ ts  because of those 
things.

Ms. Nabors advises motorists to be 
cautious at railroad crossings during 
day and night because “ freight 
trains don’t operate on schedules.”

The suit was later dropped. Perry 
said this week that the allegations 
were unfounded.

WASHINGTON -  Hundreds of U S. 
communities stung by lawsuits seek­
ing millions of dollars in hazardous 
waste cleanup costs are likely to 
take heart from a federal judge’s 
ruling in a Connecticut case.

Judge Peter Dorsey of the U.S. Dis­
trict Court in New Haven ruled 
Thursday that municipalities and 
small businesses are not liable for 
Superfund cleanup costs at landfills 
that mixed their ordinary tra^  with 
toxic chemicals.

“ It affects every community in the 
country,”  said Bill Butler, a Wash­
ington attorney representing 23 
affected Connecticut communities, t

The ruling applies only to commu­
nities or small businesses whose 
garbage did not contain any of the 
hazardous substances the ^viron- 
mental Protection Agency specifical­
ly calls toxic in the nation’s Super-calls to; 
raifitVtegulations.

The Superfund program  was 
Resigned to get polluters to pay for 

creating the toxic dumps. But 
because many industrial polluters 
have tried to pass the costs onto 
local communities that sent their 
household waste to the same land­
fills, many communities are facing 
potentially bankrupting charges.

More than 450 municipalities in 13 
states have been sued or threatened 
with suit by industrial polluters.

In New Jersey, for example, more 
than 108 cities have been sued.

Cities want liability based on the 
toxicity of the waste rather than vol­
ume, since mtniicipal waste general­
ly contains only small amounts of 
hazardous chetidcals.

Dorsey said the fact that the waste 
contains items made with the listed 
toxins isn’t the same as direct,dis­
posal of the raw chemicals.

His ruling came in a case involving 
cleanups at two of the nation’s most 
polluted landfills: the Beacon 
Heights landfill in Beacon Falls, 
Conn., and Laurel Park landfill in 
Naugatuck Borough, Conn.

EPA sued the 20 largest compa­
nies that contributed toxic waste to 
the landfills. The companies then 
sued hundreds of other parties, like 
the local towns and smidl business­
es, that shipped trash to the sites.

The cost of the cleanups was esti­
mated at $70 million, with half the 
waste volume assigned to the dties, 
Butler said. The cities contend they 
should not have to bear half the cost 
because industry contributed the 
toxins that necessitated the cleanup.

A congressional official familiar 
with the Superfund law said 
Dorsey’s decision has important 
implications: “ What this decision 
does for the first time Is to tell those 
industrial polluters that unless they 
can show specifically that toxic 
chemicals were sent to a landfill by a 
municipality or anall business, they 
can’t pursue these parties.”

The unidentified woman had 
been rebuffed by a priest, who 
said she needed an appointment 
to discuss a baptism. She then 
disappeared, said volunteers 
hanging Christmas wreaths at 
the church.

Katherine Fearon, 14, said she 
found the baby sleeping on the 
vestibule floor. The teen-ager 
and her mother, Gail, recognized 
the child ftom a newspaper pic­
ture and called police.

“When I saw the mom hold un 
the Idd and cry, fteared up,” said 
Officer Mike Healy. “ Most of the 
time, it’s a bad ending. But this 
time it was a good ending.”

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Vietnamese orphans find no hpliday cheer

HANOI, Vietnam — For Nguyen 
Thi Hang, there is no cheer, no doll 
o f her own, no mothM* to hug her, no 
father to remember.

She is a Vietnamese ddld of sad­
ness, only 8 years old, shivering in 
the winter chill of Hanoi, dressed in 
ragged clothes and tiny rubber san­
dalŝ . Her only toy is a doll shared 
among the little waifs at her orphan' 
age.

Her head is bowed, fixed to the 
ground, her hig brown eyes filled 
with the sadness of a child whose 
father abandoned her even before 
birth and a mother who died three 
years ago. Oh, how she misses them. 
Her longing to have them back is too 
painAil to talk about, so she turns 
away.

