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Stenholm unsure of education bill

Adamant about homeschoolers not having to be licensed

There was little question as to where Rep. Charles
Stenholm stood on the home schooling issue when the
House opened debate on reauthorization of the Elemen-
tary and Secondary Education Act Thursday morning.

He was adamant that an amendment to House Resolu-
tion 6 be offered that in no way tried to license parents
who teach their children at home.

What is in doubt, according to Stenholm staffers, is
whether the West Texas congressman will be willing to
vote for reauthorization once the House is finished with
its wrangling.

“He is very sensitive to the wants of his constituency,”
Stenholm assistant James Hamilton said Wednesday.
“The Republican alternative isn’t workable, and as the
bill now stands, he’s inclined to vote against HR6 on
final passage.”

Stunned by a campaign that flooded Capitol switch-

boards, the House attempted Thursday to reassure
Americans the federal government will not try to license
home school parents.

By a 424-1 vote, the House approved an amendment
that says nothing in the bill applies to home schools.

The amendment, sponsored by Rep. William Ford, D-
Mich., stripped from the bill a requirement that school
districts certify that full-time teachers are qualified to
teach their assigned subjects.

“It's an unnecessary solution to a non-existing prob-
lem,” said Ford, chairman of the House Education and
Labor Committee.

The lone dissenter was Rep. George Miller, D-Calif.,
who saw his language stripped from the bill. He called
the vote a “tragic ending to this story” and said it would
result in children being taught by unqualified teachers.

Miller's spokesman, Daniel Weiss, said the congress-
man would have accepted language stating explicitly
that the certification requirement applied only to public

Home schoolers declared victory.

“We had real reason to be afraid,” said Mike Farris,
president of the Home School Legal Defense Association.

“If they meant all public schools, all they had to say
was all public schools. If they meant all schools that
receive federal funds, all they had to say was all schools
that receive federal funds.”

Hamilton said Stenholm’s biggest problem with HR6,
however, is a provision added by Rep. Major Owens, D-
N.Y., calling for the establishment of “Opportunity To
Learn Standards” (OTLs).

“That provision sets up eight standards or OTLs that
would force local districts to adopt standards that would
be reviewed by the state (Texas Education Agency) and
the Department of Education,” Hamilton explained.

“If a local district doesn’t measure up, it could lose
federal funding,” he added. “For example, the first stan-
dard would be to address ‘the quality and availability of
curricula, instructional materials, and technologies.’

Girl’s softball
set to go in ‘95

While Big Spring High School will
not officially field a girls’ softball
club team until the spring of 1995,
BSISD trustees Thursday gave the go
ahead for United Girls Softball Asso-
ciation officials to form a team this
year.

Superintendent W.A. McQueary's
recommendation to the board was
that it approve participation in a
club program in the spring of 1995.

McQueary's recommendation
called for at least two years of “club”
play, with limited financial involve-
ment on the part of the school dis-
trict, for at least two years. Follow-
ing a two-year trial, trustees will
decide whether or not to expand the
program to full University Inter-
scholastic League participation.

The board approved the softball
plan by a 4-2 vote with Larry Hollar
and Dan Wise casting the dissenting
voles.

UGSA representative Gilbert Kobos
told the board that his organization
planned to field a team of high
school-aged girls this spring.

McQueary told the board he had
no problem with the UGSA plan, nor
did the district’s attorneys, as long
as the program is operated under
UIL guidelines and the district’s
name is not used.

Trustees also approved a change
in the district’s discipline policy,
clarifying its stance on severe offens-
es occurring at the high school

The proposal, presented by BSHS
Principal Kent Bowerman and
approved unanimously by the board,
gives school officials flexibility in
dealing with severe fights or cases of
assault, and calls for turning juvenile
offenders over to police and the
municipal court system after the
school’s disciplinary measures have
been dispensed.

Bowerman explained that admin-
istrators had studied policies in
place at other similar districts across
the state and eventually settled on a
plan less severe than employed by
some, but strong enough to “cut
back on the number of physical con-
frontations and make education the
primary activity at Big Spring High
School.”

Police department officials and
Municipal Judge John Rheinscheld
had checked with their counterparts
in other cities where similar pro-
grams arc operated, Bowerman
added, and have enthusiastically
endorsed the school's plan.

Bowerman noted that Rheinscheld
was particularly interested in the
program, saying it would work
hand-in-hand with the teen court
program he is trying to establish.

Trustees also approved a bid for
parking lot improvements at the
BSISD Administration Building and
at Kentwood Elementary School and
a $30,000 budget amendment
required by acceptance of the bid.

McQueary noted that the improve-
ments were budgeted and $90,000
has been set aside for the project.

However, only one of five firms
contacted to bid on the project —
Price Construction Inc. of Big Spring
— submitted a bid.

