Alamo Flag may come home after years in captivity
; FORT WORTH (AP) -  The 
;Alamo flag captured and 
^talned by Mexico could 
l«turn to Texas after 158 years 
)n a proposed exchange aided 
by the f t ^  trade agreement, 
ftate officials say.

Carlos Truan, D- 
ik»i>us Christ!, was to meet 
today with William Gooch, 
iltrector o f the Texas Library 
hnd Archives Commission, and 
h representative o f Gov. Ann 
Richards to discuss how to pro-
teed.

; The flag, captured at Texas’ 
ttirine of independence in 1836,

has been displayed at a Mexico 
City museum, with the govern­
ment there having rebuffed ear­
lier requests for its return.

But the North American Free 
Trade Agreement has prompted 
a new cooperative spirit that 
could result in an exchange for 
three tattered Mexican flags 
captured after the Battle of San 
Jacinto.

“ In my opinion, current trade 
relations are at their highest,” 
'Truan told the Fort Worth Star- 
Telegram. “ I am going to be 
proposing that we ask the 
Mexican government to look

into the possible exchange for 
any and all Texas flags in their 
possession."

Truan said there’s a sense of 
urgency since the three 
Mexican flags in Texas’ hands

need costly restoration. The 
Mexican consul raised the pos­
sible trade during a recent 
meeting about a Texas-Mexico 
teacher-exchange program, he 
said.

Measuring 45 by 34 inches, 
the blue “ Alamo flag” is made 
of crude cotton, trimmed in 
gold and embroidered with a 
picture of an eagle with a ban­
ner in its beak, saying, “ God 
and Liberty.”

The banner is also embla­
zoned with the words “ 1st 
Company of Texein Volunteers 
from New Orleans.”

Mexican officials have previ­
ously said it rightfully belongs 
in that country because of their 
victory at the Alamo.

But Truan said Mexican 
Consul Armando Beteta of 
Corpus Christ! described an

increasing interest in Mexico 
securing the return of the three 
flags, which were confiscated 
from battalions from 
Matamoros, Toluca and 
Guerrero on April 21, 1836.

The battalions were under the 
comm£ind of General Antonio 
Lopez de Santa Anna, who 
defeated a force of Texans 
under command of Lt. Col. 
William Barret Travis on 
March 6, 1836.

The flag taken from the 
Texans has been displayed 
since early this century at 
Mexico’s Museum of the 
Interventions at Chapultepec 
Castle.

I'ougher attendance 
policy is adopted

* A  tougher policy designed to 
improve attendance in the Big 
Spring Independent School 
District was approved by board 
o f trustee members Thursday 
night.

During their meeting, board 
members adopted a revised pol­
icy dealing with absences. ’The 
new policy creates excused and 
unexcused absences.
.) Unexcused absences include 
truancy, suspension if  makeup 
work is not completed in a rea­
sonable length of time, car trou­
ble, family vacations or trips.
•r By law, suspensions are 
txcusable absences but the stu­
dent has a certain amount of 
days to complete any missed 
work and if  they do not, the 
absence is then considered 
unexcused.

For example, i f  a student is 
suspended for three days, they 
have three days to makeup the 
Work once they return.
. Unexcused absences will 
result in grade penalties to be 
decided on the campus level. 
Board member Glynna Mouton 
asked if  the penalties would be 
the same across the board at all 
elementary schools. Mouton 
said, *I don't want to see certain 
penalties for one school and 
they be different at another 
school at the same grade level.* 
„ Superintendent Bill
McQueary added, ’ the grade 
penalties will be the same at 
Mch elementary school far each 
grade level.*
* Before this new policy was 
l^ p ted , there was no penalty 
Ibr being absent ffom school 
Mcause the student was allowed 
io make up grades arid class 
Irork. ’Reports show that good 
Idtendance means students per- 
flbrm better in school You can't 
turn your back on these statis- 
ttcs ,* said McQueary.

The Big Spring Independent 
School District Board of 
Trustees discussed or approved 
the following items;

• Members have decided to 
take under consideration a 
request by the Crossroads Little 
Football League to use 
Blankenship football field for 
their games this fall. 
Superintendent Bill McQueary 
told trustees he could not make 
the recommendation to allow 
the games to be played on the 
field because the grass not in 
good shape and it is already 
used almost every day of the 
week for practice or competi­
tion games. Trustees will look 
at several options before mak­
ing a final decision.

