Lawmakers begin search for solution

Texas lawmakers will be fac-
ing the first overhaul of the
juvenile justice system in 20
years when they convene next
month.

Juvenile crime and arrests are
up significantly and legislators
are searching for solutions to
the problems.

Statistics show juvenile
arrests rose from 83,700 in 1983
to more than 152,000 in 1993.
One out of four childrenr in
Texas lives in poverty and the
state ranks third for teenage
pregnancy and seventh in the
nation for high school dropouts,
according to the associated
press. :

Among the solutions lawmak-
ers will be looking at are build-
ing more detention facilities,
locking up more young offend-
ers longer and lowering the age
for teenage suspects to be tried
as adults.

Governor-elect George Bush
made juvenile crime a cam-
paign focus and is proposing to
lower from 15 to 14 the age at
which offenders can be tried as
adults. Bush would send those
found guilty to adult prisons,

The Commission on Children
and Youth has made a list of
proposals to give to lawmakers
in January to revamp the juve-
nile justice system:

*A long-term “wish list” for
health and welfare program
improvements, would cost more
more than $1 billion during the
next two years.

*Specifically recommended
$141 million in additional state
funding for the next two-year
budget period including:

- $50 million in matching
grants for local prevention and

early intervention programs.

- $25 million in matching
funds to make public schools
safer by developing alternative

education programs for expelled
students.

- $56 million for 576 additional
Texas Youth Commission beds
for violent and habitual juvenile
offenders. This proposal would
also expand the list of serious
offenses for which juveniles
could be sentenced to TYC and
then transferred to adult prison
if they can’t be rehabilitated.

“The best way to help most
children is to prevent problems
from occurring in the first
place. We must recognize the
inevitable link between the
neglect of our state’s young chil-
dren and the increase costs we
pay in the long run,” the Com-
mission on Children and Youth
said in a report to the legisla-
ture.

The commission is an 18-mem-
ber panel of private citizens and
legislators appointed by Gov.

No progress made iIn
getting pilot released

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) —
American officials were opti-
mistic today about the release of
American pilot Bobby Hall, held
captive by North Korea for
more than a week, despite a
high-level meeting that yielded
“no substantive progress.”

United Nations officjals dis-
cussed Hall’s release with North
Korean army generals at the
truce village of Panmunjom, in
the Demilitarized Zone that sep-
arates the two Koreas.

“No substantive progress was
made, and the KPA would not
set a date for Hall’'s release,
maintaining that their investi-
gation into the incident was still
continuing,” the United Nations
Combined Forces Command
said in a statement.

But Jim Coles, spokesman for
U.S. and U.N. forces in South
Korea, said “The meeting itself
is a positive sign.”

Hall has been held since his
U.S. Army helicopter strayed
into North Korea on Dec. 17 and

either was shot down or
crashed. His co-pilot, Chief War-
rant Officer David Hilemon,
was killed. Hilemon’s body was
returned last Thursday.

The command said U.N. offi-
cials “continued to press for
Hall’s immediate return and
stressed that the border cross-
ing was inadvertent and a rou-
tine training flight.”

The officers agreed to meet
again ““in the near future.”
Coles said it was possible anoth-
er session could be held today.

U.S. Rep. Bill Richardson,
who helped worked out the
repatriation of Hilemon's body,
had said North Korea had
agreed to free Hall “‘very soon.”

Pyongyang has said Hall is {n
good health but has allowed no
foreign contact with him.

Hope remains despite a
year blotted with tragedy

When he roared off toward the
stars last Jan. 8, to spend 1994 in
orbit, cosmonaut Valery
Polyakov had a simple wish for
his return: ‘“See you in a bet-
ter world.”

The upbeat Russian may be
let down when he catches up on
the year he missed:

True, 1994 was a year for
peace (Israel and Ireland),
progress (the Channel Tunnel,
democracy in South Africa) and
piosperity (fatter bottom lines
from Auckland to Zurich).

