At Electra, T exas,'the  lowsr limit 
of tbe redbeds, as indicated by the 
well logs a t my disposal, is reached 
St 1,000 feet, though this lower limit 
Is not sharp. In Baylor Conaty, Tex­
as, the redbeds seam to bs thicker.

A well Is DOW being drilled on 
38-3-lS, but.la not yet deep enough to 
Dad the lower limit of th e  redbeds.

Another well Is being sunk 3 miles 
northeast of Ahpeatone, In Comanche 
county, but I eould net obtain much 
of valué regarding this well. From 
halier I think the base of the redbeds 
bailer I thin k ths base of tbe redbeds. 
has been passed, but a t wbat depth I 
do not know.

Prom the above ffgures It may be 
reeonably expeoted that near Urand- 
Oeld and Deval tbe lower limit of the 
redbeda may be reached a t about 
1000 feet. Let it be clearly uadev- 
stood, however, that this is only an 
approximation baaed on tbe beat facts 
1 can obtain.

W here tbe rocks below tbe redbedq 
have been reached neer Lawton and 
Electra, sanditOBe (sand) and shale 
have been fokad altemaUng la beds 
of varylnc thickness.

That Is 
to say these sandstones are poroos 
enough to contain oil and gaa.

She works over l.QOt) people now, pay­
ing them higher pages than other 
silk factories pay, competes most 
successfully with male coiiipetltora, 
and boasts of never having had a 
strike of a th reat of one.

Tbe woman is Mrae. Garnier, whose 
factory Is near Maraelles. Nearly all 
her employes are women, the only 
men about tha works being hired to 
do tbe heavy work.

The factory was built from Mme. 
Garnier’s own plans. The machinery 
used. Is for the most p art of ber own 
design; She pays the women work­
ers more than male workers get in 
other factories in elm llar Jobe, yet 
she Is ab l«  to compete with other 
factoriee. f  Th'e quality of her silk, 
too. Is aboOe tbe average and Is sold 
by contract In advance.

In connection with the factory 
there are rest rooms, sanitary dining 
rooms, a hospital, nursery with train­
ed nurses In attendance where ypOBg 
children are cared for white the 
mothers work. Mme. Garnier di­
rects everything personally. Her 
bookkeepers, managers. sui>erfntend- 
enta. Inspectors, controllers, etc., are 
women.

PRESIDENT .YUAN SHI KAI HELP­
LESS AS BABE BEFORE ORCEO 

CARZED MUTINEERS.

ALL J O I N  IN » L U G E
Looting Continues by Light of Burning 

Buildings and Drunksn Soldlsra 
Maks Night HIdsous.

By ITnltMl Pnw*.
Pekin, March 2.—^Tbe great Repub­

lic of China was believed to be facing 
disenregatlon tonight President Yuan 
Shi Kal admitted the most powerful 
man In the country waa as helpless as 
a babe before tbe greed erased muti- 
nsers wbo only a few days ago were 
his most loyal supporters.

Yuan waa In desitalr. For more 
than 36 hours he bad been In almost 
constant conference with bis most 
trusted advisers attem pting to devise 
some plan for placing tbe disaffected 
soldiers but without success.

Heretofore he has spurned all warn­
ings tha t his life ws# In danger blit 
tonight be adm itted tha t be might 
be aasaaslnated a t  any time. Hla 
friends predicted that be would be 
forced to give up the atruggle and 
place bis life under the protection of 
tbe foreign legations.

Practically every soldier in Pqkln 
Joined in tbe idllage ton igh t Resi­
dences th a t bad been barricaded 
against an attack were se t on fire 
and scores of innocent persons were 
•bet down In the striNits. Tbe lights 
were turned off a t 9 o’clock but the 
looters were able to make their way 
about the city by tbe llgl>t of th ^  
hundreds of burning buildings.-

Carts and wagons were piled high 
with booity and were transported to 
tbe barrteks by hordes of drunken 
soldiers who made the nigbt bldeoue 
with their cries of Joy a t the impot­
ence of tbe sutboriUee.

Twelve bundred foreign troops in­
cluding 200 Amerlcaqs will arriva 
bore Sunday afternon to  strengthen 
the legation guards. Yuan and the 
Republican delegates from Nan King 
have urgsd the foreign m inisters to 
assume coatrol of the entira city.

Advices from Pao Ting Fu said 
th a t the rtoUag was still continued 
there ton igh t foreign­
ers have fled antlclpetlng a  massacre 
of all white#. All foreign quartere 
were barricaded and reqldente armed 
tbemselvee against an invasion. 
Wntohmsn were seated on the roofs 
of bouses ready to give the alflrm a t 
the first sign of antl-forelgn outbrsak.

According to the  dlspatcbsa oaly 
two foreigners were killed there. They 
were two French Jesu its wbo ventnr- 
•d  Into the native quarter when the 
rioting flrat etarted.

Monsignor Duchosne Is one of the 
most prominent members of the Cstb 
ollc clergy. Two years ago he war 
elected a member of the Frenche Acad­
emy largely beeanse of the reputation 
which he had acquired by writing the 
book. By the orders of the Holy Con 
cregatlon he must withdraw the work 
from publication under pein of excotn- 
'minlcatlon. AJI (tatholies who read 
the work win meet similar punlsb 
m ent

No oppoeition to the work appeared 
tntll about two years ago, when Mon 
signor Duekeene, who vrae then direet- 
or of the Frenche school a t Roms, was 

.called to E*aris by his election to mem-

hiatnoT waa then attacked by a Jesuit 
inatr^toT  a t Florence. After a series 
i f  violent articles published In a Catb

A locsl detective agency then arreet- 
ed several members of the section 
crew a t Bellevue, but they were re­
leased without any charge having 
been filed against them.

