In reply thereto you are advised that
he Thirty-Second Legisiature passed
g4 law the rules and regulations pre
lously sdopted by the State-Board of
lealth and Vital Statistics, and amend
d Section 10 of *Chapter 30 of the Gen
ral Laws of the Thirty-First Legis
ature.

By Section 5 of the rules above men
loned, it is provided:

“All health authorities of counties
ities and towns in this State are here
y directed and authorized to estab
sh local quarantine, hold in deten
ion, maintain isolation and practice
isinfection as hereinafter provided
w all (such infected) persons, vehil-
les or premises which are Infected
r suspected of being infected with
ny of the above named diseases above
amed wherever found.”

Rule 31 reads as follows:

“In all Incorporated cities and towns
he city health autMorities shall as
ume control management of conta
fous diseases and exposures and prac
lee quarantine, isolation and disinfec
ion as herein provided. In those por
ions of all counties in this State, out
ide of incorporated cities and towns
he county health officer shall assume
nanagement and control of contagiour
'Iseases and expeosures and practice
uarantine, isolation and disinfection
8 herein provided.”

Rule 32 provides in substance that
iothing in the act I8 to be construed
o prevent any cily, county, or town

f'om ebtablishing any quarantine which
hey may think necessary for the pres
wvation of the health of same.

Article 4340, Revised Statutes, pro
Ides for the commissioners’ court to
wtablish quarantine, etc., and -among
ther provisions provides:

ENGLISHMEN PLEASED
AT OLYMPIC TRYOUTS

Good Records Made In Preliminary
Events—HopeTul Outlook For
Victory

By Assoclated Press.
London, June 9.—British sportsmen

gre greatly pleased with the success o'
‘the Olympic games tryouts ‘held at
Stamford Bridge. This elation was
not due in the main to the records
which were not startling, but because
the games were marked by a large en-
try 118t dnd were atténded by 10,000
spectators, in striking contrast of the
meagre entries and attendanceof the
wyouts which preceded the 1908 Olym-
paid.., Critics declare that there has
been a real revival in track and field
sports, and while they are hopéless
of seeing the Union Jack (flying at
Stockholm in a majority of the events
they feel that the British team will
wak a good Showing.

In the sprints and middle distances
several good records were made, npt-
ably the time of Seedhouse in the 400
metres,. He covered the distance in
49 1.6 seconds, ‘thereby equaling Hill-
man's Olympic record. If the Black
Heath Harrier can improve his finish-
ing qualities he will be the man the
American quarter milers will have to
beat at Stockholm.

If John Paul Jones of- (‘ornell does
not appear as a member of the Ameri:
can team the Kngligh ruiiners may
have a chance of breaking the tape in
the mile and half mile runs, and the
records made in these events campare
favorably with the best American per-
formances over these distances. Many
of the Polytechnich Harriers, took the
half and Cettrill, of the Hallamshire
Harriers, was the first in the 1500
metres, the distance closest to the
mile.

INTO SALT. GUSHER.

Olney Enterprise. -

The Arnold well will not be sunk
deeper with the hope of striking ofl
A richer strike has been made—one
which eclipses everything of its kind
and should return heavy dividends to
its owner, Judge R. F. Arnold, of this
city. It 1s a salt gusher, & well which
throws up salt instead of oil, at the
rate of over-ten thousand pounds an
hour each day. And this is not all
by any means. Nature has taken a
hand In this apd furnished an_abund-
ance of gas with which the salt works
can bé operated at no expense for fuel,
leaving absolutely nothing to be done
by man but to secure a kettle, cap the
gas and strike a mateh, and as Judge
Arnold says, secure an umbrella, under
which to sit and oversee it.
