Pasture, Range and Forage insurance deadline

By Kay Ledbetter

The deadline is nearing for
Pasture, Range and Forage In-
surance, designed to provide
livestock and hay producers pro-
tection against acreage losses,
said DeDe Jones, Texas A&M
AgriLife Extension Service risk
management specialist in Ama-
rillo. .

The 2014 sign-up and acre-
age reporting deadline for this
program is Nov. 15, and notices
of premiums due will be sent by
July 1, Jones said.

“Insurance 1s a critical com-
ponent in producers’ risk man-

agement portfolios during peri-
ods of drought or uncertainty,”
she said. “This policy benefited
many cattle producers around
the Panhandle in 2011 and 2012
due to the low rainfall condi-
tions.”

Payment is not determined by
individual damages, but rather
area losses based on a grid sys-
tem, Jones explained. Producers
can select any portion of acres
to insure, but they must also
choose a minimum of two two-
month intervals or a maximum
of six two-month intervals per

Coverage levels between 70
and 90 percent are available, she
said. Once coverage is selected,
the producer chooses a produc-
tivity factor between 60 and 150
percent. The productivity factor
is a percentage of the established
county base value for forage.

The base value 1s a standard
rate published by the Risk Man-
agement Agency for each coun-
ty. It is calculated based on the
estimated per-acre cost of graz-
ing, Jones said. For example,
Hansford County’s value 1is
$8.11 per acre.

She said Texas uses a rainfall
index to determine the insur-
ance coverage. The rainfall in-
dex uses National Oceanic and
Atmospheric Climate Prediction
Center data and a 12-by-12 mile
grid system.

Cattle raisers say approve prop 6

The Texas and Southwest-
L:m Cattle Raisers Association
(TSCRA) urges ranchers and
Jandowners to vote in favor of
Proposition 6 during the Nov. 5
Constitutional Election. Texans
can participate in early voting,
which begins Oct. 21 and runs
through Nov. 1.

Proposition 6 is a constitu-
tional amendment providing for

the creation of the State Water

Implementation Fund for Texas
and the State Water Implemen-
tation Revenue Fund for Texas.

The funds will help finance prior-
ity water projects, including rural
water projects, to ensure Texas
has adequate water resources for
the future.

“Texas is still coping with
a historic drought that has left
many ranchers and areas in rural
Texas struggling to find adequate
water supplies,” said Pete Bonds,
rancher and TSCRA president.
“At the same time that our wa-

ter supplies are decreasing, our
population is increasing. We
need to ensure we preserve and

conserve the water we do have
so there i1s enough for all Texans,
those in rural and urban areas.”

Bonds adds that Proposition
6 sets aside $2 billion already in
the Rainy Day Fund for priority
water projects, 10 percent spe-
cifically for rural water projects
and 20 percent for conservation
projects including agriculture
conservation projects.

“Now is the time to ensure
Texas continues to thrive well
into the future,” said Bonds. “It’s
crucial we pass Proposition 6.”

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Dem Bones

Skeletons, skulls and bones. Makes you think
of Halloween, not osteoporosis. But really, are you
taking good care of your bones? Although we usu-
ally associate them with “dead” things, bones are
actually living organs and have many functions.
Bones are composed of bone tissue, connective tis-
sue, cartilage, nerves and blood vessels. They do a
lot of multi-tasking us well—they support our bod-
1es, protect our organs, manufacture our blood cells
and store minerals such as calcium, magnesium,
phosphorus and fluoride.

Approximately 99% of our calcium, 50-60%
of our magnesium, and 85% of our phosphorus
is stored in our bones. Ninety-nine percent of our
fluoride is stored in our teeth and bones. Our bones
act as “mineral banks.” When body processes need
these minerals, bones are broken down and the
minerals are released into the bloodstream.

For women, about 90% of their bone density is
built by age 17; for men, it’s about age 20. By age
40, our bone density begins its decline. This means
that bone breakdown outpaces bone formation. Are
you at risk for osteoporosis? One in three women
and one in five men over the age of 50 are affected
by this disease. Osteoporosis causes bone tissue

to become more porous and thinner than healthy
bone increasing the risk of painful and debilitating
fractures. Age, gender, genetics, smoking, nutrition
and physical activity all influence the nsk for os-
teOporosis.

Of course I'm going to zero in on the physical
activity aspect... Much like resistance training
builds muscle, regular weight-bearing exercise
stimulates increases in bone density. During ex-
ercise muscles contract and pull on bones. Bones
react to this healthy stress by becoming more dense
and stronger.

What kind of exercise is bone-boosting? Re-
sistance training using body weight, bands, free-
weights or weight machines, and aerobic exercises
such as walking, running, hiking, dancing, and stair
climbing are recommended. Swimming and biking
are not considered weight-bearing exercises. Peo-
ple with osteoporosis should generally avoid exer-
cises that increase the risk of falling, that require
sudden, forceful movement, that involve loaded
forward flexion of the spine (translated ab sit-ups),
and that involve forceful twisting motion. Seek ex-
ercise and dietary advice from your doctor to deter-
mine what’s best for you. Take care of dem bones!
