named Richardson, Ha was serving a 
life term for murder and was regard­
ed as the worst man In the iieniten- 
ttary. So far as known two men 
were killed yesterday. They were 
Charles Dressner, a barber and Antoa 
Taxo, leader of the convicts.

LAst June fire partially"destrofired 
the bro^ni factory at the penitentiary. 
Thu convicts made no effort to es­
cape, but went to the aid of the pria-' 
on guards nnd saved the greater part 
of the building and auppltea. Bravery 
on the i>art of some of the convicta 
reaultcd In commutation of the aent- 
encea of eight of them, and one was 
iwroled and another paMoned.

On Wednesday, October 3 a negro 
was lynched by a mob of convicta af­
ter he had been lodged In the peni­
tentiary to save him from a thrpng of 
ritixens, gathered about the county 
Jail. The negro Had attacked an aged 
woman.

The priaqn'authorltiea have not been 
.-iblc to loam the names'of the lynch- 
era. the convicta having threatened to 
kill the., first man who "aquealed."

A battle ragjBd early last night In 
theistatc penttentiary. lacked Inside 
the walla, with hundreds of mutlnoua 
lirlaonert. a few guards fought desper­
ately to restore order and prevent a 
wholesale Jail delivery.

Camped outside the walls waa a 
force of citixens, heavily armed, ready 
to drive hark the convicts If.- they 
murdered the remaining guards and 
made a rush through the gates. 
Shouts 4ind oocaalongl ahote'told o; 
desperatel fighting within the walla 
and it was himored that several, 
guards add convicts were killed.^

Another battle was in progress at 
the same time In the hllla aoulb of 
Rawlings between a imase of'.citisena 
and from twenty to forty escaped 
prisoners. Two men were killed In 
the streets of Rawllnga. one waa des­
perately wounded and two convicta 
were recaptured, following the eacs|>e 
of from ten to thirty prisoners yester­
day afternoon.

The town waa In a bank. Frantic 
telegrams were sent to Governor 
Carey, now at Sheridan, Imploring 
him .to tend atate troops, to protect 
the vitliena. Townspeople barrioaded 
tbsmaelves in their homes last nIghL 
or heavily armed, patrolled the atreela.

The outbreak was the ae<'on<l with­
in t«'enty-four hours. About 3- p. m. 
Saturday afternoon twenty priafinert 
escaped and nine w «w  recaptured 
fore 8 o'clock. At t:3U this afternoon 
a party of deaperate Ilfs termers 
overpowered the keeper of the cell- 
hoDse, took hla keys and released 
their cemradas from thair calia. Ev­
ery prisoner willing to risk a battle 
with the guards made a rush for the 
gates.

A moment later the citlsena of the 
town heard a fualRade of abots Intide 
the walla. A bedlam of ahouta and 
yellt echoed from the prison. A few 
aeconda later more than a doxen men 
dashed dowta the main street, arined 
with guns and knives. Holding the 
few ritixena. on the atreet at bay 
with revolvers, they charged Into a 
livery barn, bolding up the proprietor
