Ten Year Contract With Light Com-
pany Agreed Upon at $4200

Lighting plans for the ¢ty were
finally adopted and a con..act with
the Wichita Falls Light Company
agreed upon at an adjourned meeting
of the city council Friday evening.

A formal’ contract wyith the light
company {8 now being drafted '‘and
will be signed by the proper officials.
The plan adopted by council in-
cludes 150 fifty watt lamps through-
out the residence districts and 90
posts each bearing five ornamental
lamps in the business district. These
lamps and posts will be similar to
that at the City National Bank cor-
ner. The lamps in the residence dis-
trigt will be like that now installed
in' front of the city hal. The four
Jower lamps on the posts In the busi-
ness district will be fifty watt capa-
city and the top lamp 100 watt, The
top lamp will burn all night and the

The city will furnish the fixtures

“Thie plans adopted contompluo the
installation of 710 lamps in. all for
which the city I8 to pay the light
company $4,200 per annum for cur
rent}.\lnd for maintenance of the
lights' which they jhave agreed to
maintain, A

The contract covers a period of ten
years and additional lights that may
be desired by the city are to be Jfur
nished at a porportional charge. e
is believed that the ornamental lights
can be maintained at a low cost and
the action -of the light company
agreeing to install and maintain the
lights in the residence districts has
enabled council to solve the lighting
problem very satisfactory. The
terms are believed to be most reason-
able.

The light committee will now ask
for proposals for furnishing the fix-
tures for the downtown lights. J. T.
Young, chairman of the committee
will go to Dallas this week to confer
with representatives of the companies
supplying electrical fixtures.

Work of installing the lights will
start wtihin the next few weeks. The
distribution of the 9% posts In the
downtown district has not yet, been
definitely determined.
