SEVENTY ONE PEII BENT
OF FIRES PREVERTABLE

Figures are lsgued by State Fire Mar-
shal Showing Losses for the
Past Year

Austin, Texas, Sept. 1.-—Thirteen
thousand fires occurred in Texas be-
tween December 10, last year, and
September 1, this year, acconding to
a report just issued by State Fire
Marshal Wallace Inglish. Of prevent-
able fires the greatest number, 2282,
‘of 16,7 per cent, occurred as a re-
sult of _defective flues. Under the
head of preventuble fires (he record
follows:

1,308, kerosene lamps™ 561, curtains
and gas 477, electric wiring 466, ashes,
candles, carelessness 0551, parlor
matches 528, gasoline and volatiles
471, kerosene stoves 245, fireworks
55, burning grass and rubbish 155,
spontaneous combustion - 100, cigars
and Ccigarettes 157, “electrical appli-
ances 115, incubators and brooders 4.
These causes constituted a percent-
age of 71.5 and a total of 9,780 fires,

Of the unpreventable fires 679 were
caunsed by sparks on roofs, 494 were
caused by lightning and 329 were in-
cendiary:— Teo unknown causea 23804
fires are ascribed,

The foregoing record deals with
dwellings, apartment houses, boarding
houses and private outhouses,

Dealing with mercantile establish-
‘ments, - speciat - hazards -and-. other
elasses, there were [.481 fires or 33.6
per cent, all of the preventable class
end traceable to exposures, conflagra-
tions and cigars and cigarettes.

In this same classification there
were #8383 incendiary fires. Lightning
caused 260, sparks on roof 201, ma-
chinery 184, bollers 61, There were
8§12 cotton fires and 719 cotton gin
fires,

Taking the proportion of prevent-
able fires from Wnknown causes to be
the same as for known causes, the
ratio - of preventable fires in' this
class is 71 per cent,

In dwellings occupled by owners
there were 7,577 fires, while In dwell

4387. These were of frame construd.
tion. The percentage of fires in brick
dwellings was small in comparison.

In"mereantile buildings of brick con-
struction there were 3547 fires, while
the number in frames was 2,123
