Again “Loops the Loop” In Aeroplane,
Salling Wih Machine Turned
Upside Down

Versailles, France, Sept. 2-—~The
thrilling maneuvre of turning a som-
ersault in the air with anaeroplane
was successfully repeated today by
the French Aviator Pejoud over the
aerodome at Bue. Pejoud had promis

It was
quite definitely understood that,-shoula
Mr. Lind's mission prove unsuccessful
and these suggestions be rejected, the

adopt and declare a fixed policy to

In such an event four courses were
open to this government:

First—We ¢ould recede from our de-
matids, recognize the Huerta govern.
ment and treat the constitutionalists
pas rebels. Such a policy would have
been exceedingly advantageous to the
Huerta government in one respect,
but exceedingly disadvantageous Iin
another, for, whiel Huerta would then
have been vested with legal authority,
at the same time he would have been
compelled to assume the responsibili.
ty of protecting American lives and

property,-and could have
been made answerable for such Te-
sponsibility.

Second—We could either intervene
on-the ground- that no" tegitimate: gov-
ernment exists in Mexico, or at least
could declare our intention to do so it
conditions are not immediately altered
for the better. Such a policy would
have been In efféct very inimical to
the Huerta government, and it is more
than probable -that he would- either
have abdicated or fallen in a short
time. Of course it might have been
necessary to make a pretense of In-
tervention, but it is quite doubtful, con-
sidering' the weakness of the Huerta
govearnment, if the Mexican people
would have bolstered it up in the face
of certain discomfiture.

Third—We could recognize the bel-
ligerency of both Huerta and the con-
stitutionalists and allow both parties
Hihe: free’ exportation: of arms and: muni-
tions of war from this eountry, Such
a policy would have left us in an hn
partial position toward both factions,
but would have possessed this advant.
age, that we could have held either
faction responsible for the protection
of Americans, since we had recognized
either faction as a fighting force.

Fourth—We could deny any govern-
ment t¥ exist, place ‘an _embargo on
ali arms, assume afl sttitude of in-
difference and let the strife take its
course. Such a policy would have re
lleved Huerta from responsibility—
legal responsibility—te protect Amer!.
cans, and also would have placed him
in a most advantageous position with
respect to the constitutinalists, since
it would have precluded them from im-
porting arms and munitions, for the
very good reason and they are in pos-
session of no ports, while it would
leave him free to buy and Import them
from all the world except the United
States.

Of these four policies we rejected
the first three and chose the fourth,
and of them all it is probably the most
adventageous to Huerta. In appear
ance it seems impartial, but In reality
it is the most severe blow that could
be given the constitutionalists.
