A Big Spring police officer 
was involved In an accident 
Wednesday afternoon while 
responding to a call.

Reports indicate Officer Kip 
Patterson, 27, was responding to 
an alarm call when his Ford 
Crown Victoria was struck by a 
Chevrolet Blazer driven by Eiiz- 
abeth Leigh Corson, 23.

Patterson was northbound on 
Goliad with his iights and siren 
on traveling 10 to 15 miles per 
hour to allow vehicles to clear 
the intersection.

Corson, who was traveling 
west on FM 700, stated she could 
not see Patterson's patrol car at 
first due to other vehicles in the 
turning lane. She then said once

she saw the car she was unable 
to take evasive action. The front 
of her Blazer hit the passenger 
side of Patterson's vehicle.

Patterson and his passenger, 
Darin Brand. 32, were trans 
ferred to the emergency room at 
Scenic Mountain Medical Cen­
ter. Corson was not injured. Pat­
terson was treated and released 
while Brand is listed in stable 
condition.

Brand was riding with Patter­
son as part o f his college intern­
ship with the University of 
Texas of the Permian Basin.

Lt. Scott Griffin said officers 
use their discretion to deter­
mine how they will respond to a 
call such as whether to turn on 
their lights and/or siren.

Tug-of-war 
holding up 
farm er’s 
paym ents

WASHINGTON (AP ) -  Lon 
Lyman was supposed to get 
nearly $30,000 from the Agricul­
ture Department early this 
month. The Okaton, S.D., ranch­
er is still waiting, and he’s get­
ting very angry, because he has 
a Nov. 1 tax bill to pay.

Lyman says* he needs the 
check “ to pay taxes and keep 
going." He was hounding mem­
bers of Congress by telephone 
on Wednesday about his pay­
ment under the Conservation 
Reserve Program, which idles 
nearly 35 million acres. Lyman 
gets $40 per acre each year for 
idling 700 o f his 7,000 acres.

He learned quickly that his 
payment under the popular con­
servation program was caught 
up in a political tug-of-war 
between Republicans and 
Democrats. The spat, part of the 
budget debate, has held up 
about $1.8 billion in payments 
to thousands o f farmers and 
ranchers.

The payments were due the 
first week of October. Under the 
program, created 10 years ago, 
landowners are paid to idle 
their erodible land and other 
environmentally sensitive land, 
and they get help planting a 
grassy cover, trees or other pro­
tection.

Although criticized for its gen­
erous payments for land that 
could s^ely be farmed, the pro­
gram has worked its way into 
the livelihoods of rural Ameri­
ca. Farmers bank and borrow 
on the money. Absentee land­
lords could profit &x)m govern­
ment largesse. Many fhrmers 
have used it as a way to retire.

Man charged with assaulting an 
officer given deferred adjudication

A man charged with assault­
ing a Big Spring police officer 
has pleaded guilty in district 
court.

VWfliam Otto Warner, 18, was 
sentenced to five years deferred 
adjudication after being 
charged with the May 1994 
aggravated assault on Cpl. 
David Sellers.

Sellers was one of several offi­
cers who had responded to a 
domestic dispute in the 2500 
block o f Gunter Circle last 
spring.

Warner is the brother o f the 
woman involved and had heard 
about the fight. He was travel­
ing at a high rate of speed on 
Wasson Road to get to his sis­
ter's house and was pulled over

by Sgt. Richard Perez.
Perez had determined Warner 

was drunk and arrested him. 
Warner slipped the handcuffs 
around to the front and began 
kicking the window out of 
Perez's vehicle.

OCOcers took Warner out of 
the car in an effort to calm him 
down. The teenager then began 
fighting with Sellers and other 
officers. Sellers had to use pep­
per spray and during the fight, 
the officer's ankle was broken 
in two places.

Deferred adjudication means 
the offense will not go on their 
record if  the defendant does not 
violate the conditions set by the 
court.

Meanwhile, a woman involved 
in three different chases with 
police has pleaded guilty.

Crusita Olivares Munoz, 27, of 
603 McEwen, pleaded guilty to

three counts of fleeing to elude 
and was sentenced to 180 days 
in jail.

The latest two incidents were 
Sept. 1 and Sept. 11.

On Sept. 1, officers had 
attempted to pull Munoz over 
because they suspected she was 
driving drunk. She did not stop 
and a pursuit ensued. During 
the chase, she attempted to ram 
patrol cars and run them off the 
road.

The second incident happened 
after Munoz left a gas station 
without paying for gas and tlie 
nozzle still in her tank.

An officer attempted to pull 
her over and a chase began. At 
one point, she drove the wrong 
way down Fourtli Street. Munoz 
had also rammed her car into a 
marked police unit twice during 
the pursuit.

Amendment 1 allows further educational funding

Proposition 1 in the Nov. 7 
Constitutional Amendment elec­
tion, i f  passed, will mean more 
loan for Texas students.

The proposition, entitled Stu­
dent Loan Bonds,’ seeks permis­
sion for the Higher Education 
Coordinating Board to issue 
$300 million in general obliga­
tion bonds to provide education­
al loans to Texas students.

"The first such proposal to 
provide student loans in Texas 
was passed back in 1965 and 
since then a number o f other 
bond proposals have been 
passed providing similar assis­
tance to Texas students through 
such programs as the Hinson- 
Hazlewood College Student

Loan Program," State Rep. 
David Counts said.

Repayments o f the student 
loans are applied toward the 
retirement of the bond.

Although the state is ultimate­
ly responsible for repayment of 
the bonds, the program has 
always been self-supporting.

Arguments against passage of 
this proposition include the fact 
the bonds are considered as 
state debt and financial assis­
tance for students' educations is 
primarily the responsibility of 
the private sector.

"Others, however, feel the pro­
gram is needed to insure a well 
educated work force to lead 
Texas into the 21st century. The 
Higher Education Coordinating 
Coordinating Board has indicat­
ed without these additional 
ffinds, they will be unable to 
meet the anticipated loan 
requirements for the 1996-97 
academic year and beyond," 
Counts said.

Another issue gaining atten­
tion is Proposition 4.

The proposal, called "Limited 
Home Equity Loans," would per­
mit homeowners to refinance 
their homes to pay off an Inter­
nal Revenue Service lien or, in 
the case of divorce, to buy out 
the other spouse’s equity in the 
home.

Counts said all other 49 states 
permit homeowners to borrow 
money using the equity in their 
homes as collateral. Texas does 
not.

Proposition 4 would ease cur­
rent restrictions in only two 
very limited circumstances.

Argument against the proposi­
tion say the state's constitution­
al prohibition against home 
equity borrowing has served 
Texas well and the remedy to 
avoiding unnecessary lawsuits 
should be resolved through laws 
passed by the legislature rather 
than through a constitutional 
amendment.

“ It’s Just like i f  you took some 

people in town and shut off 
their Social Security all o f a 
sudden,”  Lyman, 52, said in a 
telephone interview.

Jeff Campbell, president ofthe 
Security State Bank in Dunsei- 
th. N.D., said farmers count on 
the payments to pay off loans 
for equipment, machinery and 
livestock.

There’s still time for the Agri­
culture Department to pull 
through. Campbell said, 
because many bank payments 
become due in November, 
December or the first o f the 
year "to leave some room for 
this type o f a situation or what­
ever else may come up.”

Still, he said, “ I ’ve had three 
or people in the last week... that 
are kind o f tapping their fingers 
and wondering when it’s going 
to happen.”

