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Veteran health care uncertain under GOP plan

WASHINGTON (AP) — Tens
of thousands of veterans could
lose their Medicaid coverage
and many more face the uncer-
tain prospect of turning to the
VA for health care if Republi-
can Medicaid and Medicare
reform plans become law, the
administration says.

The Departments of Veterans

Christmas
time is

Affairs and Health and Human
Services, in a report released
today, said as many as 172,000 of
the 600,000 veterans enrolled in
Medicaid could lose their cover-
age under the House plan to
reduce spending levels by $182
billion through 2002.

Of those, 55,600 are severely
disabled, under age 65, not cov-
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ered by Medicare and do not
have priority eligibility for VA
care, the report said.

It also concluded that plans to
increase premiums and
deductibles for Medicare recipi-
ents could result in more than
400,000 veterans finding it finan-
cially necessary to turn to VA
health care.

Because live trees are a fire
hazard, only artificial trees may
be used in the forest.

This is an option that is likely
to be unavailable as VA pro-
grams face their own budget
restraints under the GOP plan
to balance the budget by 2002,
the report said.

“VA will not be able to care

for veterans pushed out of other
health care programs if it also is
suffering from devastating con-
gressional budget cuts,” VA
Secretary Jesse Brown said.

“What this country must
avoid is the possibility that men
and women who defended this
country will fall through the

cracks between three shrinking
programs,” he said.

The report estimated that
64,000 veterans would lose their
Medicaid, the federal program
for the poor and the disabled, in
the five states of California,
Florida, New York, Washington
and Pennsylvania.

NOISY-LE-ROI, France (AP)
— Trick or treat! It’s almost Hal-
loween — and the French are
scared stiff.

The popular American holi-
day isn't on the calendar in
France. But that hasn’t stopped
some transplanted Americans,
Canadians and Britons from
importing it — much to the hor-
ror of the French, who cherish
their privacy and tend to shun
strangers.

“It’s bizarre,” said Jean-Pierre
Leclercq, a bus driver. “Little
monsters! I don’t want them in

- my garden.”

On Tuesday night, scores of
costumed children will go door
to door in the leafy suburbs
west of Paris where many for-

" eigners settle, seeking out the
homes where porch lights and
grinning jack o’ lanterns signal
fellow expatriates.

But kids are kids, and the
excitement and lust for candy is
strong enough to drive some to
the darkened houses of French
neighbors — creating a cross-
cultural comedy that plays out
every year:

A Frenchman, hearing an
unexpected knock on the door,
flings it open and stares down
blankly at the small ghost, gob-
lin, pirate or princess who has
penetrated his hedged-in
fortress and now stands on his
doorstep.

Trick? One French woman
confided that she feared for her
rose bushes, terrified that the
little sword-wielding, masked
Zorro outside might slice off all
those lovingly cultivated buds.

North American and English
children go door-to-door in
Waterloo, a Brussels suburb
with a sizeable English-speak-
ing population. Some British
youngsters also trick-or-treat,
though most prefer the English
equivalent on Nov. 5, Guy
Fawkes Day.

But Halloween is virtually
unheard of in France, even
though it's home to Cesar SA,
the world’s largest maker of car-
icature masks. During the Gulf
War, the company in Saumur,
about 160 miles southwest of
Paris, did a lively business sell-
ing scowling Saddam Hussein
masks to the U.S. market for
Halloween.

“It’s grotesque,” said Bernard
Ewenczyk, a Paris business-
man. “To knock on the door
dressed like that {s very
strange. It's unknown in
France. For me, it's completely
against our culture.”

This Halloween, Starleaf
thinks a few French families
may actually join in the fun
Tuesday evening — but just a
few.

“l was walking along the
street once with my daughter all
dressed up as a ballerina in a
tutu, and people were really
looking her over,” she said.

