Prisoner escapes from county jail

A man scheduled to go to trial
next week has escaped from the
Howard County jail.

Suicide
attempt
nullified

Big Spring Police Officers suc-
cessfully subdued a man early
this morning after he had made
several threatening gestures to
take his own life.

At about 12 a.m. officers were
dispatched to the 1500 block of
East 11th Place in reference to a
person having hallucinations.

When officers entered the res-
idence they were informed by
another occupant in the house
there was a person there acting
irrationsl.

“ Officers searched the resi-
dence and discovered a white
male in his 20s in the bathroom,
standing in the bathtub holding
a knife. :

When the man saw police offl-
cers he broke a beer bottle he
was holding, pressed it to his
neck, cutting himself.

He used the knife he had in
his other hand to cut several
shallow lacerations in his chest
and then waved the knife sever-
al times towards the officers as
they tried to get him to surren-

Man charged with
assaulting an officer

A Big Spring man has been
charged with assaulting a police
officer

Raul Gonzales Martinez, 38, of
1510 Oriole, was spotted by Det.
John Stowers in the 100 block of
N.W. Third and the detective
knew the man had outstanding
local warrants.

Stowers attempted to arrest
Martinez and he ran as the offi-
cer told him to put his hands on
the car. Martinez then allegedly
picked up some bricks and
made an aggressive move
toward Stowers who felt he was
in fear of being injured.

Capt. Lonnie Smith said when
marked patrol cars arrived at
the scene Tor backup, Martinez
began throwing some of the
bricks. .

Smith added the "warrants
were for traffic violations com-
mitted by Martinez and he was
charged with aggravated assault
of a peace officer. No one was

in the incident.

Ruben Juarez, 35, broke out of
his cell sometime between 1:30
and 2:30 am. Friday by tamper-
ing with a locked window,
breaking out a window pane,
tying bed sheets together and

scaling down the north wall of
the courthouse to freedom.

He had been charged in May
1995 with aggravated sexual
assault which violated his
parole. Sheriff AN. Standard
said Juarez had recently been
returned from Huntsville so he
could stand trial next week.

"We had been painting in the
jail for about a week and Juarez
had been helping during the day

but was in lockdown at night,”

. said Standard.

"He told the jailer the fumes
were bothering him so the jailer
moved the prisoner to the
trustee area which is low profile
but still secured.”

Standard said jailers check on
the inmates every 30 minutes to
one hour. The windows are
secured with expanding metal
and when the lock was undone,

the metal expanded and Juarez
broke out the window.

The sheriff added because
there was a breach of security,
he will be talking to the jailer
who was on duty and consider
possible disciplinary action.

Standard and deputies have
also interviewed other inmates,
the escapee's family members
and his attorney to try and
determine where Juarez might

m Drop expected to hit Howard Co.
in about two weeks for gray foxes

In an effort to combat a rabies
outbreak among coyotes and
foxes, the state health depart-
ment this month will airdrop
vaccine baits in 79 Central,
West and South Texas counties.

The effort is scheduled to
begin today in rural areas of
South Texas.

Central and West Texas air-
drops start in about two weeks,
Texas Department of Health

spokesman Doug McBride said
Tuesday

Alrplanes will drop about 2.6
million vaccine-laden baits
statewide, up from 850,000 dis-
tributed last February in the
first airdrop, McBride said.

In South Texas, a rabies
strain that affects coyotes start-
ed in Starr County in 1968 and

‘bas spread northward since

then, officials said. .

Elsewhere, the department
will target a strain that affects
gray foxes.

The health department drops
baits filled with an oral rabies
vaccine. When a coyote eats
vaccine, it becomes immun 5
McBride said.

The department plans to drop
70 baits per square mile in rural
areas of the 79 counties. The
effort will cost an estimated $4
million, McBride said.

The vaccine baits will be
dropped in a semi-circular pat-
tern throughout parts of central
and western Texas counties, a
240-square mile area, creating a
barrier of immunized foxes that
should prevent the spread of fox
rables to areas outside of the
"drop zone."

The Zoonosis Division of the
Texas De t of Health
can't pinpoint when the drop
will hit Howard County, but it
will be with the two week peri-

od in which the drops occur.

Three of the planes being used

in the ‘drop are specially
designed computerized planes
belonging to the Canadian Min-
istry of the Interior. The dual
engine planes are designed to
handle projects such as the bait
drop.
The bait drop program will be
an annual occurrence for the
next six years at a cost of $2 mil-
lion a year.

A similar project in South
Texas has successfully stopped
the spread of rabies in that
region's coyote population.

Howard County's rabies case
count halted at 53, but officials
are not relaxing.

