The sealed proposals should
be received at the office of Roy
Wilson, city clerk, by 2:00 p. m.
on the specified day, and are
to include all necessary mate-
rials, = machinery, equipment,
superintendence and labor for
constructing the lines. Princj-
pal items of work in the project
include approximately 3195 feet
of 8-inch mains and 3640 feet of
6-inch mains, including neces-
sary valves, fire hydrants and
fittings; and the removal of
about 1540 feet of 4-inch mains
and 1925 feet of 2-inch mains.

City engineer “Red” Smith
has been in Friona frequently
since passage of the bonds,
working to get all phases of the
city improvements underway at
earliest possible dates. The wa-
terworks of necessity took pre-
cedence over the paving pro-
gram. as all underground work:
should be completed before any
topping is laid.
