One of the future topics of discussion for 
the .Big Spring City Council will be*the 
Howard County A s^ ia t io n  for Retarded 
Citizens (HCARC) attempt to get a specific 
use bingo permit from the city — for the 
third time this year.

If it is to be successful in its third

slon Tuesday night, and according to City 
Engineer Ralph Truszkowski the commis­
sion voted to recommend to the council that 
HCARC be ‘granted a Specific Use Permit 
for a bingo hall at that location.

‘Despite the area in questioned being 
zoned heavy commercial,* Truszkowski 
said,* any location in  town would require a 
specifrc use permit for a bingo hall.*

Truszkowski said three people spoke in 
favor of granting the permit at Tuesday's 
commission meeting and only one person 
spoke against it.

The issue will now go before the city 
council on Dec. 10. The council will have a 
public bearing on the matter and then vote 
on whether or not to issue the permit later 
in the meeting.

After a public hearing before a packed 
council chamber, the council voted 5-2 to 
deny the permit. Council members Chuck 
Cawthon and Tom Guess were the two 
votes in favor of granting the permit.

HCARC for a permit to build and operate a 
bingo hall and again made the same unani­
mous recommendation after recently revis­
iting the issue.

Because there was some objection at the 
first public hearing on the issue in March, 
the commission recommended the certain 
specifications be made a part of any special 
use permit that might be granted.

Direct contributions boost District 70 race spending

AUSTIN — .Texas House of 
Representatives District 70 can­
didates David Counts and Scott 
McLaughlin and their backers 
spent about $15 per vote com­
bined fcM* a seat that pays $600 
per month.

That's if you look at numbers 
reported on the “8-day report” 
for contributions and expend i- 
tiues in the race. The “8-day 
report” is required to be filed 
eight days before the General 
Election and must show all con­

tributions and expenditures.
The cost-per-vote could 

increase when final campaign 
contributions and expenses are 
filed. That report is due no later 
than Dec. 5.

Counts raised nearly $111,000 
in cash and in-kind contribu­
tions and McLaughlin almost 
$97,000, but it was direct politi­
cal expenditures that caus^ the 
total cost of the campaign to 
soar.'

Direct political expenditiu'es 
can include money spent in sup­
port of a candidate rather than 
given directly to them. For

example, the money a supporter 
spends to design and publish a 
newspaper advertisement in 
support of a candidate would be 
a direct political expenditure.

According to the Texas 
Legislative Service (TLS), 
McLaughlin recelv^ more than 
$403,000 In combinw contribu­
tions and political expenditures 
of $100 or more. More than 75 
percent of the total came from 
the Texas Republicdti Campaign 
Committee, which spent more 
than $317,000 in support of 
McLaughlin.

TLS listed Counts' combined

contributions and expenditures 
of $100 or more at almost 
$129,000. A TLS spokesman said 
their figures may be lowqr than 
total contributions and expens­
es filed with the Ethics 
Commission because TLS may 
not have the current numbers.

Otiher than the Texas 
Republican Campaign
Committee support, only 17 per­
cent of McLaughlin's contribu­
tions were out-of-district More 
than 91 percent of (founts' con­
tributions and expenditures on 
the report came from people or 
organizations out of the district.

Soil, water conservation subject for work group meeting

Problems and solutions con­
cerning soil and water conser­
vation will be the focus of a 
work group meeting at 7 p.m. 
Tuesday in the Fiiat United 
Methodist Church's Garrett 
HaU.'

Eddy Spurgln, district conser­
vationist at the Natural 
Resource Conservation
Service's Big Spring field office, 
said the work group meeting is 
designed to give residents input 
into problems and solutlons per-

taining to soil and water con­
servation.

*As a result of the 1996 farm 
bill, each soU and water conser­
vation district has been given a 
charge to lead the way in pro­
viding initiatives in conserva­
tion techniques,* Spurgln said. 
*We want to get input from peo­
ple on what their conservation 
problems are.'

Most conservation problnns 
are fledrly common knowledge 
in this area, Spurgln said, iden­
tifying the main problem areas 
as wind and water erosion of 
dryland cotton crops and weed

and brush encroachment.
But the meeting will provide a 

deeper piupose than just eye­
balling problems and possible 
solutions. Spurgln said local 
input will go a long way toward 
determining each conservation 
district's budget in fiiture years.

*What the local work group 
sends up to Washington will go 
a long way toward afliecting our 
1998 (fiscal year) budget,' 
Spurgln said.

He added that the work group 
should be of interest to urban­
ites, too. Officials are expected 
to talk about indirect problems

pertaining to const i^ration, 
such as the cost of the pro­
grams, and the effect of imiu-op- 
er conservation on the overall 
economy.

But the most important rea­
son for attending the work 
group, Spurgln said, is to have 
your voice heard.

The bottom is. Instead of this 
being a top-down meeting — 
having us identify the problems 
and telling you what we're 
going to do about them — our 
agency is asking for local input. 
So this is kind of a bottom-up 
{q>proach.'

Tentative plans call for a week of early voting prior to the Dec. 
10 runoff election to select this area's next state senator.

Republican State Rep. Robert Duncan and Democrat David 
Langston, the former mayor of Lubbock, will face off in the spe­
cial election to determine the successor to John Montford, who 
resigned earlier this year to become chancellor at Texas Tech 
University.

Gov. Gmrge W. BUsh has not officially set the date for the 
runoff, but election officials believe it will be held Dec. 10. If that 
date is correct, plans call for early voting to be held Dec. 2-6 at 
the Howard County Courthouse, County Clerk Margaret Ray 
said.

Duncan and Langston were the top two vote-getters among a 
seven-man field in Tuesday's general election. Duncan received 
45,320 votes—  30 percent of total ballots cast — while Langston 
tallied 36,066 votes (24 Mrcent).

On a related note, Ray said 10,038 county residents voters 
Tuesday, a drop of 1,111 from 1992 general election totals. Fifiy- 
six percent of registered voters cast ballots, she added.

Cook’s conviction. Two judges 
said they would have baiTed n 
retrial and ordered him set free.

“ If you lie and you cheat and 
you get caught and you have 
three chances to convict some­
one, you ought not get the right 
to use the taxpayers’ money to 
try the person a fourth time.” 
said Paul Nugent, Cook’s 
Houston-based attorney.

