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Ricky'Howell gets consecutive life terms as Howard County waits turn

Construction worker Ricky 
DeWayne Howell, 32, of Snyder, 
was sentenced to two consecu­
tive fife sentences in Lubbock’s 
99th District Court Tuesday 
after earlier pleading guilty to 
two counts of aggravated sexual 
assault.

Officials in both Lubbock 
CouiUy and Howard County 
were*’expected to seek to have 
Howell's sentences stacked to

be served consecutively rather 
than concurrently, which is 
what Carper was able to 
achieve, meaning Howell will 
have to serve one sentence 
before the other begins.

Howell was also indicted ear­
lier this year iii Howard County 
charges of aggravated sexual 
assault and burglary with the 
intent to commit sexual assault.

Lubbock County Prosecutor 
Roy Carper said Lubbock is 
now finished with Howell.

Carper added that Ector 
County, where Howell as also

wanted in connection with a 
December sexual assault of a 
woman in Odessa, indicted him 
Monday on a single count of 
aggravated rape.

When or if  proceedings 
against Howell will begin in 
Howard County will be up to 
District Attorney Hardy 
Wilkerson, who said earlier 
that he would wait until court 
proceedings were completed in 
Lubbock before deciding which 
direction to take.

'We're going to try to get a 
bench warrant on him and get

him down to Howard County, 
arraign him and have a lawyer 
appointed to him and then go 
from there,’ Wilkerson said.

Any sentence Howell may 
receive through Howard 
County’s 118th District Court 
would not necessarily be 
stacked or made to run consec­
utively with the Lubbock sen­
tences, according to Wilkerson.

A normal life sentence in 
Texas mean serving 30 years 
before consideration is given to 
releasing a prisoner. Because 
Howell was sentenced to two

life sentences in Lubbock 
County, to run consecutively, 
he will have to serve at 60 years 
and won't be eligible for release 
until he's 92 years old.

Howell was arrested in 
Lubbock on Feb. 10 on a charge 
of sexual assault, which 
occurred on Feb. 8, and for 
aggravated assault with a dead­
ly weapon.

The Big Spring Police 
Department was able to gather 
information from the Lubbock 
Police Department resulting in 
evidence that connected Howell

to the two sexual assaults in 
Big Spring on Dec. 20 and Dec. 
28.

In March, Wilkerson's office 
issued a warrant for the arrest 
of Howell in connection with 
one of the the December sexual 
assaults.

Howell has also been impli­
cated in assaults in Sweetwater 
and Abilene.

A description of Howell indi­
cates that he is a white male, .*>- 
feet, 8-inches tall and weighs

Coahoma, Forsan enrollment up - Big Spring down J J C  tR X C 8

County-wide school enroll­
ment figures are consistent 
with summer projections, 'edu­
cators say.

Both Coahoma and Forsan 
have posted slight gains in 
enrollment over this time last 
year, while Big Spring reported 
a slight decrease. None of the 
figures, however, were surpris­
ing to school officials.

As of Monday, Big Spring ISD 
reported an enrollment of 4,303 
students, down 37 fix>m a year 
ago. The decline can be attrib­
uted to a s|naller-than-average 
kindergarten class, assistant 
Murray Murphy said.

"We're down 65 kids in kinder­
garten from this time last year," 
Murphy said.

As of Monday, enrollment in 
grades K-5 was 2,077, down from 
2,113 a year ago, while enroll­
ment in grades 6-12 was 2,165, 
the same as August 1996.

That figure jumped Tuesday 
to the point the dietrict only 
had 13 fewer students enijoUed 
than at the same time lee.t year.

"Being only 13 down ft'otn this 
time last year. I'm tickled to 
death," Superintendent Bill 
McQueary said. "It's our night­
mare — and the community's 
nightmare — to lose large num­
bers of people.’

Murphy said the district 
anticipated a slight decline in

elementary enrollment this year 
and cut a couple of elementary 
teacher slots from last year.

He warned that early-semester 
enrollment figures are volatile 
and quite likely to change dur­
ing th® h®xt few weehs.

