Authorities said the Lozanos 
beat the victims, threatened 
violence if Uiey tried to flee or 
talk about the|r situation and 
threatened harm to the chil­
dren if they did not cooperate.

Ms. Martinez, who rented 
Alvarez the trailer, said the 
couple’s daughter was often 
left with the Lozanos in 
Fabens, a small rural commu­
nity southeast o f El Paso, 
while her parents were taken 
to work in other cities.

“ The kind o f mental and 
physiral abuse denumstrated 
by this case cannot be tolerat 
ed,”  said WUUam Blagg, U.S.

The family is now in the care 
o f the Immigration and 
Naturalization Service in El 
Paso and receiving victim ’s 
counseling.

They have been in Contact 
with O ther family members 
and with the Mexican govern­
ment.

AUSTIN (AP) — Another pow­

erful Democrat is backing

The Senate may soon begin 
ftom* debate on whether to add 
Poland. Hungary and the Czech 
Republic to NATO.

Is it wise to draw a new line 
through Europe with Russia on 
the sffoer sidS, even as China 
and fundamentalist Islam lurti 
menacin^y to the east and 
south? Isn’t it odd that NATO 
should blithely extend a securi­

ty guarantee to Poland,
Hungary and the Czech 
Republic even as many NATO 
members deny those same coun­
tries admission to the European 
Union, an organization express­
ly designed to promote democ­
racy and economic growth?

Why not wait until NATO’s 
study o f enlargement, due out 
in late spring, is completed? 
There has been far too much 
talk of our betrayal at Yalta of 
these countries to oppression at 
the hands of the Soviet Union.
To be sure, these nations will 
have feelings hurt if we do not 
admit them to NATO, but there 
will not be any backsliding 
toward communism.

The countries o f central and 
eastern Europe are stabilizing 
and democratizing because it is 
in their intei^t, not because 
we made them any promises. 
Let’s dispense wifo the guilt — 
the American people spent $6 
triUion and served by the mil- 
lions in uniform to defeat com­
munism. We created the bright 
future that these countries now 
anticipate. We’re even.

Second, we simply cannot 
write another blank check. The 
real tab lies somewhere 
between the Congressional 
Budget Office’s 1996 estimate of 
$125 billion and the administra­
tion’s latest low ball $1.5 billion. 
No senator, or taxpayer, can 
base a wise judgment on such a 
wide range.

Finally, consider Russia. As 
chairman of the Senate’s sub­
committee on strategic forces, I 
know first-hand that there is no 
conventional threat to these  ̂
nations from Russian ground 
forces. Should such a threat

emerge, we can and will enlarge 
NATO. The tensions raised by 
expanding NATO towards 
Russia’s borders can only make 
more difficult our critical 
efforts to ensure that Russian 
nuclear warheads do not fall 
into the hands o f terrorist or 
rugtie regimes.

NATO expansion is an incre­
mental and unimaginative 
response to a dramatic change 
in the world. It is driven in 
large part by domestic politics 
in the United States, and in 
candidate nations. This is not 
by itself bad, but it is not good 
enough either.

It is being put forward at a 
time when the alliance is under 
internal stress, and when the 
United States itself is dramati­
cally reducing the size, modern­
ization and readiness o f its 
armed forces. The only thing 
certain about its financial costs 
is they have been underestimat­
ed. Thus, its objectives can be 
better met in other ways with­
out provoking Russia, picking 
winners and losers, or risking a 
slide fhto Bosnla-like missions.

The Senate must apply some 
intellectual discipline to its con­
sideration o f enlargement The 
question is narrow and simple. 
It is about whether drawing a 
new line through Europe, wifo 
more lines to foUow, is the best 
way to address an entirely new 
post-Cold War security situa­
tion. Supporters of NATO 
enlargement have offered sMl 
answers to hard questions. This 
resolution should be defeated.

He 
was calling for action again 
today as he accepted the 
report fkom the commission­
ers, despite , their inability to 
agree ^ t ^  legldatipn was 
needed.

In fiset, the omuhisslon took 
no position on how the b ill o f 
rights should be tmplemmited,

ered, unneeded services are 
sometimes given fbr no good 
reason and the best methods 
are not used \miformly.

The report concluded:

Americans are injured and 
about 180,000 die each year 
due to avoidable errors in hos­
pital care.

—Many people do not get 
needed preventive care.

—Others overuse sarvices 
for no good reason; for 
instance, about 80,000 women 
have unnecessary hysterec­
tomies each year.

But the com missioner’s 
work on patient rights in the 
era o f managed care has 
received the most attention, as 
Congress considers several 
proposals and Americans 
w wry they will not get the 
care they need from HMOs.

Democratic leaders in the 
House and Senate plan to 
introduce their own proposal 
next, week, calculating it is a 
winning iMue in an election 
year. GOP congressional lead­
ers are opposed to new laws.

