Increased Number of Migrant

Laborers in Vicimity

Impose Problems and Obligations Demanding Early
Solution by the Employers and Retail Businessmen

Most everyone is quite optomistic and en-
thusiastic about the cotton prospects locally,
looking forward to direct and indirect benefits

In spite of modérn harvesting methods, there
is little doubt that a great deal of migrant lab-
or will be utilized in the cotton; these workers,
many of them Mexicans and possibly negroes,
will leave a considerable amount of money in the
community; we have seen evidence of this else-.
where.

BUT. . . there is a distinct obligation on the
part of each of us if this migrant labor situa-
tion is handled successfully, and now is the time
to recognize this, making our plans and adjust-
ments before the problem is upon us.

Adequate housing is a necessity for the large

families. And by adequate we mean not only
spacious but also sanitary. If adequate sewage
jand other sanitary measures are not taken, a
ireal health problem will be upon us. . . fast.

Then there is the situation of retail service
to the laborers. Will the Mexican be able to
secure a haircut or a meal in the vicinity? What-
ever your opinion or ours may be, it is inevitable
that this problem will arrive with the first cot-
ton picker.

Some of us might be partially correet in say-
ing this is a major problem for the Chamber of
Commerce and Agriculture; but its a larger pro-
leram than even that. It must be tackled by
every resident of the community, especially those
employing the laborers and those serving them
in the stores.

ion bale cotton crop in 1952; to
get it, support prices of 35¢c per
Ib. were retained and all former
acreage Restrictions were re-
moved. As a result, the present
cotton crop is the largest ever
planted in Parmer County, with
mosi extimates hovering around
14,000 acres.

About 85 per cent of the cot-
ton planted was Moca Storm-
proof, a variety noted for reSis-
tance to wind damage; it holds
the mature cotton in the bolls
until late picking time, render-
ing an ideal situation for the
new mechanical pickers with
their once-over operation.

Prospects for the local
are very bright, authorities!

and matures as indicated-by
present condition, much of the
land will produce a bale per |
acre.

A small percentage has been
planted on dry land; this is in
need of rain at the present time.
