C. Krueger and others, the board
was asked specifically to meet
Friday night, reporting their de-
cision to the city by Saturday
morning.

Main objection to the
paving of the extra block seem-
ed to be the financial obligations
incurred, with Hayes, Messen-
ger, and “London = specifically
naming this as a preventative of
the action. Various benefits of
the paving were conceded hy |t
most members present, but each
discussion ended with reference
to inadequate finances..

First, let me quality my answer or explana-
fion by this observation. We have never, any-
wihere, seen as much interest on every public
jiuestion as has been manifest in Friona, whether
the project is paving, bond voting, circus at-
fendance on Sunday, or the price of coffee.

And we would like
to know that our letter or our petition was at
least given the courtesy of reading; the petit-
lon was not read in its entirity at the local
meeting but was explained verbally. We must
pay that it was ably quoted by the board presi-
dent, but the actual reading would have been
proper, we sincerely submit.

The Law and You

DO YOU KNOW what bills the last session of the

Legislature passed regarding minors operating motor

. vehicles?

'HOSPITAL NEWS

Prior to the last session of the
Legislature minors operating a
motor vehicle in a careless and
reckless manner were not subject
10 being fined for their:acts.

The Legislature recognizing
that minors between the ages of
14 and 17 years of age, have be-
gun to operate motor vehicles
more than they have in the past,
and that they should be under
the resrictions of the penal
statutes, if they violate the laws
regarding the proper use of
vehicles, passed a bill making it
possible to subject such minors
to the penalties of the laws of
the State of Texas.

The bill states that any minor
who has reached his or her 14th
birthday, but 'has not reached
his or her 17th birthday, and
who drives or operates an auto-
mobile or; other motor vehicle
upon the public road or high-
way or street or alley in the
tate of Texas in a reckless man-
ner, at an excessive rate of
speed, or while under the in-
fluence of intoxicating liquors,
shall be guilty of a misdemean-
or, and shall be subject to a fine
of not less than $1.00 nor more
whan $50.00.

The bill further provides that
any minor who drives a vehicle

in a willful or wanton disregard
to the rights and safety of others

without due caution or circum-

spection, and at a rate of speed
or in a manner so as to endan-
ger or to be likely to endanger
persons or property, shall be
guilty of reckless driving. Fur-
ther that any minor operating
a motor vehicle at a speed in
excess of the maximum speed
allowable under the . existing
laws shall be guilty of speeding.
And that any minor who drives
an automobile or other vehicle
while intoxicated or under the
influence of intoxicating liquors
shall be guilty of driving or oper-
ating a motor vehicle while un-
der the influence of intoxicating
liquors.

The bill further provides that
should the Court deem it ad-
visable, that the fine may be
suspended and the minor placed
on probation under the control
and supervision of the court for
a period of ninety days.

{ADJOURNMENT OF CONGRESS

1he Congress continues to
grind towards adjournment. It
is still conjectural as to when the
necessary legislation will be
ready ‘for final decision. This
could be within the next few
days, or it could continue for
several weeks. The major ob-
stacle has been the appropria-
tion bills — the failure of the
House and the Senate to agree.
The bills have been in confer-
ence committees and they have
been working long and exhaus-
tive hours, under pressure from
both the Senate and the House.
The reason for dissatisfaction
upon the part of many  House
members has been the contin-
ued insistence by a number of
Members of Congress for a one-
package bill. Such a procedure
is frowned upon by a number of
the members, with whom I agree,

for the reason that it defeats

the opportunity to vote separate-

ly on matters for which money
is being spent.

That is, the par-
ticular appropriations bill ‘may
include several matters that are
excellent and oné or two that
are distasteful. Under such a

situation the member of Con-

gress is left in the dilemma . of
having to vote against the en-
tire bill or to swallow the dis-
tastetul part of it in order to
vote for the good portions. It is
my personal opinion that much
time could have been saved and
most of the matters disposed of
by allowing separate votes on
the several items. It is entirely
possible that when the bills come
out of conference if the one-
package theory is attempted, the
Congress might recommit the
bills with instructions for cer-
tain changes. This cculd cause
delay that would prevent ad-
journment this year. As I said
in a previous newsletter, such a
situation would not disturb me
greatly, as there is much im-
portant legislation that will e
lost this year by an early ad-
journment.

INVESTIGATIONS:

The several investigations are
proceeding on schedule. I have
received some mail that is high-
ly critical of the many investiga-
tions that Congress has had this
year. Frankly, I am happy that
the Congress has gone into these
matters by its investigatory
powers, so that the entire truth
could be published. No demo-
craic government could last long
if truth is suppressed. It is de-
plorable that some people would
use the Congressional powers of
investigation for ' political and
personal gain and undertake to

suspicion and innuendo. The
committees which are doing in-
vestigation work are trying to do
a good job an dare trying to dig
out, in the final analysis, the
truthy the whole truth and noth-
ing but the truth. Such a result
should be the guiding light of
any investigating body and the
findings of that body should be
made known to the entire citiz-
enry, let the chips fall where
they may.
