Hangar restoration awaits coundVs approval

Pending the approval of the Big Spring 
City Council tonight, Lee George 
Construction o f Big Spring is all set to 
begin the construction phase of the 
Hangar 25 Restoration Project.

Last week, Lee George, actually the 
second lowest bidder for the construc­
tion contract at $449,000, was awarded 
the contract, but low bidder Mid-Tex of 
Midland had several mistakes in its 
paperwork that may have made its offer 
of $419,000 inaccurate.

McMahon-Wrinkle Airpark Office 
Manager Nelda Reagan, who has worked 
closely with the Hangar 25 Restoration 
Committee on the project, says she's 
excited about clearing this hurdle.

*I think haying a local contractor is a 
positive for the community,' Reagan 
said. *\ye had a preconstruction confer­
ence at the airpark office on June 18. 
That meeting was for the architect and 
the Texas Department of Transportation 
(TXDOT) to go over plans with the con­
tractor and subcontractors."

Attending the preconstruction confer­
ence were Lee George, his subcontrac­
tors, representatives from TXDOT, city

Despite TxEK)T already having given 
its approval, the council has to give its 
final approval o f the bid contract 
because the contract is actually with the 
City of Big Spring, according to City 
Manager Gary Fuqua.

Steve Ellinger, vice president of 
Abilene-based Cadco Architects- 
Engineers Inc., has called the Hangar 25 
Restoration Project a unique project.

"A little bit of Webb A ir Force base is 
coming back to life after 20 years," 
Ellinger said.

Hangar 25 w ill also be unique in that it 
w ill be the only real aircraft museum in 
a v in ta^  hangar.

T h e  project has a unique theme that 
emphasizes the training type of plane, 
compared to a lot of other museums 
which are dedicated to the bombers and 
fighter planes. Hangar 25 is dedicated to 
the training type aircraft.

The Hangar 25 committee is hopeful of 
having on permanent display in the 
hangar the AT-ll, T-33 (F-80 in the 
Korean War), T-38 Talon and T-37, but

Electric, water use soar in the heat

As temperatures soar, so has 
Big Spring's electricity cmd 
water usage.

"The city of Big Spring used 
1,213,463,000 gallons of water 
between October of last year 
and May of 1998," said 'Tom 
Ferguson of the city water 
department. "During the same 
period between 1996 and 1997, 
we used 1 '167,802,000 gallons. 
That’s an increase of over 13 
percent."

Add that to the fact that 
Howard County has received 
very little rainfall this year, and 
you have a potential problem.

"While this drought contin­
ues, residents should try to con­
serve as much water as possi­
ble," sfiid Ferguson. "The most 
effective way to conserve is to 
make sure you don’t have any 
leaks in your water system."

Ferguson says that leaks in 
commodes and pipes are the 
most common reasons for 
increased water consumption.

Residents can also help 
reduce water usage by limiting 
the amount of water they use 
watering their lawns, washing 
cars, and filling swimming 
pools.

Water isn't the only thing in 
demand during these unbelieve- 
ably hot days. According to TU 
Electric, energy consumption 
has also increased.

- "We reached an all-time con­
sumption record on the 18th," 
said local manager, Mike 
Hammock. "Then we turned 
right around and broke it again 
on the 19th."

"We have experienced a 20 
itercent increase in electrical 
power output in the month of 
May," said Hammock. "About

five percent o f that is because of 
growth, with the remaining 15 
percent being attributed to the 
heat."

Its bejieve that 
ft Is’  outside, the 

lower they need to set their
thermostat inside. According to 
Susie Gartman, of Gartman 
Refrigeration, this can be a 
costly mistake.

"Setting the thermostat too 
low can cause the condepser to 
freeze up, locking down the sys­
tem," said Gartman. "Replacing 
or repairing the system can he 
really expensive."

Here are some simple things 
citizens can do to minimize the 
amount of electricity their air 
conditioning unit uses:

•Keep the air filter clean. 
When it clogs up, the air condi­
tioner has to work twice as 
hard to cool.

