C of C Membership Drive Slated

Membership pledge cards for ¡the oncoming 
year of Chamber of Commerce and Agriculture 
activity were mailed this week to the 1951 mem­
bers. A concentrated membership drive will be 
made this Saturday.

In commencing another year of support for 
this civic enterprise we wish to view two or three 
factors: the job already accomplished, the meth­
ods of the organization in meeting current prob­
lems, and the work ahead.

Just one year ago the farmers of our trade 
area had no organization to which they could 
turn for information and assistance in their 
multitude o;f problems. True, they had and 
still have various organizations, each special­
izing in some particular phase of their work, 
including the Farm Bureau, the Extension 
Service, the Soil Conservation Service, etc. But 
many of them have ¡been happily surprised in 
this past year to (find ¡that they have an impar­
tial friend in that group of Friona citizens band­
ed together under the chamber of commerce 
banner to help them. Assistance in the road pro­
grams of the county, road marking, feed and 
seeding help, assistance in handling the labor 
problem, all these are tackled by the organiza­
tion.

It was surprising to us recently to scan over 
a listing of the services asked by our farmers 
of the chamber of commerce, and it was gratify­
ing to note the success of the fulfillment of 
these requests.

Then there are earmarks of progress among 
the retail merchant men of the town, fostered 
by the yearling organization.

Any town, no matter the size, is definitely 
stepping forward when it has a community-wide 
organization which can act for its benefit. To 
some merchants the chamber represents oppor­
tunity for meeting with other merchants at the 
local offices on meeting night. To others it 
means that someone is hired and ready to do this 
task or that, whether it is conducting a Red 
Cross drive or organizing a delegation to repre­
sent us at that meeting downstate, etc. And 
to others, the organization provides a good means 
of sounding off, letting o ff steam! Any good 
chamber of commerce manager expects this, for 
it is true of any town, and probably a very 
healthy condition. I f there are gripes, it is so, 
so much better to sound' them out in public

meeting than to keep them buttoned up inside, 
occasionaly making a (few ill-timed remarks.

So, whatever your own conception of the 
Chamber of Commerce, you are affected by it 
and you have availed yourself of some of its 
services during the year.

From personal experience here and else­
where, we know that it is sometimes; hard to see 
the .concrete accomplishments of a community 
organization during the first months of its 
operation. We all are prone to expect miracles 
quickly. But such miracles have never been 
the case anywhere, anytime; it is the long- 
range program, the month in and month out 
plodding, working, studying, and discussing 
together that finally wakens us up ¡to the fact 
that progress has been made. And that pro­
gress in a town does not come by individual 
effort alone, it comes by group endeavor.

We have had a lot to learn in Friona. Some 
of us didn’t know what to expect of a chamber 
of commerce. Others wanted to work but 
didn’t know what to do. Some cannot under­
stand the mechanics of the program. Yes, we 
need further education in this field. The idea 
of the organization is basically sound — de­
viations from its goal can be credited only to 
aon-participation or indifference. I f  it is not 
being conducted properly, it is only your fault 
and mine. WE are the Friona citizens who 
benefit or lose by our investments here; so 
friends, lets continue to put back into the. com- 
tnunity part of that which we take from it, and 
work together for continued progress here. 
John or Sam might not conduct their business 
the same as you, but with each of us sincerely 
contributing to the community effort through 
its commerce and agriculture organization, 
each will profit. Pulling separately, in opposite 
directions, we all lose.

So, Mr. Chamber o£ Commerce President, 
your manager and directors, we will be ready 
to join for another year when you come around 
Saturday. We are ready to do our part in carry­
ing a commendable load. We anticipate most 
everyone else feeling the same way.

The Greatest Show on Eaith.
It ’s about time someone is sounding off re­

garding the oncoming political campaigns.
Here are some possibilities in the national 

political field that we would appreciate some 
comments concerning. 'Not that we do not say 
probabilities - but rather possibilities.

President Truman has left few political fences 
unrepaired; whatever else may be said against 
him, he must be credited with a master job of 
aligning one group after another with his mach­
ine, by personal favors in the forms of patron­
age. handouts, or recommendations. Labor, 
Catholicism, management, the federal em­
ployees - all these have been considered in his 
activities which can mean nothing else than 
that he has had a long-term Whitehouse lease 
in mind.

