1. Ditches should be spaced
So as to give and maintain con-
trol of irrigation water. If you
start to water and fing you have
too few ditches it is a hard job
to go through muddy areas and
make more ditches.

2. Fall along the ditch should
be very slight in order to pro-
vide sections of slow-moving
