The Farmer County Soil Con­
servation district board of sup­
ervisors met in the courthouse 
in Farwell on Monday, Dec. 17, 
with the following members 
present: H. T. Raynolds, A. Lt
Black, Budldie Jones, Clyde Sher- 
rieb, and Henry Ivy.

REGARDING CONTOURS
While running contour lines in 

the Rhea community, SCS men 
became acquainted with Mr. E. 
S. Snell who is an operator on

C. W. Dixon’s farm. Snell is an 
agricultural economist from 
Kansas State College. He stum­
ped the Soil Conservation' Ser­
vice with the following question: 
“What figures do you have which 
Would show an increase in yield 
as a result of contour fanning?”

After looking them up here 
are a few figures which may be 
of interest to all dryland farm­
ers: , : '

Quoting H. H. Bennett, form­
er chief of the United States 
SCS, “At Dalhart, Texas, 21 
conltour-tilled fields, comiprisig 
4,035 acres produced a yield of 
589 pounds of grain sorghums 
per acre. The avearge yield of 
seven field’s of comparable land, 
totaling 882 acres, tilled accord­
ing to the straight-! ow practice, 
gave only 461 pounds per acre.”

Yields of Wheat obtained from. 
56 field countour-drilled and 
straight-row drilled;, ajt Vega, 
Texa,s were 6-10tHs of a bushel 
more on contour-drilled fields.

The Skill of a farmer’s hand 
cannot necessarily be judged by
the straightness of his rows.

JUSTIFICATION OF THE MEANS
“The end justifies the means.” - more and 

more often v.Te find this explanation the answer 
to the complex problems about us,. and maybe 
it is sufficient reason, so long as the means are 
within reason and are honorable, though differ­
ent to the (methods you or ourselves might have 
used. So when we find a justifiable “end” we 
sure lean backward to accept whatever “means” 
are promoted.

•There 'have more more-than-usual of the local 
civic problems discussed over ye editor’s desk 
this week, from paving and fire station to patroll- 
jing of the highways and streets. In- most cases 
we resorted to the above adage, of the end 
justifying the means.

For example:
Several citizens have mentioned the activities 

pf the highway patrol and local law enforcement 
officers wtho evidently were quite active within 
the city limits last Sunday, a® well as frequently 
during recent months.

We made several checks, with the officers and 
'With individual drivers, (to satisfy our own mind 
Why the activity Sunday. Same cars definitely 
were speeding. The big trucks carrying the oil 
fi'g and related equipment to the test northwest 
of town were being cheeked for their overload 
permits. We still could not understand why all

this was* done within the city limits, until the 
explanation finally came through: safety is
needed in the city more than anywhere, especial­
ly adjacent to the schools, and, too, ticket re­
ceivers in the city limits -pay their fines to the 
city fill! This is alright, as far as we can see, 
IF no unreasonable arrests or stops are made; 
but if any officer gets out of line in town, it is 
Friona that gets the black-eye, 'not (the officer. 
We know the state highway patrollmen are 
thoroughly schooled in this matter and we are 
sure the city officials have cautioned our own 
officers on that point already.

One thing is definite: speeding through
town has been drastically curtailed by the pa­
trolling along the highway; and iff that means 
Having the life of our child or that other school 
child,, then we say, patrol to the'limit!

If you are a business man, 
operating your own business, on 
a calender year basis of account­
ing, by January 15, 1952, you 
must file a fiat estimated re­
turn and pay in not less than 
80% of your estimated tax, or if 
you have already (been making 
quarterly payments, revise your 
fourth quarterly paymeift, If 
needed, and pay the fourth 
quarterly payment. This will 
give you until March 15th to 
make your (final return, and pay 
the balance of your tax. You 
need not make an estimated tax 
if (file your final return prior to 
January 15, 1952, and pay your 
tax at that time.

If you are a farmer operating 
on a calender year basis of 
accounting, you must file an 
estimate and pay your tax by 
January 15, 1952, if you desire 
to extend the time for filing your 
return until March 15, 1952. If 
a ifarmer does not desire to 
make an estimate and pay the 
tax on the estimate, he has un­
til January 31st, 1952, to make 
his final return, and make no 
estimate.

