Innovative teaching program challenges young students

Local nfth graders may be whistling a 
different tune about math and science 
Tuesday following the Howard College 
premier of "If 1 Had A Hammer."

This shows all subjects that a child 
studies in school and how they apply to 
one house. This shows them why they 
should stay in school," said "If I Had A 
Hammer" creator Perry Wilson, a 
Tennessee native.

Fifth grade students from Mrs. 
Gonzales' class at College Heights 
Elementary will be the first children to

build their own house in Big Spring.

And during the school year, every fifth 
grader in the area, including all 17 Big 
Spring classes, as well as Forsan and 
Coahoma, among others,will have an 
opportunity to apply classroom lessons 
to a practical project.

"These houses have beveled redwood 
siding, real windows and doors, and a 
front porch. This will challenge the child 
in an all new way," Wilson said.

A reduced-scale, prefabricated house 
in sections is the focus of the project. 
However, once the children receive their 
hard hats, safety goggles, hammers and 
power tools, the learning experience and 
teamwork are the just some of the 
lessons they will receive, he said.

Each section is color-coded, and rach 
class is divided into teams respohsible 
for a section. Adults supervise the entire 
project, and the students spend about 
two hours building a house complete 
with a porch, windows and a roof.

The house is large enough for the  ̂
entire classroom to get inside, once tha' 
construction is complete. Once the stU'* 
dents are finished, the entire project ia 
torn apart in about 20 minutes, awaiting- 
the next class, he said. .. '

Howard College, along with media 
sponsors Big Spring Herald, KBST Radio 
and Channel 9 News, will present the 
program to adl area fifth graders at no- 
charge to the class, said Tunstall. !

"This program has been done mostly at 
children's museums. It is usually spon­
sored by a local Home Depot. It normal­
ly costs anywhere from $250 up to $400. .

Tax bills
Bills won’t change much, 
at least not this time around

According to the Howard 
County Appraisal District, resi- 

' dents should see little change in 
their residential tax bills this 
year with three of the four tax­
ing entities holding their 
ground on tax rates. '

"I think we wei)e real lucky 
this, year," said Howard County 
Appraisal District Chief 
Appraiser Keith Toomire. "Most 
of the taxing entities held their 
1997 tax rates, which is good 
news for area residents.

"With mineral prices and the 
agricultural drought that we've 
been experiencing, it has 
become really tough to operate. 
These entities really went 
through some hard measures to 
keep the tax rates the same."

According to Toomire, hold 
ing the tax rates at their cur­
rent status is good for the resi­
dents, but could prove to be 
damaging to next year's econo­
my.

"When I look at what next 
year could be, it worries me," he 
said. "The daily average pi e 
for oil was $17 per barrel at me 
beginning of the tax year. That 
price has dropped to around $12 

■ per barrel at this time, and pre­
sents a very serious problem for 
the economy.

"Next year doesn't look real 
good right now. Our agricultur­
al prices have fallen for the sec­
ond year in a row, and I sus­
pect they will fall again next 
year. 1 hope that the entities 
manage to go into next year 
with a surplus, or I'm afraid it

"We show livestock, and my 
daughter will be involved in 
clothing and food, while my 
boys will be more involved in 
agriculture," Bibb said.

An annual RoundUp at Texas 
A&M each year is a highlight 
for all the senior 4-H members, 
she said.

"Your goal as a senior is to go 
to RoundUp. There are also lots 
of scholarships available in 4- 
H," Bibb said.

Bibb is one of the club man­
agers for the Howard County 4- 
H Club. Their role is to promote 
the monthly meetings of the 
members, oversee officer elec­
tion, and facilitate a learning 
exercise with the members.

"The kids use parliamentary 
procedure, old and new busi­
ness type of format. The four Hs 
stand for health, head, hand 
and heart. I think 4-H gives 
kids self confidence. They learn 
to stand up in ffont of group 
and address that group.

4-H is a family oriented pro­
gram. It provides the family a 
chance to support the child,"

Texans founded program  90 years ago; 6.5 m illion  now participate

Texans 'founded the 
National 4-H Program 90 
years ago, and commem­
orating 

the anniver­
sary, National 
4-H Week has 
been declared 
nationwide and 
in Howard 
County.

"This started 
as rural pro­
gram for kids 
that lived in 
the country.
And while those programs are

still a big part of 4-H, there are 
so many other things for chil­
dren who live in the city limits," 
said Dana Tarter, Howard 
Country extension agent for 
family and consumer science.

4-H Clubs began in 1908 in 
Jacksboro with the Boys Corn 
Club. The girls jumped into the 
group in 1912 with the Girls 
Tomato Canning Club, and 4-H 
grew from there.

Today, 6.5 million youth 
nationwide participate in 4-H 
programs. Howard County has 
an membership of about 200 
youth active in the local pro­
grams, Tarter said.

"We have participation in 
VI rying levels. Some are very

involved and have several pro­
jects. Some have chosen one 
project. All our parents are con­
sidered adult leaders, so it is 
difficult to estimate how many 
adult leaders we have," she said.

4-H members participate in 
various activities, and often 
have contests with those pro­
jects. A county livestock show 
in January allows all livestock 
participants to show and be 
judged on their accomplish­
ments. Big Spring, Sands, 
Cqahoma and Forsan school dis­
tricts have students involved in 
4-H programs, and those stu­
dents, along with Future 
Farmer of America members, 
participate in the contests.

Tarter said.
Along with the beef cattle^ 

swine, sheep and goat livestock 
programs, activities available 
for the youth include aerospace 
projects, cooking and nutrition, 
textiles and clothing, and wood­
working, to name a few.

This year, 4-H members have 
included rabbits in the live­
stock program. Tarter said she 
is hoping to offer a dog obedi­
ence and training program in . 
the spring.

Short term projects such as 
electricity, where the members 
construct^ a soft drink-can 
lamp, and photography, are also 
popular, she said.

T o  start a project, a person

does not have to be a profes­
sional in the field. My adult 
leaders have said they learn as 
much as the 4-H members as 
they go along," Tarter said.

Adult leaders have access to 
adult leader guides and other 
.materials that suggest methods 
for certain projects. Members 
are also encouraged to do their 
own research into a project, like 
going to the local library, she 
said.

"There aren't any dues or fees 
to be a 4-H member. The only 
thing is that 4-H members are 
responsible ’ for the cost 
incurred for their project. If

Texas mental 
health centers
could be kicked 
out o f Medicare

AUSTIN (AP) -  Most of the 
130 privately run mental-health 
centers in Texas could be 
kicked out of the Medicare pro­
gram, according to a published 
report.

