Organizations promoting live­
stock /fairs, show® or exhibits 
must apply to the district office 
of the Office of Price Stabiliza­
tion for their area before such 
shows are held, OPS officials 
said today.

Prior to the dates for such a 
livestock exhibit, the president, 
secretary or manager of the or­
ganization promoting the show 
must apply for permission to 
halve the “club” or “show” stock 
sold at the fair and slaughtered.

In turn the (OPS district office 
will authorize the officials of 
the organization to issue certifi­
cates permitting non-slaughter­
ing purchasers to have the stock 
they purchase slaughtered for 
them, whenever it finds that the 
sale at the fair is held under the 
auspices of the 4-H clubs, Future 
Farmers of America, or other 
recognized youth organization.

Greenbug Control 
Study Commenced 
At Pan-Tecli Farm

An Oklahoma A&IM entomolo­
gist, Dr. Donald Ashdown, has 
been employed to take charge 
of a research project on an old 
enemy of the -Wheat growers, the 
greenbug.

Harold Hinn, general manager 
of the Harvest Queen ME1 and 
Elevator Co., of Hainview and 
coordinator of greenbug-con- 
trol research fund, announced 
Saturday that Dr. Ashdown 
would take over the project at 
Panteoh Farms near Amarillo 
about March 1.

The project, to attack the prob­
lem off greenibugs as a menace 
to Texas wheat, is a cooperative 
project between Texas Tech, the 
Texas A&M College Experiment 
Station, and the Division of 
Cereal and Forage Insects In­
vestigation of the Department 
of Agriculture's Bureau of En­
tomology and Plant Quarantine.

All original research at Pan- 
tech is being carried out by co­
operation between Texas Tech 
and Texas A&M College.

“During the past two years, 
wheat production in the Plains 
area has been reduced 75 to 80 
per cent due to the greenbug and 
ether pests. Something must toe 
found that will stop the damage.” 
H'inn said.

Certainly more playground equipment would1 be 
desirable. And if that is not readily attainable, 
possibly the levelling of 'the grounds, with rooks 
and concrete slabs removed, would add to the 
safety and enjoyment of the grounds.

Restrooms in public buildings and a restroom 
or lounge for 'the women teachers1 of the schools 
have been proposed. We are thoroughly in 
accord with any improvement in this situation. 
We are surprised, in fact, that health authorities 
already have not taken steps in some of these 
matters.

us from the Castro County Soil 
Conservation District. Since we 
have about the same fanning 
conditions as our neighbors to 
the East, it may be o : interest

“Earl Cole, whose farm is in 
the northwest part of Castro 
County, believes in taking every 
opportunity to make his farm 
(pay more. When Cole bought 
the farm in 1946 it bald been 
irrigated for 12 years without 
any attention to improving the 
soil. Tfie yields were not what 
they Should ibe. No matter how 
the land was irrigated the yields 
were not as high as a good farm 
like Cole expected. Something 
had to be done and soon.

Commercial fertilizer w as 
tried, and it helped. It still helps, 
but Cede is not satisfied that it 
is the complete answer.

Legumes of different; kinds 
were tried and among them was 
a 7 acre field of T adino Clover. 
L&dino is a low growing shallow 
rooted plant that will live .leveral 
years. The stems get about 2 
feet long and when a joint comes 
in contact with moist soil it fakes 
root. This so n  forms a dense 
turf. Most of the roots are in 
the top 6 inches of soli, and 
more were foun-j below 16 inches 
When the plants were about 13 
months old. Madules are plenti­
ful on the roots. This means 
that the clover is (taking nitro­
gen from the air and fixing it 
in the soil; building up the fer­
tility for future crops.

Cole intended to harvest the 
seed last summer. The clover 
set a crop of seed that was esti­
mated at 200 to 300 pounds per 
acre. The seed is expensive, cur­
rent retail price is $1.40 per 
ipound. Several different meth­
ods of harvesting were tried, but 
the crop was so mattedi that no 
available equipment could make 
it.

There was a big potential loss 
because seed harvest wias im­
practicable, but there was mighty 
good grazing. Two cows were 
turned in, and watched to see if

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they jwoujld bloat. The claws 
filled up anld lay down. No bloat. 
Forty-eight more were turned 
in and watched. No bloat. Fifty 
days later the 50 cows had eaten 
the 7 acres of clover down to the 
point where supplemental feed 
was necessary. Ten days later, 
on the first of November, they 
Were taken out. The Ladlino is 
not growing much, now, but is 
greener than most, lawns. Cole 
is looking forward to another 
try at a seed harvest. Already 
plans are underway to get a type 
of mower that will slice through 
the tangled mat of stems, but itf 
the seed cannot be harvested he 
still believes that grazing 7 cows 
per acre for 2 months is quite 
profitable.”

The planting dates for Ladino 
are in the Spring from February 
15 to March 15, in Fall from Sep- 
tambe 15 to November 10. Five 
pounds per acre is recommended 
in pure stands and 2 to 3 pounds 
in mixtures.

