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Tentative ‘yes’ to laptops

Trustees agree in principle to buy computers for high school students, teachers

Big Spring Independent School
District trustees took a major step
Thursday night toward putting a
laptop computer into the hands of
every high school student and

As Big Spring school
officials decide whether
to purchase laptop com-
puters for staff and stu-
dents next school year,
they sought advice from
educators who has “been
there, done that.”

Jerry Vaughn and Dr.
Bill Dean, superintendent
and school board presi-
dent, respectivély, for
Floydada schools, were in
Big Spring Thursday to
consult with local
trustees as they wrestle
with whether to green
light the $1 million pro
gram.

With the help of a tech-
nology grant, Floydada
officials purchased lap-
tops for their junior high
teachers and students
three years ago.

The program proved so
successful that trustees
voted to use local money
to buy laptops for teach-
ers and students at the
high school the following
year, Vaughn said.

Three years and 600 lap-
tops later, Vaughn and
Dean are firm supporters
of the program.

“A lot of people will tell
you this is a technology
initiative: I'm here to tell
you it’s a learning initia-
tive,” Vaughn told BSISD
trustees. “There was a lot
of anxiety (in Floydada)
about purchasing the lap-
tops, but they are one of
the best ‘leveling’ tools
I've seen in my career —
they really level the play-
ing field for our stu-
dents.”

Vaughn said the pro-
gram has had a positive
impact on student test
scores, especially among
those from low-income
families.

Murder charges dismissed

against one of four suspects

One of the four suspects
arrested for the murder of 20-
year-old Roland David
Dickinson has been released,
as investigators continue to
piece together the chain of
events that lead to the young
man’s death.

Kirk Douglas Flanary, 35,
was released this week and
first-degree murder charges
against him were dropped,
according to Howard County
Sheriff Dale Walker.

“All charges against Flanary
have been dropped,” said
Walker. “It’s possible we could
charge him with something

3 else at a different
time, but as of now
he has been
cleared.

“Originally, he
was named by a
witness as being at

Flanary the location at the

time of the murder.
Through our investigation,
however, it was determined he
was not at the location at the
time of the crime.”

The three other suspects
arrested in connection with
the murder — Billy Wayne
Haynes, 30, of Houston; John
Michael Hays, 50, of Big
Spring; and Christopher David
Lovett, 33 — remain charged

with first-degree murder,
according to Walker.

Dickinson’s body was recov-
ered from a ravine six miles
north of Coahoma on Highway
820 Jan. 11. He had lived in the
Big Spring area for less than
six months, according to
Walker, having moved to the
area to work in the oilfield,
and was most recently
employed by S&S Well
Service.

Dickinson's body remained
unidentified for more than a
week before family members
positively identified his
remains. Walker estimates the

than specific quotes for
the laptop program.
Seeking proposals rather
than quotes would allow
the computer purchase to
occur sooner, school offi-
cials said. -
But Trustee Mike
Dawson, who along with
Allan Partee and Irene
Galan voted against seek-
ing sealed bids, sees no

reason to rush into the
project.

“I just want to slow the
process down a bit and
take a more in-depth look
at the expenditures
involved,” Dawson said.

Trustee Phil Furqueron,
however, said the laptop
program is a proven
learning tool and needs to
get into the hands of stu-
dents as soon as possible.

“I think this is extreme-
ly important,” Furqueran
said. “We need to contin-

ue to close the gap
(between economically
disadvantaged and non-
economically disadvan-
taged students) and this is
an important step in the
process.

“I'm selfish,” Furqueron
added. “I want to live in a
community full of educat-
ed people.”

Despite differing on how
to pay for the program,
trustees did reach a con-
sensus on its value.

“There is no dissension

on its educational value,”
Board President Tony
Kennedy said. “Everyone
agrees that it's a very
effective learning tool ...
The issue now is whether
we can afford it as a
school district.”

Kennedy said a recent
visit to Floydada to see
the program in action
alleviated his concerns
over the value of laptops
in the classroom.

“What really changed
my mind was when we

went to Floydada,”
Kennedy said. “When we
walked into the class-
room, we saw student
learning at its best. The
teachers were excited, the
students were excited and
the administrators were
excited.

“When those kids
walked into the class-
room, the first thing they
did was flip open their
laptops and go to work,”
he added. “There was
more actual teaching

So you may think it is absurd to
know who drove the combine to
harvest the corn that fed the
chickens that laid the eggs for
your omelet (and if that is the
case, you have probably already
stopped reading at this point), but
that just goes to show how discon-
nected we are to where our food
comes from in the 21st Century.
For millions of years we foraged
or raised our food and knew exact-
ly where every tasty morsel came
from. But where is the relation-

ship to our food now?

