[ These community self-surveys

Answer to Question No. 2: 

Leprosy, now called Hansen’s 
disease after the discoverer of the

sults and shortened the previously 
long, drawn-out treatment. The 
number of people being returned 
to useful lives from the desolation 
of the le'per colony is mounting 
steadily, and some experts predict 
that within 10 to 15 years the 
disease will be controlled.

How* 
ever, blows on the nose, infec­
tions, new growths, etc. can also 
cause bleeding. Frequently a se­
vere nasal-bleeding may require 
medical care.

DO YOU KNOW what Insur­
ance is?

Nearly everyone has some 
form of insurance, but few know 
or understand the nature of in­
surance. Insuran.ce has been de­
fined as an agreement or con­
tract by which one party, for 
a consideration, which is usually 
paid in money, either in one sum 
or at different times during the 
continuance of the risk, promises 
to make a certain payment of 
money upon the destruction or 
injury of something, or the 
happening of the peril specified 
to certain things which may be 
exposed to them. It is a contract 
to indemnify against loss. It is 
a contract of guaranty.

An agreement or contract of 
insurance must contain five nee-

essary parts, the subject matter, 
the risks insured against, the 
amount of the payment to be. 
made upon the happening of 
the contingency, the duration of 
the risk, and the premium or 
payment for the assumption of 
the risk by the insurer. All of 
these elements are necessary to 
make a valid contract of insur­
ance, and it is essential that all 
of these items be specified in the 
contract or agreement of insur­
ance. . •

Upon receiving a policy of in­
surance, the insured should al­
ways read carefully the policy, 
so that he will know exactly
what the terms of the policy are, 
and what risks are covered by 
the policy. Only those risks 
which are specified in the policy 
are covered by the policy. Prac­
tically all policies of insurance 
carry a section called “exclu­
sions” This exclusion section
should be particularly carefully 
read so that the holder of the 
policy will know what items 
are specifically not included in 
the insurance coverage.

The proauction of the seea or 
adapted grasses is an important 
development for soil and water 
conservation in the Great Plains. 
Seeding done thus far is only part 
of what has been planned, and a 
relatively small fraction of what 
is needed throughout the area 
Greater progress would have been 
hiade but for one thing—too little 
Seed of adapted varieties.

They 
can generally be dry-cleaned at home with 
any standard fluid. If ironing becomes neces­
sary, especially in the case of dacron, avoid 

excessive heat. Set the iron at "rayon,” and never more than 275 
degrees Fahrenheit Hot cigarette ashes will melt dacron, for

must get permission from the 
Secretary of the show before 
selling concessions of any kind. 
The concessionaire must pay 10 
per cent of the net profits to 
the Fair Association.

Exhibitor's Rules
Rule 1—ENTRY: Entries must 

be made with the show manager 
not later than September 11, 
1952. Those entering early will 
be given the preference in loca­
tion of stalls. Entries are open 
to all Registered Swine and 
Registered cattle of the Dairy 
and Beef breeds. In case of de­
sired entry of an animal on 
which registration papers have 
not been issuel, a written state­
ment must be attached to the 
entry form, giving proof that 
the animal in question is sub­
ject to registration. The Board 
of Directors must approve all 
such entries before the animal 
is allowed in the show ring.

Rule II—BANG’S TEST: No 
Dairy animal will be accepted 
into the show barn unless the 
owner presents a certificate in­
dicating that the animal has 
been tested for Bang’s Disease 
not earlier than 30 days prior 
to the show and found to be 
free from Bang’s Disease. A cer­
tificate indicating that the ani­
mal has been vaccinated at the 
proper age will be accepted in 
lieu of test certificate.

Rule III—SIGNS: Exhibitors 
are permitted and encouraged to 
display a sign over their entries, 
advertising their herds.

Rule IV— CLEANING OF 
STALLS: Exhibitors must at all 
times keep their animals and 
stalls clean and in orderly con­
dition.

Rule V—ASSIGNMENT OF 
STALLS: Insofar as possible, 
stalls will be assigned prior to 
the time the animals are brough 
to the show. This makes it

necessary that exhibitors make 
their entries early and all at 
one time if possible.

Rule VI—SHOWING: All ex­
hibitors are urged to propertly 
dress and exhibit their show 
animals in the show ring. The 
judge will be instructed to dis­
regard any entry which is un­
duly late entering, the showing 
of which is not properly shown 
by the exhibitor.

Rule VII—ENTRY FEES: A 
stall fee of 50 cents per head for 
cattle and 25 cents per head for 
swine must be paid at the time 
animal is brought to barn. In 
cases where stall fees are paid 
in advance and animals are not 
brought to the show, the fee will 
be returned. (All exhibitors must 
pay annual club dues of $1.00).

Rule VIII—BEDDING AND 
FEED: Bedding will be furnished 
for the show; Feed will be fur­
nished by the exhibitors and 
must be kept in orderly con­
dition.

Rule IX— LIABILITY: The 
show will eccept entries with 
the expressed understanding that 
the show assumes no liabilities 
for the safety of the animals 
exhibited in csae of fire, theft 
or other damage.

Rule X —MILKING OUT: All 
cows in production must be 
milked out not earlier than 6:00 
p. m. on the day preceeding the 
showing of the animal.

Rule XI—REMOVING ANI­
MALS FROM THE BARN: Ani­
mals may be removed from the 
show barn not earlier than 4:00

Treating planting seed is not 
something new. More than 2,000 
years ago farmers were told to 
soak planting seed in wine. In 
1640 a shipwreck off the coast 
of England led to one of the 
big advances in small grain seed 
^treatment, The damaged grain 
was unfit for making flour but 
was used for planting purposes. 
Farmers who planted the sea 
water saturated seed found their 
crops to be fairly free of smut. 
This led to the use of brine for 
treating wheat seed.

Today there are chemicals 
made specifically for the treat­
ment of small grain seed and 
according to Don Norton, plant 
pathologist of the Texas A&M 
College System, when these ma­
terials are properly used, losses 
from most small grain smuts 
can be practically eliminated. 
Stinking smut is always a threat 
to the wheat crop and it along

with the loose and covered smuts 
of oats and covered smut of bar­
ley can be controlled by proper 
seed treatment. Still another in­
surance feature of treating plant­
ing seed is the reduction in seed 
decay and seedling blight.

During the past few years, a 
disease called dry-land foot rot 
of wheat has become economi­
cally important. In some areas of 
the Rolling Plains last year, up 
to 50 per cent of the wheat 
plants were affected. In the in­
fested fields, the disease can be 
detected before harvest in the 
form of green and white heads 
on the same plant stool. The 
grain is shrivelled or is entire­
ly absent. The base of the stems 
are usually dark in color and 
the diseased plants may be 
easily pulled from the soil. The 
root system often remains in 

the ground because the plants

disease fungus may live in the 
soil for several years, crop ro­
tation and late planting are prac­
tices recommended by Norton as 
further aids to controlling foot 
rot and certain seedling blights.

The cost of seed treating ma­
terials is small when considered 
on a bushel or acre basis. Norton 
says several good compounds are 
readily available for doing the 
seed treating job. He urges far­
mers to follow closely the direc­
tions printed on the containers 
and to use care when doing the 
treating job because the ma­
terials are mostly poisonous.

He reports that out of 54,000 
carloads of Texas wheat ship­
ped last year only one was 
graded as smutty. This is a fine 
record but, he adds, it does not 
remove the need for a continu­
ing small grain planting seed 
treatment program. Seed treat­
ment is cheap and is always good 
insurance for a more profitable 
crop.
