The 1999-2000 general fund, or 
the usual expenses of running 
the city day-today, is budgeted 
at $10,498,334. The combined 
fund budget for 1999-200 is 
$57,148,435,000. It includes all 
city expenses including the air­
park fund, water and sewer util­
ity system, garage fleet, prison 
funding and debt service and 
principal on bonds.

Not counting the transfer 
funds for the prison, the com­
bined fund budget is about $25 
million.

The 1998-1999 general fund is 
estimated to finish the fiscal 
year at $11,036,835, and was bud­
geted at $10,404,539. Combined 
fund expenditures were budget­
ed $42,130,054 for 1999-2000.

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Brewer :senten<?ed to death for Byrd’s dragging death
BRYAN, Texas (AP) — White 

supremacist Lawrence I^ s^U  
Brewer once told his prison 
cohort that a Ufe sentenqi for a 
vicious hate killing would do 
them “no justicd.”

A Brazos County jury didn’t 
disappoint him Thursday, sen- 
tfencing the 32-year-old career 
criminal to death for the June 7, 
1898, dragging death of James 
Byrd Jr., 49. *, *

Brewer’s former pTisoni pal, 
John William King, 24, is 
already on death row, convicted 
and condemned in February for 
murderihg Byrd, who was 
chained by his ankles to a pick­
up truck and dragged to his 
death 15 months ago in a crime 
that harkened back to the dark­
er days of civil rights in the 
South.

A third man, Shawn Allen

Berry, also 24, atiwlts a capital 
murder trial next i^onth in his 
hometown o f Jasppi;'.

Briwer wrote iti . a jailhouse 
letter to King that Lhe two of 
them had become stars and that 
he was a “ hero of the day.” In 
the same note, introduced as 
evidence and written after the 
two were arrested for Bjrrd’s 
mCirder, Brewer mused that a 
lethal injection would be a “ lit­
tle old sleeping medicine.”

Both met in prison where they 
joined the Confederate Knights 
of America, a racist group, and 
adorned themselves with racist 
tattoos.

While it took just three hours 
for Kir ■’ ’s death sentence to be 
handeo down, the Brewer jury 
took 11 hours Wednesday and 
another three hours Thursday 
to reach the same conclusion.

That Brewer will face the ulti­
mate penalty, some years from 
now, came as a relief to prose­
cutors who weathered two days 
of deliberations and what 
appeared to be a near-miss for 
the punishment they sought.

“ I’m not a-death penalty fan,” 
Jasper County District Attorney 
Guy James Gray said. “ But this 
is a situation where if you don’t 
give the death penalty to this 
man, he’ll hurt and kill again.” 

A life sentence seemed close 
for Brewer, when the jury sent 
a note in their 13th hour of 
deliberations indicating they 
were unable to reach a conclu­
sion for the third and final ques­
tion they were tasked with 
answering: whether there were 
any mitigating circumstances 
to spare Brewer’s life.

At least 26 dead, 500 injured as 
Typhoon Bart lashes southern Japan

TOKYO (AP) -  Typhoon Bart 
lashed southern Japan today, 
sweeping huge waves over 
homes, knocking cranes onto 
buildings and leaving at least 26 
people dead and more than 430 
people injured.

Hundreds of thousands were 
left without power when Bart, 
packing winds of nearly 80 
mph, pounded Japan’s mai 
southwestern island of Kyushu.

Bart was off the southwestern 
coast of the main island of 
Honshu this afternoon, the 
Meteorological Agency said.

It was expected to pass over 
the Sea of Japan before shooting 
over the northern island of 
Hokkaido on Saturday, the 
agency said. It was likely to

On Kyushu, the bodies of 14 

people — including two women 
aged 81 and 79 — were recov­
ered from homes submerged by 
high sea waves in Shiranui, a 
coastal to'"n in Kumamoto pre­
fecture, local police spokesman 
Shigeji Tominaga said.

More than 30 police officers 
were sent to Shiranui, where an 
unspecified number of homes 
were flooded close to their 
rooftops.

Also in Kumamoto, a 79-year- 
old man was found dead of elec­
tric shock from a power line 
that had fallen onto a street and 
a 50-year-old man died from loss 
of blood after he was hit by bro­
ken glass in his home, 
Tominaga said.

