Though irrigation has peen with us for several
years, our efforts in behalf of conservation are in
their infancy, an admission we shamefully make.
We should no doubt have been planning wise use
of the water years aéo, but we didn’t; and now

we must run in double-time to stay abreast of the

problems arising. 4

Nothing definite is being settled at these
meetings held in every locality of the plains, and
equally true it is possible that the newly-formed
district organization yet has shown few concrete

results—BUT we are thankful someone is on the

job working—that is the way every project must

start.

Mr. McFarland has emphasized time and again
that water use is the farmers’ business to be kept
in as small unit of control as possible. With this
we are in hearty accord. And the district manager
has been emphatic in his encouragement of educa-
tion regarding water problems. Education alpne
could get the job done, but only if you and I have
the good sense to be responsive. It’s inevitable—
the more we think and act for ourSel\}es—the less

we will be controlled.

Education has been our own prime objective
in publicizing the water situation as arising near
Muleshoe to our south. Some have accused us of
crying “Wolf, wolf”: others have asked that we
soft-pedal any mention of water depletion or its

werld in its protection of the
rights of the individual, and re-
cognize that the government is
created for the benefit of the
people, and not that the people
exist only for the benefit of the
government. It is the Bill of
Rights which breathes life into
the Constitution, and preserves to
ithe individual those rights stated
in the Declaration of Indepen-
dence “tha tall men are created
equal; that they are endowed b
their Creator with certain unali-

I heard over the radio
this morning that the government
has lifted the ceiling on the po-
tato market so everyone should
be feeling better about that angle.
I don’t know enough about that
kind of business to expound to any
length on it, but it does please me
to see that in a few cases private
enterprise is still getting by on a
breath at a time. I refuse to get
started on any political tirades
for two reasons: First and most
important I’m not smart, enough
and Secondly I'm afraid that
someone might accuse me of g0-
ing along with Urlin Streu. If
that doesn’t get a rise out of Urlin
nothing will.

Howard and I spent a very en-
joyable afternoon this week with
Mr. -Pringle .of the Triplett and
Pringle Cattle Company in Bo-
vina. We were interested in see-
ing their livestock farm and find-
ing out first hand just what re-
sults they were getting from their
Vetch and Rye grazing program.
All that has been said about their
operation 'is true. It is hard to
believe the number of cattle that
they run on that place and the
gains that they make off vetch
and Rye. Mr. Pringle pointed out
a group to us that had made a
gain of 2.2 lbs. a day for thirty
days. That is really putting it on.

I am happy to report that there
will be a large acreage of Vetch
and Rye planted in this area and
want to add again in this column
that those of you who want a fine
crop for this fall, winter and next
springs grazing will certainly be
doing yourself a favor by this
seeding.

There is a lot of chemical mov-

ing out of the warehouse now.
There are a few don’ts on spray-
ing that I think would be well
to mention here. Although the
Texas Herbicide law doesn’t af-
fect some of the counties in the
High Plains area man_' of the
sprays you use will knock your
neighbors cotton in the head just
the same as if the law were exis-
tent. 2-4-D is not volatile and un-
less sprayed direcitly onto the
plant’ will not damage it. By us-
ing this chemical you can knock
the weeds and eliminate the dam-
age to the neighbor’s cotton field.
Strange that cotton is the one
plant most susceptible to 2-4-D
damage, but that is the way it is.
Now is the time to start your con-
trol work on bindweed{ 2-4-D
spray will keep the plants burned
back and will not let them make
seed. That is the first step. After
that it will be a series of spray-
ing until all the plants are even-
starved out. Remember

Ran my neck out the other day
on the comparative feed value of
vetch versus alfalfa hay. I have
mnade the statement several times
that vetch was equal to alfalfa
in feeding value ‘without the dan-
ger of bloat. After I had my hand
called several times I went to the
Library and checked out Morri-
sons Feeds and Feeding and find
that Hairy Vetch tops alfalfa hay
on Total Digestible Nutrients and
aiso Digestible Protein. Stop the
argument boys, I still have the
book here and it’s not due in un-
tile June 19.

the Senate HR 7666, a bill to take

care of cur veterans in the Ko-
rean War. This legislation is long

that it has passed the House and
is on its way to passage in the
Senate. The delay in this much
needed legislation was caused by
the many abuses to which the
veterans and the American tax-
payers were subjected under the
original GI Bill of Rights. The
process of uncovering and weed-
ing out some of the features of
the old GI bill that permitted un-
warranted raids upon the public
treasury consumed leng and ted-
ious hours in the Committee. We
hope that all of these aventues of
abuse have been closed, although
we surely.realize that success in
this particular field is goihg to
depend a lot upon the veterans
and the schools. The wote in the
House was 361 yeas, one nay and
two answering present. The one
nay vote was cast by General
Devereux, a member from Mary

land. General Devereux is ‘cer-
tainly not entitled to any criticism
for his vote because it was not
cast against the bill as such, but
was a protest as to the manner
in which the bill was brought up
before the House. General Dever-
eux has perhaps as illustrious a
career as most any veteran of the
United States. You will remember
him as the commander of the gar-
rison on Wake Island. He is on
the Veterans Affairs Committee
and.is an outstanding and able
member“ who definitely has the
interest of the veterans at heart.
His protest was because the bi}l,
was brought up under what is,
known -as a ‘suspension of thev'
rules.’ When a bill is brought l{p‘
in this manner, the debate is
limited to twenty minutes to the
side and the bill cannot be amend-f
ed. There are twb amendments[
that I think should have gone oni‘
the bill, and General Devereux‘
and I are in agreement on these‘
two particular amendments. The
pill contains a provision th‘at_
would permit tax maintained in-
stitutions to charge veterans as
much as $31.00 per montvh.with-b
out being subject to; the penalties
provided against exacting excess
charges from veterans..

