These are
the Executive Branch, the Leg-
istive Branch and the Judicial
Branch® The Legislative Branch
which is ‘the Congress is the
branch that is always closest to
the people, and it is through
this branch that the voice of
the peope must be heard and
reflected. It is this branch that
also writes the laws that are
the Executive Department and
pased upon from a legal stand-
point by the Judicial Branch.
The. 83rd Congress, which con-
venes January 3, 1953, will be
confronted with some of the
most tremendous problems that
have faced a legisative body
in many years. These problems
will be both domestic and in-
ternational. The domestic prob
lems will concern expenses of
the government, taxation lab-
or laws, immigration Jlaws, ec-
onomic control laws, agricul-
tural programs, public lands,
banking and currency, the jud-
icial system, veteran’s affairs
communications, and transport-
ation and an endless number
of others. Of these, probably
the two most important at the
present time are the expenses
of the government and taxat-
ion.! On the international scene
it woud be most difficult to
point out the many items that
must come up for -considerat-
ion. However it would appeaar
that the most important mat-
ters «in . this field arethe early
settlement of the Korean War
(which in my opinion is the
number one project for this
country and the world), the th-
eory of the United nations, the
consoidation of the free people’s

front against communism, and
world trade. The question of
government, expensees on the

domestic front of course ties in
directly with the international
program for the ‘reason that ap-
proxiately seven-tenths of the
budget is earmarked for mijli-
tary or semi-military purposes.
By this I mean tha great bulk
of the budget goes to pay for
the preparedness program, a
sizable siice is required for the
payment of foreign aid, and an-
ther slice for the payment of
our obligations to the veterans
of this country® I have contin-
ually fought for economy in
all phases of our expnditures
and I wsincerely hope that the
83rd Congress will be successful
in reducing these expenditures
to the extent that much-need-
ed tax relief will be forthcom-
ing to the individual taxpayer.
There is of course such a thing
as false economy and I am sure
that no one in the Congress
would feel that the prepared-

ness programs should be reduc-
ed to the extent that it would
place us n the' danger zone.The
goal that should be sought is
greater efficiency in the armed
services and a cutting down of
every possible practice - that is
not contributing directy to the

program. This same kind of ec-
onomy can be practiced in the

last Congress. There has been
some  repercussions from the
cuts that we made in appropri-
ations but these have been rel-
atively small. There has been
no curtailment of services be-
cause of these wcuts, and it is
my opinion that we can go fur-
ther in trimming general gov-
impairing the services. @ When
these cuts are effected, it will
mean that an® additional large
number of employees will be
taken from . the federal payroll. .
I feel that the reduction of the
federal payroll is a must for
two reasons. First, it will be a

there is at present shiortages of
help. One of the major tasks of
the new Congress will be to
see that the individual taxpay-
er gets the benefit of any re-
duction in Government costs~
By this'I mean that when a re-
duction is made, the funds sav-
ed thereby should not be trans-
to another division, an-
department, or another
government; the
