Study: Nearly one quarter of women
have been assaulted by their partner

WASHINGTON (AP)
Nearly 25 percent of women,
and about seven percent of
men, say they have been
raped or assaulted by a cur-
rent or former partner,
according to a government
report.

The survey, from a
Justice Department agency
and Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention,
also shows that spousal
stalking is more widespread
than previously thought,
with almost five percent of
women saying they’ve been
stalked by a partner.

Still, Julie Samuels, act-
ing director of the National
Institute of Justice, warned
against drawing many con-
clusions.

“Violence among inti-
mates involves relation-
ships and factors that are
too complex to be captured
by a single research
approach,” said Samuels

But, she added: ‘“These sur-
vey findings significantly
contribute to our under-
standing of violence
between intimates.”

The survey also found dif-
ferences among racial back-
grounds. African-American,
American Indian and native
Alaskan women and men
reported higher rates of
partner violence than peo-
ple from other backgrounds.
Asians reported lower rates.

The survey found 1.5 per
cent of women and 0.9 per-
cent of men said they were
raped or physically assault-
ed by their partner in the
last 12 months. According to
the estimates, approximate
ly 1.5 million American
women and over 800,000
men are raped or assaulted
by an intimate partner
annually.

Figures among homosexu-
al partners varied. Women
living with female partners

experienced fewer violent
incidents than did women
living with men. But men
living with male partners
reported more attacks than
did men living with women
Approximately 11 percent of
female couples reported
rape, physical assault or
stalking, compared to 15
percent of male couples.

Despite the rate of attacks,
most incidents are not
reported to the police,
according to the survey
Against female respondents,
only one-fifth of all rapes, a
quarter of physical assaults
and half of all stalking were
reported. The report rate
was even lower among male
victims.

The survey consisted of
telephone interviews using
random-digit dialing with a
nationally representative
sample of 8,000 men and
8,000 women across the
nation.

Senate nears passage of estate tax appeal

WASHINGTON (AP)
Aiming for tens of billions
of dollars in election-year
tax breaks, the Senate
neared passage of a
Republican bill that would
phase out inheritance taxes
in defiance of President
Clinton’s veto threat.

The measure also would
repeal the 102-year-old feder-
al excise tax on telephone
serVide v cut taxes ' paid' by
some Social Security bénefi-

ciaries and! provide tax_.,

relief to farmers. It was pos-
sible, however, that these
amendments to the inheri-
tance tax measure could be
removed from the bill and
wind up as mainly symbolic
gestures.

Republican supparters
said the ‘‘death tax,” which
reaches a top rate of 55 per-
cent, hinders investment
and job creation, forces mil
lions of people to do costly
estate planning and particu-
larly hurts farmers and
small businesses.

“No family, no farm and
no business shouyld have to

worry about this sort of
thing,” said Sen. William
Roth, R-Del

The bill, which passed the
House in June, would cut
the top 55 percent estate tax
rate in 2001 and then gradu-
ally phase out all other
rates, with full repeal com
ing in 2010. The cost was
estimated at $105 billion
during the phaseout, bal-
lgonipg to $750 billion in the
decade after repeal would be

Republicans said the gov
ernment’'s revenue loss
would be cushioneéd some
what because the bill
changes the way assets are
valued known as basis
so that an heir would owe
higher capital gains taxes
than under current law
once the asset is sold
Capital gains tax rates, how
ever. are much lower than
estate tax rates

“It removes death as the
trigger for any tax,” said
Sen. Jon Kyl, R-Ariz.

Democrats said the big
cost of repeal and the fact

that heirs of only 2 percent
of people who die pay estate
taxes was evidence that
Republicans wanted mainly
to help the rjch. In 1997, for
example, only 43,000 estates
out of 2.7 million adult
deaths were subject to the
estate tax

“You can't disguise what
you're doing here in terms
of a large tax cut for the
wealthiest people in the
United States,”” said Sen
Byron Dorgan, D-N.D.

But the Senate voted 53-46
to defeat a Democratic sub
stitute costing $64 billion
over 10 years that would
have sharply raised estate
tax exemptions now
$675,000 per individual
particularly for the farmers
and small businesses that
are hurt the most.

Senate Minority Leader
Tom Daschle, D-S.D., said
Clinton would certainly
veto the bill and that
Democrats would be able to
sustain it.

