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Traf f ic Toll 3, More Injured
Tragedy struck surely and quickly on Parmer 

County highways this week-end, leaving a traffic 
toll of three dead, at least five injured two auto­
mobiles demolished, two trucks partially damaged, 
and nine children left fatherless.

Burl Harrison Beene, 29, Friona; 
j .  d . Johnson, *4, Friona; and 
Carl Davis Greeson, 39, Black; 
were killed Saturday night in a 
collision a few hundred yards west 
of the Black elevators. Glen Min­
gus, passenger in the same auto­
mobile, was hosptalized, and his 
condition is said to be satisfactory. 
Time of the collision was near 
9 o’clock Saturday night.

Beene was driving eastward on 
Highway 60 in a new Mercury, 
With Johnson, Greeson and Min­
gus as passengers. Highway pa­
trolmen reported that the Beene 
cw  evidently pulled out to pass 
•  car driven by Ray Landrum 
and collided with a truck driven 
i-y Marvin Valentine Crow of 
Clovis, who escaped injury. Evi­
dently seeing the imminent colli­
sion, Beene apparently headed for 
the north barrow pit, the wegt- 
*>und truck striking the Meseaxsr 
3xo*dslde& Investigating eSfloef* 
main that the car never over­
turned, though was as badly 
wrecked as most overturned cars 
they have seen. AH bodies were 
thrown clear of the car.

Sheriff Charles Lovelace was at 
the drive-in theatre in Friona 
when he received the call via 
police radio from the highway 
patol. Picking up Justice of hte 
Peace Walter Loveless, they went 
to the scene Immediately. Dr, 
Smith, who accompanied the local 
ambulance, stated that Greeson 
wasn’t dead at the time he roach* 
ed Mm, however he died en route 
to the Parmer County hospital.

SUNDAY COLLISION

Three women were injured Sun­
day noon in a collision involving 
an east-bound California car and 
a wench-truck driven by O. C. 
Jones of Friona, the accident 
occuring just east of the -Friona 
city limits.

Jones stated that he had un­
hooked from the Beene vehicle 
at his wrecking yard here and 
had driven down the highway 
to pull Ray Landrum out of a 
mudhole- After detaching from 
the Landrum car, he had driven 
on eastward to an intersecton to 
turn around. W hen turning across 
the highway he was struck toy the 
Californa ’51 Nash Ambassador 
reportedly driven by G. A. Poe 
o f Van Nuys, California. The Poe 
car overturned, finally landing in 
the north barrow pit, facing the 
highway. Two men, three women, 
and two children were in  the 
vehicle, and the women were 
taken immediately to the local 
hospital for emergency treatment. 
Telephone conversation with ,Poe 
yestrday morning at Elk City, 
Oklahoma, revealed that one of 
the xwomen was still in somewhat

serious condition, according to 
Poe. She was reported to have 
suffered neck, head and back in ­
juries.

The Poe car was carrying three 
sisters from Van Nuys, California, 
to Elk City .Oklahoma, Where i
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The Oklahoma-bound Nash overturned at the 
northeast outskirts of Friona Sunday noon, with 
three women hospitalized. local people fed lunch 
to tbs, children involved me offered other -hospitali­

ties that prompted the 'remark from the travellers 
that "if we had to have a wreck, we thank God it 
was in such a friendly place as Friona where 
everyone has been so helpful/’
