‘ Almost 300 people packed the Ritz

Theater éarly this morning for the
bleary-eyed, midnight premiere
showing of “Star Wars: Episode I1
Attack of the Clones.”

“It looks pretty cool and it's mid-
night,” said Tanner Churchwell, 13.
“We’re some of the first people to
see the movie.”

“It’s pretty phat,” piped in
Brandon Stowers, 13, as the two
youths waited at least an hour in
the theater seats before the movie
started.

Thousands of people world-wide
lined up for midnight showings to
the next installment of the Star
Wars saga, but the almost 300 dedi-
cated Big Spring movie fans were a
part of an elite group to see the
movie from a digital-projection sys-
tem.

Fernando Vivcanco with Boeing
Space -and Communications media
relations estimates there are less
than 100 theaters world-wide that
have an installed digital-projection
system.

The Ritz Theater has the only

screen in Texas with a Boeing digi-
tal projection system, Vivcanco
said.

“Typically, film is a copy of at
least a third generation form of the
original,” Vivcanco said. “The first
show the film begins to degrade.”

The film data is encrypted and
transmitted by Boeing Digital
Cinema to the theater via satellite.

“The satellite dish on top (of the
theater) transmits the data to the
rack and the picture is stored in the
computer,” said Kevin Ritz, owner
of the Ritz Theater.

Once in the Boeing In-Cinema
Equipment, the movie data is
decompressed and decrypted.
Previews are also sent by satellite
the same way. With the click of a
mouse and a button, previews can
be added to the movie and film is
ready for presentation.

The new technology allows an
almost picture perfect presentation
every time.

“There will never be a film break-
age, a misframe, no scratches” Ritz
said. “The last presentation will be
as clear as the first.”

Film or digital, the enthusiastic
crowd was ready when the lights

Suicide prevention workshops slated by WITCMHMR officials

Payne and Shannon Nabors,
Director of Critical Care Services
and Clinical Training, recently
trained as two of 10 people in Texas
in the highly touted ASIST program
or Applied Suicide Intervention
Skills Training. The two are now
providing the knowledge to educa-
tors, community organizations, law
enforcement personnel, health pro-
fessionals and all public servants
during several summer workshops.

ASIST’s two-day training will be
offered in Howard County on
Tuesday and Wednesday and again

Nearly every person will come in
contact with someone with suicidal
tendencies at some time in his or
her life.

Recognizing these behaviors can
be instrumental in saving some-
one’s life, said Janet Payne, LMSW,
West Texas Centers for MHMR
Mental Health Essential Services
Director.

"In 20 years of practice in the men
tal health field, I have never seen a
program that provides more hands-
on, skills-building, and real-life
impact as this one does," Nabors
said. "This program truly offers
help to those who are at risk for sui-
cide. It was a learning experience
that was one of the most rewarding
I have had, and I look forward to
sharing it with others."

West Texas Centers for MHMR
provides mental health and mental
rétardation services for more than
2,200 people a month in 23 rural
counties in. West Texas.

Mental health care is provided at
Mental Health Centers in Andrews,
Dawson, Gaines, Garza, Howard,
Mitchell, Nolan, Reeves, Runnels,
Scurry, Terry, Upton, Ward,
Winkler and Yoakum counties.

Depression is the most common
mental illness, and depression can
lead to suicide, Payne said. West
Texas Centers for MHMR employ-
ees come in contact with people in
the community and their clinics
who are at high risk for suicide.

Many people with suicidal tenden-
cies provide some clue of their
intentions, Payne said. Hints,

ASIST provides partici-
pants with the necessary
attitudes, knowledge and
skills to recognize and
assess the risk of suicidal
behaviors.

"The goal of the ASIST
training is to improve care-
givers' abilities to intervene
until either the immediate
danger of suicide is reduce
or additional assistance or
resources can be accessed,”
Payne said. "ASIST can be
compared to CPR. Like the

CPR method, the training is .

designed to provide care-
givers with emergency first-
aid skills for helping people
at risk for suicide.”

More than 99 percent of
workshop participants rec-
ommend the workshop to
others, Payne said.

