lice agencies.

Contributing causes of the acci­
dents ranked as speeding, driving 
while intoxicated, failure to grant 
right-of-way, wrong side of road 
(not in passing) and following 
other vehicles too closely.

Captain J. W. Blackwell of the 
Amarillo division nqtes that in car­
rying out their basic duties, the 28 
patrolmen of the Amarillo District 
performed the following number 
of activities during the month:

Eighty accidents investigated.
Traffic arrests totaling 412. Of 

these, 35 for DWI.
Warnings were given in 1295 

instances.

Thinking back the other day, I 
recalled that a large portion of the 
Golden Spread was once owned by 
the English Syndicate. There was 
not much land sold before 1907, 
when different agencies procured 
a contract with the English Syndi­
cate to sell the land in small tracts.

In a few years, large settlements 
sprang up which consisted mostly 
of people from east of the Missouri 
river. They were good, industrious 
oeople but had invested all they 
had in the land beneath their feet 
and for different reasons, their cap­
ital soon became exhausted. Emi­
grants coming in each year provid­
ed labor for the pioneers and thus 
they were able to stay another year 
until the next bunch of emigrants 
came along.

At 
that time it was said that the only 
green things in Texas was man and 
bear grass.

The next attempt to master what 
is now the G,olden Spread was a 
large emigration from Oklahoma. 
The farmers prospered and a good 
many of those same farmers can 
still be found here today.

This is just a description of the 
settlers on the XIT Ranch. The 
land east of the ranch was home­
steaded at an earlier date and 
seemed to prosper as they had 
enough acreage to combine cattle 
raising with farming.

Ladino Enough t o  Plant f 
on Million Farms in 1954 j

Knee-deep in Ladino clover pasture. A lot of milk, butter and 
cheese can con e from a stand of Ladino like this.

For the first time since the in­
troduction of Ladino clover, there 
is now enough seed available to 
meet the demand; in fact there 
was enough in 1952-53 to plant 10 
acres of Ladino-grass pasture on 
ca.eh of 700,000 farms.

Not as many farmers as should 
took advantage of this opportu­
nity, because many of them had 
cot come to realize the potenti­
alities of Ladino and others had 
thought of it as being in short 
supply and too high-priced for 
common use. Since the supply 
was ample, the price reasonable 
a ;d the seeding rate in pasture 
r,- ixtures low, there was no sound 
reason for their not going “ all 
out” on Ladino, and they un­
doubtedly will this next sowing 
season, the fall and spring of 
1053-54, when they know the real 
s nation as to seed supply and 
price.

Even with the expected much 
lower seed production of Ladino 
clover seed in California and 
Oregon in 1953 than the average 
e. over IOV2 million pounds the 
1 si 3 years, farmers need not 
worry about maintaining their 
Ladino-grass pastures for many 
years to come. The supply, which 
i. eludes carry-over, for 1953-54 

f planting will still be larger than 
, lor 1952-53 and may be sufficient 
' to plant nearly 10 million acres 
o: Ladino-grass pasture.

No legume except alfalfa eta 
compete with Ladino as a pasture 
crop. For many years its culture 
was confined to the irrigated
lands of the West. During the 
past decade, however, Ladino 
has advanced in a lush green tide 
into other areas of the U. S. 
wherever adequate mo ire, at 
the right time, and f ? soils 
are available—from V.T ngton, 
Minnesota and New Y o . o n  the 
North, to Georgia, r exas and 
California on the Soutn.

Like alfalfa and red clover, 
Ladino for pasture should always 
be sown with one or two com- 1 
patible grasses such as Alta or 
Ky 31 fescue, orchardgrass, timo- 
thy or bromegrass at rates that 
will insure that half or more of 
the forage will be grass. Such 

mbinations produce the best 
age, are utilized most effici- , 

ently by livestock and reduce the ; 
hazard of bloat which is always ! 
present with such vigorous le- ; 
gumes as alfalfa, Ladino and red j 
clover when grown alone or when j 
they dominate the stand. Where ; 
moisture conditions are favoral: 1 : 
the rates of seeding for paste : 
are about 2 to 3 pounds of Ladino j 
to 10 to 15 pounds of grass seed. {

Draft Quota High
Brigadier General Paul L. Wake­

field has issued a draft call for 
1,187 men for July. It is the largest 
quota in six months.

The state director of Selective 
Service declared that calls for the 
next 12-month period will be on an 
increased level. Cause of the in­
crease, General Wakefield assert­
ed, is the fact that more men will 
be getting out of uniforms during 
the government’s next fiscal year.

Coke Fights Congress
Coke Stevenson, Jr., Texas

Liquor Administrator and newly
elected president of the National
Conference of State Liquor Admin­
istrators, is readying a blast against 
federal interference with state
liquor laws.

The national conference adopted 
a strong resolution to be presented 
to congressmen pointing out that 
the repeal amendment returned to 
the states the licensing and super­
vision of the liquor industry. There 
are bills now pending in Congress 
prohibiting beer and liquor adver­
tising.

Need Industrial Safety Law
Elevators in Texas are not in­

spected for safety, says C. H. Cav 
ness, state auditor. He advocates 
inspection laws similar to those in 
many other states.

Cavness commented also on the 
need for an industrial safety law, 
with proper authority for enforce­
ment.

