To Date *79.450727.35 Has Been Ap.
propriated for Relief Work.
Criticisms Answered.

Washington  What the American
Red Gross has done with the vast
sums of money entrusted to It by the
people of the Felted States is stated
In detail in a report just issued by
the natlonsl headquarters To date.
$79,450.727."6 has been appropriated
for relief work in this country and
abroad.

For foreign relief $44 657,795 has
been appropriated ss follow* France.
$10519,259 00;  Belgium, $1.999 011;
Russia. $751,940.87: Koumania. $2,617,-
198.70; Great Britain, $1,709,642 oth
er ‘orelgn countries. $2,626,300: Am-
erican soldiers who may be taken
prisoner, $341,627.

The foregoing appropriations are
from the time the Lnltcd State* en-
tered the war until April 20, 1918
For the 1'nited State* the Red Cross
has appropriated $2,612,532.60 and the
reason this sum is not larger Is be-
cause the government prorides near-
ly everything our army and navy
need*, and beside*, there is no civil-
ian distress in this country of any
considerable proportions.

The great variety of the military
and civilian relief work being done
I>y the Red Cross i* Indicated briefly
in the following list: canteen* that
afford food, baths and tleeping quart-
ers for men at ‘'he front rest sta-
tions and recreation centers for sol-
diers in transit asd at port of arrival
in France; car# of destitute children:
furnishing supplies to 4,000 hospit-
als; teaching mutilated soldiers new
trades; reconstruction of villages;
bringing together families of soldiers
scattered by the war; farms for con-
valeseent soldier* sanitarium* for
tubercular and eper patients;  food,
clotring. medicine, and shelter for
the homeless and destitute; and oth
er activities too numerous to men-
tion.

It is stated by the national war coun-
cil that all salaries and administra-
tive expenses are paid out of mem-
bership dues, so that every penny giv-
en to the Red Cross war fund has
been spent for relief TICs answers
the rumors that have been circulated
about the expense* of operation.

Out of 255 executives In the 14 di-
visional offices of the Red Cross in
the Cnlted States. 69 per cent are
women. The policy is to select the
most competent person regardless of
politics, sos or religion.

Sixteen Large Warehouses Established
in France to Serve Needs of
American Troops and Hospitals.

To serve the American troops and
the hundreds of wur hospitals behind
the French firing line and to reach the
thousands of French refugees the Bed
Cross commission to France hns estab-
lished a system of 16 large warehouses
throughout France.

Six of the new warehouses have
been located In Paris, which serves as
the center of the distribution system.
Ten other warehouses ure lecated out-
side the capital. Approximately 15.-
nno tons of materials are now being
distributed monthly from these ware-
houses hy the Red Cross commission.

Every kind of medical supplies,
drugs and surgical Instruments Is car-
ried In stock for tbe use of hospital
stuffs.  Foodstuffs, clothing, building
materials, plowing Implements und
tools are also being Imported In large
gnantitles for the assistance of French
refugees.

The close relation between modumn
farm buildings, especially dulry bams,
and enduring prosperity fur the farm
Is seldom appreciated at Its full worth.

Fanning for permanent prosperity
ndda to the equipment of the farm
eaeh year.

Practical business on the farm de-
mands Arst the permanent Improve-
ment of the soil. This requires live
stock. Live stock culls for good feagea
and comfortable buildinga.

The acme of perfection In farm man-
agement is the building up of a richer

soil year after year, the Improvement
of farm live stock and the Increase in
numbers to consume the roughage and
grains on the fnrtn.

More live stock nnd better live stock
demand more buildings, better con-
structed. Farm animal* kept uuder
good baslness management are made
comfortable In cold weather and they
are given a variety of foods to ki*ep
growing in winter as rapidly as In sum-
mer.

Business farming for permanent
prosperity requires that a good many
different operations shall follow along,
theu merge one Into the other. At the
Rnme time It Is not necessary for any
farmer to wait until he hns all the
different arrangements made to Jump
Into permanent farm work, because It
Is better, ensler and more nutural to
commence In a small wny and lead up
step by step front the improvement of
the soil to sanitary Tentllated build-
ings.

Besides there Is more real, genuine
enjoyment In building up a farm busi-
ness In this wuy. Euch little suceeas
brings It* own reward. Euch loud of
munure properly handled and worked
into the soil add* Its quota of humus,
w-hich fosters soli bacteria and h >ld*
moisture to produce a larger crop.

Each load of lime helps to prepare
the soil to grow more clover, to sup-

The ventilation system utilises three
large-sise ventilators connected with
four-air flues carried along the rafters
on either side of the ventilator base
and down to near the floor line In the
stable. Fresh ulr Is admitted to the
stable through floes which start Just
above the concrete block basement
wall, are curried up the wall to the
floor Joists and across to register* In
the celling above the feeding alley.
The combined effective area of the In-
take fluea Is figured ahoat 10 per cent
In excess of the combined effective
area of the four-air flues, which In-
sures an adequate supply of fresh air
to the animals at all times.

