That “ol’ mulé-drivin’ woman” is
Elber’s first wife, Edna, who died
in 1956 and who keeps him going
from day to day. You see, Elber
can’t stand the thought of dying
and maybe meeting up with Edna
again. He’s just sure she’s up
there waiting, ready to stick a hoe
in his right hand and a hammer
in his left.

But that’s another story.

A number of years ago, but still
A.E. — that’s After Edna — Elber
was determined to get rid of the
rabbits that stripped his garden on
a routine basis.

Starting over is not
very easy for them but it
can be done.

Chris was one of my
bosses when I worked at
a factory in Corpus
Christi. He had been with
the company more than
35 years. He worked very
hard and long hours for
the company, working as

much as 12 hours a day.
One day the management
called him in and fired
him. They fired him not
because of poor perfor-
mance, but because he
was making too much
money. He was replaced
by someone who was
younger, with less experi-
ence and on a lower pay
scale. By the way, though
the company saved a few
dollars on his salary they
paid for it in other ways
by the loss of his experi-
ence.

I'll be honest, Chris was
angry and upset. Chris
had worked so hard for
that company and he was
very dedicated. Now in
his late 50s he was out
the door and unem-
ployed. Chris could have
just sat at home and
become bitter but he did-
n’'t. He decided not to
throw up his hands and
give up. Chris instead
went out and began his
own business.

Recently I ran into a
woman who had been

laid off by her employer
here in Howard County.

She was very hard work- -

ing and dedicated to her
job. She told me that she
looked at this event in
her life as God closing
one door and opening up
another door for her in
the teaching field.

Years ago, a young man
was laid off from his job.
Though a college gradu-
ate, he could not find a
job, any job. He was told
he either had too much
education to flip burgers
or he didn’t have the
right kind of educational
background.

During his first week
on unemployment he
went and put in nearly 20
job applications. When he
reported this to the
unemployment office
worker he was told not to
fill out so many applica-
tions during the week.
He didn’t listen to them
because he wanted to
work and provide for his
family. Finally a door
opened in which he was

hired for a part-time posi-
tion. Shortly after this,
another job in the con-
struction field opened up.
By the way, did I tell you
this last story was about
me?

I share these three sto-
ries with you because for
those of you who have
lost your job recently
there is hope. Do not give
up. As I look back on my
life I see where God
allowed me to lose my job
in order to do several
things in my life. First it
was to get me to draw
closer to the Lord and to
seek Him. The second
reason was to bring a
change of direction in my
life. To point me in a dif-
ferent direction that I
would have never consid-
ered before. The third
reason was to give me a
perspective on how it is
to be out of work. It
helped make me more
sensitive and understand-
ing to those who are out
of work.

Comptrolier
rejects budget;
legisiators hicker
over redistricting

AUSTIN (AP) — With a
two-year state budget
that’s not balanced or cer-
tified, some lawmakers
are questioning Gov.
Rick Perry’s decision to
call lawmakers back to
take up a contentious
congressional redistrict-
ing measure.

“It is truly reckless to
focus state resources on
redistricting in a time
when the people of Texas
are facing real problems
with getting needed state
services and programs,
and keeping our children,

elderly and disabled
healthy,” said Rep.
Garnet Coleman, D-
Houston.

Democrats accuse the
legislative leadership of
bowing to pressure by
U.S. Rep. Tom DeLay,
who has visited the
Capitol to encourage the
Legislature to redraw
Texas congressional dis-
tricts. Republicans say
the current lines don't
accurately reflect the
Republican-leaning vot-
ing habits of Texans.

“With a special session
on redistricting, the gov-
ernor had his priorities

out of balance,” said
Democratic Party chair-
woman Molly Beth
Malcolm. “Now the

state’s budget is out of
balance. Clearly, we have
bigger fish to fry than
Tom DeLay’'s power
grab.”

Some legislative lead-
ers, however, said they
hoped the budget problem
can be corrected before
lawmakers return to
Austin“‘!‘a

Rep. Ima e_,lé%
R-Houston, gg‘?& législa-
tors will work with
Comptroller Carole
Keeton Strayhorn to try
to solve the issue before
Sunday, the last day for
Perry to sign bills into
law.

“We're not ready to con-
cede there are no other
options” than the special
session, he said.

“This will hopefully
just be a memory by the
time we get back on June
30,” Perry said.

Two unidentified
sources told the Fort
Worth Star-Telegram that
if Strayhorn will not
budge, Perry and
Republican legislative
leaders would seek a
court order compelling
Strayhorn’s approval of
the budget plan. The
sources told the Star-
Telegram that the lawsuit
could be filed as soon as
Friday morning.

The sources told the
newspaper that legisla-
tive leaders want
Strayhorn to certify that
$236 million in anticipat-
ed revenue from a trans-
portation bill would bal-
ance the budget.

With the special session
on' redistricting set to
begin June 30, Strayhorn
on Thursday rejected the
state’s $117.4 billion bud-
get, sending the two-year
spending plan back to the
Legislature to rewrite
before the end of the cur-
rent fiscal year on Aug.
31.

Strayhorn said the state
spending plan is $185.9
million short. The budget
for the 2004-2006 fiscal
years marks the (first
time the Legislature sent
a spending plan to the
comptroller that didn't
balance, she sald.

The Texas Consatitution
requires that the
Legislature pass a bhal
anced budget and it can
not be sent to the gover
nor's desk to algn Into
law without the comptraol
ler's OK.
