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Lieherman’s mixed messages confusing

egislators often stumble
when they run for presi-
dent. They come from a
different world, and they
have a hard time adjusting.

A presidential candidate is far
better off putting things simply
and starkly, even at the risk of
oversimplifying, than
to constantly try to
explain the shades of
gray that exist around
any issue.

Legislators live in a
grayish world, howev-
er, and they try to
avoid absolutes. (If
you take an absolute
position, you might
alienate someone
whose vote you might
someday need.)

LLegislators live in a
world of compromise and log-
rolling, a world of “on the one
hand” and™'yet, on the other.”

This can be fatal in a presiden-
tial campaign, however — espe-
cially a primary campaign in
which the field is crowded.

In a crowded field, a candidate
has to leave voters with a clear
impression. Otherwise, voters sim-
ply won't remember which one he
is.

Howard Dean, a former gover-
nor, is a good example. If you
have to sum him up in just a cou-
ple of words (which is the way
most voters end up thinking about
candidates), he is the “antiwar
guy.” Sure, he is about other
things and sure other Democrats
in the race oppose the war, but
Dean, by speaking out clearly and
simply, has staked out his territo-
ry. He can expand from there
he must expand from there — but
at least people know where he
stands on an important issue.

Joe Lieberman is having a
tougher time. He is probably the
most hawkish candidate in the
Democratic race, and you'd think
he’d want to stake out that territo-
ry. But Lieberman, a longtime leg-
islator, lives in a world of nuance,
which makes him want to qualify
the things he says.

And so it is a lot tougher for him
to make a clear impression.

Take Lieberman’s position on

George Bush: Sometimes he likes
George Bush. He likes the George
Bush who launched the Iraq war,
and he even likes some of the
things Bush has been doing during
the occupation of Iraq.

“The end was just, and the
means were fitting to the test,”
Lieberman said of the Iraq war in
a speech this week, “as was the
killing of Saddam Hussein's two
sons and the encouraging search
going on now in Iraq for Saddam
Hussein himself.” ,

On the other hand, there are
things Lieberman doesn’t like
about Bush and the occupation. He
thinks by including those 16 false
words in his State of the Union
speech about Saddam Hussein
seeking uranium, Bush exaggerat-
ed the justification for the war.

On the third hand, however,
Bush was still justified in pursu-
ing that war.

On the fourth hand, though,
Bush should have been much
more prepared to find the weapons
of mass destruction, and he should
have built more international sup-
port, according to Lieberman.

“By its actions, the Bush admin-
istration threatens to give a bad
name to a just war,” Lieberman
said.

If you want to put some of these
hands together in one sentence,
there is this statement, which
exemplifies the difficulty
Lieberman has in putting things
in clear, unqualified terms:

“There’s a danger that in
expressing the justified questions
about the 16 words in the State of
the Union, and the stunning lack
of preparedness of the Bush
administration for post-Saddam
Iraq, that we obscure the fact that
this was a just war.”

Got that? Or do you have to go
.over-it two or three times to find
out just which hand Lieberman is
using at the moment?

“I think the mixed message is
too confusing,” Bill Kristol, editor
of The Weekly Standard, said of -
Lieberman's speech.

And if Bill Kristol is confused,
what are ordinary voters to make
of it?

When Lieberman attacked his
fellow Democrats in his speech, he

was more clear — up to a point.

“By their words,; some in my
party threaten to send a message
that they don’t know a just war
when they see it,” Lieberman said,
“and more broadly, are not pre-
pared to use our military strength
to protect our security and the
cause of freedom.”

But which Democrat is not pre-
pared to use our military strength
to protect our security or the
“cause of freedom?” And what
does “cause of freedom” actually
mean? There are many countries
where people are denied freedom.
Does Lieberman advocate using
America’s “military strength” to
overthrow the regimes in each of
those countries?

Most thought Lieberman was
chiefly attacking Howard Dean.
Except that Dean has said he
would use the American military
to invade another country under
any of three conditions: If America
is attacked (on that basis, Dean
supported the invasion of
Afghanistan), if the hostile coun-
try is an “immediate threat” to the
United States, or to stop genocide
(Dean supported President
Clinton’s use of troops in Bosnia
and Kosovo, and he supports the
use of American troops in
Liberia.)

Lieberman and Dean do disagree
on whether the Iraq war was a
just war. “Every day,” Dean said
in response to Lieberman’s speech,
“it becomes clearer this was the
wrong war at the wrong time.” (A
clear, stark statement. You can
accept it or reject it. But at least
you can understand it.)

Joe Lieberman is betting the
Democratic Party is not as antiwar
as some think and is confident
that people can be won over to his
positions.

