attorney Robert Miller.

“He had heard about the
Fresh .Start. Program and our
need for abandoned properties,”
said Pryor. “He happened to
have existing property that he
wasn’t going to fix up and try to
rent, so he donated those to the
program.”

The Fresh Start Program is
funded by Federal Home Loan
Bank in Dallas through a spon-
sorship by Wells Fargo, as well
as a grant from the Meadows
Foundation in Dallas.

“We're currently under con-
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tract to remodel 10 houses, and
we have four completed and
four properties ready to begin,”
he said. “That means we still
need two more houses to meet
the contractual obligation of the
grants we've received.

Part of the recommendation of
the CARES national draft to
realign the Department of

— a preposal that, if enacted,
would essentially bring about
the closure of the Big Spring VA
Hospital.

That possibility means a deple-
tion from the community of 500-
plus jobs and $32 million payroll
the Big Spring VAMC produces
annually.

Big Spring among cities with drop in sales tax rebates

Six of 19 area communities saw
their rebates from the State
Comptroller’s Office for
September decline when com-
pared to a year ago. .

Big Spring was among those
six communities, experiencing a
0.41 percent decrease. The city
received $265,271.95 this month
compared to $266,390.29 in
September of 2002.

For the year, Howard County
has received $2,729,605.52, 5.09
percent off the pace of a year ago.

Coahoma experienced a whop-
ping 61.05 percent increase in

rebates this month. The commu-
nity received $4,558.84, compared
to $ 2,830.57 for September 2002.
The community has received
$31,597.00 for the year, vp 7.58
percent after a rocky fii'st quar-
ter.

Forsan also continued to see
rebates rise. Rebates were up
49.62 percent. The community
received $4,458.64, compared to
$2,979.78 in September 2002. For
the year, Forsan has received
$34,761.71, up 30.94 percent.

Meanwhile, Stanton broke its

decline. The Martin County seat -

had seen double-digit deficits for
four of the first sixth months of
the year. This time. the commu-

nity received $8,650.16, up 18.47
percent from the §7,301.06
received a year ago. For the year,
Stanton has received $74,886.74,
off last year’s pace by 13.94 per-
cent.

Abilene received $2,148,281.90
this month, up 5.20 percent com-
pared to the $2,041,940.22
received in September of 2002.
The year-to-date total is
$19,536,079.68, up just 1.52 per-
cent.

Andrews continued to see a
drop in rebates — 15.94 percent
this month. The city received
$65,821.15 compared to $78,310.52
in September of 2002. For the
year, Andrews has taken in

$648,511.52, a drop of 27.48 per-
cent.

Brownfield received $58,931.63,
up 7.61 percent when compared
to $54,761.66 in September 2002.
Brownfield has taken in
$586,195.43 for the year, up 7.01
percent.

Colorado City noted a 9.56 per-
cent increase in rebates, compar-
ing $32,629.10 received this
month to $29,779.90 received in
September 2002. The Mitchell
County seat has received
$304,199.02 this year, down 0.28
percent compared to last year.

looking at data in those

counties.

“Evidently, if you just
look at the Ector County
and Midland County vet-
erans populations versus
the Howard County veter-
ans population — if you
look at just those items,
then the logic is it’s got to
be in the Midland/Odessa
area because there are far
more veterans and people
in those particular coun-
ties than in Howard
County,” McEwen said.

Yet 57 percent of the vet-

erans served by the Big
Spring VAMC catchment
area live east of Howard
County, including large
concentrations in Taylor
and Tom Green counties.

That was information
the delegation pointed out
to Roswell.

“As we've done our
studies and our research,
many veterans from out-
side our catchment area
and in the eastern portion
of the area come here,” he
said. “So it even skews
the statistics more in
favor of the Big Spring
facility.”

Roswell told the delega-
tion his office planned to
evaluate the new informa-
tion.

“We felt that the meet-
ing was very, very impor-
tant in that we were in a
situation where the
undersecretary for the
first time realized that the
population centers in the
eastern portion of this

Workforce Commission.
TWC had its money cut,
then Howard College
dropped its participation
in the program, so we
were kind of out there
floundering.

“I was visiting with Dr.
(Cheryl) Sparks one day,
and she said she thought

this (program) would
work at SWCID
(SouthWest Collegiate

Institute for the Deaf). We
talked about some issues
and met with a group
from SWCID, and from

that meeting, we formed a
partnership. Their build-
ing trades department is
doing a great job on
remodeling, and the kids
are really excited about it
because in the past, due
to liability issues, they
were only able to build
things within the shop
area. Now they’re able to
go on an actual job site,
run into real life prob-
lems and figure out and
overcome those prob-
lems.”

