Golden River of Maize
Flows from Local Fields

The lifeblood of Parmer County
might this weeli seem fto flow
through the grain loaders from
combines thick in the maize fields.
With most activity centered in the
ripening fields of grain and at the
elevators, it would be difficult for
a visitor to visualize waving fields
of  wheat, potate digging, lettuce
picking and the livestock activity
that also feed the cotffers and con-
tribute to the brisk year-round ac-
tivity made possible through irriga-
tion and rich soils.in the Parmer
County irrigation belt.

Maize harvest in Parmer County
began in earnest this week, and
even at this early stage of the har-
vest local elevators are taxed to
handle the many loads without long
truck lines being formed.

By late yesterday
trucks so coajosited the strecis ond
highways near the railway ing
in south Fricna that full-time duty
of Deputy Roberts was necessitat-
ed to direct flow of traffic near the
elevator turn-offs.

Arthur Drake of fthe Friona
Wheat Growers said that without
question more trucks were lined up
than at any time since 1949, with
the peak of activity still several
days away!

On Tuesday the Wheat Growers
here dumped 51 carloads of maize—
a, total of over 5,000,000 pounds, or

afternoon,

37 truckloads with an average

load of 13,780 pounds.

The maize is reported of excel-
lent quality in most cases, with ex-
ceptional yields.

Tales have been flying thick and
fast regarding the top yields, but
with many farmers having cut
only a small percentage of their
crop it is difficult to arrive at an
over-all average. Yields have been
reported from 4,000 to 7,400 pounds
per acre! The higher yields told
at the elevators has included the
Gus Schlab feed, some Jones-Os-
born maize said to have yielded
7,460 from a 30-acre tract, and

Weather has been ideal for har-
vest, with light frost last Wednes-
day night followed by clear warm
days this week. F'rost this year
came at a date considered early;
last year first killing freezes came

at the normal harvest season to
defer harvesting activity. In 1952
a record early freeze came on Oc-
tober 6 with temperatures dropping
below 25 degrees at, Friona.

ation. Mills & Fleming gin in the :

Hardy May has de-
livered 24 bales averaging 517
pounds, from 23 acres, to the North
Plains Gin.

Representing Continental Cop-
ters, Inc.,, 'of which he is vice-
president, John Seott has been
working throughout Texas since
February, finding work peculiarly
adaptable to his “copter,” coming
here for defoliation of the cotton
crop. He purchased the $30,000
machine new from the Bell Air-
craft, for whom he had previously
worked, and since then has flown
a congressional candidate in his
East Texas campaign tour, flown
for a power and light utilities firm
between Fort Worth and Midland,
special passenger work in the Dal-
las area, and the spraying of farm
crops.

Flying since 1950, Scott became
a captain in the Marine Corps and
was assigned to helicopter work in
Korea, evacuating wounded, and
acting as pilot for General Ridge-
way and other officers in observ-
ation missions.

Scott was accompanied to this
area by his mechanic, Lawrence
Peters, Saginaw, Texas, resident
formerly with Bell Aircraft.

AUSTIN.—Widespread interest is
gradually being developed in the 11
proposed amendments to the Texas
Constitution to be voted on at the
general election, November 2.

Reports from over the state in-
dicate somewhat of a draw between
active support of various amend-
ments and a general tendency to
vote against some or all of them
because the proposals are not un-
derstood or because of some ques-
tion as to the results of writing
such changes into the constitution.

SJR No. 7

Senate Joint Resolution No. 7 au-
thorizes the Legislature to increase
State spending for Old Age Assist-
ance, Aid to the Blind, and Aid to
the Dependent Children, by $7,-
000,000 a year.

that if the Legislature appropriates
the additional money, new taxes
will be required.

Some say that most of the money
would be used to add more people
to the rolls, rather than providing
more money to these now on the
rolls.

This amendment also would re-
quire the Legislature to enact laws
making names of those who receive
such aid available to the public.
These are fighting words to some
people who claim such action would
embarrass those now on the rolls
and their relatives.

Proponents of this provision ar-
gue no one should be embarrassed
except those who have children or
relatives well able to support them,
and that .these people ought to be
exposed.

SJR No. 6

Senate Joini Resolution No. 6,
permits a person who has served
some time as a teacher and ac-
cumulated credits under the Teach-
ers’ Retirement System, and also
some time as a State employe, with
credits under the State Employees’
Retirement System, to count his
accumulated credits under both
systems in’ determining his retire-
ment pay.

Apparently but few people would
be affected. However some oppo-
sition is being expressed by mem-
bers of both retirement systems to
the idea of intermingling the two
systems in any way.

HJR No. 37
House Joint Resolution No. 37,
provides that proprietary em-

ployees of the States’ subdivisions
may be covered by Federal Old
Age and Survivors Insurance.

Other municipal and county em-
ployees may now be covered under
that system under an agreement
between the State and Federal gov-
ernments, and in many cases have
been.

But the Attorney General has
ruled that the State has no author-
ity to make an agreement covering
proprietary employees without a
constitutional amendment,

SJR No. 10

Senate Joint Resolution No. 10,
would create a State Building Com-
mission with broad authority, sub-
ject to Legislative direction, to
erect buildings for State purposes.

A State Building Fund would be
created by transferring to it the
surplus from the Confederate Pen-
sion Fund.

