Commissioners will 
meet as scheduled 
Thursday in Washington 
to continue the process, 
Larson said. The meeting 
was originally the last 
one scheduled by the 
group.

The CARES commission 
held hearings in several 
states to discuss a draft 
plan for realigning 
Department of Veterans 
Affairs medical services.

Among the recommen­
dations were to close 
inpatient surgical care at 
the Big Spring facility 
and a study'that would 
essentially research the 
possibility of closing the 
facility and developing a 
critical access hospital in 
the Odessa-Midland area.

The restructuring plan 
also includes major mis­
sion changes at 13 facili­
ties, including closures of 
hospitals in Canandaigua, 
N.Y., Pittsburgh:
Lexington, Ky.;
Brecksville, Ohio;
Gulfport, Miss.;
Livermore, Calif.; and 
Waco.

“The commission will 
be continuing the process 
that they started in 
October, which is basical­
ly discussing, deliberat­
ing all of the issues, 
national policy issues as 
well as vision by vision 
speciHc issues,” he said.

The news of the draft 
plan released in August 
prompted a grassroots 
effort by area West 
Texans to keep the facili­
ty in Big Spring, uniting 
residents from many 
counties including 
Howard, Midland, Taylor, 
Tom Green and Ector on 
the matter.

The commission
received letters of support 
from around the area and 
a petition started by three 
local high school students 
which collected almost 
10,000 names.

U.S. legislators also 
jumped in on the fight, 
led by U.S. Congressman 
Randy Neugebauer.

In September, more 
than 100 people traveled 
to El Paso for a CARES 
hearing to show support. 
Neugebauer and Big

A 1 Gore’s endorsement of 
Howard Dean illustrates 
why Americans should be 
very grateful for the elec­
toral college, which put George W. 

Bush in the White House even 
though Gore won the 
raw popular vote in 
2000.

There is nothing 
constant about A1 
Gore.

Four years ago, 
when he could have 
picked Dean to be his 
running mate. Gore 
instead decided Sen.
Joe Lieberman was 
the most qualified 
Democrat to be the 
stand-in president — — ^  
were Gore elected.

Now, Gore’s a Dean man, and 
Lieberman didn’t even rate a 
heads-up from Gore over the phone.

Gore’s switch from picking a cen­
ter-left Democrat to a far-left Dem 
says more about the erratic Gore- 
than it does about Dean. As politi­
cal consultant Garry South, who 
works for the Lieberman cam­
paign, put it, “This would be simi­
lar to Bill Clinton in 2000 endorsing 
Bill Bradley” — who ran against 
Gore in the primary — “and not 
notifying Gore he was going to do 
so until it was out in the press. 
How would Gore have felt?”

As soon as the story hit the air­
waves, speculation followed; Gore
backed Dean because he expects

Dean to lose in November. And by 
endorsing Dean, who opposed the 
war in Iraq, Gore would be in a 
strong position to do battle with the 
Sen. Hillary Clinton, D-N.Y., who 
voted to authorize war with Iraq, if 
they face off in 2008.

The problem with such specula­
tion is that it suggests that a calcu­
lated political strategy on the part 
of Gore. If only.

More likely, the move was all 
about ego. A Wednesday New York 
Times story chronicled how Dean 
courted Gore for a year, using the 
most effective strategy one can use 
to woe Gore: flattery. Dean fre­
quently praised Gore; he called 
Gore for advice. Dean told 
reporters Gore “has given the two 
best speeches of his campaign” on 
Tuesday. So Dean played to Gore’s 
pretense as an intellect.

Why not? It worked for writer 
Naomi Wolf, who wrote in George 
magazine about Gore’s “nerd­
visionary instinct” and said that 
“deep inside, he’s a Blakean.” Lo 
and behold. Team Gore later paid 
the experience-challenged Wolf 
$15,000 a month to be a campaign 
adviser.

Dean no doubt understood that 
Gore would not be bound by his 
past. The former veep has made a 
career of changing positions. He 
has jumped from being anti-abor­
tion to pro-abortion rights, he 
segued from tobacco farmer to 
tobacco avenger, and he went from 
being an idealistic campaign 
reformer to a phone-call fund-rais­

ing maverick.
Besides, Gore has a history of 

burning bridges after he loses. 
After he lost his first bid for the 
White House in 1988, Gore faulted 
his pollsters and handlers, and 
pledged to listen to his inner voice. 
Since 2000, Gore again has pledged 
to be less political and more 
authentic. In 2002, the New New A1 
Gore promised to just “let it rip.”

He let it rip all right.
Gore had no problem picking up 

the telephone to dial f̂ or dollars 
from the White House during the 
1996 Clinton-Gore re-election cam­
paign. But when it came to engag­
ing in the simple courtesy of call­
ing Lieberman to give him a heads- 
up, Gore was a hang-up.

A thinking man should at the 
very least have anticipated that the 
press would ask if the call had been 
made and known that Gore would 
look bad if it hadn’t. So the ques­
tion is: Was the New New A1 Gore 
so squeamish about calling 
Lieberman that he wouldn’t make 
the call? Or is Joe Lieberman 2000, 
like the old A1 Gore, such old news 
that the New New A1 Gore forgot 
him?
