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Is Friona in need of closer short
wave radio contact with adjacent

towns, law enforcement branches
and fire departments?

The city commission is studying
that situation now.

The Friona Volunteer Fire De-
artment thinks there is definite
“need of such action.

In fact, the Fire Department
believes the need so evident that
it already has placed order for a
2-way radio to be installed in the
small firetruck, paid for with the
department’s own funds. The in-
stallation is to be completed in
some 6 weeks at total cost of $575
according to Chief C. S. Bainum.

After this installation, the fire
department will be able to main-
tain contact with the state police
and nty police, faciliflating
=“lis t0 dird froin ‘fire ¥opartiicuis
in other towns.

But no provision has been made
for contact with a central Friona
unit.

Should the City find it advis-
able and desired by the public, and
within its means, a central base
station could be provided for $774,
witb. additional car units at cost

of $260 each. This actually is only
ane-half actual cost. The Federal
Government, acting throug. Civ-
ilian Defense Agency, is now put-
ting up dollar for dollar, match-
ing funds of any political subdiv-
ision for short wave radio instal-
jations. Friona would fall under
this provision should it decide to
follow through.

A glimpse at agriculture on the
South PRlains is given in the ar-
ticle, “A Look Back—A Glance
Ahead,” in the January issue of
The Progressive Farmer magazine.
Cotton production seems headed for
,a tie with the 1953 figure. And
grain sorghum and wheat produc-
tion have increased.

In Parmer County, County Agent
Joe Jones says: “Our cotten and
grain sorghum was the best I ever
saw this year. We had lots of 2-
bale-cotton and 5,000-pound grain
sorghum. Wheat is looking good,
too; 117,000 acres of it. ‘We had
quite a few livestock on wheat
pasture. We should have 300 new
wells for use in 1955, making us
1,800 good wells” He predicts that
both grain and sorghum and wheat
production will be up in 1955, cot-
ton down.

Cotton acreage -in Parmer was

reduced from 86,000 in 1935 to 50,-
000 in 1954, with yields slightly
improved. An additional 5,000
acres of wheat were grown under

irrigation in 1954; 10,00 acres less °

were planted dry land. Parmer
County farmers planted 180,000
acres of grain sorghum under irri-
gation and 80,000 acres dry land in
1954,

CHINA BLOCKADE

The big question internationally
is the debate, pro and con, on the
proposal for an economic blockade
of China. The ardent supporters
of Chiang Kai-Shek in this country
are the strong advocates of a phy-
sical blockade of the China ports.
Thé administration has pointed out
that this could, and probably would,
be considered an act of war by the
Peiping regime. However, it has
not been entirely ruled out. The
truth is that Red China could be
very effectively blockaded without
commission of an act that could be
construed as an act of war, because
such blockade could be handled by
the merchants of the freedom and
peace loving nations of this world.
The refusal to dispose of goods and
commodities to Red China so long
as Sh persisted in violating interna-

tional law by

have a telling effect on her econo-
my. She could purchase from
other nations friendly to her, but
her needs could not be fully satis-
fied from the five nations who
voted for her recently in the UN.
Such a blockade would not be the
act of the government; in fact, it
would be no act at all. It would
be a failure to act. Such procedure
would no doubt affect the economy
of thid country to a certain extent,
because it would involve the econo-
mies of many of our allies who de-
pend to a certain extent upon trade
with the Red nations. It would

no doubt cost this country some §

money, but such ¢ost would be in-
finitesimal compared with the 300
billion dollars that went down the
drain in World War II, not to men-
tion the number one price that was
paid in blood of American boys.

when she arrived at Friona. Dolph
did not say much.

She
also knows me and she frequently
whips her old uncle around a stump
with her tongue; but there is never
any harm done, and don’t get her
wrong, she is one of the best-heart-
ed little creatures you will find
anywhere, and she would fight the
old Demon, himself, if he should
try to defame her old uncle.

I did nothing calculated to
change her opinion of the plains,
but we did all we could to give
them a good time and showed them
as much of the Friona country and
our people as we could during their
limited stay.

I told them without exageration
or prevarication that the fields
covered from 160 to 640 acres, that

I
also told them that the yields would
run from 75 bushels to 150 bushels

Of course, thig type of proceed-
ing would require definite policing,
because there would be violators of
the same stripe as “bootleggers”
and “dope peddlers.”

A unified fronnt to effect
this purpose by the free nations of
this world would produce quick re-
sults.
