College swaps
‘Hammer’ project
for ‘Computer’ one

Howard College’'s “If I had a
Hammer” program hit its last nail
Monday.

College trustees opted to phase out
the popular 6-year-old program in
favor of a more technologically based
program during their
monthly meeting.

“We're recommending a
project we believe will be
a good replacement, ‘Let’s
Build a Computer,’” said
Dr. Cheryl Sparks, college
president. “It’s less expen-
sive, easier to assemble,
easier to transport and in
this day and time, it's all
about computers.”

By intertwining the core curricu
lum subjects in the project, the “If |
Had a Hammer” project taught fifth
graders teamwork as the class or
group worked together to build a
house.

Javier Flores, administrative dean
of student services, said the “Let's
Build a Computer” project allows the .
college to expand this team building

_concept-based program to more of the
" 29 school districts in its 13-county
service area.

“We're very excited about this pro-
gram,” Flores said. “It will allow
school districts in the southern part
of the region to participate that could
not participate in the “Hammer™ pro-
gram because of its size and struc-
ture.”

Trustee John Ireeman expressed
concern about eliminating the “If 1
Had a Hammer” program. Freeman
said the program provides an oppor-
tunity to expose many young stu
dents to industrial trades.

Petition, study of amphitheater on tonight's council agenda

The Big Spring City Council will meet
today at 5:30 p.m. to discuss several matters,
including the recent failure of the petition to
rescind the half-cent economic development
sales tax.

After more than a week of exhaustive vali-
dation, the 1,450 signatures collected by the
Concerned Citizens Council and submitted to
the city secretary’s office on Feb. 10 fell short
of the 975 required to force an election con-
cerning the tax. According to Mayor Russ

McEwen, the group submitted 791 valid sig-
natures, with 659 not meeting the necessary
requirements.

The petition, had it been successful, would
have forced an election to decide whether to
continue imposing the half-cent economic
development sales tax in Big Spring, which
is the main source of funding for Moore
Development of Big Spring Inc.

LLC, the company behind
the “Let’'s Build a
Computer” program, said
the program will continue
to expose young students
to those trades.

“We believe this will
bring a new twist to the
‘If I had Hammer’ con-

cept,” Tunstall said. “We
still talk about all those
trades but this has a more
technological slant.

“We show them what’s
going on in the inside,

how ‘a computer chip
works,” Tunstall said.
“We're teaching them

chemistry, physics and
other subjects relative to
it. It really opens their
eyes.”

dents graduating from the
college’s nursing pro-
gram.

“Ever since I've been in
town there’s been a nurs-
es shortage,” Cox said.
“Maybe the college needs
to provide more recruit-
ing, more accepting of
students, more facilities
and more teachers.”

Cox cited statistics on
the number of students
who graduated from the
college’s transitional reg-
istered nurses program.
Last year, the program
started with 35 students
but only six graduated.

Cox also cited frustra-
tion he has heard from
the potential students for
not getting into the pro-
gram or being able to fin-
ish and added students
areleaving town to attend
area nursing programs.
He also suggested the col-
lege become more aggres-
sive in recruiting and
exposing high school stu-
dents to the nursing field.

Sparks said- she under-
stands Cox’s frustration

but said the allied health
programs are difficult.
She also added that the
college was recently
approved for a grant to
provide more assistance
for student instructional
support to help the stu-
dents make it through
these tough courses.

Howard College is also .

working with the Big
Spring Independent
School District to provide
concurrent course to
expose students to the
nursing field. However,
Sparks added, the course
has not met with much
interest.

In other Dbusiness,
trustees reviewed the pro-
gram passing rates for
Howard College students
who took state board

exams in 2002-2003. They
are: the associate degree
of nursing program, 90
percent; dental hygiene,
88 percent; emergency
medical service, 86 per-
cent; medical attendance,
100 percent; and vocation-
al nursing program, 100
percent.

In the cosmetology pro-
gram, 12 of 14 students
who took the state board
exam passed during the
2002-2003 school year; 13
of 13 students passed in
the 2001-2002; and four of
five have passed from
2003 to February of 2004.

Our purpose here, however, is not to encourage
involvement simply for the sake of having contested

races.

No, the decision to seek one of these positions is one
that should only be made after a lot of thought. The
men and women who serve on these boards help shape
the future of our schools and our communities. Their
decisions affect each one of us in some way, whether
it is the amount of taxes we pay, the services we
receive or the quality of education that our children
and grandchildren get in the classroom.

Unlevel congressional highway

resident George W. Bush
and House Speaker J.
Dennis Hastert, normally
staunch Republican allies,
could not disagree
more on the politics
of the elephantine
highway bill pending
in Congress. The
president is eager to
cast his first veto to
show restive conserv-
atives he really is an
economizer. The
speaker wants to
avoid a veto, which
would put his belea-
guered Republican ot
House members on
the spot in a veto override vote,
forced to chose between conser-
vatism and concrete. .

