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Early voting continues at county courthouse

Thanks in part to a sluggish Saturday 
turnout, early voting remained low com­
pared to numbers posted in the 2000 pri­
maries as it moved into its second week in 
the Crossroads area.

As of Monday, 455 ballots had been cast in 
the Democratic Primary, approximately 256 
votes ahead of results from the same time 
frame in the 2000 primaries.

While the Democratic effort is enjoyed a 
surge in its numbers, the Republican ticket 
continued to suffer this week, pulling in only

383 voters. The 2000 GOP Primary garnered 
730 ballots in its first week of early voting, 
making for a wide margin of comparison.

Overall, Howard County ballot boxes are 
126 votes short, collectively, in the first week 
of early voting. County Clerk Donna Wright 
said there have been several theories tossed 
around as to the reason for the sudden shift 
from the Republican Primary to the 
Democratic, but no solid answer is readily 
available.

‘T ve  heard some people say it’s because of 
the sheriffs race,” said Wright. “They think 
that race is why we’re seeing the shift, espe­

cially since the sheriffs race was on the 
Republican ballot in 2000.”

On the Democratic ticket are incumbent 
sheriff Dale Walker and challenger Willie 
Rangel. Former deputy Ron Allen is the only 
candidate for sheriff on the Republican bal­
lot.

“ In the end, 1 don’t think anyone can real­
ly say with any real certainty what’s caused 
this shift,” said Wright. “ I gave up on trying 
to predict these things a long time ago.” 

While the shift is something of a mystery.

90 years of life Wednesday

Doyle Vaughn, former owner of 

Vaughn’s Sweet Shop, celebrates 90 
years of life Wednesday, and the sweet 
smell of baked bread isn’t 
the only thing his family 
will remember.

“He started with donuts 
and sweet rolls and began 
delivering to all-night 
cafes at 4 in the a.ni.,” 
said Vaughn’s daughter,
Beverly Vaughn Kay.

“He used Mother’s car, 
a ‘35 Plymouth to make 
deliveries. The first 
morning he began with 
only 35 cents in his pocket, which was 
all the money they had,” she said.

Vaughn’s Sweet Shop opened in 1937 
at 1909 Runnels, in a double garage in 
backjOf the Vaughn’s rented home. In 
1938, the bakery moved to 103 Main St., 
then to 504 Gregg, where it remained a 
thriving family business until the 
Vaughns retired in 1973.

“Business started out pretty good. 
Then when the world war started, 1 was 
lucky enough to get the bread contract

here at the base. I kept it until the war 
was over,” Vaughn said in a letter to his 
children.

Life in West Texas during the Great 
Depression was filled with hard work, 

but also great satisfac­
tion. Thousands of people 
were unemployed at that 
time, and anyone 
employed was grateful, he 
said.

“We didn’t have much, 
but we got by somehow, 
and enjoyed living,” he 
wrote.

His first job at a bakery 
in Big Spring netted him 
the grand sum of $15 a 

week, a pay increase from the $7 per 
week he had earned in Stamford, where 
he went through school as far as the 
eighth grade.

“When payday came (he) paid me $15. 
I thought he had made a mistake, but he 
said that was what he paid. You talk 
about a happy boy — I was,” Vaughn 
recalled.

Vaughn also remembers motoring to 
the World Fair in Chicago in 1933, and

Freddie Mac and Fannie Mae 
have gone and gotten them­
selves in big trouble. For 
those of you who do not fol­
low the business 

pages, I only wish we 
were talking about 
pregnant teen-agers.
Fannie and Freddie 
are the two govern­
ment-sponsored mort­
gage companies that 
help most of us buy 
homes. Trouble is, 
they’ve run them­
selves into big-time 
debt — they’ve dou­
bled the amount they ___________
owe in just the last -—«-«««««--««--■ 
five years. When I say big-time, 
try $2 trillion. And guess who’s on 
the hook if these things go under? 
Congratulations, taxpayers.