For Hang, there are no musical 
Christmas cards chiming sweet car­
ols that the \^etnamese children are 
fascinated by and love so much, no 
presents under the tree at the SOS 
Children's \ ^ a p  of Hanoi.

The village is one o f more than 
300 SOS-CMdren’s Villages around 
the world that provide care for chil­
dren. The organization was founded 
in 1949 by an Austrian, the late Dr. 
Hermann Gmeiner, and is headquar-

While Qirisimas is not a tradition­

al holiday in Hanoi for Buddhists, 
some among the m inority o f 
Catholics and Protestants observe it 
with church services, exchanges of 
cards and gifts, and parties. A smat­
tering of decorated trees adorn the 
dty.

Hang and the other 102 giris and 
62 boys in the village are aware of 
Christinas because ^  the cards and 
gifts some of them receive from for­
eign sponsors. But on this Christmas 
Eve, none await Hang, even though 
she has a sponsor.

“ Perhaps the mails are late,”  says 
Pham Thi Kim Quy, the sponsorship 
secretary at the village, trying to 
soften the disappointment.

While the excitement and joy of 
Christmas can be felt in Hanoi, much 
of the holiday is lost on little Hang 
and the rest o f the orphans and 
abandoned children who have 
nowhere to go.

The 16 homes in the village are 
dotted with Christmas cards from

the foreign sponsors who send 
money to the headquarters in \ften- 
na to pay for the upkeep, schooling 
and other expenses of A e  children 
and the village.

“ We haven't got any money A>r 
any toys,”  says Ms. Quy, the secre- 
taiV- <

Some sponsors send letters, and 
toys or cards, for birthdays and 
Christmas. But 28 of the cUldren 
have no sponsors. For them, it is a 
feeling of rejection to be left out.

“They feel sad because they want 
a sponsor," says Tran Thi Kim 
Dung, deputy director of the Chil­
dren's Villages o f Vietnam. “ The 
sponsors contact them by letters and 
P icards. This is very important for 
the chUd.”

Hang is a heartbreaker, starving 
for affection, clasping the band of an 
American visitor, locking away when 
she is asked about her mother.

Eital and the doctor could not treat 
er so she died,”  she says through a 

translator.

Other children around t^e world 
will be opening their toys thte Qirist- 
mas weekend, wanned by the sur­
roundings of home and family. Some 
homes in the village might have a 
small party for their ch i^en , says 
Ms. Quy. ^  there is little else, no 
tree, no festive, big celebration. 
Maybe next year, says Ms. Quy.

Hang will be sleeping Christmas 
Eve on a straw mat on a bunk bed in 
a cold, bare room with three stuffed 
animals as tattered as her clothes. 
She- will have no doll of her own to 
snuggle with.

That would have been her favorite 
gift, even before new clothes, she 
says, her eyes lighting up just think­
ing about it. At leailFshe would have 
a companion.

For now. Hang's gift is her 
resiliency. Even though her red jack­
et is tattered and the closet in her 
room is empty, even though all she 
will have to eat is boiled cabbage 
and soy bean cakes, she finds a brief 
moment of joy.

That spark of joy is found in the 
favorite game of the girls in the vU- 
lage: They jump rope.

Gunmen million
for release of seven hostages
The Associated Press

MINERALNYE VODY, Russitf^— 
Four masked gunmen holding seven 
children and their teacherdiostage 
took off today in a hdicopter packed 
with explosives, then landed again in 
this southern Russian resort dty.

The men had demanded $10 mil­
lion and a plane to Iran, but took off 
in the helicopter after negotiations 
broke down on the second day of the 
hostage crisis, a spokesman for the 
State Committee for Emergency Situ­
ations said.

After drding for an hour over ihe 
dty, followed by a police helicopter, 
they landed again in Mineralnye 
V o^ , where the tense standoff con­
tinued.

“ The bandits are changing their 
demands anfT conditions every 
minute, and they could change their 
destination, too. They don't really 
know what they w an t."  Maxim 
Peshkov, a Russian Foreign Ministry 
offidal, told The Assodated Press in 
Moscow.

The drama began Thursday morn­
ing when the gunmen, a rm ^  with 
three automatic rifles and a pistol, 
burst into a dassroom at School No. 
25 in the southern Russian city of 
Rostov-on-Don, the ITAR-Tass news 
agency said.