Price’s base bid was $114,254.65
with another $5,630 bid for paving
the area behind the BSISD Adminis-
tration Building.

The district’s architect had esti-
mated cost for the project to be
$109,000.

At the start of Thursday’s meeting,
Roslind Davis, president of the Big
Spring PTA Council, thanked each of
the school board members for their
service and presented certificates of
appreciation in keeping with the
observance of School Board Recogni-
tion Month in Texas.

“Dear Dinah was a wonderful ray
of sunshine, always ready with a
word of support, a funny anecdote, a
smile,” said Frank Sinatra, who said
he'd known Miss Shore as a close
friend for a half century.

“Everyone who knew Dinah is
weeping, as | am now,” said Jack
Valenti, president of the Motion Pic-
ture Association of America, Inc.
“She was the kindest, and the gen-
tlest, and the most enduring of all
the talented folks in the world.”

Miss Shore has three stars on the
Hollywood Walk of Fame — for her
careers in recording, radio and tele-
vision.

In her first public statements
about the case, Cristina took the
stand Thursday on the first day of
the murder-for-hire trial of¥1
mother, Dora Garcia Cisneros.

Prosecutors contend that Mrs. Cis-
neros’ obsession with the teen-agers’
relationship prompted her to hire
gunmen to kill Fischer on March 3,
1993.

Mrs. Cisneros, 56, and an alleged
middleman named Daniel Garza face
capital murder and conspiracy
charges. Fischer, 18, was gunned
down in front of his home outside
Brownsville on March 3, 1993.

Called by the prosecution, Cristina
told the jury that she was upset that
Fischer had backed away from her
in mid-1992 without an explanation.

“I wanted to know the reason why
we had broken up,” the 17-year-old
said.

In one of a few testy exchanges,
Cameron County District Attorney
Luis Saenz asked Cristina whether
she could forget Joey.

“Yes, with time,” she said.

Saenz: ““But at that time you
couldn’t?”

Cristina: “I don’t know.”

Cristina occasionally gave a few
quick smiles to her mother, seated at
the defendant’s table. “I trust my
mom,” she volunteered at one point.

She testified that Fischer gave her
his graduation ring during their
courtship, but he wrote letters
demanding it back after the
breakup.

Fischer's father, Buddy Fischer,
testified that Mrs. Cisneros called
him several times and arranged a
meeting to ask why his son ended
the relationship with her daughter.

Buddy Fischer said that after an
hourlong meeting, Mrs. Cisneros

said the ring would be returned, but
she added that she wanted to make
Joey “‘sweat a little bit.”

Joey Fischer's 20-year-old sister,
Kathy, said Cristina told her during a
two-hour phone call after the
breakup that she wanted to hurt
Joey.

The high school’s principal’s sec-
retary, Maria Tamayo, testified that
upon hearing news of Fischer’'s
death, Cristina cried and repeated:
“I wished it but I didn’t mean it.”

Cristina, who is not charged, testi-
fied that she didn’t remember mak-
ing either statement.

When Saenz confronted Cristina
with a poem she had written to a
friend, the teen-ager disputed the
prosecutor’s implication that the
verses were about Joey.

Mrs. Cisneros’ lawyer, Tony
Canales, asked Cristina to read the
poem and noted that it doesn’t men-
tion Joey.

“You wish that they would call
and come back to you. But nothing
could ever be the same,” Cristina
read from the poem in a soft voice.
“Too many vindictive things were
said to be forgiven. But for some
reason there’s a hollow place in your
heart yearning for that person, when
all you want is tenderness and affec-
tion.”

Cristina said ‘“‘no’’" immediately
after Saenz asked her whether she
and Joey ever had sex — before
Canales could even object.

Prosecutors allege Mrs. Cisneros
asked a fortuneteller named Maria
Mercedes Martinez to find someone
to kill the teen-ager.

Garza, 43, another client of Mrs.
Martinez, is accused of hiring two
Mexicans to carry out the hit for
about $3,000.

One of the alleged gunmen is at
large and the other is in jail in Mexi
co on an auto theft charge. Authori-
ties have said they have little hope
he will be extradited.

Robbery the motive
in restaurant shooting

FORT WORTH — Police say rob-
bery was the apparent motive in
slayings that left two fast-food
restaurant employees dead early
Thursday.

The Jack-in-the-Box store’s morn-
ing manager reported finding one of
the bodies at 5:23 a.m., when he
arrived for work, said police spokes-
woman Lt. Pat Kneblick.

The body of one employee was
found in the kitchen area, and the
body of the night manager was
found in the upstairs office of the
restaurant, she said.

Both victims appeared to have
been shot in the head, she said.

One of the victims has been identi-
fied as Timothy G. Smith, 23, of Fort
Worth, said Gloria Franco, an inves-
tigator in the Tarrant County Med-
ical Examiner’'s Office. Autopsy
results were pending.