• Members approved a request 
by the Texas Education Agency 
for the school district to be 
involved in a statewide auto­
mated student follow up. BSISD 
is one o f 40 districts chosen in 
the state to participate. The 
pilot program is designed to fol­
low students to see where they 
go after high school graduation.

• Members approved bid for 
science education supplies and 
equipment, cafeteria food, sup­
plies and equipment.

• Members were given a copy 
o f the TAAS (Texas Assessment 
of Academic Skills) results for 
grades three through eight as 
well as 10th grade. Most cam­
puses scored at or above the 
state average in reading and 
writing but slightly lower on 
the mathematics portion of the 
test. A detailed look at the 
TAAS scores w ill be in 
Sunday's paper.

and we can't do that anymore. 
This new policy will strengthen 
the school district and our 
attendance,* he added.

The state allows a student to 
be in school only 90 percent of 
the time, which translates to 
letting a child miss 15 days of 
school. BSISD officials say that 
is too lenient and came up with 
the tougher policy.

Boone
signs
reform
pledge

Republican Congressional 
candidate Phil Boone signed the 
Americans for Tax Reform’s 
Health Care Protection Pledge, 
promising not to support health 
care reform that imposes man­
dates or restricts individual 
choices regarding health care.

Boone was in Big Spring 
Thursday afternoon to attend a 
meeting of the Howard County 
Republican Women’s Club.

Boone, challenging incumbent 
Charles Stenholm for the right 
to represent the 17th 
Congressional District of Texas, 
said, "There will be a lot of 
momentum (in political cam­
paigns) after the August recess 
and I want to make a clear dis­
tinction between my opponent 
and myself. I oppose any form 
of government-run health care.*

The Abilene native is also 
pushing the issue of leadership 
in his campaign, saying his pri­
orities would be to see term lim­
itations, a full presidential line- 
item veto, less government 
spending, congressional com­
mittee reform, and accountabili­
ty and competition in health 
ceu'e.

Boone sees the current politi­
cal system as having failed the 
American people. He said, "The 
political system rewards senior­
ity, which benefits the politi­
cians. We need to reward inno­
vation and results, which would 
benefit the people.*

With health care reform the 
lead issue this political season, 
Boone said, in opposing govern­
ment controls on health care, 
’You'll never hear me say some­
thing is better than nothing as 
my opponent did at a town 
meeting in Abilene.*

The pledge signed by Boone 
says he will vote against any 
health care legislation that; 
mandates cost on businesses

and Individuals; rations health 
care or establishes price con­
trols; increases taxes under any 
name or guise; and restricts or 
limits choices consumers now 
enjoy.

One concern Boone has is the 
tremendous amount of waste 
occuring in the Medicare and 
Medicaid programs.

He said, ’Medicare and 
Medicaid so poorly fUnd sex- 
penses associated with their ser­
vices. They cover about 45 per­
cent and we, the taxpayers, 
cover the rest. The system is 
broken and we need to find a 
way to fix it.*

And to cut down on abuses in 
such programs^ Boone said, 
'Any health care reform we 
have should make sure that the 
first dollars come from the 
patients' pocket, even if  in the 
form o f very small deductibles.

Boone said the Michel Plan is 
important because it will work 
without tax hikes, rationing, or 
placing limitations on, con­
sumer choice.

’We can address the problems 
in health care without turning 
it into a government-run indus­
try,’ Boone said. ’Creating a 
massive federal bureaucracy for 
a national health plan would be 
a disaster, not a solution.

’Charlie Stenholm has lost 
touch on health care. He has 
somehow decided that to accom­
plish anything, we need to cre­
ate more programs and spend 
more money, and that's just not 
how it works."

The primary focus o f this trip 
to Big Spring, according to 
Boone, was health care, but he 
did express his thoughts and 
concerns about other issues 
such as Haiti. ,

He said, ’ It's a travesty for us 
ie.ILS.1 to have even jDartici-

With several plans now float­
ing around Congress, Boone 
said he supports the Michel 
Health Plan, with 140 co-spon- 
sors in the House, which has 
measures that protect con­
sumers, including coverage for 
pre-existing conditions, insur­
ance portability for people who 
move or change jobs, and cover­
age for small businesses and the 
self-employed.