But it also was the year of
Rwanda, lush, lethal Rwanda,
where what happened in a few
days and weeks of 1994 was
enough to cast a shadow over
Polyakov’s planet for years to
come, where man reminded

himself that a better world is
not, after all, at hand.

As 1994 began, Pope John Paul
Il told a New Year’s audience
that peace ‘‘must be born in the
depths of minds and hearts.” In
the months that followed, some
did reach deep.

The old East and the old West
worked on their new friendship,
NATO offering a “Partnership
for Peace’” to ex-adversaries of
Eastern Europe, Russian troops
pulling out of eastern Germany
and the Baltics.

The uncovering of a Kremlin
mole at the heart of the CIA
barely chilled the atmosphere.

People on both sides of the
legalized gambling issue already
are working behind the scenes,
preparing for a battle when the

Legislature convenes in January. See page 3.

The United States reached
across the Pacific, too, to
rebuild on the ruins of old hate,
lifting the U.S. trade embargo
on Vietnam.

But peace’'s most dramatic
gains in 1994 came in two places
where the strife is rooted in
dim, distant history

The Palestine Liberation
Organization signed a detailed
agreement with Israel and took
over some Israeli-occupied terri-
tory, a big step in what the
PLO's Yasser Arafat called the
“march of peace’’ between Arab
and Jew. Then, Israel and
neighbor Jordan formally ended
46 years of war.

In Ireland, too, the weight of
history eased in 1994, as the
Irish Republican Army

hour for hour community ser-
vice. If the child skips an hour
of school, he or she and their
parent should each do an hour
of community service,” com-
mented Thompson-Bradberry.

Currently, 64 juveniles are on
probation in the 118th district
and range in age from 10 to 17.
The majority of their crimes are
burglary and theft.

Thompson-Bradberry adds she
does not object to Bush's pro-
posal of lowering the age of
when a child can be tried as an
adult. If the state does approve
additional funding, she would
like to see the money used to
hire additional officers and give
the probation department more
local control.

“Punishing the child as soon
as they commit a crime is a key
to keeping them from being
repeat offenders. I don’t have
faith in rehabilitating because
many don’t want to change. But
now that we have an eight-bed
detention facility right here,
I've seen the numbers of repeat
offenders go down.

“The juvenile has to deal with
the police officer when they are
arrested and then with the
judge. Once they are found
guilty, they can be put into the
detention facility and not wait
three months to be punished.
Children need structure and
their punishment must be expe-
dient to help curb the recidi-
vism rate,” Thompson-Bradber-

ry said.

The facility opened in March
1987 and holds juvenile offend-
ers for a weekend or short peri-
od of time. Sometimes, the
offender will be able to attend
school during the week but
have to stay in the facility over

the weekend. Thompson-Brad-
berry says this helps because
the child stays in school but has
their free time taken away.

The more serious offenders
would be taken to the Texas
Youth Commission in Sweetwa-
ter or Fort Stockton, with only
five juveniles being sentenced
to TYC this year.

If a child or their family is
involved in drugs or alcohol and
on probation, the juvenile is
required to attend counseling
sessions on Thursday evenings.

The group session lasts about
90 minutes and licensed coun-
selors from the Permian Basin
Regional Planning Commission
Drug and Alcohol Council con-
duct the meetings.

The juvenile probation office
also buys those on probation
clothes, medicine, school sup-
plies and even takes them to
doctor or dentist appointments.

“Most of the juveniles on pro-
bation are poor or come from
broken homes. They have a
harder time making it so we
have these incentives to help
them out. They have a lack of
parental guidance and correc-
tion in the home that we can
provide,” Thompson-Bradberry
added

She continued by saying she
is thankful the Howard County
Commissioners support the
detention facility and provided
the money to build fit.

announced a cease-fire in its
bloody 25-year campaign to end
British control of Northern Ire-
land.