In the trial of Miss Matchott’s suit 
Iho plaintiff offered little evidence 
otli^r than testimony concerning the 
nature of Miss Matchett’s injuries 
and the fact of the wreck. The de­
fendant railway company introduced 
many wltnesees In an attem pt to show 
that the wreck was not the result of 
negligence. These witnesses Includ­
ed eWipToyes and officials from section 
Itands to the gimeral superintendent.

The C o ^ n  Baed Crushers' Afa'X'Is- 
tlon of Georgia ia dialrlbutInE litera­
ture giving the reaulta of experiments 
with cotton seed meal aa feed for dairy 
cows on the college farm at ^thens, 
Qa. One of the bulletins in substance 
says that the efficiency of cotton seed 
meal as feed for dairjT cows has been 
estabitehed beyond question. The best 
results are obtained ^Wben cows are 
fed with meal during the pasture sea- 
■son, or when winter graslAK crops are 
provided. It ts better when feeding 
silage and cotten_seed meal to cows 
to feed a Mule roughness also. For 
this purpose cotton seed hulls in nuan- 
titles of five to tan pounds per head 
per day are excellent. ^

In tests made a t the farm by I^of. 
A. M. Soule the cows were divided Into 
groups of four each. The first group 
was fed cotton seed meal six pounds 
silage thirty  pounds and com stover- 
six pounds. The second group was 
given cotton seed raoal four pounds 
bran four pounds, silage thirty pounds 
and stover six pounds. The third 
group received: Bran ten pounds, sil­
age thirty  pounds and stover five 
pounds.

The first group made a gallon of 
milk a t a coat of 6.97c, the second 
group at a  cost of 7.5c and the third 
group a t a cost of 10.07c. The co’st 
of the feed per cow per day waa 12c 
for the first group, 16c for the second 
group and 19.9c for the third. These 
figures certainly show that a t the 
prices prevailing for feed when these 
tests Were made cotton acod moal 
clearly outclasses wheat bran as a 
source nf- protein for dairy cows. In 
these tests the ootton seed meal was 
charged a t 923.50 a ton and the wheat 
bran a t $30 a ton. The same relative 
figures apply to these two feeils today.

I*rof. Soule said: "Having fed.cot­
ton seed meal as the prlncliutl concen­
trate  to dairy cows for many years. It 
Would appear that Its use In the quan­
tities Indicated resulted not only In 
the pnxluctlon of*milk a t a moderate 
cost, but It has.not Impaired the h-a!th 
or longevity of the cows receiving I t  
In my own experience cotton seed 
meal haa been fed in opposition to corn 
meal, com  and cob meal, chopped 
cowpea hay, alfalfa hay, beet pulp and 
wheat bran. In every instance it has 
proved the cheapest sonree of pmlein 
and the mont desirable concentrate te 
feed to dairy eoWs.

"Some have experienced disaatlafae-

tlon from the uM of- cotton seed meal, 
but such p em n n  have In most in-
stanp«B..fR|,JLiS tqo large ouaAUUaa. 
or haVR.-'MK Rrovtded any succulent 
food for thé ration, auch .aa allage or 
good pasture may be made to fumlah. 
I’ersons who simply feed cotton »eed 
meal at random will not secure good 
reeults from Its use. It should be ted 
according to the weight and sise of the 
gnimal and the quantity of milk the  la 
giving. I t la a  aimple m atter to buy 
a pair qf aoalea and a  properly gauged 
measure to enable on* to do this wqrk 
quickly and economically. The over­
feeding of cotton aeed meal, like any 
other coBORntrato, la likely to produce 
digestive dlaorders. and may even pro­
duce derangem ent of the nervoua sys­
tem. This la only what may be ex­
pected from cikreleu feeding. But 
thoae haring  trouble of thle kind 
should attribu te It to the proper aource 
and not charge It up to the meal. Dairy 
industriee can be conducted aa sue- 
coaatully In the South aa elsewhere, 
ï ’rotain Is one of the costly elements 
in the ration of a  dairy cow. Cotton 
seed meal fnm tshee it  In abundance 
and a t a  relatlrhly low cost."

When the committee adjourned the 
thirteen child workera who had ap- 
l>eared were plalnly'weary. Chairman 
Wllaon of the labor committee of the 
Houae luggeited that as the govern­
ment would not defray the expense 
of the strikera In Washington a col- 
lection might be taken up. The aug- 
geatlop was adopted and thin faced 
girla bent with toll at the loom passed 
among the si>ectatora with hata ex­
tended.

Josephine IJss, heroine of an en­
counter with the nitlltla. unconacloiis- 
ly approached I«w1a 8. Cox, pottniaa- 
ter of loiwrence, who acted aa attor­
ney for the chairman of the citlxens 
coinipittee. Cox dropped a dollar bill 
in the hat, but with one bound. Mer­
ger leaped acresa the room. “Qlve 
that bark to him," be shouted to the 
girl. • tell him wo don’t want blood 
money." McCartney Intefferred with 
the demand, “Who are youT' Ber­
ger retorted holly who he was, and 
McCartney edged closer to the big 
aoclallat. ‘T il have you understand 
that I have aa niueh money aa you 
have and that none of It la blood 
money,” he ahoulpd. Spectators and 
committee gasped a i  the taui men 
came together. Representaltve Wil­
liam Wllaon (Republican, of lllolla) 
leaped between them and Torcibly pre­
vented a ifleMIng.

There is also grave danger that the 
rdtlroads will refuse to man tha 
trains to transiwri troops to the coal 
districts Should rioting occur.

The entire 
army was held In readiness (or action 
tonight It wai announced tha t the 
soldiers could be entrained with two 

"hours. The territorial guards can be 
mobillxed In twelve hours and artsy 
engineers would run the troop trains 
if necessary. —