At issue is USDA’s spending 
bill for the flscad year that 
began Oct. 1, which Congress 
approved a week ago today. It is 
the third o f 13 appropriations 
bili that Congress passes to keep 
the government running. O f the 
first two. President Clinton 
signed one and vetoed the other. 
He plans to sign the agriculture 
bilL^r «  »  »“
1 But because the USDA bill hsis 
not been delivered to Clinton for 
his signature, the department 
says it cannot make the pay­
ments on 375,000 land contracts.

Behind that is an anticipated 
budget showdown next month 
between congressional Republi­
cans and the president. Republi­
cans have talked of sending all 
remaining spending measures 
to him in one package in sever­
al weeks, and then acUouming 
Congress.

They hope that would force 
Clinton either to sign the bills 
or cause a broad shutdown of 
federal agencies. Administra­
tion officials have countered 
that the president would veto 
the package and order Congress 
to return to the Capitol and con­
tinue working on spending leg­
islation.

Farm-state lawmakers o f both 
parties have begun complain­
ing.

Among them is Senate MtOori- 
ty Leader Bob Dole, R-Kam. Dole 
said in a letter Friday to Agri­
culture Secretary Dan Glick- 
man that the payments could be 
made under existing stopgap 
spending authority.

Glickman said Congress could 
fix the problem by sending Clin­
ton the bill to sign. “ You want 
to get these programs moving, 
get the bill to the president,” he 
said.

Reps. Tim Johnson, D-S.D., 
Earl Pomeroy, D-N.D., Collin 
Peterson, D-Minn., and David 
Minge, D-Minn., also wrote 
House Speaker Newt Gingrich, 
R-Ga., on Tuesday urging him 
to send the bill to Clinton.

She was eventually stopped 
and at that time was charged 
with fleeing to elude, aggravat­
ed assault with a motor vehicle, 
criminal mischief and driving 
while Intoxicated.

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Roxanne giveth rain but not to West Texas
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DALLAS (AP) -  Texas fields 
are dusty in a severe drought 
f(Hr formers while the state foir 
is benefiting from the weather, 
with visitors Jamming the mid­
way for rain>foe()i fUn.

Much of Texas has received 
little or no significant precipita­
tion since mid-Septmnber, with 
the exception o f the Gulf coast’s 
ralnitorms from a pesky hurri- 
cans and tropical storm, fore- 
capers and agricultural agents 
said Wednesday.

But what is Roxanne’s gift to 
South Texas is bad news for the 
rest o f the state. ’The storm, 
which has swirled around and 
through Mexico for 10 days, has 
cut o ff much of the rest o f the 
state’s moisture supply.

“ We have been in a dry weath­
er pattern. We keep getting dry 
cool fttmts through here,’’ said 
Lonnie King, a meteorologist 
for the National Weather Ser­
vice in Fort Worth.

“ With Roxanne in the Gulf of

Mexico, that keeps us cut off 
without southeasterly air flow 
that would usually bring us 
moisture. Winds are tending to 
be light or out o f the southwest, 
which keeps us dry.’’

Even South Texas did not 
receive nearly as much rainfall 
as expected from Roxanne, 
where some counties were hop­
ing for some much-needed 
drought relief from the hurri­
cane that has killed at least nine 
people in southern Mexico.

Doyle Warren, district Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service 
director in Weslaco, said large 
parts o f the Rio Grande Valley 
could have greatly benefited 
from the expected tropical mois­
ture.

“ If our water storage contin­
ues to decline as it has, we’re 
going to be in a very serious sit­
uation as far as what crops we 
will be able to plant next year,’’ 
he said.

Little or no rainfall is expect­

ed through most o f the state this 
week with two more dry fronts 
expected, said Jon Zeltler, mete­
orologist at the NWS Agricul­
tural Service Center in College 
Station.

And many areas have 
received below-average rain 
amounts in the past two 
months.

The North Texas area has had 
.17 inch of rain so far this 
month compared with a normal 
rainfall totp o f 3.52 inches —

the driest since October 1987’s 
.12 inch.

For September, the area 
received 1.54 Inches compared 
with an average 3.39 inches for 
the month.

'The story is similar around 
the state. Austin and San Anto­
nio have received .07 inch to 
date in October compared with 
a normal 1.86 inches.

LUEDERS (AP ) — Each blast 

at a limestone quarry is rattling 
nerves o f some people who live 
near a dam outside this West 
Texas town.

’The ground moves so much 
that some people worry that the 
dam, built in the early 1920s, 
might be Jeopardized.

“ It shook my whole trailer,- 
and the little knickknacks just 
shook and rattled on the 
shelves,’ ’ Lueders resident 
Mary North said o f one explo­
sion.

Others contend that the con­
crete dam — about 150 yards 
long — is in no danger.

“ The railroad and the lime­
stone settled this country,’’ said 
Caroll Vickers, who owns the 
nearby quarry.

Inspectors from the Texas 
Natural Resource Conservation 
Commission are scheduled to 
arrive Monday.

’The dam on the north-flowing 
Clear Fork of the Brazos River 
is located south of Lueders, a 
town o f 500 people about 30

miles northeast o f Abilene. The 
river widens to form a small 
lake there.

Citizens of Stamford built the 
structure to create a water sup­
ply. But Stamford quit pumping 
water from it in the 1950s and 
divested itself of the dam early 
this year.

J.H. Strain & Sons Inc. of Tye 
is mining the quarry for lime­
stone that will wind up on a

road surface.
Workers last week were 

drilling holes in a solid rock 
shelf 600 feet from the dam. Fer­
tilizer-based blasting material 
goes into the holes, and each 
blast loosens the rock, said com­
pany vice president Kent Strain.

Strain said the blasting is well 
below the force permitted by 
federal regulations. He showed 
records of inspections by state

and federal agencies.
"W e’re doing no harm,” 

Strain said. Others agree.
"There is no chance whatso­

ever that that could hurt the 
dam,” said Danny Wallace, a 
technician with Southwest 
Explosives Inc. of Midland.

Strain said the company needs 
only a small amount of rock 
anyway: "W e’ll be finished in 
three to four weeks.”

Vietnam veteran laid to
HOUSTON (AP ) — Nearly 

three decades after he died in 
Vietnam, Lt. Cmdr. John Fred­
erick Barr finally has been laid 
to rest

’The Navy pilot was buried 
with ftill military honors 
Wednesday, 28 years to the day 
after his A-4E Skyhawk bomber 
crashed in North Vietnam.

About 100 friends and rela­
tives gathered at Houston 
National Cemetery for a service 
that included a bugler playing 
taps, a 21-gun salute and a fly­
over by a group of Naval Jets in

“ missing man” formation.
“ He was a good man, a faith­

fu l man, a man o f honor, digni­
ty, courage, commitment,”  
Navy chaplain David Kloak told 
the crowd. “ And though the 
many years have gone and we 
have missed him, he’s still in 
our hearts. He’s still alive.”

Barr was 33 when his plane 
crashed near a Vietnamese sur­
face-to-air missile site in Hai 
Phong on Oct. 18, 1967. No 
parachute was seen and no body 
was recovered.

In the late 1980s, the Viet­

namese government returned 
remains believed to be Barr’s. 
Physical evidence sdso was 
returned, including his immu­
nization record and a Geneva 
Convention identification card.

There was no evidence, how­
ever, that the remains and 
records were found at the same 
site. Positive identification 
came two years ago, when DNA 
from the remains was compared 
with that of Barr’s sister and 
mother in a new military test.

Barr was bom in Illinois but 
grew up in Hope, Ark. He enlist­

ed in the Navy in September 
1952, earned a college degree 
while in the service and was 
trained as a pilot at the Naval 
A ir Station at Pensacola, Fla.