FOX RIVER GROVE, Ill. (AP)
— Clanging warning bells and
the deep bellow of a train whis-
tle plerced the early morning
calm Sunday when federal
investigators recreated last
week'’s collision between a com-
muter train and a school bus.

Seven teen-agers were killed
and more than two dozen others
were injured Wednesday when
the train struck the rear of the
school bus, tearing the yellow
cabin from the chassis.

With an identical bus idling
in the same intersection and the
actual train involved the acci-

dent barreling down the tracks,.

20 1investigators from the
National Transportation Safety
Board measured several factors
that led to the crash.

The tests clearly showed there
was too little room for the bus
between the tracks behind it
and a stoplight at a highway in
front of it. In two re-enactments
without the bus, the train could
not stop without completely
passing through the intersec-
tion, even with the emergency
brakes appled.

The spectacle brought about
40 onlookers to the scene, where
letters, balloons and stuffed ani-
mals have been left in memory
of those killed. Some cried at
the sight of the train positioned
just 3 feet from the bus — a
freeze frame of the moment just
before the crash.

ward' far enough’fo clear the
tracks and the width ‘of the
train. That put it over the cross-
walk and about six feet into the
highway's right traffic lane.

Investigators measured how
far the train traveled after the
emergency brakes were applied
when the train was cruising at
more than 60 mph.

In the first test, the train, with
a large dent showing where it
struck the bus, passed through

the intersection and did not stop
for about 40 more feet. In the
second test, the train came to
rest about 100 feet past the inter-
section, close to where it
stopped after last week’s crash.

NTSB spdkesman Boh Barlett
refuged to comment on the test
results. “We have to be very
thorough, and that's what we're
doing,” he said.

Barlett said Sunday’s re-cre-
ations will be included in a final
report on the accident, which
should be issued in six to nine
months. The NTSB, if neces-
sary, can issue an emergency
recommendation before the
report is completed.

Senators look to bypass Clinton to settle disputes

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sena-
tors are speaking of settling
their budget disputes without
interference from the White
House as Congress begins this
week to put the finishing touch-
es on the massive GOP proposal
to balance the budget by 2002.

“Maybe it might be better for
the Republicans in the U.S. Sen-
ate to start talking to the
Democrats” rather than to Pres-
ident Clinton, Senate Budget
Committee Chairman Pete
Domenici, R-N.M., said Sunday.

“Pete, I'm willing to deal,”
responded Sen. Bob Kerrey, D-
Neb., who appeared with
Domenici on NBC’s “Meet the
Press.”

House and Senate negotiators
meet this week to iron out dif-
ferences in their bills, both
passed last week, to balance the
budget over seven years by
shrinking Medicare and Medi-
caid growth and providing a
$245 billion tax cut.-

Clinton has vowed to veto the
bill because of education and
health care cuts, and the White
House and Republican leaders

are each blaming the other for
refusing to compromise.

Clinton on Saturday accused
the Republicans of blackmalil in
linking an increase in the feder-
al debt limit to his acceptance of
their plan. Senate Republican
leader Bob Dole, R-Kan., and
House Speaker Newt Gingrich,
R-Ga., replied that Clinton
should “think twice” about a
presidential veto.

Domenici suggested that this
political acrimony could be
avoided with bipartisan talks in
the Senate. But his comments
and those of other senators on
the news program also revealed
how far apart the two parties
are on the core issues.

Sen. Don Nickles, R-Okla.,
said the seven-year timetable
for balancing the budget is “not
really negotiable” and that
Republicans would agree to a
temporary lifting of the debt
ceiling only if Clinton decides to
do more than “just stand back
and throw rocks.”

Domenici said Clinton could
bring many things to the nego-
tiating table but added, “I didn’t

say anything was negotiable.
We worked too hard to get
here.”

On the Democratic side, Ker-
rey agreed that Clinton should
veto the bill as it stands, and
Sen. Christopher Dodd, D-
Conn., said he hoped for a reso-
lution of the dispute, ‘“but not
on the basis of what is in this
package.” f

Kerrey said talks on balancing
the budget should also encom-
pass a universal health care
plan — rejected by Congress last
year — and moves to cut the ris-
ing costs of such entitlement
programs as Social Security.