Animal Control Supervisor
Terry Chamness said just
because Big Spring has not had
a positive rabies test come back
since Aug. 16 is no reason to
relax.

*"There's no doubt that we still
have rabies in the area. We're
back in the schools this year
telling kids to be aware of wild
animals and to take care of their
domestic animals,” Chamness
added.

Extension
vacancy
expected
to be filled

The departure of Assistant
County Agent Michael Kelsey to
Upton County last summer left
a heavy workload on Howard
County Extension Agent Don
Richardson and his staff, but
relief could be here within a
couple of weeks.

The Agricultural Extension
Service at Texas A&M Universi-
ty could fill the vacant Howard
County pesition as soon as next
week. Richardson had hoped to
have the position filled late last
summer.

A list of 40 applicants for the
Howard County position was
narrowed to five candidates
who were granted interviews.

The extension service pro-
gram covers all 254 Texas coun-
ties and is divided into 12 dis-
tricts.

Richardson has been in the
Extension Service for 30 years
and has had the opportunity to
train nine assistants. Six have
followed the same path as
Kelsey and have gone on to
become successful agents in
other counties.

Richardson is one of only two
training agents in Extension
District 6, the other trainer
agent is in Pecos County.

"Howard County has enjoyed a
tremendous success rate of its
young agents going on to
become successful extension
agents,” Richardson said. "A lot
of the credit for the success of
Michael and the other young
agents goes to the people of
Howard County for supporting
this type of program.”

He added it's tremendously
hard to lose a good person like
Kelsey because each person in a
program brings with them their
own unique talents and contri-
butions.

"The whole program suffers
when there's not a full staff*
Richardson said.

"We have a lot of talented
youth out there willing to be
assistant county agent, but you
have to be careful in who you
choose,” he added. "You want
someone who will blend in with
the unique situation in Howard
County," said Richardson.

Baby formula
hot items for thieves

FORT WORTH (AP) — Some
thieves in the Dallas-Fort Worth
area are targeting grocery store
and supermarket shelves for
baby formula, officials say.

In November, a man rushed
from a Fort Worth supermarket
with a $60 case of Similac under
one arm, then scared off pur-
suers by drawing a gun. )

Authorities say infant formu-
la can readily be sold for quick
cash on the street at a fraction
of its retail cost, which can run
as high as $10.79 a can for the
powdered formula with iron.

The buyers, police speculate,
are possibly mom-and-pop gro-
cery stores and low-income
mothers who can’t afford the
retail price.

Estate battle pits

brother vs. brother

HOUSTON (AP) — Model-
actress Anna Nicole Smith, 27-
year-old widow of Houston ofil-
man J. Howard Marshall II,
isn’'t the only one fighting his
son for control of an estate esti-
mated to be worth up to $1.5 bil-
lon. -

Another son, J. Howard Mar-
shall III, said Thursday that his

brother, Plerce Marshall, com-
mitted fraud to gain total con-
trol over their father’s estate.

Marshall III, of Los Angeles,
has asked state District Judge
Jim Scanlan to void the J.
Howard Marshall II Trust and
reinstate the “rightful and
intended heirs” excluded from
control of the estate after the
oilman’s Aug. 4 death at 90.

A petition, which contests and
opposes Plerce Marshall’s appli-
cation for probate of his father’s
estate, makes it clear the broth-
ers are anything but close.

The document, filed on behalf
of Marshall III, accuses Plerce
of taking advantage of an old,
“mentally and physically weak-
ened” man with poor eyesight
to take over the estate.

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — Six

Authorities say stabbing of |
gay man likely hate crime

KATY (AP) — Authorities say
the brutal stabbing of a gay man
outside a suburban bar was
likely a hate crime by two men
who claim membership in a
neo-Nazi hate group.

Fred Mangione, 46, was
stabbed at least 35 times early
Thursday in his van outside
Dolly’s Place, a bar about 30
miles west of Houston frequent-
ed by homosexual men.

A Harris County sheriff's
deputy spotted two men run-
ning in the area about 1:30 a.m.
and noticed their clothes cov-
ered with blood. While ques-
tioning them, the sheriff's
department received an emer-
gency call from the bar.

Witnesses at the scene,
including Mangione’s longtime
companion, Kenneth Stern,
identified the pair — Daniel
Christopher Bean, 19, and
Ronald Henry Gauther, 21 — as
the last persons seen with Man-
gione.

Bean and Gauther, both of
whom listed Montana address-
es, were being held at the Har

ris County Jail pending murder
charges.

The suspects said théy are
part of a neo-Nazi hate group
called the German Peace Corps,
a claim investigators had not
verified immediately. Authori-
ties also said they were unsure
if the victim was chosen
because of his sexuality.