“ ’This case exposes whaCthe 
public fears, that prosecutors 
do, sometimes, break the law in 
trying to convict a citizen,” 
Nugent said. ' ’

David Dobbs, chief felony 
prosecutor in the Smith County 
district attorney’s office, said a 
motion would be filed asking 
the appeals court to reconsider 
its ruling. He said no decision 
had yet been made on a retrial.

“ Not being able to retry the 
case would be an unthinkable 
position in terms of the way we

feel about his (Cook’s) guilt and 
the magnitude <Jf this offense,” 
Dobbs said. “ If there is a scale 
of 1 to 10 for murder cases, this 
one’s an 11.”

The Court’* o f Criminal 
Appeals listed ^veral instances 
of evidence suppression by for­
mer prosecutors that have 
plagued the Cook case.

Dobbs said most of the past 
misdeeds were uncovered and 
presented to Cook’s lawyers 
since current Smith County 
District Attorney Jack Skeen 
Jr. took office in 1982.

“ Throughout the course of 
this trial, we have fought prob­

lems that arose in the first 
trial,” Dobbs said.

The reversal centered around 
testimony given previously by 
Robert Hoehn, a friend of 
Cook’s who died of AIDS in 1987 
and 1 5 prior testimony was 
simply entered into the record 
at the subsequent trials.

The second trial, in December 
1992, ended with jurors dead­
locked 6-6. The third trial was 
in Georgetown in 1994.

Prosecutors in the first trial 
in 1978 didn’t disclose that 
Hoehn had given a statement to 
a grand jury prior to Cook’s 
first trial that contradicted 
what he said during the trial 
about Cook’s state of mind just 
before the murder, the opinion 
said.

B oard hears praise, criticism  o f new  tex tb ook s
AUSTIN (AP) — According to 

the social studies textbooks now 
used by Texas schoolchildren, 
the Berlin Wall is still standing, 
the Soviet Union remains intact 
and presidents Bush and 
Clinton haven’t yet been elect­
ed.

The state’s teachers say it’s 
time for the books to be. 
replaced, and they’re hoping 
that will happen ^ id ay  when 
the state Board o f  Education 
votes to adopt new social stud­
ies books for use next year.

At a public hearing on the

matter Wednesday, board .nem- 
bers indicated they were lean­
ing toward approving the books.

But sever^ groups hope to 
stymie that with complaints 
that the texts depict too many 
minorities, pay too much atten­
tion to religions aside from 
Christianity and portray whites 
and Europeans as cruel.

Five teachers representing the 
Texas Council for Social Studies 
testified that the new books 
(exceeded requirements set up 
by the board in 1994.

The books also were recom­

mended earlier this year by sep­
arate 15-member state commit­
tees, said Cecile Richards of the 
Texas Freedom Network.

“ To not adopt these books 
now would not only vaste an 
incredible amount of taxpayer 
money but also . hours upon 
hours put in ... making sure 
that these books are factually 
correct,” Richards said. -

But Eleanor Hutcheson, text­
book chairwoman for the Texas 
Society of the Daughters of the 
American Revolution, urged the 
board to reject the books.

Hutcheson argued that the 
number of Hispanics and blacks 
depicted in the textbooks over­
represent the number of minori­
ties historically living in Texa$.

She also said pictures of slain 
Tejano singer Selena should be 
replaced with photos of Vicki 
Carr, another Hispanic singer, 
and complained about the por­
trayal of black poet I.angston 
Hughes.

Drive started to get m edicinal marijuana on ballot
SAN MARCOS (AP ) -  A peti­

tion drive has been launched to 
get a medicinal marijuana ini­
tiative on the ballot for next 
May’s city election at San 
Marcos.

The drive was started on elec­
tion day by Harvey Ginsburg, a 
Southwest Texas State 
University psychoj^ogy professor 
who was arrested 6n marijuana 
charges two years ago.

Ginsburg said he did not 
know *how many signatures 
were collected on 'Tuesday when 
the drive began, but says they

need 1,600 signatures to force a 
vote on the issue.

“ We made very significant 
progress in getting the number 
of signatures we need in one 
day,” he said. “ Most of the peo­
ple were incredibly positive.” 

The drive began with volun­
teers stationed at each of the 12 
voting locations.

The Rev. Jim Love, pastor of 
Westover Baptist Church, was 
not happy about the volunteers 
attempting to get signatures at 
his church, one of the polling 
places.

Ginsburg said a confrontation 
developed when Love realized 
j eople were gathering up signa­
tures on a measure to ease up 
on marijuana users.

“ I thought we had a say in 
what happens on our church 
property, but I guess we don’t,” 
Love said. “ We are a church 
that stands on biblical princi­
ples, and here we have a poll 
being taken to basically legalize 
marijuana right outside our 
front door.”

A check with City Hall 
revealed that the petitioners

had a right to be there, Love 
said. He said the incident will 
make the church rethink 
whether to allow voting 'in 
future elections.

The professor, who suffers 
from glaucoma, said the pro­
posed ord^i^nce would not 
legalize marijuana.

He said it would, however, 
direct police to use their discre­
tion “ to minimize the impact of 
marijuana laws” on people 
using the drug for relief from 
specific medical conditions.

Fairer sex flexes
political muscle
If  there was ever any doubt, women proved them­

selves a political force with which to be reckoned 
Tuesday, as they re-elected William Jefferson 
Clinton as president of the United States.

The demographics were clear — a trend that 
appeared early on - America’s women did not vote as 
they have in the past. Traditionally, men and women 
in this country have voted in roughly the same per­
centages in presidential elections.

That mold was broken Election Day.

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The case for teaching in a foreign language

I don’t know how often I’ve 
heard the argument:

“ When my grandfather arrived 
here by boat from Italy ... Poland 
... Russia ... Sweden ... Greece, he 
learned English on his own and 
worked hard to support our fami­
ly. He didn’t go to college. I think 
it is wrong to admit students to 
college if they don’t know 
English. How will they learn any­
thing?"

Perhaps that was true at the 
beginning of the 20th century. An 
immigrant fi'om the "old coun­
try" could learn enough English 
on his own and support his fami­
ly doing mianual latrar.

However, as we enter the 21st 
century, you cannot support 
yourself in today's economy, let

Department of Labor, many of 
the fastest growing occupations 
require a bachelor's degree or at 
least some post-secondary educa­
tion. I

In addition, computer literacy 
is needed for many entry level 
positions. Today’s immigrants 
need a college education if they 
are going to successfully enter 
the workforce. ;

As for needing-t^ know English

in order to learn, that is a bit 
myopic. There are well-educated 
people in countries around the 
world who speak only Ctech, 
Spanish, or Korean.