'We feel like th'ei^'s d'good 
possibility that we'll pick up 
some more students before 
Labor Day,’ Murphy said. 
’We're just about at the point 
where we could call it even ... 
We're not disappointed with 
these numbers.’

After years of decline. Big 
Spring's enrollment appears to 
be stabilizing, but McQueary

was hesitant to say that bad 
times are over for good.

"Trying to project enrollment 
in Big Spring, Texas is next to 
impossible." McQueary said. 
"It's really anybody's guess who 
will stay and who will go."
■ The news is bVerr better at 
both Coahoma and Forsan, 
which both report slight enroll­
ment increases from the previ­
ous year.

As of Monday, total enroll­
ment at Coahoma ISD was 1,011, 
an increase of 30 students from 
the same date in 19%, and a 
hike of 10 from the first day of 
school this year.

Elementary enrollment was at 
559 (19 more than the previous 
year). Junior high enrollment 
was at 163 (13 less than last 
year) and high school enroll­
ment was at 289 (24 more than 
last year), Coahoma records 
state. ' '

Forsan ISD enrollment, as of 
Monday, was 694 students, 14 
more than the previous year, 
and officials expect even more 
enrollments in the near future.

"The numbers will probably 
go a little higher than that," said 
Judy Park of the district's cen­
tral office. "We always get more 
students after Labor Day."

Howard College trustees 
appear poised to approve small 
increase in the college district's 
tax rate.

The board of trustees held a 
public hearing Tuesday after­
noon to solicit public input on 
the college's intention to raise 
the tax rate from 20.5 cents per 
$100 valuation to 21.23 cents.

However, no one spoke 
against or in favor of the pro­
posed rate, setting the stage for 
trustees to formally approve the 
tax hike at their Aug. 25 meet­
ing.

The new rate will result in a 
minuscule increase in taxes. 
College figures state that taxes 
on average home values will 
increase by little more than $2.

This marks the second 
straight year trustees will have 
to raise their tax rate. Last 
year's rate was raised by a half

cent.
Terry Hansen, business man 

ager for the district, said dwin 
dling state revenue is the major 
reason behind the hike

"Over the years, the state has 
tried to force local entities to 
pick up more and more of the 
cost (of education)," Hansen 
said. "To stay up, you have to 
have the funds.

"This is not a huge amount of 
money," Hansen said of the tax 
hike, "and it won't generate us a 
huge amount of money, but if 
will help."

Also driving the tax hike is 
the district’s desire to get per 
sonnel salaries more in line 
with those of other community 
colleges. College President 
Cheri Sparks said recently that 
Howard salaries ranked 48th 
among the 50 community col­
lege* fh the Southwest.

Trustees plan to formally 
adopt the tax rate on Aug. 25. 
The meeting will begin at 12:30 
p.m. in the college board room.

"1 understand now that people 
can get their life savings wiped 
out," he said.

Maples and Pearson, who met 
throiigh the auctioneering busi­
ness, set out Saturday from 
Odessa, expecting to spend at 
least the next year and a half 
on the road.

ness owners.

They travel in the wagon fit­
ted with two bucket seats and 
rubber tires.

According to figures just 
released by the Texas 
Workforce Commission (TWO, 
the city of Big Spring's unem­
ployment rate for the month of 
July was 5.3 percent, a 0.3 per­
cent decrease compared to 
June's 5.6 percent unemploy­
ment figure. July's figure for 
the city of Big Spring is 0.5 per­
cent higher than during the 
same time period in 1996.

Howard County reported a 
July unemployment rate of 4.8 
percent, down 0.3 percent com 
pared to June's 5.1 percent fig­
ure. In July 1996, Howard 
County reported an unemploy­
ment rate of 4.6 percent.

For the month of July, 
Howard County reported a civil­
ian labor force of 14,309 with an 
employment level of 13,625 peo­
ple, leaving 684 unemployed.

In June, Howard County 
reported 13,632 people from a 
civilian lalmr force of 14,359 
were employed. In May 13,482 
people from a labor force of 
14,031 were employed.