The commiMion recom ­
mended a federal council to 
set national goals for quality 
and monitor progress in meet- 
|h| (hem, and a private forum 
that would identify ways to 
measure quality that would be 
adopted by health plans 
nationwide.

New cancer cases decline
WASHINOTON (AP) -  

Reversing an almost 20-year 
trend, the rate o f new cancer 
cases among Americans final­
ly is inching down — prompt­
ing doctmrs to proclaim new 
hope.

Morb than 70,000 fewer peo- 
ide than e^tected were diag­
nosed with cancer between 
1992 and 1996, as cancer rates 
dropped 2.7 percent each year, 
according to governnKnt data 
released Thunday.
.„“ We are witnessing an 
unprecedented downturn,”  
said American Cancer Society 
chief executive John Seffrin. 
“The rate o f this downturn 
can and therefore must be

Bnt'everybody did not bene­
fit: Some cancers, such as 
deadly melanoma, stiU are ris­
ing. and black men and Asian 
women in particular missed 
blit on the progress.

“ We ham  tp make sure the 
best (m racdfi practioes are 
being teM l̂ied to everyone,”  
said Natlmud Cancer Institute 
Director Richard Klausner.

What is happening? 
Sdsntisto could not say exact- 
ly — they still are analyzing 
28 different cancers.

“These data are crucial as 
we develop cancer M llcies | 
and programs,”  explained Dr.

It is believed that at least 
one-fourth o f all cancers could 
be i»evented by eating more 
fruits and vegetables and less 
fet, but scientists were skepti­
cal that diet had an impact yet 
— obesity actually is rising.

’Hie new study by American 
Cancer Society and govern 
mant scientists found cancer 
ratee Increased by 1.2 percent 
every year from 1973 to 1991̂  
when the sudden drop began.

Preliminary results from 
1996 suggest the downturn is 
continuing, Sondik said.

l^ e  findings come almost 
two years after doctors spotted 
the first-ever drop in cancer 
deaths. That mortality rate 
dropped by a total o f 2.5 per­
cent between 1990 and 1906, 
representing about 30,000 
fewer deaths than expected.

The bad news: Black men 
have the nation's h ip est can 
cer incidence rates, and they 
still are clim bing almost half a 
pwcent a year. Women from 
Asia and the Pacific^ Islands 
saw no change in cancer diag 
noses.

“The indictment itself, even 
in absentia, could give the 
United States the high moral 
ground,”  the sponsor. Sen. 
Arlen Specter, R-Pa., said 
Thursday as the Senate began 
discussion of the measure.

A vote was scheduled today.
Sen. Byron L. D<ngan, D-N.D., 

another sponsor, told the Senate 
that Saddam had used chemical 
weapons on his enemies, both 
inside and outside Iraq, had 
waged war against Iran and 
Kuwait, had attacked Israel and 
had plotted the assassination of 
former President Bush.

A war-crimes trial would 
focus international attention on 
Saddam’s recmd, Dorgan said.

“The only ceremony Saddam 
Hussein should attend is a war- 
crimes trial, convened by the 
United Nations, sitting in judg­
ment of a dangerous, unrepen­
tant criminal.” Dorgan said.

Asteroid scare: It might hit us,.'»^Of jvaiCit won’t
NEW YORK (AP) -  

Hollywood couldn’t have writ­
ten a more perfect ending to a 
sci-fi thriller.

Just Wednesday, a group of 
'international astronomers was 
warning Earthlings that a mile­
wide asteroid was heading 
toward the planet. The streak­
ing mass was likely to pass. 
within 30,000 miles o f us, and 
sciteitists warned it might — 
might — actually impact.

And if it did? The asteroid, 
they said, would release energy 
equal to 2 million Hiroshima­
sized atomic bombs. It could 
cause tidal waves.' Continent­
sized fires. An eruption o f dust 
that could cast the world in

shadow for months.
"Asteroid 199i X F ll”  was 

added to the International 
Astronomical Union’s list o f 108 
known “potentiaUy hazardous 
objects,”  or PHOs. Astronomers 
forecast its arrival with star­
tling precision: Thursday, Oct. 
26, 2028, around 1:30 p.m. EST.

“ If it was only a few months 
away, we should be deadly wor­
ried,”  said the man who issued 
the asteroid alert Wednesday, 
Brian G. Marsden, director of 
the Central Bureau for 
Astronomical Telegrams in 
Cambridge, Mass.

Thursday afternoqn,
astronomers at NASA’s Jet 
Propulsion Laboratory said new

calculations indicated the aster­
oid would come no closer than 
600,000 miles away frote the 
Earth. "We are saying now that 
the probability of an im ps^ is 
zero,”  said Donald K. Yeomans 
ofJPL.

"From the new data we l^vle 
analyzed, I would agree that the 
probability o f an impact seems 
smaller than it did on 
Wednesday, but it is not zero,” 
Marsden said in today’s New 
York Times.

The asteroid will make a pre­
view engagement on Halloween, 
2002, when it will pass within