•Do not set the unit lower

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Unemployment rate up slightly for Howard County

While the state's unemploy­
ment rate held steady at 4.3 per- 

‘ cent between April and May, 
Howard County reported an 
unemployment rate of 4.3 per­
cent for the month of May, an 
Increase o f two-tenths of a per­
cent compared to April's 4.2 per­
cent unemployment rate.

The county's unemployment 
rate is a result of 13,3M people 
frt>m a labor force of 14,000 
being employed. In May 1997,

Howard County reported an 
unemployment rate of 3.9 per­
cent.

The City o f Big Spring report­
ed a May unemployment rate of 
4.8 percent, also an increase of 
two-tenths of a percent com­
pared to ^ r i l .  The city also 
reported 9,166 people out o f a 
labor force o f 9,630 were 
employed in May. Big Spring 
reported an unemployinent rate 
o f 4.3 percent in ^tey 1997.

By the state’s unemployment 
rate holding steady, at 4.3 per­
cent in May for the second

month in a row, it is the lowest 
May rate since 1979.

The Texas Workforce 
Commission (TWC) reports 
Texas' unemployment rate for 
May is eight-tenths o f a percent­
age point lower than the May 
1997 rate o f 5.1 percent.

Workers were added to every 
mgjor industry sector in May 
exempt mining, and construc­
tion alone added S,000 jobs, giv­
ing it an annual growth rate of 
6.3 percent.

The Bryan-CoUege Station 
Metropolitan Statistical Area

(MSA) area continues to have 
the state’s lowest unemploy­
ment rate at 1.5 percent for 
May.

McAllen-Edinburg-M ission 
(MSA) still leads the state with 
the highest unemployment rate. 
Its rate fell from 21.1 percent in 
December to 14 percent in May.

According to the Big Spring 
office of the TWC. the number 
of people drawing uneihidoy- 
ment insurance in Texas with­
out earnings fell from 89,507 in 
April to 81,676 in May.

It was the fourth consecutive

monthly decrease in continued 
claims filed, according to the . 
state.

The number of employed 
Texans increased in May by 
40,300 to 9.6 million, while those 
seeking unemployment increa­
sed 4,300 to 429.500.

This level of unemployment is 
below the total of504,100 seen in 
May 1997.

Strong job growth and a sus- 
tained low unemployment rate 
are a positive light on Texas' 
current economic expansion, 
said stats officials.

Holbrooke to give Kosovo fin a l warning
BELGRADE, Yugoslavia (AP) 

— A  top U.S. diplomat arrived 
today in the Balkans with what 
could be a final warning for 
Yugoslav President Slobodan 
Milosevic before NATO takes 
steps to try to end the fighting 
in Kosovo.

The visit by Richard 
Holbrooke, a troubleshooter for 
the region and the next U.S. 
ambassador to the United 
Nations, is seen as a last diplo­
matic'effort to get Milosevic to 
stop his crackdown on ethnic 
Albanians in the secessionist 
Serbian province.

Western nations, which sent 
NATO jets buzzing over the 
region in a warning to 
Milosevic earlier this month, 
have been deliberating on what 
measures they w ill take if 
Milosevic refuses to back down.

En route to Belgrade for talks 
with Milosevic later today, 
Holbrooke stopped in neighbor­
ing Macedonia and met in the 
capital Skopje with Prime 
Minister Branko Crvenkovski 
and President Kiro Gligorov.

He also was expected to meet 
with ethnic Albanian leader 
Ibrahim Rugova, who supports

a peaceful settlement but has 
limited, i f  any influence, over 
the Albanians’ Kosovo 
Liberation Army.

The West fears the Kosovo 
conflict could spread to 
Macedonia, which borders on 
Kosovo and also has a sizeable 
community of ethnic Albanians.

Holbrooke is credited with 
getting Milosevic and other 
Balkan leaders to sign the 
Dayton peace agreement for 
Bosnia. But he/has made no 
progress in months of efforts to 
get the autocratic Yugoslav 
leader to halt his campaign to

crush militants in Kosovo. 
Continuing clashes between 
Serb and KLA forces have been 
reported this week.