Mr. Taft, in announcing for the presidency 
a few days ago, brought the campaign out in­
to the open. There is no question about the 
Taft group of Republicans being the avowed 
foes of the Truman brand of administration. 
They will have two full barrels which they can 
aim at the administration: the usual fight 
against the Democratic Party and the added 
Truman regime. In the light of this direct 
challenge to his administration, Mr. Truman 
could very, very probably stand firm on a re­
solve to run. Hard-headed as he has proven 
to be, standing by his friends an^ relatives, it 
is entirely likely that personal attacks on him 
will sevre to congeal his activities into a definite 
and open personal campaign.

Another factor could readily mold a differ­
ent situation: that of the possible campaign 
of General Eisenhower. With Mr. Eisenhower 
enjoying the public favor ffior his war record and 
as a possible stone in a company of pebbles, 
he likely could secure the nomination of 
either major party. Governor Dewey and

other Republican wheels -have time and again 
expressed their admiration of the general, 
citing his qualifications for the presidency. Mr. 
Truman is aware of this. I f the Republicans 
continue to press Eisenhower for -a committment, 
is it possible that Mr. Truman would announce 
his own intention to step down in favor of the 
war hero running on his own Democratic 
ticket? Would he relegate his personal 
amfobitions to the background in order to 
give new and strong blood to- the Demo­
cratic party? Is he that big a man?

Whatever group General Eisenhower Choose 
to represent, and we do believe he will accept a 
nomination, he will enter politics in an indepen­
dent light seldom enjoyed by any candidate.

The Law and You
By Robt (Bob) Kirk

DO 5 O il KNOW  what acts the last session of the 
Legislature pastsed regarding the regulation and con­
trol of barbiturates or “sleeping pills?”
•** The last session of the Legisla­
ture, recognizing that there was 
^widespread misuse of barbitu­
rates or “sleeping pills” set a 
pattern for the regulation and 
control of the distribution of 
such sleeping pills. Under the 
act a pharmacist is placed un­
der certain definite regulations 
in regard to the selling of 
“sleeping pills.” The pharmac­
ist must have before him a pre-

scription from a licensed physi­
cian prescribing the sleeping 
tablets and stating the quantity 
to be delivered. This prescrip­
tion may not be refilled unless 
it is designated1 on the prescrip­
tion when and how frequently 
the prescription may be refill­
ed. The pharmacist is required 
to keep this prescription on file 
for record and examination.

The possession of a barbitur-

ate or sleeping pill is made an 
offense against the law. unless 
the person possessing the same 
can show that he came into 
possession of the samfe in a law­
ful manner. Thus if some phar­
macist so/ld “sleeping pills” to a 
person without a prescription 
both the pharmacist and the 
purchaser of the sleeping pills 
would be subject to punishment 
under the law.

The penalty for violation of 
any of the provisions of the act 
shall be faine not to exceed 
$1,000.00, or confinement in jail 
or both such fine and imprison­
ment. For second or succeed­
ing violation of this act the pen­
alty shall be not less than two 
years nor mroe than five years 
confinement in the penitentiary.

It ’s wishful thinking, we know. 
It is also highly idealistic and 
probably impractical. B u t 
wouldn’t it be helpful if the 
candidate, after election, ceased 
being a politician?

For the man elected as a 
Republican—or the man elected 
as a Democrat—it is probably 
quite difficult to act completely 
independent of party affiliation. 
But the attempt should be made 
—is, in fact, occasionally. The 
man elected should have help 
along these lines. And the news­
paper can help.

For one thing, the newspaper 
should judge the successful 
candidate’s actions solely on the 
basis of their good for the peo­
ple. It should consider issues on 
the same measure. It might 
be well to make it a matter of 
style to drop the political party 
designation . . . make it Senator 
Jones (Va.) not Senator Jones 
(Rep.-Va.)'.

There can be nothing more 
damaging, of course, for a news­
paper to attack an action on 
a political basis—and to dis­
guise the action by attributing 
it to other reasons.

The Auxiliary, we trust it is 
known, is perforce quite inde­
pendent of politics. No trade 
newspaper has a right to poli­
tical expression, it can speak 
only for the good of its field.