If you are an individual on 
a salary, and taxes are with­
held from your salary, and you 
do not (have any other source of 
income, you do not have to file 
ah Income Tax Return until 
March 15, 1952. If you should 
be entitled to a refund, it would

probably foe advisable to file 
your (Datum at the earliest possi­
ble time, so that your refund 
would come back sooner. If you 
•have income outside of your 
salary, you may be required to 
make an estimate toy January 
15, 1952.

For those who have made 
quarterly estimates throughout 
the year 1951, and their estimate 
is within 80% of what their tax 
would have been, except for the 
increase due to the 1951 Revenue 
Act, they may pay the 4th Quar­
terly Installment of Estimated 
Tax on January 15, 1952, and 
then have until March 15, 1952, 
to make their final return and 
pay the balance due thereunder. 
There are penalties prescribed 
by the Internal Revenue Code 
for failure to make an estimate, 
When you are required to do so, 
or for making too low an esti­
mate.

-For those operating on a fiscal 
year, their (final (estimates must 
be made within 15 day® of the 
close of the fiscal year and their 
final return made toy the 15th 
day of the 3rd month after the 
close of their fiscal year.

Although Christmas Is no longer 
a holiday in Soviet Russia, a non- 
religious midwinter festival is 
celebrated and children receive 
gifts from “Grandpa Frost'*

In Czarist Russia, it was custom­
ary for well-to-do families with 
large homes to entertain lavishly 
on Christmas day. The invita­
tions were extremely formal and 
begged the invited to consider that.

. . for thousands of years it 
has been so; w'th us it has not 
commenced, v/:tb us it will not 
cease. Do not, fherefore, disturb 
the festival; do not bring the good 
people to despair. Without you 
there will be no maiden festival at 
Anna Karpowna’s.”

In planning these houseparties, 
hostesses gave particular attention 
to the selection of partners for the 
young ladies. The selection was 
sometimes very satisfactory and 
sometimes left something to be de­
sired.

Arrival of the ‘ ‘fair maidens," 
each with her mother and retinue,

Danger of Fire Is 
Greatly Enhanced 
By Christmas Tree
The average Christmas tree

can go up in smoke in only two 
minutes. That doesn't leave much 
time for the fire department to get 
there,

A live tree with roots packed in 
a bucket of earth is die safest. Be 
sure and keep the dirt moistened. A 
small tree is safer than a large one 
and festive trimmings can make up 
what it lacks in size.

Keep the tree outdoors until you 
are ready to set it up inside. When 
you bring it in, keep it in the coolest 
part of the house with the radiator 
nearest it turned off.

Use noninflammable aluminum 
foil—not cotton or paper—to conceal 
container In which tree is “planted.” 
Use noninflammable trimmings on 
the tree.

Don’t use lighted candles. (This 
may seem ar unnecessary precau­
tion in this day of electric lights, 
but lighted candles contribute to 
tragic fires every r»ar.)

Check the wiring for the tree to 
see that it’s not !rayed and is in 
perfect condition. The switch for 
turning off and on electric lights 
should be at some distance from 
the tree. Don’t plug or unplug lights 
beneath the tree.

Washington, D. C.
December 7, 1951.

'I was assigned to the U. S 
"Military Mission for Hungary 
from January of 1945, the time 
M  its organization, until Jan­
uary of 1946. Lawrence Hagy 
o f  Amarillo, among other cap­
acities, served as our Executive 
Officer. We moved from De- 
’brecen. in the eastern part of 
JHungary, to Budapest in April 
o f  1945, about six weeks after 
the Russians had taken the lat 
ter city. Just as soon as the 
Hungarian Provisional Govern­
ment Was formed it began re­
ceiving its orders from Moscow. 
Hungary was to be behind the 
Iron Curtain. The communists 
immediately seized control of 
the police and key positions in 
the government. Large num­
bers of people were arrested and 
held as political prisoners be- 
•cause of their former activities 
■with the Nyilus Kereszt-es (Arrow 
’Cross), the Hungarian Nazi 
Party. The new government 
had 'been in existence only a 
■short time when people were be- 
hng arrested and accused of plot- 
vtin'g against this same govern­
ment. Some who had been 
^swinging the axe only a few days 
'before were now getting the 
~axe. The accused were being 
/tried before the “People’s Court,” 
and public hangings were being 
Held regularly.

I recall a trial which was con- 
ddufcted by the “People’s Court” 
an November of 1945.