Federal officials believe as 
many as 100 centers are not per­
forming all required services, 
including evaluating patients 
for hospital admission, the 
Austin Ainerican-Statesinan 
reported in Saturday’s editions.

'The newspaper said federal 
officials are immediately 
expelling seven centers in 
Texas and 13 in other states 
from Medicare. The names of 
the centers have not been 
released. ,

Officials charge that the cen­
ters are not providing required 
services and may bo claiming 
that activities such as playing 
bingo and watching television 
are therapy. . •

Medicare officials may also he 
targeting the private centers for 
fading to evaluate .patients for 
admission to state psychiatric- 
hospitals a fc'deral require-. 
ment that conflicts with Texas 
law, which allows only public 
mental-health centers to per 
focm evaluations.

Johnny Burifs, owium- of. a 
center in Ba^rop ;nid a dirc'ctor 
of the Texas Association for 
Behavioral' Health Care, said 
federal officials are wrongly tar 
geting Texas centers for failing 
to perform patient evaluations

“ It would be better for 
Medicare to go after the bad 
guys rather than destroying 
this whole industry." Burns 
told the newspaper.

State health officials visitc-d 
16r) private centers and appli 

-cants to the Medicare program, 
and only 27 of them offered the 
services they claimed to pro 
vide, said Nance Stearman, 
director of compliance for the 
Texas Department of Health.

“ Unofficial estimates are that 
more than 100 comnunyty men 
tal health centers (in Texas) 
face termination of their 
Medicare provider contract 
because they do not meet the 
federal requirements," the 
newspaper quoted a Texas men 
tal health department report as 
stating.

Medicare officials are under 
pressure to rein in the explosive 
growth in spending on i omimi- 
nity-based mental health pi'o 
grams, which are designed to 
keep mentally ill people nut of 
institutions.

Medicare spending on the cen 
ters has increased from $00 mil 
lion in 1993 to $;149 million in

INS two-year grace 
period on mandatory 
detention to expire

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A 
final piece of the 1996 immigra­
tion law takes effect next week, 
when the federal immigration 
service is required to keep 
behind bars all noncitizens with 
deportable criminal offenses.

The law’s mandatory deten­
tion provisions, which go into 
full force Friday,*will require 
the Immigration and 
Naturalization Service to detain 
thousands more legal perma­
nent residents and other noncit­
izens who are deportable 
because of their criminal 
lecords.

The INS has lobbied Congress 
unsuccessfully in recent weeks 
to extend a two-year grace peri­
od that allowed the agency to 
release criminal aliens believed 
to pose no danger to the com­
munity. That grace period 
expires after Thursday.

“ Clearly, the mandatory 
detention requirements ... leave 
us with far less flexibility than 
we've had in the past to deter­
mine who is detained and who 
is not,” said INS spokesman 
Russ Bergeron, “And that cer­
tainly complicates our ability to 
utiliz.e the limited detention 
space we have.”

Already struggling with a 
record demand for jail beds, the 
INS contends it lacks the space, 
personnel and budget to fulfill 
the now detention rules. But the 
agency's plea has been met with 
little sympathy on Capitol Hill.

"The problem here is not 
money. 'The problem here is a 
lack of commitment on the part 
of the agency,” said Allen Kay, 
a spokesman for House immi- 
giation subcommittee
Chairman Lajnar Smith, R-San 
Antonio. »

Human-rights, religious and 
immigrant advocacy groups, 
which have complained of wide­
spread abuses in an already- 
taxed INS detention system, 
supported extending the grace 
period.

Mandatory detention “ places 
a lot of now pressures on the 
system,” said Annie Wilson of 
the Lutheran Immigration and 
Refugee Service and a coordina­
tor of the Detention Watch

Network. “They can’t possibly 
suddenly detain 34,000 people, 
which is the universe of people 
that they would detain if they 
had the space.”
, Since 1996, INS has nearly 
(ioubled its detention space. At 
any one time, some 16,000 
detainees are incarcerated in 
INS-run facilities and local jails 
with which the agency con­
tracts.

The INS estimates it will need 
anywhere from 1,000 to 15,000 
new jail beds to fulfill its oblig­
ations under the new detention 
rules.

INS Commissioner Doris 
Meissner, appearing before the 
Senate immigration subcommit­
tee last month, signaled that her 
agency will be unable to meet 
its mandate.

“ We continue to lack suffi­
cient detention capacity and 
personnel to comply fully with 
the (mandatory detention) pro­
visions and maintain a compre­
hensive and balanced enforce­
ment effort at the borders and 
in the interior,” Ms. Meissner 
said.

Len ien t penalty 
fo r  teen a lcohol 
use needs review

T he arrest of four high school students by 
Mitchell County authorities and the citing of 
15 others for minor in possession of an alco­
holic beverage last weekend has brought to 

light concerns about the Big Spring Independent 
School District's policies on student discipline.

Athletic Director Dwight Butler and other Big 
Spi ing ISD administrators are to be commended for 
their rapid response in dealing with the matter — 
imposing 14-day suspensions for those students 
involved in extra-curricular and co-curricular activi­
ties in keeping with the district's policy guidelines.

Butler, in fact, make it clear to the school's athletes 
that their actions, good or bad, have a consequence — 
the same tack taken by Howard College's Tommy 
^^ollins at the start of the 1997 school year when sev­
eral members of his Hawks basketball team were 
arrested on marijuana possession charges.

Sadly, those 14-day suspensions issued to high school 
students last week, compared to the much harsher 
penalty.on violations involving the use or possession 
of other drugs seerhs inequitable.

Worse still, it seems the district's policies carry a 
dangerous message to the children in our community 
— that alcohol is somehow a less dangerous drug than 
marijuana, cocaine, heroin or any of the other so 
called "illegal drugs."

The district's policy concerning Violations involving 
drugs other than"al65hol stipulated a ohe-yearlsUspeff- 
sion.

There are those who would argue that alcohol is dif­
ferent from "street drugs" in that it is not illegal to 
consume, possess or sell.

In the case of teenagers, however, that is not the 
case.

It is illegal for those under the age of 21 to consume 
or have in their possession alcoholic beverages, just as 
it is unlawful to make those beverages available to a 
minor.

All too often, that fact seems to be forgotten in such 
matters'. ^

Responsible consumption of alcohol by adults is not 
illegal, and in some cases, has been determined to be 
healthful. That is simply not the case for teenagers.

While it is doubtless that some parents do not disap­
prove of their teen-aged children consuming moderate 
amounts of alcohol, that is a dangerous example of 
permissiveness that can wreak more damage than few 
can imagine.

Professionals who work in the field of treating alco­
hol ics and addicts stress that alcohol is a drug, affect­
ing the same pleasure centers in the brain that 
cocaine does and in virtually the same chemical man­
ner.