The Law and You

DO YOU KNOW whether hospital insurance 
pays your hospital bills?

Insurance is -a contract be­
tween the insurance cbmpany 
and the policy holder. In this 
contract the 'policy hdlder agrees 
to pay a certain sum of money 
for the policy of insurance, and 
the insurance company agrees 
that should the policy holder 
incur hospital expenses that the

insurance company will make 
payment to the policy holder of 
Stated sums, as set out in the 
policy of insurance.

The insurance policy itself 
’must state the complete con­
tract between the parties. The 
oral statements Of agents not 
in harmony with the policy are

net binding on the company. 
The company is bound to pay 
only such sums as are specific­
ally set forth in the policy of 
insurance.

Practically all policies have 
a section called exceptions and 
exclusions. The policy holder 
should particularly read this 
section before purchasing a 
policy of any kind of insurance. 
It would be passible for a policy 
of insurance to have so many 
exceptions and exclusions as to 
practically nullify any benefits 
under the policy.

Before buying any insurance, 
read the same carefully.

KXTEMS1UK Ol BENEFITS*,
U N D E R  SE R V IC E M E N  S  
READJUSTMENT ACT 
TO KOREAN VETERANS

The hearings have commenced 
in the Veterans’ Affairs Com 
mittee on legislation designed to 
extend Korean veterans the 
educational, on job training, 
housing and other benefits gran 
•ted and extenldted to World War 
II veterans under the Service- 
mien’s Readjustment Act. The 
benefits under this act are about 
the only benefits not yet ex­
tended to Korean Veterans, but 
are in my mind of perhaps great­
er importance than those bene­
fits heretofore extended. It is 
my opinion that these benefits 
-should have been extended to 
Korean veterans during the frist 
session of this Congress. This 
would have been done except 
for an investigation of some 
immoral if not illegal, practices 
and abuses that are being car­
ried on under the original act. 
The committee investigating this 
uncovered much informative in­
formation concerning question­
able fly-by-night schools alleged­
ly set up for the purpose of im­
posing on veterans and milking 
the public treasury, Such vic­
ious and shady schemes were 
not only an imposition on the 
World War II veterans, but were 
the basic cause for the delay in 
the extension Of the benefits to 
the Korean veterans. These

hearings are being speeded up 
so -that this legislation can be 
presented to the entire House 
of Representatives for immed­
iate -action.

During one of the recent hear­
ings an argument arose be­
tween a witness and several 
members of the committee as to 
Whether or not the Korean ac­
tion was a “war” or a “police 
action.”* It was my observation 
that this -was a question that 
could- be answered unequivoc- 
abliy by some of the boys who 
have been over there. No mat­
ter what you call it, the weapons 
used are the same and are cap­
able of dealing (the same kind 
of death, -the same kind of maim­
ing, the same kind of destruc­
tion. Actually, iwe -are- in it and 
I say, “Call it whatever you want, 
but for the sake of humanity, 
let’s get it over with.” If we 
were 'not in Korea, but merely 
contemplating entry, there would 
be ample justification for the 
continuing debate, simply be­
cause the difference between a 
war and a police action is this: 
In order for this country to en­
gage in war a formal declara­
tion of war by the 'Congress is 
required. A police action merely 
means that troops, equipment 
and arms may be committed 
to certain sectors by executive 
order without a declaration by 
the Congress. Our responsibil­
ity at the present time is to get 
this Korean conflict over with 
and stop the senselesss slaugh­
ter. maiming -and destruction. 
We can argue about words later 
on.

CONTEMPT CITATION 
AGAINST EX-COMMUNISTS
The House voted 314 to 0 on 

House Resolution 517, citing Sid­
ney Buohmatn for comtempt of 
Congress for his refusal to com­
ply with a subpoena issued by 
the Committee on Un-American 
Activities. This Sidney Buch­
man appeared a sa witness be­
fore a sub-committee of Com­
mittee on Un-American Activit­
ies on September 25, 1951, in 
Los Angeles, California, at which 
time he admitted having been 
a member of the Communist 
Party between 1938 and 1945, 
but refused to disclose to the 
sub-committee the names of the 
persons associated with him in 
the communist groups- t-o which

If 
these contests receive favorable 
reaction, they will (be included 
in the 1952 program, and the 
4-H  (tractor maintenance de­
monstration teams will -be elimi­
nated. The demonstration phase 
has been conducted in Texas for 
the past -six years.

Tractor operators contests 
give 4-H members opportunities 
-to demonstrate what they have 
learned in (the tractor mainten­
ance program, says Bush.

Eadh contestant takes a writ­
ten examination. He inspect® 
his tractor, starts the engine, 
warms it up and operates the 
tractor. Then (he demonstrates 
spotting, driving and backing. 
AmdfinaMy he belts the tractor 
to another piece of machinery 
-and operates it at half-throttle 
for a short time. He is scored 
for safety -also on each of these 
operations. The 4-H tractor 
maintenance program is spon­
sored in Texas by the St-anolmd 
Oil and Gas 'Company, Tulsa