Do children know that potatoes
grow underground and aren’t
picked from a French fry tree? Or
that true maple syrup comes from
tree sap and not high fructose
corn syrup? Our reliance on
processed food is not only victim-
izing our health, but also destroy-
ing the all but forgotten relation-
ship factor to food and those who
grow it.

Like a Hollywood marriage, our
relationships to processed foods
are fleeting, and leave a bad taste
in everyone's mouth. Our loyalties
should belong to our hardworking
family farmers instead of brands
such as Doritos and Coke. In the

- 8pirit of showing our love this

spring, let's love our farmers.
Some ways you can demonstrate
your love immediately:

» Eat seasonally and buy direct
from a local farmer as much as
you can. I'm not asking you to
stop eating chocolate because
there isn’t a cocoa farmer nearby,
but head to the farmers’ market or
find a local Community Supported
Agriculture (CSA) group. You'll
find food with a face is a relation-
ship you won't want to cheat on.

* Plant a garden—whether you
have room for a plot in the back-
yard or just for some herbs on the
windowsill, growing your own
food will make you appreciate
everything farmers do for you,
while pleasing your own palate.

* Go to your local supermarket,
favorite restaurant, schodl cafete-
ria, etc., and ask for the manager
and/or a comment card to request

* Policy — it’s not a four-letter
word. Learn about the 2007 Farm
Bill and how it affects our supply
of healthy, safe, affordable food.

Plenty of consumer and farm orga-

nizations have their proposals on
the table and sifting through them
all by yourself can seem like try-
ing to read Greek. So call up an
agricultural organization and ask
what its farm bill proposal does to
ensure that a healthy relationship
will exist with the farmer. Try
National Family Farm Coalition’s
farm bill proposal: the Food from
Family Farms Act. Then relay
your opinion to your representa-
tives in Congress.

As environmentalist, entrepre-
neur, and best-selling author Paul
Hawken so eloquently states, “In
this upside-down world, we pay
the least to the people who give
the most of their lives: nurses,
teachers, and farmers.

Vicki Scott latest
to receive honor
from Hangar 25

The Hangar 25 Air
Museum honored local
resident Vicki Scott as its
Veteran of the Month
with a special reception
Thursday evening.

Scott, who served in the
U.S. Army for four years,
said her experience in the
military was a positive
one.

“I joined in 1974 and got
out in 1978,” said Scott.
“My dad was career Air
Force, and when I told
him I was going to join
the military and asked
him about it, he recom-
mended the Army. He
said the rank moved
faster. I met a bunch of
wonderful people and 1
was glad I did it. The
Army put me through col-
lege, so it was certainly
worth it.”

Scott served as a heli-
copter mechanic sta-
tioned in Virginia, but
the sky — and foreign
lands — were no
strangers to her during
her stint in the Army.

“At Fort Eustis,
Virginia, I was a heli-
copter mechanic on CH-47
Chinooks, and we were
part of a replacement-type
detachment,” said Scott.
“They would call us out
whenever anyone needed
a helicopter crew. We lost
a lot of crews in Vietnam,
and we lost a lot of heli-
copters.

“Fort Eustis was the
home of the transporta-
tion core, so we would get
called out to Southeast
Asia. We were part of the
evacuation when they
had to have more crews
out. We also did what 1
called advertising flights,
when we took out high
ranking officials to Kitty
Hawk, N.C., and let them
see the museum out
there. There really were a
wide range of things we
did. Some were good, and
some were not so good.”

Being a woman in a pre-
dominantly male military
was nothing new to Scott,
who had been raised in
the military lifestyle.

“I really didn’t think of
it as anything different at
the time,” said Scott. “I
had been raised in the
military. To me it was
just a job, and I treated it
that way. In my particu-
lar experiences I didn't

get any special treatment.

“I got some interesting
reactions every once in a
while. I landed on a Navy
ship at sea, and the exec-
utive officer nearly had a
fit. I ended up with a
Marine Corps guard the
entire trip. I told him 1
wasn’'t going to hurt any
of his sailors, and I really
didn’t need the Marines.
All in all, it was a very

State jobless rate falls

AUSTIN (AP) — Texas’
jobless rate fell to 4.5 per-
cent in January — in line
with the national rate —
though the number of
people filing for unem-
ployment benefits rose as
workers lost
the Texas

January’'s seasonally
adjusted rate was down
from a revised 4.7 percent
in December as the state
continued to add jobs at
the professional level and
in the mining industry.

The nation’s unemploy-
ment rate for January
was 4.6 percent, the U.S.

Labor Department report-
ed in early February. The
latest U.S. jobless figures
are scheduled to be
released Friday.