Another 50-year-old man died 
Thursday as the typhoon 
approached Kyushu. He was 
swept away in strong waves 
while trying to swim ashore 
after securing his boat, police 
said.

Television footage showed res­
cuers in a rubber boat search­
ing the flooded town for missing 
residents.

The National Polipe Agency 
said landslides were reported at 
165 locations and 2,016 homes 
were flooded in southwestern 
Japan because of the typhoon.

The national broadcaster 
NHK said a total of 88 people 
were injured on Kyushu and on 
the southernmost island of 
Okinawa, where the typhoon 
hit Wednesday.

NHK said about 8,000 people 
living along rivers evacuated to 
schools and other public facili­
ties on high ground in the 
affected areas in Kyushu and 
parts of the main island of 
Honshu.

A total of 813,000 households 
were out of electricity in vari­
ous parts of Kyushu today, NHK 
quoted Kyushu Electric Power 
Co. estimating.

Most domestic air flights and 
trains on Kyushu were either 
canceled or suspended because 
of the strong winds and rains. 
Warnings were issued on fears 
that heavy rains could weaken 
cliffs, thus causing landslides.

“They took their time lo< King 
for some n itigating circum­
stances, but they weren’t going 
to find it,” said Byrd’s sister, 
Mary Ver ett, as she hugged 
police and prosecutors just after 
the verdict. “ They dug for it.

Gray said he was “ in fear” for

the hour until the jury 
returned. Defense attorneys 
said they were neither hopeful 
nor fearful during that hour.

“ I ’ve learned, in the past 
doing this, that you don’t ever 
try to predict what a jury will 
do. I’ve seen juries go from 11-1 
no* guilty and 15 minutes later, 
oU to 12-0 guilty,” said Layne 
Walker, a Brewer lawyer.

The jury’s answer was not a 
shock to Brewer, his load attor 
ney said.

“Russell had resigned himself 
to this,” said Doug Barlow.

Brewer’s family, speaking 
before the verdict came down, 
had also prepared for the worst.

“ My son has been convicted of 
a horrible, horrible crime. 1 
don’t excuse his actions, though 
I honestly believe that when he 
took the stand he told the

truth,” Lawrence Russell 
Brewer Sr., Brewer’s father, 
wrote in a statement. “ If he gets 
the death penalty, I can accept 
it. I know it would be (jod’s 
will.”

Two hours after the punish­
ment verdict. Brewer, in shack­
les and wearing an orange jail 
jumpsuit, was in the back seat 
of a silver police car for the 50- 
mile trip east to death row in 
Huntsville.

With a second death penalty 
secured. Gray said he is looking 
forward to trying Berry’s case 
in late October.

“ We’ve got a lot of work to do 
on Shawn Berry’s case. We’re 
not exactly sure where it’s 
going right now. He doesn’t 
have the racist background 
King and Brewer did, none of 
the tatoos.”

Texas Tech’s Saddle Tramps deny 
discrimination against females

LUBBOCK, Texas -  They 
hoot when the Red Raiders 
win and holler like maniacs 
alter a loss.

For 64 years, the rowdy and 
raucous Texas Tech Saddle 
Tramps have been known 
across West Texas as a famed 
and exclusive spirit club. And 
as far back as anyone can 
remember, the Tramps have 
only been men.

Then came Jennifer 
Slattery, the first woman ever 
to apply for membership. The 
Saddle Tramps say she wasn’t 
denied admission this spring 
because she’s a woman. But 
the 50-member group has 
applied for male-only legal 
designation that would 
exempt it from an anti-dis­
crimination law.

The controversy has evolved 
into a case of tradition versus 
tolerance.

“ I ’m not sure why this issue 
always has to come up,” said 
Rick Murray, a member of the 
organization in 1957. "It even 
comes
Scouts,” A . 1 a w L r ' i .

Tramps executive board 
member Matthew Hines

wouldn’t comment on why Ms. 
Slattery was kept from joining 
but said the group doesn’t 
exclude women. He said the 
group’s meeting are private 
and that he is ’ ’not allowed to 
discuss what goes on. ”

“ We have never discouraged 
females from coming to rush­
es,” Hines said. “ I have not 
noticed a lot of females ever 
being interested in joining.