I op-
posed . this amendment for the
reason that I basically believe
that the veteran should be allow-
ed to attend to his own business,
to make his own arrangements,
and to go to the school of his own
choice. The bill is designed to
help veterans and is not intended
as a federal aid to education mea-
sure.

Timothy-Clover Hay Crop
Leads in U. S. Acreage

Cutting a Heavy Crop of Timothy - Clover Hay.

For :nore than two centuries
timothy, a native of Europe, has
been th: leading:kay grass in the
United States where it has reached
its “highest state of development
and use. In spite of a decline in
acreage of timothy hecause of
fewer horses and the competition
rom other kinds of hay, it remains
the foremost hay grass in this
country.

Popularity of Timothy is attrib-
uted to its valuakle qualities for
hay, pasture, silage, and erosion
control. It is at its best in New
York, third State in total hay pro-
duction. New York produces more
timothy and clover hay than any
other State, but Iowa has produced
more than half our timothy seed.

Timothy has a wide range of
adaptation but in some areas other
grasses and legumes have largely
renlaced it for hoth pasture and
hay.

Timcthy and red clover grown
in combination produce more and
better hay than either alone. At
Wooster, Ohio, over a 20-year pe-
rind, timothy ~averaged higher
yields of hay than any of eight
other grasses.

The best production is obtained
from cutting timothy hay when in
early bloom, and from timothy-
clover mixtures cut wken clover is
in half to full bloom. Timothy cut
not later than early bloom and
properly cured, compares favor-
ably in protein content and feed
value with other hay grasses. ’

often contains twice as much pro-
tein as late-cut hay from land de-
ficiert in_nitrogen. Such hay can
successfully be substituted for
legume hay in feeding dairy cows
during the wusual wintér feeding
periods.

Timothy is often included in pas—
ture mixtures because ' of ifs es
tablishment and high palat auimy,
but its failure {o make regrcw:ch
after grazing in late spring or early
summer and lack of pelcis ence
are disadvantages.

Silage of high protein and caro-
tene content and otherwise of ex-
cellent quality is produced from
timothy cut in early stages of
growth, at a lower cost per ton
than corn 'silage.

Three to five pounds of timothy
seed per acre sown in the fall with
winter grain or six to ten pdunds
sown in the spring with oats usu-
ally give greater yields than either
larger or smaller rates of sowing.

When nitrogen is applied with
superphosphate and  rctash, the
yields per acre of both hay
protein are increased. The 1z
constituents applied without mho-
gen are usually not effective, unless
the soil is already well supplied
with available nitrogen.

Way to Preserve Forage ¢

Grass silage offers to dairy and
Lvestock men a means of pre-
serving the green growing hay or
s wplus pasture crops with most of
tre succulence retained and a mini-
mun loss of feed nutrients.

Spring growths of hay can be
saved at the right stage of growth
;a'.most with a complete disregard
iof weather. Removing the first
growth at the right time assures
better and heavier second cuttings
tor hay, and ensiling provides a
succulent feed of excellent quality
to- winter use or to ‘tide over
perinods of drought.

Ensiling also makes possible the
eacovery of more of the crop than
s usually possible with hay making
procedures. It gives flexibility to
hgy harvesting that you ‘‘make
hay when you can, and ensile al-
most any time.”’” Ensiling has been
more completely mechanized than
haymaking.

Silage sticculence is a definite ad-
vantage and makes for better live-
stock production, under the all-too-
corumon haphazard watering of
stock in many sections of t
country.

Ensiled forages keep well even
as long as five years. Silage saves
the carotene better than any other
preserved form now used. In view
of this ability to retain feed values
over long periods, and its low cost
ensiling of surplus forage will pro-
vide a backlog against 'any future
needs. Some farmers have greatly
{ncreased their silo capacity in-
surance against drougl.. and hay
shortage.

There are as many kinds of si-
lage as there are crops or combi-
nations of crops. The commonest is
corn silage. Of the others, the com-
monest and probably the best is
some mixture of grass and legumes
or straight legumes. 2

The best silages are moist to the
touch, soft (but neither sloppy nor

Things to Observe in
Making Grass Silage

1. Wh. ‘ever type of silo is used
must exclude air and be
deep enough to give goed
compaction.

2. If silage is too wet when cut
either allow it to wilt to 65%
moisture or use a condition-
er or preservative.

3. Chop green material fine if

" moisture content. is low.

4, Fill silo uniformly and firm-

ly.

Cover top of silo:with wet

material chopped fine or use

a speeial air-tight cover

sealed at the edges.

slimy), fragrant in their own way
and are formed at temperatures
between 70 and 100°F. The nature
of the crop will affect the gualities
of the silage, but its condition is
even more important.

The best silage crops are the besy

‘hay or pasture crops. Many weed

plants in hay crops which are nwt
good féed in the growing or dry
condition are acceptable by cattle
when ensiled with good forage
crops. In moderate quantites they
do not materially affect the feeding
value of silage.” The best silages
come from the legumes such as
alfalfa or mixtures of legumes ar.&;
grasses such as alfalfa and brom.e
or Ladino clover and orchardgrass,
if they are properly treated when
blown into the silo,

Grasses and legumes for silage
may be harvested with ordinary
haymaking machinery or the new
specialized machinery which makes
it possible for one or two men to
harvest and chop the crop in the
field and to unload automatically at
a blower with little or no hand
labor.