“This isn't going any
place,” he said

State may operate halfway houses

AUSTIN (AP), Faced
with neighborhood opposi-
tion to halfway houses and
a shortage of the homes,
Texas officials are exploring
the possibility of state-run
halfway houses for newly
released felons.

The state currently con-
tracts with private vendors,
who supervise certain ex-
convicts for an average of 60
to 90 days as the felons
move from prison back into
society.

There are only 10 halfway
houses with state contracts.
Of those, only about half
accept sex offenders.

Having the state operate
halfway houses may be the
answer, said Victor Rodri-
guez, parole division direc-
tor for the Texas Depart-
ment of Criminal Justice.

“What we're seeking is a
long-term solution,”
Stennett Posey, spokesman
for the state parole division,
said “The idea is to give the
state a little more control, a
little more flexibility.”

At this point, parole offi-
cials are mulling options
and talking to lawmakers
about the costs of state-oper-
ated.  halfway houses.
“Nothing has been carved
in stone,” Posey said.

The proposal is likely to
emerge in next year's leg-
islative session.

In the midst of prosperi-
ty, many Americans com-
plain that their lives are
lacking. Around us we see
fraying institutions, frac-
tured families and broken
dreams.

Writers and philosophers
have jumped forward to
explain how money is not
the root of all happiness.
Recent efforts include:
“Bowling Alone"” by Robert
Putnam, the theory of time
deepening described by pro-
fessors John P. Robinson
and Geoffrey Godbey in
their book “Time for Life”
and various pleas to return
to Judeo-Christian values
— one of the most thought-
ful came at the Mount
Pleasant July 4 celebration
by Mike Holman.

Like three artists viewing

‘the same object from differ-

ent sides, each offers a per-
spective. In “Bowling
Alone,” Putnam decries the
lack of civic involvement
in today's America. He sees
our unwillingness to vote
not as a symptom, but an
end result of our lack of
participation in community
organizations ranging from
Rotary to the Pink Ladies.
“By almost every mea-
sure, Americans' direct
engagement im politics and

government has fallen
steadily and sharply over
the last generation,”
Putnam wrote, “despite the
fact that average levels of
education - the best indi-
vidual-evel predictor of
political participation —
have risen sharply through-
out this period. Every year
over the last decade or two,
millions more have with-
drawn from the affairs of
their communities.”

It seems Americans
would prefer to watch tele-
vision, rent &4 movie, or
chat on the Internet rather
than get out of the house
and interact with their
neighbors.

This trend to an “unorga-
nized”’ America is reflected
in declining church atten-
dance, participation in the
PTA, as well as the polls.

If your excuse is that you
don’t have enough time, the
professors Robinson and
Godbey disagree.

As explained in a recent
Associated Press account,
what makes you think
you're in a time famine
(although studies show we
actually have more spare
time on our hands) is some-
thing called ‘“‘time-deepen-
ing.” As applied to leisure
time, it means you're try-
ing to get more “yield” out
of every minute, which
means you’re speeding up

your participation by com-
bining several activities.
Do it'too much, and it
makes leisure feel like
work.

Robinson and Godbey
explainthat “time-deepen-
ing assumes that, under
pressure of expanded inter-
est and cofiipulsion, people
are capable of higher rates
of ‘doing,’” such as visiting
a national park without get-
ting out of the car.

Or people may abandon a
leisure activity that takes
“too much’’ time:and sub-
stituteone that takes less
time. Or they may engage
in more than one activity
at the same time, say read-
ing the newspaper and eat-
ing while watching TV.

I think this is where I
enter a plea of guilty as
charged.

Holman used his experi-
ence as a missionary to
parts of the former Soviet
bloc to shed light on our
society.

After living in places
where even the police are
crooks, Holman concluded
it was not natural
resources and democratic
institutions that made the
United States great. “It's
the foundation of values,”
he declared.