The workshop costs $70
and includes lunch, snacks
CEU’s and an ASIST manu-
al and workbook.

Roth remembers
picking up the telephone in
his Panhandle home more
than 60 years ago and find-
ing someone else on the
family’s party line.

As time passed and more
folks in the Pampa area got
phones, . seven-digit num-
bers became the norm. In
1947, when Roth was about
18, the state was divided
into four area code regions:
915 for West Texas tele-
phones; 214 in the
Northeast, 512 in Central
and South Texas; and 713
in the Southeast.

Fifteen years later, a geo-
graphic split of the
Lubbock and Amarillo
region gave Roth and fel-
low telephone custamers in
the northern part of the
Panhandle the 806 area
| code. And 806 has stood
untouched since its cre-
ation in 1962.

“Like everything else,
the major growth is in the
big cities,” Roth said.

As Texas grew, new area
codes were added. In the
1990s, the proliferation of
cellular phones, fax
machines, pagers and
other devices forced the
Public Utility Commission
to create about a dozen
new codes. Today there are
21; a new area code will be

added in July in the
Northeast.
New codes have been dis-

tributed by dividing
regions or cities; turning
cities into a doughnut,
with the outer ring and the
“hole” getting different

WASHINGTON (AP) —-
President Bush was told a
month before Sept. 11 that
Osama bin Laden’s terrorist
network might hijack
American ‘airplanes, the
White House acknowledged
as Congress studies whether
the government failed to
heed warning signs.

Law enforcement agencies
were quietly put on alert,
but officials said the presi-
dent and U.S. intelligence
did not know that suicide
hijackers were plotting to
use planes as missiles, as
they did against the World
Trade Center and the

Pentagon.
“There has been long-
standing speculation,

shared with the president,
about the potential of
hijackings in the traditional
sense,” White House press
secretary Ari Fleischer said
Wednesday night. “We had
general threats involving
Osama bin Laden around
the world and including in
the United States.”

He said the administra-
tion, acting on the informa-
tion received in early
August, notified the “appro-
priate agencies” that hijack-
ings “in the traditional

Candidate George W. Bush didn’t conceal his
opposition to stricter gun controls, though his
campaign was embarrassed by NRA boasts that it
planned to set up an office in the White House.
With Ashcroft at Justice, that has hardly been
necessary.

Shortly after taking office, Ashcroft sought to
roll back FBI record-keeping of gun sales from 90
days to 24 hours. He said that gun owners’ priva-
cy might be compromised, which is but an echo
of the NRA line that argues record-keeping
amounts to de facto-federal gun registration.

A preliminary review by the General
Accounting Office at the time argued that such
hasty and unprecedented destruction of govern-
ment records could allow felons and the mentglly
ill to obtain guns, and even hamper any audit of
the integrity of the system. Since 1998, the back-
ground checks by the FBI have blocked tens of
thousands of unqualified people from buying
guns.

A few months after Sept. 11 — in an astonishing
case of zealotry trumping national security
Justice Department officials refused to let the
FBI review records of background checks. The
FBI was trying to find out if any of the 1,000 peo-
ple detained after the Sept. 11 attacks had pur-
chased guns. ...

There are more than 200 million guns in circu-
lation in this country. That's an awesome num-
ber, enough guns for every adult American and
then some. By launching this ill-advised assault
on gun control, the Bush administration ignores
the will of Congress, the history of the courts and
the public’s opinion.

Realizing dangers of multiculturalism

interviewed a
group of
Palestinian
Americans there for the
show "All Things
Considered.”

The conversation was
chilling. The sentiments
expressed by second- and
third-generation Palestinian
Americans could have
come from the Jenin
refugee camp in the West
Bank or even from Hamas
members.

"The people in the refugee
camp, they choose between
living like a dog or dying
like a human being. They
prefer to die like a human
being,” one man says of the
suicide bombers who killed
dozens of men, women and

children out for pizza, or
celebrating a daughter's
coming of age, or shopping
for food.