He noted that 247,371 accident 
claims were handled last year by 
the Industrial Accident Board. This 
compares with 179,152 cases eight 
years ago. Claims last year totaled 
$22,000,000 as compared with $10,- 
581,000 eight years ago.

Present laws do not require 
safety inspections in schools and 
courthouses. The Labor Depart­
ment will ask the 1955 legislature 
to pass a law requiring such in­
spections.

Dairymen to Promote Industry
June is dairy month. Dairymen 

of Texas will contribute two cents 
per hundred weight of the milk and 
one-half a cent per pound butterfat 
in cream they sell this month to 
the state ADA headquarters in Aus­
tin.

Sam Von Rosenberg, state man­
ager of the American Dairy Asso­
ciation of Texas says that it is a 
voluntary plan proposed to the 30,- 
000 milk producers in the state, to 
provide $150,000 annually to pro- 
mot« an increase in the sale of 
milk, butter, ice cream, cheese and 
other dairy products through ad­
vertising.

I had just gotten them bunched, 
and away from the stack, when, 
without warning, the big, memor­
able blizzard of April 9th blew in 
with a bang.

The spring and summer of 1919 
were wonderful. The cattle grew 
fat and sleek on the luxuriant, 
green grass. There was a fine calf 
crop. Best of all, that was the year 
when our young men came home 
from fighting a terrible war. His­

We were just 
an average American family dur­
ing the pioneer years that followed.

Here, at Goat 
Head Prairie, torrential rains came 
the latter part of October. Just 
before one of these rains, Trixey 
was out with her family to give 
them an airing and early instruc­
tions in the ways of dog life.

She was happy, and proud of 
them; we all were. The downpour 
came almost unannounced, and 
sent five, toddling balls of fur 
scampering under the front porch. 
It was a terrible rain. Water rose 
all over the yard till it inundated 
most everything, including the 
porch.

time, a little feed was grown for 
the cattle, but the summer had 
been so dry very little was har­
vested, and there was none to buy. 
With very little feed and no dry 
place in which a cow could lie 
down for months, the cattle be­
came so emaciated they could not 
stand the cold.

I wonder just where these years 
have gone. There were five of us, 
and a dog. Crusoe grew regal in 
stature and bearing, his coat al­
most white as snow. Dog lovers

There was a windmill a few miles 
away and an estimated 900 cattle 
died there. It will put gray hair 
in one’s head to be awakened, on 
a sub-zero night, by his starving 
cattle bawling for feed, or to hear 
his horses knawing the boards from 
the corral fence. Many a man lost 
his life’s savings, some never re­
covered, and there were a few sui­
cides.

I had come to the Panhandle in 
1906, an ambitious stripling, full of 
vim and vision. I arrived just in 
time to witness a great transform­
ation, the passing of a cattle em­
pire.

I would take anything on a share 
basis, or buy anything on credit, 
that I thought would make money. 
When the winter, of which I write, 
came I had acquired a family, a 
small ranch of several hundred 
acres, and 75 eHreford cows. There 
was a deed of trust on the land, at 
10 per cent interest, and a mort­
gage on the cattle, the family was 
mine.

The little boy, and the two little 
girls, stood in silent awe. The 
madam cried, as she wiped the 
snow and ice from my face. A 
gangling, half-grown dog, licked 
my hands. Every one of those

Trixey was so frantic she rushed 
into the house, and up on the ma­
dam’s bed spread. We didn’t scold 
much, for each of us felt almost 
as she did. With the aid of the 
garden rake, I fished out four be­
draggled, sodden puppies. There 
was one on a small island, just a 
clod of dirt, yards beyond my 
reach.

He seemed doomed to a watery 
grave, for the water would soon be 
over his head. The two little girls 
and the little boy were pleading, 
“Please Daddy, you will just have 
to get him, you’ll have to.” I was 
down on my belly, almost im­
mersed in that cold water trying to 
rescue him.

With the 
exception of the three sable spots, 
he was white like Lad, who was a 
large, pure white Collie, of royal 
breeding.

The rains turned to snow in No­
vember, with more and more snow 
that covered everything with huge 
drifts that didn’t melt ’till spring. 
It is almost impossible to compre­
hend the suffering and death loss 
of cattle before the winter ended.

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Q—I’m a World War I veteran, 
drawing a pension from the VA. 
My wife has just gone to work 
part-time. In figuring my annual 
income, will I have to count the 
money she earns to se whether I 
come within the limits of the law?

A—You will not have to count 
your wife’s separate earnings in 
computing your annual income for 
pension purposes.

Q—A veteran friend of mine for­
got to pay his GI term insurance 
premium when it was due. He died 
during his 31-day grace period. Will 
his beneficiaries receive his insur­
ance proceeds, or are they out of 
luck?

A—His beneficiaries will receive 
the insurance proceeds, minus the 
unpaid premium.

Q—Are all post-Korea veterans 
affected by the August 20, 1954, 
deadline date for starting Korea 
GI Bill training?

A—No. The only post-Korea vet­
erans who must be in training by 
that date, in order to continue aft­
erwards, are those who were sep­
arated from service before August 
20, 1954. Veterans separated aft­
erwards have two years from their 
separation date in which to begin 
Korea GI training.

Q—If a veteran dies without 
naming a beneficiary for his GI in­
surance what happens to the pro­
ceeds?