The foundations of this barn are
solidly laid of concrete and the floors
are poured of the same material, the
mangers nnd gutters being formed as
a part of the floor structure. It has
been found an advantage to slope the

stall floors both ways from a point a
little less than halfway hack from the
manger. A slight slope Is given from
this point to the manger and a greater
slope Is given from this point to the
gutter. The object Is to prevent the
cows from pushing all of their betiding
back Into the gutter during the night.
Gutter drains are fitted with covers to
prevent loss of valuable fertilizer and
clogging of the drainage aystem.

The stable wall above the concrete
blocks Is finished with 8-inch boards
placed vertically, nnd the Interior Is
finished with celling stock so that the
stuble will be warm.

Sp man can alone accomplish any
great task. Every great leuder has
been blessed by one or more equally
great helper*. Luther had his Melnnc-

twelve

thon; Wesley. Id* brother Charles.
Whitfield nnd others; Moody had
Whittle. Bliss, Rankey, Towner and
more. These leaders but followed the

example of our I»rd. Jesus' ministry
made him much observed and greatly
multiplied hi* duties and burden*.
When, therefore, he chose these dis-
ciples, he desired not only to obtain
help and to beglu to teach those who
were to take hi* place, but, like every
other act, he desired to teach a lesson
to those who were so carefully observ-
ing him. In verse 14 we are told that
he chose twelve, which was a signifi-
cant number, corresponding to the
twelve tribes, and at once confirmed
hi* assumption to the Messlahshlp and
meant that the woudrous prophesies
were being fulfilled. It al*o served tq
stimulate those upon whom the choice

fell. Jesus, ns we know from other
passage*, retired to the mountains to
pray. The callTame from on high

(v. 13). and those called “went up" to
him for preparation and for quali-
fication. The cull is a purpose-
ful one, for It Is not enough to go up;
we must also go down and out, hence
these are “sent” (vv. 14, 13). Only
those who are authorized, however, are
aent. Those whom Jesus sent out were
to found a new kingdom nnd to do a
grenter work thun merely to Judge the

people, beenuse they were not only to |

Judge results, hut they were to change
results by altering cuuses; hence they
hnd power over demons, even as the
Master, for evil has no rights. The
source of their power Is to be Jesus,
for lie la to he with them, our own pro-
tection as well (Mutt. 28:20) ; and their
power Is to grow with Its usage, for
we learn by doing. These men were
originally united, not by a creed but
hy an ideul; not by a doctrine or teach-
ing, but by actions; not by u subscrip-
tion to a confession. At oncothey met
with conflict. First of all by a blas-
phemous unhellef. The Holy Ghost Is
no more holy thun Jesus; hut. if we
slander him In his veiled condition and
before his unfinished work, great shall
he the penalty. Those who hate God
shut out the light. Secondly, hy a con-
flict with misdirected zeal. There were
those about Jesus who watched over
him, whereas rather they should have
had him watching over them (v. 21).
On the other bund, the scribes accused
him of being possessed of devil's. They
attributed to the devil the work that
the Holy Spirit and Son were doing.
What a strange picture! Friend* seek-
ing to restrain, enemies accusing and
relatives Interposing, yej nothing enn
stop the onward march of the kingdom
of God. Luke tells us that these twelve
were selected from among the rest of
the disciples. They were to have u
grenter nearness and more extended
authority and, of course, greater test-
ings than the others who were disci-
ples or “learners.” These disciples are
to be the light of the world. The Chris-
tian, “who Is the salt of the earth,"
loses his Identity and will lose his snlt-
nes* and become like the world. If he
keeps not near unto Christ. As light
Is a good thing to preserve, purify and
to cleanse, so are the Christians, yet
there Is a greuter thing, when we ener-
gize, direct and believe. This Is what
the apostles were to do. The aggres-
sive Peter and the other “Son of
Thunder,” the reflective, cautious
Thomns, these were the men who were
sent forth as public heralds (John

1:36.) Nome they are to win by per-
sonal solicitation (Jnmes 1:41). Oth-
ers by public proclamation (Acts

2:39-41.) Men are saved through men,
nnd those whom he sends forth are
those who have first learned to follow.
Their work Is mode permanent only as
“they abide In him.” God wants the
hearing eur, the believing heart and
the confessing mouth (Horn. 10:14).
The one who would preach Jesus and
have power In his name must flrat of
all “be with him,” that la, he must en-
joy a deep, abiding, victorious life of
fellowship with Jesus. Jesus gave di-
rections to those he sent out, flrat to
preach; second, to heal lliness; third,
to cast out demons.

Our mission Is to both body and

soul, but Christ puts the spiritual
needs first (vv. 14. 15; see Matt.
10:7, 8.) The difficulty with many

henlers of today Is that they Invert
this order. Those whom Jesu* sends
out are to offer his kingdom to men
And not command men to receive It
Their work will bring variance upon
the earth, even among those In th*
mante family; bat those who will not
go nra not "worthy of me.” Jesue saw
plainly that the victories of hi* king-
dom were often hindered rather than
helped by the presence of great
crowd* (v. 12).