And he may be right. If people
can just figure out what his posi-
tions are. , ,

Longneck: It's in the dictionary

Dot-commer,
McJob make

the new list, too

HOUSTON The
Alamo is remembered, a
favorite son is president
and now the legacy of
Texas, once and for all, is
secure: The word “long-
neck,” as in cold, bottled
beer, has been added to

“the newest edition of the

best-selling Merriam-
Webster dictionary.

Though San Antonio
beer brewers pushed the
word into the public lexi-
con 'in-the early 1970s,
and though it was tossed
around in bars in one
form or another for
decades before that, the
word has only now been
included in the collegiate
dictionary. The 11th edi-
tion, the first complete
revision since 1993, was
released in stores last
month. It includes, on
Page 734, this definition,
which holds true to the
direct, sparse language of
its origins: “Longneck, n.,
beer served in a bottle
that has a long neck.”

“I think it's about time
the rest of the world
caught on,” Allen Hwang,
director of marketing at
San Antonio-based Pabst
Brewing Co., said with a
laugh.

The word is one of
10,000 new ones that made
the latest cut. Since the
release of the new dictio-
nary, most lexicographers
and etymologists have
spent their days tracking
trends that, in truth,
speak to societal issues
that weigh more than 12
ounces.

The emergence of baby
boomer$, for instance,
and their descent into
midlife crises and bifocals
have led to a host of new
additions, such as “comb-
over” and “male pattern
baldness,” said Tom
Pitoniak, an associate edi-
tor at the Springfield,
Mass.-based Merriam-
Webster. Reflecting the
rise-and-fall-and-maybe-
rise-again saga of the tech
industry and the lousy
economy, “dot-commer”
and “McdJob,” the defini-
tion of low-wage, dead-
end work, made the new
edition, too.

“These are all words
that have become estab-
lished in the language,”
Pitoniak said. “You can
make a lot of interesting

inferences about culture

by looking at the course
of its language.”

Around these parts, few
of the words are as appre-
ciated as “longneck.”

At an online store called
UniquelyTexas.com, sales
manager Marcos Serrano
fancies the longneck so
much he has begun sell-
ing a product known as
“Bottle It” — a mecha-
nism that fastens a fake
longneck bottle top to a
can of beer. The product
thereby allows the
drinker to fantasize that
he or she is drinking a
longneck, even when one
is not available.

“Even .when you can
imagine not getting that
metallic taste, it is etched
into the savoring of a
beer,” said Serrano, who
was born in Galveston,
Texas, raised in San
Antonio and now works
in Boerne, Texas, in the
Hill Country.

Merriam-Webster's
Collegiate Dictionary 1is
the Dbest-selling hard-
cover dictionary, and the
privately held company
has sold more than 55 mil-
lion-cepies-since the first
edition was printed in
1898, said company publi-

DUMAS (AP) — A
Louisiana-based company
has announced plans to
build two $40 million
ethanol plants in West
Texas.

Plans to build plants in
Dumas and Sunray — and
possibly a third in
Perryton — were ann-
ounced Monday by the
Dumas Economic Deve-
lopment Corporation.

Robert Worley, Dumas
EDC executive director,
said each plant will pro-

duce 40 million gallons of
ethanol per year, with the
capability to expand to 80
million gallons. He said
that each is expected to
employ 36 people, with a
$1.3 million payroll ini-
tially.

He said that the plants
would be the first for
ethanol in Texas.

Duke Pylant of
Panhandle Energies LLC,
a Shreveport, La., corpo-
ration, said the family
business is owned by his
father, Jack, and himself,
and he will move to the
Texas Panhandle to serve
as general manager.

Gov. Davis gets boost from AFL:CIO

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Gov. Gray Davis got a boost
from one of the nation’s most powerful labor groups,
a day beforé actor Arnold Schwarzenegger planned
to announce whether he would join the list of
Republicans hoping to replace him.

The AFL-CIO on Tuesday called on Californians to
oppose the Oct. 7 recall and urged Davis’ fellow
Democrats to keep their names off the ballot.

“We call on all state leaders in the Democratic
Party to stand united with the governor and stay off
the recall ballot,” according to a resolution adopted
by the AFL-CIO Executive Council.

The vote in Chicago came a day after California’s
AFL-CIO sent a letter to state Democrats with the
same message.

It was a crucial victory for Davis, who believes
keeping the name of any prominent Democrat off the
Oct. 7 recall ballot will reduce the chances of his
being recalled.

The labor backing comes amid crumbling public
support from Davis’' fellow party members. Some
have called for a strong candidate on the two-part
ballot to ensure the governorship remains in
Democratic hands if Davis is recalled.

National
security adviser Condoleezza Rice flew to Texas with
Bush when he began a monthlong vacation Saturday.