Pryor said the program
is designed to be non-prof-
it and benefits fixed-
income home buyers the

most.

“Since we're getting free
labor, we didn’t feel we
should make a profit on
it, so what we’re doing is
selling them to people on
a fixed income, such as
SSI, Social Security or
veterans (benefits),” said
Pryor. “The money that’s
made from one house sim-
ply rolls over to the next
one in line to be remod-
eled. Our hope is that
once these 10 houses are
done, we’ll be able to keep
the program going on the
money we've raised this
time around.”

Although the program

continues to accomplish a
great deal for the Big
Spring area, Pryor said
there's no time to pat
themselves on the back.

“Losing bin Laden” is chilling

n Oct. 12, 2000, the day
of the devastating terror-
ist attack on the USS
«#  Cole, President Clinton’s
highest-level national
security team met to
determine what to do.
Counter-terrorism
chief Richard Clarke
wanted to hit
Afghanistan, aiming
at Osama bin Laden’s,
complex and the ter-
rorist leader himself.
But Clarke was all
alone. There was no
support for a retalia-
tory strike that, if
successful, might have prevented
the 9/11 carnage.

This startling story is told for
the first time in a book by
Brussels-based investigative
reporter Richard Miniter to be
published this week. “Losing bin
Laden” relates that Secretary of
State Madeleine Albright,
Secretary of Defense William
Cohen, Atty. Gen. Janet Reno and
CIA Director George Tenet all said
no to the attack. I have contacted
enough people attending the meet-
ing to confirm what Miniter
reports. Indeed, his account is
based on direct, on-the-record
quotes from participants.

Miniter, who was part of the
Sunday Times of London investi-
gation of Clinton vs. bin Laden,
has written a bitter indictment of
the American president (its subti-
tle: “How Bill Clinton’s Failures
Unleashed Global Terror”). But by
the time of the Cole disaster with
only weeks left in his presidency,
Clinton had focused on the terror-
ist threat. The problem of the Oct.
12 meeting was the caution com-
mon to all councils of war.
Arguments by participants sound
valid; but collectively they built a

future catastrophe.

Al Qaeda’s bombing of the bil-
lion-dollar U.S. destroyer fulfilled
Dick Clarke’s prediction of the ter-
rorists seeking U.S. military tar-
gets. Hours after the attack, Clarke
presided over a meeting of four
terrorism experts in the White
House Situation Room. He and the
State Department’s Michael
Sheehan agreed this almost cer-
tainly was bin Laden’s doing, but
the FBI and CIA representatives
wanted more investigation.

That deadlock preceded a meet-
ing of Cabinet-level officials that
same day. Clarke proposed already
targeted retaliation against bin
Laden’s camps and Taliban build-
ings in Kabul and Kandahar. At
least, they would destroy the ter-
rorist infrastructure. A quick
strike might also get Osama bin
Laden. “Around the table,”
Miniter writes, “Clarke heard only
objections.” As related by Clarke,
the meeting exemplified ministeri-
al caution.

Atty. Gen. Reno, told by the FBI
that the terrorists were still
unidentified, argued that retalia-
tion violated international law.
Reno and the CIA’s Tenet wanted
more investigation. Secretary of
State Albright is quoted as saying
that with renewed Israeli-
Palestinian fighting, “bombing
Muslims wouldn’t be helpful at
this time.” (Albright later told
Miniter she would have taken a
different position ifishe had
“definitive” proof of bin Laden’s
involvement.) ¢

Defense Secretary Cohen’s posi-
tion at the meeting is most sur-
prising. The only Républican in
the Clinton Cabinet'was architect
of missile attacks on
and Sudan after the;1998 U.S.
embassy bombings in Africa,
Clarke remembers Cohen saying

the attack on the Cole “was not
sufficiently provocative” and that
heavy bombing of Afghanistan
might cause upheaval in neighbor-
ing Pakistan. When I contacted
him, Cohen said he did not recall
this meeting but that “certainly I
regarded the Cole as a major
provocation.”

The State Department’s Sheehan,
formerly with Special Forces and
now with the New York City
Police Department, did not blame
Bill Cohen. “It was the entire
Pentagon,” he told Miniter, adding
he was “stunned” and “taken
aback” by the lack of Defense
Department desire to retaliate.
After the meeting, Sheehan told
Clarke, prophetically: “What'’s it
going to take to get them to hit al
Qaeda in Afghanistan? Does al
Qaeda have to attack the
Pentagon?”