The present 2¢ ad valorem tax
provided by the Constitution, for
Confederate pensions, returns far
more than is necessary to take care
of the one Confederate veteran
and more than four hundred wid-
ows of veterans now receiving such
pensions froumn the State. Therefore
the fund is accumulating a surplus
oL well over $600,000 each ‘year.

It “is ‘anticipated that if the
amendment is adopted, nearly $6,-
000,000 will be available for trans-
fer to the new State Building Fund
in- January of 1955.

This amendment has the support
of the State Bar of ‘Texas.

The first building, if the proposal
is adopted, must be a State Su-
preme Court Building and it must
be dedicated as a memorial to Tex-
ans who served in the armed forces
of the Confederate States.

SJR No. 5
Senate dJoint Resolution No. 5,
increase compensation of
members of the Legislature to $25
per day for the first 120 days of
any session.

Texas Constitution now provides
$10 per day for the first 10 days
and $5 per day thereafter.

There is strong support and little
or no opposition to this increase in
pay, which most people think would
about cover legislators living ex-
penses while in Austin.

Included in the same amendment
is authority for the Legislature to
set salaries of the Governor, Attor-
ney General, State Treasurer,

United States Trust Territory
Of the Pacific

Some time ago, I made a few re-
marks in a newsletter about the
Trust Territory over which this
country has jurisdiction and which
lies in the far Pacific Ocean. These
islands are in three groups, the
Marshalls, the Carolines, and the
Marianas, with the exception of

Guam. Guam has been a United

States possession since 1898. All
of these islands together cover a
space in the Pacific ocean about
the size of the United States. If
all were lumped together, they
would constitute a land mass less
than half the size of Rhode Island.
It is interesting to note that all of
these islands, except Guam, have
been under the control of four sep-
arate powers, towit, {Spain, Ger-
many, Japan, and the United
States. This frequent change of
authority has resulted in frequent
changes in policy, as far as the
Micronesians are concerned. Of
course, when fthe United States oc-
cupied these island in World War
II, and then accepted them in trust

ed all of the problems that have
been accumulating through the
years. It was my pleasure to
have an extended visit with Judge
Edward P. Furber, who is now
serving as Chief Justice of this
territory.

annual weeds, and help prevent !

wind and water erosion. In this
area, if handled properly, little

if any damage is caused by such | ¢

a crop.
Various companion crops were

used in a recent Michigan study |

incéuding several varieties of oats
and barley, German millet,

Sudangrass, and Silverhull buck-
wheat. They were all drilled solid
and Grimm alfalfa was broad-
cast with each crop in the same
operation at 8 pounds per acre.

The oats, barley, millet and
soybeans were either removed

as hay or for grain. The buck-|:
wheat and Sudangrass were cut |

for hay in early bloem and later
for grain. After companion crops
ware removed, a stand count of
alfalfa was made in late October
and hay yields were taken the
following year.

Delayed or incomplete removal
of companion crop was almost
invariably accompanied by a de-
creased stand of alfalfa. Thicker
stands and more hay were cb-
tained following removal of the
grain cut at a height of 3 rather
than 8 inches.

Comptroller of Public Accounts,
Secretary of State, and Commis-

sioner 'of the General Land Office.
The Governors salary is now set

by the Constitution at $12,000, the’

Attorney Generals at $10,000, and
the other four officials involved are
paid $6,000 a year.

Under this amendment the Leg-
islature could not reduce salaries
below these amounts, but could set

them at higher rates.

Opinion does not appear to be so
nearly unanimous about this part
of the proposed amendment. Some
people are troubled by the appar-
ent power of the Legislature to
change the salaries at will, and they
point out that the Federal Consti-
tution and many other state con-
stitutions prohibit a change in sal-
ary during the term to which an
official has been elected.

SJR No.l 4

Senate Joint Resolution No. 14,
prohibits use of the credit of the
State or any grant of public money
for construction, maintenance or
operation of toll roads and turn-
pikes.

Purpose of this amendment is to
write into the Constitution a pro-
hibition now contained in the law,
but could be changed by future
legislation.

It has the support of the Texas
Good Roads Association and many
other people particularly interested
in the State Highway System, and
no known opposition.

HJIR No. 16

House Joint Resolution No. 186,
would require women to serve on
juries.

There are only five states includ-
ing Texas which do not permit
jury service by women.

This amendment would require
women to serve under the same
rules for jury service as apply to
men. It has the active support of
many women’s organizations.

SJR No. 4

Senate Joint Resolution No. 4
has to do with the terms of elec-
tive district, county and precinct
offices. It would change all of
those which have two-year terms
into four-year terms.

It has the support of the County

Judges and Commissioners Associa- &

tions of the state, and the organiza-
tions of many other county offi-
cials.

to change to four-year terms in
1956 so that, while all of them
would be four-year terms after
1956, only about half of them would
appear on the ballot every two
years.

Wording of this proposal has re-
sulted in confusion as to its effect
on the terms of representatives in
the Legislature. Many lawyers are
of the opinion -‘that the proposal
would require four-year terms for
members of the House and other
lawyers have said that at least it
presents a problem which can only
be solved by court interpretation.

SJR No. 2

Senate Joint Resolution No. 2,
wouid authorize creation of county
wide hospital districts in Bexar,
Dallas, El Paso, Galveston, Harris,
Jefferson and Tarrant Counties.
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