Bush repeatedly has warned he -
will veto any bill over his six-year
limit of $256 billion, which is $38
billion over current spending lev-
els. The Senate’s bill would cost
$318 billion. Defending his reputa-
tion as the reigning Mr. Concrete
on Cap.‘ol Hill, House
Transportation Committee
Chairman Don Young of Alaska
has pushed a $375 billion bill,
which is to be cut down to $310
billion in the Appropriations
Committee. The gap between
Republican Congress and
Republican president seems too
wide to bridge. »

Like much else in Washington,
however, this debate is not on the
level. Politicians are posturing
about how they will look rather
than on how much should be
spent on what kind of roads. Only
senators and select staffers know
the actual contents of the bill sup-
ported by a huge majority of sena-

tors in defiance of Bush’s warn-
ings. Indeed, more public works
goodies are yet to be stuffed into
this package to satisfy what criti-
cal Republican Sen. John McCain
calls “an addiction to pork” by his
colleagues.

In the background, the right is
rumbling over the Bush adminis-
tration’s failure to put a lid on
spending. It was decided weeks
ago inside the White House to
draw the line on the highway bill
by threatening a veto. Chairman
Young, offended that a mere presi-
dent would defy him, wailed in a
Feb. 4 public letter: “I am extreme-
ly disappointed.”

Democrats, who berate Bush as a
spendthrift while proposing higher
expenditures across the board, are
overjoyed. “He is taunting the
Congress in order to regain his
right-wing wacko base who would
rather build roads in Iraq than in
this country,” said Rep. Nick
Rahall of West Virginia. More
soberly, Sen. Max Baucus of
Montana said: “I doubt that his
first veto would be a highway
bill.”

But party lines break down over
highways. During the recent
Senate debate, the intensely parti-
san Demogratic Whip Harry Reid
of Nevada negotiated in the aisles
with the intensely conservative
Environment and Public Works
Committee Chairman James
Inhofe of Oklahoma. Mainline
Republican Sen. Kit Bond of
Missouri and liberal Independent
Sen. James Jeffords of Vermont
similarly worked hand in hand.
Consequently, the final stages of
the Feb. 12 Senate debate involved
addition — certainly not subtrac-
tion — of highway money.

All this was done off the public

record, in bipartisan secrecy. No
details have been released, but we
know a little thanks to reporting
by John Stanton of CongressDaily.
Republican Sen. Lisa Murkowski
of Alaska, an appointive senator
facing a tough election fight this
year, got $30 million for roads con-
necting remote villages in her
state, Democratic Sen. Patty
Murray of Washington, also facing
an election challenge, won more
money for Puget Sound ferries.
Going far afield from highways,
Nevadan Reid — also up for re-
election — got repeal of a casino
wagering tax. Congressional
staffers confirmed these provisions
to this column but would not pro-
vide further details.

That'’s just the beginning of pork
supplements. McCain sees “wind-
falls” blocked out in the bill's
unspecified spending. These holes,
he predicts, will be filled in the
Senate-House conference to make
the final version irresistible for
congressional pork fanciers and,
therefore, veto-proof.

The prospect that Bush’s first
veto will be overridden does not
daunt the White House, with the
president getting his first veto and
Republican congressmen still get-
ting their highways. That may be
too clever by half to succeed with
Americans, and Speaker Hastert is
insisting he will have no part of
subjecting his caucus to this vote.
While either Bush or Hastert will
have to back down, realists accept
McCain's prediction that a vast
and gaudy highway bill soon will
be the law of the land whether the
president or the speaker prevails
tactically.

s soon as you step off the
plane, you know you are
in a very strange place.
You are in the Mideast.

Men stand around in white robes
with white or checkered head
scarves held in place
by black ropes.

The noise can be amazing. Even
when someone is not playing a
radio (and someone always is play-
ing a radio), people seem to be
chattering or shouting or waving
their hands.

You think they are really argu-
ing and will soon start hitting
each other. But they are just talk-
ing and will often break into
laughter and hug one another.

Men not only kiss each other's
cheeks when they theet, but often
walk through the streets holding
hands.

And people in the Mideast don't
like to line up like Americans or
British people do when waiting to
buy an airline ticket or to get into
a soccer game.

People in the Mideast like to
crowd around. They always seem
to be “invading your space” or “in
your face.”

This is strange to us, but not to
them.

When we get sick, even if we
don't have something catching, we
stay alone in our rooms. Even in
the hospital, we aren't allowed
many visitors.

But in the Mideast, hospital
rooms are often crowded with visi-
tors and family members, who talk
and laugh and shout and play
their radios.

Everything they do over there
seems So strange. But in order to
understand different people, you
have to understand their culture
and history.

In American culture and history,
we often admire rugged individu-
als like Daniel Boone or the pio-
neer families who lived all alone
on the Great Plains.