Alan Greenspan, the Great Pooh- 
Bah of the financial world, opined 
in his usual Delphic style before 
the Senate Banking Committee, 
“To fend off possible future sys­
temic difficulties, which we assess 
as likely if the expansion contin­
ues unabated, preventive actions 

' are required sooner rather than 
later.’’ The Wall Street Journal 
helpfully translates this as, “Act 
quickly.’’ Hard to tell with 
Greenspan: I yield to the Journal’s 
long experience in Greenspan 
translation, but it could also 
mean, “Push the panic button 
now!”

What we have here is the same 
thing that happened after the 
famous S&L deregulation in the 
1980s -^ privatized profit and 
socialized risk. You may recall 
that little adventure in deregula­
tion — the universal panacea 
according to the right — cost the 
taxpayers half a trillion dollars.

Fannie and Freddie were created 
by Congress as private companies 
to entourage home ownership and 
— in theory, on paper — the tax­
payers aren’t responsible if they 
go bust... but they’re literally too 
big to fall. Unfortunately, the mar­
kets have always assumed Fannie
and Freddie’s debt was guaranteed

by the U.S. government. Should 
they go under and the government 
not pay, it would be as though the 
United States government were 
defaulting on a sort of low-level 
debt. All that would do is cause 
financial collapse and chaos and 
probably worldwide depression, 
but try not to think about it too 
long.

On the other hand, the people 
responsible for all this have 
already been thinking about it too 
long. For over a year now, Fannie 
and Freddie’s pickle has been 
obvious, and the experts on the 
financial pages have been writing, 
“Do Something,” for ages.

The fiscal irresponsibility of this 
so-called CEO-administration is a 
source of constant wonder. This 
potential financial crisis is racing 
toward us like a tidal wave, gain­
ing strength as it comes. Are they 
actually going to stand there like 
Alfred E. Neuman, saying, “What, 
me worry?”

Of course, the conservatives 
think the thing to do is privatize 
the companies, and the liberals 
think the thing to do is regulate 
them. I don’t see where privatizing 
gets us any further. Oh, to be 
sure, in the long run, market dis­
cipline would work like a charm, 
but one reason I’m a Keynesian is 
the old boy’s observation, “ In the 
long run, we’ll all be dead.” And 
dead-broke, too, if these things 
default.

Seems to me Fannie and 
Freddie’s mess is the perfect argu­
ment FOR government regulation, 
and not just of the two giant mort­
gage companies. These GSE’s (gob- 
bledygook for “government-spon­
sored entities” ) have been hedging 
their debt risks through hedge 
funds, which are in turn almost 
entirely unregulated. Greenspan 
warns that Fannie and Freddie’s 
debt could soon be larger than the 
federal government’s. Think about 
it. Remember what happened 
when one large hedge fund, Long- 
Term Capital Management, started 
to go under? Ooops.
.You know, .when a bleeding 

heart liberal like me has to sit

around lecturing a Republican 
administration on fiscal responsi­
bility, we’re in a sorry pass. 1 
watch the entire corporate and 
financial structure of this country 
running around raising money 
like crazy for the re-election of 
George W. Bush, and 1 am remind­
ed once more that capitalism will 
destroy itself if  you let it.

Congress has already failed in its 
oversight responsibilities by let­
ting the companies get into this 
mess. The Center for Responsive 
Politics reports Fannie and 
Freddie contributed $6.5 million to 
federal campaigns in 2002. Fannie 
has hired 14 lobbying firms, and 
Freddie 26. They spent $9.7 million 
on lobbying in the first six months 
of last year. According to Ralph 
Nader (always a reliable source in 
these matters, no matter what his 
political judgment), “The board of 
directors on staff of Fannie and 
Freddie have always been populat­
ed by former officials and political 
activists from both the Republican 
and Democratic parties who are 
given huge pay packages.”

The Bushles want to put regula­
tion of the GSEs in the Treasury 
Department and abolish the Office 
of Federal Housing Enterprise 
Oversight, the independent agency 
whose sole responsibility is moni­
toring the GSEs. Moving regula­
tion to Treasury would make the 
GSEs even more political and even 
more apparently creatures of gov­
ernment. In typical Republican 
fashion, the small agency now 
handling the job has been starved’ 
for funds.