They forced a teacher and approx­
imately 11 students, believed to be 
about 14 yeate old, into a bus and 
drove to a military air base, where 
they demanded a ^ane or helicopter 
to Iran.

Tehran, the Iranian capital, is 
about 1,000 miles south of Rostov- 
on-Don. It was not dear exactly why 
the gunmen chose Iran as their des­
tination.

ITAR-Tass quoted some children 
as saying the hostage-takers wanted 
treatment for syphilis. A conflicting 
report said the gunmen warned that 
they had AIDS and had nothing to 
lose.

A fter one o f the children was 
freed, authorities provided a heli­
copter late Thursday. Before taking 
off from Rostov-on-Don, the gunmen 
loaded the chopper wdth explosives 
and forced a bus driver aboard. But 
they released two more students and 
a soldier who had been seized dur­
ing negotiations, fTAR-Tass said.

The Interfax news agency said the 
gunmen appeared nervous and fired 
several shots into the air.

From Rostov-on-Don the gunmen 
flew 185 miles south to the dty of 
Krasnodar. During the night, they 
-ordered the pilot to take off again for 
Mineralnye Vody, a mineral springs 
resort ab^ t 250 miles further to the 
southeast.

Nuclear inspection agreement nemrs

PANMUNJOM, Korea -  The Unit­
ed States and North Korea have nar­
rowed their differences and are dos- 
er to agreement on inspections of 
the No i l 's nudear facilities. South 
Korean newspapers said.

The reports o f p r i^ ess  came as 
U.N. Secretary-General Boutros 
Boutros-Ghali crossed the highly 
militarized border to North Korea on 
Friday, becoming the first secretary- 
general to visit South and North 
Korea since 1979.

He said he was confident that 
nuclear tensions on the divided 

ninsula could be resolved peace-

In Seoul, leading South Korean 
newspapers, in their Friday editions, 
qtnled unnamed South Korean gov­

ernment oflldals as saying the Unit­
ed States has basically accepted 
North Korea's most recent offer in 
the talks.

North Korea previously has 
refused to allow  international 
inspections of some alleged nudear 
sites, reinforcing suspicions it is 
developing nuclear'weapons, which 
it denies.

U.S. and North Korean negotiators 
met twice this week in the United 
States, but refused to conunent on 
their talks.

“ They appear to have made 
progress, but some issues still 
remain,”  Suk Ryul Yu, director-gen­
eral o f the South Korean Foreign 
Ministry's Department of National 
Security and Unification Studies, told 
The Assodated Press.

Clinton releasing bank 
papers under pressure

WASHINGTON (AP ) — Under 
increasing demands for disclosure. 
President Qinton is giving the Jus­
tice Department personal records of 
a real estate venture that is part of a 
broad federal inquiry of a failed sav­
ings and loan.

White House offidals predicted the 
move would stem a growing contro­
versy over the ties bdween Clinton, 
first lady Hillary Rodham Clinton 
and James McDougal, the owner of 
an Arkansas savings and loan that 
failed in 1989 at a cost to taxpayers 
of $47 million.

Clinton spokesman Mark Gearan 
said Thursday the presdent and his 
wife were releasing the documents 
voluntarily. Federal investigators 
had not requested them, he said.

"At no dim did anyone, anywhere, 
anyhow ever remotely suggest that 
there was any impropriety regarding 
the president and Mrs. Clinton's 
investments,”  Gearan said.

Grenade attack kills 
six, Inlures about 20 <

MANILA, Philippines (AP) — A 
grenade exploded today at a market 
in the southern Philippines, killing 
six people and wounding about 20.

A^-CSN television said the explo­
sion occurred about 1 p.m. in a vil­
lage near the town o f Bonifacio, 
a l^ t  470 miles south of Manila. No 
group claimed responsibility, and 
the motive for the attack was not 
known.

Sudi violent incidents are common 
in the southern Philippines. Numer­
ous armed gangs, including Commu­
nist and Muslim insurgents, operate 
in the area.