Bentley A. Palmer, 34, of Fort
Worth died of multiple gunshot
wounds to the head, another investi-
gator said.

Police said several money trays .
had been removed, and the place
had been ransacked. There report-
edly was no sign of forced entry and
the doors were unlocked. Lt.
Kneblick said police did not know
how much money may have been
taken.

Lt. Kreblick said the store normal-
ly is open 24 hours a day but closes
at 1 am. on Thursday for inventory.

Lt. Gordon Box said there
appeared to have been a scuffle at
the scene.

Jack-in-the-Box officials and the
franchise operator are working with
police in their investigation, the com-
pany said.

They extended condolences to the
families of the two employees.

“First and foremost, our thoughts
and prayers are with the families
and friends of these two individuals,
and we offer our deepest sympathies
to them,” President Bob Nugent said
in a statement. “At the same time,
we are angered and outraged by this
horrible act of senseless violence.”

Davidian jury still out

SAN ANTONIO — Jurors deliberat-
ed for their first full day Thursday as
attorneys and 11 Branch Davidian
murder defendants braced for the
outcome

“I gave up trying to guess how
long juries will take, or w what they're
going to decide, years ago,” U.S. Dis-
trict Judge Walter Smith told
reporters on the courthouse steps.

Smith praised the jury’s dedication
and said the sequestered panel
might work through the weekend
deciding whether the Davidians con-
spired to kill four federal agents.

The jury of eight women and four
men started deliberations Wednes-
day afternoon and continued for
about eight hours Thursday.

They saw piles of evidence —
including guns, grenade parts and
gas masks — and heard testimony
from more than 130 witnesses since
the prosecution launched its case
Jan. 12.

“I just hope the jury has more
patience than the FBI did,” defense
attorney Mike DeGuerin said
Wednesday.

The eleven defendants are
accused of murder and murder con-
spiracy in the deaths of four agents
from the U.S. Bureau of Alcohol,
Tobacco and Firearms. If convicted,
they could face up to life in prison.

The agents and six Davidians died
in a shootout Feb. 28 when the ATF
attempted to arrest doomsday
prophet David Koresh and search his
Waco-area compound for illegal
weapons.

A 51-day stalemate between the
barricaded Davidians and federal
authorities ended when Mount
Carmel burned to the ground April
19 after the FBI sought to end the
standofl by battering the compound
with armored vehicles and inserting
tear gas.

Koresh and 78 followers inside
died of burns and gunshots.

Defense attorneys contend the

Davidians were trying to protect

themselves from armed assault.

Kevin Day, 20, of Tyler was arrest-
ed shortly after the Wednesday night
shooting, said Bill Oellermann,
ETSU’s director of communication
services.

Day, a junior majoring in kinesiol-
ogy, has been arraigned on a mur-
der charge and is being held in lieu
of $75,000 bail bond in the Hunt
County Criminal Justice Center in
Greenville, officials said.

Chris Bernard Calloway, 21, suf-
fered multiple gunshot wounds in
the shooting at the pair’s Petty Hall
Apartments unit and was pro-
nounced dead at the scene, said
Oecllermann. The apartment is part
of the campus residence hall system,
he said.

A motive has yet to be determined,
said Oellermann, who was scheduled
to hold an afternoon news confer-
ence. o

Calloway was a junior and a radio-
television major from Tyler, Oeller-
mann said.
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U.S. pushing a two
republic peace plan

WASHINGTON (AP) — The (linton
administration is pushing a two-
republic peace plan for Bosnia as it
takes charge of diplomatic efforts to
transform a truce between warring
Muslims and Croats into the first
stage of an overall settlement.

Stepping in where European medi-
ators faltered, the administration
unveiled the proposal Thursday to
unite Bosnian Muslims and Bosnian
Croats into one “entity.” The Ameri-
can diplomacy was bolstered by
simultaneous acceptance by Croat-
ia’s leader of the principle of eventu-
al merger with the Muslims.

The negotiations will shift to
Washington and move into high gear
this weekend with three-way talks
involving the Muslim-led Bosnian
government and leaders of Croatia
and Bosnian Croats.

A senior U.S. official, outlining the
U.S. approach Thursday, said if the
Muslims and Croats in Bosnia
agreed to merge the next steps
would be to seek confederation with
Bosnian Serbs in a two-republic
country and also economic and
diplomatic links to Croatia.

Croatia accepts peace

plan under pressure

ZAGREB, Croatia — Croatia’s
president, bowing to Western pres-
sure to end the bloodletting in the
former Yugoslavia, has accepted a
U.S.-backed peace initiative to unite
Bosnia’s Muslims and Croats in one
state.