Boone said that there is not 
justification for invading Haiti 
and as for refugees, the U.S.

Board members also approved 
a waiver request for the 1994-95 
school year to allow juniors and 
seniors to be exempt from 
semester finals if  they meet cer­
tain grade and attendance 
requirements.

’ This is another way to 
encourage students to come to 
school. If they have a headache 
or something and know they 
don't have anymore absences, 
they will come on to school in 
order to keep from taking 
finals,’ added Bowermon.

The plan that was adopted by 
board members is as follows:

• Academic average 90 or 
above with five or less days 
absence

• Academic average of 80 or 
above with four or less days 
absence
■' • Average between 75-79 with 

three or less days absence
• Average 70-74 with perfect 

attendance
If a student meets the above 

guidelines, they will not have to 
take a semester final. However, 
i f  they want to take the final in 
an effort to improve their grade, 
the student can do so.

Congresmeii to fight 
for $)B4 million in 
military construction

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Ihxas 
congressmen say they will fight 
to restore 184 million In mili­
tary construction funds fbr 
Texas , qiproved by the House 
but not included In a bUl being 
considered by the Senate.

Texas Democratic Senate 
hopeful Richard Fisher is accus­
ing his Republican opponent) 
Sen. Kay Badley Hutchison,* of 
dropping the ball by not Insert­
ing the funds In the Srniate ver­
sion.

Mrs. Hutchison, who sits on 
the Senate Anned Services 
Committee, retorts that Pisher 
doesn’t understand the Senate’s 
procedures. She says Its prac­
tice Is to omit the I^se-pam ed  
military construction funds in 
ksvor of its own projects. The 
two bills then are then recon­
ciled In conference committee.

Texas GOP Sen. Phil Gramm, 
who sits on the defense appro­
priations subcommittee, 
appears to rely on the same 
principle.

“If the process works this year 
as it has woitted in previous 
years, the conference committee 
will meet, hear the arguments 
fbr aU the projects and approve 
funding fbr the vast majority 
whether they are contained in 
the House bill or the Senate 
bill,’’ said Gramm press secre­
tary Larry NeaL

At issue is some $84 million 
for Texas above the funding 
being sought by the Defense 
Deputment fbr military instal­
lations next year. The |84 mil­
lion, known as add-on money, 
was inserted by nine House 
members.
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None of the $560 million in 
add-ons contained In the Senate 
bill is earmarked fbr Texas.

In an .interview Thursday. 
Mrs. Hutchison expressed confi­
dence the $84 million would 
emerge unscathed once House 
and Smiate negotiators hammer 
out their differences. Hie same 
scenario, she said, toede place 
last year.

‘“niey wUl all be funded,’’ she 
said. “ That’s always the way it 
operates.” ^

Asked why she didn’t include 
add-ons o f her own, the senator 
said: “ I got no requests because 
(military officials in Texas) go 
through the congressmen ... 
Had we had one, o f course I 
would have put one in.”

Fisher accused his rival of 
hypocrisy for touring defense 
installations during the Fourth 
o f July recess but not fighting 
for them in Washington.

“ There she is flying around 
the state and politicizing our 
defense establishments at tax­
payer expense, yet at the same 
time she’s not putting her 
weight into the discussion of 
how we maintain these facilities 
so they are combat ready,”  he 
said.

Countered Mrs. Hutchison: 
“ He just doesn’t understand the 
process.”

“ It is premature for him to say 
that we have lost a Texas pro­
ject — because we’re not going 
to lose a Texas project,” she 
added. “ He’s going to have to 
understand you can’t win if you 
try to break the rules.”

Comptroller, CJB 
feuding over 
number of 
prison beds

AUSTIN (AP ) — A spokesman 
for state Ck>mptroller John 
Sharp says the Texas Board of 
Criminal Justice is “ a group of 
bureaucratic terrorists” unwill­
ing to seek out new ways to save 
money.

On Thursday, the criminal 
Justice board said space restric­
tions and constitutional require­
ments prevent them from 
adding 5,500 prison beds to 
existing facilities as recoin 
mended by Sharp's performance 
review team.