Still, elsewhere, some hearts
and minds turned to war.

In Mexico's southern state of
Chiapas, Indian peasants rose
up on New Year’'s Day in armed
revolt over old grievances. On
the Arabian Peninsula, Yemen's
northern and southern halves
fought a vicious two-month war.

Platoons of {nternational
mediators gained little ground
in long-running civil wars in
Afghanistan, Liberia and else-
where. Even where they tried
hardest, in the former
Yugoslavia, the United Nations
and NATO could not bring an
end to 3 years of conflict.

In 1994, however, the three
dozen wars bleeding the globe
became mere sideshows to the
awesome atrocities that
unreeled, before the eyes of a
disbelieving world, in central
Africa.

An airplane crash killing
Rwanda’s president was the
spark setting a nation ablaze.
Soldiers, militiamen and ordi-
nary villagers of Rwanda’s Hutu

majority abruptly set about
slaughtering the Tutsi minority.
It was the latest replay of an
ethnic blood feud, and the most
horrifying.

Rivers flowed with corpses.
Entire towns were dispatched
with machetes, bullets and
clubs. “There are no devils left
in hell,” a Western missionary
lamented. “They are all in
Rwanda.” In this holocaust
beyond calculation, only esti-

mates could be made: a half-mil-
lion people were believed mur-
dered.

Throughout, the world stood
by, wrung its hands. A hapless
U.N. secretary-general had a
word for the international paral-
ysis — “a scandal.”

This question of where and
how to intervene in an unruly
world vexed the major powers
repeatedly in 1994.

In his own backyard, Clinton
answered with old-style gunboat
diplomacy, sending an invasion
army toward Haiti, intimidating
its military dictators at the
eleventh hour to make way for
an elected president, who was
escorted back to power by the
U.S. Army.

Galveston'’s beach
being reconstruction

GALVESTON (AP) — Work
began this weekend on the $5
million project to bring in
710,000 cubic yards of sand to
reconstruct Galveston’s beach-
es, more than a year after resi-
dents voted to raise the sales tax
to fund fit.

Paralyzed officer
returns home

HOUSTON (AP) — It has been
only four months since officer

Merle Taylor’'s motorcycle col-
lided with a Lincoln Continen-
' tal in an accident that left him

paralyzed permanently from the
chest down.

But Taylor, 32, said he holds
no grudges against the woman
who reportedly ran a red light
and hit him last Aug. 23. He's
just happy to be alive. The
Houston police officer spent his
first night at home since the
accident Christmas Eve.

‘““A lot of people get depressed
at the holidays over what they
don’t have,” said Taylor, a 13-
year veteran of the Houston
Police Department. ‘“When you
get in my position, you think
about what you do have, not
what you don’t have.”

Taylor gets around in a
wheelchair. He can breathe and
eat by himself and has gained
coordinated use of his arms, bet-
ter than many of his hospital-
mates at the Institute for Reha-
bilitation and Research in the
Texas Medical Center.

But Saturday, he got the
Christmas present he’d been
hoping for: a quiet time at home
in Friendswood, happily ward-
ing off the Christmas Eve pleas
of his two children to open the
presents a day early.

He didn’t fare well on his last
report card. He received several
A's but got some C’s for not buy-
ing a school uniform and not
volunteering at the school.

“I couldn’t argue with her,”
Smith admitted. “It touched me.

If you can imagine getting a bad
report card from your child, it
can get to you more than getting
a call from a teacher.”

After
the last report card, he bought
his daughter that uniform and
attended this month's PTA
meeting.

Students who use this
uporthodox . method  have
noticed improvements in their
parents’ support at home and
involvement at school.

Sides ready for casino battle

DALLAS (AP) — People on
both sides of the legalized gam-
bling issue already are working
behind the scenes, preparing for
a battle when the Legislature
convenes in January.