He went to Vietnam in June 
1967 as a member of Attack 
Squadron 164, also called The 
Ghost Riders. He flew Sky- 
hawks, the Navy’s workhorse in 
the war, off the aircraft carrier 
USS Oriskany in the Gulf of 
Tonkin.

“ It was something he believed 
in at the time,” said Barr’s son, 
John William Barr.

HOUSTON (AP ) -  Corpus 
Christ! police left out part of 
Yolanda Saldivar’s statement 
that claimed the shooting of 
Tejano singer Selena was an 
accident, a Texas Ranger says.

"She hesitated to sign the 
statement because it didn’t have 
the word ‘accident’ or ‘acciden­
tal,’ ” Robert Garza testified 
Wednesday at Ms. Saldivar’s 
murder trial. “ It didn’t reflect 
what she had stated, according 
to her.”

Judge Mike Westergren ruled 
the statement admissible 
despite defense claims that 
police reneged on a promise, 
made during a 9>-hour standoff 
with a suicidal Ms. Saldivar, to 
let her immediately talk to a 
lawyer.

Prosecutors rejected any kind 
of conspiracy or cover-up by 
law enforcement officers to con­
ceal Garza’s take on the interro­
gation.

Sgt. Paul Rivera, the homicide 
detective on the case, agreed 
that Ms. Saldivar initially ques­
tioned the document.

"Before she signed the state­
ment, she went back up and 
said: ‘Right here, where it says I 
shot at her,’ she said, ‘ it went 
off. The gun went off,” ’ Rivera 
testified.

Rivera said he reminded her: 
"You just told us you pulled the 
hammer back and shot at her. 
She said, ‘That’s right.’ Then 
she signed the statement.”

‘ ‘[^here’s always discrepan­
cies, always inconsistencies,” 
said Carlos Valdez, Nueces 
County district attorney. “ What 
we’re talking about here is a 
non-issue. It’s a side issue.”

The defense says a hysterical 
Ms. Saldivar, who rose from 
president of Selena’s fern club to 
manager of her clothing bou­
tiques, shot the 23-year-old 
Grammy-winning singer acci­
dentally at a motel March 31.

Prosecutors say the woman 
deliberately killed Selena when 
they met to discuss missing doc­
uments that would have sup­
ported suspicions Ms. Saldivar 
had embezzled some $30,000

from the singer’s boutiques.
Ms. Saldivar, 35, could get life 

in prison. 'The trial was moved 
to Houston because of heavy 
publicity.

The signed confession says: "I 
took the gun from my purse and 
Selena started walking towai^ds 
the door, which was opened. I 
pulled the hammer back and I 
shot at her as she was walking 
towards the door, which was 
open.”

It makes no mention of acci­
dent.

Garza, who watched the inter­
rogation by Corpus Christ! 
police through one-way glass, 
said what he heard Ms. Saldivar 
say was that she “ pulled a gun 
out of her purse, held it to her 
own head. She said she had the 
hammer back. She said that in a 
gesture to Selena, she told her to 
close the door and the gun went 
off.”

He said he filed a supplemen­
tal report because it looked to 
him like Ms. Saldivar wavered 
before signing.

Garza, however, testified he 
did not see the entire question­
ing of Ms. Saldivar and men­
tioned his reservations about 
the statement to Rivera.

“ What I remember him saying 
is that she was twisting it and 
trying to change it around,” 
Garza said. “ I understood what 
he was talking about. It happens 
a lot.”

Before court finished Wednes­
day. jurors also were told inves­
tigators never retrieved the bul­
let that killed Selena. It entered 
in her back and exited through 
her chest.

Another witness testified that 
five days after Selena’s shoot­
ing, Investigators were called 
back to Days Inn Room No. 158 
when a floor safe there was 
opened and a woman’s leather 
purse belonging to Ms. Saldivar 
was found inside.

Corpus Christ! Sgt. Ray 
Rivera, said $1,810 in'cash and a 
$25 check were found in the 
purse along with five .38-caIiber 
hollow point bullets.

ting together to pledge them­
selves to fatherho^, marriage, 
family life, hard work and other 
virtues should be inspirational, 
whatever color they might be.

But it means even more when 
black men express devotion to 
these values, because our most 
serious domestic problems 
begin with the no-fother black 
family. When daddy is a no- 
show, it leads to illegitimacy, 
chronic welfare, child neglect, 
drug use, black crime and so 
many other social migraines.

However, there is a slight 
problem. It’s not easy to be a 
dutiful family man when there’s 
no paycheck because you can’t 
find a decent Job or even a 
crummy one.

With businesses possessed by 
the downsizing spirit -  the 
1990s' cool way o f saying “ take a 
walk, you’re fired” -  it’s hard to 
see where these Jobs are going 
to come fl-om. Especially for the 
young blacks who are coming 
out of the big-city human ware­
houses that we call schools.

But maybe Newt or Bill will 
think of something.

Many of the speeches at the 
great rally were truly eloquent. 
There was emotional talk about 
shunning gtms and drugs, treat­
ing each other with respect, 
pooling resources, starting busi­
nesses, rebuilding neighbor­
hoods and other good works.

Fine. Wonderful. But the most 
gripping, eloquent speaker of 
them all was Louis Faurakhan, 
one o f the few men in America 
who can talk for two hours 
without putting anyone to sleep.

I have to admit that I enjoy a 
Farrakhan speech. It has 
rhythm, style, pacing, graceful 
transitions, soft phrases rising 
to thunderous crescendos. It’s 
very much like a fine musical 
composition, which isn’t sur­
prising, because Farrakhan 
used to be a professional calyp­
so singer.

Unfortunately, it’s not music. 
It’s words. And no matter what 
kind o f soft-spoken con Job he 
tries to feed Larry King, when 
he has a live and receptive audl-. 
ence, Farrakhan Just can’t Eealat., 
playing the Jew-baltlng, honlUe- 
hatlng, history-twisting deiiul-' 
gogue.

So there we had hundreds of 
thousands of black men, pour­
ing into Washington in a show 
o f solidarity, brotherhood and 
praiseworthy expectations. 
They were Joined by some of 
black America’s most respected 
leaders.

Which was inspiring and 
should be a cause for hope.

But who got them together? 
Who was the big drawing card?

If that’s not depressing, you’ll 
never need Prozac.

Farrakhan even had the gall 
to speak fondly o f Malcolm X 
while reciting a list o f outstand­
ing black men who have been 
victimized by white America.

Apparently he thinks we’ve 
all forgotten that Malcolm X 
was murdered in public, not by 
white racists, but by black hit 
men from the very same Black 
Muslim organization in which 
Farrakhan was a rising star.

Yet the big Washington rally 
provided hope that was so obvi­
ous that most of us couldn’t 
have overlooked it.

The speakers included black 
men who hold high political and 
governmental positions and 
wield considerable political 
power. The audience included 
black men who work in the pro­
fessions, the news media, run 
their own businesses, live in 
solid middle-class communities 
and attend fine universities.

Just think back only 30 years 
and the way things were.

I was in Alabama, where Mar­
tin Luther King was leading 
marches so blacks could be 
allowed to vote. Redneck thugs 
with badges were riding them 
down with horses, crushing 
their skulls with clubs and 
shooting them dead from 
ambush.

Ih-\>ther parts o f the South, 
black homes were being burned, 
civil rights workers ~ black and 
white -  were being murdered. 
White politicians were bellow­
ing about how niggers would be 
kept in their place and would be 
wise not to get uppity. Black 
students needed military body­
guards to enter some universi­
ties.