Kerrey said he wasn’t trying
to cut the president out by back-
ing Domenici’s proposal for

200 Texas bus drivers have traffic convictions

HOUSTON (AP) — More than
200 of Texas’ certified school
bus drivers have traffic convic-
tions, including speeding and
drunken driving.

Some 150 were convicted of
speeding, according to a com-
puter analysis done by the
Houston Chronicle and reported
Sunday in a copyright story.

The newspaper examined
records belonging to the state’s
55,000 certified school bus
drivers during a three-year peri-
od ending Aug. 31, 1994.

Another two drivers, who are
still certified by the state to

drive a school bus, were cited
for drunken driving. However,
neither currently works for a
school district. Fifty more were
ticketed for accidents.

Meanwhile, school bus acci-
dents in Texas have risen more
than 20 percent in the past four
years — from 1,198 in 1991 to
1,449 in 1994, according to the
Texas Department of Public
Safety.

Injuries to children are up
more than 55 percent — from
826 in 1991 to 1,282 in 1994, state
records show.

Final arguments begin
in 911 abduction trial

FORT WORTH (AP) — Jurors
will hear closing arguments this
week in the federal capital mur-
der trial of a man accused of
kidnapping and killing an
Arlington teen by burying her
alive.

It is the first death penalty
case in the nation to be tried
under the 1994 Crime Bill,
which added several crimes for
which federal prosecutors could
seek the death penalty.

Over the strong objections of
Orlando Hall's two defense
lawyers, federal prosecutors on
Friday displayed photos of the
gagged corpse of Lisa Rene as
she lay nude in a fetal position
with both hands covering her
face.

Some jurors wept, some held
their hands over their mouths
clearly shaken, as they viewed
her body as it appeared when
investigators unearthed it from
a ‘ShHllow grave in Pine BlufT,
Ark.

The body was found one week
after her Sept. 24, 1994, abduc-
tion. Transcripts of a 911 call
revealed a terrified Miss Rene
telling the operator that men
were trying to break into the
apartment she shared with her
sister. Her shrieks and frantic
pleas for help emanated from
courtroom speakers as the call
was played in court.

Hall, 24, of El Dorado, Ark.,

could face the death penalty on
federal charges of a kidnapping
that resulted in death.

Testimony Friday showed that
after her captors led Miss Rene
to her grave, Hall, Steven Beck-
ley, 23, and Bruce Webster, 22,
took turns beating her with a
shovel as she stood over the pit.

Beckley’s recounting last
week of the slaying contradicted
a statement from Hall. Hall had
stated that Webster, of Pine
Bluff, Ark., and Beckley of Irv-
ing hit Miss Rene, 16, with the
shovel — but he never did.

“Orlando took turns hitting
her,” Beckley said in the second
day of prosecution testimony,
adding that Miss Rene was
struck a total of ‘15, maybe 20
times."”

Beckley testified that he, Hall
and Webster took Miss Rene to
Byrd Lake Park outside Pine
Bluff two days after she was
abdacted from Arlington. A
grave already had been dug in
dense underbrush.

“I turned her with her back
facing the grave,” Beckley testi-
fied in a monotone voice.
“Orlando hit her on the head
one time. She screamed and
started running.”

Hall and Webster ordered him
to recapture the 16-year-old,
which Beckley said he did.

“She was hollering and
screaming,” said Beckley.

In Texas, drivers can be certi-
fied to drive a school bus after
completing a 20-hour training
course at the Texas Education
Agency's regional service cen-
ters.

The certificate must be
renewed every three years with
an eight-hour refresher course.

In September, new legislation
transferred the bus driver certi-
fication program from com-
bined enforcement by the Texas
Education Agency and the DPS
to the DPS alone with the idea
of promoting more efficient
monitoring.