But Harris County Sheriff
Tommy Thomas said the pair
showed no remorse after their
arrest.

“This has to be a hate crime,”
Thomas said. “This is not just,
you know, stab a person and kill
them. There’s a lot of hate
involved in this.”

Witnesses told investigatbrs
that Mangione and Stern et
the suspects about an hour
before the attack. The four left
the bar for about 30 minutes in
Mangione’s van and returned.

Stern told deputies he went
back inside. A few minutes
later, he was attacked inside the
bar by one of the men. Several
bar patrons helped fend off the
attacker, who fled.

GOP presents new budget plan

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Believing they now have a plan
that moderates and conserva-
tives can support, House Repub-
lican leaders are preparing leg-
islation that would quickly end
a partial shutdown that has left
parts of the government in
chaos.

Under intense pressure to end
the record 21-day closure, and at
odds with Senate Republicans,
House GOP leaders devised the
temporary back-to-work plan
after previous options failed
during a sometimes fractious
meeting of House Republicans

on Thursday night.

“Thank you for bringing me
home,” the 13-year-old said,
causing 350 people at Trinity
Lutheran Church to erupt into
applause during a Thursday
evening service that one pastor

said was to celebrate tears of

grief being turned into a river
of joy.

Jessyca’s mother, Monica
Bourget, wiped away tears in
thanking people for helping

give her family strength to
never give up hope that Jessyca

would be found and returned'

home.

“Without you we wouldn’t
have a daughter,” the mother
said, patting Jessyca as she
stood at her side at the pulpit.
“It truly is a miracle that she
was found safe.”

Jessyca disappeared Sept. 16
with Steven Oliver, a 38-year-old
rural Eau Claire man, who has
known her since 1989. Oliver
was arrested Dec. 28 after the
FBI received a tip that he and
Jessyca were living at a Hous-
ton motel.

Before Thursday’s church ser-
vice, Jessyca and her family led

about 150 people on a five-block
walk from her school, P.J.

employees.

Whitewater prosecutor Ken-

Outside the Greensville
Correctional Center, a handful
of death penalty opponents
protested the execution. It was
Virginia’s fourth execution in
three months.

Correll was convicted of capi-
tal murder for the Aug. 11, 1985,
death of 24-year-old Charles
Bousman Jr. Three men stole
the victim’s car in Roanoke,
stuffed him in the trunk and
took him to a wooded area
where he was robbed.

Two other defendants, John
Dalton and Richard Reynolds,
testified that Correll killed
Bousman by throwing a knife in
his chest twice. They entered
plea agreements and are in
prison.

shooting at parking tower

PORTLAND, Ore. (AP) —
Police say a recently fired deliv-
eryman bent on revenge walked
into an office tower parking
garage and shot two people with
an assault rifle, then held four
hostages in an office before sur-
rendering.

The gunman, dressed in mili-
tary camouflage and a black
beret, raised suspicion as soon
as he entered the 30-story KOIN
Center in downtown Portland
early Thursday afternoon.

Police said James H. Rincker
went to the building with one
intention: to shoot women office
workers for having had him
fired in the last few weeks from
his job as a package delivery-
man.

“He was angry at these
women and decided he was
going to go there and shoot
them,” police Lt. C.W. Jensen
said. Authorities expected to
charge Rincker with assault and
attempted murder.

Before he got out of the build-
ing’s underground parking

garage, Rincker sprayed it with

Russian
troops
gear up
for Bosnia

KOSTROMA, Russia (AP) —
away from the start of
ussia’s mission to Bosnia,
-faced soldiers shifted from

to foot and shivered as they
assembled on their base’s frigid

grounds.

Winter can be especially cruel
for the under-funded Russian
army. But no one mio Kostro-
ma paratroopers n was
complaining about his assign-
ment to the Balkans.

For starters, it isn’t the Rus-
sian quagmire of Chechnya.
There also will be fatter pay-
checks and the honor of show-
ing Russia's colors in the
world’s No. 1 military hot spot.

“All our soldiers wanted to go
to Bosnia,” said Denis Demen-
tiev, 21, as the 98th Airborne
Division had its final review
Thursday at the Kostroma mili-
tary base.

“First is pride in our service,
and second is money,” he said.

The paratroopers will be in a
contingent of 1,500 Russian
troops flying to Bosnia this
month to enforce the peace
alongside NATO soldiers.

Nagging questions, including
funding and concerns about the
Russians’ historic bias toward
the Serbs, have cast a shadow
over the peacekeeping mission.

But the mood at the base

about 200 miles northeast of

y, sub-zero temperatures

notwithstanding.