Learning can be done in any 
language. What Is more impor­
tant is that the knowledge and 
skills acquired in one language 
can be transferred to another.

Since the fall of 19861 have 
been teaiching Introductory col­
lege biology in Spanish. No, I 
don’t teach Spanish, I teach blol 
ogy using Spanish as the lan­
guage of Instruction.

At Kean (^ e g e  of New Jersey, 
where 1 am a biology professor,- 
we offer almost all our introduc­
tory general education courses in 
Spanish. doing so

Thus, te em  tMUnHirants — prl- 
marllyfro(ir€sBnral'nnd South 
America and the Caribbean — 
who have gnuj^ted ftx>m high 
school or pa|m the OED can 
begin their coUege studies in 
Spanish. Of dburse, they must 
also enroll lii our program of 
English as a Second language 
(ESL). ^

By the time the students gradu­
ate, they have nq.t onb' earned a 
bachelor's degree in a field such 
as managemmt science, medical 
technology, br education, but also

they are proficient in two lan­
guages. English and Spanish.

As long as there are sufficient 
numbers of immigrants who 
speak the same language on a 
given campus, I think that bilin­
gual programs of this nature 
should be supported.

Thus, the biology that students 
learn with me in Spanish does 
not have to be relearned in 
English. Whether you call the 
organ that pumps blood through 
your body “ heart” or “corazon," 
its structure emd function do not 
change. So why not allow immi­
grant students to begin their col­
lege education using thieir native 
language while at the same time 
requiring them to study English?

Learning a second language is 
a difficult task, especially for 
adults. Friends and colleagues 
often say how much they would 

Isv
they ddh’f  have fhe'tfme, of they 
arb^^oW, er tkey'are-^'nogooiF*" 
at learning languages.

In my entire academic career I 
have never heard even one of my 
Hispanic students make such 
excuses. Every one (rf* them 
wants to become proficient In 
English. They know Just how 
important English is to making 
their lives successful here in the 
United States.

As adult language learners, 
they will never lose their accents, 
but certainly with considerable

effort they will learn to emnmu- 
nicate in, and read, write, and 
speak English.

So. why does it take them so 
long to learn English?

Studies have shown that immi­
grants can learn to converse in 
English in two to three years. 
However, Hie level of English 
pnrficiency needed to succeed In 
the college classroom is much 
more advanced, and oftfn takes 
flve to seven years to develop. 
Th.it is as long as or longer than 
it takes to earn a college degree.

No wonder English as a S^ond 
I Language students often feel frus- 
f trated.

As for those grandfkthers from 
the “old country,’’ I doubt that 
their proficiency in English 
would have allowed them to 
study and pass college-level. 
accounting, computer science, ■

takes instiHitiensircomigItaaenA' 
however, to meet the academic 
needs of a growing population of 
immigrant students.

An English as a Second 
Language program is essential. 
However, in states that attract 
large groups of Immigrants who 
speak a single language, bilin­
gual mstruction should be con­
sidered.

The case against teaching in a foreign language

In 1993, Philadelphia’s La Salle 
University proudly announced 
that it had instituted a program 
where students could earn an 
associate’s degree in which vir­
tually all classes — history, reli­
gion, philosophy, fine arts and 
others — would te conducted in 
Spanish.

When asked about the new pro­
gram Emanuel Ortiz of ASPIRA, 
a Hispanic rights group, said, 
“ I ’m more than ecstatic. This is 
an opportunity we’ve bebn look­
ing for a long time.”

Most people would disagree 
with Mr. Ortiz. A real opportuni­
ty is when'a person who does not 
speak English is given a chance' 
to learn the language. Mr. Ortiz, 
and his allies seem to prefer that 
such persons be encouraged to 
remain monolingual Spanish 
speakers.

. Colleges are perfectly free to 
conduct classes in the language 
of their choice, but they should 
not imply that such classes lead 
to enhanced job opportunities. If 
a student arrives at college not 
speaking English, the first thing 
that student needs Is an English 
class. The handicap must be 
addressed for that student U> 
receive the full benefit of his

tuition dollar.
Ostensibly, the notion that stu­

dents who do not speak English 
can still receive a college educa­
tion sounds compassionate. But 
what this idea means In practice 
is that students pay costly 
tultiohTh order to obtain a 
degree that will have little or no 
value in the marketplace.

Higher education that does not. 
Involve English is not a way to 
open doors, but to keep them 
shut. Richard Reeves put it this 
way; “No matter what the inten­
tions, being dazzling in a foreign 
language but halting In English 
is a formula for washing dishes 

'and digging ditches.’’
The problem is that a person 

who must study biology in 
Spanish will not have the same 
opportunity to go to medical 
school in the United States as his 
English-fluent counterpart. 
History and philosophy are good 
tra ln l^  for law school — but 
fluent English Is also required 
for law school.

It was not so long ago that 
German was the language of sci­
ence and French the language of. 
diplomacy. Today, English has 
become the world’s language,

used for business and over­
whelmingly the choice of 
Internet users. That does not 
make English “better,” but it 
doeshiean that fluent English is 
increasingly a basic requirement 
for professional success in any 
field.

Those who say that science is 
science no matter what the lan­
guage used to teach it omit 
another significant point: techni­
cal terminology varies across 
languages.

This is why studies of students 
who learn sul jcts like grammar 
and math in a foreign language 
fail achievement tests given in 
English. These studies have 
found bilingual education (Le. 
subject matter in a foreign lan­
guage along with English class­
es) is no better or worse than 
doing nothing at all over 90 per­
cent of the time.

James Traub wrote movingly 
in his book, “ City on a Hill’’, of 
the struggles non-English-speak­
ing students had at New York’s 
City College. That college has an 
intensive English program for 
students who are not fluent. 
Traub wrote: “ the fluency-first 
approach had done what it was 
supposed to do.” Those students 
were now ready for college-level 
work. \

Sadly, this debate once again

demonstrates how American 
society has transformed itself in 
the last SO years. First, the argu­
ment was that a person could 
still be a good citizen without 
being fluent in English. That is 
how bilingual ballots became the 
norm. Now immigrants who 
speak ho English are sworn in fts 
citizens.