"The city of Big Spring's 5.3 
percent unemployment rate 
means 9,323 people from a civil­
ian labor force of 9,848 were 
employed, leaving 525 people 
unemployed. In June, 9,327 peo­
ple from a civilian labor force of 
9,885 were employed.

July's 5.7 percent uneinploy 
ment rate for the Odessa 
Midland Metropolitan
Statistical Area (MSA), which 
includes Howard County, was 
0.6 percent lower than June's 
unemployment rate of 6..1 per­
cent. In May, the Odessa 
Midland MSA had an unem 
ployment rate of 5.2 percent, 
which placed it 16th among the 
state’s 27 MSAs, meaning the 
Odessa Midland MSA held 
steady from February through 
June.

F'or July, the Odessa Midland 
MSA is listed 15th among the 
state's 27 MSAs.

Other counties in the 
Permian Basin reported various 
unemployment rates for the 
month of July included 
Andrews, 6.1 percent; Ikrrden, 1 
percent; Dawson, 6.1 percent; 
Ector, 7.2 percent; Glasscock, 
2.8 percent; Martin, 4.7 percent; 
and Midland, 4.2 percent.

By city, Permian Basin unem 
ployment rates for July includ­
ed Andrews, 6.4 percent; 
Lamesa, 7.3 percent; Odessa, 7 
percent; Pecos, 10.1 percent; 
Stanton, 5.4 percent; Midland. 
4.2 percent; and Rankin, 4.8 per­
cent.

Overall, the state’s unemploy 
ment rate was 5.7 percent for 
the month of July, a decrease of 
0.4 percent compared to June's 
unemployment rate of 6.1 per­
cent, according to the TWC.

A Stanton man was sentenced 
to seven years in prison fen- 
assaulting Martin County 
Judge Bob Deavenport.

Joe Luis Salgado Sr. was con­
victed of the 1996 assault after 
his day-long trial Tuesday In 
118th District Court. The trial 
had been moved from Stanton 
on a change of venue.

Testimony showed that 
Salgado assaulted Deavenport 
at the Martin County Cemetery 
on June 29. 1996, while
Deavenport and his wife were 
tending the cemetery grounds.

The assault. District Attorney 
Hardy Wilkerson said, was a 
retaliatory move on Salgado’s 
part. The day before the assault, 
Deavenport had assessed jail 
time to Salgado’s son for dri­
ving while intoxicated.

The next day, less than two 
hours after visiting his son in 
the Martin County jail, Salgado 
Sr. confronted Deavenport at 
the cemetery, tore the judge’s 
glasses from his face and struck 
him in the right temple area, 
knocking him to the ground.

The maximum sentence for 
assault on a public official is 10 
years in prison.

*I think it was a very solid 
sentence,' Wilkerson said. 'I 
think the jury sent a message 
that you don’t assault people 
who’s job is to uphold the law.’

PEARSALL (AP) — Someone 
is attempting “all over the 
state" to collect on winning 
tickets from 4,000 scratch-on 
Texas Lottery tickets stolen last 
weekend.

But security safeguards built 
Into the program Is foiling the 
would-be winners, Frio County 
Sheriff Carl Burris said 
Tuesday.

Someone took the whole con­
tainer of lottery tickets from a 
convtnlence store at the edge of 
Pearsall sometime between 
12:30 a.m. and 3 a m. Saturday, 
officials said.

But the lottery system's com­
puter Is fulling the would-be 
“winners" from collecting, 
Burris said. When someone 
attempts to collect on a stolen 
ticket, the system rejects the 
ticket and the store refuses to 
pay.

Burris said the tickets have 
surfaced at Giddings, 
Columbus and Houston. He did 
not know how many people are 
attempting to collect, but said 
there have been about 70 
reports of attempts to cash in , 
winning tickets from the stolen 
tickets.

Pearsall is about 45 miles 
northwest of San Antonio.

“We are getting hits from all 
over the state and are hoping 
that there will be a survelllunce 
camera in one of the storas thkt 
will show somebody we racog- 
nize or a license plate." the 
sheriff said.

M ir crew prepares 
fo r dangerous spacewalk

MOSCOW (AP) -  The batter­
ies of the Mir space station 
soaked up the sun’s energy 
today while its Russian- 
American crew prepared for 
one of the most dangerous 
spacewalks in history.