Last month, he persuaded 
Milosevic to go to the bargain­
ing table with Rugova for the 
first time. But the offensive by 
Serb forces has continued with­
out letup, and Rugova’s ethnic 
Albanian delegation halted the 
talks in protest.

More than 300 people have 
died since fighting in Kosovo 
escalated earlier this year 
between Serb-led army and 
police forces and the KLA.

New protections laid out for Medicare beneficiaries
NEW YORK (AP ) -  

Proclaiming the biggest change 
in Medicare’s history, the 
Clinton actoinistration has laid 
out .new protections for the 
health care program’s 38 mil­
lion beneficiaries. The New 
York Times reported today.

The new rules require health 
plans to guarantee that 
Medicare patients have access 
to specialists, keep medical 
records confidential and pro­
vide interpreters to those who 
need them. The rules are sched­
uled to be published Friday and 
take effect 30 days later.

Energy officials contacted in 
Washington said the depart­
ment would make an 
announcement today.

Community leaders
launched a mail campaign in 
March to petition the Energy 
Department to choose SRS.

Ernie Chaput, a special pro­
ject coordinator with the 
Aiken/Edgefield Economic 
Development Partnership, 
said local officials pitched 
SRS to the agency as a cost- 
effective option. He said the 
site already has basic infi*a- 
structure in place.

“ It’s a logical extension of 
what they’ve been doing," 
said Chaput, who retired in 
December 1996 lifter 20 years 
at SRS.

SRS competed against three 
federal facilities in Texas, 
Idaho and Washington for the 
mission to prepare and con­
vert two-thirds of the plutoni­
um into fuel for nuclear 
power reactors.

Among other provisions, the 
rules allow women beneficiaries 
to demand “ direct access to a 
women’s health specialist” for 
routine services like Pap 
smears and breast and pelvic 
exams.

Patients with complicated 
problems must also be permit­
ted to go directly to specialists 
in some circumstances, and a 
health plan must rule on a 
patient’s request for services 
within 14 days in most cases or 
72 hours in urgent cqsOk.

The new rules also require 
health care plans to provide ser­
vices “ in a culturally competent 
manner”  to all Medicare 
patients, including those with 
limited English or reading 
skills.

Medicare beneficiaries 'w ill 
also be entitled to review their 
own medical records, keep them 
confidential and obtain finan­

cial information about their 
health providers.

Under the new rules, health 
maintenance orgaifizations 
must pay for the treatment of 
any condition that “ a prudent 
lay person”  would regard as an 
emergency.

Medicare beneficiaries also 
may not be charged more than 
$50 for any emergency room ser­
vices.

Candace Schaller, vice presi­
dent of the American Associa­
tion of Health Plans, said the 
new requirements were “ gener­
ally reasonable,” but cautioned 
that plans might need more flex­
ibility on some issues.

Hijacker surrenders, ends 
4>hour plane siege in Spain

VALENCIA, Spain (AP) — A  Spanish hijacker holding more 
than 100 people hostage aboard an Iberia flight gave himMlf up 
to police today to peacefully end a nearly four-hour standoff.

The hijacker, who was not immediately identified, was 
described by an interior ministry spokesman as mentally unsta­
ble.

Iberia Flight 1121 was carrying 131 people when it was hijacked 
during a flight between Seville and Barcelona.

The Boeing 727 was diverted to the eastern city of Valencia. 
Eighteen children and adults were released without incident 
about two hours later.

Among the hostages aboard was the mayor of Seville, Soledad 
Becerill, who was in contact with police through her mobile 
phone, Ehud Gol, Israel’s ambassador to Spain, told Israel radio. 
“ From her reports, there appears to be only one hijacker,”  Gol 
said. j

The hijacked airplane landed at Valencia’s Manises airport at 
8:40 a.m. (2:40 a.m. EDT), apparently to begin refueling, a police 
spokesman said. <

The plane was surrounded by security forces, however, and 
was not refueled, Israel radio reported, monitoring Spanish TV.