SOIL AND CROPS

The latest information on 
alfalfa seed produced in Texas 
this year shows there were 31,000 
bushels, thresher run. This is 
about 47% below the revised 
estimate of 58,000 bushels pro­
duced in 1950, and is 18% below 
1940-49 average c\ 37,740 
bushels. Loss in cleaning aver­
aged 23% this year against 26% 
last year, leaving clean seen pro­
duction at 24,000 bushels. Acie- 
age for harvest this year is esti­
mated at 12,000 acres; the ten 
year average was 12,300 acres 
but 3 as one-third less than last 
year when 18,000 acres were har­
vested for seed. The indicated 
yield per acre at 2.60 bushels, 
thresher run, is the lowest since 
1944, compared with 3.20 bushels 
in 1950 and the 10-year average 
of 2.96 bushels. Estimated pro­
duction carry-over of 123,459,000 
pounds clean seed. This drop is 
injurious to our land, and it 
should be brought back up to a 
higher average to help buildup 
the land, one method being 
plowing the last cutting under 
for green manure and to add 
mulch to the soil.

Sudan grass seed is reported 
at 10,5000,000 pounds, or 27% be­
low the 1950 crop oif 14,400,000 
pounds The sharp decline is 
due to lighter yields and reduc­
ed acreage. Sweet Sudan com­
prised 80% of the total produc­
tion in 1951, compared to 68% 
in 1950. The current supply, 
including estimated production 
and carry-over, is 54,102,000 
pounds of clean seed. This is 
23% larger than 1950, but 10% 
below 1940-49 average.

Overseas Packages 
Should he Mailed
Now fo r  Delivery&

With November 1st recommen­
ded as final date for overseas 
mailing, these wishing to send 
packages should do so without 
delay. Postal authorities point 
out that parcels must travel a 
long way and be handled many 
times. It is important they be 
properly wrapped.

Costal authorities remind 
matches and lighter fluid can­
not be mailed and cigarettes 
and other tobacco products can­
not be sent through APO’s, he 
said.

A parcel cannot be more than 
100 inches in over-all dimensions 
nor weigh rafore than 70 pounds 
for overseas shipment. An ex­
ception Is a 50-pound limit set 
on parcels -seiner via APO 124. 
125. 147. and 179, care of post­
master. New York City.

Boxes for mailing shoidd be 
either metal, wood, solid f ;ber- 
board or strong double-faced 
corrugated fiberboard. Con­
tents should be cushioned unless 
the box is completely packed. 
The box may crush if not tightly 
packed.

In the case of 
fourth class mail where rates 
are determined by zones, the 
rates will be based on the zone 
of the post office where the par­
cel is mlailed.

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Parole System Reports
Handed Local Officials

Secretary of State John Ben 
Shepperd stated in a report to 
W. H. Graham, Farwell Chair­
man of the Parmer County Vol­
untary Parole Board that the 
Texas Voluntary Parole System 
is functioning economically and 
satisfactorily.

Shepperd repoorted that when 
he assumed the duties of Secre­
tary of State in February 1950 
there were 600 paroles unaccoun­
ted for in Texas. He commended 
the Texas Voluntary Parole 
Board members for their co­
operation and assistance in en­
abling the Department to reduce 
the number of missing parolees 
to 60.

The Parole System, Shepperd 
reported, has proved to be a 
sound program as a method of 
prograssive public protection. 
The Annual Report of Texas 
Board of Pardons and Paroles 
shows that in 1949 there were 
11.6% parole violators. This 
figure was reduced to only 3.8% 
in 1950.

These men, the Secretary of 
State reported, are supervised at 
the cost of only 4y2 cents daily 
for each parolee while it costs 
the Texas Prison System) 82 
cents daily for each inmate. 
This figure, he stated, does not 
take into consideration the 
amount spent by the State in 
caring for the dependents of 
those incarcerated. The De­
partment of Public Welfare 
shows in their Audit Report (for 
1950 that $212,426.27 was spent 
in aiding these families.

In comparing the costs of the 
Texas Volunteer Parole super­
vision with that of other states, 
the Secretary of State cited the 
fact that the state of New York 
spends $62 for each parolee 
yearly; Massachusetts $54 year­
ly, Virginia $60 yearly, Wiscon­
sin $34 yearly while Texas only 
spends $15 yearly for each pa­
rolee.

Shepperd also praised the 
work of the members of the 
Voluntary Parole Board and 
cited several cases where 
through their efforts delinquent 
have been restored from the 
prison system to daily pursuits 
o f everyday 'liifle.

Better Yield and Higher 
Profit from New Legumes
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Compare Wilt Resistant Ranger Alfalfa, to Left, with Susceptible 

Grimm to Right.