He was 
on trial because of some of bis 
alleged Nyilas connections. The 
following account of an incident 
which happened during the trial 
was given to me by a Hungar­
ian friend who was interpreting 
for me. After the testimony had 
been concluded, the defense 
counsel asked that the Court 
show mercy for the defendant 
in assessing the penalty. While 
making such plea, the attorney 
stated that his client had been 
forced to conduct himself as he 
did in order to hold his position. 
He said that the accused had 
always shown himself to be a 
good, honest man. His plea was

interrupted at this point by a 
large volume of hems and haws 
from the crowd witnessing the 
trial. Then the speaker, no 
doubt, thinking that he might 
be getting a little far out on the 
limb, shouted into the micro­
phone, “I have known him three 
days.” The accused was given 
eight years of hard labor.

A certain person who was em 
ployed in one of the depart 
menfs of the Hungarian Govern 
ment had been visiting our 
mission regularly for several 
months. Then suddenly Inis 
visits stopped and we did not 
see him again for about (three or 
four weeks. When finally he 
again called on us, he was hardly 
recognizable. He told us the 
Story Which follows. One day 
he was arrested by the “Politi 
cal Police” and placed in solitary 
confinement, where he remained 
for several days with scarcely 
any food. Then he was taken 
before the authorities and hand 
ed la sheet of paper on which a 
“confession” was typed. He was 
told that he would be released 
when he signed the paper. Th 
“ confession” icontaJined an 
account of specific acts of con 
spiracy against the governmen 
allegedly committed by the heai 
of the department in which ou 
'friend was employed. He re 
fused to sign the “ confession, 
stating that there was not 
word of truth in it. He wa 
sent back to 'Solitary confine 
ment for a few more days an 
then again brought before th 
authorities. He agaJin refuse* 
to sign the paper. A weight was 
then fastened on 'the top of hi 
head and he was forced to stand 
up and support the weight for 
several minutes. The weigh 
was removed land he was asked 
if he would now sign the “con 
fession.” He still refused. He 
Was then subjected to the same

torture, except this time he was Friona School
made to support a heavier* Nov. 30, 1951
weight for a longer period.

Municipal elections were held 
in Hungary in the first part of 
October, 1945. The three main 
parties were the Smallholders, 
the Social Democrats, and the 
Oqttnmuniists. The Smallhold­
ers won the lections by a large 
majority. The elections were 
'held on Sunday. The following 
Monday afternoon a large crowd 
of Smallholders, proud of their 
victory, formed a parade in 
front of our establishment and 
marched up and down the 
street chanting in Hungarian, 
“Budapest will not be Red.” 
By evening the Communists had 
farmed several large parades  ̂
and were marching over the 
city. Their chant was “Buda­
pest will be Red.” About a 
month later the national elect-: 
ions were held. The Smallhold­
ers were again victorious. As 
far as we could Observe, these 
elections were free except for 
quite a bit of intimidation on 
the part of the Communists dur­
ing the campaigns. People 
familiar with Hungarian his­
tory told me that these were 
the 'first, anld only, free, secret 
ballot elections ever held' in that 
country. However, the com­
munists took over the govern 
ment by force and nullified these

Christmas Candles 
Have Been Used 
By Many Peoples

It would be astonishing, indeed, 
if no candles appeared in homes 
throughout the nation on Christ­
mas Eve. The legend which sur­
rounds the custom is believed to 
have started in Ireland.

There on Christmas Eve a large 
candle was burned which could be 
snuffed out only by one named 
Mary. As the Irish put it: “Who 
knows, on some Christmas Eve, 
Jesus and Mary and Joseph may 
come again, not to Palestine, but 
to the Holy Isle on the fartherest 
edge of Europe?”

Their first use for Christmas is 
not recorded in the annals of any 
nation, but that the “ Christ Child 
Candle” , burned in the window of 
Christmas Eve is, according to an 
old legend, placed there to light 
His way if He makes an earthly 
visitation and in atonement for the 
night of His birth when there was no 
room for Him.

Also among the legends Is one 
about bay berry candles burned on 
Christmas.

During the early history of our 
country, animal fats were relative­
ly scarce. The branches of the bay- 
berry shrub were covered with wax­
giving berries and children were 
given the task of gathering the ber­
ries when candles had to be made 
so that the animal fats could be con­
served.

According to tradition, one who 
burned a bayberry candle on Christ­
mas IjJve or Christmas Day would 
have long life and a happy one.

Burn a bayberry dip on Christ­

mas day.