They also note that almost all alcoholics admit to 
drinking at an early age, some even in their pre-teen 
years. What's more, they are armed with statistics 
showing virtually all so-cMled "hard core drug addicts" 
ikientifying their first drug used as alcohol.
; Worse still, medical professionals often note that per­
haps the most dangerous drug to "detox" from is alco 
hoi.
; Alcoholism, in fact, is this nation's No. 1 drug prob­
lem.
: Do all teenagers who manage to sneak a beer become 
Addicted to alcohol or other drugs?
I Certainly not.
t But school discipline policies suggesting that viola­
tions of our laws governing the sale, use and posses­
sion of alcoholTjy minors are somehow less dangerous 
than those involving other drugs are nothing more 
than an invitation to disaster for some youngsters.
I Kven if only one child received the wrong message, 
ft would be too many.
I And when one examines the school district's guide- 
fines on student discipline in that light, it seems clear

Louise H. Catalano of Denver 
moves for an order clarifying 
the use of “ among” and 
“amongst,” and suggests that 
the court decree “ among” for 
plural objects of the preposition 
and “ amongst” for singular 
objects. The court wants to 
think about that.

The court will agree that 
there certainly are times when 
•‘amongst” works better than 
“among”; ‘ Amongst the rubble, 
tw'o hotdog stands seemed to be 
untouched.” Or, “ Amongst the 
clergy, applause for the bishop’s 
proposal was noticeably mild.” 

Webster’s Dictionary of 
English Usage approves Mark 
Twain’s reference to going

“way up the Ohio amongst the 
free states.” Webster's sees 
nothing amiss in, “ Amongst 
other things, the biography is 
about the care apd feeding of 
cats” and “ That opinidn is 
almost universal amongst 
teachers of Spanish.” The court 
is npt persuaded that  ̂
“ amongst” works well with* 
plural objects. In these 
instances the court prefers 
“ among the free states,” 
“ among other things” and 
“among teachers of Spanish.” 

Betty Jo McHenry of Eugene, 
Ore., has the court stumped. 
She asks for an order on the 
order of adjectives. She 
inquires: “Why do we say the 
big, red ball, and not the red, 
big ball?” The court has no idea, 
but agrees that it is more eupho­
nious to admire the tall blond 
woman than the blond tall
woman.

Do readers know of any guide­
line or rule on the order of 
adjectives? The court would 
appreciate citations of current 
and exemplary usage. The court 
also could use citations of exem­
plary and current usage.

Edith J. Barba of Anderson, 
S.C., asks the court to ban the 
“ to” in such constructions as, 
“ Wild bees are helping to polli­
nate orchards.” She regards the 
“ to” as superfluous, and offers 
in evidence, “ Psychics help pet 
owners to gel a new leash on 
life” (from USA Today) and

The court denies her motion. 
As a general rule, economy is as 
desirable in prose composition 
as it is in a family budget, but 
we don’t have to be skimpy. The 
petitioner cites an ad for a pill- 
that will cause us to live longer:

The court supposes it is a per­
son who moves an average of 12 
times in his lifetime.

$2.95 million to mental patient

AMARILLO (AP) — A  federal judge has issued a $2.95 million 
judgment against Quest Hospitid and a former employee after 
jurors decided the man sexually exploited a teen-agdd girl during 
mental-health counseling.

U.S. District Judge Mair Lou Robinson on Friday ordered 
Marquis Management, an Amarillo mental health-care provider 
that operates Quest, to pay the New Mexico girl $2 million. 
Former Quest employee Lonnie Thrower must pay $100,000 in 
punitive damages.

The court also ruled Thrower and Marquis Management are 
jointly liable for $850,000 in past and future damages to the vic­
tim. The judge also awarded $150,000 in attorney fees to the plain­
tiff.

The 1996 lawsuit focusetfbn a former Quest client who under­
went counseling services for various disorders.

The suit claimed Thrower caused physical and emotional 
iiljury to the girl by sexually exploiting her, that Marquis 
Management failed to exercise sufficient supervision of the girl’s 
care and failed to hire and train qualified workers to care for 
her.

The case was filed on behalf of the girl, who later gave birth to 
a daughter. Thrower said he was the child’s biological father, 
court records show.

At trial, attorneys for Quest and Thrower argued the victim 
entered into a consensual relationship with the man, butjhe jury 
rejected those arguments.

Thrower was sentenced to seven years in state prison in 
August 1997 for indecency and sexual assault of a child in con­
nection with .the case. ">

Tornadoes, rain, storms 
hit Dallas, Graham hard

DALLAS (AP) — Tornadoes 
■and^tense winds in northern 
Texas., damaged about three 
dozen homes, injured several 
people and briefly forced the 

.evafcuaticSl of a control tower at 
Dallas/Fort Wdrth International 
Airport.

Hardest hit Friday night was, 
Graham, 105 miles west of 
Dallas.

A  tornado damaged many 
homes and flipped over two cat­
tle trucks.

The empty trucks “were liter­
ally picked up and thrown on 
their sides and twisted around,” 
said Sgt. Doug Farber of the 
Department of Public Safety.

One of the drivers was sucked 
out of his rig by the wind and 
received minor injuries, said a 
hospital official.

A woman whose car window 
blew out, showering her with 
glass, and another woman who 
had an anxiety attack after 
watching her trailer home get 
flattened were also treated for 
minor injuries.

Flights in and out of the 
Dallas airport were stopped 
Friday evening, and the air-traf­
fic control tower was evacuated 
because of high wind.

About 60 miles northeast of 
Dallas, winds were measured at 
more than 90 mph, and more 
than 40 north Texas counties 
were under a tornado watch.

In Arlington, near Dallas, tor­
rential rain suspended the play­
off game between the Texas 
Rangers and the New York 
Yankees for more than three 
hours.

“ It was terrible,” said Wayne

FORT WORTH (AP) -  A fugi­

tive wanted in the shooting of a 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety trooper is dead after suf­
fering multiple gunshot wounds 
during a shootout in which 
another police officer was also 
hit, __

Fort Worth police exchanged 
shots with Charley Edward 
Cook, 23, Friday night. He was 
hit multiple tihies and taken to 
a hospital where he died, said 
DPS spokesman Mike Cox in 
Austin.

Cox said Fort Worth police 
officer Brad Thompson was shot 
in the exchange after the sus­
pect was spotted at a house 
about 30 miles northeast of 
Granbury, the city near the 
scene of the trooper’s attack.

On Friday, authorities j^sued , 
• an attempted capital murder, 
warrant for Cook in connection 
with the shooting Thursday, 
night of trooper Earl Gillum, 35, 
about 10  ̂ miles east of 
Granbury.