The unemployment rate
was calculated using fig-
ures adjusted for seasonal
trends in hiring and fir-
ing, which most econo-
mists believe gives a bet-
ter picture of the job mar-
ket.

On an unadjusted basis,
the state’s jobless rate
rose to 4.7 percent from
4.1 percent in December,
as businesses that hire
temporary workers and
other staff for the holi-
days let those folks go.

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Man sentenced to death
for scheme to kill family

RICHMOND (AP) — A 27-year-old man was sen-
tencéd to death Thursday for his role in the shooting
deaths of his mother and brother, part of a scheme to
inherit $1 million.

A jury deliberated about 12 hours over two days
before sentencing Bart Whitaker, who was convicted
Monday of capital murder in connection with the
deaths of his mother, Patricia, 51, and his brother,
Kevin, 19, in December 2003.

Patricia and Kevin Whitaker were shot when they
walked into their home in the Houston suburb of
Sugar Land. Kent Whitaker, the defendant’s father,
was wounded in the attack. Bart Whitaker was shot in
the arm to throw off suspicion from him, authorities
SaEl’gosecutors said Whitaker wanted his family dead in
order to inherit an estate with a value of at least $1
million. » .

Bart Whitaker showed no reaction, while some
friends and family members cried after the verdict
was read.

Kent Whitaker had asked jurors to spare his son by
giving him a life sentence.

Prosecutor Fred Felcman told jurors Bart Whitaker
merited a death sentence in part because he had twice
before plotted to kill his parents and wouldn’t stop
“until he is in his grave.”

Randy McDonald, Whitaker's attorney, said his
client’s feelings of isolation led him to commit the
murders.

“His feelings were that he's off on this island and he
didn’t have anyone to go to and he developed that into
a hatred.” McDonald said.

Whitaker’'s friends, Chris Brashear and Steven
Champagne, were also charged in connection with the
killings. Champagne, the getaway driver, agreed to a
15-year prison sentence in exchange for his testimony
against Bart Whitaker and Brashear, who is accused of
shooting the mother and brother and will be tried sep-
arately.

Killer to be civilly committed under

predator law awaits release
FORT WORTH (AP) — A man who fatally stabbed a

high school cheerleader is to be released Friday after
serving most of his 25-year prison sentence, but he will
wear a bracelet that allows him to be tracked by a
global positioning satellite.

As the first convicted killer to be civilly committed
under Texas’' sexum) predator law, Wesley Wayne
Miller, 44, will be one of the most closely monitored ex-
convicts in the state.

After Miller’s release, he will be taken under guard
to the North Texas Intermediate Sanction Facility in
Fort Worth, which primarily houses parole violators,

sald Michelle Lyons, a spokeswoman for the Texas
Department of Criminal Justice.

How long he will stay there is unclear, but parole
officers will keep tabs on Miller until next February,

Each time, he has been sent back because
he refused to participate in sex-offender classes or was
accused of committing another crime, including stalk-

' ing a Wichita Falls woman in 1991.

Annual reptile roundup brings

throngs to small West Texas town

SWEETWATER (AP) — This West Texas town isn’t
trying to outdo Hollywood, but there will be thousands
more snakes on a plain this weekend than Samuel L.
Jackson ever dreamed.

People from around the region will start bringing
rattlesnakes to the 49th annual roundup early Friday.
By the time the day is over, there’ll be more than
10,000 pounds of the reptiles slithering around the
Nolan County Coliseum floor — inside enclosures, to
be sure.

In last year’s blockbuster movie, “Snakes on a
Plane,” a mere few hundred venomous snakes roamed
around a transoceanic jet terrorizing Jackson’s char-
acter and other passengers.

Last year’s total at the event officially known as the
World’s Largest Rattlesnake Roundup was 13,552
pounds.

Since 1958, those who've rounded up the snakes have
brought in more than 142 tons of the reptiles. The
record came in 1982, when 17,986 pounds were tallied.

Texas A&M University researchers have said the
roundup pulls about 1 percent of the state’s Western
Diamondback population.

But the roundup, which started as a way to control
the poisonous reptiles in the area, brings in more than
rattlers. The economic impact is in ‘the millions,
Sweetwater Chamber of Commerce spokeswoman Kay
Berryman said.

More than 30,000 people from across the nation and
other countries throng to the fotir-day event, Hifing up
hotels, restaurants and shops in the small towti. Hotel
occupancy spills into neighboring towns, including
Snyder, Colorado City and Abilene.

“It just helps everybody,” she said. “It brings a ton of
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money into the town.”