“ We’re a spirit organization 
here and we support male ath­
letics. We have our own sec 
tion in Jones Stadium provid­
ed by the athletic department. 
We ring bells, do chants and 
get everyone spirited.”

None of which can’t be done 
by a woman, Ms. Slattery 
argues.

“ There really is no reason 
why a woman shouldn’t be 
able to Join, ” said the Tech 
junior. “ If they get single-sex 
status, I don’t think it’s fair 
they get my money or other 
females’ money.”

The Saddle Tramps receive 
about $2,000 a year in student 
fees. Tech officials said.

School officials say the 
group may not discriminate 

^•'•i^insf wbm'eti ’ —̂  ^  afryone 
else — but added that There is 
no evidence Ms. Slattery was

excluded because of her sex.
“ Apparently there had been 

some incidents that occurred 
in which the female student 
made comments about the 
organization that made them 
feel she wasn’t interested or 
didn’t think much of the 
group,” said Mike Shonrock, 
Tech’s dean of students

Hines said the group has 
asked the Internal Revenue 
Service to recognize it as an 
all-male organization, exempt­
ing it from the Title IX anti- 
discrimination law. The desig­
nation would allow the group 
to continue receiving public 
money.

Jay Jacobsen, president of 
the American Civil Liberties 
Union, says a history as a sin­
gle-sex group is no basis for 
an exemption.

“ The idea that a public 
group’s history will allow 
them to be exempt from dis­
crimination laws is ridicu­
lous,” Jacobsen said. “ If they 
receive public money and 
make use of public resources 
then they w ill have to let 
women join.”

greater variety of parties and 
interests; you make it less 
probable that a majority of the 
whole will have a common 
motive to invade the rights of 
other citizens; or if  such a 
common motive exists, it will 
be more difficult to all who feel 
it to discover their own 
strength and to act in unison 
with each other.”

Two points: He feared the 
tyranny of the majority, but he 
found security in the knowl­
edge that such a majority 
would have difficulty discover­
ing its own strengt^i in a large 
nation.

One problem: The Internet 
has changed all that.

Madison based his theory 
upon the difllculty of widely

separated people of like minds 
to rapidly communicate with 
each other or even find each 
other, but he didn’t count on 
the Internet. This ubiquitous 
medium provides for mass 
communication on a scale not 
even approached by newspa­
pers, radio and television. It 
can be passive or interactive, 
and it is nearly cost-free, mak­
ing it accessible for virtually 
everyone to get their messages 
out.

Madison’s theory of safety 
through diffusion seems to 
have been replaced by the 
Sunshine Theory: truth 
emerges under the glare of 
lights. In other words, mwe 
information is better informa­
tion. Let the odd and unusual 
groups be heard. Their argu­
ments are self-defeating. But 
what about the arguments of 
the majority?

The inherent conflict 
between the eternal minority 
(the individual) and the majori­
ty represented by the state was 
thought to have been resolved 

, by the first 19 amendments to 
the Constitution, the Bill of 
Rights.

Now, with the likelihood of 
majorities rapidly forming on a 
variety of issues, the righte of 
the individual are once agiln 
being threatened.

The solution lies in an expan­
sion of the Bill of Rights,

including:
A Right to Privacy
The U.S. Supreme Court has 

occasionally found such a right 
in other amendments, particu­
larly the 14th, but the concept 
has been applied narrowly and 
without uniformity.

Interestingly, most 
Americans assume they have 
such a right. They do not. The 
public’s (majority’s) right to 
know has superseded an indi­
vidual’s presumed, but nonex­
istent, right to privacy.

Here a i« some examples 
(though some states have 
passed inhibiting laws):

~ Individuals are regularly 
compelled to provide "confiden­
tial” tax returns in civil law­
suits.

-  Individuals (even the presi­
dent) may be questioned in 
court about consensual sexual 
behavior.

-  Individuals arb susceptible 
to the disseminalilon of credit 
information based upon 
hearsay, rather than public 
records.'

-  Individuals’ employers reg­
ularly provide hearsay infor­
mation about them on a confi­
dential and, therefore, 
uiuefUtable basis.