Holman is concerned that
we as individuals and a
society are slipping away

.thanol, a clear, col-
orless liguid com-
pound, is a member
wed/ Of the alcohol fami-
ly and has been produced
since ancient times. Today,
it can be
used as a
stand-alone
automotive
fuel or it can
be mixed
with gaso-
line. The
mixture
allows for
cleaner burn-
ing in car
engines,
which results
in fewer
emissions.
Because it
comes from corn, ethanol is
also a renewable resource.
So why is it controversial?
It is more expensive to pro-
duce, detractors say, than
gasoline and is not as clean
as is claimed. Here are the
facts:

The wholesale price for a
gallon of ethanol is $1.03.
The wholesale price for a
gallon of gasoline is $0.46.
The government’s Alcohol

Fuel Tax Incentive of'$0.54
per gallon, however,
reduces ethanol’s price to
$0.49 per gallon, making it
affordable. The GAO found
in 1997 that these fedegal
subsidies cost the 'I‘reasury
more than $7 billion sipce
1979.

Even so, there are 45
firms operating 58 ethanol
plants loc¢ated in 19 states.
The Archer Daniels
Midland Corporation has
the largest facilities (the
company currently controls
50 percent of the total pro-
duction of ethanol in the
United States and donates
millions of dollars to politi-
cal campaigns). More
plants are being construct-
ed and many more are pro-
posed. Opponents of using
ethanol as an additive or
gas alternative complain
that it is controlled mainly
by the Archer Daniels
Midland Corporation.

Approximately 535 mil-
lion bushels of corn were
consumed by the ethanol
industry in 1994. In the
United States, more than 15
billion gallons of ethanol-
blended gasoline is used

eacl¥ year: Many ethanol
proponents point to the fact
that the use of ethanol
offefs econdmic benefits,
credting jobs and money.
The ethanol industry also
benefits farmers, since the
product comes from corn.

Meanwhgle the wholesale
price for reformulated gaso-
line blended with ethanol
and regtifar gasoline has
fallen in Chicago and
Milwaukee. In fact, the
price of ethanol is at an all-
time low due to increased
production.

Further, ethanol helps to
reducé air pollution and
improves car performance
because of its clean-burn-
ing quality. Air quality is
improved becaase it
reduces the emission of
such harmful elements as
carbon monoxide, ozone
precursors and air toxics.
Moreover, the chemical
produces more energy than
goes into its praduction.
This is due to the
fact that ethanol'production
has become mucht more *
advanced and efficient.

However, the National
Research Council’s report,

“Ozone-Forming Potential
of Reformulated Gasoline,”
released in May 1999 found
only a “smally air quality
benefit associated with the
use of ethanol. It stated
that “the additiop of oxy-
gen o fuel in the form of
commonly available oxy-

genates had little impact on

improving ozone air quali-
ty. Datd suggest¥that Oxy-
gen causes a small reduc-
tion ih the mass of VOC
(volatile drganic compound)
and CO exhaust emis-
sions." Ethanol came under
renewed consideration
recently after studies done
in March found that the
other fuel additive; Methyl
Tertiary Butyl Ether
(MTBE), contaminated
water in some parts of the
country.

The idea of a renewable
fuel that burns at least
somewhat cleaner than
gasoline should outweigh
cost considerations.
Besides, a significant factor
in those costs is transporta-
tion of ethanol to refineries
in distant states.

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Little awareness of baby abandonment law- -

AUSTIN (AP) The
nation’s first law to protect
parents who abandon their
babies in safe places from
prosecution isn’t accom-
plishing much because of a
lack of publicity, child advo-
cates say.

Frustrated by the lack of
available funding to publi-
cize the Texas law, state
Land Commissioner David
Dewhurst is paying for a
public service announce-
ment with his own money.
On Thursday, he announced
a publicity effort with the
nonprofit Baby Moses
Project.

“The problem is, we’'ve got
a crisis. We've got a solu-
tion and no one Kknows
about it,”” Dewhurst said.

The law, which took effect
in September, encourages
parents to take newborns to
hospitals or fire stations
rather than abandoning
them. Anyone who takes a
baby up to 1 month old to an
emergency medical services
provider may use that as a
defense against prosecution.

Twelve other states now
have similar laws and 24
states have abandonment
bills on the table.

The Texas law followed a
rash of 13 child abandon-
ment cases over 10 months
i the Houston area. Three
of the babies were found
dead. The newborns were
found on doorsteps, in
streets, at schools and in
trash bins.

Last year, 724 children
were left by their parents,

,and an estimated 50 babies

were dumped in trash con-
tainers.

In the latest abandon-
ment, a newborn boy was
found in a shopping bag
that ‘had been left at the
base of a mailbox along a
Houston area roadside
Thursday morning.