Another Palestinian
American — this one, a
third-year law student
offered this explanation for
the wave of attacks by
Palestinians against civil-
ians in Israel, taking the
violence away from the
West Bank, where much of
the earlier Intifada took
place:

"They got sick of that,
and they said, 'Look, if
you're going to maintain
this war with us, we're
going to bring the war to
you,"™ the young law stu-
dent says, defending the
bombings of nightclubs and
supermarkets, where civil-
ians were the only targets.

NPR's Bradley, says of
one young man, "If he
weren't living in suburban
Virginia, he would proba-
bly be a suicide bomber."

"It doesn't matter who
dies,” says the boy himself,
*just as long as they're
Israeli.” The boy's mother
blames Israel for turning
her son into a hatemonger.
“They've made him violent
and hate them," she says of
her American-born son.

The boy's father offers, "If
his time has come, he will

die, regardless of where he
is. But at least he will die
for a cause. I will live the
rest of my life being proud
of him.”

These sentiments are
shocking coming from
American citizens. They go
way beyond expressing sup-
port for a Palestinian state
or even antagonism toward
the policies of Israel — or
the U.S both of which
are acceptable political
viewpoints. These
Palestinian Americans are
expressing views one does-
n't expect to find outside
the Al Agqsa Martyrs
Brigade or among its sym-
pathizers. They express a
contempt for the rule of
law and an allegiance to an
extremist, foreign ideology
that is antithetical to
American values

And they are a reflection
of our new multicultural
America, where young peo-
ple are taught that one's
allegiance to one's ethnic
group takes precedence
over allegiance to the
United States or adherence
to democratic values. These
young people may have
been born in the U.S., but
they are Palestinians first
and foremost.

What ever happened to
old-fashioned American

assimilation, where second-
and third-generation
Americans put aside the
animosities and allegiances
of their ancestors? Franco
Americans had no antipa-
thy toward German
Americans; Americans of
Serbian descent could live
peaceably alongside
Croatian Americans; those
of Indian descent could be
friends with those who
came from Pakistan.

The sometimes bitter
struggles among their co-
ethnics in their hcmelands
evoked no strong sense of
identification in those who
had left behind such tribal
allegiances when they emi-
grated, and even less sym-
pathy among their chil
dren. But times have
changed.

The oath of allegiance
still requires new citizens
"absolutely and entirely
renounce and abjure all
allegiance and fidelity to
any foreign prince, poten-
tate, state, or sovereignty of
whom or which [they] have
heretofore been a subject or
citizen.” Tell that to the
naturalized American citi-
zens and their U.S.-born
children who are gathered
in Falls Church, Va., to
cheer on their co-ethnic
suicide bombers.

The New Jersey Nets
haven’t enjoyed this kind of
glory since their ABA days.

Instead of Dr. J though,
it's J-Kidd in what has
become one of the great
turnaround seasons in NBA
history.

Jason Kidd scored 23
points and made several
plays that swung the
momentum as the Nets
defeated Charlotte 103-95
Wednesday night in Game 5
in the Hornets' last game
before moving to New
Orleans next season.

The Nets earned their
first trip to the Eastern
Conferenoce finals since
joining the NBA in 1976,
and will play the Boston
Celtics in a best-of-seven
series that will start here
on Sunday.

In the West, the Lakers
and Kings begin their con-
ference final in Sacramento
on Saturday

The Nets-Celtics series
pits a two-time ABA cham-
pion in the 1970s against a
franchise that has won an
NBA-best 16 titles

“We have answered a lot
of questions that were out
there since October and the
next question is if we are
going to beat a talented
team in Boston,” said Kidd,
who also had 13 assists,
seven rebounds and five
steals. “I think this has
been a dream season for us
and we do not want it to
end.”

Before this season, the
Nets had made it out of the
second round of the playoffs
only once (1984) in their
first 25 years in the NBA.
They made the playoffs
once since 1994.

However, everything has
changed this year following
the offseason trade with
Phoenix for fellow All-Star
point guard Stephon
Marbury

“I came in with the atti-
tude that on paper we had
some talented guys and my
job was to get them to play
and have confidence in
each other,” Kidd said.

Kidd did that and the Nets
went 52-30 just a year after
going 26-56.

The thread most of the
season was Kidd's ability to
deliver in big games.