At the Cabinet-level meeting,
only Dick Clarke wanted retalia-
tion. Indeed, he was viewed as a
hothead, always demanding bombs
away. So much pain has been
inflicted, and so much blood has
been spilled since then, that the
meeting has faded from the memo-
ry of its participants — until
stirred up by Clarke in Miniter’s
book

Less than a month after the Cole
disaster, CIA analysts had con-
cluded bin Laden was behind it
(though the FBI was still clueless).
Osama bin Laden had virtually
claimed credit for the most suc-
.cessful attack on a U.S. naval ves-
sel since World War II. He and his
gang had to plan greater

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New multifocal lens

implant in

CHARLESTON, S.C.
(AP) — It’s a procedure
that everyone, if they live
long enough, will need
eventually. For 55—
year—old Kate Reiss, the
future is now after her

visit to the Medical
University of South
Carolina’s Storm Eye
Institute. \

“If we live long enough,
everyone will get a
cataract,” said .Dr. M.
Edward Wilson Jr., the
chairman of the universi-
ty’s Department of
Ophthalmology.

Cataracts are the cloud-
ing of the clear lenses in
the eyes. The lens
becomes brittle, and yel-
lowish. ‘Although some
cataracts are congenital
and occur in young chil-
dren — Wilson'’s specialty
— most of us will get
them with age.

Reiss, a Charleston resi-
dent who teaches school
in nearby Summerville,
recently underwent
cataract surgery in which
she received a new, cut-
ting—edge multifocal lens
implant.

She sees better than she
has in years for both dis-
tance and reading. She
has no more use for glass-
es, something usually
required by replacing the
cataract with single
focal—length lens.

“It’s phenomenal. It’s
just unbelievable,” said
Reiss, who had a lens
implanted in her second
eye a few weeks after the
first.

“For the first couple of
days, when 1 would read
the newspaper in the
morning, I had my glass-
es right there,” she said.
But she never uses them.

“I haven’'t had the nerve ,

to throw them away yet.
But I don’t use them for

anything.”
“This is the first
implant I have come

* across where we have a

real wow effect,” said Dr.
Kerry Solomon, the direc-

| tor of the Magill Laser

Center at the institute.

“They are reading
labels on medicine bottle.
They are reading phone
books. They are reading
stock tables without
glasses as well as driving
their cars and watching
TV,” he said.

The Storm Eye Institute
is one of a handful of cen-
ters across the nation
conducting clinical tests
on the new generation
lenses, which could be
approved for general use
by late next year,
Solomon said. “We have
put in 60 to 70 of these
implants now and no one
uses glasses for any-
thing,” Solomon
said.“The technology for
these devices has
advanced so much,” said
Dr. Janine Smith, the
deputy clinical director at
the National Eye Institute
in Bethesda, Md. “In 25
years from now, when
there are roughly twice as
many people over 65,
there will be many more
new options than in the
past.”

trial tests

help correct cataracts

Surgical techniques
have improved so much
that, in many cases, the
procedure is done as out-
patient surgery.

“It’s not like it's a trip
to the mall, but it is out-
patient,” Smith added.
With increasing frequen-
cy, some middle—aged
patients are opting for a
procedure called clear
lens extraction. “It's the
same thing as cataract
surgery except the lens is
not cloudy and insurance
does not pay for it,”
Solomon said.

A multifocal lens would
mean the patient would
no longer have to use
glasses and could avoid
the need for -cataract
surgery when cataracts
eventually do develop.
But for younger patients,
those in their 20s and 30s,
such a procedure doesn’t
really make sense, even if
one day they develop
cataracts.

“There is some risk
associated with surgery,”
said Smith, whoadds you
wouldn’t want to do such
surgery unless it was nec-
essary. And, she said,
while the technology is
good and getting better,
the body’s natural lens is
still better at focusing on
its own.

Aging also can bring
problems with the eye’s
cornea, the transparent
tissue on the front of the
eye. It’s a different prob-
lem but one also being
addressed at the Storm
Eye Institute.

“The cornea is hazing
so you can't see through

it — light scatters and
you can’'t see images
well,” said Dr. David

Vroman, a faculty mem-
ber in MUSC's
Department of Ophthal-
mology. “The patient
won't know if it’'s a
cataract or a cornea.
They’ll just know that
they have blurry vision.”

Doctors know how to
replace the cornea by
transplanting a donor
cornea. “What we're
working on is just replac-
ing the portions that are
abnormal,” Vroman says.
“If you have a problem
with the back portion of
the cornea, we're working
on removing just that
back portion like a layer,
like a sheet.” »

“The idea is to keep the
eye as stable as possible.
You can imagine if we
made a big cut through
the cornea, the whole eye
is weakened,” Vroman
adds.“Technically, it’s
much more difficult,”
Wilson says. “But if you
can think of taking a
layer of the eye out and
replacing a layer, the
rejection rate goes down.
One of the layers that
leads the pack in rejec-
tion is not a layer that
needs to be replaced
much of the time.”
Vroman said some scien-
tists are working to devel-
op artificial corneas.