But in Mideastern culture and
history, the family, the unit, the
tribe is admired. Survival in the
desert was almost impossible all
by yourself. You needed family
members and friends just to keep
alive.

And so different people grow up
in different ways.

Sometimes cultures do mix, of
course. In Saudi Arabia, I saw
Frye Boots for sale and Calvin
Klein jeans. People drove Toyotas
and drank Pepsi. And you could
also buy Black and Decker power
tools made in Baltimore.

And when I went to a soccer

game in Riyadh, the capital city of
Saudi Arabia, the stadium was
very modern and had artificial
turf and a huge electronic score-
board.

Syria was playing Iraq that day
(they call it football), and the peo-
ple in the stands were going crazy
every time a goal was scored.
They had brought their own
instruments with them into the
stands, and throughout the game
they beat drums and clanged sym-
bols together and tooted on flutes.

So it was both strange and famil-
iar. They liked sports just like we
liked sports. And while the cym-
bals and the flutes seemed kind of
strange to have at a game, I won-
dered what they would make of
the San Diego chicken.

As I continued to travel through-
out the Mideast, I was invited into
homes wherever I went: in Saudi
Arabia, in Lebanon, in Egypt, in
Israel and a Palestinian home on
the Israeli-occupied West Bank.

What I saw were families living
their daily lives. Small children
chasing each other through the
kitchen, while their mothers told
them to play more quietly. Older
children listening to tapes. Fathers
reading the evening newspapers.
Teen-agers doing their homework
and wondering why anybody ever
invented algebra.

And after a while, I learned that
sometimes the strangest thing
about different people is how they
aren't that strange at all.

UT task force

HOUSTON (AP)—A task
force appointed by
University of Texas
System Chancellor Mark
Yudof will re-evaluate
rules regarding pornogra-
phy and computers follow-
ing investigations at the
school's Houston and
Dallas health science cen-
ters.

The re-evaluation will
consider whether system
policies and procedures
should expressly prohibit
employee viewing Internet
pornography and whether
all system schools should
employ filters preventing
access to pornography,
said task force chairman
Mike Godfrey, the sys-
tem's top lawyer.

“In its broadest sense,
those are the questions the
task force will be asking,”
Godfrey said in the
Houston Chronicle's week-
end editions. “In light of
recent events, we want to
make sure that policies
that once seemed sufficient
really are. We want to see
if changes are needed.”

Chef Keith Keogh offers
some tips to help “eye and
buy” seafood.

The fish's eyes should
be clear. If the eyes are
cloudy, the fish was prob-
ably harvested more than
five days ago and is begin-
ning to get old.

The fish's interior gills

should be bright red. If

the gills are pink or
brownish gray, the fish
has either been mishan-
dled or is getting old,

indicating the quality of

the fish may be poor.

There should be no
offensive odor. Fresh fish
does not smell bad.
Generally speaking, it
should smell moist and

fresh, like a cut cucumber
or melon. If there is an
unusual odor, the fish is
probably old and should
not be purchased.

The fish's flesh should
be firm and elastic to the
touch-it should “spring
back” in place.

If an indentation
remains after the fish is
touched, the fish is begin-
ning to get soft and is
probably old.

Fresh fillets or steak

cuts should look moist
and firm.
Check for gapping, or

the separating of flesh in
a fillet that indicates the
fish is getting old.

South Plains streaks to 96-68 win over Hawks

The Howard College Hawks’
showdown was a textbook exam-
ple of a hit-and-miss situation.
South Plains hit everything.

The Hawks, well ...

South Plains shot better than 40
percent from the floor in the first
half and rolled to an lop-sided 50-
24 halftime lead en route to
claiming a 96-68 victory in front
of a large crowd at the Dorothy

minutes.

With the win, South Plains all
but eliminated the Hawks from
the postseason playoff picture.
The Hawks, who entered the
game trailing Frank Phillips by a
game for the final KRegion V
Tournament, slipped to 5-8 in
Western Junior College Athletic
Conference play with one game
remaining. Frank Phillips,
which played New Mexico
Junior College Monday, holds
the tie-breaker advantage over

Region V champion, got off to a
quick start against the Hawks.
The Texans reeled off 10 of the
games first 12 points and never
looked back.

Issian Redding and Dennard
Abraham each scored 13 points
in the first 20 minutes and keyed
the Texans’ ability to run to a 24-
point halftime advantage.

Dwayne Abraham and Steve
Goff carried the brunt of the
Hawks' offensive load in the first
half. Abraham pumped in all

leading 83rd three-point shot of
the season.

The Hawks managed to play
South Plains closely in the sec-
ond half. Led by eight points
from freshman Munir Shakir
and seven more from Johnny
Jones, the Hawks scored 42 sec-
ond-half points.

South Plains closed out the
game with a 46 point effort in the
final 20 minutes.