This is the great Gingrich ploy 
— don’t give a regulatory agency 
enough money to do its job, and 
then when things come unstuck, 
announce that regulation doesn’t 
work.

Sen. John Edwards got 
through last Thursday 
night’s debate in Los 
Angeles, as he has his 
entire presidential campaign, with 

out being asked an embarrassing 
question. How can he 
explain setting up a 
dummy corporation to 
avoid paying an esti­
mated $290,(X)0 in 
Mejdicare taxes in the 
two years before he 
ran for the Senate? It 
would be an embar­
rassing question for a 
self-described populist 
inveighing against 
privileges for the rich 
and powerful.

There were plenty of 
opportunities for Sen. John Kerry 
to bring this up during the 
debate’s extended discussion of -  
health care. Some of Kerry’s key 
advisers worked on the 1998 North 
Carolina Senate campaign won by 
Edwards, when this issue was 
raised. But with Kerry on the 
brink of collecting a majority of 
delegates to guarantee the 
Democratic presidential nomina- 

'tlon, he does not want to risk trou­
ble with negative campaigning 
against his sole remaining serious 
opponent.

However, it is Inconceivable that 
President Bush’s crack researchers 
are not aware of the massive tax 
loophole utilized by Edwards, who 
is the clear consensus choice to be 
Kerry’s vice-presidential running 
mate. Democrats, relishing 
thoughts o f the attractive and 
charismatic Edwards face to face 
against Dick Cheney in debate, 
must ponder a better answer to

the Medicare tax question than the 
senator gave six years ago.

At 9 a.m. on June 28,1995, arti­
cles of incorporation were filed 
with the North Carolina Secretary 
of State for John R. Edwards, P.A. 
(professional association), of 
Raleigh, N.C. The new corporation 
was authorized to issue 100,000 
shares of common stock — all 
owned by Edwards, who is its only 
employee. This is a classic 
Subchapter “S” corporation 
devised to shelter income, mainly 
for professionals such as lawyers 
(and also syndicated columnists, 
but not me). It is one of the last 
loopholes left in the Internal 
Revenue Code, and it is a big one.

Edwards put his own little corpo­
ration to good use in his last two 
years as a multi-millionaire per­
sonal accident lawyer before 
becoming a full-time politician. He 
paid himself salaries of $600,000 in 
19% and $540,000 in 1997, on which 
he paid Medicare taxes. As the 
sole stockholder, Edwards received 
dividends of $5 million for each of 
those years — all o f it free from 
Medicare taxes. That saved the 
future senator around $290,000.

Republican Sen. Lauch Faircloth, 
facing defeat in 1998 by Edwards, 
charged that his challenger “has 
avoided paying taxes, shortchang­
ing seniors.” Edwards shot back 
with a response of a young man 
who had proved himself a virtuoso 
in pleading before juries; “I have 
paid every dime of Medicare taxes 
I owe and am required to pay by 
law. If Lauch Faircloth wants to 
make negative personal attacks, he 
needs to do it to my face in 
debate.”

Faircloth, a self-made and largely 
inarticulate businessman, was not

about to take on silver-tongued 
Johnny Edwards in debate — and 
Edwards knew it. Whether his tax 
avoidance was perfectly legal, 
however, remains unknown in the 
absence of an IRS audit. The gov­
ernment’s position is that dummy 
corporations such as John R. 
Edwards, P.A., must pay its sole 
employee a “ reasonable” salary. 
Tax practitioners told me that pay­
ing a $1.1 million salary out of 
$11.1 million net income may not 
pass the “ reasonable” test.

Manipulating the IRS code to 
maximize his personal wealth 
comes at the peak of a campaign 
where Edwards has raised himself 
lYom the lowest of also-rans to 
become a strong runner-up by pro­
pounding his concept of “ two 
Americas” — including one 
America where the rich play dirty 
tricks on the other America. In an 
early presidential debate in 
Columbia, S.C., last May 3, he 
promised “a better life for our 
families” that would be “based on 
the values o f hard work and 
responsibility, not accounting 
tricks and corporate greed.”