Convicted spy feels 
no remorse for actions

WASHINGTON (AP) — Despite a 
pending plea for clemency from 
President Clinton, convicted spy 
Jonathan Pollard has made state­
ments indicating he doesn't feel 
remorse for passteg U.S. secrets to 
Israel.

“ Granted, I broke the law. But to 
tell you the truth. I'd rather be rot­
ting in prison than sitting shiva 
(mourning) for the hundreds of thou­

sands of Israelis who could have 
died because of my cowardice,”  Pol­
lard was quoted as saying in the 
April 30 issue of the Jewish maga­
zine, Sh'ma.

The interview did not come to the 
attenUod of the news media until it 
was republished recently by other 
Jewish publications.

In the article, written hy Rabbi Avi 
Weiss, Pollard discussed his feelings 
about passing thousands of pages of 
top-secret intelligence data to Israel, 
including satellite photos of Libyan 
anti-aircraft bases.

(AP) — Marine 
Stair Sgt Victor Coaxum, getting his

“ Once you come to the military, 
nothing ^ou ld  be secret." he said 
Thursday, a day after the Pentagon 
issued regulations that did little to 
quell the debate over homosexuals 
in uniform.

Some homosexuals — tivilian and 
military alike — say that views like 
Coaxum's are widespread and that 
many commanding olBcers will con­
tinue investigating gays despite the 
“ don't ask, don't teU, don't pursue”  
policy.

The rules, which take effect Feb. 
5, attempt to define homosexual 
conduct and the circumstances that 
could lead to removal from service.

— The IRA began a three-day 
Christmas cease-fire today, but a 
leading supporter said the British- 
Irish peace initiative is too weak to 
persuade the IRA to end its armed 
campaign.

Protestant param ilitaries who 
oppose the IRA campaign to end 
British rule in Northern l^an d  had 
not declared their own Christmas 
cease-fire, but there were no inci­
dents by early today.

In Anthony ISD, Superintendent 
Gert Peck said the killing o f a 16- 
year-(dd student in January was an 
Isolated incident that nonetheless 
prompted such action as using hand­
held meta! detectors, hiring a securi­
ty guard and initiating locker 
searches.

There hasn’t been a fight in school 
since the killing, said Peck, who 
added that schools don’t deserve the 
blame fw  violence. He said the state 
should look at the big picture, 
including the juvenile justice system 
and conditions that lead to violence.

’ ’I personally feel we’re doing our 
job — always have done it. We have 
some of the finest Idds in the state of 
Texas here. W e’re doing it on a 
shoestring budget because we’re not 
funded adequately,’ ’ Peck said, not­
ing that money spent on security 
means even less for the classroom.

He said a miy'or problem is pover­
ty.

’ ’ People who do these kinds of 
things have the attitude they have 
nothing to lose. When you have 
nothing to lose, you do b izarre 
things,^’ Peck said. "U n til we 
address the whole problem, and not 
just Band-Aid it to death, we’re not 
going otget rid of juvenile crime.’ ’

Ashlock^ who works with the 
Texas Department of Public Safety, 
remembers tfying to console a feder­
al agent whose best friend was 
among four agents killed in the Fob.

"Occasionally, though, he would 
reach his hand over to see if I was 
still there,”  Ashlock said.

When darkness fell. Ashlock, — the 
only chaplain on the scene — was 
reminded again of the effect of his 
presence.

"Some o f those guys that were 
standoffish, didn't want to talk to 
you, they were macho — all at once 
instead of a handshake, they’d reach 
out and hug you and say, Tm glad 
you're here.” '

IRVING — Troy Aikman came to 
the Dallas in 19^, saying he hoped 
within five years to be compared 
with Cowboys HsD o f Fame fa r te r -  
back Roger Staubach. ""

With a year to !^>are, few can be 
compared to Aikman.

Aikman signed the biggest contract 
in NFL history Thursday, agredns to 
a $50 million, ei^t-year deal mat 
includes an $11 million signing 
bonus.

In four seasons, Aikman has 
become one of the NFL’s marquee 
names on and off the field.

The quarterback’s stodc has risen 
dramatically each season, from los­
ing all 11 games he started as a 
rookie to leading Dallas to a Super 
Bowl victory last January. He was 
The MVP o f the 52-17 victory over 
Buffalo.