Acceptance of a joint state marks a
radical policy shift for President
Franjo Tudjman, who has long flirt-
ed with the idea of dividing Bosnia
between Croats and Serbs, leaving
the Muslim-led Bosnian government
with no territory under its control.

“The international community
thinks and is persuading us that the
Croatian people in Bosnia-Herzegov-
ina should live together in a commu-
nity with the Muslims,” Tudjman,
looking haggard, said Thursday in a
speech broadcast on Croatian televi-
sion.

“The outcome of this could be fed-
eration of Muslims and Croats within
Bosnia-Herzegovina and confedera-

tion of (the two groups) with ... Croa-
tia. This is acceptable to us.”
CIA, Defense Department

WASHINGTON (AP) — The CIA
and the Defense Department are

studying ways to tighten internal
security to block the kind of treach-

employee and accused Russian
agent Aldrich H. Ames.

CIA Director James R. Woolsey
told the House Intelligence Commit-
tee on Thursday that lie-detector
tests of agency and Pentagon
employees and audits of their per-
sonal finances are among issues
already being examined by an exist-
ing advisory commission. The panel,
created last May, will report its rec-
ommendations soon, he said.

The future role of polygraph tests
and financial audits in counterintelli-
gence is particularly relevant now
because of what many in Congress
are calling Ames’ incredible success
in evading detection for several
years.

Ames worked for the CIA for 31
years and once held one of its most
sensitive jobs — head of a Soviet
counterintelligence branch whose
mission was to prevent penetration
of the CIA by the KGB, the Soviet
intelligence agency. That is precisely
the act the FBI accuses Ames of
committing.

Brady Bill starts
Monday in 34 states

WASHINGTON (AP) — Starting
Monday, 34 states and territories
must start implementing the Brady
law’s five-day waiting period and
background check for handgun pur-
chases.

Some jurisdictions where the wait
and background check are supposed
to be implemented could be sur-
prised theyre subject to that part of
the law.

The National Rifle Association,
meanwhile, is trying to block its
implementation with federal law-
suits contending the law violates
states’ rights and is unconstitutional-
ly vague, said Bob Corbin, a former
Arizona attorney general and presi-
dent of the NRA.

Corbin said he hopes to have the
lawsuits filed in Arizona, Montana
and possibly other states within a
week.

WASHINGTON (AP) — At Dick
Cheney's oflice, aides use tacks on a
map to track his travels: 35 states
since leaving the Pentagon’s top job
a little over a year ago. Bob Dole’s
got a travel log too: 39 states and
counting in the past year.

Tes\ case
for ADA

Once in a while, something crosses
The Associated Press wire that just
begs to have a little good-natured
fun poked at it.

And the initial reaction to a story
out of Nashville, Tenn., Thursday
was to chuckle ... even a fat man like
me. On reflection, however, it's seri-
ous business.

The story deals with a Tennessee
woman who's suing in federal court
to force movie theaters to provide

its l:rge enough for obese
patrons.

The lead paragraph read: “Debo-
rah Birdwell is standing up for all
the fat people who want jo sit
down.”

Birdwell, who carries 360 pounds
on her 5-foot-4 inch frame, filed the
lawsuit Wednesday in U.S. District
Court.

The suit stems from a June 26
incident at a Cookeville theater,
“where Bitthwell Went'td'sée “Mirassic
Park.” SR claimis the se¢ats ' were 9o
small to hold her, and that she was
not allowed to sit in a folding chair
that she offered to provide.

“I was crying and blushing from
head to toe,” she said. “I was so
humiliated that I couldn’t face peo-
ple for days after that.

“Who wants to be humiliated pub-
licly?” ;

Birdwell, 38, a home health care
provider and former candy factory
worker, is asking for at least $1.5
million in damages.

The answer to Birdwell’s question,
of course. is that nobody likes being
humiliated publicly.

And public humiliation is some-
thing those of us who are fat deal
with on a day-to-day ... nay, make
that an hour-to-hour basis.

Believe me, the rotund one knows.

What it is, is discrimination. Ask
any obese person ... get their honest
opinion and they’ll admit it.

That's why many of us will be
watching the outcome of Birdwell’s
suit quite closely. There are a great

many others who should do the
same.

Who, you ask?

Well, maybe the folks that own
Denny’s Restaurants ought to pay
attention. McDonalds franchises,
Burger Kings and Whataburgers
might take heed.

Virtually all the seating at the local
Denny’s franchise is built-in. And
last night, when | accompanied some
friends there for a late cup of coffee,
my waitress was forced to wheel one
of the few chairs in the joint com-
pletely across the restaurant.

What's worse, is the chair was so
constructed that it provided little
more comfort than jamming oneself
in the built-in booth might have
afforded.

Why restaurants would want big
eaters to be uncomfortable is a mys-
tery.J6 just deesn’t seem fike good
:business sense.