“ Nothing has changed at 
TDCJ (Texas Department of 
Criminal Justice),” s.aid Slmrp 
spokesman Greg Hartman. 
“ They use people’s fear of crime 
to bloat their own budgets and 
salaries and refuse to even con­
sider new ideas to save money.”

An audit by Sharp’s office 
released earlier tins year had 
recommended tliat several 
aging Texas prisons, many of 
which are 30 years old or older, 
might have room for 5,500 more 
beds. The audit said Texas, 
which has a backlog of state 
felons in county jails, was wnst 
ing millions of dollars by not 
adding the b«ls.

MARSHALL (AP) — Four chil­
dren who appeared severely 
malnourished were removed 
from the home of a Harrison 
County couple who have been 
charged with injuring their 9- 
year-old adopt'd son, ofllcials 
said.

The four, two adopted chil­

dren and twin foster children 
ranging in age from 6 to 9, were 
removed last week. One child 
had a black eye and bruises, 
while another was found in a 
weed-choked pen, officials said.

“ I’ve never seen anything like 
it,”  said Detective Mike 
Alexander of the Harrison 
County sheriffs department.

“ When 1 saw the child in that 
pen, clutching tht' fence and 
looking out at us ... it looked 
like something picked out of a 
World War II co'nccntration 
camp scene. The child was skin 
on bones and he was pi*nned up 
in those weeds with a couple of 
dirty toys. ... I couldn’t believe 
it.”

Hawkish about Haiti
WASHINGTON (AP ) -  This 

time, the hawks tend to be 
Democrats and liberals, ready 
for U.S. military Intervention 
now or soon to oust the gener­
als running HaitL What’s 
more, they’re arguing that 
President Clinton should act 
on his own, one Democrat say­
ing he need not be guided by 
Congress or public opinion.

That is no small role reversal 
after two decades o f congres­
sional efforts to rein the war­
making power o f presidents.

On Haiti, Republicans tried, 
unsuccessfully, to require that 
Clinton get congressional clear­
ance before any military 
action. Now their leaders argue 
that the military option should­
n’t be foreelosed, but it should­
n’t be used either.

While that’s a switch, there 
is political logic to it with a 
Democrat in thw White House. 
And the inconsistency is bipar­
tisan anyhow. When William 
Gray III, Clinton’s special 
envoy on Haiti, was reminded 
on a TV  talk show that he and 

- eUier libend House members * 
once opposed U.S. action 
against teftlkt dictatorships ih 
Central America, he said his 
advice to the president is 
"based upon where we are in 
the Western Hemisphere in 
1994, not ’84, not ’74.’ ’

’The broader war powers 
issue went beyond party lines 
when Congress tried to define 
its role in-the era o f unde­
clared conflicts. 'That hasn’t 
been done yet; the war powers 
resolution, enacted 21 years 
ago overriding a Republican 
veto, was meant to create a 
workable system, but it hasn’t.

Clinton was as firm as his 
Republican predecessors in 
telling Congress not to unduly 
infringe on his presidential 
power to use U.S. forces when

I '
American interests are threat­
ened.

He did so nine months ago, 
in blunting a Senate GOP 
attempt to require advance 
congressional approval should 
he decide to send troops to 
Haiti.

"Successive administrations 
have found it critical in world 
affairs to be able to state that 
no option has beeh ruled out,’ ’ 
he wrote at the time, „  _

'Translated out o f the diplo­
matic, that means presidents 
want to be able to threaten mil­
itary action and make it believ­
able. Clinton has been trying 
to do so on Haiti since 1993 as 
the administration seeks to 
oust the military regime there 
and restore the elected presi­
dent, Jean-Bertrand Aristide.

He still is. "It certainly vali­
dates the position we’ve taken 
so far that that’s an option we 
shouldn’t rule out," Clinton 
said Monday after the Haitian 
regime ordered international 
human rights monitors out of 
the country.

Intervention ought to be 
Clinton’s call alone, according 
to two leaders o f the

Congressional Black Caucus, 
which has been pressing for 
tougher steps.