In particular,
Hooper said, the breeders dis-
trust the proposed revenue-shar-
ing plans under discussion for
combined casino and horse-
track operations.

‘“We can row our own boat,”
he said.

Texans Against Gambling, a

Texarkana divided
more than usual

The “Twice as Nice” slogan
for the bi-state city of
Texarkana no longer seems
to fit.

Texarkana, Ark., has left
the chamber of commerce
that once represented it and
Texarkana on the Texas side,
and city officials express con-
cern about the loss of retail
businesses and jobs to their
Texas counterparts.

“Everybody’s always say-
ing that it doesn’t matter on
which side the cash register
rings, it helps the whole com-
munity,” said Londell
Willlams, the mayor of
Texarkana, Ark. ‘“Well then,
it won't hurt to have them
ringing on our side, will it?”

But they haven't been, at
least not to Williams’ liki

Williams said it would/help
if a three-state highway pro-*
ject now under consideration
comes through Arkansas
near Texarkana.

He and the city’s Economic
Development Commission
are concentrating on getting
proposed Interstate 49 to
come to Arkansas instead of
Texas.

“If it doesn't come our way,
you might as well ask the
last person leaving
Texarkana, Ark., to flip out
the lights,” Williams said.

Retailers are locating on
the Texas side because lend-
ing laws are more favorable
in Texas for businesses.

UTMB supply contract creates controversy

HOUSTON (AP) — The Uni-
versity of Texas Medical Branch
at Galveston has a special rea-
son for doing business with
QualitiCare, a Baltimore-based
distributor of medical and sur-
gical supplies.

The medical school is seeking
to comply with a Texas law that
requires state agencies to make
a good-faith effort to award at
least 30 percent of their total
value of contracts to historically
underutilized businesses, or
HUBs.

For a business to be certified
as a HUB, a minority or a
woman must own at least 51
percent and actively participate
in its operation.

QualitiCare is a new, minori-

ty-owned company in a business
dominated by three national
firms. But UTMB officials
believe QualitiCare has ‘“‘the
technology, resources and track
record to compete against the
national giants,” said Jeff Bon-
nardel, UTMB director of pur-
chasing.

The long-distance relationship
is only temporary. Construction
workers are finishing a 44,000
square-foot space for a new Qua-
litiCare warehouse in Houston.

By about Jan. 1, QualitiCare
executives expect the ware-
house to operating for the Hous-
ton-Galveston area, with an ini-
tial staff of 12 to 15 people.

In 1995, UTMB expects to do at
least $5 million worth of busi-
ness with QualitiCare out of its

$40 million medical and surgical
supply budget, said Richard
McFee, UTMB assistant vice
president for operations.

UTMB did about $19.6 million
in business with HUBs in fiscal
1994 of its total purchasing bud-
get of $195.4 million, McFee
said.

The QualitiCare deal is not
without controversy. Texas
already has a number of minor-
ity-owned businesses in the
medical supply industry that
were passed over in favor of the
Baltimore firm, said Bernice J.
Washington, a Dallas civic vol-
unteer and member of the Pro-
duce Commercialization Board
with the Texas Department of
Commerce.
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citizens’ group formerly known
as Texans Who Care, is organiz-
ing opposition to all legalized
gambling in Texas.

But to labor unions, casinos
mean jobs, said Gale Van Hoy of
the 75,000-member Texas Build-
ing and Construction Trades
Council.

“We're 100 percent for them,”
Van Hoy said. “‘Most casinos
are 100 percent union-built.”

Jerry Carroll, a part-owner of
still-lunopened Retama Race-
track in San Antonio, said his
support for casinos is purely
pragmatic.

“If Texas is going to have
them, then we absolutely must
have them at the track, too,”
said Carroll, who's also the
chairman of Turfway Park in
Covington, Ky. Retama co-
owner Joe Straus Jr. opposes
casinos for Texas.