If anyone had told me the fol­
lowing; Within a few genera­
tions, the biggest cities in 
America would elect black may­
ors, major corporations would 
have black executives, the 
finest universities would be 
chasing after black students, 
the black middle class would 
dramatlcaUy expand and laws 
would have outlawed Just about 
aU forms of housing, political 
and educational discrimination.

Roxanne begins to diminish
VILLAHERMOSA, Mexico 

(AP) — Tropical Storm Rox- 
aime, once a powerful hurri­
cane, was petering out Wednes­
day aft«* flooding much of Mex; 
ico’s Gulf coast and damaging 
the area’s banana and cattle 
business.

Forecasters, however, were 
keeping a wary eye on the errat­
ic storm.

“This storm has been driving 
us crazy,” said Tricia Wallace, a 
staff meteorologist at the U.S. 
National Hurricane Center in 
Miami. “The storm has been 
breaking up ... but we’ll keep 
watching.”

The Mexican government lift­
ed tropical storm warnings for 
the entire gulf coast at 11 a.m. 
EDT, but slapped them back at 4 
p.m. EDT for a stretch of coast­
line from Tuxpan northward to 
San Fernando.

Roxanne was last reported 
drifting northwest at 6 mph, 
and was located at 8 p.m. EDT 
about 165 miles east of Tampico, 
Mexico. Sustained winds were 
about 40 mph.

U.S. Coast Guard and Mexican 
helicopters continued searching 
for three people still believed 
missing from a petroleum work- 
barge that sank Sunday night 
with 245 people on board. Five 
people were killed.

On Wednesday, officials said 
three fishermen from 
BrownsvUle, Texas, were res­
cued from a small reef where 
they had wrecked during the 
hurricane. The fishermen set 
out from BrownsvUle on Oct. 11 
and were headed for Belize.

Fishermen detail harrowing escape from  Roxanne
CIUDAD DEL CARMEN, Mexi­
co (AP ) — After spending 35 ter­
rifying hours clinging to a 
groaning crane that Jutted from 
a barge sunk by Hurricane Rox­
anne, Honrado Balan was over­
joyed to be home — even though 
the storm left six feet o f water 
in his house.

“ I was thinking o f my family, 
not o f my belongings,”  said 
Balan, hugging his 4-year-old 
daughter as he recounted the 
wet and cold ordeal that he and 
14 co-workers endured.

’They were among' 245 men 
working on a pipe-laying barae 
in Campeche Sound when (he 
storm surprised them. Roxanne 
had roared through the area last 
week on its way north, then 
unexpectedly doubled back.

The barge’s equipment includ­
ed a 110-foot crane, tall enough 
to give them something to cling 
to when the barge sank in 50 
feet o f water. The seamen took 
turns sleeping, lashing them­
selves to the crane that poked 
above the 40-foot waves.

“ The fear we had ... was that 
the support would break and 
surely we would all die,”  said 
Hernan Calderon o f Chetumal, 
one o f 15 rescued on 'Tuesday.

The vessel’s owner, CCC Fab- 
ricaciones y Construcciones, 
said 237 o f the 245 crewmen had 
been rescued. At least three 
were confirmed dead and the 
U.S. Coast Guard said it spotted 
two more bodies.

This morning, a C-130 U.S. 
Coast Guard helicopter from 
Clearwater, Fla., Joined in the 
search for the four people they 
hoped were stiU alive.

“ Weather conditions are 
great, and there is a better 
chance o f finding those unac­
counted for,” Coast Guard offi­
cer Renee Gordon said today

from New Orleans.
Six other storm-related deaths 

were reported from Roxanne 
last week. Tens o f thousands of 
Mexicans have had to evacuate 
their homes this week in fish­
ing hamlets and beachfront 
towns in Yucatan, Caunpeche 
and Tabasco states as storm 
tides and swoUen rivers caused 
severe flooding.

Tabasco Gov. Roberto Madra­
zo Pintado said more than half 
o f the state’s highway network 
was seriously damaged, losses 
his transportation chief, Carlos 
Ruiz Sacristan, estimated at $60 
million.

With winds of 40 mph, Rox­
anne drifted to the northwest 
today. At 5 p.m. EDT, the storm 
about 170 miles east o f Tampico, 
Mexico.

Roxanne was downgraded to a 
tropical storm on Tuesday, but 
it was still a fierce hurricane 
when it began heading toward 
the city o f Campeche from the 
northwest on Saturday.

Barge crewmen said the wind 
and waves grew alarmingly and 
by early Sunday they were in a 
full battle against the storm.

"W e thought we could save it 
until the time it started to go 
down,” said John Sullivan, a 
tower operator from Baton 
Rouge, La.

Huge waves smashed across 
the decks and crew members 
struggled for hours to pump out 
the water. Eventually the barge 
listed to starboard, raising fears 
that it would capsize, said 
Danny Miller of Talladega, Ala.

Within an hour, crew mem­
bers began tossing out life rafts 
and Jumping into the madly 
rolling sea.

“ When we started Jumping off 
... I thought that if  50 percent of

the people survived, it would be 
a miracle,”  said Len Cobb o f 
Pensacola, Fla.

“ I made a lot o f changes in my 
lifestyle when I was in that life 
raft,”  he said with a grin.

Ray Bailey o f Votaw, Texas, 
said he was in the water for four 
hours, clinging to the side o f a 
life raft, but insisted he never 
doubted he’d survive: “ I figured 
I’d hit bank somewhere.”

More than 200 people, many 
bobbing in the hurricane sea 
with only a life vest, struggled 
toward tugs caUed to the scene.

“ Those guys on the tugs, those, 
were tlie heroeis o f the whole 
thing,” Cobb said. “ They were 
whipping those boats around 
down in those 40-foot troughs” 
without causing serious injury 
to the survivors. “ It was amaz­
ing.”

But 15 men took reftige on the 
barge’s massive crane. Judging 
that it would stay above water 
even if  the barge sank. As the 
tugs pulled away with 222 sur­
vivors, the 15 were left behind, 
clinging to metal.

Some o f the 15 were almost 
delirious at times, said 
Calderon, who noted that the 
barge’s smaller crane had been 
smashed by the storm.

But by 3 p.m. Monday, a U.S. 
Coast Guard helicopter flew 
over the site and “ we felt Joy,” 
said Balan.

At 11 p.m., rescue tugs 
appeared on the scene. Four of 
the men jumped from the tower 
into the still-churning seas and 
were rescued. 'The rest hung on 
for another seven hours until 
the waves had calmed to make a 
safe retreat.

“ We all Just had sweet Jesus 
on our side,”  said Kevin 
Dumont o f New Orleans, who 
was rescued Sunday night.

Strong quake puts Japan on alert for wave that never came
TOKYO (AP ) — Southern 

Japan went on tsunami alert 
TTiursday following a strong 
earthquake — but the big wave 
never came.

During the alert, hundreds of 
thousands of coastal residents 
were ordered to higher ground 
as authorities warned of the 
possibility of waves up to six 
feet.

But the biggest wave was only 
4 1/2 inches high, on Kochi 490 
miles southwest of ’Tbkyo. The 
tsunami alert was li ft^  after 
three hours.

’The warnings came after a 
powerftil earthquake with a pre­
liminary magnitude of 6.7 jolted 
the southern Amami islands at 
11:41 a.m. Thursday (10:41 p.m. 
EDT Wednesday). Tsunami 
warnings frequently follow 
quakes, but a ftiU-scale alert is 
rare.

There were no reports of 
injuries or damage from the 
quake itself.
The tsunami-alert area, about 

7 S  miles southweet of Tokyo, 
am  battered by more than 800 
aftershocks. It had also been 
shaken by a strong quake a day 
earlier.