Tanya becomes
11th hurricane;
poses no threat
to land yet

MIAMI (AP) — Tanya
turned into a hurricane over
the Atlantic on Sunday but
posed no threat to land as it
churned hundreds of miles
east of Bermuda. '

Tanya became the 11th hur-
ricane of the season when it
crossed the 74 mph threshold,
making this year second only
in hurricane activity to 1969.
There were 12 that year.

When Tanya's winds
reached 39 mph Friday, it
become the season’s 19th
named tropical storm. The
record for named storms is 21
in 1933.

At 10 p.m. EST, Tanya's
center was about 585 miles
east of Bermuda. It was mov-
ing north-northeast near 10
mph and was expected to con-

tinue in that direction
through Monday.
The National Hurricane

Center said it posed no threat
to land. Late Sunday, Tanya’s
maximum sustained winds
had increased to 80 mph.

The hurricane season starts
June 1 and ends Nov. 30.

GOP budget battleground over who will shoulder cost

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Beneath the high-profile fights
over Medicare and tax cuts, the
massive Republican budget bill
is also a battleground for a
smaller, but no less intense,
showdown over who will shoul-
der health care costs for thou-
sands of retired coal miners.

The bruising battle pits giants
of the coal and steel industries,
like Peabody and Pittston, LTV
Corp. and U.S. Steel, against
each other, and each side has
hired top Washington lobbyists
to plead its case.

“It's a classic Washington big
company-versus-big company
fight,” said Morrie Feibusch, a
spokesman for the Bituminous
Coal Operators Assoclation, and

overcome a 10-0 second-quarter
deficit for a 28-13 victory over
the Atlanta Falcons.

The trio’s work overshadowed
the 1995 debut of Deion
Sanders, who returned to the
Georgia Dome for the second
time since leaving the Falcons
after the 1993 season.

He made an impact a year
ago with eventual Super Bowl
champion San Francisco, get-
ting in a fight with Andre
Rison and strutting past the
Atlanta bench on a 93-yard
interception return just before
halftime.

Sanders came close to scoring
again, diving in the end zone
on a 48-yard pass from Aikman
that skipped off his hands. It
would have been a spectacular
catch.

“He wanted to perform like
he thought he was able to,"”
Switzer said. ‘“There was a lot

of pressure on him, and he
played well. They only threw
his way once.”

“I’'m so happy to get this
game over with so you guys
can now treat me like an every-
day football player,”’ Sanders
said. “That is the way I want to
be treated. We have some great
players on this team so I want
you guys to spread the focus
around.”

That was easy to do on
Sunday.

Aikman completed 19 of 25
passes for 198 yards and two
touchdowns. Irvin had 10 catch-
es for 135 yards and a score and
Smith took control of the
ground game, racing for 167
yards and a touchdown.

Smith cut Atlanta’s lead to 10-
7 on a 1-yard run to cap an 80-
yard drive on the Cowboys' sec-
ond possession. Dallas went in
front to stay 15 seconds before
halftime when Aikman hit Jay
Novacek to end a 54-yard drive.

Dallas then took the opening
kickoff of the third quarter and
needed only six plays to go 68
yards, the final 43 coming on
Aikman’s 43-yard pass to Irvin,
who reached over defender
Anthony Phillips to make the
catch.

“He ran bv the guy, I threw it

up and he caught it,”” Aikman
said of the long pass to Irvin.
“Simple.”

Daryl Johnston ended the
Cowboy scoring on an 8-yard
run just under five minutes
into the final period, capping
an efficient 15-play, 81-yard
drive that knocked 7:36 off the
clock.

“I thought we grew up a little
bit and did some good things,
but not enough of them,”
Falcons coach June Jones said.
‘“What we do from here on is
going to decide our season.”

Atlanta drove 71 yards with
the opening kickoff to take a 7-0
lead on Jeff George’s 42-yard
scoring pass to Eric Metcalf.