Marching top comman-
ders on a parade ground,
the soldiers filled the air with
puffs of breath as they toted
their Kalashnikov assault rifles,
grenade launchers and other
weapons, then tuned up their
tanks and trucks and chatted
with visiting reporters.

It is a seasoned group, select-
ed from among the many who
volunteered. A majority fought
in the year-old war in break-
away Chechnya, and many
served in Afghanistan, Angola
or Tajikistan.

Lt. Gen. Vyacheslav Kholilov
reminded the men that there is
still shooting in Bosnia, and
appealed to their pride: “In you,
the people in the Balkans will
see the best of Russia.”

Senior Cpl. Valery Tikho-
molov, 46, said he grew up hear-
ing propaganda about the Cold
War enemy but claimed there
was never any animosity at the
soldiers’ level.

“We always wanted to work

with the Americans

and NATO. We are happy that

the time is finally here,” he

said. “Military strength is only

good when it means fulfilling
the peace.”
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Scientists create first
atoms out of antimatter

GENEVA (AP) — In a break-
through that offers physicists a
chance to test their under-
standing of the universe,
resesirchers for the first time
have created atoms of antimat-
ter.

The achievement was
announced Thursday after
months of careful checking of
data. Physicists say it is possi-
ble that the universe could
contain stars and planets made
entirely of antimatter —
objects that up to now scien-
tists could only imagine.

produced last September at the
European Laboratory for Parti-
cle Physics (CERN) in Switzer-
land by Professor Walter Oel-
ert and his team from Erlan-
gen-Nuremberg University in
Germany.

The results of the tests were
a triumph for CERN. Scientists
at five other research centers
— including Harvard and
Chicago — were also working
to produce antimatter atoms.

Antimatter atoms have the
same structure as convention-
al atoms — electrons in orbit
around a nucleus — but are
made up of anti-particles.
Every sub-atomic particle is
known to have a correspond-

ing anti-particle.

Scientists say the fascinating
quality of antimatter is that
when it meets matter — the
substance that all things on
earth are made of — the two
substances instantly annihi-
late each other, releasing a
burst of energy.

In the experiments, the anti-
matter atoms remained in exis-
tence for just 40 billionths of a
second before annihilation.

The next step for Oelert and
his team is to compare the
atoms of antimatter with ordi-
nary atoms.

According to currenf scien-
tific theories, they should be
exactly the same. If not, then
scientists’ understanding of
the universe will be turned on
its head.

“This discovery opens the
door into a completely new
anti-world,” said Neil Calder, a
CERN spokesman. “This may
be a tiny Alice in Wonderland
door ... through which we can
get to a completely new under-
standing of the reality of the
universe.”

Scientists outside CERN also
hailed the discovery but said it
was the first step in a long pro-
cess.

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NFL'’s winningest coach
calls it quits at Miami

MIAMI (AP) — The toughest
season of Don Shula’s career
turned out to be his last.

After 347 victories, six Super
Bowls, two NFL titles and the
only perfect season in league
history, Shula has decided to
quit.

“It was a tough decision, one
I haven’t had to make in 33
years of coaching,” Shula told
WTVJ-TV on Thursday, his
66th birthday.

He planned to announce his
resignation in a news confer-
ence at 4 p.m. EST today.

As recently as Sunday, Shula
said he would honor the final
year of his contract. But there
had been speculation about his
future for much of the season
as Miami, the preseason AFC
favorite, struggled to a 9-7
record.

The team with a high payroll
and low morale saved its worst
game for last, a 37-22 collapse
in the first round of the play-
offs Saturday at Buffalo.

Shula bristled at newspaper
columns and polls suggesting it
was time to quit after 26 years
in Miami. The availability of
Jimmy Johnson, former coach

of the Dallas Cowboys and
Miami Hurricanes, only
increased pressure on Shula.

‘““This is a very sensitive
issue,” Johnson told The Dallas
Morning News. “I have no com-
ment. I have had no contact.”

Johnson also said he was
“closer to returning to coaching
this year than I was a year ago.
I'm giving it stronger consider-
ation. I've had some discus-
sions with other teams, and I'm
strongly considering it. But I
haven’t made up my mind yet
whether I'm coming back.”

Johnson left the Cowboys in
1994 after winning back-to-back
Super Bowl titles and has spent
the last two seasons as an ana-
lyst for Fox and HBO.

“Jimmy has me under
instructions not to comment on
any jobs,” Johnson’s attorney,
Nick Christin, told the Sun-
Sentinel in Fort Lauderdale. ‘I
can’t say anything about this
job. These are my marching
orders.”

Shula’s decision followed a
meeting Wednesday with team
owner Wayne Huizenga. It was
unclear whether Shula would
remain with the Dolphins in