Those who think colleges 
ilHhere English fluency is not the 
norm are a good idea will 
undoubtedly have a new propos­
al when the graduates of these 
schools are unemployable and in 
debt. Their answer may well be 
that a person need not speak 
English to be a good worker and 
that businesses should provide 
interpreters. Such arguments are 
being made seriously even today.

To require that students who 
do not know English learn it to 
benefit fhliy from college is just 
common sense. History and biol­
ogy classes in Spanish are given 
with the best of intentions. But 
such classes are patronizing and 
demeaning to the students, who 
are, after all, our nation’s fliture. 
Knowledge that a person cannot 
discuss with others is, after all, 
the fhnctlonal equivalent of igno­
rance.

Unlike the pugnacious bicker­
ing that marked their first 
shotgun marriage. President 
Clinton and congressional 
Republicans say they may be 
able to make a divided govern­
ment work better the second 
time around.

“ What the American people 
want us to do now is roll up 
our sleeves, get together,” 
Clinton said W^nesday, a day 
alter voters granted him a sec­
ond term while retaining GOP 
majorities in the House and 
Senate. •

He said i f  the two sides can 
continue the cooperation they 
showed in the fhial weeks of 
the 104th Congress Just past, 
“ We are going to have a great, 
great opportunity here.”

Republicans said now that 
Clinton has adopted their agen­
da of balancing the budget and 
cutting taxes, there was poten­
tial for producing the progress 
that Americans are demand­
ing. ' i'.

“ Assuming that 1997 is a con­
tinuation o f what he cam­
paigned on this year, there's 
no reason that we can’t find 
common ground,” House 
Speaker Newt Gingrich, R-Ga., 
told supporters in Smyrna, Ga. 
“ We don’t have to live in a 
world of confrontation.”

And Senate Majority .Leader 
Trent Lott, R-Miss., said if  
Clinton follows up on his talk 
of eschewing big government, 
“ We’re going to be able to do 
some good things for the 
American people;”

When Republicans captured 
congressional control Ui 1994 
for the first tim ei in four 
decades, both sides’ rhetoric 
was less accommodating.

In his first Washington 
address following that vote, 
Gingrich served notice: “ I am 
very prepared tp cooperate 
with the Clinton administra­
tion. I am not prepared to com­
promise.”  ̂ i • , . .

The president said then that 
he would reach out to the GOP 
but said he would not “ com­
promise on my convictions.”

But after a stormv first 16 
months in which two partial 
federal shutdowns wounded^ 
the GOP in the public relations 
wars. Republicans decided to 
be less confrontatiohal.

Republicans and the White 
House believe they benefited 
when they concluded the 1995- 

'96 Congress with comprpmii|f^ 
on increasing • the minimum 
wage,' modest health-care 
expansions and other bills. 
Gingrich said GOP leaders 
would like to moet with 
Clinton next week to discuss 
the legislative agenda.

That doesn’t 'mean there 
won’t be combat. Lott 
promised hearings on 
Democratic fUnd-raising from 
foreign sources that raised 
questions during the cam­
paign’s final weeks, adding, 
“ Congress does have a respon­
sibility to look into those mat­
ters.”

But some Republicans have 
little stomfich to continue prob­
ing the .Whitewater series of 
allegations against the presi­
dent and his wife, Hillary 
Rodham Clinton. That Job 
should be left to special prose­
cutor Kenneth Starr, said Sen.

Kantor was portrayed as ready 
to resign but v;as said to be 
available for another top-level 
Job, perhaps the attorney gener­
al’s post if  Janet Reno could be 
persuaded to step aside, no mat­
ter how reluctantly.

Energy Secretary Hazel 
O’Leary, out of favor at the 
White House, also was said to 
be leaving.

Transportation Secretary 
Federico Pena, criticized for 
mishandling the ValuJet airlin­
er crash, and Housfog Secretary 
Henry Cisneros, the focus of 
investigation involving pay­
ments he made to a former mis­
tress, also were likely to go, 
administration officials said.

Chicago Mayor Richard 
Daley’s brother. Bill, is a possi­

Clinton returned in triumph 

from the campaign trail 
Wednesday afternoon, telling 
his assembled Cabinet, agency, 
heads and hundreds of other 
political appointees that their 
efforts had made the difference 
between victory and defeat.

“ You have accomplished a 
phenomenal amount in the last 
four years,” Clinton told his loy- 
adists, spreading out by the hun­
dreds on the South Lawn.

Few changes expected among committee chairs
WASHINGTON (AP) -  About 

a year after Strom 'Thurmond 
was bom, the Wright brothers 
staged their first airplane flight.

Next January, ’ Thurmond 
expects to be at the controls of 
the Senate Armed Services 
Committee again, seeking 
money for the most sophisticat-. 
ed and expensive airplanes in 
existence. At 93, Thurmond 
does not hear as well as he used 
to nor is he fast enough on his 
feet to go on the weekend talk 
shows to advance the 
Republican agenda on defense

policy.
But early indications are his 

colleagues are in no mood to 
push him aside after South 
Carolinians returned
Thurmond for an eighth term. 
The pattern of Senate seniority 
is likely to hold in all but a few 
of the inside battles for top com­
mittee posts.

“ I never saw a man more full 
of life and vigor,” Sen. John 
Warner, R-Va., said of 
Thurmond.

Warner, who is the second- 
ranking Republican on the

armed services panel, said he 
would not challenge Thurmond. 
That is a relief to some in the 
Thurmond camp, who were con­
cerned when Warner, during 
his own re-election bid, spoke 
often of his next-in-line status 
on armed services.

House Republican's are to 
make leadership and chairman­
ship decisions on Nov. 18-20, 
while Senate Republicans will 
select their committee heads in 
early January.

Some changes are certain 
because of departures or mem­

bers moving on to other com­
mittees.

With the retirement of Rep. 
William Clinger, R-Pa., investi­
gations into the White House 
FBI files and Democratic cam­
paign finance irregularities will 
probably be led by Rep. Dan 
Burton of Indiana. Burton will 
be the senior Republican on the 
House Government Reform and 
Oversight Committee.

Senate Majority Leader Trent 
Lott, R-Miss., said seniority will 
likely count for a great deal as 
lawmakers seek chairmanships.

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Developer envisions river walk park
BROWNSVILLE (AP ) -  It is 

little more than cow habitat 
now, but in fewer than 20 years, 
developer William P.C. Hudson 
hopes to turn his 1,000 acres of 
pastureland into a development 
complete with a riverwalk.