"The station is flying in an 
oriented position toward the 
sun,” said Mission Control 
spokesman Valery Lyndin. 
"The batteries are being 
charged and preparations for 
the spacewalk are under way.”

Deputy mission chief Igor 
Goncharov said because of new 
battery power the crew also 
began switching on the gyro­
scopes. which give the station 
permanent orientation in 
space.

The spacewalk is scheduled 
for Friday, said Goncharov, 
who added that the crew will 
spend most of Thursday 
preparing for the trip.

Russian officials are deter­
mined to keep the aging space 
outpost flying into the 21st cen­
tury despite a series of acci­
dents and malfunctions that 
Included a collision with a 
cargo ship in June.

In the latest near-disaster 
al^qpfd MlTi the statjpn’js main 
computer fiBaied'Mondayt leav-. 
ing the spacacraR twisting in 
orbit for several hours.

The malfunction was serious

enough to knock out the orien 
tation system that keeps Mir’s 
solar panels aligned with the 
sun. Without control over 
which way Mir is pointing In 
space, its solar batteries lost 
power, forcing the crew to shut 
down many systems.

By Tuesday, the computer 
was revived. The vital but oft 
delayed attempt to carry out 
more serious repairs involves 
a dangerous venture into the 
Mir’s ruptured Spektr module.

During a radio session today, 
crew members discussed the 
spacewalk in detail, including 
how to retrieve some of the 
personal gear of U.S. astronaut 
Michael Foale from the Spektr 
They also decided to mount a 
camera that could be used to 
film the module's interior.

Goncharov, like many other 
Russian space officials, said 
Mir’s persistent problems 
“reflect the situation in our 
economy.”

That was similar to last 
week’s remarks from Russian 
cosmonaut Vasily Tslbllyev, 
freshly returned from Mir.

"It’s impossible to procure 
many things which are vital 
fop; tlw station, due to the fact 
that they are elthiar not manu­
factured any longer, short in 
supply, or overpriced,’’ he 
said.

T he Teamsters have ended their 15-day strike 
against United Parcel Service, and Ron 
Carey, the union’s president, has done more 
than claim victory. The agreement, which 
must still go through a ratifying process, marks a 

great day for the American worker and for organized 
labor, he says. Well, not exactly.

Take for instance that part of the settlement under 
which UPS says it w ill convert 10,000 part-time jobs to 
hill-time Jobs. The 185,000 Teamsters at UPS haven’t 
liked it that more than half of the company’s 302,000 
employees are part-timers. But UPS would not now 
have the lion’s share of the country’s shipping busi­
ness and could not have added 46,000 positions to the 
company payroll over the past several years any other 
way. Given the nature of the business, it would have 
been grossly inefficient — even to the extent of having 
all those dependable brown trucks disappear from the 
scene — to have relied much more on f^ull-time work­
ers.

What’s more, an economist’s study of federal statis­
tics confirms that part-time employment has not been 
increasing in the nation over the past decade and a 
half, whatever unions may contend. And surveys of 
pprt-time workers show that all but about 5 percent 
don’t want to work 40 hours a week, perhaps because 
they are students or retirees or want to spend more 
tiaBA witk thAlir fuaiUes. Of course, they would all be 
happy earning more, and the deal with UPS does boost 
part-time pay.

Another supposed victory for the American worker 
was the UPS concession on pensions. Right now, UPS, 
a highly successful company, contributes pension 
hinds to Teamsters not only in its own company, but 
to Teamsters at a variety of companies, including 
some that are not faring nearly so well. Under its plan, 
UPS could have increased retirement pay to $3,000 a 
month for truck drivers with 30 years at the company, 
up from the $2,000 it pays now. The union sought what 
was best for its future as a union, not what was best 
for UPS employees. Maybe that’s why it didn’t permit 
the UPS members to vote on the company’s initial con­
tract offer.