Initial reports were that three people hijacked the fflme, 
national radio reported, and had demanded to be taken to Athens 
and then on to Tel Aviv, Israel.

Athenis airport officials boosted security and placed anti-ter­
rorists teams on the alert.

Although CNN repented that Israel refused to givf.the plane 
permission to land, officials at Ben-Gurion Intem atioi^  Aliport 
outside Tel Aviv said that decision would be up to the govern­
ment.

Iberia employees brought water and food to the plane wearing 
only bathing suits, as requested by the hijackers, so no weapons 
could be hidden, Israel Radio reported.

Israel radio said the hijacker had been carrying a package with 
a remote control device.

He said he would explode the package unless his demands were 
met.

House tax writer is pushing for capital gains break
WASHINGTON (AP ) -  

Investors would qualify for the 
lower capital gains tax a lot 
faster under a measure the 
chairman of the House tax-writ­
ing panel wants to attach to the 
Internal Revenue Service bill 
pending in Congress.

The proposal by House Ways 
and Means Committee 
Chairman Bill Archer, R-Texas, 
could set up a last-minute con­
frontation over the IRS bill with 
the Clinton administration.

But the administration and 
Democrats were quiet Monday, 
which several sources said was 
an indication they wouldn’t 
oppose a reduction in the capi­
ta  gains holding period.

It also signaled that issues 
unrelated to the IRS bill — rang­
ing firom a package o f technical 
corrections for the highway 
spending bill to a new commis­
sion to fix Social Security — 
could be tacked on to the ser­
vice bill.

This was creating confusion 
about the bill’s scope and was 
slowing down work on the final 
product, possibly postponing 
final passage until after July.

So far, the Clinton adminis­
tration has reacted positively to 
the compromise IRS legislation 
announced last week that would 
strengthen taxpayers’ rights 
and oversight of the agency.

The Treasury Department last

year pushed strongly for an 18- 
month holding period before 
investors would qualify for the 
reduced 20 percent capital gains 
tax.

Treasury Secretary Robert 
Rubin argued then that the 
delay would discourage specula­
tive trading.

The House and Senate bills 
had a 12-month holding period.

Archer wants the holding 
period reduced ftom 18 months 
to 12 months.

He is expected to bring up thd 
matter as lawmakers put the 
finishing touches on the IRS 
overhaul bill.

“ Chairman Archer supports 
simplification of the capital

gains form and thinks it’s 
appropriate to do so as part of 
the IRS leglBUtlbA,'’ - IMUa 
Archer spokesman Ari 
Fleischer.

Some Democrats, including 
Sen. Bob Kerrey, D-Neb., also 
may support a reduction in the 
capital gains holding period 
under certain circumstances.

Kerrey would support the plan 
as an alternative to a provision 
that would pay for the bill by 
allowing elderly investors to 
convert existing IRAs into so- 
called Roth IRAs.

“ He’s willing to entertain 
alternative proposals,”  said 
Kerrey spokesman Mike 
Marinello.

Report: Broadcasters aren’t warning about violent kids’ shows
NEW YORK (AP) -  Parents 

who hope to keep their children 
away fi'om television programs 
that depict violence aren’t get­
ting much help from the net­
works.

Although the new TV ratings 
system has an “ FV” rating to 
denote programs with fantasy 
violence, three-quarters of chil­
dren’s programs that depict 
three or more violent scenes 
weren’t given the rating, 
according to a study released 
Monday by the Annenberg 
Public Policy Center o f the

University of Pennsylvania.
Television networks and show 

distributors are responsible for 
assigning ratings to their pro­
grams under the system insti­
tuted last year.

“ What producers are doing 
here is they’re all pretty much 
using their own standards of 
what is violent and what’s not,” 
said Amy Jordan, a researcher 
for the center. " I  do think we 
need to develop some stan­
dards.”