A slight increase in yield of for­
age, grain or seed per acre, in per­
centage of leaves to stems which 
means more protein, minerals and 
vitamins, in the productive life of 
plants, v/inter survival, disease and 
insect resistance, or any one of a 
number of other desirable traits 
will more than pay for the extra 
cost of improved seed.

Advantages of improved seed are 
evident, but since the farmer who 
sows improved seed is likely to use 
more fertilizer, better preparation 
of seedbed, and cultural practices, 
the gain derived solely from im­
proved seed may not always be easi­
ly distinguished from other im­
provements.

Three of the newly introduced bi­
ennial varieties of sweet clover— 
Spanish, Madrid and Evergreen— 
which are superior for pasture use, 
have also given outstandingly larg­
er hay yields in the Central States 
than the older common white, com­
mon yellow, and Grundy County 
white. At Lincoln, Neb., Evergreen 
yielded 2.75 tons, Spanish 2.26 tons, 
and Madrid 2.03 tons in comparison 
with 1.89 tons for common white and 
1.62 tons for common yellow. Simi­
lar increases were obtained at Co­
lumbus, O.; Manhattan, Kan., and 
elsewhere. The seed supply of Em­
erald, Evergreen, Spanish and Ma­
drid varieties is still too limited for 
general distribution.

The two varieties of annual sweet 
clover—Hubam and Emerald—have 
been outstanding producers in the 
Southern states for spring and early 
summer grazing and for soil im- 

ement.

Ladino clover, a variety of white 
clover, has recently attained promi­
nence as a pasture plant. Its high 
carrying capacity for livestock and 
poultry, high nutritive value of the 
forage and adaptation give it a 
dominant position as a pasture crop. 
In its adapted area, under suitable 
conditions, it should be included in 
every pasture mixture.

With alfalfa, bacterial wilt has 
been reducing stands and shorten­
ing the life of Grimm, Baltic, Har- 
digan, and others which are among 
our hardiest varieties and formerly 
outstanding. Recently, plant breed­
ers have developed two varieties, 
Ranger and Buffalo, which are equal 
or superior to the older ones in yield, 
and show high resistance to wilt. 
Fields of these varieties in wilt-in­
fested areas will retain a good stand 
and remain productive years longer.

Seed of improved varieties or new 
discoveries and introductions of 
other forage crops, has been mad© 
available to farmers in recent years. 
Among these are Kenland red clov­
er, Dixie Crimson clover, Marietta, 
Lorain and Alaska timothy, Achen- 
bach, Lincoln, Fisher, Martin and 
Manchar brome grass, Alta and 
Kentucky-31 fescues, intermediate 
wheat grass, Tift, Sweet and No. 23 
Sudan grass, and many others.

The seed of Marietta, Lorain and 
Alaska timothy is not yet readily 
available commercially.

The grassland farmer who wishes 
to make the most out of his pastures 
and meadows will keep on the look­
out for improved varieties and new 
introductions of forage crops as they

Railroad workers are represented by 23 standard 
unions. By mutual agreement* 20 o# these unions—com­
prising about 1,200,000 men, or more than 90% —are 
working under wages and rules agreed to by them and 
the railroads* But leaders of three unions—with only 
about 130,000 men, or less than 10%—still refuse, after 
more than a year of negotiations, to accept similar 
wage and. rules agreements. These are even more 
favorable than the terms recommended by the Emer­
gency Board appointed by the President.

Yes, it certainly seems to be finally about time that tke leaders of the three unions stop their 
delaying tactics—their quibbling« But the leaders of the Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers, 
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen and Enginemen, and the Order of Railway Conductors 
continue to refuse« They continue a course of dillying and dallying. It is definitely time to

On June 15, 1950, an Emergency Board 
appointed by the President under the 
terms of the Railway Labor Act—an Act 
largely fathered by the unions themselves 
—made its recommendations on certain 
wage and working conditions ("rules”  in 
railroad language) which had been in dis­
pute between employes and the railroads.

More Than 90%  of Employes Accept
Since then, terms equal to or better than 
the Board recommendations have been 
accepted by about 1,200,000 railroad em­
ployes—more than 90% of the total of all 
workers. They are represented by 20 o f 
the 23 standard railroad unions.