‘The DPS, which had bqen fol­
lowing up leads all afternoon, 
got some information that the 
suspect was at a particular 
house and we had checked 
around it,” said Cox. “The sus­
pect saw a trooper and ran into 
a wooded a;ea.”

Fort Worth police and a track­
ing dog, Argo, followed the sus­
pect into the woods.

“ Then, the suspect started 
shooting at the officers,” Cox 
said. “The officer who was shot 
was hit on his protective vest 
and was not hurt. A dog was 
also shot and is being treated bj; 
a Fort Worth veterinarian.” 

Thompson refused treatment 
and attended to Argo, who was 
hit at least once in the jaw.

DPS spokeswoman Tela 
Mange said earlier Cook had 
.previous warrants in Tarrant 
County alleging aggravated rob­
bery with a firearm, aggravated 
assault on a public servant and 
possession of a prohibited 
weapon.

“There’s really no rhyme or 
reason to this,” she said. “Any 
time a trooper is out on the road 
or any time a DPS officer is 
doing his job, there’s a definite 
danger there. It’s always some­
thing th/ey think about.”

Gillum, who has eight years’ 
service with the DPS, was in 
/air condition at Harris 
Methodist Fort Worth on Friday 
evening. He underwent surgery 
Thursday night.

“ He’s alert, he’s talking,” said 
DPS Cpl. Charlie Morgan.

The original shooting was 
reported at 8:37 p.m. on U.S. 377, 
between Granbury and the com­
munity of Cresson. Authorities 
said Gillum was shot in the 
right knee, left arm and the left 
temple as he approached the 
driver’s side of the truck. A 
passing motorist apparently 
saw the shooting and used the 
trooper’s rddio to'call for help.

Investigators believe Cook’s 
outstanding warrants may have 
sparked the shootings'.

‘We’re assuming that the 
motiire is the outstanding war­
rants,” Hood County District 
Attorney Richard Hattox told he < 
Fort Worth-Star-Tflegram. ;

Authorities said ,the suspect ; 
drove off westbound on the ! 
highway in a white, dual-axle 
Ford , pickup with pinstripes 
and a vented tailgate.

Nearly three hours after the 
shooting, Ms. Mange said, 
authorities found the white 
pickup truck in Granbury, 
about 10 miles from where the 
shooting occurred.

Cook apparently had a 
lengthy criminal record, and 
the Star-Telegram reported that 
he had led police on car chases^- 
on at least two occasions in th^-' 
past.

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True-blue cowboy Gene Autry dead at 91

LOS ANGELES (AP) -  WiU 
Rogers once heard a young 
Gene Autry strumming a guitar 
and singing in an Oklahoma 
telegraph office. “ You’re good," 
he said. “ Stick to it, young fel­
low, and you’ll make something 
of yourself.”

Autry did much more than 
that, serenading generations of 
children as the nation’s original 
singing cowboy and becoming a 
gentle moralist for millions of 
fans of the American West as he 
built a fortune in business.

Autry died at his home Friday 
after a long illness, three days 
after turning 91.

Beloved for his signature 
song, “ Back in the Saddle 
Again,” Autry popularized the 
musical Western in 91 movies 
from the 1930s to the early ’50s 
by playing the same character: 
a true-blue cowboy who always 
fought fair and loved his horse. 
Champion.

“ He often considered himself 
the baby sitter of three genera­
tions of children” while they 
watched his movies on 

J Saturday afternoons, said Alex 
Gprdon,! who met Autry 52 
years ago and became his direc-' 

' tor of licensing.
' "And these weren’t just bang- 

bang, shoot ’em-up Westerns. 
He always wanted to put a 

f moral in the story.” ' /

inspiring about America's Old West"

-President Bill Clinton
Autry’s “Cowboy Code” con­

tained eight rules to live by. 
The firsrt was “ The cowboy 
must never shoot first, hit a 
smaller man or take unfair 
advantage.”

In fact, Autry did punch first 
in an out-of-character con­
frontation at a Madison, Wis., 
nightspot in 1946.

He gave a fan an autograph 
but lost his temper when the 
man Scolded him for not provid­
ing more. Autry’s blow led the 
man to file charges — and 
taught the star a lesson.

“ 1 said right then, no matter 
how much a guy tries to get 
under my skin, that’s the last 
time I’ll let it get to the point 
where I’ll hit someone,” he 
recalled. “ It could have wrecked 
a career.”

Instead, Autry built his suc­
cessful broadcasting business 
and founded baseball’s 
California Angels as an 
American League franchise in 
1961. He sold-25 percent of the 
team, now renamed, to the Walt

Disney Co. in 1996.
He hung up his performing 

spurs in 1956, but continued to 
own four radio stations, a Palm 
Springs hotel and several other 
properties. In 1982, he sold Los 
Angeles television station 
KTLA for $245 million.

He ranked for many years on ' 
the Forbes magazine list of the 
400 richest Americans, before 
falling in 1995 to the magazine’s 
“ near miss” category with an 
estimated net worth of $320 mil­
lion.

“ He knew the singing cowboy 
had pretty much died out by 
1954 and that’s when he moved 
on to other things,” said James 
Nottage, vice president and 
chief curator of the Autry 
Museum of Western Heritage. 
“ He had incredible business 
savvy.”

Autry’s genial presence made 
him a huge hit with fans. He 
was the first performer to sell 
out New York’s Madison Square 
Garden and frequently toured 
'Europe with, his concert and

“ We fear that other corpora­
tions may look to this example

Organizer of natUmal ■ test 
cheating scheme sentenced

NEW YORK.(AP) — A ipan accused of organizing a scheme 
that helped more than SOO students cheat on graduate school 
admissions tMts has been sentenced to four years in priron.

“I’m very sorry for what I did,” Po Chieng Ma said as he strug­
gled to keep his composure, finally breaking into tears and drop­
ping his head onto the defense table at the end of Friday’s pro- 
cekling. “I’ve deprived my three kids of living with their 
father.”

“The rest of my life I will never do anything illegal again,” he 
told U.S. District Judge John S. Martin.

The judge, calling the case extraordinary, said he was 
impressed by Ma’s sincerity. “ Mr. Ma did in fact show real 
remorse,” he said.

He ordered Ma to serve four years in prison, rejecting 
Assistant U.S. Attorney Mark A. Godsey’s argument for a stiffer 
sentence.

Godsey said Ma had thrown roadblocks in prosecutors’ way 
even before they brought an indictment charging the 46-year-old 
Arcadia. Calif., man with conspiracy and 70 counts of mail feaud.