“The roundup is organized by the Sweetwater
Jaycees, and the money funds events the group spon-
sors throughout the year. :

Besides the roundup, there’s a parade, a snake
charmer pageant, a snake meat eating contest and
snake-handling demonstrations, which are aimed at
educating adults and children about the ways of rat-
tlers. There’s also a demonstration on how to skin a
rattler in preparation for cooking or to use the skins.

Lawmen corral steer after

two-hour romp through city

HURST (AP) — Officers corralled a black steer after
its nearly two-hour romp through several cities
Thursday, including a trip through a fast-food restau-
rant’s drive-through lane.

The steer got loose about 10 a.m. in North Richland
Hills somewhere near the NRH20 water park and made
its way across the Tarrant County College Northeast
campus, according to police. It then wandered onto
roads in several Fort Worth suburbs, was shot multi-
ple times with tranquilizer darts and even found its
way through a McDonald’s drive-through lane.

“That wasn’t a very good place for him to be,” North.
Richland Hills police Lt. Ken Bounds said.

Before noon the steer entered a creek in Hurst, and
authorities had shot it several times with tranquilizer
darts before leading it into a fenced area near a build-
ing where it was lassoed, according to news footage
from some Dallas-Fort Worth television stations.

High-profile senators launch bid

for casino gambling in Texas

AUSTIN (AP) —Big resorts with full casinos, shops
and restaurants could be built in up to a dozen Texas
cities under legislation proposed Thursday by two
high-profile senators and backed by major gambling
interests.

Voters ultimately would have the say on the pro-
posed constitutional amendment legalizing casino
gambling.

A main selling point of the plan, the legislators con-
tend, is a provision that would dedicate $1 billion per
year to a fund to pay for eligible Texans to attend a
community college or public university.

Sen. John Carona, a Dallas Republican, and Sen.
Rodney Ellis, a Houston Democrat, sponsors of the leg-
islation, both said they aren’t gamblers themselves.
But they said casinos in Texas would slow the flow of
gambling money leaving the state. -

They also said “destination resort casinos” will
attract tourism money for related activities, like high-
end entertainment.

“Texans are already voting with their feet and going
out of state,” Ellis said. “It's time for Texas to reap the
economic benefits and use that revenue to help Texas
students go to college.”

It hasn't been determined which cities would get the
casinos. A gaming commission appointed by state
leaders would decide which developers receive per-
mits to operate them.

Second, and in our view
most importantly, our
workshops empower stu-
dents to speak out against
intolerance. Even in a
school where every adult
is focused and proactive
on these issues, we know
that a significant amount
of harassment occurs
where adults cannot see
or hear it. Schools are
successful in addressing
bias and harassment
when students have the
knowledge, skills and con-
fidence to stand up for
each other.

I hope that her school
will contact one of many
national organizations
that specialize in racism
‘and other types of bias in
schools. Any one of them
can offer resources that
assist young people and
adults to promote respect
in their environment. —

There
are 297 days left in the year.

Today’s - Highlight in
History:

One hundred years ago, on
March 9, 1907, Indiana’s
General Assembly passed
America’s first involuntary
sterilization law, one that
was aimed at “confirmed
criminals, idiots, imbeciles,
and rapists” in state cus-
tody. (More than 30 states
ended up passing compulso-
ry sterilization laws that
were eventually overturned
or repealed.)

On this date:

In 1661, Cardinal Jules
Mazarin, the chief minister
of France, died, leaving
King Louis XIV in full con-
trol.

In 1796, the future emper-
or of France, Napoleon
Bonaparte, married
Josephine de Beauharnais.
(The couple divorced in
1809.)

In 1862, during the Civil
War, the ironclads Monitor
and Virginia (formerly
Merrimac) clashed for five
hours to a draw at Hampton
Roads, Va.

In 1916, Mexican raiders
led by Pancho Villa attacked
Columbus, N.M., killing 18
Americans.

In 1932, Eamon de Valera
was elected the head of gov-
ernment of the Irish Free
State.

In 1933, Congress, called
into special session by
President Roosevelt, began
its 100 days of enacting New
Deal legislation.

In 1945, during World War
II, U.S. B-29 bombers
launched incendiary bomb
attacks against Japan,
resulting in an estimated
100,000 deaths.

In 1954, CBS newsman
Edward R. Murrow critical-
ly reviewed Wisconsin Sen.
Joseph R. McCarthy’s anti-
Communism campaign on
an episode of “See It Now.”

In 1977, about a dozen
armed Hanafi Muslims
invaded three buildings in
Washington, killing one per-
son and taking more than
130 hostages. The siege

ended two days later.

In 1987, Chrysler Corp.
announced it had agreed to
buy the financially ailing
American Motors Corp.