-  Individuals’ oellular tele  ̂
phone conversations are over­
heard and occasionally taped.

~ Individuals are susceptible 
to being videotaped in the “pri­

vacy” of their own homes.
-  Individuals’ buying habits 

are gleaned from credit cards 
and other cards and then used 
or disseminated by the collect­
ing company at will.

A historical footnote: The 
Federalist Papers were written 
by Alexand jr Hamilton, John 
Jay and Madison to sell the 
new Constitution to the public 
during the debates o f 1787 and 
1788. The primary point in the 
debates was that a republican 
form of government could work 
for a large nation, whereas con­
ventional wisdom maintained 
that republics and democracies 
were fit only fbr smaller city- 
states.

But Madison argued that the 
shear size — by geogrsqihy and 
later by population — would 
inhibit the formation of tyran­
nical majorities. His theory 
was proved regionally when 
Western states were added to 
the union and acted as a buffer 
to the North-South hostilities 
which twice erupted into con- 
ffontation. The New England 
states voted for secession in 
1814 when the South held sway 
during the War of 1812, the end 
of which ended the controver­
sy. Then, a few decades later, 
when the North became domi- 
nanL the South seceded in 
18t0r61 and civil war ensued.

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VFW honors the dead, serves the living

Local veterans are keeping 
history and patriotisni alive 
through the Veterans o f 
Foreign Wars.

The fraternal organization, 
open to men and women wl^o 
have served in any area of the 
world where war or combat 
was present, turns 100 years old 
Saturday. Big Spring’s 
Christanson-Tucker Post 2013 
has been active since 1932.

“Our motto is we honor the 
dead by serving the liv in g ,” 
said Leo Welch, post comman­
der for nearly 10 years. Of the 
87 members in the local group, 
most are veterans of World War 
II, but an effort is under way to 
attract more younger veterans

to keep the organization cur­
rent. _______________

“ Our coun­
try ’s World 
War II veter­
ans are dying 
at the rate of 
1,000 a day,”
Welch said.
“ The young 
guys are very 
important to 
us to keep the 
VFW going.”

Veterans Of
Desert Sto/m and the conflict 
in Bosnia are some o f the 
newest members of the organi­
zation across the country. 
Locally there are two active 
members who are veterans of 
Desert Storm.

Nationally, the VFW lobbies

Congress and the Senate to 
improve veterans’ benefits. In 
1952, the Veterans 
Readjustment Assistance Act, 
also known as the Korean War 
GI Bill, was passed.

In the 1970s, the group helped 
get four pieces o f legislation 
favorable to Vietnam Veterans 
passed. And in 1982, the VFW 
contributed $300,000 to the 
Vietnam Veterahs Memorial.

In 1984, the group gave 
$70,000 to the Vietnam 
Woman’s Memorial, and in 
1990, the VFW gave $6^/K)0 for 
the Korean War Memorijd.

The group sells poppies for a 
donation at ^ m o r ta l Day, to 
benefit veterans’ assistance. 
Welch said education programs 
are a priority for the group as 
well. n ’

One of its newest endeavors 
involves flag presentations at 
local elementary schools. After 
a ceremony, veterans share 
their convictions and experi­
ences with the students.

“We show these kids how to 
properly fold a flag ,” Welch 
said. “And we try to teaqh them 
about patriotism — something 
we never want to be forgotten.”

Welch said the VFW is impor­
tant to the community because 
it serves as a reminder.

“ We want to remind people 
what veterans have done for 
our country. There are many of 
us men and women who have 
done our duty, serving our 
country.

“We don’t want to ever let the 
young people forget about 
that.”

Deja vu.
Yoa’U have to forgive Big Spring cross­

country coach Randy Britton if he feels 
as if he’s heading into Saturday’ Big 
Spring Invitational meet in much the 
same position he found himself a year 
ago.

Britton’s boys team will enter then- 
own meet with an opportunity to con­
tend for the team championship, while 
big Spring’s inexperienced girls hgure to 
get valuable experience for th« future.,.,.

Big Spring’s cross-country program 
was in much the same situation a year 
ago. But in 1996, it was the Steers team 
that lacked experience, while the Lady 
Steers were expected to be contenders.