Dewhurst was joined at
his announcement - by
Marcia Hookie and her 6-
year-old adopted daughter.
Kristin was born on
Christmas Day 1993 and left
three days later at a laun-
dry.

‘When you get married...’

New state-sponsored handbook aimed at keeping couplcs together

Couples planning their
nuptials are getting some
help from the state these
days, with a new handbook
that is given out with every
marriage license.

The Howard County
Clerk’s office received its
copies of “When You Get
Married...” sometime in late
May, and employees have
been giving one to every
couple that buys a marriage
license since then.

So far, most reaction has
been positive to the book,
which is handed to the cou-

ple along with a gift pack of

samples and advertising fly-
ers from the Parenting
Group.

“When You Get Married”
was prepared through the
Attorney General’s office by
a committee chosen from
around the state. It included
attorneys, ministers, county
clerks and therapists.

Along with the new hand-
book, the cost of getting a
marriage license has been
increased, to $36. The
Howard County Clerk’s
Office has given out 170
licenses so far this year.

The handbook asks ques-
tions like, “What is your
definition of a good hus-
band/wife?” and “What do
you want from your mar-
riage?”

It also includes practical
information, such as the

-lence and what to do if you

It includes frequently-
asked questions about such
issues as child support,
child visitation, and state
laws regarding marriage. It
advises the soon-to-be mar-
ried about the importance of
a will, the need for open dis-
cussion about religious mat-
ters, and even the impor-
tance of spending time
together to build a relation-
ship.

While premarital counsel-
ing remains optional in the
state, advocates say the
book may serve as a kind of
do-it-yourself counseling
that could be helpful to cou-
ples ready to take that trip
down the aisle.

“Any type of information
that is factual and therapeu-
tically sound is an excellent
resource,” said Eddie
Tubbs, pastor of First
Baptist Church. But for
him, a book is not enough:
He said he requires couples
married by him to undergo
counseling.

The fiery church leader
whose family has been

active in African
Methodist Episcopal
Church affairs in

Baltimore for more than a
century has become the
first female bishop in the
denomination’s 213-year
history.

“Because of God's favor,
the stained glass ceiling
has been pierced and bro-
ken,” McKenzie said. “My
sisters, we've come a
mighty long way. But
there’s still a long way to
go.”

McKenzie and three
other new bishops were
elected by the church’'s
General Conference on
Tuesday night and were
then consecrated. '

“The church made a
major statement by elect-
ing the Rev. McKenzie,”
said the Rev. David
Jarrett of Grand Rapids,
Mich.

About 70 percent of the
church’s members are
women, and women have
long been accepted to the
clergy. But the church
had never had a female
bishop until McKenzie
won election on her first

“Like any music, it tends to
take you out of your every-
day problems. You're with
friends. There are. people
over the country that go
every week. They sing the
same songs, but they still
get the same charge out of
it they did 10 years ago.”

The vocalists sing with-
out any accompanying
instruments — not even a
harp. Many of the singers
say that the human voice is
“The Sacred Harp,” which
was also the title of a popu-
lar songbook published in
Georgia in 1844.

Now Sacred Harp singing
is attracting a new follow-
ing on college campuses
and in urban areas.

“We always look for a
rebirth,” said Hamrick, a
singer and composer, after
a “singing’’ at the Pilgrim’s
Rest Primitive Baptist
Church near Warner
Robins. “Maybe it’'ll skip a
generation and then the
young ones will get inter-
ested again.”

Sacred Harp is both a
social and a musical event.
The emphasis is on partici-
pation, not performing.
Participants refer to their
gatherings as “‘singings’’ or
“classes.”

Tradition born in church attracts new following

The songs, marty of them

composed dur the late

religious hemes Sacred
Harp, musk is afranged in
four parts: bass, tenor, alto

and a melody line known as
treble. Men sing bass,
women sing alto and both
sing tenor and treble, pro-
viding six-voice harmonies.

Sacred Harp is written
with shaped notes that orig-
inated in England in the
1600s. The note heads, rep-
resenting mi-fa-sol-la of the
musical scale, have distinc-
tive geometrical . shapes
that were devised to facili-
tate sight reading.

The 20 singers gathered at
Pilgrim’'s Rest included
people from all walks of
life. They started at about
10:30 a.m. and took a break
at noon to feast on covered
dishes. After lunch, they
sang for another 90 minutes
before heading home.