“But the long—term
survivability of an artifi-
cial cornea is not great,”
he adds. “The eye just
doesn’t like that kind of
foreign material.”

DALLAS '(AP) — A
piece of cloth five cen-
turies old, part of a cloak
believed worn by a
recently sainted Mexican
peasant when the Virgin
Mary appeared to him,
has drawn thousands of
visitors to churches in
North and Central Texas.
- An estimated 20,000 peo-
ple lined up outside a San
Antonio basilica over the
weekend to see the cloth
that Catholic Church offi-
cials said was worn by
the peasant Juan Diego.

A
procession stretched sev-
eral blocks, including a
horse-drawn carriage,

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AUSTIN (AP) — With
the dramatics of .the first
day of the third special
session- behind them,
Texas legislators will get
to work this week as hard
feelings over a walkout by
Senate Democrats perme-

ate that chamber.
“I'm glad our senators
are back,” said

Republican Lt. Gov.
David Dewhurst, who pre-
sides over the Senate.
“We've got a lot of work
in front of us.”

Texas legislators
returned to Austin on
Monday after a six-week
boycott in Albuquerque,
N.M., by Senate Demo-
crats opposed to plans to
redraw Texas’' congres-
sional districts.

Democrats arriving at
the Capitol as a group
were greeted with loud
and long cheers from sup-
porters in the Senate
gallery as they stood in
the middle of the cham-
ber, hands joined and
raised in unity.

“It’s been six weeks
since Senate Democrats
took a stand based on
principle, based on voting
rights, based on our belief
that only in the rule of
law can there be true lib-
erty,” Sen. Leticia Van de

Putte of San Antonio tolQ
the crowd.

The Democrats’ -
entrance into the cham-
ber came just minutes
after Dewhurst gaveled
the session to order and
then quickly adjourned it
before their arrival. The
crowd in the gallery
hissed and booed the
Republicans as they left.

“Boy, that’s class,” Sen.
Florence Shapiro, R-
Plano, said sarcastically.

The Republicans achie-
ved the quorum they
lacked during the second
special session because of
the boycott when Demo-
cratic Sen. John
Whitmire of Houston,
who defected from the
original l1lprotesting
Democrats, returned to
the chamber.

The new session is the
latest round in a fight
over the composition of
Texas' delegation to the
U.S. Capitol. Democrats
have a 17-15 majority.

Ostracized by the
Democrats leaving,
Whitmire stood off to the
side while his colleagues
rallied the crowd. He said
the Democrats should be
thanking him for return-
ing home and criticized
Monday’s scene.

On the other side of the
Capitol, the House Redis-
tricting Committee
moved quickly to vote out
the redistricting map it
passed during the first
special session.

That map was met with
criticism from both
Republican and Demo-
crats in the Senate.

Federal court panel orders California
recall balloting put on hold until March

SAN FRANCISCO (AP)
— Candidates in
California’s recall elec-
tion vowed to plow ahead
in their courting of voters
after a judicial panel post-
poned the ballot, which
could now be more than
five months away.

“I thought I was run-
ning a sprint, and it looks
like I may have to run a
marathon,” said Steve
Smith, an adviser to Gov.
Gray Davis, the target of
the recall. “And I don’t
even like running that
much.”

A three-judge panel of
the 9th U.S. Circuit Court
of Appeals ruled Monday
that California’s planned
use of punch-tard ballots
— the same kind used in
the contested 2000 presi-
dential election — would
disenfranchise thousands
of Californians.

The court did not set a
new date for the recall,
but backed a suggestion

from the American Civil
Liberties Union that bal-
loting be held during the
March 2 presidential pri-
mary. )

One of the groups
behind the effort to yank
Davis from office planned
to appeal to the U.S.
Supreme Court to keep
the recall date Oct. 7. The
circuit court's .decision
was stay d week to
allow for ¢swéh appeals.

Lt. Gov. Cruz
Bustamante, the only
major Democrat vying to
succeed Davis if he is
recalled, and Republican
candidate Arnold
Schwarzenegger
promised to continue
campaigning - as the
courts decide when to
hold the election.

Davis planned to contin-
ue his tour Tuesday with
national Democrats, cam-
paigning with presiden-
tial candidate Sen. Bob
Graham of Florida and

the Rev. Jesse Jackson.
Schwarzenegger and
Republican state Sen.
Tom McClintock were to
seek the blessing of fellow
Republican Peter
Ueberroth, who dropped
out of the running last
week.