There is no record that Edwards, 
during his six years in the Senate, 
ever even considered legislation to 
close the giant loophole o f the per­
sonal corporation. He must know 
that loophole well, because he is a 
lawyer who took advantage of it. 
He has not been seriously chal­
lenged on this so far, but surely 
will if  he is put on the ticket in 
Boston this summer.

Despite Billy Parks’ 

statement, local business 
man Bob Parks was the 
first of the citizens to 
approach the subject and 
its possible effect on Big 
Spring.

“Why does TxDOT not 
entertain the reliever 
route going in more than 
one direction,” asked Bob 
Parks. “ I ’ve been to three 
of these meetings with 
TxDOT and they won’t 
even consider or talk to 
the public about an east­
ern route.

“There has been some 
discussion about how we 
need a reliever route 
around Big Spring 
because of hazardous 
materials, yet they want 
to build it on the west 
side of Big Spring, where 
we get our western winds. 
So if there is an accident 
out on this proposed 
reliever route, where is 
the wind going to take the 
fumes? It’s going to take 
them into Big Spring.”

Bob Parks went on to 
question the effects a haz­
ardous material spill on 
the west side of Big 
Spring could have on the 
large prison population in 
that area.

“We’ve got three or four 
prisons out there right 
now,” he said. “What is' 
their evacuation process 
for a situation that would 
occur? How could we 
evacuate four prisons in a 
relatively short period of 
time?

“None of these ques­

tions have been 
answered. The only 
answer I get is that we 
negd to have it near an 
airport. That’s the only 
answer I get from anyone, 
that we need it near the 
airport so we can grow as 
a community. We’ve had 
Interstate Highway 20 out 
there since 1966 and I’ve 
been in business here 
since 1980, and the same 
amount of businesses is 
out there next to 
Interstate Highway 20 
that were there in 1980, so 
1 don’t think that’s neces­
sarily ̂ n issue.”

TxDOT District
Engineer Russel Lenz 
said he was new to the 
project and still trying to 
gather all of the necessary 
information to address 
the question of a reliever 
route.

“We’re still studying the 
reliever route,” said Lenz. 
“You have to realize I just 
came into this project on 
Jan. 1, and there are a lot 
of issues that are going to 
be looked at. I’m not pre­
pared to talk about them 
today, but I do know we 
have been having discus­
sions, trying to work out 
issues. Conceptual issues, 
not about how many feet 
of right-of-way there is.

“ We’re going to contin­
ue to look. They are sup­
posed to be putting 
together a report for me 
to read and get up to 
speed on. I certainly don’t 
believe anything is ham­
mered in granite at this 
point.”

While Lenz seemed 
somewhat unsure of the 
east vs. west debate on 
the reliever route, TxDOT

Area Engineef Roy Dill 
said the tendency to look 
westward for the route 
comes from a number of 
studies conducted by the 
state, and while FM 700 
may seem like an ideal 
road to use to some, 
TxDOT doesn t see things 
that way.

“There have been sever­
al feasibility studies per­
formed to look at where 
the best location for the 
reliever route would be,” 
said Dill. “There are a lot 
of factors involved. FM 
700 is an active five-lane 
facility and there has 
been a lot of economic 
growth along it. What we 
are looking for here is a 
controlled access freeway 
to increase safety. To take 
FM 700 and make it a con­
trolled access facility just 
isn’t feasible.”

Local citizens also 
voiced concerns over 
areas where the relie\^r 
route may be forced' to 
cross bridges or other 
means of traffic, and the 
overall time period it 
would take to complete 
the Ports-to-Plains pro­
ject.

“Our grandchildren 
might get to see its com­
pletion,” laughed Billy 
Parks. “ It’s going to take 
a great deal of time to 
complete the project, and 
a great deal of the reason 
comes from Washington, 
where they are still argu­
ing over a transportation 
bill.”

nings, he said he’s 
endured his share of 
“spiritual warfare” dur­
ing his travels.