‘ T roy  Aikman has been the one 
constant we’ve had with the Cowboys 
as a player since we were 1-15 ^  
the way up to winning the Super 
Bowl,”  said team owner Jerry Jones, 
who made Aikman his first d ^  pidc 
after buying the team in 1989.

“Arguably. Troy Aikman is condd- 
ered ... maybe THE star of the NFL 
Certainly, die Dallas Cowboys have 
had our success and have our Aiture 
based upon the way Troy Aikman is 
as a player and as an individuaL”

To put Jones’ commitment to 
Aikman into perspective,' consider 
that he paid $65 million t o f y  the 
team. $75 million for Texa^'Stadium 
and now he’s e n d in g  $50 million 
for a sln^e player.

" I f  those dollars are worth it for 
anyone, they’re worth it for . roy 
Ailman,”  Jones said.

Under the $11.2 million, six-year 
deal Aikman signed as a rookie, he 
was the 31st highest-paid quarter­
back in the league before Thursday.

But he wa.sn’t complaining.
“ 1 was happy with the contract I 

signed as a rookie, and I’m happy 
with the contract I have now,”  said 
Aikman, whose new deal wiped out 
the old one.

Aikman said the honor of being the 
game’s highest-paid player is nice, 
but it won’t last.

“ I’m sure there will come a point 
where someone is making more 
money than 1 am now.” he said. ‘‘But 
that’s the way the league goes.”

The 27-year-old Aikman will 
receive salaries ranging from $1.75 
million in 1994 to $7.5 million in 
2000.

Aikman‘s 1993 salary jumps from 
the $1.12 million of his old contract 
to $2.5 million. He’ll make $1.75 mil­
lion next year, as opposed to the 
$1.37 mUlion he was due under the 
previous deal.

In subsequent years, Aikman col­
lects $4.15 million, $4.9 million, 
$5.25 million, $6.2 million. $6.75 
million and $7.5 miUion. The average 
salary is $6.25 million per year, easi­
ly beating Steye Young’s $5.35 mil­
lion average, the highest in the 
league prior to 'Thursday.

No one was saying whether any of 
the contract was guaranteed, but 
Aikman’s agent L e i^  Steinberg- said

he considered the $11 million bonus 
” a whole lot o f guarantees/’

Even i f  Aikman’ s contract is 
topped, there’s a clause that will 
keep him among the best-paid quar- 
ter^cks over the final two years of 
the deal. By meeting certain perfor­
mance goals such as making the Pro 
Bowl, he’ll mt the average salary of 
the five hi^est-paid quarterbacks, 
Steinberg said.

The deal was struck on the last day 
NFL teams could rewrite contracts 
without the entire package being 
subject to the salary cap, which 
begins for the first time with the 
19^  season.

'The victory enabled the Mavericks 
to avoid breaking the single-season 
record they share with the 
Philadelphia 76ers, who lost 20 
straight in 1972-73.

'The league record for consecutive 
losses, 24, was set over two seasons 
by the Qeveland Cavaliers in 1981- 
82 and ^82-83.

The Mavericks are now 2-0 at 
Target Center and 0-23 elsewhere — 
including 0-12 in their own Reunion 
Arena.

" I f  we could work hard and play 
Minnesota every night, we’d get a h4 
of victories," a laughing Mashbum 
said. "But we can’t play Minnesota 
every night. We’ve got to play some 
quality teams.”

Timberwolves coach Sidney Lowe, 
who said his players were "non;

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Reindeer joined 
Claus late in life

The 5-year-oIds and 6-year-olds 
who are authorities on the subject 
may tell you that Santa Qaus comes 
from the North Pole. Bert Chotiner 
wishes it were so easy.

Chotiner spends each fall looking 
for a whole passel of Santas wherev­
er he can, then hires them for stints 
of less than two months.

Chotiner runs B&B Promotions, an 
outfit in the Chicago suburb o f 
Northbrook that contracts with 
stores and shopping malls to furnish 
Santa Claus impersonators from 
mid-November until Christmas Eve.