And if Birdwell has her way, it
most assuredly won't.

The case is a test of the Americans
with Disabilities Act. In November,
the government declared that the act
protects people who are morbidly
obese regardless of whether the
weight was caused by disease.

Maybe the late actor Victor Buono
put it best when he only half-jokingly
offered the following banter on his
comedy album entitled “Heavy.”

“America tremble ... Lard Lib is at
hand!

“Then we shall turn on the makers
of bar stools and bicycle seats ... not
so much for the sake of the posteri-
or, but for the posterior of posteri-
ty!”

Standup guys few, far between

Barb Dvorak commutes to her
downtown job from a Chicago sub-
urb. And she thinks that most of the

people on her regular train are .

Jerks.

That's because Mrs. Dvorak, 36, is
pregnant. As she says: “At 5-feet-2,

«I'm very obviously pregnant.”

But the train is often crowded. Yet,
she has never once been offered a
seat by a man or a woman.

“I'll stand there and stand there,”
she says, “‘and they’ll be reading
their papers or just sitting there half
asleep.

“I don't expect people to give me
the world because I'm pregnant. I've
never been like that. But all my life,
when | see a pregnant woman or a
very old person or a woman with
small chiﬁlren, I've always offered
them my seat.

“The way people are — it's shock-
ing, absolutely shocking.”

Because I drive, I'm not familiar
with contemporary etiquette on
trains, buses and subways.

However, | do know that when |
was young it would have been
unthinkable for an able-bodied male
not to stand and offer his seat to a
pregnant woman. Or just about any
woman.

It was no big deal. It was normal
behavior and you just did it.

But apparently that has changed,
according to a survey of women |
know who ride public transporta-
tion.

Susan, 49, rides the “L” from the
suburbs to Chicago every day.

“‘Hardly ever do | see anybody
offer a seat. If a seat empties and
there’s a young guy and, say, two
middle-aged women, the guy will
race to that seat. | guess they figure
it’s a dog-eat-dog world. I'll offer my
seat if a person is old or disabled or
pregnant or they have a kid in tow.
But most people just sit there.”

Ellen was living and working in
Washington when she had her last
child.

“‘Because | was pregnant, | was

offered seats on the subway some-
times. But almost always it was by
older guys, real geezers who would
creak out of their seats and ask me
to sit down. -

“But | remember staring daggers
at those young yuppie-lawyer types
sitting there reading their papers.
My eight-month-pregnant stomach
would be protruding into their Wall
Street Journal and they'd look at me
like: ‘Could you back up please, you
are denting my market report.’

“I just wanted to reach over and
pull them out of the seat by their lit-
tle yellow power ties.”

Joan, 50, a marketing executive,
has commuted to and from down-
town Chicago for 10 years.

“I've seen women offer other
women a seat, and I've offered preg-
nant women my seat. But other than
that, you don't see it. Frankly, I've
never seen a man offer anyone a
seat.

“Wait, I think a few years ago |
may have seen that, but [ think the
person he offered it to was on
crutches or something extreme like
that.

“It's mostly the yuppie men who
won't get up. [ think once they're sit-
ting down — and I include myself —
unless the person is obviously frail,
that’s it: You sit.”

Donna, 33, rides one of the lake-
front buses that carry urban yuppies
to and from their jobs.

“Twice out of thousands of rides.
The first time, he was an elderly
man and | thanked him, but | told
him that I jog at least three miles a
day and play tennis twice a week
and I could probably stand from

here to California. But I said it nicely
because he seemed like such a gen-
tleman. .
“The second time, it was a
younger guy, and within 10 seconds
of my sitting down, he was leaning
over and hitting on me. So I got up
and told him he could have his seat
back because | didn't want him to

" faint from too much excitement.”

I asked a few men about this dying
tradition and received mixed reac-
tions.

Hank, a retired printer, is in his
80s but quite spry. He said: “A
woman never stood on a streetcar
when I was young. Men thought it
was their duty to offer a seat to a
woman. Even now, at my age, |
would offer my seat to a pregnant or
older woman, even though my feet
hurt.”

Ed is in his early 50s. “I'll be hon-
est, | don’t know what to do. It’s not
just on a bus or subway. I don't
know what to do on an elevator.
Should I wait until the woman gets
off? I've missed my floor standing
there waiting for a woman to get off.
Going through a revolving door,
should I let her go first or should I go
in and make the first shove so she
doesn’t have to? Life used to be
much more simple.”

But Les, also in his 50s and
divorced, said: “Hey, they wanted
equality, let them stand like anyone
else. | used to open my wife’s car
door for her. Then she packs up and
leaves and says she has to find her
own identity. Now, she opens her
own car door.

“Besides, if I offered a woman my
seat, she might think it is politically
incorrect, that I'm treating her as a
weaker, inferior person, and would
take it as an insult. Today's women,
they're a mean crowd.”