“ I don’t think that the 
Congress or popularity polls of 
people in the United States 
should guide what the presi­
dent does," Rep. Charl^ 
Rangel, D-N.Y., said in a TV 
interview. In another, he said 
invasion should not be a sub­
ject on which "we take polls- 
and ask whether Americ|Ui$/or 
whether the Congress wants to 
put our boys and girls in har­
m’s way.”

The caucus chairman. Rep. 
Kweisi Mftime, D-Md., said 
invasion should be the last 
option, and one left "ftiUy up 
to the president.” Mftune said 
other options include a naval 
blockade or air strikes.

Sen. Bob Graham, D-Fla., 
said the administration should 
try to push the militant gov­
ernment out with economic 
sanctions for another 30 days 
and then either admit that it 
can’t be done or move to the 
threat and possible use o f mili­
tary force. He said he doubted 
the sanctions would suffice.

U.S. invasion of Haiti 
seem s aim ost inevitabie

WASHINGTON (AP ) -  An 
invasion o f Haiti may not be 
imminent, but it appears 
inevitable unless military lead­
ers give up control o f the 
Caribbean country, some mem­
bers o f Congress say.

Adding to the speculation. 
U.N. Ambassador Madeleine 
Albright said Thursday that 12 
Latin American countries have 
agreed to contribute troops to a 
peacekeeping force.

And the Pentagon said an 
invasion-control ship.., ^wlll 
arrive Saturday in ’  the 
Caribbean. Joining the Navy 
fleet off the Haiti’s shores.

Vice President A1 Gore said 
an invasion o f Haiti "certainly 
is not imminent." In an inter­
view with Canadian television. 
Gore said the administration 
first wants to exam ine'the 

•' j1

impact o f tightened sanctions 
against the military regime.

"Let us evaluate whether or 
not this might yet increase the 
pressure to the point where a 
negotiated solution might be 
feasible," Gore said in the taped 
interview, to be broadcast 
Sunday.

Sen. Sam Nunn, D-Ga., chair­
man o f the Senate Armed 
Services Committee, said his 
sense from administration 
briefings was that “ events are 
moving in that direction," 
toward an invasion.

An invasion itself could be 
accomplished quickly, several 
senators said. The problem is 
the aftermath and the quagmire 
that would develop without an 
internationally supported plan 
for restoring a democratic gov­
ernment to Haiti..:.:

Teen arrested in killing of Good Samaritan
MIAMI (AP) — A 16-year-oId 

boy was arrested Thurs^y and 
charged in the robbery and 
killing of a man police say had 
stopped to help an accident vic­
tim.

Charles Bells. 44, was on a 
shopping errand for his mother 
when he hit a girl who darted 
into the path of his car. When he 
got out of his car to check on the 
slightly injured girl, he was beat­
en, shot and robbed by a mob.

The boy in custody "was part of 
the crowd that was there. He par­
ticipated in the robbery," said 
Metro-Dade police Detective Gary 
Smith.

The teen-ager was charged with 
armed robbery and first-degree 
felony murder. Tips from the 
community led to the arrest.

Smith said the boy had been 
arrested previously on charges of 
assaulting a police officer, resist­
ing arrest and “an assortment of

similar stuff,”  but was never con­
victed.

Bells was beaten with fists and 
a bottle Tuesday evening and was 
shot in the front seat of his car as 
he fried to get away, police said.

"This started as an accident 
where the law requires you to 
stop and render assistance, and 
Mr. Bells did Just that and got 
shot and killed for it.”  said police 
Detective Marie Duboulay.

N. Korea demanding 
condolences from S. Korea

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) — 
North Korea returned to form 
today, making its first official 
criticism o f the Seoul govern­
ment since the death o f the 
North Korean president a week 
ago.

The North criticized South 
Korea for putting its military 
on alert following Kim II Simg’s 
death last Friday, and accused 
it o f “ rashly igniting a fire at a 
ftmeral home."

"The rude behavior is beyond 
norms o f behavior and without 
morals,”  the North’s Korean 
Central News Agency said, 
according to the South’s gov­
ernment-run Naewoe Press.

North Korea also demanded 
condolences from the South, 
Naewoe said. The South has 
said it w ill not send otmdo-

lences the death o ( Kim, who 
started the bloody 1950-53 
Korean War.