In Corpus Christi, where own-
ers of the money-losing local
dog track hope to boost atten-
dance by offering additional
gambling as soon as possible,
the Chamber of Commerce cited
potential for “dramatic econom-

ic impact” in a decision to b}
casino legalization.

Meanwhile, seven of the
nation’s largest gaming compa
nies have banded together to
lohby for casino-style gambling,
despite opposition from Gov
elect George W. Bush.

Demos to try unity in effort to regain majority

WASHINGTON (AP) —
House Democrats claim, with a
straight face, that they are
energized by their new minori-
ty role and will win back
majority status in two years.
Republicans say their 230-seat
majority will grow even larger
in the 1996 elections.

No one knows who's right,
but Americans can count on
battles for party dominance
like none witnessed in decades.

While Republicans have cap-
tured center stage, touting
changes they plan for the 104th
Congress, Democrats have been
quietly planning their own
strategies.

“We've been under assault
from a minority, so we under-
stand (what works),” said
Democratic Rep. George Miller.

Miller, a northern Californi-

«-an with strong environmental
views, was known for his
ball tactics against pro-

t Republicans on
the Natural Resources Commft-
tee he chaired.

An 11-term House veteran
whose victory margins have
never dipped below 63 percent
since his first re-election in
1976, Miller is securely posi-

Yeltsin offers to
withdraw troops

MOSCOW (AP) — President
Boris Yeltsin today offered to
withdraw his troops from the
outskirts of the Chechen capital
and said it was time to end
Moscow's military campaign in
the breakaway Russian repub-
lic.

Yeltsin appeared to be indicat-
ing that he was prepared to
resume peace talks with
Chechen leaders who have so
far rejected his demands that
they disarm their supporters
and abandon their drive for
independence.

Yeltsin's comments to his
hawkish Security Council were
reported by the Interfax news
agency. The council has been a
major force behind the military
operation.

His offer, made two weeks
after he sent up to 40,000 sol-
diers into Chechnya, came amid
sharp disagreements within the
military, the parliament and the
Kremlin itself over his decision
to use military force.

Yeltsin said that the army
could be withdrawn to tempo-
rary points on the borders of the
Chechen republic.

Officer 12th in New York
to commit suicide in 1994

NEW YORK (AP) — Officer
Timothy Torres was planning
for the future, talking to police
counselors about becoming a
homicide detective like his
father.

Then, just before dawn Christ-
mas morning, he took a break
from walking his beat, stopped
into a Times Square restaurant
for a bite to eat — and shot him-
self in front of two stunned col-
leagues.

Torres, 26, was the 12th New
York City officer to commit suj-
cide this year, a post-Depres-
sion record.

“When 12 guys kill them-
selves, something’s not work-
ing,” said Frank Tuscano, a
police union board member and
founder of Cop Care Inc., a vol-

untary, nonprofit support group
for troubled officers. ‘‘These

guys are afraid of saying, ‘I

need help,” because then you're
weak.”

Some officers said Torres's
death underscored the need for
a system outside the depart-
ment to help police officers deal
with job pressures and domestic

problems.

Torres was spending his first
Christmas since divorcing his
wife six months ago and had
been ‘‘emotionally upset’
recently, said spokesman Sgt.
James Coleman.

But Lt. James Robert, who
met with Torres on Thursday tb
discuss the officer’'s career
plans, said he saw nothing then
that seemed reason for concern.

“He was fine,” Robert said.
‘“He was going to take some col-
lege courses. He was planning it
all out. ... He wanted to follow
in his father’s footsteps.”

The last assignment Torres
had before killing himself was
to talk an emotionally disturbed
man into going to a hospital to
get help.

Afterward, he took a break,
joined by officers Tyler Ward
and Michael Sciabba.

With Sciabba standing near-
by, Torres finished his meal,
“went back to a rear booth to
talk to Ward, sat down, and
then shot himself,” Coleman

said.