The area under alert — the 
eastern coastline of Kyushu, the 
Amami islands and the south­
ern tip of Honshu — included 
cities such as the prefectural 
capital of Kagoshima, with
540.000 residents, Oita, with
427.000 people, and Miyazaki, 
with a population 290,000.

A  lower-level warning was 
also issued for Shikoku and the 
southernmost island of Oki­
nawa.

People were told to move to 
high ground or make their way 
inland. But a few gawkers gath­
ered on high bridges at Miyaza­
ki to see the wave. Office work­
er Yasumasa Ikari went down 
the harbor at nearby Hyuga to 
watch it roll in.

“It was nothing, really,” he 
said. “Just a wave.”

After the first small waves, 
authorities warned against a 
fldse sense of security, saying a 
blggmr wave could still follow. It 
didn^

As a precaution, Japan’s mili­
tary dispatched boats, heli­
copters and even an F-15 fighter 
Jet to monitor the waters in the 
affected area. Media helicopters 
swarmed to the scene, and tele­
vision continually broadcast 
warnings.

“Everyone on the coast in the 
areas o f danger must evacuate 
to higher ground,”  television 
announcements said. “ Please 
follow directions o f police and 
fire officials.”

Tsimami, or high waves gen­
erated by undersea distur­
bances, are widely feared in 
Japan. Sometimes quake- 
spawned waves kUl fer more 
people than a quake itself.

In 1993, following a 7.8-magni­
tude quake, a tsunami wiped 
out much o f the northern fish­
ing island o f Okushiri, killing 
scores o f people.

The wave did swamp some 
small boats. Nine fishing boats 
were ovwtumed or damaged in 
port, the Kyodo news servlos

Wednesday and Thursday’s 
earthquakes were centered 
about 12 niiles undersea off the 
island of Amamloshima, near 
KikalJima. As many as 9,500 
people on Klkagima were still 
without water lliursday morn­
ing following the first quake.
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MIAMI (AP ) — As If two 
destructive hurricanes this year 
weren’t terrifying enough, a 
new round of torrential rains 
has given the so-called Sun­
shine State another problem to 
wrestle with — alligators.

Gators became a nuisance 
after as much as 20 inches of 
rain fell in parts of southern 
Florida in 24 hours, turning 
some neighborhoods into
islands and sending alligators 
from flooded canals onto 
doorsteps.

“We thought it was a dog, but 
then we saw this huge gator

about 10 to 12 feet long,” Ben 
Jamln Borew said of the commo­
tion he heard Wednesday at the 
gate of his Palm Beach County 
home.

“The fish and game agent said 
not to try to catch it or bother 
it,” Borew said. “No problem 
there.”

State game officials said they 
have received at least 20 reports 
of alligators in residential areas 
and were sending trappers to 
kill them. But they noted most 
gators fear humans and those 
less than 6 feet long are usually

harmless.
“You know, they don’t usually 

attack someone,” said L t  Jeff 
Ardelean of the Florida Game 
and Fresh Water Fish Commis- 
si(Hi. “They might take a bite 
out of a child, but they’re not 
big enough to eat them.”

Though the rains that began 
falling Sunday were expected to 
stop today, hundreds of people 
have alrrady been evacuated 
from areas where waters were 
up to 3 feet inside homes and up 
to 5 feet in streets.'

WASHINGTON (AP ) -  With 
his agency embarrassed by its 
use o f a special shoot-on-sight 
order in the deadly standoff at 
Ruby Ridge, Idaho, FBI Director 
Louis Freeh has revamped the 
bureau’s customary shooting 
rules.

'The shooting rules o f engage­
ment are being replaced by a 
tighter, uniform policy for use 
of deadly force by all federal law 
enforcement agencies that 
requires officers to use alterna­
tives if possible.

The Clinton administration’s 
new policy, a response to the 
bloodshed at Ruby Ridge, was 
announced at a Senate subcom­
mittee hearing Wednesday by 
Deputy Attorney General Jamie

Gorellck.
Under the new policy, law 

enforcement agents may use 
deadly force only when they 
have a “ reasonable belief that 
the subject o f such force poses 
an imminent danger o f death or 
serious physical injury to the 
officer or to another person,” 
Gorelick testified. “ Deadly force 
may not be used i f  an alterna­
tive reasonably appears to be 
sufficient to accomplish the law 
enforcement purpose.”

Henceforth, she said, FBI 
agents will be guided solely by 
the new government-wide poli­
cy, “ which may be further 
restricted, but not expanded, by 
on-scene commanders.”

Freeh was to testify today
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parts of Palm Beach and Martin 
counties by helicopter Wednes­
day, seeing for himself the 
water scooters and small boats 
zipping through flooded streets.

He later declared a state of 
emergency in Hendry, Martin, 
Palm Beach and St. Lucie coun­
ties.

And for a state that has already 
endured direct hits from two 
deadly hurricanes — Erin in 
August and Opal earlier this 
month — this week’s high water 
has only added to the toll of 
damaged and destroyed homes.

“You can see the piles of qar- 
petlng in driveways.

Palm Beach County resident 
Leon Graybill.

About 250 people were evacu­
ated in Palm Beach County and 
in Lee County on the southwest 
coast, 272 people were driven 
into shelters, for some the sec­
ond time their homes have been 
flooded in the past six weeks.

“We helped some people put 
carpets back in their homes and 
replace their appliances,” said

Barbara Franz, emergency ser­
vices director for the Red Cross 
in Lee County. “ And now they 
are back in the shelters.”

'The National Weather Service 
recorded 20 inches o f rain in 
northern Palm Beach County in 
the 24-hour period ending at 
midnight Tuesday. That is more 
than 200 percent above normal 
for the entire month in Palm 
BeachCounty.

It may not be completely over. 
A new round o f rains was possi­
ble over the weekend, forecast­
ers said.

Shooting rules revamped because of Ruby Ridge

D r o p p e d  F r o m  A  W i n d o w
Juveniles fa c e  long sentence in the death o f  Eric Morse

CHICAGO (AP) -  Eric Morse 
died when he was only 5, 
dropped from a 14th-floor win­
dow because he would not steal 
candy for two older boys. His 9- 
year-old brother lives with the 
memory o f his failed battle to 
stop them.

Now, the two boys accused in 
the death face years behind 
locked doors. The two, who con­
fessed to dropping Eric from the 
high-rise, were found delin­
quent o f first-degree murder 
Wednesday.

The shocking cruelty o f the 
crime — which took place in 
September 1994 in a vacant 
Chicago Housing Authority 
apartment — drew national 
attention and outraged the city, 
where an 11-year-old had been 
slain by members of his own 
gang two weeks earlier.

During the two-day hearing, 
Derrick Lemons testified that 
he fought the two boys, 10 and 
11 at the time, in an attempt to 
save his little brother.

As the boys dangled Eric out a 
window. Derrick, then 8, said 
he tried to pull his brother in 
again, but the older boy bit his 
finger.

“ I let him go and (the older 
boy) still had him and he let 
him go, and he feU,”  said Der­
rick, so small he had to sit on a 
tejfy^one book to be seea vvi^r 
the witness, box, “ I ran down • 
the stairs.” , ,

A prosecutor asked him why.
‘“ iVying to catch him,” Der-

Ilet him go and (the older boy) still had 
him and he let him go, and he fell. I 
ran down the stairs...trying to catch 

him.

rick said.
He testified that the boys 

lured him and Eric to the 
vacant apartment on the pretext 
o f showing them a clubhouse. 
The two boys were mad at Eric 
because he got them in trouble 
with their parents and wouldn’t 
steal candy for them, Derrick 
said.