Hudson’s Paseo de la Resaca, 
or "One Thousand Acres of 
Excellence," as he calls it, is 
encompassed by Paredes Line 
Road, Coffee Port Road, the pro­
posed Morrison Road and Dana 
Avenue

It will be a “ world class mar­
ket place community within the 
community of Brownsville,” 
Hudson, a native of 
Brownsville, said.

The Paseo will include 2,000 
multifamily residential units 
and 2,000 single-family units on 
400 acres, 400 acres of commer­
cial, office and retail space and 
200 acres in parks, roads and 
school sites.

The focus of the project will 
be more than four miles of 
resaca-bordered landscaped 

. hike and bike trails and a 100- 
acre public park.

Hudson said he wanted to 
“ give back the natural aspects 
of Brownsville, which are the 
resacas.”

This Brownsville riverwalk 
will have a 150-foot wide water­
way and a 50-foot easement on 
either side for trails.

Some of the resaca has 
already been tarved out and 
Brownsville Commissioner 

-  Jackie Lockett said Hudson

plans to turn the reaaca and 
park over to the city when it is 
complete. ' .

Lockett said she was worried 
about "what the long-term 

, obligations of the city will be” 
when it assumes responsibility 
for keeping water in the resaca 
and maintaining the park.

However, she said the idea of 
a riverwalk in Brownsville has 
been discussed before and it 
should attract residents and 
tourists.

"We need more tourism infra­
structure,” agreed Nick Marks 
Reyna, president of the 
Brownsville Convention and 
Visitors Bureau.

Hudson’s riverwalk will lead 
to a 250,000-square-foot retail 
center. Legacy Village Center, 
which is being designed by 
Jerde Group Architects. It is 
planned to include a multi­
screen theater complex and will 
be located on the comer of FM 
802 and Paredes Line Road.

He envisions a community 
where people can walk or bike 
to work or school and enjoy 
shopping, entertainment and 
fine dining.

Hudson said he wants a com­
munity where residents “ can 
feel a sense of tranquility.”

"1 really consider myself in 
the dream business,” Hudson 
said, adding he wants to "give 
people a safe environment 
where you don’t have to inter­
face with automobiles.”

The Texas Department of

Transportation has agreed to 
build an overpass to allow park- 
goers to cross underneath FM 
1847, Hudson said.

Hudson has met with a few 
bumps on the road to creating, 
his dream. The Federal 

• Emergency Management 
Agency said the property sur­
rounding the four-mile resaca 
was subject to one to four feet of 
standing water after a 100-year 
flood.

Lockett said one of the rea­
sons Hudson is building a 
resaca is to store flood waters 
and not create additional flood.- 
ing.

To solve this problem, more 
than one million yards of dirt 
are being moved to fill the low 
areas of the development.

The development will have 
upper-, middle- and low-income 
housing units. By the first quar­
ter of 1997, Resaca Palms, a 250- 
unit apartment complex for the 
elderly on 10 acres should be 
complete.

Paseo Plaza, a 184-unit apart­
ment for low- and middle- 
income households on 20 acres 
off of Paredes Line Road should 
be complete by the second quar­
ter of 1997.

The two housing projects 
were approved for tax credit 
assistance.

A 20-acre, 360-unit upper- 
income apartment complex 
should be complete by 1998.

The development, which will 
have several subdivisions, was

designed by Richard Browne, 
famous for the 25,000 acre 
Woodlands community north of 
Houston.

Although Hudson sal4 the 
development will not be com­
plete for 15 to 20 years, lots are 
selling fast.

The Casa Poinciana subdivi­
sion lots, consisting of two rtei- 
dential and eight commercial. 
Including government build­
ings, have sold out.

Havenwood subdivision on 
Coffee Port Road, which has 133 
single-family lots, has sold 17 
lots. Lot prices start at $16,500.

The Villa de la Resaca subdi­
vision on Coffee Port Road has 
sold 26 of 29 available single­
family lots and two families are 
living in their new homes.

The Paseo Plaza subdivision 
has sold two of 11 lots.

Home prices should range 
from $60,000 to $150,000 and lux­
ury homes from $150,000 to 
$300,000.

HEB plans to open a store by 
1998 on the corner of FM 802 
and FM 1847.

Hudson said architectural 
restrictions will be placed on 
every commercial and retail 
structure built in the develop­
ment, which he said would cost 
more, "but will add a great 
value to the community.”

For now, plans are in the 
making and cattle are still graz­
ing on the property Hudson’s 
grandfather. Hubert R. Hudson, 
Sr., purchased in 1937.

Thousands of Communist marchers 
marking Revolution Day in Moscow

MOSCOW (AP) -  Thousands 
o f Communists marched 
through downtown Moscow 
today, marking the 79th 
anniversary of the Russian 
Revolution with calls for Boris 
Yeltsin’s resignation.

Communist leader Gennady 
Zyuganov, who led the 
Revolution Day march, attacked 
the president and his govern­
ment as “ unable to govern.”  It 
was the strongest opposition 
attack on Yeltsin since he 
underwent heart surgery 
Tuesday.

“ We have all sorts of things in 
our history, but when we got a 
president for a day, that was a 
comedy before the whole 
world,” Zyuganov told the rally, 
referring to Yeltsin’s one-day 
transfer of power to his prime 
minister dtuing the surgery.

About 20,000 people marched 
through the city center, accord­
ing to police estimates.

Yeltsin also tried to lay claim 
to the day, once the most impor­
tant date on the Soviet calendar. 
He declared the holiday a “ Day 
of National Accord and 
Reconciliation” to commemo-

civil war and political repres­
sions. .

“We are one people. We have 
one fate, one future. And we are 
all coming from one past,” 
Yeltein said in a statement 
released by his press service. 
"It is time to close the book. We 
have one Russia, and we must 
be united.”

Yeltsin decreed that all of next 
year — the 80th anniversary of 
the 1917 Revolution — also be 
dedicated to national accord.

TOKYO (AP) — Japan’s popu­
lar prime minister won re-elec­
tion today, retaining the helm 
of a minority government that 
could be too fr a ^ e  to surmount 
the country’s biggest i»*oblemS.

Ryutaro Hashimoto easily out­
distanced his rivals in votes in 
the lower and upper chambers 
of Parliament, cupping the 
muJor gains his Liberal 
Democrats made in the Oct. 20 
election.

But the party’s lack o f a leg­
islative majority means the 
man who earned a reputation as 
a hard-driving negotiator with 
the United StCies may now face 
his biggest challenge — taking 
decisive action to spur Japan’s 
sluggish economy.