Under the agreement, the company’s full-time truck 
drivers, who now earn an average of more than $40,000 
a year, will get an increase of $3.50 an hour, to be 
phased in over the contract’s duration of five years. 
But the company, which lost some $600 million in rev­
enue because of the strike, says it will have to lay off 
15,000 workers for at least the short term to get back 
on its feet. Meanwhile, UPS may never get all its old 
business back. Who will end up with it? Non union­
ized firms.

Even though it ended quickly, the strike caused 
great inconvenience for tens of thousands of 
Americans, jeopardized the future of hundreds of 
small businesses, hurt major retailers and accom­
plished little that could not have been had through 
normal negotiations. Perhaps that’s Ron Carey’s idea 
of a step forward for organized labor, but by the same 
reasoning, Waterloo would have had to have been one 
of Napoleon’s finest hours.
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In the United States, 'H istory is against us'

We Americans, like people 
elsewhere in the world, often 
need the dispassionate eyes of 
outsiders to help us understand 
our problems, especially the 
controversial ones that lay bare 
our deepest emotions. The edi­
tors of the New York Times 
Magazine obviously had this 
notion in mind as they planned 
the June 8 issue.

Correspondents from 18 coun­
tries were invited to share 
their views of the United 
States. For me, the most impor­
tant views were those of South 
African writer Nadine 
Gordimer in an essay titled 
“Separate."

Much of Gordimer’s work, 
for which the author won the 
Nobel Prize for Literature In 
i99ip,A|flptan liberal tBBiraach 
to preiBSs of race and repres­
sion in her native land. She 
states that while traveling in 
the United States flrom the 
1950s until a few years ago, she 
mixed freely among many 
American blacks, both ordi­
nary and famous, in their 
homes and in public places.

On visits to this country 
since 1994, however, she has 
met few American-bom blacks. 
Her South African sensibilities
— the unique wisdom of an 
enlightened Caucasian opp>o- 
nent and survivor of apartheid
- - give her an insight that we 
Americans, white and black, 
should try to comprehend.

She meets so few black 
Americans these days because 
they "do not want to mix with

whitM, however much potm- 
tial compatibility le beckonliif 
to be recofnized," ehe wiitee. 
“The old. old Amwer I think 
not only survlvee Imt seemt to 
have grown in blttemees, for 
reasons (of economica and 
opportunity) Americans know 
best: When you have been to 
long rqlected, your ooUeetlve 
consciousness tells yon that the 
open-door, open-arms invINh 
tion has come too late. You 
gain your self-respect by say­
ing ’no.' “

As an example of gaining 
self-respect by saying “no.” 
Gordimer points to black 
American playwright A  
Wilson, winner of two 
Pulitzers. He wants "blac 
ater for blacks only — hi 
writers, actors, audiences

GordImA sees lunacy 
Wilson’s separatlat crusade; "If

exploitation and oppreaslon of 
black South Africans under 
aputheid are unequaled In 
human histmr- 

Bat despite their perpetual 
suflbring. (Gordimer aimies. , 
South African blacks "have 
had their own earth under 
their feet. Deq>ite neglect in 
official education, their lan­
guages have remained Intact as 
mouiM* tongues.

"Nothing — neither cruel 
apartheid denigration nor lib­
eral paternalism — has 
destroyed their Identity. They 
know who they are. In rela­
tions with whites, now that 
everyone Is equal before the 
law, they do not have to say 
'no* In order to assert pride of 
Mantity or s^-respect. It is for 
the avarafe white to discover.
earn and affirm a valid Identi-

labiB. how sImUI pBw 
pie find their common humoak 
ty? And how to Uve, in the end. 
without it? The ffieirter Wilson 
advocates Is Greek tragedy, 
where wars and vtolence 
become the only means of com- 
municatkm, the curse of the 
gods on humans. Why do self- 
respect. Identity, rest on this 
ancient and terrible tragedy of 
white rejection of black?"

Oordlmer’s answers, compar­
ing conditions in South Africa 
and the United States, are 
instructive to anyone sincere 
about race relatione here. Race 
In South Africa, in fact, shines 
a blight light on race in 
America.