Many of the offending pro­
grams were given “ TV-Y7”  rat­

ings, indicating that they were 
not appropriate for children 
under 7. But there was no indi­
cation that this was because of 
violence, she said.

Upcoming technology will 
allow parents to block programs 
with an “ FV” rating, but the 
purpose of the new technology 
is defeated if  violent shows 
don’t get the rating, Jordan 
said.

Producers and television net­
works are undoubtedly reluc­
tant to give a show an “ FV” rat­
ing for fear they may be blocked

out of homes in the future, she 
said.

Among the shows that the 
center deemed violent that 
weren’t given the "FV ” rating: 
"Spider Man,” “Beetleborg” and 
“X-Men” on Fox, the syndicated 
"Extreme Dinosaurs” and “ Ren 
& Stimpy” on Nickelodeon.

Some shows that were proper­
ly labeled “ FV”  were “Mortal 
Kombat”  on the USA Network 
and “ Power Rangers” on Fox, 
the study concluded.

Annenberg’s study found that 

a quarter of the programs given 
the "E/I” symbol by networks, 
to Indicate Ihat they were'edu­
cational and infbrmatlonal, 
actually met thoee charaeteria 
tics.

J
n the last few weeks, both city o f Big Spring and 
Howard County leaders have spoken out about 
their priorities, plans and challenges for the new 
budget year.

On the pages o f the Big Spring Herald, they have dis­
cussed tax cuts, spending increases and decreases, 
salaries, and battles over "pet projects."

Traditionally in the summer months, city, county, 
college and school district leaders plan how they will 
spend your money for the upcoming fiscal year. Most 
entities begin a new fiscal year Oct. 1.

You may have read some things recently that con­
cerned you, and others with which you agreed. You 
might have formed some strong opinions about how 
these elected officials plan to spend your tax money.

I f  you did, now is the time to make yourself heard. 
We find ourselves urging all year long for people to 

become more involved in the process of local govern­
ment: vote, call your councilmember on a certain 
issue, etc. We publish the names and phone numbers 
o f key local government leaders almost every day.

There may be no more important time to use those 
phone numbers: Take advantage o f this budget work­
shop time and have your say.

Let the leaders know how you want your money 
spent. Without public input, whose priorities will they 
be using to make those decisions?

We've heard ftrom some of the q£fici£ils, now let thetQ  ̂
hear from the public. ' %

Do you agree with their plans to deal with declining 
mineral values in the county? County leaders say this 
is "one strike against them." How should they com­
pensate?

Do you like Mayor Tim Blackhear's pronouncement 
that this year's city budget should be similar to last 
year? Or are there major changes you would like to 
see?

What areas were not addressed by these leaders? Do 
you have priorities and "pet projects" that you want 
funded?

Now is the time to attend a meeting, and speak out 
during the time set aside for public input. It will be a 
lot more difficult to change something once the entire 
budget is in place *- don't wait.

Letting the budget process go by without saying a 
word is like handing over your checkbook to someone 
you hardly know. When it comes to spending your 
money, don't you prefer to set the priorities?

Much as we like the idea of 
sending criminals to jail, we 
can't yet convince ourselves 
that it’s smart to make them 
reimburse the county for the 
cost of their stay. We agree that 
there’s a certain injustice in 
making taxpayers pay for room 
and board for people who have 
done wrong against society, but 
it's hard to see hf'w a system of 
making prisoners pay could be 
administered in a just and fair 
manner.

Denton County officials, 
under the leadership of Sheriff 
Weldon Lucas, say they will 
push the Legislature next year 
for just such a plan. Although 
details haven’t been worked 
out, the idea is that people who 
have finished their jail stay 
would bb required to pay a cer­
tain amount after they get out 
and go back to work.

Lucas says he knows this 
could cause some problems. 
"For the indigent, no reim­
bursement should be sought.

and the inmates’ families 
should be protected,” he says.