Less Than 10% Refuse
But three unions—with about 130,000 
men, or less than 10% of the total—have 
refused to accept, even after months of 
negotiations. These three unions are the 
Brotherhood o f Locomotive Engineers, 
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen 
and Enginemen, and the Order o f Railway 
Conductors. These are three of the so- 
called "operating” unions. Already the 
highest paid men in the industry, their 
leaders demand still further advantages 
over other workers.

In all, there are about 270,000 operating 
employes. But not all of them, by any 
means, are represented by BLE, BLF&E, 
or ORC. As a matter of fact, less than 
half—132,000 to be exact—are in these 
three unions. More than half—about 
140,000—are in other unions, principally 
the Brotherhood of Railroad Trainmen. 
What makes the whole situation so hard 
to understand is that these 140,000 op­
erating employes are working under wages 
and rales which the leaders of the other 
130,000 say they cannot agree to.

What Do the Railroads Offer?
They offer these three unions the same 
settlement which was contained in a Mem­
orandum of Agreement signed at the White 
House on December 21, 1950, by four 
brotherhoods and the railroads. Later 
these brotherhoods sought to repudiate 
this agreement. But on May 25, 1951, the 
Brotherhood of Railroad Trainmen signed 
a complete agreement carrying out the

principles of the Memorandum Agreement
of December 21. They have been working 
under this agreement since May 25.

What About Wages ?
Under the terms of the agreement, yard 
engineers, firemen and conductors would 
now be receiving a wage increase of $.3,4 
an hour ($2.72 a day) and road engineers, 
firemen and conductors would now be re­
ceiving an increase of 19 M cents an hour 
($1.56 per day). Large sums of retroactive 
pay have already accrued and if the agree­
ment is carried out, will be paid promptly.
What About “ Cost of Living” Increases?
The White House Agreement includes an 
"escalator” clause under which wages will 
be geared to changes in the Government’s 
cost-of-living index. Two such increases 
—April and July, 1951—have already been 
paid to the 90% of railroad employes cov­
ered by signed agreements.

What About the 40-Hour Week?
The White House Agreement calls for the 
establishment of the 40-hour week in prin­
ciple, for employes in yard service. The 
employes can have it any time after Jan­
uary 1, 1952, provided the manpower sit­
uation is such that the railroads can get 
enough men to perform the work with 
reasonable regularity at straight time 
rates. I f  the parties do not agree on the 
question of availability of manpower, the 
White House Agreement provides arbitra­
tion by a referee appointed by the President.

What Else Do the Union 
Leaders Demand?

The continued q'uibbling of the leaders of 
the three unions has to do principally with

rules changes, which have already been 
agreed to by the Brotherhood of Railroad 
Trainmen. O f these, the principal one 
seems to be that having to do with so- 
called "interdivisional service” —runs 
which take in two or more seniority dis­
tricts.

The union leaders would bar progress 
and efficiency in the industry, and better 
service to the public, by maintaining a 
situation where they can arbitrarily stop 
a railroad from establishing such inter- 
divisional runs. The carriers propose that 
if a railroad wishes to set up an inter- 
divisional run, the railroad and the unions 
should try to agree on such run and the 
conditions which should surround its es­
tablishment, and if the railroad and the 
unions can’t agree, the matter will be sub­
mitted to arbitration.

But the three union leaders still refuse.

Rules Can Be Arbitrated
The railroads have not only offered these 
three unions the same rules agreed to by 
the B RT and covered by the White House 
Agreement, but have even agreed to sub­
mit such rules to arbitration.

The Industry Pattern Is Fixed
With the pattern so firmly established in 
the railroad industry, it seems fair to sug­
gest that the leaders of BLE, BLF&E, 
and ORC stop their quibbling and take 
action to make the railroad labor picture 
100% complete. Certainly today’s eco­
nomic and international situation calls for 
a united front. And certainly no good rea­
son has been advanced why these three 
unions should be preferred over all other 
railroad employes.

If this cycle continues, the Foundation 
points out, the 10-year period from 1950 to 1960 should produce fewer 
business failures although the ups and downs for individual years may 
vary greatly. -  _

The above chart shows the rhythm of commercial'upd industrial 
failures in this country, adjusted for war distortions and long term 
trend and smoothed out to eliminate minor variations. When the curve 
is up, failures have been relatively greater and times have been worse; 
when the curve drops failures have been less important and times more 
prosperous. The broken line idealizes the cycle and projects it into the 
future to indicate what will happen if this tendency continues.