Ma, a citiaen<of Taiwan who holds Canadian/esidency, has 
been in prison since he was caught attempting to flee to Canada 
on Jan. 9. He pleaded guilty to reduced charges.

Ma, also known as George Kobayashi, was accused of organiz­
ing the test-cheating scheme for nearly every test date between 
June 1993 and October 1996 for the Graduate Management 
Admissions Test. Graduate Record Exam and Test of English as 
a Foreign Language.

The tests are taken by 1.4 million people annually,
Ma allegedly paid experts to take the tests under assumed 

names in New York. They then phoned the correct answers to 
Los Angeles, where they were inscribed in code on pencils and 
where the same tests began three hours later because of the time 
difference.

The pencils were issued to students, some of whom prosecutors 
said were instructed to fly to Los Angeles for the tests.

Besides Ma, prosecutors also have obtained guilty pleas from 
five former employees of hiS company.

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Supreme (jdurt set to tackle gangs, welfare, census this fall
WASHINGTON (AP) -  

Constitutional rights of loiter­
ing street gang members and 
out-of-state welfare recipients 
top the list of questions con­
fronting the Supreme Court as 
it begins its 1998-99 term 
Monday.

Also uhong the 45 cases the 
Justices have agreed to decide 
by July are a big-stakes political 
fight over the 2000 Census and 
disputes over sexual harass­
ment in schools and the future 
of local telephone service. —

Dozens more cases will be 
added in the coming months.

“An overarching theme seems 
to be the court’s willingness to

reconsider its decisions from 
earlier eras," said George 
Washington University law pro­
fessor Mary Cheh. “A  core of 
conservative activists among 
the court’s nine members wants 
to reshape the law, but it 
remains to be seen whether 
they can muster five votes in 
any given case.’’

Yet the court has been reluc­
tant to order dramatic change, 
notes Pepperdine University 
law professor Doug Kmiec. 
“This is a court that takes nar­
row cases and writes narrow 
decisions,’’ he said.

In the street gang case from 
Chicago, the court will decide

whether a city loitering ordi­
nance can empower police to 
keep people from gathering in 
public places and arrest them if 
they refuse to move on.

At issue is whether the ordi­
nance is too broad. It lets a 
police officer order the disper­
sal of any “person he reason­
ably believes to be a criminal 
street gang member loitering in 
a public place with one or more 
other persons.” It defines loiter­
ing as remaining in one place 
with no apparent purpose.

The Illinois Supreme Court 
struck down the law as too 
vague, relying heavily on a 1972 
decision in which the nation’s

highest court struck down a 
similar ordinance from 
Jacksonville, PI9., while 
extolling the virtues of noncon­
formity.

Today’s Supreme Court, how­
ever, is far more» deferential to 
law-enforcement tactics.

The constitutional right to 
travel from one state to another 
is at issue in a California wel­
fare case. Lower courts have 
blocked a state law that would 
limit benefits paid to new rest 
dents.

Those courts called the law an 
illegal way to discourage poor 
people .from moving to 
California. Several other states

have similar laws.
Political power and billions of 

dollars in federal money are at 
stake when the justices decide 
whether the Clinton administra­
tion can use statistical sampling 
in the 2000 Census.

in drawing election districts is 
back before the court, which in 
a series of decisions since 1993 
has taken a dim view of such 
efforts.

For a third time the Justices 
are studying North Carolina’s 
12th Congressional District, 
which some white voters say 
was drawn primarily to maxi­
mize black voters’ political 
muscle.

In a case that could touch 
every school in America, the 
court will decide whether 
school districts can be sued for 
monetary damages when educa­
tors fail to stop students from 
sexually harassing one another.

New ly released materials round out scandal; com m ittee to m eet Monday
WASHINGTON (AP) -  With 

the last of Independent Counsel 
Kenneth Starr’s impeachment 
evidence now public, 
Americans have a portrait of a 
complex presidential affair and 
coverup and a cast of witnesses 
ensnared in the ensuing crimi­
nal investigation.

The 4,600 pages of material 
that Congress released Fridaty 
shows Vernon Jordan’s memory 
gaps, Linda Tripp’s efforts to 
lure Monica Lewinsky into 
making incriminating state­

ments about President Clinton 
and grand jury testimony Ly* 
more than two dozen Secret 
Service agents and officers who 
passed along to investigators 
the rumors they had heard.

The flood of additional evi­
dence came as Republican 
sources said that on Monday, 
the top GOP lawyer on the 
House Judiciary Committee 
staff, David Schippers, would 
recommend adding to Starr’s 
list of potentially impeachable 
offenses and dropping one of the

11 grounds that Starr cited.
Schippers, the sources said, is 

expected to suggest dropping a 
count in which, Starr claimed 
Clinton abused his office by 
unlawfully invoking executive 
privilege to conceal evidence of 
his misconduct before the grand 
jury.

With the Lewinsky affair 
about to explode in the news 
media, Jordan in a nine-hour 
span last Jan. 19 was on the 
telephone 25 times with Clinton 
or presidential aides and was on

the phone six times trying to get 
in touch with Ms. Lewinsky and 
her lawyer.

Jordan said he did not recall 
what, he and the president dis­
cussed.

“ It could have been about any 
number of things,” Jordan told 
the grand jury.

“ 1 have no specific rwollec- 
tion of that conversation at 8:55 
on ... Monday morning the 
Martin Luther King holiday.

It could have been about the 
Drudge Report” btr'the Internet 
where Matt Drudge had. posted 
a report about Newsweek maga­
zine preparing a story on 
Clinton and another woman.

“ Is it fair to say that on the 
priority of issues that you were 
dealing with ... that it was the

primary issue you were dealing 
with?” Jordan was asked in the 
grand jury.

“ No, it’s not fair to say that it 
was the primary issue ... 
Monica Lewinsky was never 
sort of a primary issue in my 
life,” said Jordan.

“ I dealt with it successfully in 
terms of getting her a job and, 
secondly, successfully in terms 
of getting her” a lawyer who 
helped her file an affidavit 
denying she had sexual rela 
tions with Clinton.

Democracy or special-interest politics? 
Oregon’s ballpt finds plenty o f criticism

PORTLAND, Ore. (AP) -  W T  
so easy for Oregon voters to put 
ballot questions before the pub­
lic that political scientists are 
beginning to wonder if democ­
racy has gotten out of hand.

Take this year: There are 14 
proposals to be decided in 
Oregon, more than any other 
state.

If they all pass — which is 
unlikely — they could eventual­
ly bankrupt the state, Oregon 
State University political scien­
tist William Lunch said.