'Our guys have an opportunity to be 
pretty good,” Britton said after having 
seen the Steers turn in a strong perfor­
mance at the Kings Invitational meet in 
LiAbock a week ago.

‘^ e ’re still pretty young, but these 
guys got a lot of experience last year and 
it shows in the way they’ve run so far 
thiis season,” Britton explained. “Our 
girls are running pretty well, too, it’s 
just that we don’t have any experience to 
draw on.”

Hosting their meet will be important 
for both Big Spring squads, howm^er, 
since the McMahon-Wrinkle Airpark 
course will be the site of the District 5- 
4A meet later this fall.

The first of the meet’s four races 
begins at 10 a.m. Saturday.

Therefore, it’s not surprising that most 
of the district’s teams will be taking part

in this weekend’s meet — using the 
opportunity to familiarize themselves 
with the terrain they’ll be covering in a 
more important race in October.

In addition to Big Spring, the meet’s 
Division I field of Class 3A, 4A and 5A 
schools includes Andrews, Snyder and 
Fort Stockton from District 5-4A.

The remainder of the Division I field 
in both the girls' and boys' races 
includes Colorado. City, Lamesa, Pecos, 
Monahans, Midland Greenwood, 
Midland Lee and Odessa High.

The Division II field — for Class A, 2A 
and junior varsity teams — will also 
include McCamey, Garden City, Forsan, 
Coahoma, Sands, Grady, Klondike, 
Balmorhea and Highland.

Perhaps most glaring in their absence 
will be District 5-4A defending champion 
San Angelo Lake View Chiefs and

Maidens.
Rather than taking part in the 

Invitational, the Lake View teams will 
be running in an Abilene meet this 
weekend.

Britton isn’t wasting the opportunity 
to use Lake View’s decision to skip the 
Invitational as a motivational tool for 
his runners.

“ If I were one of these kids, I know 
what I’d read into their not coming this 
weekend,” Britton said while his charges 
were taking a well-deserved break in 
workouts. “ It says to me that they think 
they’re good enough to come over here 
for the district meet and beat us on our 
home course without having seen the 
track before.

As Forsan’s Buffaloes p r e p ^  to cele­
brate homecoming tonight by playing host 
to Rankin’s Red Devils, head coach Roger 
Hudgins knows they’ll have to show the 
same mental determination they showed a 
week ago in a 32-18 win over Sterling City.

Today’s Highlight in History: 
On Sept. 24, 1789, Congress 

passed the First Judiciary Act, 
Which provided foir an attorney 
general and a Supreme Court.

In 1869, finanqlMa Jay Gould 

and James Fisk tried to comer 
the gold market, sending Wall
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Street into a panic and leaving 
thousands of investors in finan­
cial ruin.

In 1896, author F. Scott 
Pit2gerald was bom in St. Paul, 
Minn.

In 1929, Lt. James H. Doolittle 
guided a Consolidated NY-2 
Biplane over Mitchel Field in 
New York In the first all-lnstru- 
m entfli^t. -1.

In 1948, Mildred Gillars, 
accused of being Nazi wartime 
radio propagandist “Axis 
Sally,”  pleaded innocent in 
Washington to charges of trea­
son. (Gillars ultimately served 
12 years in prison.)

In 1955, President Eisenhower 
. suffered a heart attack while on 
vacation in Denver.

In 1957, the Brooklyn Dodgers 
played their last game at 
Ebbets Field, beating the 
Pittsburgh Pirates 2-0.

In 1960, the USS Enterprise, 
the first-nuclear-powered air­
craft carrier, was launched at 
Newport News, Va.
 ̂ In 1963, the U.S. Senate rati­
fied a treaty with Britain and 
the Soviet Union limiting 
nuclear testing.

In 1969, the trial of the 
“Chicagd Eight** (later seven) 
began. (Five defendants were 
convicted of crossing state lines 
to incite riots at the 1968 
Democratic national conven­
tion; the convictions were ulti­
mately overturned.)

In 1976, newspaper heiress 
Patricia Hearst was sentenced 
to seven years in prison for her 
part in a 1974 bank robbery.