“It’s better than going to
church,” said Wesley
Haley, 48, of Jackson, who
has been singing for 12
years. He was there with
his wife, Rita, and teen-age
son, Timothy. Two daugh-
ters also sing. “Sometimes
you get into a spiritual
mood that raises the hair
on the back of your neck.”

Also among the singers
were three sisters — Rose
Watson of Yatesville and
Mary Brownlee and Martha
Harrell of Barnesville.

“We came up with it,”
said Watson, a Macon book-
keeper. “It’s just part of our
life. We didn’t have TV or
radio for entertainment.
We got out the Sacred Harp
book and sang.”

“Our earliest memories,
before we sang, was hear-
ing our mother and aunts
singing on the front porch,”
said Brownlee.

The original Sacred Harp
songbook was published in

1844 by Benjamin F. White |

and E.J. King. The latest
version of the book'is pub-
lished by the Sacred Harp
Publishing Co. in the west
Georgia town of Bremen.

“One-hundred-and-sixty
years ago, we were in the
rural South,” said Hugh
McGraw, 69, the company'’s
secretary for §0 . years.
“There was farming going
on. Papa and Mama had
eight to 10 kids. They went
to singing schools. They
went---to - singings on
Sunday. That's played out
now. There's no rural
South anymore. Everybody
had to. move to town to
make their livelihood.”

McGraw said the compa-
ny has sold about 90,000
song books over the past 30
years, some to customers in
Europe and Australia.

“The older people are
keeping it alive, but in
these new towns like Los
Angeles, San Diego and
Seattle, it's the younger
people who are doing it,”
said McGraw. The song
book features nine of his
songs and six of Hamirick’s.

Twenty-three states host
Sacred Harp conventions.

“Anything that divides
people, you leave at the
door of a singing, whether
you're a Baptist, Methodist,
Catholic or atheist, and
there are plenty of all of
those at singings today,
especially outside the
South,” said Warren Steel,
an assistant professor at
the University of
Mississippi.

Steel, a singer and
authority on the art, is
encouraged by the growth
outside the South, but won-
ders whether that will be
enough to sustain it.

State-funded biblical theme
park idea raising controversy

NEWTON, Iowa (AP) — In
a bowl-shaped meadow with
pine trees and a lake that
will serve as the Sea of
Galilee, a nonprofit group
hopes to set the stage for
nightly performances of the
Passion play, re-enacting
the life, death, resurrection
and ascension of Christ.

Organizers envision a
stream of buses and tourists
making the pilgrimage up
U.S. Highway 6 to the gates
of the Promised Land
Retreat, which they hope
rivals the success of The
Great Passion Play, an
Arkansas outdoor drama
that is the nation’s largest.

“I took my children there
when they were in grade
school — that is 26 years
ago,” said Leo Van Elswyk,
a leading supporter of the
project and a Jasper County
supervisor. “And it's still
going strong, so I think

" there's a tremendous poten-

tial there.”

The Passion play is per-
formed at nine sites nation-
ally and is a proven eco-
nomic engine, sometimes
spinning off related attrac-
tions as well as restaurants
and motels to serve the

In Eureka Springs, Ark.,
The Great Passion Play has
been seen by 5 million peo-
ple since it opened in 1968.
The region also boasts a
Bible Museum, Sacred Arts
Center, New Holyland taber-

nacle tour and a Christ of

the Ozarks statue. Among
other major spectacles, the

'Black Hills Passion Play in

Spearfish, S.D., has an
annual attendance between
60,000 and 70,000 and a win-
ter home in Lake Wales,
Fla.; and The Promise, a
play in Glen Rose, Texas,
attracts 70,000 to 75,000.

In order to make the mul-
timillion-dollar lowa project
a reality, members of the
organization backing it said
they may seek $100,000 from
the Community Attractions

and Tourism fund.

That idea has set off
alarms among some, who
say such funding would vio-
late the First Amendment,
which guarantees separa-
tion of church and state.

“We're certainly not
opposed to them creating
something like this, it’s just
the taxpayers have no oblig-
ation to support a religious
enterprise,’” said Ben Stone,
executive director of the
Iowa Civil Liberties Union.

Van Elswyk countered
that the prOJect would not
be the first time state funds
have paid for pursuits that
are partly spiritual.

The project has the sup-
port of Newton Mayor David
Aldridge and the county’s
economic development
alliance.