“This recall has been
like a roller coaster.
There are more surprises
than* you can possibly
imagine,” Davis said. “F11 -
continue to make my case
to the people that a recall
is not good for them.”

Independent candidate
Arianna Huffington
praised the decision, call-
ing voter disenfranchise-
ment “the dirty little
secret of American poli-
tics.” McClintock called it
an “outrageous decision”
by a court that is the
“laughingstock” of the
federal judiciary because
it is the nation’s most-
reversed federal appeals
court.

East Coast residents bracing
for arrival of Hurricane Isabel

MANTEO, N.C. (AP) —
As Hurricane Isabel’s
more than 100-mph winds
swirled toward his coastal
home, all Charles Quidley
could do was hope that
landfall, expected later
this week, would be
uneventful.

“I've seen storms come
and go and I've always
been thankful to God I've
never been hurt,” said
Quidley, 59.

While residents up and
down the East Coast
scrambled to ready them-
selves and voluntary
evacuations were issued,
Quidley, his wife and son,
Charles Jr., planned to
wait in their mobile home
because a motel room on
the mainland was just too
expensive.

“It doesn’t look good,
but not everybody can
afford to leave,” Quidley
said Monday.

Forecasters said Isabel
appeared to be on a
course to hit Thursday on
the North Carolina coast
and move up through the
Chesapeake Bay in
Virginia.

As the storm approach-
es, the Carolinas “will
start feeling the effects of
Isabel by Wednesday
evening,” Krissy
Williams, a meteorologist

at the National Hurricane
Center in Miami.

Williams said a hurri-
cane watch would be
issued later Tuesday for
North Carolina and possi-
bly eastern Virginia. A
watch is issued when an
area could face hurricane
conditions within 36
hours. '

“There’s plenty of poten-
tial for significant dam-
age and possible loss of
life,” Tom Ridge, secre-
tary of the federal
Department of Homeland
Security, said Tuesday on
NBC'’s “Today” show.

“We are preparing for
the worst and preparing
to respond as quickly as
possible,” he said.

In Virginia, 40 ships
based in the Norfolk area
were ordered to head to
sea Tuesday to avoid
being battered against
piers by high winds. Also
Tuesday, the Air Force
planned to fly about 60
planes from Langley Air
Force Base in Hampton to
Grissom Air Force Base
in Indiana, officials said.

About 74 F-15E Strike
Eagles at Seymour
Johnson Air Force Base
in Goldsboro, N.C., were
expected to leave Tuesday
for Tinker AFB in
Oklahoma City, the Air

Force said.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Bush
administration’s claims of ties between

terrorists are being tested in federal
court, where the family of the FBI's late
counterterrorism chief has sued Iraq
over the Sept. 11 suicide hijackings.

The wife and children of John
O’Neill, who died in the attack on the
World Trade Center, allege that Iraq
began communicating with al-Qaida as
early as 1992, provided training to
Osama bin Laden’s warriors and sent
intelligence agents to work with the
terror network in Afghanistan.

The suit accuses Iraq of complicity
in the Sept. 11 attacks by providing
support to terrorists, and seeks $1 bil-
lion in damages.

The Associated Press reported over
the weekend, based on interviews with
intelligence officials, that the Bush
administration has evidence of contacts
between Iraqi intelligence and al-Qaida
but no proof of direct Iraqi sponsorship
of al-Qaida attacks.

The evidence, the sources said,
includes statements by Iraqi defectors
and al-Qaida prisoners that Iraqi intel-
ligence provided al-Qaida with training
in document forgery and chemical and
biological weapons in a series- of con-
tacts that spiked in 1996, and again
after 1998.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Amid signs
the economy finally has shaken its
lethargy and is perking up, Federal
Reserve policy-makers are likely to
keep a major short-term interest rate at
near rock-bottom levels through the
rest of this year and probably into part
of next year as well, economists say.

The Fed's main lever for influencing
economic activity, the federal funds
rate, stands at a 45-year low of 1 per-
cent.

And commercial banks’ prime lend-
ing rate, which is affected by changes
in the funds rate, is at 4 percent, the
lowest level since 1959. The prime rate
is the benchmark for many short-term
consumer and business loans.

Those super-low short-term interest
rates, along with President Bush’s
third round of tax cuts, have helped get
the economy’s anticipated rebound in
the second half of this year off to a good
start, economlsts sald

Cundiff’s seventh field goal leads ‘Boys to OT win

(AP) — Bill Parcells stood out-
side the locker room and con-
gratulated each and every pass-
ing player.