Injured soldier’s claim  
raises thorny legal issues

DALLAS (AP) — A West Texas Army 
reservist injured during the Iraq war 
has sued the state for denying his claim 
for a grunt from a fund established to 
assist crime victims.

Staff Sgt. Hyan Kelly believed to be 
the nation’s first soldier to apply for 
compensation under such a program, 
and is seeking $150,000 in damages in a 
4awsuit he filed last month.

Kelly, 2.'{, of Abilene contends he was 
a tf'iTorism victim on .July 14, 2003, 
when a hidden roadside artillery shell 
detonated neai' Maghdad and blew off 
his right leg below the knee. His log 
was later amputated.

He ai)|)lied twice for money from the 
state's ('rime Victims Compensation 
Fund, which is designed to pay uncov- 
(,‘red medical expenses for victims of 
crime including those injured or killed 
in overseas terrorism. He W'as turned 
down each time.

In court papers. Assistant Attorney 
(h ’neral Rita Haranowski, representing 
T(?xas’ attorney general, said Kelly is a 
casualty of war, not a crime victim.

The lawsuit has raised some sticky 
legal issues concerning who is consid­
ered a terrorist and who is responsible 
for taking care of wounded soldiers. 
The issues have yet to be tested in 
court.

American officials dismissed 
Aristide’s claim. Secretary of State 
Colin Powell called the allegations 
“absolutely baseless, absurd.” U.S. offi­
cials acknowledged privately, however, 
that Aristide was told that if he 
remained in Haiti, U.S. forces would 
not protect him from the rebels.

U.S. plans for a quiet, orderly transi­
tion appeared threatened, despite the 
arrival of hundreds of American, 
French and Canadian soldiers as an 
interim peacekeeping force.

Rebels who had promised to lay down 
their arms if their main demand —- 
Aristide’s resignation — was met, 
instead swaggered into the capital, 
hinting they were here to “stay. They 
said they would just tolerate police and 
international peacekeepers, while 
enforcing their own kind of justice.

Haiti’s conflict moves
to political front

PORT AU PRINCK, Haiti (AP) -  The 
aftershocks of President Jean Bertrand 
Aristide’s departure from Haiti echoed 
from the streets of Port-Au-Prince to 
Washington D.C. as rebels refused to 
fade into the background and accusa­
tions of a coup dogged American offi­
cials.

U.S. Marines and French troops 
secured key sites around the capital on 
Monday, and rebels rolled into the cap­
ital to cheering crowds as Haiti's 
bloody uprising moved from the streets 
to the political arena.

Aristide, currently in the Central 
African Republic, told The Associated 
Press in a telephone interview Monday 
that he was “ forced to leave" Haiti by 
U.S. military forces. He added that they 
would “ start shooting and be killing” if 
he refused, but it was unclear if he was 
retbrring to rebels or U.S. agents.

ATLANTA — Democratic front-run­
ner John Kerry, looking for a sweep of 
10 states that could end John Edwards’ 
bid for the presidential nomination, 
said Tuesday there should be no doubt 
that he has the “ fire in the belly” to 
spend the next nine months trying to 
oust President Bush.

“Boy, wait til you see the fire in my 
belly. 1 didn’t win 18 out of 20 caucuses 
and primaries so far because I don’t 
have the fire in the belly,” Kerry told 
“The Early Show" on CBS. “And people 
who know me well know that fire is 
raging, and on behalf of the working 
people of America 1 intend to make 
sure that we restore fairness in our 
country again.”

Edwards shook hands with support­
ers outside a polling place in suburban 
Atlanta, declining to take questions 
from reporters. Kerry also campaigned 
in Atlanta as polls opened in Georgia 
and nine othef Super Tuesday states 
worth more than half of the delegates 
needed to win the Democratic nomina­
tion. Both candidates were returning to 
Washington to vote on gun legislation 
before the Senate. Edwards planned to 
await returns Tuesday night in Atlanta 
while Kerry was to remain in 
Washington for an election-night party.