“ It's like anything else," Chotiner 
says of recruiting surrogate Kris 
Kringles. “ When you’re dealing with 
part-tim e, seasonal employees, 
you've got to work at it.”

Chotiner isn't the only one desper­
ately seeking Santa. It’s an annual 
task for shopping malls and many 
retailers everywhere.

The short season is just one chal­
lenge they face. Santa’s job has some 
distinctive requirements. First and 
foremost: patience and the ability to 
make snuill talk with the short set. A 
portiv frame and a natural w^ite 
beard are preferred but not essen­
tial.

At the Boston Store chain, which 
plays host to Breakfast With Santa 
programs at some of its stores, 
Amanda Devine rch'es on a stable of 
people, mostly retired men, who 
have filled the role for years.

" I ’ve been here for nine years,”  
says Devine, director o f special 
events for Carson Pirie Scott & Co. 
"M ost o f the (Santas) have been 
around that long.”

She has never had to recruit, 
although this year she lost a Santa 
with 35 years experience — a farmer 
who had to retire from the role after 
an auto accident.

But most stores and malls now 
^ tu m  to talent and promotional agen­

cies to run Santa Gaus operations.

“ We used to do it on our own,”  says 
Rebecca Powell, general manager of 
a Milwaukee msdl. “ But it’s just so 
hard to take on additional staff at
that time of year.”  ---- --

So the mall contracts with Santa 
Plus, a St. Peters, Mo., agency. Even 
so, the mall’s marketing director 
interviews each candidate Claus to 
make sure the impersonator fits in 
with the smaller mall's “ more inti­
mate”  atmosphere.

’.‘Our Santa does a lot more walk­
ing around," Powell says. “ We try 
and make him more approachable.” 

B&B Promotions — named for 
founders Barb and Bert Chotiner — 
typically furnishes a mall not just 
with a Santa Claus, but with an

entire team to photograph and video­
tape each child who sits on his kneub-

In July, the firm  begins hiring 
managers to be in charge of Santa 
operations at each mall. In 
September, the hunt for Santas starts 
in earnest. The company advertises, 
but it also relies on word-of-mouth, 
Chotiner says, as managers turn to 
people they know, relatives, church 
groups and the like.

Interviews begin in late 
September. A background check fol­
lows that includes inquiries with pre­
vious employers and even a chedc of 
criminal history, Qiotiner says.

Chotiner won’t discuss pay, but 
says it’s enough to keep people for 
the job de^ite its short-term native.

.T h e traditional picture o f 
Christmas is o f a magnificent sleigh 
pulled by e l^ t  reindeer carrying a 
bushy-bearded Santa Gaus.

But the tradition is a modem one. 
Reindeer have only been in Santa’s 
service since 1822. That’s whan 
Gement Garke Moore. dTTroy, N.Y., 
“ invented”  the sleigh-pulling rein­
deer.

The would-be poet’s knowledege of 
popular views o f Christmas was 
b a ^  chiefly on customs brou^t to 
the area by Dutch, German and 
Scandinavian immigrants.

Santa Claus h im self was not 
Moore’s particular concern when he 
anonymously submitted his first con­
tribution to the local newspaper 
about “ A Visit from St. Nicholas.”  
His work quickly became popular, 
however, and was much published 
under the title ’ T h e  Night Before 
Christmas.’’

The idea of reindeer serving as 
^anta^^^aus' 4eyal servants b a r  its 
origins in one o f several links 
between pagan and Christian ele­
ments of Noiidi European culture.

If people are asked what they gen­
erally associate with the word “ rein­
deer,”  (he most common answer is 
Christmas. Few have actually seen 
the stag-like creature at close quar­
ters in a zoo, and only a tiny minority 
have seen the animal in its natural 
habitat.

Wild reindeer are believed to have 
lived in northern Germany as far 
back as Roman times. They also 
roamed Poland and the Scottish 
Highlands up until the 16th century. 
Today they’re still to be found in 
Scandinavia, the coasts of Greenland 
and the Taiga and Tundra of North 
America and Siberia.

Wherever it gets bitterly'^okfand 
in regions where the sun disappears 
for vveeks below the horizon in win­
ter is where the reindeer feels at 
home.