I'm glad I drive. Except when
some young woman in a little red
car cuts me ofl. But that is a differ-
ent social issue.

In the Connecticut town of New
Loadon this winter, a judge died. His
name was Thomas P. Condon. He
was 71, judge of the town’s probate
court. I never knew him, but I was
very interested in an editorial that
his local paper, the Day, wrote about
his passing.

Judge Condon, the editorial said,
“gave to each person the dignity that
a human being deserves” — which
is about as impressive a statement
as you can possibly make about any-
one. But the editorial made another
point, too.

It said that Judge Condon, who
was born in New London, lived there
virtually all his life and died there,
never yearned to move to a bigger
city — specifically, never yearned to
work for one of the giant, prestigious
law firms in New York. Once, the
editorial said, a New York lawyer
visited probate court in New London,
and asked Judge Condon why he
was stuck in such a small town,
using his obvious legal talent and
knowledge in a place with only
30,000 residents.

Judge Condon, by way of an
answer, asked the New York attor-
ney how far he lived from work, and
how it took him each day to get
into the big city.

The New York attorney said he
lived a long way from work, and had
to commute for 90 minutes each
morning.

Judge Condon said that it took him
seven minutes to get from his home
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It took the lawyer a half-hour to
get to the golf course, and there was
usually a 45-minute to one-hour
delay before teeing off.

Judge Condon said his golf course
was eight minutes from his house,
and that there were usually no
delays in teeing off.

The judge said that, in New Lon-
don, it took him two minutes to walk
to the place where he ate lunch each -
day — if he didn’t run into someone
on the street he wanted to talk to. He
said it took him five minutes to get to
the beach. And he said he lived in
New London because he liked it.

That's what the editorial in the
Day said. Judge Condon’s life sound-
ed like a pretty meaningful one. |
called his son, Tom, who is a colum-
nist in Connecticut for the Hartford
Courant, and asked him what he

thought.

“My father made the dean’s list in
college, and was voted most likely to

" succeed,” Tom Condon said. “He fin-
ished No. 1 in his class in Army Offi-
cers Candidate School. He would

have done very well wherever he

went, at whatever he wanted.

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Work continues on women's shelter

Work is continuing on a house
being remodeled by the Salvation
Army and Christmas in April to
serve as a transitional living facility
for women and their families.

Due to a 100 percent increase of
violent crimes against women in Big
Spring and Howard County last year,
the Salvation Army realized there is
a need for more assistance than they
can provide with their current shel-
ter.

“We have been a place for soup,
soap and shelter for many individu-
als over the years,” said Albert and
Yvette Villafuerte, Big Spring offi-
cers with the local Salvation Army.

The Villafuertes said they recog-
nized the need for such a refuge for
women and children years ago, but
until recently the money and oppor-
tunity to construct a shelter did not
exist.

They said there is not enough
affordable housing in Big Spring,
and what is available is sometimes
substandard.

“We realize landlords have little
incentive to make improvements , as

much damage that gets done by ten-
ants,” the couple commented.
“These women become over-
whelmed by their circumstances and
the family stops dreaming of any-
thing better. They are just attempt-
ing to get by.”

“This January we had seven such
women and children in the shelter
here, mixed in with a population of
mostly men. We feel these families
need this lodge. It's being planned
to be a homelike environment,” the
Villafuertes explained.

“We are looking for a donation of
outdoor picnic tables and a swing
set for the children. There is lots of
need but we need public support.”

Christmas in April president Bob
Noyes explained that their organiza-
tion will be purchasing the materials
needed to remodel the two- bed-
room, two-bath house planned as a
women'’s shelter by the Salvation
Army. Noyes said the Salvation
Army wasn't able finance the neces-
sary $8,000 to complete the project.

“We knew Christmas in April
could cut those costs considerably,”
Noyes said. “We can realize signifi-
cant savings on building materials
by getting them at cost and by fur-

mshinf volunteer labor as much as
possible.”

Noyes also explained Christmas in
April can get local plumbers, electri-
cians and other needed laborers at
extremely low costs, if needed.

The bathrooms in the proposed
structure need drastic work, as both
Noyes and the Villafuertes
explained.

Saturday, April 30 is the planned
Christmas in April workday. They
are hoping to amass a 600-person
work force, and volunteers are still
organizing. Noyes said “You can
help; please call.”

Christmas in April needs mone-
tary contributions and such will be
welcomed and put to prudent use,
Noyes said. The Christmas in April
office’s phone number is 263-0147
and Noyes’ office is 267-6095.

It's hard not to talk about an ele-
phant in the living room.

You may be a heretic, but
you won’'t get into rea! trouble
unless you stop sending in your
money,” said the Rev. Jon Shuler,
director of Shaping Our Future, Inc.,

a group seeking reform in the

Episcopal Church.