The South treated the long­
time leader’s death as a mili­
tary emergency, fearing a 
power struggle might erupt and 
spill across the border. But 
Kira’s son and handpicked heir, 
Kira Jong n, appears to have 
consolidated power. The South 
eased its alert Thursday.

Meanwhile, President Clinton 
and South Krarean President 
Kira Young-sara spoke by tele­
phone today tor the first time 
since the Northern leader’s 
death, the South Korean presi­
dent’s office said.

The two reaffirmed their 
resolve to woik together to 
rseolve the dispute over the 
Norm’s nuclear prc^pran.

Different name, new players.
Same success.
Cardinals, a Big Spring men’s 

softball team formerly known 
as Da Boyz, will be making its 
second consecutive trip to the 
Triple Crown of Softhan World 
Finals Aug. 18-21 in Steamboat 
Springs, Colo. The team has 
already achieved most o f the 
dreams of coach Chuck Msmtln, 
who formed the team four sea­
sons ago under the name 
Mama’s Boyz.

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Explore night sky at state park

Have you ever looked up at 
the night sky and wondered 
what the stars and planets 
looked like up close? If so, you 
might want to spend Saturday 
evening at the Big Spring State 
Park.

The West Texas Astronomy 
Club and the San Angelo 
Stargazers will be in town with 
their telescopes pointed at the 
sky so residents can see the 
summer constellations and 
other heavenly bodies.

“ You w ill be able to see 
Jupiter and Venus, and nebula, 
which are gaseous clouds. Also, 
the bright star that is to the 
right o f Jupiter called Spica 
can be seen through the tele­
scope,” said Park Manager Ron 
Alton.

“ We m ight be able to see 
some o f what is left o f Comet 
Shoemaker-Levy 9 after its 
scheduled impact with 
Jupiter,” he added. “The first of 
five days of impact o f what is 
left o f the comet w ill occur 
Saturday night."

Sonny Choate w ill ^Iso pre­
sent a program during the 
viewing.

“ I’ll be giving a slide presenta­
tion o f some pictures that I 
bought from observatories who 
used their huge telescopes to 
view the planets. I’ll be show­
ing other galaxies, constella­
tions and what’s in them, stars 
that are exploding, dying and 
being bom,” he explained.

Constellations that may be 
visible through the telescope 
after the presentation include 
the Swan,  ̂ Scorpion, 
Sagittarius, Leo the Lion, 
Hercules, Northern Crown and 
the Big Dipper. “ I ’ll be giving 
two shows so that everyone can 
see the pictures, then use the 
telescopes," he said.

Alton suggests that people 
carpool to the park because of 
limited space.

Park entrance fee is $3 per 
vehicle. Heritage Museum 
members and those w ith a 
Texas Conservation Passport 
will be admitted at no charge. 
The event is scheduled to start 
8:30 p.m. at the Upper Picnic 
Pavilion.

Bring a flashlight and binocu­
lars. The front gate closes at 
9:15, so arrive early. For more 
information, contact Alton at 
263-4931.

condemned to everlasting 
damnatitm.

" I  couldn’t maintain a low 
pro file  anymore because an 
alarm had to bb sounded to the 
w orld ," the 72-year-old 
Camping said in a telephone 
in terview  from his office In 
Oaklmid, Calif. "The Judgment 
throne Is coming. In a few days 
it w ill be here.”

No one knows the extent o f 
Camping’s following, but when 
Septm n^ comes and goes with 
no apocalyptic event there will 
be thousands o f disillusioned 
Christians, say some prominent 
evangelical scholars who take 
Camping seriously enough to 
publicly rebut him in debates-

" I ’m a little  b il afralJ of 
what’s going to happen in 
October 1994,”  said Tremper 
Longman III  o f Westminster 
Theological Seminary in 
Philadelphia.

Camping has devised his own 
system for dating biblical 
events that fits into a plan of 
salvation history in which key 
events occur in 1,000 year peri­
ods.

He says'Jesus Christ was 
bom 2,000 years ago and David 
ascended the throne o f Israel 
3,000 years ago, two events that 
point to this year as the time 
for another major event along 

' the millennial time line.