The accused, s^all for their 
age and wearing white T-shirts, 
jeans and tennis shoes, fidgeted 
during the proceedings Wednes­
day. One kept turning away 
from the defense table to watch 
a sketch artist.

Defense lawyers presented no 
witnesses but argued that the 
boys were functionally illiterate 
and could not understand what 
was happening when police 
questioned them.

“ It was the state’s job to pre­
sent the case, and we thought 
they hadn’t proved it beyond a 
reasonable doubt,” defense 
law^yer Amy Frledlander told 
reporters. She said she would 
probkbly appeal. '

During her closing argument.

Derrick Morse

Frledlander said the state’s evi 
dence came from the testimony 
Of a confused child. Derrick, 
and a statement from an inves 
tigator who didn’t take notes 
when he interviewed the 
accused and others.

Cook County Juvenik? Court 
Judge Carol A. Kelly said she 
believed Derrick and that his 
testimony was supported hy 
confessions the boys signed, on 
the night of the crime. Sentenc 
ing was set for Nov. 14.

Defense lawyers said the pair 
will have to be turned over to 
the Illinois Department of Chil 
dren and Family Services for 
five years. But prosecutors said 
the judge has several sentencing 
options, including sending the 
boys to an out-oFstate, locked 
residentiid facilitv for juvenile 
offenders.

State law bars children under 
13 from being held by the 
Department of Corrections. The 
boys have been held at a deten- 
tldn center in the courthouse 
complex' since their arrt‘st a 
year ago.

City of Irving wants its share of Jones’ endorsement deals
IRVING  (A P ) — Cowboys 

owner Jerry Jones apparently 
found a way around sharing 
the revenue with other NFL 
owners frum lucrative sponsor­
ship deals he signed recently 
with Pepsi, N ike, Am erican 
Express and Southwestern Bell 
Mobile Systems.

Jones structured the con­
tracts so th ey ’re with Texas 
Stadium, rather than with the 
Ck>wboys themselves, but now 
the City o f Irving, which owns

the stadium and leases it to the 
club, wamts its share o f the pie.

A c ity  councilman said 
Wednesday that most council 
members think the city is enti­
tled to 8 percent o f the multi- 
million-doUar, multiyear con­
tracts because of provisions in 
the Cowboys’ lease of the facili­
ty.

“ We want to examine those 
portions o f the contracts that 
allocate money for advertising 
revenues,”  City Councilman

Harry Joe said. “ That’ s the 
only way we can see for sure if 
it under the current lease 
agreement.”

Mayor M orris Parrish said 
the city does not know how 
much of the contracts would be 
subject to the 8 percent share.

Bob Power, attorney for 
Jones, said the Cowboys owner 
has no comment about the 
terms o f the agreement. Jones 
was out o f town Wednesday 
and couldn’t be reached. Power

said.
“ Mr. Jones will be replying to 

them (Irving city officials),” he 
said. “ This is just a routine 
business matter. Nothing to get 
excited about.”

Parrish agreed, saying, “ I 
don’t see it as a confix)ntational 
thing by any means.”

City Attorney Don Rorschach 
sent letters in August and 
September to Texas Stadium 
Corp. asking to look at the con­
tracts, Joe said. The corpora­

tion responded by saying it did­
n’t have the contracts, he said.

The City Council had planned 
to discuss the matter in execu­
tive session on Wednesday, but 
postponed the item for two 
weeks until Jones could pro­
vide some input.

Parrish said revenue from the 
c ity ’ s share o f the contracts 
would go m ain ly to m ainte­
nance o f the stadium, with a 
portion going to the city gener­
al fluid.

The city’s desire for a piece of 
the action poses another snag 
in Jones’ plan to execute the 
exclusive contracts that have 
drawn sharp criticism  and a 
$300 million lawsuit from the 
National Football League.

In July, Jones signed a $40 
million, 10-year deal with Pepsi 
to make the cola the o ffic ia l 
soft drink o f Texas Stadium. 
Coca-Cola is the o ffic ia l soft 
drink o f the NFL.

Official: Replacement refs horrible
Mike Mathis, lead negotiator 

for the NBA’s locked-out refer­
ees, is hopeful that a ft-acas 
during an exhibition game this 
week w ill spotlight how much 
regular officials are needed.

The NBA’s 54 referees have 
been locked out since Oct. 1. 
The league has hired replace­
ments. mostly fi'om the ranks 
o f the Continental Basketball 
Association, to officiate exhibi­
tion games in groups of two.

The replacements are simply 
not as experienced as the 
NBA’s regular game offfcials, 
Mathis said, and that leads to 
problems such as Tuesday 
n ight’ s figh t between 
W ashington’s Chris Webber 
and Chicago’s Luc Longley.

" I t ’ s going to get w orse,’ ’ 
Mathis said Wednesday, the 
longer the lockout lasts.

"One of the.marks of a veter­
an referee is sensing problems 
and getting to them before they 
escalate," said Mathis, who has 
worked N B A  games for 19 
years.

Webber said after the game 
that Longley started elbowing 
him In the flrst quarter.

In the final minute o f the 
first halL the two players were 
battling R>r position In the lane 
and began pushing before each 
threw a punch. W hile they 
g ra ^ led , Washington rookie 
R a s b ^  Wallace tomahawked 
the basketball at Longley’s 
head. Even Michael Jordan got 
involved, trying to keep

W allace from  getting at 
Longley.

Both Longley and Webber 
were ejected from the game in 
Chicago. Wallace stayed in the 
game.

Mathis also pointed out that 
the two-man replacement crews 
can’ t see as much o f what’s 
going on as can the customary 
three-man crews.

"Three can’t see everything, 
but they can see bad blood 
developing,’ ’ Mathis said from 
his home in Cincinnati.

NBA officials declined com­
ment on Mathis’ remarks. Rod 
Thom, the NBA vice president 
in charge of game officials, was 
in London for the McDonald’s 
Championship.

Before the incident in 
Chicago, Thbrn said the 
replacements were "do in g 
flne.’’

But a few players — Patrick 
Ewing, Dikembe Mutombo and 
Charles Barkley among them — 
have groused publicly about

the substitute refs.
Toronto Raptors vice presi­

dent Isiah 'Thomas questioned 
how w ell the replacements 
knew the rules when one o f his 
own players, Oliver Miller, left 
the bench and ran the length of

A T L A N T A  (A P ) -  The 
Atlanta Braves and Cleveland 
Indians got what they wanted, 
and all o f baseball may be bet­
ter o ff because o f It.

For the first time In almost a 
decade, the two best teams in 
the msjors are meeting in the 
World Series.

“ I think the right thing hap­
pened," Braves manager Bobby 
Cox scdd Wednesday night dur­
ing a workout in Atlanta. “ I 
think this is the way it should 
be."

A ll o f those worries that wild 
cards, expanded playoffs and a 
skewed season would mess up 
the year turned out to be for 
naught. Instead, this October 
meeting looks like one o f the 
better ones In recent memory.

The Indians led the majors in 
hitting, scoring and home runs. 
Now, fo llow ing the most 
Im pressive p itching perfor­
mance in AL playoffs history, 
th ey ’ re try ing to bring the 

’ championship to Cleveland for 
the first time since 1948.

The Braves, who led the 
majors in pitching, also are on 
a mission. This is their fourth 
straight trip to the postseason, 
and they’re still looking for the 
first title.

" It ’s going to be the matchup 
of the century," Cleveland third 
baseman Jim Thome said.

Greg Maddux, certain to win 
his record fourth straight NL 
Cy Young Award, w ill start 
Game 1 for the Braves. AL play­
off MVP Orel Hershiser, whose

7-0 record is the best in postsea­
son history, is likely to facp 
him Saturday night in Atlanta.