Hashimoto gained popularity 
with a brash, outspoken style 
displayed during tough auto­
trade talks with the United 
States in 1995, when he demon­
strated his skill in standing up 
to the Americans.

The prime minister' set an 
ambitious reform agenda for 
himself during the recent cam­
paign, when he painted his con­
servative party, which had 
ruled for nearly 40 years, as a 
progressive force for change.

With the country struggling to 
emerge from a five-year reces­
sion and government scandals.

demands are getting louder to 
deregulate the economy and 
slash the tremendous power 
enjoyed by career bureaucrats.

But Hashimoto could be ham­
strung with a minority govern­
ment.

The vote came after the 
Hashimoto’s party gained 
strength in the recent elections. 
The party ruled Japan from 
1955 until it was toppled by a 
string of money scandals in the 
1993 elections.

Last month’s elections boost­

ed the LDP’s strength in the 500- 
seat lower house t(i 239 seats, a 
substantial lift fi^m the 206 
seats it had held siAce 1993.

But with the l^ P  a dozen 
seats short o f a majority, the 
party must win the support of 
small parties and independent 
lawmakers to v.run the 
Hashimoto government.

Although opposition lawmak­
ers agree on the need for radical 
reform of the bureaucracy, it is 
uncertain how far they will go 
to make Hashimoto a success.

The Joke making the rounds 
in the Russian capital was that 
Yeltsin’s first words after com­
ing out of the anesthesia'were, 
“ Give me a pen” — a sly refer­
ence to the presidential decrees 
through which he rules.

The story is apocryphal. But 
at 6 a.m. Wednesday, shortly 
after he was taken off the respi­
rator, that’s exactly what hap­
pened: Yeltsin signed a decree 
taking back the powers he has

guarded so Jealously against a 
host of challengers.

Yeltsin has spent mere hours 
at the Kremlin since winning a 
second term in July over 
Zyuganov. Kremlin squabbling 
has erupted into wild charges 
and countercharges of alleged 
coup plots, multimillion-dollar 
slush funds, embezzlement, 
blackmail and more.

The prime minister, who 
underwent bypass surgery him­
self eight years ago, said he was 
amazed that Yeltsin was bounc­
ing back so fast from surgery. 
Chernomyrdin said he urged 
him to take it easy for a while.

“ We won’t overload him,” an 
upbeat Chernomyrdin said. 
“ We’ll try to take as much of the 
burden off him as possible.”

Once a 
child birys Into this myth, he 
may abandon his own organiza­
tional system because it fails to 
make him perfect.

Being organized does not 
mean being neat and perfect. 
Organization is a personal 
process that puts things in a 
logical place. But what Is logi­
cal for one person may seem 
crazy to another. That’s why 
organization is a private matter 
that can’t be copied from one 
person to another.

that we can simply go into a 
store ar buy a solution. Why?

Organization is a private mat­
ter. How it looks is not impor­
tant.

papers to show the grandparr 
ents when they come to visit. ̂  
In that case, putting them in 
the guest bedroom may be the 
pmfect place. But if the purpose 
is to save papers to study for 
tests, then a better alternative 
would be to file them in a "test 
folder" in the child’s room or 
in the room where h^ usually 
studies at home.

The child needs a system to 
"close the loop" between get­
ting the papers home — per­
haps in a folder in his bookbag 
— and getting them into the 
test folder.

Remember to discard the 
Organization Myths. Your 
child’s system does not have to 
meet your standards for neat­
ness and does -not have to be 
perfect. Being organized simply 
means that you have what you 
need when you need it.

There may be times when the 
system breaks down. That does­
n’t mean to discard the system

entirely. There might be a fire 
drill at school and, in the con­
fusion, an important paper is 
not brought home and filed. 
The child may be hurried or 
even scared, but that does not 
mean he is disorganized.

” I have one girl who won’t 
date a guy with small hands,” 
she says. ”So I have to spend 
time looking at hands.”

At present, she’s got about 200 
clients, and since getting Into 
the matchmaking biz ftiU-time 
seven years ago, she Hgures 
she’s hatched about 20 mar­
riages, and who-knows-how- 
many steamy nights.

Thmw’s no video to make, no 
computerized questionnaire, no 
Friday night m ixers. Fields 
gets to know her clients and 
what they’re looking for In a 
mate the old-feshloned way: she 
asks lots of nosy questions.

”OK, religious would you say > 
you are?”

"What are your political lean­
ings — middle of the road, lib­
eral, conservative?”

“How do you feel about evolu- 
tlon? How about astrology?

“Pets — now that’s Important 
to single people.” she says. “ I 
don’t think most dating ser­
vices ask about that.”

’’She got Into the deep nitty- 
gritty,” recalls Donna Zurek, a 
3S-year-old computer program­
mer who was introduoBd to her 
husband, Gary, by Fields seven 
years ago. They’ve been mar­
ried for four years. ’’Some of 
the sex questions I think were 
a little personal, but It was 
Important to ask. Stuff like ‘Do 
you want a sexual relationship? 
How do you feel about living 
together without being mar- 
liedr ”

"It wasn’t like she looked Into 
her crystal ball or an]rthlng,” 
says Gary Zurek, 35, also a 
computer programmer. Donna 
was the first woman Fields 
Introduced him to; Gary was 
the fifth man she’d found for 
Donn^ "She Just gets a good 
feel for the individuals she 
tries to match up. She has a 
skill not many people have.”

A ll o f which begs the ques­
tion: Why is Fields — blond, 
thin, refined and beautiful — 
stm single?

V I guarantee that there w ill 
be a new champion,” Holyfield 
said. “ As far as I am con­
cerned, it has already been 
made. I just have to be patient 
and wait until the fight to cash 
in.”

Holyfield will earn some $11 
million for the opportunity to 
fight Tyson, who pulled out o f 
their scheduled November 1991 
bout w ith a shoulder injury 
[and went to prison on a rape 
’ conviction  before the figh t 
' could be rescheduled.

The money, though, might be 
secondary to the need 
Holyfield still feels to prove 
himself by joining Muhammad 
A li as a three-tim e heavy­
weight champion.

E ag le  H itch es  R id e  on
Glider

GATLINBURG, Tann. (AP) -  
Thirteen years after he lost one 
wing to a hunter's bullet, a bald 
eagle named Osceola is soaring 
again — hitching a ride on a 
hang glider.