In her estimation, the more 
than three centuries of racist

between blacks and whites in 
America? The following obser­
vations of Gordimer toidi on 
profound meaning for me as I 
covered the NAACP convention 
last month in Pittsburgh. For 
the first time in many years, 
NAACP members o p ^ y  sup­
ported "seperate" public 
schools for black children. 
Anger and diaillusionmant 
filled the convention center.

What is Gordimer’s assess­
ment of black-white relations 
in America? "It is unfortunate 
to have to sey it: History is 
against you in the U.S.A..’’ she 
writes. "Americans cannot give 
back to blacks a lost identity; 
black Americans are reluctant 
to accept that that identity can­
not be found in an avatar of 
apartheid.

"They are aU Americans, and 
whether the whites like it or
not, and whether the bladu
l i u  H ̂  m ,  tf MihWdh m -

vmat. . .
And despite the intranalBsnce 

of many lifrlong racists and 
the cmrroaive efihets of linger­
ing Inluatloes, many black 
South Africans are enjoying a 
large measure of economic 
empowerment, even in busi­
nesses ti:>d to the stock 
exchangs.

Moreover. Gordimer writes, 
ethnic, political and cultural 
bonds are growing among 
blacks and whites throughout 
South Africa. She Sees a land 
of vitality and hope, a place 
where the grand experiment of 
a “non-racial” so c i^  stiU has 
a chance to succeed.

Now, compared to South 
Africa, what about relations

titty has to be worked out.
Alas. Martin Luther King is 
deed, and you have no 
Mandela. A common identity Is 
not simple. It’s not simple In 
South Africa either, but — we 
are doing better than the 
U.S.A.. . . ’’

Unfortunately, I agree. Here 
in AnMrica, the wounds of 
resentment and hatred may be 
too deep, the cancer of denial 
may be too metaatasized and 
our morality may be too rela­
tivistic for us to heal ourselves

If only we, like South 
Africans, had a real way to 
start over. We do not. We have 
had the big moments in our 
social history, and the changes 
have been insufficient.

c h a n d l e r . Aril. (AP) -  On 
tha turfiioa. a sonata seems to 
^*tra little to do with the qua­
dratic aquation.

But studies In the last 10 
y*vs suggest teaching music to 
kids can heighten their apti­
tude for math, said Barrie 
Walls, music education profes- 
8<y  at Arizona State University.

Preachool children given gen­
eral ‘music lessons one or two 
times a week increase their IQ 
in abstract reasoning more 
than 40 percent in one year, 
according to a study done at 
the University of Southern 
California.

Another study of 3- and 4- 
year-olds found that weekly 
piano lessons improved kids’ 
spatial-temporal reasoning, 
according to the journal 
Neurological Research.

Experts say that’s because 
children are seeing how pat­

terns work in space and time 
when they play potes on a 
piano. The training actually 
affects the circuitry in the 
brain.

The studies suggest music 
can improve a child’s aptitude 
for math, engineering and 
chess.

“ It increases your abstract 
reasoning ability,’’ said Heidi 
Grimes, director of East Valley 
Yamaha School of Music in 
Chandler. "It coordinates the 
parts of your brain. It actually 
builds neurological channels 
between right and left (brain).’’

Children who learn to play a 
musical instrument before age 
10 have a more highly devel­
oped left brain, which accom­
plishes reasoning, she said. It’s 
no mystery since music theory 
is based on mathematical 
truths.

Rhythms are divided into

fractions — half notes, quarter 
notes, eighth notes. Scales have 
eight tones and the steps 
between them follow an equa­
tion. ,

Studies also show a correla­
tion between music education 
and reading ability. Wells said.

Learning to sing or play an 
instrument helps children 
focus and learn to accomplish 
more than one task at a time. 
Wells said. That ability to 
"attend to the details while 
doing something else" can have 
lifetime benefits, he said. 
"(Music) is not just an enter­
tainment activity."

Children between 2 and 9 are 
prime for learning music. 
Grimes said.

But there’s even a smaller 
window for ear training, she 
said.

Between the ages of 3 and 7, 
the ear is 80 percent better than

any other time in life, she said. 
It is psfrceptlvs to details, 
includtog pitches and rhjrthms. 
Grimes said Just about any 
child that age can be taught to 
memorize pitch — to know that 
a note they hear is a C or an F 
or a G. for instance.