Isn’t that a big hole in the 
plan? Who decides which for­
mer prisoners will suffer conse­
quences for failure to pay and 
which ones get a free ride? Just 
how do we protect the inmates’ 
families if their breadwinner 
first serves a jail sentence and 
then siphons off later income to 
pay for the meals and bed?

There is big money involved 
here. Most of Lucas' $16 million 
budget goes to operate the 
Denton County Jail, and larger 
counties pay much more. How 
nice it would be to find a new 
source of revenue to relieve 
that burden on taxpayers.

But we can’t see the magic in 
a plan to make former prisoners 
pay. We’d rather they concen­
trate on putting the jail experi­
ence behind them and becom­
ing productive members of soci­
ety.

Then again, this began ^  a 
matter of business, because 
there was more demand for 
commercial satellite launches 
than the United States could 
supply and the Chinese offered 
better prices than Western 
competitors.

Security, not commerce, was 
at issue in a round o f congres­
sional hearings Thursday: 
administration officials insist­
ed the satellite deals have not 
helped China strengthen its 
ballistic missiles. Republicans 
were skeptical.

basic hypothesis is that the 
amount of people this planet 
can feed is limited whereas 
population increase is not, and 
it is correct. Because he was 
operating with the knowledge 
available to him in 1798, his 
timing was off. Both the devel­
opment of North and South 
American continents plus later 
technological and scientific 
advances pushed the crisis fur­
ther into the future than he 
anticipated.

But, while there are about 6 
billion people today, 2 billion 
of them live in the dire misery 
Malthus predicted. And for 
most of that 2 billion, their 
only hope is to somehow find 
their way to the industrially 
developed countries. Those 
folks are coming to dinner. 
Better not put all the farmers 
out of business.

What several categories of 
people most vehemently object 
to in Malthus is the idea of 
that the human being, like the 
squirrel and the deer, is sub­
ject to the iron laws of Nature.

Capitalists love the idea of 
perpetual growth and are 
loathe to admit that there are 
any natural limits which might 
curb their greed for profits.

The social determinists hate 
the very idea that biology 
imposes any limits on human 
beings. Their whole racket 
depends on the premise that 
humans are equal and that 
only social environment cre­
ates inequality. That, of course, 
is stuff and nonsense.

The determinists include a 
whole gaggle o f people from 
socialists to nonideological 
redistributionist fans to the

folks who just have a cash 
interest in the huge welfare 
industry, both public and pri­
vate. Their jobs depend on the 
fantasy that humans are infi­
nitely malleable and can be 
resurrected from bum to ster­
ling citizen with the right 
social program. That’s rubbish, 
of course.

Finally, there are the super­
stitious. Because Nature pro­
grams people to believe in mys­
tery, when people chuck belief 
in God as too restrictive, they 
inevitably end up with blind 
faith in some ideology or in 
science and technology.

Oh, no matter what, they 
believe, science and technolo­
gy, like the cavalry in 
Hollywood movies, will always 
ride to the rescue. That, too, is 
rubbish. You might ask the 
survivors of Hiroshima or all 
the dying cancer patients what 
they think of science and tech­
nology.

There are no more continents 
to develop. The oceans, once 
thought to hold limitless 
resources, are increasingly pol­
luted and overexploited. People 
in the seafood business told me 
15 years ago that seafood was

going to become scarce and 
expensive, and they were 
exactly right. It has become 
both.

As for the foolish notion that 
there’s always space, the near­
est star, around which there 
may or may not be any habit­
able planets, is 24 trillion miles 
away. Forget it. No way are 
humans going to devise a 
machine that could achieve the 
velocity necessary to travel 
beyond our solar system. Earth 
is our birthplace and our 
graveyard.

We’d better not screw it up to 
the point that it becomes unin­
habitable, but we’re moving in 
that direction.

We have to change our think­
ing. We have to drop this one­
dimensional special interest 
style of thinking, which 
amounts really to advocacy of 
a narrow point of view and ad 
hominem attacks on everyone 
who disagrees.