One measure before voters in 
November — whether to 
increase sentences for property 
crimes — would cost an esti­
mated $1.2 billion over the next 
decade. A voter-approved mea-

If voters repeatedly approve 
costly measures like these. 
Lunch said, the state’s general 
fund, now at $9.6 billion, will 
run out of money. He predicted 
that eventually, courts will 
have to step in.

"Many people think they are 
doing a good thing without real­
izing the financial impacts,”

. said Jim Westwood, a Portland 
lawyer.

This year’s proposals range 
from medical marijuana to 

; cracking down on car thieves.
; Proponents contend that it’s a

Clinton urges GOP 
to pass his farm bill

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
President Clinton wants con­
gressional Republicans to adopt 
his $7.5 billion aid package for 
farmers, dismissing as inade­
quate a $4.2 billion emergency 
package they pushed through 
the House.

American farmers are facing 
their worst financial crisis in 
more than a decade and Clinton 
pressed lawmakers in the GOP- 
controlled House to stay in ses­
sion until they approve a bigger 
bailout than the one they 
approved Friday.

“ I call on Congress not to 
leave town before they’ve sent 
me a comprehensive plan that 
protects farmers by strengthen­
ing the safety net at this very 
difficult time,” Clinton said in 
his Saturday radio address.
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Mannix, who has written sever­
al state initiatives.

Getting a measure onto the 
ballot requires signatures from 
6 percent to 8 percent of the 
voter turnout of the last elec­
tion, one of the lowest thresh­
olds in the country. By compar­
ison, Arizona requires 25 per­
cent.

In recent years, petition sup­
porters have hired professionals 
to collect signatures, a practice 
the state Supreme Court upheld.

Serbs move to evade intervention
PRISTINA, Yugoslavia (AP) — A  Serb-appointed interim coun­

cil for Kosovo said Saturday it would work to “ normalize condi­
tions” in the province, where Serbian authorities are eager to 
show world leaders their interest in a peaceful solution to the 
bloody conflict. • ’

The Serbs are anxious to avoid NATO airstrikes and are mak­
ing last ditch efforts to show progress towards peace. But ethnic 
Albanian political leaders have rejected the council as a “body 
formed by Serbian authorities,” not something that would be 
part of Kosovo self-rule.

The group, appointed by the Serbian parliament last week, 
includes a Serb prime minister and an 17 other governing mem­
bers — comprised of both Serbs and ethnic Albanians — and is 
envisaged as an interim government to deal with local issues in 
Kosovo.

“Our task is to normalize conditions as soon as possible and 
create conditions for local elections in Kosovo,” Zoran 
Andjelkovic, the council’s prime minister said at today’s opening 
session. “ 1 hope we will not last for a very long time, because 
that means we will be successful.”

“ I was quite surprised. The 

Kellogg’s tiger and Exxon tiger 
have peacefully co-existed for 30 
years now. Their suit makes no' 
sense,” Jim Carter, Exxon vice 
president of marketing, told the 
Houston Chronicle for a story 
in today’s editions.

The company that is now 
Exxon began using the tiger as 
its promotional symbol in 1959, 
when it was Standard Oil of 
New Jersey and its subsidiaries

were marketing Esso and Enco 
brands of gasoline.

The cartoon version and the 
slogan, “ Put a Tiger in Your 
Tank,” originated in 1964. 
Exxon registered its tiger with 
the U.S. Patent and Trademark 
Office in 1965.

Tony’s been selling cereal 
longer, than the Exxon tiger’s 
been selling gas. Clreated by 
advertising giant Leo Burnett, 
Tony the Tiger roared through 
his first ads in 1952. «

So why the - confrontation 
now, after all these years? It’s

because Exxon how is using the 
Tiger to sell food, Kellogg said.

In 1997, the oil giant started 
selling a new line of Exxon- 
brand drinks, called Wild Tiger. 
Wild Tiger drinks come in fla­
vors like fruit punch and iced 
tea. In addition to soft drinks, 
Exxon has developed its own 
brand of coffee, Bengal Traders.

“ They are using their tiger to 
help sell food,” said Kellogg 
spokesman Anthony Hebron. 
“ We are not going to allow 
Exxon to misuse this valuable 
Kellogg equity and confuse con­

sumers.
Kellogg filed its lawsuit in 

U.S. District Court in Memphis 
in* October 1996, but a federal 
judge in Memphis tossed the 
case out. In her opinion. Judge 
Julia Gibbons wrote that if 
Kellogg wanted to fight a trade­
mark lawsuit against Exxon, it 
should have spoken up years 
ago.

“ We are not going into the 
food business. We are in the 
convenience store business,”  
Carter said. “ No one has come 
into our stores asking for

Kellogg’s gasoline.'And I’ve not 
seen any evidence that anyone 
has gone into a grocery store 
looking for Exxon cereal.”

Kellogg has appealed its case 
to the Sixth Circuit Court of 
Appeals in Cincinnati.

“ The Tiger image has lasted 
so long because it cuts through 
all barriers of language, age and 
gender,”  explained Jesse Caesar 
of the advertising agency 
McCann-Erickson, the company 
that developed the cartoon tiger. 
Caesar has worked on the Esso- 
Exxon account for 37 years.

Cheap gas
Price reaches low 80s
in Snyder, falls to 78.9 
at Odessa self-service

010 million fine recommended on Nationwide
AUSTIN (AP) — An investigation by the Texas 

Department of Insurance contends that- 
Nationwide, one of the nation’s largest insurance 
companies, discriminated against Texas con-, 
sumers based on race and age.

The agency’s staff Tuesday recommended that 
Insurance Commissioner Elton Bomer impose a 
$10 million fine against the Ohio-based company.

If approved, it would be the department’s first 
penalty against an insurance company for such 
discrimination — or “ redlining,” said agency 
spokesman Jim Davis.

The company said it hasn’t violated any Texas 
laws. i

“Nationwide is extrdmely surprised by the 
department’s letter,” said Bob Sohovich, a com­
pany spokesman.

In the report sent to Bomer, attorney Jim Haley 
said Nationwide has discriminated based on age 
and race. Haley accused the company of identify­
ing potential customers based on' postal ZIP 
codes, isolating people in predominately minori­
ty neighborhoods.

“The result of such a system is to systematical­

ly exclude minority customers frorii the marlieu’ ’ 
he wrote. . ‘

Nationwide’s Sohovich said the company hasn’t 
ignored minority neighborhoods.

“Our goal is to do more business in the urban 
markets in Texas and elsewhere.in the country,” 
he said.,.Nationwide has opened offices in urban 
areas in San Aritonio and plans to open one in 
Dallas next year, Sohovich said.