In spite of polls showing him ahead of 
Edwards in every state, Kerry would 
not predict victory or suggest that 
Edwards leave the race if he were to 
fail to win any states. The 
Massachusetts senator also would not 
say whether anyone, including his col­
league from North Carolina, is undef 
consideration for the No. l^pot on the 
ticket.

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Big 12 may not get its usuai six NCAA tournament berths
KANSAS CITY. Mo. (AP) -  

No. 8 Oklahoma State and NO. 
10 Texas are locks, of course.

So is No. 21 Kansas.
But just how many other Big 

12 schools will wind up with a 
precious invitation to the pres­
tigious and moneymaking 
NCAA tournament?

Using history as a guide, 
every team that goes 9-7 in the 
league will hear its name called 
on selection Sunday. But with 
pundits around the country 
saying the Big 12 is going 
through a down year, maybe 
the league's participation will 
be down as well.

“ I don't think it's down at all,” 
said Kansas' Bill Self, who is in 
his first reason as a head coach 
in the Big 12. ‘T think it's a 
monster league. If you go above 
.500 in our league, I don't see 
how you cannot get in, unless 
you had some really bad losses 
early.”

Since the Big 12's first season

in 1996, only one Big 12 team 
that finished 9-7 or better did 
not make the NCAA field. That 
was T6xas Tech, which was 
embroiled in an ineligible play­
er controversy and took itself 
out.

If 9-7 remains the magic 
record, then Colorado and 
Missouri are in good shape 
with 9-5 marks heading into the 
last two regular-season games.

At risk are Texas Tech (7-7), 
which has lost seven of its last 
10, and Oklahoma (6-8). The 
Sooners have been to the NCAA 
tournament nine years in a 
row, or every season during 
Kelvin Sampson's tenure as 
head coach. Iowa State and 
Nebraska are also 6-8 with two 
games remaining.

The Big 12 has sent si:; teams 
to the NCAA tournament in 
each of the past four seasons, 
with four Final Four partici­
pants.

"I think that six this year

may be a little bit more of a 
stretch than it has been in the 
past,” said Texas A&M coach 
Melvin Watkins, whose team is 
a winless 0-14 in league play. 
“But it will depend on other fac­
tors.”

Baylor, the team just about 
everybody figured wouldn't win 
a single Big 12 game, finishes 
its home schedule against 
Kansas State on .Wednesday 
night before ending its season 
at Oklahoma on Saturday.

And what a season it's been. 
The Bears won't play in the Big 
12 tournament: they removed 
themselves from postseason 
play following the tragic events 
of last summer, when former 
player Patrick Dennehy disap­
peared and was later found 
dead. Another former player, 
Carlton Dotson, is charged with 
his killing, and the school has 
cited itself for violations that 
include improper tuition pay­
ments and other travel, lodging

and meal benefits for players 
paid for by former coach Dave 
Bliss.

But with three league wins 
with two games left to play, the 
Bears have already earned 
respect of everyone on their 
schedule.

“ I am really pleased with how 
the team's performed this 
year,” said first-year coach 
Scott Drew. “We've tried to rep­
resent Baylor in a positive 
way.”

Three of Baylor's best players 
transferred in the scandal's 
wake, including John Lucas, 
the Oklahoma State point guard 
who has emerged as a leading 
candidate for Big 12 player of 
the year.

“Even though we've lost a lot 
of games, the community and 
the school have been encourag­
ing, have been great,” Drew 
said. “The players can hold 
their heads high and walk 
around campus with a sense of

pride rather than being made 
fun of.”

Kansas is home Wednesday 
night against Nebraska and will 
then help Missouri close out a 
colorful era on Sunday when 
the Tigers play their final game 
at the Hearnes Center. 
Freshman center David 
Padgett, who's been starting 
since about midseason, may be 
out with an ankle injury he sus­
tained Sunday against 
Oklahoma.

“He's definitely going to be on 
crutches for a while,” Self said. 
“We can't anticipate him being 
available on Wednesday. 
Sunday would be a serious 
question mark. But hopefully 
we'll have him back by the Big 
12 tournament."