“But now people are seriously
talking about defunding the national
church bureaucracy — cutting it
g;l(f:}hird in '95 and another third in

Loyalty to national churches is at
an all time low. This is especially
true among old-line Protestants,
who have been shaken by declining
statistics and fights over sexual
morality and doctrines.

Episcopalians on both the left and
right are discussing radical institu-
tional changes. Professionals in
Lutheran, United ,Methodist,
Presbyterian and other old-line
Protestant strongholds are paying
close attention. Their time will
come.

“Partial, piecemeal change does
not work,” said Diane Porter,
national executive for Episcopal
church programs. Parish and dioce-
san leaders want “a total redesign
— a complete reordering of our
work and life,” she told Episcopal
News Service.

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Homeless man starts church under Houston highway

HOUSTON — Tired of spending his
days scavenging the streets for
empty cans, Cary Bradshaw decided
to construct a church in his front
yard.

Bradshaw's home is a 15-by-8-
foot plywood shack that sits under
an elevated portion of U.S. 59 on the
eastern edge of downtown Houston.
He spends much of his time inside,
sitting in an easy chair, peering
through wooden slats to keep watch
on the place of worship.

It's a Thursday afternoon, so the
church’s “pews” — six rows of old
couches — are covered with tarpau-
lins. They come off only on Sundays
when afternoon services easily draw
30 worshipers — many of them not
homeless — to the church under the
freeway.

Like the couches, a load of wooden
pallets was someone else’s trash.
With the wood, Bradshaw and his
helpers built a set of risers — on
which the sofas sit — as well as a
pulpit and cross.

A visitor to Bradshaw’s home sits
on the toilet seat next to his easy
chair. Beneath it is a pail, which
Bradshaw cleans regularly. A parti-
tion, decorated with a George Strait
poster, separates the living quarters
from the bedroom, where Bradshaw
spends his evenings listening to
country and big band music on his
Walkman radio.

“I really like it out here. 1. don't
want a whole lot out of life,”
Bradshaw says, dressed neatly in
jeans, a flannel shirt and boots. He
takes the bus to the Fifth Ward to do
his laundry.

Bradshaw's home was a precari-
ous lean-to when people from vari-
ous church ministries started visit-
ing him and the occupants of neigh-
boring shacks last summer. “When
the people came to give us food, the
idea came to me to build a church.
That got me off from doing the
cans,” Bradshaw says.

U.S. nuns: fewer
in number, but
happy with life

LOS ANGELES — Fewer Young
women are becoming nuns in the
United States but those who are sis-
ters say they're happy with the lives
they've chosen, according to a news-
paper poll published Monday.

Eighty-sev nt of nuns
responding wii\i';{ o 9 .

poll said they'were” sa
their lives and 60 percent indicated
their lives were better than they
anticipated.

An overwhelming majority of 88
percent said they would definitely or
probably enter their professions if
making the choice again. More than
nine out of 10 nuns said it was very
unlikely they would ever abandon
their vocation.

The poll was conducted by mail
and followup interviews from
September 1992 through January of
this year. It has a margin of error of
4 percentage points.

Only 3 percént of nuns surveyed in
the United States and Puerto Rico
were 40 or younger, the poll found.
The median age of the 1,049 nuns
surveyed was 65.

In 1993, there were 94,022 nuns
in the United States, compared to a
peak of 181,421 in 1966.

When nuns were asked to name
the most important problems facing
the church in the United States
today, 22 percent mentioned the
shortage of clergy and nuns.

But he says the church has a pur-
pose. “I want to help people get off
the streets. Most do drugs and alco-
hol and fear people a lot. I can get
off the street anytime | want to and
get into job training. But a lot of
these guys, they don‘t want help.”

That he wants to help people get
off the streets — while remaining
homeless himself — is an irony not
lost on Bradshaw. By summer —
when the heat and mosquitoes will
have made life on the streets
unbearable — Bradshaw figures
he’ll be living somewhere with a
mailing address.

It's Sunday now — the day
Bradshaw spends all week looking
forward to — and, under the elevat-
ed freeway, the pace of activity is
ricking up. From above, a shaft of
ight falls on the church from the
strip of space separating U.S. 59's
northbound and southbound lanes.

Some young people from
Woodforest Baptist Church are sit-
ting on the couches, waiting for the
afternoon service to begin. Hugh
Young, who has brought them here,
hopes city authorities won't try to
clear out the burgeoning encamp-
ment of homeless people.

“It would be like draining a lake
and letting all the fish in it die,” he
says.

An estimated 10,000 Houstonians
live on the streets every night. Bea
Link, who heads the city's

wiches, organizing them on a table
next to his shack.