'The period o f tribulation fore- 
• cast in b ib lica l books that 
would occur before the end 
times began In May 1968,18,000 
years aftn- the world was creat- 

• ed In 11,013 B.C., according to 
Camping’s dateline. It was in 
1988 that Satan was turned 
loose on the Earth, and church­
es have been teaching what he

}

calls "false gospels’’ that ignore 
the concepts of hell and damna­
tion. In May 1988, Camping was 
relieved of his duties teaching 
an adult Bible class In his for­
mer church In Alameda, Calif., 
because of his apocalyptic pre­
dictions.

Working from the May 1988 
date, he arrived at September 
1994 as the date o f the end of 
the world by taking literally a 
reference In the eighth chapter 
o f the Book o f Daniel to a 
vision  o f a sanctuary being 
rebuilt 2,300 days after it was 
desecrated.

Evangelical scholars say 
Camping’s theory is ground­
less, that his dating system is 
his own invention and he has 
manipulated a Bible that con­
sistently teaches no one w ill 
know the hour o f the final Judg- 
mmt.

"He totally misuses virtually 
every  b ib lica l text that he

The lightning strike hit a 
transformer, blew through a 
fuse box and surged along an 
extension cord to the refrigera­
tor.

The charge hurled Gebo to 
the ground and burned a hole 
in the side of her left foot.

She was treated at Rutland 
Regional Medical Center. When 
she was released, she went to a 
service at a ne«rby Baptist 
church with her father.

The Southwestern Baptist 
Theological Seminary is the 
largest in the Southern Baptist 
Convention, with more than 
3,000 students.

HONOLULU (A P ) -  The 
planned beatification o f The 
Rev. Damien de Veuster, 
delayed this year because of a 
broken leg suffered by Pope 
John Paul II, is being pushed 
back until next year, church 
officials said.

Nancy Jones, director of the 
Retired and Senior Volunteer 
Program (RSVP) in Big Spring 
since May, might be considered 
a rarity by some.

She loves her Job. In fact, 
she’s loved all three Jobs_ she’s 
had in the three years since 
she and her husband moved 
here from Amarillo.

However, she’s found the job 
she thinks she w ill love most, 
because it brings her close to 
her favorite group o f people- 
senior citizens.

" I love senior citizens,” she 
said. “ They ’ re fun. When I 
worked at Security State Bank, 
I asked if I could have a senior 
citizens line.” That wasn’t pos­
sible, but seniors were so 
drawn to Jones that she was 
able to serve most o f them any­
way.

Her next job, at Canterbury 
Homes, put her in the midst of 
about 200 senior citizens. When 
former RSVP d irector Mary 
Garner retired, Jones seemed 
to be a natural for the position.

In itia lly , she was a little  
intimidated by having to deal 
with four budgets—city, coun­
ty, state and federal. RSVP is a 
federally-funded program, and 
a 20-member advisory council 
assists Jones and oversees her 
work.

‘"rhe council has been so sup­
portive,” she said. "They 've  
just been wonderful. I ’ve been 
really lucky.”

She also has a senior citizen 
assistant, Clarie Conger, who 
helps her with her work and

keeps the fun atmosphere 
going.

Jones hopes she can translate 
her enthusiasm for the job into 
effective recruitment of more 
volunteers for the program. 
About 300 people age 55 or 
older currently participate, but 
she hopes to expand that to 400 
participants.

The senior volunteers help at 
a number o f local places, 
including the hospitals, the 
Meals on Wheels program and 
the Spring City Senior Center.

However, more volunteers 
are needed, especially for 
places such as Northside 
Community Center and area 
child care centers. Jones would 
also like to see RSVP become 
more involved with literacy 
programs and minority groups.

“ It ’s a delicate balance o f 
finding the need and finding 
the person to meet it,” she said. 
“We tend to have a lot of one or 
the other.”

She also plans to become per­
sonally involved in finding new 
recruits for the program. “ I 
have a lot o f calls to make. 
There are a lot o f people out 
there who’d like to volunteer 
but don’t know how. I want to 
get a hold of these people.”

Managing several hundred 
volunteers and four budgets 
isn’t easy. “ It’s a lot of fun. but 
i t ’s a challenge,” she said. 
Jones feels her love for seniors 
and for working with numbers 
have prepared her well.

Senior citizens interested in 
becoming involved with RSVP 
can call Jones at 264-2397 or 
stop by her office at the Spring 
City Senior Center.