" I  know the Braves are going 
to be very hungry,’’ Hershiser 
said.

The last time the two teams 
with the two best records — not 
including clubs that were tied 
for the best marks — met for 
the title  was 1986, when the 
New York Mets beat Boston in 
a thrilling seven-gamer.

Series.

The last pitch anyone threw 
at this time of year was the one 
ffom Mitch Williams that Joe 
Garter whacked for a home run 
in Toronto. That was two years 
ago, although it seems like 
even longer than that.

Since then, there’ s been a 
strike that ruined the 1994 sea­
son and got 1995 off to a poor 
start. 'There have been replace­
ment players, replacement 
umpires and a new playoff for­
mat.

There also was a new televi­
sion format, one that meant 
most people did not see most 
games. That w ill change this 
week -r everyone will see every 
game, albeit under a unique 
arrangement in which ABC and 
NBC will take turns showing 
them.

There should be plenty o f 
good ball to watch.

The Indians have A ibert 
Belle, the first player ever to 
hit 50 home runs and 50 dou­

bles in a season, perhaps the 
most exciting p layer in the 
game in leadoff man Kenny 
Lofton — the guy who scored 
ffom second base on a passed 
ball 'Tuesday night in Seattle — 
and a Gold G love shortstop 
named Omar Vizquel who occa­
sionally doesn’t Imther using a 
glove to field grounders.

Cleveland dominated the reg­
ular season by going 100-44, 
swept Boston in three games in 
the first round o f the playoffs 
and posted an A L  p layoffs 
record 1.64 ERA in beating 
Seattle in six games.

LONDON (A P ) -  The 
Australian champion Perth 
Wildcats are under no illusions 
about their chances o f beating 
the Houston Rockets in the 
McDonald’s Championship.

“ Slim and none,” star fo r­
ward Andrew Vlahov said o f 
his team’s prospects agadnst the 
NBA champions.

“ That’s about r igh t,”  
Am etlcan teammate Sedtt 
Fisher agreed. “ We have a 
unanimous feeling about that. 
'That’s a pretty scary feeling to 
have going into a game. 
Hopefully, we won’t make fools 
of ourselves.”

Even Wildcats coach Adrian 
Hurley was resigned to defeat 
as he looked over the roster of 
his Houston counterpart, Rudy 
Tomjanovich.

"He certainly has nothing to 
fear from us,” Hurley said.

The W ildcats won the 
Australian league title  last 
Sunday with a 2-1 series win 
over the North Melbourne

Giants. That earned them a 
berth in the McDonald’s tour­
nament, a six-team event that 
is considered the unofficia l 
world championship for clubs.

No NBA team has ever lost a 
game in the McDonald’s event, 
now in its seventh edition, 
although it’s the first time the 
NBA champion is going.

The Rockets are well aware of 
past appearances bY NBA 
teams in Europe.

“ ‘We don’t want to be the 
f irs t ,”  backup guard Sam 
Cassell said. “ Let somebody 
else be the first.”

Ton igh t’s schedule has 
European champion Real 
Madrid playing the Sheffield 
Sharks of England and Buckler 
Bologna of Italy facing Maccabi 
Tel Aviv of Israel.

The Wildcats challenge the 
Rockets on Friday.

“ Talk about ic ing on the 
cake,” said Vlahov, a former 
Stanford player who averaged 
20 points and 10 rebounds for

the Wildcats this season. “ We 
worked hard all year to win 
our championship in Australia, 
and now to come over here and 
play the Rockets, what a bonus. 
You can’t get any better than 
that.”

Vlahov said the team ’s 
younger players were in awe of 
the Rockets, having followed 
Houston’s d rive  to the NBA 
championship the last two sea­
sons.  ̂^

“ But we’re not going to roll 
over for them,”  Vlahov said. 
“ Our nation is a fighting-spirit 
sort o f nation. We’re going to 
have a crack at ’em and make 
sure we are competitive.”

The Wildcats roster includes 
forward James Crawford, an 
Alabama native who played at 
Cumberland College in 
Kentucky, and point guard 
R icky Grace, who played at 
Oklahoma.

The Wildcats are expected to 
play some zone defense, which

is outlawed in the NBA but 
legal in international competi­
tion. But Vlahov said he also 
expects to play man-to-man 
against Houston’s Clyde 
D rexler, one o f the N B A ’s 
standout players o f the past 
decade.

/. Neal Weiner would like to see
Fido checking out the carrots 
at the locai farmers’ market 
rather than mimicking the the 
dog in the television ad and 
chasing a chuck wagon across 
the kitchen floor.

Weiner, a veterinarian who 
practices in Lewiston, Calif., 
believes a diet of commercially 
processed food Is the leading 
cause of problems in dogs and 
cats.

He advocates feeding pets a 
mix o f raw meat, raw and 
steamed vegetables and cooked 
grains.

And it’s not just in matters of 
diet that Weiner finds himself 
in the minority. O f the about 
50,000 veterinarians in the 
United States, Weiner estimat­
ed there are about 500 who, as 
he does, practice holistic or 
homeopathic medicine.

He freely concedes that the 
holistic, return-to-the-earth 
approach to pet cau’e — with its 
emphasis on herbs, flow er 
remedies, “ energetic”  m edi­
cines and spiritual healing — 
is not for everybody.

Weiner said he’s found a lot 
of his customers “ are people 
looking at that (a lternative 
medicine) in their own lives’ ’ 
and want to extend it to pet 
care as well.

As a holistic veterinarian, 
W einer said he looks at pet 
health care from the point o f 
v iew  that a disease and its 
symptoms indicate something 
is out o f whack on a mental, 
emotional, physical or spiritual 
level.

Rather than treat the symp­
tom (an tib iotics for an ear

infection, surgery to  n .M iu jve  
bladder stones, etc.) Weiniu 
said he relies on homeopathic 
techniqui^ to find and correct^ 
the underlying cause o f thtr 
problem.

One technique that definitely 
has a holistic look to it is mus 
cle testing, a type of “ applied 
kinesiology” borrowed from the 
chiropractic field.

While a technician places one 
hand on the dug or cat and 
stretches out her other arm, 
Weiner touches various an'as 
on the technician’s body and 
tests the resistance of her out 
stretched arm with his other 
hand.

For purposes o f the test. 
Weiner said the technician is 
serving as an “extension cord” 
into the energy field o f the 
patient. If Ik can push her arm 
down with little  resistance, 
that indicates a problem.

Depending on where he 
touches the technician, W e in e r  
said he can detect infectieins, 
structural problems, allergies, 
organ weaknesses, liormon.il 
imbalances, emotional distui 
bances and a host of other 
problems.

W einer said he still uses 
blood tests to confirm his find 
ings. Muscle testing, however, 
“ gives us a tremendous amount 
o f information very quickly. 
It’s non-invasive and inexpen 
sive. The body has an innate 
intelligence if you ask it.”

“ The holistic approach is to 
treat the disease and prevent it 
from returning. An illness is a 
lesson, a teaching tool that lets 
a person know they're out of 
balance. We’re always trying to 
get into 'Wha;’s the cause?’ and 
how we can educate people so 
their dog’s or cat’s well-being 
can be improvc>d.”

Rex Is Pound

NEW YORK (A P ) -  An ama­
teur foM ll hunter has discov­
ered what may be the biggest 
meat-eating dinosaur known, a 
fisarsOme beast that looked like 
the longtime record-holder 
Tyrannosaurus rex.

The creature was 41 to 43 feet 
long and weighed 6 to 8 tons 
when it roamed the grasslands 
ol what Is now Argentina, sci­
entists esthnate.