"1 think he likes the wind in 
his face," said the bird's care­
taker and flying companion,
John Stokes.

Stokes' profession is rehabili­
tation and education with the 
National Foundation to Protect 
/\merica’s E^les, based ^  the 
Dollywood theme park in 
f’U’eon Forge.

His hobby is hang gliding and 
O.sreola gets to ride with him 
as a passenger, strapped into a 
custom harness. .

“ Some things happen the way 
they are supposed to. Maybe 
that was the reason I was sup­
posed to take up hang gliding, 
anyway. To get this guy in the 
air ”

The wounded b ird, then 
about 2 years old, was found by 
rabbit hunters near Osceola, 
Ark.,' one wing shattered by 
someone's bullet. A game war- 
deo toolt him to the Memphis 
Zoo

Veterinarian Mike Douglas 
spifnt three days trying to save 
the wing and fight off infection. 
However, the limb had to be 
amputated to save the eagle's 
life Bald eagles can live 30 to 
40 years in the wild, or 50 to 70 
yeais in captivity.

Stokes, who was working at 
the Memphis Zoo at the time, 
named the eagle Osceola.

Since then, Stokes has trav­
eled the country with Osceola, 
giving thousands of educational 
programs at schools and state 
fairs alx)ut eagles.

Stokes, 40, said he decided 
last December to develop a har- 
.less for Osceola so he could 
carry him along on his glider
nightsr'-t I vTiiniiv trnnr’M

He fiddled with designs 
thn>ugh the spring, finally com­
ing up with a three-zipper sling 
that holds the bird without con­
fining his head, tail and legs.

The harnessed eagle then is 
suspf-nded from the 33-foot glid- 
(H wing. Just above and to the 
left of Stokes.

Stokes tested the glider-eagle 
combination on the back o f his 
truck. And in April, with the 
permission of the U.S. Fish A 
W ild life  Service, he took 
Osceola to a hang Riding field 
Just south o f Chattanooga to 
soar around Lookout Mountain.

During that first fligh t, 
Stokes recalls, Osceola spotted 
and watched a pair of red-tailed 
hawks.flylng nearby.

“ At that point, it probably 
really Jelled for him. He was in 
that iTalm again. He was in the 
air.'■

They have made eight flights 
now, some lasting as much as
20 minutes.

Osceola seems relaxed riding 
on the hang glider, although 
Stokes noticed something dif­
ferent about him during one 
recent flight.

"J don’t know how to describe 
it. He looked more confident. 
There was a fire in his eye, 
something was oack.”

AAA cites 
dangerous 
bottlenecks

NEW YORK (A P ) -  
Hoping a new Ctxigress will 
rem ove grid lock , the 
Am erican Autom obile 
Association on Wednesday 
named 10 o f the worst msjor 
highway bottlenecks that 
the motor club says are des­
perately In need o f federal 
funds.

"A  highway system is only 
as efficient as Its most con-, 
gested poin t," said James 
Kolstad, v ice  president o f 
AAA public and government 
relations. "Road  sectigns 
that have not been upgraded 
to handle current capacity 
can cause miles o f vehicle 
backup and thousands o f 
hours o f lost productivity."

The lis t includes roads 
and bridges in Boston, 
Chicago, Dallas, Houston, 
Los Angeles, M ilwaukee, 
Minneapolis, New Orleans, 
New York C ity  and 
Washington.

AAA said the list Includes 
areas where development 
has outpaced capacity, 
where sevm*al roads merge, 
or where the number o f 
lanes quickly reduces. The 
list Is based on then number 
o f motorists affected and the 
length o f delays.

“ We’re encouraging feder­
al and state officials to look 
at these roads and make 
sure the funding is available 
to make the changes that 
are necessary," said A A A  
spokesman Mike Morrissey. 
"Som e o f  these highways 
are as they were originally 
built back In the 60s and 
obviously somebody is drop­
ping the ball in not (updat­
ing) the standards to meet 
todiBy's needs."

He said the timing o f the 
list, less than week before 
the election, was no coinci­
dence. ___■ -

One o f  the roads, on the 
list Is the EsiSt LOS 'Ange, js 
Interchange. where
Interstate S m erges w ith 
Interstate 10, state road 60 
and state road 101. M ore 
than 566,000 veh ic les  per 
day drive the route, creating 
grid lock that extends for 
miles.

Margie TlrltHU, a spokes­
woman for the Californ ia 
Department o f
Tn^portatlon, said It Is the 
busiest interchange In the 
state, but it  can’ t be 
widened because It ’ s an 
urban area and any expan- 
sl(m would mean diq;>laclng 
residents.

“ But there are solutions.” 
she said. " I f  people would 
car pool it would certainly 
help."

In addition, she said, the 
Metro Rail conunuter train 
should have a line running 
In that area In the yaar kOOO, 
and people could ease the 
congestion by tak ing the 
train.

The AAA ’s list is part o f a 
campaign tha 36 m lllion- 
rimnber automobUa associa­
tion launched In June to 
draw attention to what It 

a “national tranapmta- 
tion c r is is ,"  because o f a 
deteriorating Inftaatructiue.

Odwalla fruit juice pulled 
from shelves, E. coli found

SBAT'IT>E (AP ) — A  pt^ular 
brand o f fruit juices was pulled 
o ff  store shelves In seven 
Western ..states and Canada 
after health officials linked the 
product to an outbreak o f B. 
coll bacterial polsmilng.

As o f Wednesday, health offi­
cials In Washington state had 
confirmed 13 cases o f E. coli 
In fection  and at least 10 o f 
them Involved Odwalla fruit 
Juices. At least eight possible 
cases were also being Investi­
gated.

Most o f the v ictim s have 
been children. One boy 
remained hospitalized; the 
other victims were not serious­
ly iU.

Health officials used dietary 
histories taken on the victims, 
coupled with genetic "finger­
prin ting" o f the bacteria, to 
trace the outbreak to a batch of 
unpasteurized apple Juice that 
Odwalla uses as an ingredient 
In many o f its fresh mlxed-frult 
beverages.

"The public Is admonished 
not to drink Odwalla fruit Juice 
containing apple Juice," Dr. 
Alonzo Plough, director o f the 
Seattle-Klng County
Department of Public Health, 
told a news conference.

Odwalla Inc., based in Half 
Moon Bay, C alif., on 
Wednesday Issued a nation­
wide recall of all its products

containing apple Juice. 
Thirteen types o f Juice were 
being taken o ff the shelves, 
Odwalla said.