Past that age. there’s no guar­
antee. Grimes said.

In addition to being quick 
learners, kids are easier to 
teach because they’re less 
inhibited, said Yamaha teacher 
Beth Christensen.

Adults are too afriiid of mak­
ing mistakes and sounding 
silly.

Kids don’t mind starting from 
the beginning.

Adults want to play 
Beethoven after their first les­
son. she said. “They don’t want 
to play ‘Mary Had a Little 
Lamb.’”

Butterflies 
on the rise 
at special 
occasions

WILBRAHAM. Mass (AP) 
— While white doves may be 
more traditional at wedding 
ceremonies, some brides and 
grooms now favor the flutter­
ing splendor of butterflies.

For nearly 20 years, butter­
flies have been sold, mostly 
by small companies, for 
release to mark special occa­
sions. Some breeders say 
business has begun to soar 
more receiftly, spurred partly 
by news reports that convey 
the fancy of dozens of butter- 
flies*taking flight at a wed­
ding, birthday or even a 
fhneral.

They say that the release of 
a clutch of orange and black 
monarchs or yellow and 
black eastern tiger swallow­
tails adds a touch of beauty 
and whimsy to a happy occa­
sion. And the symbolism of 
butterflies can even comfort 
mourners at a funeral.

" In  many soctettes; they 
thought that when you died, 
your soul became a butter­
fly ,"  said Rick Mikula, of 
Hole-In-Hand Butterfly Farm, 
in Hazleton, Pa.

Mikula has bred, 
researched and taught about 
butterflies for nearly two 
decades. His seminars have 
inspired others to start busi­
nesses.

For less than $1(K) a dozen, 
chrysalides the cocoons in 
which caterpillars transform 
into butterflies can be 
shipped to classrooms for stu 
dents to hatch and release as 
an educational project 

The live butterflies arrive 
nclosed in envelopes which 

participants can open, releas­
ing the butterfly into the air.

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Mamie Moncrief makes no 
apologies for her style of child 
rearing: plenty of love and an 
occasional spanking.

Moncrief, a great-grandmoth­
er from East St. Louis, 111., wor­
ries about children who may 
get out of control — and into 
drugs and violence. So she 
believes, firmly, that parents 
sometimes must respond to bad 
behavior with a swat on the 
rear

“ It’s abusive to smack a child 
around and call them names — 
that’s wrong at any age,’’ says 
Moncrief, 70. "But spanking is 
not abusive.”

Many parents agree with 
Moncrief and believe that 
administering physical disci­
pline to children is their duty 
and right. A survey by the 
National Committee to Prevent 
Child Abuse found that 46 per­
cent of people who responded 
said that they had hit or 
spanked their children in 1997. 
That’s up four points from the 
42 percent who said they 
spanked in 1996.

Children's advocates warn 
that physical punishment can 
lead to serious Ipjury or death. 
What's more, they say physical 
punishment can become a cycle 
of abuse when a spanked child 
grows up into an abusive adult.

Others say that physical dis 
cipline is essential for effective 
parenting — a tool condoned by 
many fam ilies and their 
churches.

Physical discipline is more 
common among black families 
than white families, said Don 
Matthews, coordinator of the 
black studies program at St. 
Louis University.

During slavery, black fami­
lies were afraid that if their 
children got out of line they 
would be lynched or raped; so 
they used physical punishment 
to correct them, he said.

"They didn’t want their kids 
to make a mistake and be liable 
to white society's rules.” he 
said "Black kids had to learn 
quickly, they couldn’t afford to

them their lives.”

A study conducted by the 
National Committee To Prevent 
Child Abuse supports 
Matthews’ claim. It found that 
blacks are nearly twice as like­
ly to spank as whites.

Dr. Thomas McKinney, a 
pediatrician in Chesterfield, 
Mo., agrees that, traditionally, 
black families have used corpo­
ral punishment more often.

“ 1 remember my grandmoth­
er telling me to get a switch off 
a tree because I did something 
she didn't like,” he said.