Somehow, without tearing 
out each other’s throats, we 
have to^ind a way to live with­
in the limits imposed by 
Nature.

And it pays to remember that 
Nature is merciless.

Steffi G ra f brought to tears by return to courts at Wimbledon
WIMBLEDON, England (AP ) ^  Just 

being back at Wimbledon was en ou ^  to 
tn-ing Steffi Graf to tears.

A year ago, the seven-time champion 
was in rehabilitation after reconstruc­
tive knee surgery. Two months ago, her 
comeback threatened by more injuries, 
she considered retirement

So on Monday, after winning her first- 
round match in straight sets on Centre 
Court, Graf was overcome by emotion. 
Twice during a news conference, she 
broke down crying.

“ 1 get emotional because I don’t take it 
for granted being here,”  said the 
German, playing her 13th Wimbledon. 
“ It’s just special to be here.”

After a rain-ffee opening day, the start 
of today’s play was delayed by light 
showers. All courts remained covered as 
the morning turned to afternoon.

While tournament officials were hope­
ful o f a break in the weather, more rain 
was forecast for later in the day and 
again Wednesday.

Grafs tears represented a remarkable 
display from a player whp has rarely 
expressed her emotions on or off the 
court.

She said she was surprised to be on

Centre Court, the scene o f her greatest 
triumphs, for the opening match against 
Spain’s (M a  Leon Garcia.

"It  is not common to play the first 
match on Centre Court unless you win 
the year before, so I didn’t take it as nor- 
mid at all.”  she said. " I  got really excit­
ed, and it definitely pumped me up to be 
playing out there.”

After some initial nerves. Graf settled 
down and beat Garcia 6-4, 6-1, a solid 
start to her first Grand Slam tournament 
since the French Open in 1997.

After undergoing surgery after the 
French, Graf didn’t return to tourna­
ment play until March. But she was side­
lined again with calf and hamstring 
injuries.

That’s when she started wondering 
whether her career was over.

“ There have been a couple of occasions 
where it has been really difficult, seven 
or eight weeks ago was the last time,” 
she said. “ I had so many little injuries 
and every week something else came 
around.”

But Graf, who said she now feels “ 100 
percent.”  must be considered a title con­
tender.

“There is no question it is my favorite

tournament and I do feel the grass suits 
my game and experience does help,”  she 
said. "But winning is a long way . That is 
not as far as I am looking now.”

Monday was also an emotional day for 
Monica Seles, the No. 6 seed, who beat

Bibby may 
not be NBA’s 
top draft pick

VANCOUVER, British 
Columbia (AP) — For the past 
couple weeks, the general con­
sensus was that Arizona point 
guard Mike Bibby would be the 
No. 1 selection in the NBA 
draft.

Like many teams, the 
Clippers need a center and a 
point guard in a draft short on 
talent at those two positions.

(Revelation of the tape record­
ing o f this conversation 
sparked Nixon’s resignation in 
1974.)

In 1985, all 329 people aboard 
an Air-India Boeing 747 were 
killed when the plane crashed 
into the Atlantic Ocean near 
Ireland, apparently because of a 
bomb.

Ten years ago: Pope John 
Paul II began his second papal 
visit to Austria, where he met 
with President Kurt Waldheim, 
despite controversy over 
W aldheim ’s alleged in vo lve ­
ment in Nazi war crimes.

Five years ago: In a case that 
drew widespread attention, 
Lorena Bobbitt o f Prince 
William County, Va., sexually 
mutilated her husband, John, 
after he allegedly raped her. 
(John Bobbitt was later acquit­
ted o f marital sexual assault; 
Lorena Bobbitt was later 
acquitted o f malicious wound­
ing by reason of insanity.)

One year ago: C iv il rights 
activ ist Betty Shabazz, the 
widow o f Malcolm X, died in 
New York of bums suffered in 
a fire  set by her 12-year-old 
grandson; she was 61. (Malcolm 
Shabazz was sentenced to 18 
months at a Massachusetts 
facility specializing in young 
arsonists.)