“ We haven’t been ignoring the issue,” he said. 
“ We’re been attempting to serve all market seg­
ments.” cs

Davis said an investigation of seven companies, 
including Nationwide, began in 1997 after com­
plaints of potential redlining in Fort Worth. The 
department’s legal analysts still are investigating 

' two other companies, which Davis declined to 
name.

Nationwide is the only case to be forwarded to 
the insurance commissioner.

Negotiations between Nationwide and the 
department to change the company’s practices 
recently broke down, prompting the recommen­
dation, Davis said.

SNYDER — Jason Evanson 
pulled his Ford Explorer off the 
dusty road that runs through 
this West Texas town and 
swerved into Century Fuels, a 
local gas station. His tank twas 
only half empty, but 'some 
things — like'8i-cent gas — are 
“ too good to pass up,” he said,

“ You have to pull over and fill 
up for 81 cehts a gallon, just so 
that you can sajr you did.”

Analysts say the gasoline - 
prices in towns like Snyder are. 
still dropping, in spite of a 
small increase in the^ricp.of oil 
last week. LoW prices are 
prompting price wars in local 
towns,'forcing local store own­
ers to play a game of brihkman- 
ship over how l̂Ow they will go. 
Last month, gas prices in the 90 
'cents range made headlines.

Now stations are selling gas
for even less.' ‘ > .......
-‘“'In Texa4{‘ -where- there- are 
lots of small towns, you have so ' 
much eompetition that'stations  ̂
are trying to beat each other out , 

. by'dropping prices;” said Greg 
Narrell, an oil analyst in 
Odessa.

“ All it takes is for one station 
to drop their price and then 

*evqry station in town feels they 
have to,” he said. “ Since they’re 
getting the' gas at cheap prices 
some store will almost always 
decide ’hey, why don’t I drop 
my price and try to make a lit­
tle more money than Mr. 
Jones.’”

Doug Gonzalez, an oil analyst 
in Lubbock, said the price wars 
in many towns were hurting 
the overall economy.

‘'We’ve heard rumors about 
some stores selling for 70 cents 
but the lowest we.kriow of for 
sure is in the 80s,” Gonzalez 
said; “ Prices are low all over

West Texas, but it’s getting a lit- 
tle.ridiculous.”

Gas at an Andrews Highway 
location in Odessa dropped to 
78^ cents per gallon.

Nancy Felan, a store manager 
at Century Fuels in Snyder, 
said stores have little choice 
but to drop prices when the 
store down the street drops 
theirs.

Couple the low gas prices 
with low oil prices and Snyder’s 
economy is in bad shape.

“ The^e gas prices are hurting 
a lot of people — too many peo- j, 
pie,” Felan told The Snyder.^ 
Daily News. ,

“They don’t have’jobs because 
of the low prices. 1 hear from a 
lot of customers that they would 
rather pajj high priced gas and 
see people°working.”

Nationally, the average retail 
price of gasoline, including all 
grades and taxes, was $1,0895 
per gallon on Friday. That was 
up 1.12 cents per gallon from 
two weeks earlier, according to 
the LundfiStg Survey of 10,000 
stations nationwide.*

At self-service pumps, the 
average price for regular gaso­
line was $1.0311 per gallon, mid- 
grade was $1.1384 and premium 
was $1.2226. At full-service 
pumps, regular was $1.4676, 
mid-grade was $1.5554 and pre­
mium was $1.6282.

Ron Baker, a store manager at 
L&L in Snyder, said he hopes 
prices won’t fall any further.

“ I don’t think there’s anybody 
who can afford to drop any 
lower,” Baker said. “ But you 
never know for sure.”

Loopholes raise erop benehmarks, West Texas farmers benefit
HOUSTON (AP) -  Some West 

Texas farmers were able to 
recoup $15.7 million in insur­
ance claims this year thanks to 
federal loopholes that raised 
crop benchmarks so high that 
farmers were guaranteed a pay­
out, the Texas Journal of The 
Wall Street Journal reported.

An estimated 200 producers in 
Glasscock, Reagan, Upton and 
Midland counties planted 70,000 
acres of pima cotton, a crop so 
rarely grown that the neamest 
gin for pima is about 100 miles 
away.

Meanwhile, farmers in Tom 
Green County planted more

than 16,000 acres of dryland 
com, of which they had planted 
fewer than 100 acres in each of 
the previous five years because 
of the region’s unpredictable 
rain.

In both cases, nearly none of 
the acreage bore salvageable 
crops, allowing farmers to col­
lect $15.7 million in crop insur­
ance payouts — at least $6 mil­
lion more than they would have 
collected had they stuck with 
their traditional crops of upland 
cotton and grain sorghum, fed­
eral regulators said.

Just how many farmers col­
lected on the payout is not

known because federal privacy 
laws prohibit insurance agents 
from disclosing that informa­
tion.

“ I ’m glad for the farmers 
because it made them some 
money,” said B. J. Havlak, 
manger of the Glasscock County 
Co-op Gin in St. Lawrence. “ It 
kept them in business for anoth­
er year.”

However, the payouts have 
rankled many. Insurers say 
they’ve gotten calls from irritat­
ed farmers who didn’t know 
about the high yield bench­
marks and are angry they 
weren’t notified. Some farmers

who didn’t cash in complain 
that their neighbors bragged 
about the payouts at local co-ops 
and coffee shops.

Officials with the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture’s 
Risk Management agency, 
which oversees the insurance 
program, have made four trips 
to West Texas to investigate. So 
far, they’ve concluded no rules 
were broken.

But they have virtually out­
lawed pima and dryland-corn 
insurance for the area next
year.

Wall-area farmer Doyle 
Schniers planted 3,500 acres of

dryland corn even though he 
had never grown it before. 
While he’s likely to break even 
on the 4,700 acres of cotton he 
planted, he expects a profit of 
about $22 an acre — or $77,000 
— on corn, thanks to the pro­
gram.

Rocky King, a Midkiff farmer, 
had a similar experience with 
pima cotton. He says he lost 
money on his 900 acres of irri­
gated upland cotton, but made a 
profit of up to $44 an acre on the 
350 acres of pima he planted.

“ I’d have been about $45,000 
shorter if I hadn’t” planted it. 
King told Texas Journal.

Drought o f 1998 costs Texas ranchers millions
TULIA (AP) — Cattle rancher 

John Van Pelt rummaged 
through his pocket, pulled out a 
crisp $100 bill and held it next 
to one of his scrawny animals.

“ I might as well be tying one 
of these to the tail of every ani­
mal 1 have to sell,” Van Pelt 
said as he looked out over the 
dusty pens holding dozens of 
cattle. “That’s what I’ve lost 
this year. That’s what most 
people are losing this year. This 
one is putting people out of the 
business.”