The conference's tournament 
will again be played in Dallas 
this season. Kansas City's 
Kemper Arena had hosted 
every Big Eight and Big 12 tour­
nament until last season.

Jordan ready to lead 
new-look Rangers

SURPRISE, Ariz. (AP) 
— Brian Jordan prepares 
for his morning workout 
with the Texas Rangers 
from the locker closest to 
the back door, the one 
that used to be occupied 
by the MVP he expected 
to be his teammate.

When Jordan signed in 
December, the Rangers 
had just ended two 
months of talks with 
Boston concerning Alex 
Rodriguez. But the 
American League MVP 
was then traded to the 
New York Yankees the 
week before Jordan got to 
spring training.

“You get a great oppor­
tunity to play with a great 
player. You look forward 
to that,” Jordan said. “So 
it caught me by surprise. 
When the •Boston trade 
didn't go through, I just 
knew he was going to be 
here.”

While Jordan is "really 
unsure" if his decision to 
join Texas would have 
been different if he'd 
known A-Rod would be 
gone, the youthful 
Rangers need the veteran 
outfielder more than 
ever.

They need Jordan's bat 
in the middle of the line­
up, his glove in right field 
and, most importantly, 
his presence and leader­
ship.

‘-‘You can tell already 
the weY^t that Brian's 
words carry,” manager 
Buck Showalter said. 
“What I love about him, 
he's very selective about 
when he uses them. ... 
The other day when he 
spoke up, every head 
there jerked around to see 
what he had to say.”

Jordan, who turns 37 
before opening day of his 
13th major league season, 
knows part of his role is 
to lead. That's something 
he planned to do regard­
less, and what the 
Rangers wanted even 
before trading Rodriguez.

“ I don't think my role 
changes whether it's a 
younger club or a veteran 
club,” Jordan said. “ I go 
about my job as far as 
leading by example, play 
hard and just hope guys 
follow. When I need to 
speak, I speak, but I’ll let 
my actions speak."

Jordan is a .287 career 
hitter who played in the 
World Series with Atlanta 
in 1999, the same season 
he was an All-Star. He 
also played three NFL 
seasons (1989-91), and was 
an alternate defensive 
back for the Pro Bowl to 
end his football career.

“We just get everything 
we can from him,” first 
baseman Mark Teixeira 
said. “There’s no doubt 
that when somebody like 
that is talking, you're def­
initely going to listen.”

While playing with a 
torn left knee tendon in 
Los Angeles late in the 
2002 season, Jordan was 
the National League’s 
player of the month in 
September. After offsea­
son surgery he was ready 
for 2003, but another 
surgery in July ended his 
season and stint with the 
Dodgers.

The Dodgers didn’t pick 
up his $10.5 million 
option, and instead paid a 
$2.5 million buyout. 
Jordan then signed a 
$1,375 million, one-year 
deal with Texas that 
includes a mutual option 
for 2005.

The Rangers are being 
cautious, and held Jordan 
out of their first 
intrasquad game Monday. 
Still, Jordan and the team 
say he's healthy.

“Last year was a tough 
decision for me, to end 
my season so short,” he 
said. “But it was the right 
decision for me, because 
right now I feel great. I 
can go out here and 
sprint full speed right 
now, but I'm just going to 
pace myself for April 5.”

After hitting .299 in 66 
games before the last 
surgery, Jordan was 
eager to get back on the 
field. He reported early 
with Texas pitchers and 
catchers, about a week 
before the full-squad 
reporting date.

He issued a simple chal­
lenge to his younger 
teammates.

“ I’m going to outplay 
you. That's the ment^ity 
I have, and you should 
want to outplay me,” he 
said. “ If we go about our 
business in that way, 
then we're going to be a 
great team.”

The Mini Page visited Dr. Seuss at 

his home in LaJolla (pronounced La 
Hoya), Calif, in 1979. That was 25 
years ago.

He bought the house in 1948. It 
was built around an observation 
tower.