“I hate it that more homeowners

* come here than homeless,” he says.
The homeless, Bradshaw says, “are
only interested in somebody giving
them something and then leaving.
They're too stressed and dis-
tressed.”

It's time, then, to round them up
— a task fervently fulfilled by Jim
Clary.

Clary, who was once homeless in
California and addicted to cocaine,
runs the Under the Bridge ministry.
“The Lord called me out here. We
ministered to Cary six weeks before
he was saved,” he says of his efforts
with Bradshaw.

“Anybody home?" Clary shouts,
making his way north under the
freeway. The ground is littered with
old tires, mattresses and empty bot-
tles of cheap wine; the air occasion-
ally smells of excrement.

Arriving at “Little Mexico,” an
encampment of homeless Hispanics,
Clary goes shack to shack, pounding
on the feeble roofs.

The frightened face of a young
man peers out from a square open-
ing in the plywood. “Come on down.
We've got some food,”” Clary
implores.

Back at the church, a portable
public-address system has been set
up, complete with microphone and

music synthesizer. Mostly ‘‘home- -

owners"” fill the couches, while a
half-dozen homeless gather on the
sidelines.

“We ended it with a bang, man.
Ended it with a bang!”

That’s putting it mildly, Chris
Smith. Smith, a freshman forward
who has become one of the top scor-
ers on Howard College’s men's bas-
ketball team, shouted those words as
he traded high fives with virtually
everyone in the Hawks’ locker room. -

Smith was right on one count,
wrong on another. The Hawks did
close the regular season with a bang,
beating No. 7 Midland College 82-79
at Dorothy Garrett Coliseum
Thursday.

However, the Hawks haven't ended
anything yet.

Howard, a young, talented squad
that has been up and down like an
outdoor thermometer, picked the
perfect time to play its best game of
the season. The Hawks (19-10, 8-4 in
the Western Junior College Athletic
Conference) travel to Waco next
weekend for the Region V
Tournament, and they've found out
just in time they can compete with
the big boys.

The winner of the eight-team
Region V Tournament advances to
the NJCAA national tournament.

Midland (26-3, 9-3) pummeled
Howard at its Chapparal Ceifler Jan.
31, 97-76. The Chapparals did what-
ever they wanted that night, but
Thurid;;iy the Hawks found the open
man took high-percentage shots,
and it made all the difference.
Howard shot 61 percent (35 for 57)
from the field.

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A&M regents drive another

nail in Sou

COLLEGE STATION — With little
discussion and no dissent, Texas
A&M University’s Board of Regents
ended the school’s nearly 80-year
affiliation with the Southwest
Conference in favor of a greener
alliliation.

The Aggies’ expected decision to
accept a Big Eight Conference merg-
er offer Thursday followed Baylor
University's defection. Texas and
Texas Tech were expected to follow
suit today, bringing the SWC another
step closer to extinction.

“We are proud to have been asked
and enthusiastic about joining a con-
ference with these eight great uni-
versities,”” E. Dean Gage, A&M’s
interim president, said. ““This new
alignment not only offers new oppor-
tunities for all 12 universities in
men’s and women's intercollegiate
athletics, but further establishes an
even closer relationship in the areas
of tegching. research and public ser-
vice.

There was little discussion
Thursday involving the seven regents
who participated in a telephone con-
ference call at a special board meet-
ing. A quick vote was taken with no
one dissenting.

A8BM Athletic Director Wally Grofl
said he had mixed emotions about
the vote, saying while it was good for
his school he was “‘sad for the
schools not invited.”

The decision, however, was not
difficult, he said.

“If you're not moving forward,
you're moving backward,”’ Groff
said. “We needed to move forward.
It was really a decision-about what’s
best for our athletic program.

“Aggies are tradition-minded, and
I'm an Aggie,”” he added. “‘But
change is inevitable."

Texas ARM, Baylor and Texas are
charter members of the SWC, which
organized in 1914. Texas Tech
joined in 1956.

Baylor's decision to quit came
Wednesday, just days after the Big
Eight made its proposal wooing the

B

four so-called **haves” of the SWC.
The offer excluded Houston, Rice,
Southern Methodist and Texas
Christian, who have been dubbed the
league’s “have nots.”

The A&M board vote gave Gage
authority to negotiate with the Big
Eight with the purpose of gaining the
Aggies membership in the confer-
ence.

In its motion, the board also gave
Gage power “to do all acts necessary
to terminate the membership of
Texas A&M University in the
Southwest Conference."”

Ross Margraves, chairman of the
Board of Regents, said the decision
to leave the SWC was “difficult and
easy.”

“It's difficult from the standpoint
that everyone's disappointed it did
not include all the members of the
SWC.

“From the standpoint it dramati-
cally improves both the women's and
men’s athletics at Texas A&M, it was
easy.”