It lived about 100 m illion  
years ago, or about 30 million 
years before T. rex appeared, 
said paleontologist Rodolfo 
Corla o f the Carmen Funes 
Museum in Neuquen, 
Argentina.

A  bone-by-bone comparison 
with rem ains o f the largest 
known specimen of T. rex sug­
gests that the newfound crea­
ture was slightly longer and 
maybe three tons heavier, said 
Coria, who reported the fossil 
find w ith an Argentine col­
league in the jounud Nature.

“ This is a monstrous an i­
mal,” said University of 
Chicago paleontologist Paul 
Sereno, who has examined the 
newfound fossils. "It's probably 
a bit b lu e r  than T. rex."

Scientists are uncertain how 
big T. rex got. Estimates range 
from about 40 feet to SO feet.

The in itial fossil find was 
made by a local auto mechanic 
who hunts dinosaur bones as a 
hobby. In honor of the discov­
erer. Ruben Carollnl, the huge 
dinosaur has bben named 
Glganotosaurus carollnli.

Scientists have recovered 
about 70 percent of the skele­
ton, Including parts of the 5- 
foot4ong skull, most of the ver­
tebrae, both thigh bones and 
curved, serrated teeth about 8 
Inches long. Without a com­
plete skeleton scientists can 
only estimate the creature's 
size.

The creature ran on its hind 
legs and probably had rathef 
small arms, Coria said. Just 
what it ate In its environment, 
which resembled the African 
savanna, is a mystery, he said.

Despite the overall similarity 
In appearance to T. rex, 
Glganotosaurus was not closely 
related to it, and the two beasts 
arose Independently, Coria 
said.
-T. rex lived in North  

America, and there was no land 
bridge from South Am erica  
that could have let 
Glganotosaurus or Its descen­
dants move north to become 
ancestors o f T. rex. Sereno 
said.

Jack Homer, curator of pale­
ontology at the Museum of the 
Rockies In Bozeman, Mont., 
said comparing the sizes of 
Glganotosaurus and T. rex Is 
tricky because dinosaurs grew 
continuously until they died, 
rather than stopping at some 
adult length.

More Important will be find­
ing out whether
Glganotosaurus was a hunter 
or a scavenger, he said. T. rex 
Is usually considered a hunter, 
but Horner has suggested it 
was a scavenger.

In any case, fossils of a meat- 
eating dinosaur from North  
Africa suggest a beast that was 
bigger than T. rex, he said. No 
analysis of those bones has 
been published, he said.

HARLINGEN, Texas - “ We 
had a job to do and we Just did 
it," Edna Tamayo said, remem­
bering her first teaching Job at 
the Hardin Ranch School more 
than 30 years ago. “ It did more 
for me than all my education 
courses at the un iversity , 
because it was common-sense 
teaching and it came from trial 
and error.”

It was also the beginning o f a 
career that changed education 
in Harlingen and inspired 
school programs across the Rio 
Grande Valley.

She has been named the 
Valley Morning Star’s Hispanic 
Woman o f the Year.

Seven years ago, after years 
o f teaching, Mrs. Tamayo 
became the head o f parental 
involvement and dropout pre­
vention for the Harlingen 
school district.

'The district’s Implementation 
o f her ideas — favoring human 
contact over written manuals 
and pulling parents into 
schools — is credited for cut­
ting the dropout rate from 15 
percent In 1989 to 2.6 percent in 
1993.

Besides keeping hundreds o f 
more students in school, the 
achievement earned the district 
national recogn ition  among 
educators.

‘T think Edna was 99 percent 
responsible in providing the 
leadership to reduce the 
dropout rate,’ ’ said James 
Smith, the former Harlingen 
superintendent who put Mrs. 
Tamayo in charge o f the pro­
grams.

Mrs. Tamayo, 57, doesn’t like 
to see the program through 
numbers — “ I don’t deal in sta­
tistics’ ’ — but the impact that a 
good parental involvement had 
in Harlingen should sound a 
wake-up call, she said.

Many schools follow the same 
philosophy, but few have been 
as persistent and innovative as 
her program.

She recruited former gang 
members, for example, to warn 
children about gangs .and lec­
ture teachers about youth prob­
lems.

She set up full-time havens 
for parents on school campus­
es, and “ family learning cen­
ters’’ in the housing projects to 
give children a place to study 
w ith older students after 
school.

She tapped into a generous 
resource at Texas State 
Technical College by recruiting 
mentors there for struggling 
teen-agers.

And almost two years ago, 
she took her program out o f its 
conventional setting to aid a 
distressed community. Families 
in the Las Palmas colonia had

beseeched her for help in con­
trolling violent gangs o f chil- 
dten. Some were too afraid to 
tsiik to her in public.

“ We didn’t tell them we had 
an answer on a silver platter,” 
Mrs. Tamayo said. “ We just 
went on this assumption: 
Positive activity will make neg­
ative activity decline.”

She and her sta ff worked 
with the fam ilies to give the 
children activities and older 
role models in their neighbor­
hood. She insisted on police 
patrols and helped neighbors 
clean up a vacant lot for sport­
ing events.

“ She’ s a great lady ,’ ’ said 
Amos Gonzalez, a Harlingen 
attendance officer who took on 
the Las Palmas project. “ She 
knows what she’s doing and 
she has a big heart for the com­
munity, especially the Hispanic 
community.”

Mrs. Tamayo gives credit to 
the staff, who come up with 
many of the dropout program’s 
innovative ideas. "It takes spe­
cial people to implement a pro­
gram,”  she said. “ This isn’t a 
program that can be im ple­
mented from a handbook.”

Gonzalez, for example, sug­
gested team ing up the Las 
Palmas children with the Rio 
Grande V alley  W hiteW ings. 
Before home games, the kids 
help prepare the stadium and 
hang out w ith  the players.

On Oct. 19. 1781, British 

troops under Ix>rd Cornwallis 
surrendered at Yorktown, Va., 
as the American Revoiution 
neared its end.

Congress, meeting in New York, 
drew up a declaration of rights 
and liberties.

In 1812, FVench forces under 
Napoleon Bonaparte began their 
retreat fhjm Moscow.

Dorothy Kilgallen of the New 
York Journal and Leo Kieran of 
The New York Times in a 
round-the-world race on com­
mercial flights that lasted 18> 
days.

In 1944, the U.S. Navy 
announced that black women 
would be allowed into Women 
Accepted for Volunteer Emer­
gency Service.

In 1950, United Nations forces 
entered Pyongyang, the capital 
of North Korea.

In 1951, President Truman 
signed an act formally ending 
the state o f war with Germany.

In 1977, the supersonic Con­
corde made its first landing in 
New York City after 19 months 
o f delays caused by residents 
concerned about the aircraft’s 
noise.

In 1987, the stock market 
crashed as the Dow Jones 
Industrial Average plunged 508 
points — its biggest one-day 
decline.

Ten years ago: A  U.S. ofificial 
delivered a letter from Presi­
dent Reagan to Italian Premier 
Bettino Craxi saying that U.S.- 
Italian relations remained solid 
despite differences over the 
Achllle Lauro hijacking.

Five years ago; Iraq ordered 
all foreigners In occupied 
Kuwait to report to authorities 
or face punishment, and 
announced it .would ration gaso­

line to save on imported chemi­
cals used in refining fUel. The 
Supreme Soviet voted to 
approve President Mikhail S. 
Gorbachev’s economic reform 
plan. The Cincinnati Reds beat 
the Oakland A ’s 8-3, taking a 3-0 
lead in the World Series. *