“ Our first concern Is for the 
health and safety o f those 
affected," Stephen Williamson, 
Odwalla chief executive officer, 
said In a statement.

Company spokeswoman 
Sydney Fisher could not say 
what volume o f  Juice was 
involved in the recall or how 
much It will cost the company.

Odwalla sells its products in 
select markets in Washington.
California. Oregon, Colorado, 
New Mexico, Nevada, Texas 
and British Columbia.

N ew  filings cou ld  m ean an increase 
in  hom eow ners insurance rates

AUSTIN (AP ) — Some Texas 
homeowners could see a 
change in their Insurance bills 
after regulated companies like 
State Farm and Allstate filed 
new rates Thursday.

Regulated companies cover 
about 30 percent o f the state’s 
62.3 b illion  home insurance 
market. Under state law, they 
must file rates each year.

Both A llstate «nd Farmers 
said the HI Impose overall 
Increaf cross the state, 
though ..ome homeowners 
could see no change or decreas­
es based on where they live  
and the deductibles they take.

Farmers Insurance Co., 
which also faced a filing dead­
line Wednesday, did not Imme­
diately return calls from The 
Associated Press.

Insurance Commissioner 
Elton Bomer earlier this year 
ordered a 1.1 percent cut in the 
average statewide benchmark 
rate. Regulated Insurers must 
set their rates within 30 per­
cent above or below the bench­
mark In each o f the state’s 23 
rating territories.

Allstate said It would file an 
average statewide rate Increase 
of 4.9 percent.
‘ Roger Parker. head‘of-imder- 

- - w riting for Allstate-In-Texas, 
M said labile some at^soFidB soo

decreases, the overall Increase 
was sparked by continuing 
weather problems in north-cen­
tral Texas.

"Tarrant County w ill get a 
25.8 percent Increase. That was 
the area that had the largest 
hall damage,’ ’ Parker said, 
adding that other counties. 
Including Harris and El Paso, 
will see decreases.

Industry spokesman Jerry 
Johns, said companies have to 
consider their bottom lines 
when setting rates.

“ Policyholders in every part 
o f Texas depend'upon their 
Insurance company to be there 
In times o f need and we cannot 
do that I f  our ab ility  to pay 
claims Is threatened,’ ’ said 
Johns, president o f 
Southwestern Insurance 
Information Service.

State Farm, which had called 
for a 3.2 percent Increase to the 
state’s average statewide 
benchmark, announced an 8.3 
percent statewide average 
Increase to Its rates.

Spokesman Charles W irth 
said the company has paid 1118 
for every $100 In premiums col­
lected over the last five years.

“ W e can n o t ig n o re  The s e rl- 
o u s n ^ .^ p f th ft f in a n c ia l s itu -

tion In Texas," Wirth said. "As 
for as our customers are con-, 
cemed, we have but one Job: to 
make sure we can pay their 
claimes today> tomorrow and 
In the years down the road.’’

Parker and Wirth said Indi­
vidual homeowners could 
dodge Increases by taking poli­
cies with higher deductibles.

Until recently, the maximum , 
deductible was 1 percent of a 
home’s Insured, value. Newly 
approved, larger deductibles 
range up to 5 percent, with pre­
mium discounts growing as the 
deductibles grow.

Higher deductibles require 
homeowners to pay more for 
any damages before their 
Insurance would kick in. But 
Parker said for most homeown­
ers, higher deductibles could 
amount to savings and even 
decreases in premiums for 
some homeowners..

Bomer added that customers 
also could find lower prices by 
comparing companies.

Claims used to calculate the 
new rates were filed as late as 
Sept. 30, 1994. That did not 
Include the $1.1 b illion  hail 
storm that hit the Dallas-Fort 
Worth area In May 1995.

Losses, from that storm w ill 
appearing in future rate 

calculations.

The seriousness the matter 
of Prussic acid poisoning of 
livestock warrants attention. 
Tlie recent frosts and freezing 
weather in the area poses a 
real threat to livestock produc­
ers. Prussic acid will leave the 
plant after about 10 days of 
growth after a drought or will 
leave the forage when overly 
cured as hay.

Prussic acid poisoning occurs 
in sorghum family plants (i.e. 
Johnsongrass, haygrazers, 
milo, etc.). This poisoning 
occurs very fast. Death can

occur in minutes. It is actually 
cyanide poisoning.

Management of plants sus­
pected high in prussic acid  
include haying with proper 
curing prior to feeding, pre­
venting grazing sorghum  
plants during and shortly aftor 

'drought pe*-*ods when growth 
is severely i educed, prevmting 
grazing for two weeks after a 
frost, pi^eventing grazing o f 
wilted plants and testing for­
ages for prussic acid levels.

Proper packaging Is critical to 
accurate testing, however, as 
Prussic acid dissipates In open 
air quite rapidly. This lab may 
be contacted at (409)834-3414. 
Local Veterinarians can be 
extremely helpfU) if  such poi­
sonings are suspected and pro­
ducers are encouraged to be in 
compiunication w i^  their*s as 
quickly as possible If needed. 
Some antidotes are now avail­
able i f  adm inistered soon 
enough..

These com­
pounds are not in themselves 
poisonous, but when eertatn 
enzymes are present (as cgn 
occur after a flrost) can become 
hi^lly toxic.

The testing o f forages for 
Prussic acid is available at a 
cost-effective rate at the Texas 
Veterinary Medical Diagnostic 
Laboratory in College Station.

These sorghum type plants 
can produce cyano^netlc glu- 
cosides during their growing 
stages. These compounds 
breakdown or decompose into

The cyanide-poisoned animal 
shows an increased rate of res- 
plratltm. Increased puls* rate, 
gasping, muscular twitching or 
nervousness, trembling, foam 
ft*om the mouth, b lue col­
oration o f  the lin in g  o f the 
mouth, and spasms or convul- 
simis; death occurs flrom respi­
ratory paralysis.

The clinicid signs are seldom 
seen because most HCN*poi*

soned anim als die w ith in  a 
matter o f minutes once the 
toxic agent gets into the blood 
stream, usually within 15-20 
minutes after animab consume 
the forage. It has been shown 
by various investigators that it 
takes a doM of oiUy 1 gram of 
HCN to kill a  pound cow. 
The amount may vary some­
what depending upon the 
detoxifying capacity and physi­
cal resistance of the animals.