A fam ily ’s economic level 
also influences choice of disci­
pline methods, McKinney said. 
" I ’m sure, more particularly, 
well-off people use corporal 
punishment less,” he said.

The survey by the child 
abuse prevention committee 
supports McKinney’s theory. 
Families earning $15,000 or less 
were nearly twice as likely to 
spank as families earning 
$.")0,000 or more.

In his own home. McKinney 
chooses not to use physical dis­
cipline. " I ’m not one to say one 
should never, ever spank a 
child, especially a child 
younger than 2 or 3 years old. 
but I lean toward never doing it 
at all," he said.

Religion is another important 
influence on attitudes towards 
discipline, experts say. It’s easy

to find support for physical 
punishment in the Bible and 
other religious texts:

But scriptures do not neces­
sarily mean that parents should 
whip their children, said the 
Rev. Joel Lamb, pastor of 
Church A live non-denomina- 
tional church in north St. 
Louis County, Mo.

Still, Lamb, 46, said that 
spanking is sometimes neces­
sary. "The rod is not necessari­
ly a belt or a stick or a punish­
ment," he said. "It’s corrMtive 
training, not just an old-fash­
ioned whipping."

Lamb defines corrective 
training as telling children that 
they are loved but also telling 
them the consequences of bad 
behavior. "We insist that our 
children have a proper educa­
tion and diet, so we have to 
insist on our children having 
morals as well," he said.

Child abuse is on the rise in 
the United States, according to 
a 50-state survey conducted by 
the National Committee to 
Prevent Child Abuse. The sur­
vey found more than 3.1 mil­
lion cases recorded during 1996. 
So talk of continued physical 
punishment appalls the group.

The committee gives several 
reasons why parents should not 
spank to teach children disci­
pline.

Discipline should help chil­
dren learn self-control.

impossible to change their 
opinion, but I ’d like to know 
how to handle their degrading 
remarks. -  HURT IN TULSA

DEAR HURT: The next time a 
disparaging remark is made 
about the fact that you are a 
working wife, say, ’ ’My hus­
band is the light of my life. I 
have never been happier than I 
have been during the years of 
our marriage. I can’t Imagine 
why you think I am overbur­
dened. And it hurts me when 
you make disparaging remarks 
about my life and the man I 
love.’’

DEAR ABBY: My situation 
was similar to that of "Single 
Dad in San Diego,’’ whose drug- 
addicted former girlfriend 
neglected their son. Sadly, a 
child can be seriously affected 
by the neglect or emotional 
abuse o f an unhealthy parent. 
Children who grow up with a 
chemically dependent parent 
carry lasting scars into adult­
hood, resulting in problems 
with intimacy, low self-esteem, 
depression, drug or alcohol 
abuse and mure.

Rather than waste time com 
plaining about my wife’s behav­
ior and the unfairness of the 
situation, 1 put my energies 
into helping myself and my 
son. I attended meetings of Al- 
Anon Family Groups and 
learned that I didn’t have to be 
a victim, even if I was power­
less to change her behavior. 
Her shame emd denial prevent­
ed her from acknowledging 
how her son was being hurt, 
and she resisted my efforts to 
get help for him. Fortunately, I 
didn’t give up.

I took my son to Alateen, 
where he received powerful 
and positive messages about 
his own self-worth, which 
helped to counteract the nega­
tive messages he was receiving 
as a result of his mother’s inat­
tentiveness. 1 also sought pro­
fessional counseling for him 
which dealt with the specific 
problems that children of 
chemically dependent or emo­
tionally unstable parents face.

It wasn't easy to find an 
affordable counselor who was 
willing to see a client on week­
ends (the only time my son was 
with me), but my persistence 
paid off. I was able to find 
someone who was of Invaluable 
help to my son. He has learned 
to tove his mother while dislik­
ing the symptoms of her ill­
ness. and he’s much better off 
today than he would have been 
had I wasted my energy point­
ing the finger at her and 
bemoaning my fate. — GRATE­
FUL IN SYRACUSE. N.Y.

DEAR GRATEFUL: Your son 
is fortunate to have a father as 
committed to him as you are.