AfteV the punishing drought 
of 1996, vchich pushed many 
ranchers to the brink of bank­
ruptcy or beyond, 1998 was sup­
posed to be the year for them to 
rebound. Tha*’s made this sum­

mer’s brutal, unrelenting heat 
even more tragic.

B.R. Carter of Sundown was 
among those who barely made 
it two years ago.

“ If you had a good bank and a 
little fortune you probably 
made it through 1996,” (Darter 

- said. “ We were able to stick it 
out even when it looked like we 
might not be able to for a 
while.”

A wet winter gave Carter 
hope that his faith would be 
rewarded with .a prosperous 
summer ranching season'. Then 
temperatures began soaring 
into the 100s for days at a time.

“ Everything just dried up. It 
looked like a wasteland out 
here, like a bomb had dropped

— like the dead of winter,” 
Carter said. “ All the grass died, 
everything died. That was 
when you knew we were in big 
trouble.”

Without grass to feed their 
cattle, ranchers found them­
selves trying to sustain their 
herds with expensive feed. 
Most wallets were emptied long 
before cattle reached their opti­
mum weights.

And now, after months of lit­
tle rain, ranchers are dealing 
with the final consequence of 
the drought of 1998: cattle that 
fetch hundreds of dollars less at 
auctions across the state.

In August, when cattle prices 
begin to peak, steer was selling 
at $58.70 per hundredweight.

compared with $67.15 during 
the drought of 1996. In 1994, 
considered a good year, the 
price was $70.26 per hundred­
weight.

Texas Agricultural Extension 
Ser ice researchers say this 
year’s cattle losses are project­
ed at $451 million because of 
premature sales, lower cattle 
prices and added feed costs..

“ Everyone knows somebody 
who has had to hang up their 
hat this year,” Carter said. “ No 
one will get out untouched.”

In South Texas, Elmo Lopez’s 
water well ran dry in June. 
Shortly thereafter, his first calf 
died, yelping and moaning, 
from heat exhaustion.

In the days that followed.

Lopez lost eight head of cattle 
and three more calves.

His losses, along with the 
desert-like terrain of his ranch 
near Laredo,' speak volumes 
about the trials he has endured 
this year.

“ It’s hard to watch an animal 
die like that,” Lopez said. “ You 
want to be able to sell them but 
you never want to watch them 
die. This heat has been incredi­
ble.”

Lopez has also had to take cat­
tle to auction early this year 
because of the hay shortage.

“ When you can’t feed them, 
you don’t really have a choice,” 
he said. “ Some money is better 
than no money and no money is 
what I get if they starve.”

Iomega to relocate some manufacturing 
to United States, won’t comment where

ROY, Utah (AP) -  Iomega 
Corp. plans to bring a large por­
tion of its manufacturing opera­
tions back to the United States 
from Malaysia in the next year 
or so, a company official said.

Exactly where the new plant 
will be located has not been 
determined, according to Robert 
Simmons, Iomega’s vice presi­
dent and treasurer. The plant 
would make computer data stor­
age products for the. American 
market

“There is no time frame set 
with respect to announcements, 
but we expect to have some sort 
of manufacturing facility either 
in the works or starting to ship 
in 1999,’’ Simmons said.

Iomega announced its acquisi­
tion of the Malaysian plant in 
July 1996. By March 1997, 575 
manufacturing* jobs in Utah 
were lost as Iomega moved most 
of its manufbcturing to that 
country.

Simmons downplayed media 
reports that Iomega may locate 
a plant in San Antonio that 
could employ up to 800 people.

"Don’t bank much on any 
rumors,’ ’ he said. “ We do not 
comment on market rumors, 
per se. We have not made any

announcements and not made 
any decisions.’’

The Roy-based manufacturer 
of Zip, Jaz and other storage 
drives, disks and cartridges 
plans to implement a regional 
manufacturing strategy, one 
which would feature production 
in three major geographic 
regions; the United States, 
Europe and Asia, he said.

“ Most of our volume produc­
tion is in Malaysia, but we’re 
looking at moving to a regional 
manufacturing model where 
Malaysia would make units 
consumed and sold in the Asia 
region and have manufacturing 
in the U.S. and Europe eventu­
ally to save money,’’ Simmons 
said.

Simmons said Iomega’s opera­
tions in Malaysia have “ worked 
out magnificently," but that the 
company wants to “eliminate as 
much inventory out of the 
pipeline as possible and reduce 
cycle times. ... Part of that

involves the move to a regional 
manufacturing model.”

Earlier this year, Iomega 
announced a 700-worker job cut, 
including 400 in northern Utah, 

*>as a way to save costs. About 
1,300 of the company’s 5,000 
workers are in northern Utah.

Having a San Antonio plant 
would put Iomega close to two 
meqor customers: Austin-based 
Dell Computer Corp. and 
Houston-based Compaq
Computer Corp.

Earlier this year, Compaq 
announced that • its new 
Presario PCs would include 
built-in Iomega Zip drives. 
Iomega’s goal is to have built-in 
Zips replace floppy disk sys­
tems as the industry standard 
for data storage.

Iomega in April opened a 
facility in Longmont, Colo., 
which will serve as the depart­
mental headquarters for its 
built-in Zip manufacturing divi­
sion.

Having a presence near Dell 
and Compaq, Simmons said, 
would “ possibly but not neces­
sarily" be beneficial to Iomega.

DEAR ABBY: I ’ ll bet the 
majority of your readers think 
they’d be able to find their way 
out of their home quickly and 
safely if a fire broke out late at
nighf. The ____
sad truth is, 
only* a small 
percentage of 
the popula­
tion is actual­
ly prepared 
to d6 so. I f 
there were a 
real fire, that 
lack of prepa­
ration could 
cost them 
their lives.

Let me 
share some
frightening numbers with you. 
The nonprofit National Fire 
Protection Association asked a 
similar question in a survey, 
and our worst fears were con­
firmed. Although most people 
feel relatively safe from fire, 
only 16 percent of those who 
responded had planned and 
actually practiced how they’d 
escape if  they had a fire in 
their home. That means nearly 
85 percent of the population 
will be woefully ill-prepared if 
fire strikes.

And ill-prepared they are: 
The fact is, eight out of 10 fire 
deaths in the United States take 
place in-tne home* For that rea­
son, it’s critical that all of us 
practice how we’d escape in the 
event of a home fire; and,Then 
practice an ALTERfilATlVE 
escape route in case the first , 
one is blocked.'The only sure 
way to know is to PHYSICAI,- 
LY practice escaping before 
there’s a fire. In other words: 
Hold a home fire drill.

Oct. 4 10, to join others jn their 
communities in planning and
